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Ninth Annual Meeting, 1396.

HE Annual Meeting of the Corporation of this
Institution was held at Hillcrest Convalescent
Home on Friday, the 2nd of October; wir.
Withrow presiding, in the place of His Hon-
our the Lieutenant-Governor, who was unable to be
present.

After the meeting had been opened with prayer by the
Rev. Mr. dePensier, letters of regret were read from the
Lieutenant-Governor, the Mayor, and others. The Secre-
tary then read the following report :

““ The Ninth Annual Report of the Board of Manage-
ment of Hillcrest Convalescent Home shows no backward
step in the history of that institution. During the year
that has passed, 241 patients have been received and cared
for there, and, in nearly every case, they have returned to
their homes strengthened and invigorated, as much by the
kind care and attention bestowed upon them as by the
pure air and good food—the charming situation and cheer-
ful outlook proving an excellent tonic to those whose
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horizon has been limited for some time to the four walls of
a sick room or the ward of a hospital. Again, this year
we are thankful to say we have no deaths to record, although
some of our patients have been in too precarious a state of
health for a convalescent home; and some, owing to men-
tal disorder, totally unfit for admission, as their condition
reacts most unfavourably on the other patients.

« Hillcrest was not intended exclusively for a convales-
cent home, but also as a place of rest for working women
and girls (the original intention of the donor being a home
for women only) ; this fact seems rather to have been lost
sight of, and the Board of Management greatly regret that
it should be so. Many people, requiring change of air and
yet not able to afford the expenses of a journey, not ill but
tired and overworked, would find there a most delightful
haven of rest, with very little outlay of time, trouble or
money, and we may safely say that in ninety-nine cases out

of a hundred the benefits received would be considerable.

This year we have had a few of this class of patients, three
of them ladies from the United States; one, by grateful
letters to Miss Law, proves how much she valued and
appreciated her care and attention.

¢« At our last Annual Meeting we asked a generous public
to give us the money to put in a telephone, a convenience
greatly needed ; our request was not in vain, for within a
fortnight the money was subscribed, chiefly through the
instrumentality of a lady who was present at the meeting.
To-day we have only the pleasant duty of tendering to all
those who subscribed, our most hearty thanks, and assure
them that it has been even more useful than we anticipated.

“We have been able during the year to add $6435.5¢
to our Endowment Fund, owing to a bequest from Mrs.

Mary Ann Watts. This is a great satisfaction to us, as
the interest will help us to take a patient occasionally who
is literally without home or friends, and who, for some
reason, is not eligible for a city order, possibly because
they have been in hospital for three months, or have not
lived in Toronto for a year; or again, we may feel that a
few weeks after the city order time has expired will be
beneficial—so that for these reasons we are very glad to
see our Endowment Fund increasing.

“Qur Medical Staff have been most kind and attentive
in the discharge of their gratuitous and self-imposed duties,
especially Dr. Machell, who, owing to the absence of one
of the Staff, has done double duty.

“Too much cannot be said of the excellence of Miss
Law and Miss Keith, whose services become more and
more valuable as the yearsgo by. The Board deem them-
selves most fortunate in having secured their services, for
the untiring zeal and devotion of each one in her special
sphere is not to be bought with money, but springs from
Christian principle and a high sense of duty.

“To all who have so kindly worked with, and for, us in
the year that has passed, we offer our warmest thanks.
The Sunday Services, the weekly Bible Readings, and the
Services of Praise, held from time to time, have all been
most helpful, and we hope have, to some, been the dawn
of a better life.

“ Many comforts, in the shape of warm clothing from
the Needlework Guild and others, books, papers, fruit, etc.,
have been sent during the year. We would acknowledge
them now, with many thanks to the donors, and the hope
that they will still keep the Convalescent Home in kindly
remembrance.”

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Medical Report.

MRg. CHAIrRMAN, LLADIES AND GENTLEMEN,—

It affords me much pleasure once more to submit the
Medical Report, on behalf of the Medical Staff of the
Hillcrest Convalescent Home.

The number of patients treated in the past year falls
but little short of any preceding year, and this small
decrease is, we can assure you, consequent upon the fact
that the general health of the city and of the whole country
during the past twelve months has been exceptionally good,
as is shown by the reports of all the hospitals.

The great mass of those who have been benefited, as
heretofore, has been drawn from the working class. Many
cases of debility, which, sooner or later, would have passed
into some more serious illness, have, by the tender care,
good food, splendid fresh air, and well ventilated and
arranged sleeping accommodation, been restored to perfect
health. The wisdom of providing private wards in the
Home has again been demonstrated by the number of those
who, wishing to convalesce near their homes, have patron-
ized and enjoyed them. We wish again to heartily testify
to the untiring and consistent care and attention, efficiency
and kindness, ever displayed by our Matrons, Miss Law
and Miss Keith.

The following short resume will give the causes of
admission into the Home, and the places from which they
were sent : Convalescent from Typhoid Fever, Rheumatism,
Lung Diseases, Debility, Heart Disease, etc. Sent from

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ACT OF INCORPORATION, 85 VICT,, 1892.

WHEREAS the Hillcrest Convalescent Home of the city of
Toronto was established for the purpose of a convalescent home, to
be carried on in a suitable manner under the direction of a committee
of ladies to be appointed annually for the acceptance of convalescent
patients, without distinction of creed, and the same has been in
working operation for over four years under the direction of a board
of management; and whereas the said home was founded by a grant
of land by the late William Gooderham to trustees, and the erection
thereon of a large and expensive building at the cost of a charitable
English lady, who furnished money for the construction and furnish-
ing of the same to the extent of upwards of $11,000; and whereas the
same has been carried on by a committee of management in conjunc-
tion with the trustees chiefly through voluntary subscriptions of
citizens of Toronto and legacies and bequests from time to time ; and
whereas large sums have been expended annually for the support of
the said institution and also in making additions and alterations to the
buildings to meet growing demands; and whereas the board of man-
agement have been incorporated under The Act vespecting Benevolent,
Provident and other Societies, and their powers to receive by grant,
gift, devise or bequest are too limited for the practical working of the
same, and it is desirable that the board of trustees and the board of
management aforesaid should be united in one corporation and the
lands and buildings now vested in trustees vested in such corporation ;
and whereas it is expedient to grant the prayers of the same petition ;

Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of
the Legislative Assembly of the Province of Ontario, enacts as
follows :—

1. The Honourable Samuel Hume Blake, James Kirkpatrick Kerr,
John James Gartshore, William Holmes Howland, William Hodgson
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Ellis, Bertram Spencer, Arthur Hutchison Smith, John Jacob With-
row, and Harvey Prentice Dwight, all of the city of Toronto, esquires,
together with the present board of management and members of the
committee, and all other persons who may from time to time be elected
to succeed them as members of the committee, shall be and they are
hereby constituted a body politic and corporate under the name of
the Hillcrest Convalescent Home, and the said incorporation under
The Act respecting Benevolent, Provident and other Societies, shall merge
in the corporation hereby created and cease to exist as a separate
corporate body.

2. All the property, real or personal, now held by the said indi-
viduals above mentioned, or by any of them or other person or per-
sons, for the use or benefit of the said Hillcrest Convalescent Home,
shall be and is hereby transferred to and vested in the corporation
hereby constituted, subject only to the provisions of the deed of grant
from the said William Gooderham to trustees dated the 21st day of
August, A.D. 1885, as to the disposition to be made of the said property
in case it should cease to be carried on and supported as a convalescent
home, and the officers and managing committee of the said institution
at present in office shall continue to be the officers and managing
committee of the said corporation until others shall be elected in their
stead.

3. The said corporation may hold the said lands for use as a con-
valescent home, and may also acquire and hold additional lands and
premises when required for use in connection with the same for actual
use and occupation as a convalescent home, provided the annual value
thereof do not exceed the sum of $15,000 in all; and may also acquire
any other real estate or interest therein, by gift, devise or bequest, if
made at least six months before the death of the party making the
same, and may hold such estate or interest in the lands lastly men-
tioned for a period of not more than seven years, and shall within that
period alienate or dispose of the same and the proceeds of the estate or
interest so disposed of shall be invested in public securities for the
use of the said corporation, and such estate or interest therein as may
not within the said period have been alienated or disposed of shall
revert to the party from whom the same was acquired, his heirs or
representatives.

¢
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4. For the management of the affairs of the corporation there shall
be a committee composed of not more than thirty persons, who shall
be annually elected by the members of the corporation amongst them-
selves at a general meeting to be held annually in the month of October
in each year, and at their first meeting after such election the said
committee of management shall choose out of their number a president,
two vice-presidents, a treasurer and a secretary, who shall hold office
during the period aforesaid.

5. The said managing committee may make such and so many by-
laws, orders and regulations (not being contrary to the laws of this
Province or this Act) as they may deem useful and necessary for the
government of the said corporation, and for the admission, resignation
and retirement of members of the corporation, and may repeal, revoke,
alter and amend any existing by-laws, orders and regulations.

6. The funds of the said corporation shall be used for the purposes
authorized by this Act, and nothing herein contained shall authorize
the said corporation to engage in the business of real estate.

7. The said corporation shall at all times, when required by the
Lieutenant-Governor of the Province, make a full return of all
property held by it, with such details and other information as the
Lieutenant-Governor in Council may require.




I.—This Institution is intended for the benefit of convalescents
leaving hospitals, or living in houses where their recovery is retarded
by the want of needed rest and change.

II.—It is to be managed by a Committee of not more than thirty
(30) ladies, to be elected annually. The Committee will nominate its
successors in office.
~ IIL.—The said Committee shall elect by ballot out of its number a
: President, two Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer and a Secretary in
f accordance with clause 4 of the Act.

IV.—The Committee of Management shall hold its monthly meet-

’ ings on the first Friday of each month at 11 am,, at such place as it

shall appoint. Five members shall constitute a quorum. Weekly

l meetings shall be held each Friday morning at the same time and
place, unless some other day is fixed upon at a previous regular
meeting.

V.—The President shall have general supervision of the work.
She shall preside at all meetings of the Corporation or of the Com-
; mittee of Management, and shall perform such other duties as are
’1 incident to the office. She shall sign all drafts upon the Treasury
before they are paid. In case of her absence, one of the Vice-Presi-
dents shall preside ; in case of their absence, such other person as the
meeting may select.

VI.—The funds necessary for supporting this Institution shall con-
sist of fees, voluntary subscriptions, donations, bequests, etc.

VII.—AIll moneys received shall go to the Treasurer, who shall
keep the same in some chartered bank, and shall disburse them as the
Committee of Managers shall direct. The Treasurer's annual report
shall be examined by auditors appointed by the Committee.

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VIII.—The Secretary shall give notice of stated and special meet-
ings, keep the minutes of the same, and prepare the Annual Report of
the Committee of Managers.

IX.—Anyone desiring to obtain a city order for a patient must
send to the City Health Officer: (1) A medical certificate either from
or confirmed by one of the medical staff, stating that the applicant is a
fit subject for admission to the Home ; (2) A recommendation showing
that the applicant cannot pay the ordinary charges.

X.—Any person desiring admission to the Home able to defray his
or her own expenses, or paid for by friends, must present to the
Superintendent of the Home a medical certificate either from or con-
firmed by one of the medical staff stating that the applicant is a fit
subject for admission ; and must pay in advance for one week’s board,
$2.40.

XI.—Infectious or contagious cases cannot be admitted to the
Home.

XII.—Unmarried women with infants cannot be admitted, nor any
man or woman known to be leading an immoral life.

XIII.—A small quantity of alcoholic liquor for use in extreme cases,
or by medical order, may be kept in the Home: but must be in charge
of the Matron, under lock and key, and only administered by the
Matron, and if under medical order, in quantities to be prescribed by
the medical attendant ordering same.

XIV.—Members of the Committee are expected to visit the Home
weekly in rotation, and will be notified by the Secretary a week before
to that effect.

XV.—The visitor for the week must visit herself or provide a sub-
stitute from the members of the Board, or notify the Secretary in time
for her to appoint another visitor in her place.

XVI.—The visitor must enquire whether the Matron has an order
for every patient. In case of any patient remaining in the Home for
more than four weeks, the visitor must make full enquiries as to the
reason of such stay, and lay the case before the Board at the first
meeting after her visit.

XVII.—The visitor must visit every part of the Home and report
personally or fully in writing on the condition of the Home and
patients at the first weekly meeting after her visit.

XVIII.—Each member of the Board must notify the Secretary
before leaving town for a length of time. Also that any member of
the Board being absent for three consecutive months without having
given formal notice of absence to the Secretary, will cease to be a
member of the Board.

XIX.--The managers may appoint, from time to time, sub-com-
mittees from among themselves to attend to any special duties. As a
rule such sub-committees shall consist of not less than three, and not
less than two shall be considered a quorum to act. These committees,
for the sake of regularity and for future reference shall, as a rule,
report to the Board in writing.

XX.— "hanges can be made in the by-laws at any regular monthly
meeting of the Committee, notice having been given in writing of the
intended change at a previous regular monthly meeting.

XXI.—The President and Secretary, or other officers for the time
being acting in their stead, shall have power to affix the corporate
seal of the Home to any document requiring the same, and may adopt
any form of seal which to them may seem proper as such corporate

seal.
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RULES FOR INMATES.

1.—The inmates shall attend Morning and Evening Prayers, con-
ducted by the Matron.

2.—All inmates must in all respects conform to the orders of the
Matron, must be punctual at the hours of meals, and must not absent
themselves from the table without permission of the Matron.

3.—Patients able, in the opinion of the Physician, shall assist in
any work that the Matron may require.

4.—No patient will at any time be allowed to leave the grounds
without special leave from the Matron. No patient shall be absent
from the Home later than 5 o'clock p.m. Each patient shall be
allowed to leave the grounds once only during a stay of two weeks.

5.—Patients shall confine themselves to the part of the house
assigned to them. No male patient shall enter the female wards, nor
any female patient the male wards.

6.—The patients shall keep their clothes in the places provided for
them, and shall on no account leave them about their rooms or on
their beds.

7.—No trunks or unnecessary clothes are to be sent with patients.
All clothing must be delivered into the charge of the Matron on arrival
at the Home, who will only allow one change of clothing in the wards.
At the discretion of the Matron, each patient may have six pieces
washed at the Home every week free of charge.

8.—On entering the Home patients are requested to hand to the
Matron for safe-keeping any money or valuables brought with them.

9.—Patients are not allowed to carry lighted lamps through the
house.
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10.—Such patients as are well enough are expected to attend divine
service on Sundays.

11.—Patients must be quiet and exemplary in their behaviour, and
conform strictly to the Rules and Regulations of the Home, and carry

out all the orders and prescriptions of the various officers of the
Home.

12.—Patients may be visited by their friends on Thursdays,
between the hours of two and 5 p.m., and on any evening, Sundays
excepted, from 7 to 8 p.m.

13.—Any patient bringing liquor into the Home, or found
intoxicated will be discharged.

14.—At nine o'clock lights must be out, and perfect quiet must be
observed in the wards.

15.—Whenever patients misbehave or violate any of the Rules of
the Home, the Matron may at once discharge them.

16.—No chewing of tobacco allowed in the building or on the

verandah ; nor smoking, except in the place allotted to that purpose
in the basement.

17.—The Committee of Management will not allow any nails to be
put into either walls or woodwork in any part of the house. No
pictures or mottoes are to be hung or pasted on the walls in any part
of the house, and patients who in any way disfigure any part of the
Home will be subject to dismissal.
