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\New York, April 3.—Every policeman 
in New York who is not on active pa­
trol reported this morning for reserve 
duty. Police Commissioner Woods is­
sued the emergency order last night, af­
ter reading the president’s address to 
congress asking for the declaration of a 
state of war between the United States 
and Germany. The order will keep 
about 12,000 men ready for immediate 
service until further notice.

The force of customs guards at the 
piers where the German merchantmen 
have been tied up sipce the beginning of 
the war was increased today from 400 
to 700. German freighters anchored off 
Stapleton were ordered to move closer 
together so that they might be 
easily watched and additional guards 
were placed aboard.

The news from Washington was an­
nounced last night in many of the the­
atres and hotels and restaurants. It 
was greeted there with cheers and with 
the singing of patriotic songs. There 
were few demonstrations in the streets. 
At the comer of Seventh avenue and 
126th street orators who denounced the 
war were dragged from a truck and one 
of them was beaten. One arrest was 
made.

Berlin, April 3, vie London—The proposal of Count Von Czemin, Austrian. 
foreign minister, that a peace conference be held by belligerents without requir­
ing the cessation of hostilities apparently represents the attitude of all the Cen- 
tnal governments. Count Czemin’s proposal was not only sanctioned by Austria 
and her allies, but will soon be formally approved at a conference of high per­
sonages at Berlin representing the four countries. (

The Lokal Ameiger says:—“Count Czemin’s statement would not have 
been made if he had not previously obtained an assurance that it would meet 
with the approval of his allies. This agreement will presently be affirmed by a 
conference in Berlin. If our enemies refuse to accept this opportunity the re­
sponsibility will be theirs. We are ready to hold out and the coming conference 
will emphasize this with great distinctness.”

An Amsterdam cable via Ixmdon on 
March 31 said: A Vienna despatch 
quotes Count Ctemin, the Austro-Hun­
garian foreign minister as saying in an 
interview with the Fremdenblatt, that 
the entente could conclude an honorable 
peace with the Central Powers at any 
time and that the proposal of the Cen­
tral Empires for a peace conference stilt 
held good.

“We are not going to be destroyed, 
but neither do we wish to destroy,”
Count Czemin is quoted as declaring.
“Our fronts are stronger than ever. Our 
economic situation is secured. We must 
take our hats off to the millions in the 
trenches and to those at home on the 
battlefield of labor. The day will come 
when the peoples of the monarchy will 
receive the rewards of their heroism,”
Proposals Still Hold Good

After stating that the proposals of the 
Central Powers for a peace conference 
still held good, Count Czemin added:
“We occupy extensive territories of our 
enemies and they occupy extensive dis­
tricts of ours. On the seas, the block­
ade of our enemies is fighting against 
our submarine war. All international 
treaties are being torn up. It is impos-

Our aim is to gain the assur­
ance of the free and undisturbed devel­
opment of the monarchy. We must re­
ceive guarantees for our existence and 
for our means of existence. As soon as 
our enemies abandon their unrealls­
able ideas of smashing us up, as soon 
as they are ready to negotiate for a 
peace honorable to them and to us, then 
nothing stands in the way of negotia­
tions.”

The Austrian Socialist leader Adler 
declared in a p blic speech that the pre­
sent situation is favorable for a resump­
tion of peace activities by the central 
powers, according to Vienna despatches, 
received here today.

Petrograd, April 3.—Via London—“On 
the Black Sea on March 27, during a raid 
by our seaplanes on Derkas, one of them 
was hit by the enemy,” says today’s war 
office statement.

The Reporte
Following is the mayor’s report :

To the Commissioners of the City of St. 
John.

Gentlemen :—I have pleasure in sub­
mitting a report of the department over 
which for eight months of the year just 
ended I have had the honor to preside.

The routine work of the department 
has been conducted without any radical 
departure from the usual methods pur­
sued by the officials and I heartily 
commend them for the manner in which 
they have performed their duties and 
the interest they have at all times mani­
fested in the city’s welfare. The cham­
berlain and comptroller co-operating 
with me at all times in a joint en­
deavor to guard expenditure, to collect 
the income from taxes and other sources 
and to carry on the affairs of the depart­
ment in accord with the direction of the 

! common council.
The total tax levy for the past year 

was $837,610, the largest in the history of 
the city. Of this amount $705,545 has 
been paid after allowing for discounts- 
and abatements ; the unpaid balance 
still due the city is 10.1 per cent, of the 
total assessment.

Bonds amounting to $29,440 matured 
and were retired with sinking funds.

Bonds lost in the S. S. Hesperian and 
redeemed by the city amounted to 
$9,733.33 along with $4,400 due in 1915 
and not presented, aggregating $43,- 
573.38, is the total reduction in our 
bonded indebtedness, not any bonds 
were issued during the year.

The total bonded debt at the close of 
the year amounted to $4,884,797.18 
against which are held sinking funds 
amounting to $1,152,806.50 leaving a net 
debt of $3,731,990.68.

Bonds mature in 1917 to the amount 
of $165,020.52 and will be retired with 
sinking funds.

While the war continues the policy of 
the council should be against any large 
expenditure involving the issuing of 
bonds in order that we may be in the 
best possible position to meet with the 
largest measure of success after the war 
Conditions.

61% 61%61% The following comment on the mar­
ket situation as regards food stuffs ap­
peared in Canadian Grocer last week:

Two increases have taken place during 
the week which mean much to the groc­
ery trade, namely, on sugar and flour. 
In the instance of the sugar the advance 
amounted to forty cents a hundred and 
on flour thirty cents a barrel. The ad­
vance in sugar was occasioned through 
recent high prices which Canadian re­
finers were forced to pay for raw sug­
ars. Flour, on the other hand, returned 
to the point recently reached in the face 
of a continued firmness and high price 
for wheat.

Provisions were firm during the week 
with advances recorded in a number of 
lines of cooked and smoked meats. Live 
hogs were quoted at higher prices than 
those generally prevailing last week. 
Eggs moved downward during the week, 
due to heavier production on Canadian 
farms. The Canadian market is now al­
most entirely independent of the Ameri­
can source of supply. With continued 
good weather prices are expected to de­
cline still further.

Lobster is another of the commodities 
in which a decline has been registered. 
This has been occasioned through the 
shutting off of the British market to the 
puckers of the maritime provinces. New 
Zealand onions came into the Ontario 
market' for the first time, owing to the 
scarcity of other onions, and are com-

Ton-
siderable objection was aroused by this 
suggestion and no seconder was found 
for the motion.

Civic Assessment.

The matter of civic assessment and 
the special committee’s report was 
brought up first. W. F. Hatheway in 
speaking to a motion which he later 
moved, opened by saying he had some 
criticism to make and wished it to be 
taken in a kindly spirit. The special 
committee was quite in favor of the 
commission’s report 
leases, but he thought that this was 
always a detriment to the city from the 
point of view of progress. The com­
mittee favored the whole of the com­
mission’s report on leases except teat 
part which urges to permit of legisla­
tion to renew the len»e.

Last Night’s Report Aom Western Front
London, April 2—Their latest gains have brought the British 

troops to within two miles of St. Quentin, says the official report from 
headquarters in France. In the investment of St. Quentin several 
more villages have been occupied by the British, including Francilly- 
Selency. Holnon and Selency. But away to the northern end of the 
line of movement General Haig’s forces have at last broken the Ger­
man resistance between Arras and Croisilles and have pushed for­
ward through several villages in the direction of Cambrai. This ad­
vance creates a sharp salient in the German line with Arras as the 
point and the Canadian position on the Vimy Ridge on one side of the 
spur and an extension of the German line of retirement as far as 
Lille may now be forced.

Urged Statement from Employe».
In the matter of the question of in­

come the committee adopted the com­
mission’s recommendation, but the report 
urges that some effort be made to tax 
the larger incomes.

And whereas employers are not forced 
by law to give any statement as to their 
own yearly incomes,

Therefore resolved, that in the opinion 
of this bojird such form of discrimina­
tion is unjust; and further resolved that 
in any new or amended assessment law, 
all classes which refer to disclosure of 
Income, wealth, profit, etc., should ap­
ply to all classes of taxpayers or should 
not become law.

When thç president had finished speaking, resolutions to declare a state of war existing were intro­
duced in both houses of congress, referred to appropriate committees, and will be debated tomorrow. 
There is no doubt of their passage.

The objects of the United States in entering the war, the president said, were to vindicate the prin­
ciples of peace and justice against ‘‘selfish and autocratic power,” without selfish ends, for conquest or 
dominion, seeking no indemnities, or material compensations for the sacrifices it shall make. The United 
States must enter the war, the president said, to make the world safe for democracy, as only one of the 
champions of the rights of mankind, and would be satisfied those rights were as secure as the faith and 
freedom of nations could make them.

A The president’s address was sent in full to Germany by a German official news agency for publica­
tion in that country. The text also went to England, and a summary of its contents was sent around the

Scenes of Great Enthusiasm.
President Wilson’s appearance before 

congress was marked by a scene of the 
greatest enthusiasm ever shown since he 
began the practice of delivering his ad­
dress in person. Crowds on the outside 

Mfcf the camtol cheered him frantically as 
, fie entered, and as he left.

Congress roared cheer after cheer in 
an outburst of patriotic enthusiasm. The 
only members who appeared not to be 
joining in the demonstration were some 
senators in the group who the, president 
branded as “wilful men” who, by pre­
venting a vote of the armed neutrality 
hill, had made the “great government of 
tlie United States contemptible.”

Chief Justice White was among those 
who cheered loudly, and there was no 
division of spirit between Republicans 
and Democrats.

Referring only briefly to the long dip­
lomatic correspondence with Germany in 
his effort to bring her back to the 
hounds of the laws of humanity and na­
tions, the president launched into his 
denunciation of tlie course of the German 
government, whic he declared, haf 
forced the United States to become a 
belligerent.

“The wrongs against which we now 
arm ourselves,” he said, “are no common 
wrongs ; they cut to the very root of 
human life.”
Friendship for German People.

Disclaiming any quarrel with the Ger­
man people, and nothing but a feeling of 
friendship and sympathy for them, the 
president declared their government had 
not acted upon their impulses on enter­
ing the war, nor with their previous 
knowledge or approval.

"It was a war,” he said, “deter­
mined upon as wars used to be de-

1 termined upon in the old unhappy 
days, when peoples were nowhere 
consulted by their rulers, and wars 
were provoked and waged in the in­
terest of dynasties or of little groups 
of ambitious men who were accus­
tomed to use their fellow men as 
pawns and tools.”
In scathing terms the president refer­

red to German plots against the United 
States.

"One of the things that has served 
to convince us that the Prussian 
autocracy wa ~ not and never could 
be our friend -s that from the very 
outset of the present war it has filled 
our unsuspecting communities, and 
even our offices of government, with 
spies, and set criminal intrigues 
everywhere afoot against our nation­
al unity of council, our peace with­
in and without, our industries and 
our commerce.”
It was evident, the president added, 

that the spies were here even before the 
war began. That tee German govern­
ment means to stir up enemies at the 
very doors of the United States was eli- 
quently proved, he said, by the revela­
tion of the plot to embroil Japan and 
Mexico in war with the United States.
No Security for Democracy.

“We are accepting this challenge of 
hostile purpose,” said the president, “be­
cause we know that in such a govern­
ment, following such methods, we can 
never have a friend; and tiiat in the 
presence of its organized power, always 
lying in wait to accomplish we know not 
what purpose, there can be no assured 
security for the democratic governments 
of the world.”

The “whole force of the nation,” if 
necessary, the president declared, would
