Killed in Action

Private Sidney Findley;" -a foriter
Fredericton soldier, has made the su-
preme sécyifice.con the 'battlefields of
France. ' Pte. Findley resided in Fred-
ericton for several years. He was killed
in action on Sept. 7 fighting in the ranks
of a Montreal infantry battalion. He
enlisted in Fredericton with Lieut.-Col.
Guthrie, and went overseas with the
12th Battalion. He remained in Eng-
land with that unit for some months,
and later went over to France, where
he joined a Montreal Battalion. He
had been on the firing line nineteen
months, and in writing to his mother
the day before he was killed stated that
he would be home soon on leave. He
was in his twentieth year, and was a
native of Birmingham, England. He
came to Canada about six years ago and
lived with Mrs. Ross at Taymouth. His
father, Charles Findley, is now with
the British forces in Egypt, and one
other brother recently returned from the
front unfit for further service on the
firing line.

“Chubby Power Wounded

“Chubby” 'Power, one of the best
known hockey players in Canada, and
a member of the famous Power family
of Quebec, has been seriously, if not mor-
tally wounded, while fighting in France.

Lieut. Rocket Power, a brother of the
wounded soldier, and also a well-known
hockey player, received a telegram at
Edmundston, where he is assisting Major
W. Leo McWilliam in the recruiting
campaign for the New Brunswick Kil-
ties in Victoria county, stating that his
brother had been severely wounded.
“Chubby” Power is well known through-
out the maritime provinces and other
sections of Canada as a star hockey
player. He figured on several Quebec
teams, and on one occasion played in
Fredericton with an R, C. R. hockey
team against U. N. B. when the soldiers
had their open-air rink on the Barrack
Square.

Pte, Evans Fourth Time Wounded

For the fourth time Pte. Robert L.
Evans has been wounded. Three times
this gallant soldier had suffered from
wounds, but each time he has returned
to the firing line. Today word was re-
ceived by his father, Robert L. Evans,
296 Wentworth street, that his son was
wounded once more, but this time and
for the first time his wounds are de-
scribed as serious, and the family is anx-
iously awaiting further word from the
record office.

Private Evens, who is twenty-five
years old, was employed with the St.
John Iron Works before enlisting. He
was a member of the brave lot who left
St. John in the first infantry detach-
ment at the outbreak of war. He cross-
ed with the 12th Battalion and after-
wards was transferred to the 48th High-
landers. He has been admitted to a
hospital in Havre, suffering from gun-
shot wounds in the shoulder, face and
thigh,

At the faot
of the Belaschitza mountains there was
quiet. On the Struma front there was
violent” artillery- fire on both sides ‘and
the fighting near Karadjakoi continues
with stubbornness.

“Danube front—We occupied the Is-

land of ‘Malakalfat on the Danube, op-
posite Vidin. We bombarded with suc-
cess the post and barracks at Kalafat,
near the village of Guidicin and dispers-
ed by artillery fire a detachment which
was preparing to entrench. Near the
village of Rahovo the enemy succeeded
in throwing a bridge over the river, by
which he was able to convey across con~
siderable units ‘of troops. Austrian moni-
tors destroyed the bridge at the Dob-
rudja side,

“In the Dobrudja the enemy’s offen-
sive on the Pesthaul-Amazatia-Perveti
line was stogped by our fire. 'Counter-
attacks on the right wing ended in the
repulse of the enemy, who was driven
back to bis former positions.

DEMAND RETIREMENT
OF GERMAN CHANCELLOR

Breach of Political Truce by Saxom.|

Socialists—Secret Sessions Take Place
of Open Conferences

Berlin, Oct. 3—The campaign against
Chancellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg  is
daily assuming a more ‘tangible form.
One of the latest developments is a cir-
cular demanding the retirement of the
chancellor, which has ‘been sent by a
vociferous group of his opponents to
such members of the Reichstag as are
considered open to their arguments.

The indictment covers almost every-
thing in the chancellor’s conduct of for-
eign affairs before and during the war.
Attacks are made in particular on his
attempts to reach an agreement with
England, his first attitude toward Bel-
gian neutrality and, naturallly, his pol-
icy in the submarine issue.

Another factor which is disturbing the
political situation is a  breach of the
political truce proclaimed at the outset

Saxon Socialists. This faction has de-
termined to run a candidate for the seat
in the Reichstag vacated by the death
of Conservative Ernst Eduard Giese.
This determination violates the general
agreement between the political parties
that all vacant seats shall be resigned
without contest to the party holding
them at the outset of the war.

Meanwhile the chancellor and the
Reichstag leaders continue to discuss the
points at issue, behind closed doors. The
discussion is being conducted on an even
more confldential basis than before, It
is being no longer held before the full
committee on ways and means, to which
all members of the Reichstag are ad-
mitted as auditors, but in a smaller se-
lect committee of party leaders who are
specially bound to secrecy. Such re-
ports as leak out say that, while the
antagonism between the chancellor and
his opponents has not disappeared, the
discussion is now being conducted on the
hasis of reason and not of passion. ' It
is believed that there is a good prospect
that an agreement will be reached which
will avoid the open discussion of issues
before the Reichstag.

GOING ABOUT IT WRONG WAY,
SAYS CROWN COUNSEL; NeW
PHASE OF WINNIPEG CASE

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 4—C. P. Wilson,
crown counsel in the case of four news-
paper men jailed for contempt by Judge
Galt, has complicated matters by refus-
ing to appear when the case comes be-
fore Mr. Justicc Haggart on Friday.

Tuberculosis Hospital Agreed

Goods Delivered to All Parts of City,
Corleron and Fairville
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FOR BETTER HOUSING

The board of health has placarded
four houses in different parts of the city
as unfit for habitation. It had already
taken similar action in the case of some
other houses. The fact is worthy of
. record as the beginning of a great and

long-needed reform. Now that the board
of health has the power, and shows
that it means to do its duty, the housing
conditions in the city will be improved.
We shall at least be rid of the worst
of the rookeries which some unfortu-
nates are compelled by poverty to desig-
pate by the word home.’ So long as
wretched hovels are permitted to exist,
just so long will they find tenants; and
to protect the general health and wel-
fare of the community the board of
health must act.

Another matter of importance is that
relating to the erection of houses where
there is no sewerage or water supply.

" The issue of building permits in such
cases should be very seriously con-
pidered, The number of houses in the
city that are without sanitary con-
veniences is being steadily reduced, as

# result of the vigilance of the health

suthorities, and especially the medical

health officer. A most valuable work is
being done in this way, and it should
not be undone by any lack of care in
regard to the erection of new buildings.

There can be no doubt at all that
improved sanitary conditions have some-
thing to do with the decreasing death
rate from tuberculosis, and as conditions
are further improved the general health
of the city will make a more satisfactory
showing.

ON THE SOMME

Crown Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria,
German_ leader in the fighting on the
Somme, has been telling a Berlin news-
paper correspondent that the Allies can-
not break through. He says:

“In his attacks, beginning in July, the
enemy has gained some ground, but a
decision of the situation is not to be
thought of. One cannot prophesy how
things will go here, but one thing is cer-
tain: Everything has now been so well
provided for by us that one can quietly
await coming events, be they what they
may. The offensive will certainly not
be at an end very soon. Ong may well
look forward to an offensive of great en-
durance with very violent attacks, pre-
pared for by a colossal expenditure of
ammunition. We have, however, taken
all necessary measures. Our artillery has
been strengthened and our fliers also. In
the last few days our fliers have again
had some good success after their hard
fight against the enemy fliers, The fact
that our fliers are getting the upper hand
is of prime advantage *o our artillery.
Our troops have given their all and the
nut was too hard for the enemy to crack.
I am of the opinion that the enemy is
geeking a decision here and this year,
and in this he has failed. We must now
take a winter campaign into account and
keep fighting next year as well. - That is
my firm conviction.”

One wonders what the necessary mea-
sures are which the Crown Prince says
have been taken to prevent the Allies
from breaking through. Does he mean
that there are as strong defences in the
rear of the German lines, all the way to
the German border, as those through
which the Allies have already broken?
Such a condition is not believable. The
New York Times expert very well says:

“The remarkable part of the latest of-
fensive move of the Allies on the west-
ern front is that it still goes on. This is
so distinctly unusual that it merits more
than passing comment. It may or may
not result from the lack of the elaborate
defense system of the Germans behind
their present lines. Loglcally, if * the
Allies continue to advance at any such
rate as that shown in their latest two
efforts, the time must come when this
great offensive system, which they have
been blasting to pieces, must cease to
exist. That it should be in existence
now on the same grand scale from ‘the

resent lines to the German frontler is

ardly possible.”

Since the New York Times’ review
was written the French and British have
made further gains. They must of
course take time to move up their ar-
tillery end carry forward an abundance
of munitions after each gain made, but
the fact that they have not been halted
for any length of time seems to be good
evidence that the German positions now
held and gradually given up to the Al-
lies are not to be compared in strength
with those already taken. If this view
proves to be correct, an early shortening
of the German lines or a great dinaster
for their armies is inevitable.

THE LIBERAL OUTLOOK

A report of Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s
great speech in Montreal last week says:

In his speech here on Wednesday night
Sir Wilfrid Laurier referred to the pro-
gramme of public questions which sub-
committees of the Liberal general com-
mittee have been stud}ing, and pamed
them as follows:

1. Financial question.

2. The well-being of soldicrs returned
from the front.

8. System of rural credits. This in-
terests for the most part farmers.

4. Technical education; very impor-
hmt for all classes, especially the work-
ing class.

5. The improvement of agriculture,

6. Proportional representation.

7. Soéial questions comprising insur-
ance against strikes, accidents, sickness,
and old age pensions.

“Gentlemen,” said Sir Wilfrid, “here
|s the programme which the Liberal
jarty is now studrine Thaese aues-

tions are too important for me to be
able to treat them in the course of a
meeting such &s the present one, as I
would like. I wish simply to tell you
that at the present time all these ques-
tions are engaging the attention of the
Liberal party, and I invite you work-
men, who are more interested than any-
one, to give us the benefit of your opin-
ion on all these problems, on the law
regarding strikes, what we are to do to
come to the aid of those whom sickness
or accident d&prives of their means of
livelihood. Finally, what we must do
for those who, having reached old age,
are exposed to all the tortures which
poverty brings.”

There is here a great programme
involying many phases of the situation
Canada must face after the war. The
Liberal leader does not propose that
they shall be considered hap-hazard and
without previous study. We may take it
for granted that when the time comes
Sir Wilfrid will place before the country
a series of proposals embodied in a po-
litical platform which will appeal very
strongly to the people of this country,
The Toronto Star’s comment on the
speech is worthy of note. It says:

“Thig speech stands out as something
new and full of meaning coming from
the leader of one of the great political
parties in federal polities. The report of
this part of the Liberal leader’s speech,
published elsewhere in today’s issue, will
be read with much interest by all who
are concerned as to social improvements
—all who are not content to say that it
is useless to try to do anything because
life- is full of injustices anyway. In a
vigorous young country like this - we
should never be content to endure
wrong conditions without striving for
their improvement. So far in this coun-
try there has been little effort made in
Dominion politics to bring about those
improved conditions in the everyday life
of the bulk of the people which have
been attempted in other countries.- Aus-
tralia, New Zealand, England, France,
and other countries have been endeavor-
ing to make progress along new paths,
in some cases in the face of obstacles
that do not exist here at all. The time
has come when more intellect and knowl-
edge, more hear: and feeling, are called
for in those who would be known as our
statesmen, and who would <ualify as
our national leaders. A number of pro-
gressive, modern ideas have gained a
new footing in the nolitics of the Do-
minion by the speech of the Liberal
leader at Montreal.”

HOSPITAL WING
FOR SOLDIERS

County Asked To Erect New
Building

Action Is Delayed

Dispute Between City and Ceunty
Regarding $6,000 Acceunt Re-
ferred to Commitee — Tax on
Laborers is Preposed

A grant for $25,000 for the erection of
a new wing for the county hospital for
tubercular patients, to be used by re-

turned soldiers, was urged upon the
county council at the meeting yesterday
afternoon, but action was delayed pend-
ing a conference with the provincial gov-
crnment.

' The old claim of the county against
the city for $6,000, a sum collected by
the city in excess of the county war-
rants, was the cause of a vigorous dis-
cussion, and a committee was appointed
to investigate.

A new set of by-laws to apply to
business licenses, submitted by the com-
mittee on by-laws, requiring that special
licenses be obtained by all those other
than regular ratepayers who work or
carry on business in the four parishes,
called for a stout remonstrence from the
St. Martins councillors, and after a live-
ly debate, chiefly between Lancaster rep-
resentatives and those from St. Martins,
was returned to the committee for re-
vision.

Warden McLellan presided. The fol-
lowing councillors were present: Hayes,
Fisher, Russell, Wigmore, Howard,
Shanklin, Carson, Bowland, Shellington,
Stephenson, Thomas, Golding, Dean,
Bryant and O’Brien. Following a meet-
ing held on the 29th, the committee on
finance and accounts recommended that
the application of the Victorian Order
of Nurses in St. John to the commis-
sioners of the General Public Hospital
to pay $4,000 to the order for the relcase

The Day of Atonement or
Kippur,” the tenth day of the month of |
Tishri, begins at sunset Friday October
6 and ends at sunset Saturday, October |
7. The thought underlying the day isl
expressed in the scriptural words: “On
this day He will atone for you, to purify
you from all your sins” It is a day,?
therefore, of reconciliation of man with.
his fellow-man and with God, and
comes as a climax to the holiday season
which began on Wednesday evening,!
September 27, with the New Year’s Day |
and continued through the ten days of |
penitence. On New Years Day of
Judgment of ordinary people, who had
been neither completely righteous nor ut-!
terly sinful was left undecided and the
opportunity was given them for repent- |
ance; now the Day of Atonement pro-'
vides all men with the possibility of re-,
turning to their God and of finding re- |
conciliation with Him through prayer. |
The day is the most solemn of all days’
in the Jewish calendar. It is passed in'
fasting and prayer. The whole day is:
spent in the synagogue. In the evening!
there is the service which commences i
with the chanting of the well-known Kol |
Nidre prayer. The day proper has four!
services. Of these the Mussaf or addi-
tional service contains a description of
the atonement rites: as practiced in the
ancient days in the Temple of Jerusa- |
lem; and the Neilah service is under-
stood to be held at the time when de-
cision is finally made as to man’s fate,
and thus the Neilah prayers instead of
having the usual phrase, “Inscribe us in
the book of life,” uses the expression:
“Seal us in the book of life.” “
According to Jewish tradition ex-
pressed in an ancient law-book, the Day
of Atonement, whem spent in praying
and_ repenting, willthring pardon for
sins ‘between mah apd God; but as for,
sins committed by man against his fel-
low man the ddy cannot bring pardon
until he has appeased his fellow man.
This idea is the basis of the effort al-
ways made before the Day of Atonement
to bring peace between such friends who
have become estranged and are on un-
friendly terms with one another; and in
this way, the day will put the worship-
per at peace not only with his Maker,
but also with his fellow man.

Patrick J. Gallagher, proprietor of
the Minto Hotel, Main street, is the re-
cipient of congratulations today, it be-
ing the 58rd anniversary of his landing
in this country. Mr. Gallagher left Bal-
lyshannon, a seaport town of Ireland,
Ulster county, of Donegal, arriving in
St. John, October 8, 1868, just 58 years
ago.

He then came
to Moncton, in the year 1876 and during
the last forty years he has spent all but
2 1-2 years as a resident here.

He established the first city meat
store in Moncton, giving a daily service.

WOODSTOCK LIEUTENANT
WOUNGED IN FIGHT WITH
A GERMAN AERGPLANE

(Woodstock Press.)

Friends of Lt. F. S. Rankin, Royal

Canadian Engineers, mentioned in last
week’s casualty list as among the
wounded, will be glad to hear that his
wound is not serious. This informa-
tion has been received by letter from Lt.
Rankin himself to his father, Dr. W. D.
Rankin of Woodstock, with a character-
istically brief account of the close shave
he had and fortunate escape. It was in
a fight with a Hun airman over the
German lines. For some time Lt. Ran-
kin has been qualifying for the air serv-
ice, provisionally attached to Royal Fly-
ing Squadron No. 86. On this day he
went out in an observation plane and
was attacked by a fast German Fokker,
which, on account of being able to man-
oevre quickly, got their range with his
machine gun before the heavier Brit-
ish plane could turn. The pilot was
shot through the leg and fainted. Lt.
Rankin not knowing why his pilot did

machine gun around and found its
moorings had jammed so it could not
be moved. It was then he received a

bullet across his head, fortunately noth-
ing but an ugly graze. Seeing now the

1predicament of his pilot, Lt. Rankin

seized the steering gear to steady the
machine and held it until the pilot came
to, when they dove into a thick cloud,
losing the Fokker and descending into
the British lines.

Lt. Rankin’s record has been a very
fine one. Thoroughly' efficient, always
cool and never excited he has been an
invaluable officer. He has never taken
but the usual short leave of absence,
but stuck right to his duty. Offered a
senior captaincy in a new battalion in
another army of the service, which
would have given him a well deserved
long rest at home, he declined, prefer-
ring to stick to the trenches. In order
finally .to qualify for the Flying Serv-
ice he will have {o go to England but
has proved so efficient in practical work
at the front, they do not want him to
leave.

Frank Simonds says that to retire in the
east would mean a lengthening, not a
shortening, of her lines unless she re-
tired to her own frontiers and risked a,
new Cossack invasion. This is due to
the nature of the country, for the Pri-
pet marshes, where she now rests, sup-
ply a large area that can be held by
comparatively few forces.

Must Stick in Balkans

She might retire from the Balkans
leaving Bulgaria and Turkey to their|
fate, and thus practically announcing |
that the war is over; but this would
mean the loss of communication with

Ai@' Traveled 250 Miles at a
Rate of 104 Miles an Hour

New York, Oct. Z—Automobile rac-
ing does not hold the interest with the
New York public it did in the days of
the Vanderbilt cup race, when that
event was run over the Long Island
roads. Saturday’s big racing special at
the Sheepshead Bay Speedway for the
Astor Cup, marks a new standard for
speed events. Over a two-mile course
which is, perhaps, the fastest in the
world, with racing cars which are the
last word in mechanical construction,

* with ali arrangements and facilities so
perfect that the spectator can see every
move and every moment of the 250-mile
race, it is difficult to understand why
the event does not attract a gathering
which would tax the capacity of the
Speedway.

In the Middle West automobile racing
over speedway tracks has become notic-
ably popular. In Indianapolis, Chicago,
and Cincinnati the racing machines have
attracted big crowds druing the past

e e ]

season, while here in the east, where the
game was at one time extremely. popular,
the combat of daring drivers has lost
some of its appeal.

It is evident that New Yorkers do not
like races over tracks as well as they
did the road races on Long Island.
‘I'here was a picturesqueness about the
old Vanderbilt cup race which is mis-
sing in the present races like the Astor
cup. Nowadays the cars go faster and
attain speed which was not dreamed of
a few years ago. On Saturday, Aiken,
in his Peugeot, traveled 250 miles at a
rate better than 104 miles an hour. He
did this without a break in his machine,
without even a tire change.

How different was the Vanderbilt Cup
race. On the Long Island course were
perilous corners, and many smash-ups.
‘The race in those times was an event
which people anticipated many days in
advance. It meant starting for the
course the night before the race and
camping along the roads all night so gs
to see the machines as they came along
the roads, phantom-like, ‘in the gray
dawn. The grandstand at the start and
finish was small compared with - the
grandstand at Sheepshead Bay. But
along the course, thousands and thous-
ands of people saw the race for noth-
ing. They got points of vantage at the
dangerous turns. At Hicksville, Mas-
sapequa, at Krug's Corner, at West-
bury, and at other places along the
course there was always the scent ‘of
danger in the air as the cars took these
turns at full speed and sent a spray of
dirt over the spectators.

Automobile racing over a speedway
develops into a montonous grind. The
very perfection of the cars and the
course leaves little of the unexpected
to happen. It takes no difficult feat
at steering to negotiate the track as it
did to take the turn at Massapequa.

Aitken’s feat in the Astor Cup race
wasn’t fully appreciated by the crowd
which looked on. His driving of his
car was perfection itself, and he brought
out every bit of speed in the racer. His
judgment was at all times the best. He
knew just what his car was capable ¢f
and was never lured into hitting up a
clip which would weaken the power of
his engine at any time in the race. Auto-
mobile racers say that it will be a long
time before Aitken’s record for the 250
miles will be beaten on any speedway.

ROGER HORNSBY,
CARDINAL'S STAR,
COST ONLY $500

Roger Hornsby, the brilliant young
( third baseman of the St. Louis National
| League club, was born and reared at
| Fort Worth, Texas. He is 28 years old.
| Hornsby had his first season in a league
| in 1915, when he played short for Deni-
| son in the Western Association. He
{made a good impression on Bob Con-
| nery, scout for the Cardinals, and was
i bought by the St. Louis club early in
the spring for his first league season for
delivery in the fall.

When Hornsby showed up in St. Louis
in September last he looked anything
but promising. He was thin as a rail,
weak looking, had a bad position at the
bat, acted like an amateur in the field
and could not hit a lick. Every one said
that Connery had made a mistake in
buying him.

During the winter of 1915-16 Hornsby
slept 12 hours a day and fed himself
like a milk-fed chicken on sweet milk.
He changed his style of hitting from a
crouch and a choked bat to a perfectly
straight upright stand and a full, free
swing with a long bat.

Time
shrapnel was the projectile in use. The
gun was peing loaded. He examined the |
fuse setting and found it correct. As:
the shell was being. rammed home he !
heard a noise which he described as
sounding like the é€xplosion of a cap.
He interruptea chetloading proceedings
by withholding tHé cartridge, ordered
the gun crew to'“cover, depressed  the
gun in order that anything that might
go out the muzzle' would go into the
ground aud not endanger traffic on a
road a short distance in front of the
gun and, leaving the breech open, took
up a position beside the gun wheel.

When the shell' burst, the head and
bullets ploughed into the ground in
front of the gun; the case of the shell
flew back through the breech. |An
alternative to the action adopted by
Sergeant Stackhouse would have been to
finish loading in the usual manner with
cartridge ‘an? *:=be, close the breech,
hook up the lanyard and fire the gun
before the shell burst, but any delay,
such as often happens in the procedure,
would have been diststrous to gun and
personnel. If the shell did get‘safely
away it would nhave burst within our
own lines.

There are four points to emphasize.
First, accurate sizing up of the situation;
secondly, ¢ rdering the gun crew to safe-
ty; thirdly, depressing the gun to pre-
vent injury to traffic on the road, and
Tourthly, his gallantry in remaining be-
side the gun.” »

Perhaps, in explanation of the above,
1 should point -out that, normally, the
fuse does. not commence to burn until
