MR. RHODES TAKES OVER,

The Al;mstrong Government in Nova
Scotia is to resign this week, and Hon.
Mr, Rhodes will then be in the saddle
and clothed with full euthority to deal
with the Cape Breton mining trouble.
The impatience of the whole country
because, of the prolonged idleness and
disorder. in the Cape Breton erea 18
reflected in some of the advice which
M¢t. Rhodes is receiving. The Toronto
Star says of the matter:

“Jt ghould be possible for the nation
to protect the interests of the public
by ensuring a supply of fuel at a price
that will pay adequate wages and en-
sure invested capital a fair profit for
the service it performs. Coal is & raw
product taken out of the earth; the
work that is done in connection with
it, the service that capital performs,
‘are easily measured and ascertained. It
should not be difficult for mine owners
and mine workers to adjust their dis-
putes, provided there existed a desire
to have them adjusted. But perbaps
there isn’t always this desire. In that
case, 8o real and so imperative is the
interest the country hag in the affair
that control over the whole fuel supply
may have to be established, and if con-
trol i& not enough national ownership
and operation may in the end have to
be resorted to.”

| There is no available evidence to sup-
port the view that national ownership
and -operation would permanently cure,
or even temporarlly improve, the situa-
tion in Cape Breton, or in the mining
districts of Alberta or British Colum-
‘bia.  Fmergency control of the coun-
try’s fuel supply, as in time of war, is
a necessary but costly expedient, un-
avoidable under such eclrcumstances.
Much of the comment offered on the
i Cnpé Breton situation serves omly to
bring out more e¢learly the difficult
pature of the task confronting Mr.
Rhodes. Public impatience is quite
natura! under the circumstances, but st
does not change any of the facts. Al-
ready the Nova Scotia mines are the
property sof the province. If they were
nationally owned it is highly improb-
able that labor trowbles wouid be the
more casily preveried, Yet too much
cam searcely be said as to the pressing
need for the resumption of m’aing, and
if Mr. Rhodee Las estraordinary lalent
as a mediator, or 1f he knows an7 way
¢y whick the powes o/ pnblie opinion
can Ye brocght to bear 2ftectively, or,
indeed, if ise shou!d unssver any Je

fensible method whereby mining could
be resumed and steadily maintained, he
will be the man of the hour. Any
real solution must give both labor and
capital an even break. Any varlation
of that rule, although it might produce
8§ temporary settlement, would only
invite even more serious trouble ,luter
on.

Writing from Ottawa to the Mani-
toba Free Press its political correspond-
ent discusses some federal election pos-
sibilities. and probabilities.

“on the whole, the judgment of most of
the politicians who haunt the capital
is that a general ele:t. m will be heid
probebly in November.”

Sir,—In the last twelve years the
Animal Rescue League pf Saint John
has provided a not unimportant factor
in solving the problem of sick and in-
Jured pet animals and simplifying to a
commedable degree the difficulty that
used to exist in the matter of home-
less cats and dogs.

Between 7,000 and 8,000 animals have
passed through the systematic hiands of
the league and were either impounded
as “strays” until claimed by owners,
boarded while household folks were
out of town or put to sleep in an ap-
proved lethan chamber rather than the
old unsanitary haphazard methud of
drowning the pets in Courtenay Bay
or ponds and creeks roundabout the
town.

As a matter of fact the Animai Res-
cue League aside\from its humane ob-
Jjective amongst dumb animals is very
directly helping to improve public
health by placing itself in the hands
of the pet-owning public as an agency
to care for their dogs, cats—and some-
times horses—when difficulties arise,
particularly of in¢urable sickness or
injury.

Every city of any size has some such
rescue organization devoted to the wel-
fare of dumb animals, particularly pet

animals so tenderly linked with the:

household life of the average home,
mostly homes wherein therc are grow-
ing children. This large ficld of people
in itself offers sufficient reason why
the ‘Animal Rescue League should ap-
peal next Wednesday for a tag day
offering, designed to make improve-
ments in the league’s property. The
amount required is not a large one and
donations expected from weil-wishers
need not be over-generous. It is hoped
the response will be generous enough
to amount to a sum adaquate (o the
needs.

That the Canadian government’s
war on smuggling will probably not
mean any additional merhbers: to the
local customs and excise staff was the
information gleaned this morning from
C. B. Lockhart, local collector of cus-
toms. While Mr. Lockhart said that
he had not had any word from Ottawa
on ' the mattér, he pointed out that
despatches said that additional men
were to be placed in positions along
the border ports and he added that
Saint John was not included in that
class.

Regarding ‘the secret service men he
gaid they were not in his department
and would probably work directly un-
der orders of Chief Preventive Officer
Wilson at Ottawa.

An Ottawa despatch of Sunday
night states that half a million dollars
will be expended by the department
