Kirg in Speech from Throne Pays High Tribute to
Washington Conference—Refers to Negotia-

London, Feb. 7—The approaching end.

of the coalition government which has
controlled Great Britain’s destinies since
early in the world war was seen in the
reassembling at noon today of parlia-
ment for what is regarded on all sides s
its last session.

The sitting was to be opened by the
King and Queen with the customary
picturesque formalities. The speech
from the throne was expected to include,
among other matters bearing on the pib-
lic weal an appreciative reference to the
success of the Washington conference,

' General interest, however, was less
taken with any specific subject wbhich
might come before the two houses than
with the question of thé duration of life

f the present parliament, and the gov-
g‘(a‘ment’s tenure of office.

"The newspapers of all party affiliations,
excepting the féw definitely supporting
the goyernment, for a long time have
been éudgeling the administration for its
alleged delinquencies, ‘each party crgan

having its own grounds for attack. Ac-

cusations of extravagance and failure to

grapple. with the ‘question of national:

economy were among the foremost,
while others arose from the discontent
regarding Ireland, the employment situ-
ation, and several minor matters.

The extreme uncertainty of the im-
mediate parliamentary future is dwelt
upon by the political yriters in the
morning papers, some of 'whom take the
view that such dissatisfaction with the
government will be revéaled at an eadly
date that its resignation is inevitable.

Uncertainty of Resuits

One writer declazed that the govern-
ment’s ‘attitude toward Ulster had so
strengthened supporters of northern
Ireland that an almost complete with-
drawal of the!Conservatives: from the
coalition ‘wis “possible, forcing Premier
Lloyd George to resign.

/" This extreme view was not general,
biit the best informed among the com-
mentators admitted there was great un-
rest, and complete uncertainty as to
what would happen in the next few

days.

Such headlines as “On the Brink,” and
“Under the Shadow of Dissolution,”
which top the political columns today,
are sufficiently indicative of the general
belief. In these circumstances, the
premier’s speech, Wwhich is expected to-
day or tomorrow, is awaited with keen
interest. !

Prolonged Session?

The Times parliamentary correspond-
ent credits Mr. Lloyd George himself
with the desire to enter the present par-
liament, but thinks the house of com-
mons may adopt a critical mood and
make efforts to prolong the situation. He
saysi— : ‘

?:The premier will be quite glad if no
unforeseen troubles arise and will bring
the session to an end in the hope of
securing, for the next government he
desires to lead, a more homogenepus if
smaller, majority.” :

The King's Speech,

| London, Feb. 7—The imperial parlia-
ment, which was prorogued early, De-
cember 19, to await action on the Irish
i treaty by the Dail, was re-opened today
| with the reading of the speech from the
!throne by King George.

Regarding the Irisn treaty, the king
! said parliament would be called upon to
!consider “such measures as may be
necessary to give effect to the agree-
ment.”

He also touched upon the negotiations
for a pact with France to guarantee ac-
tion in the event of “an unprovoked at-
! tack by Germany,” and paid high tribute
;to the accomplishments of the Washing-
{ ton conference.
| The Washington Meeting.

In his speech the king said:—
“During the last thrée mpnths the
Washington conference on the questions
'of disarmament and the Far Eastern
| continued its sessions. A treaty designed
" to maintain peace in the Pacific has been
signed by representatives of the British
empire, the United € tes, France and
Japan and awaits ratification.

“While this treaty replaces the
Anglo-Japanese alliance, I am happy to
feel that the long-standing concord be-
tween the two countries will remain as
cordial as ever under the arrangements
! thus concluded. At the same time our
America enter a new and even closer
relations with the United States of
phase of friendship. !

“An agreement also was reached on.
the question of disarmament and- a
treaty has been signed providing a large
measure of relief from the burden of ar-
nmaments. In all these respects great
results have been attained, and the suc-
cess of ‘the conference, for which the]
world' will owe a deep. debt of gratitude
%o the initiative of the president of the
United States of America, will be the
happiest augury for future international
relations.

German Reparations.

“The problem of securing payment of
reparations by Germany in the manner
most comfortable to the general interest
engages the continus consideration of my
ministers and of our allies.

“The German government, at the re-
quest of the Allies, have themselves sub-
mitted proposals ywhich are now under
consideration.

“Discussions recently initiated are now
proceedings between my government and
France and Belgium with a view to com-
clusion of agreements for common ac-
tion in the event of an unprovoked at-
tack by Germany. .

“The situation in the Near East con-
tinues to engage the anxious attention
of my government, and it is my earnest
hope that the forthcoming allied discus-
sions in Paris may result in an early
solution which will terminate the con-
flict in a manner honoraable to all par-
ties concerned.”

Board of Guardians Locked
Up by Unemployed.

Held Prisoners Until 4.30|
This Morning — Increased |
Doles Demanded—The Red |
Flag on Roof. ‘

London, Feb. 7—The Poplar Board
of Guardians—local officials responsible
for levying and distributing relief for
the poor in the Metropolitan borough
of Poplar—were locked in their board
room last night and held prisoners un-
til four thirty this morning by a crowd
of unemployed persons who demanded
large doles. A number of newspaper-
men shared the imprisonment of the
guardians. The'captors effectually pre-
vented use of the telephone or other
means of communications to summon r&(
lief, !
The ‘guardians recently doubled ' the
doles, but the ministry of health prompt-
ily motified them that this was illegal
and they reverted to their former rate
of payments. Their plea of government
pressure was rejected last night by the
unemployed, who seized the entire build-
ing which houses the board room and
hoisted a red flag on the roof, declaring
{they would not give up until their de-
| mands were granted. |

THE INTERCOLONIAL.

The Toronto Globe says it is surely ob-
rious that the National Railway system
must be run as a whole, but agrees that
the claims of the maritime provinces for
better treatment should receive sympa-
thetic consideration. We quote:—

“The representations of the maritime
members as to rates are entitled to every
sonsideration. A very reasonable Nova
Scotia member of parliament once-point-
»d out the difference between the mari-
time situation and that of Ontario and
Quebec. - In this parf of Canada there

_are canals, constructed at great expense,
and maintained, not by tolis, but by pub-
lic money raised by the taxation of Can-
pdians everywhere, The maritime pro-
rinces have no such advantage. They de-
pend entirely upon the railways and the
sea, The cost of the canals is not charg-
:d up against Ontario and Quebec as
distinct from the rest of Canada; and
there is justice in the contention that
the first cost of the Intercolonial should
aot be charged up against the Atlantic
provinces, and that railway rates should
aot be adjusted so as to bear that bur-
den. The Intercolonial was one of the
mducements held out to Nova Scotia
and its neighbor to enter confederation,
and, we ought not to construe that agree-
ment in any narrow or pedantic way.”
The Globe remarks that while we must
sndeavor to make the railways pay their
way there must be regard for local in-
terests, and says further:— - |
“The Intercolonial Railway was laid
out largely with an eye to military de-
fense and to political considerations of
the' larger kind; there are sections of
/{t which cannot be run otherwise then |
at a loss, which must in fairness be |
borne by the whole Dominion.”

Just so. The maritime provinces are:
not making unreasonable demands. They
gave up their natural market and enter-
ed confederation with a distinct under-
standing that the Intercolonial would foe
built and that it would not be a harrier
to prevent them by ibitive froight
rates from developing*¥heir own resour- |
ces and reaching the mavkets west. There
can be no compagisen bebween the In-
tercolonial and anpgetber - zailway in
Canads. Whatever is done in relation
to it it must be done in the spirit of |
the confederation agreement. These pro-l
vinces stand upon that ‘platform and|
their position is unassailable except at|
the expense of the good faith which
should mark the policy of the rest of
Canada. 2 b

Dun’s Bulletin says of Montreal trade:

The boot and shoe convention this
week proved quite a success, the job-
bing trade from all over the dominion
being well represented, and some good
resulting business is looked for. The
manufacturers had their innings the last
two days, and also showed up in force.
In leather business is more or less spotty,
but moderate sales are reported in some
instances.

Considerable shipments of
Manchester cottons are ¢oming to hand,
but are quickly absorbed, From British
woollen centres some stiffening is repott-
ed in cashmere yarns, hosiery and dress
goods.

A moderate but healthy distribution
marks the grocery trade, ahd no strik-
ing variations in values ate to be noted.
Sugat quotationis are unchanged, and re-
fineries are fairly employed, one company
reporting a considerable export business.
Ameriean enquiries are reported for 15,-
000 eases of tothatoes, as well as a ship-
ment of 8,000 cases to Britain. City retail
trade has quieted down somewhat.

The failure list shows eleven district
insolvencies for the week, with liabilities
of $275,000.

Bradstreet’s Montreal Weekly Trade
Report says: Wholesale trade in most
lines shows fair activity with a good
number of small orders ¢onting in. Man-
ufacturing is somewhat irregular, al-
though building operations are com-
mencing to improve.

Canadian grain in store has reereased
4,424,738 bushels, domestic supplies of
cattle are small, which firmed up the
market, cables being stronger. There is
4 good demand for ocean space for cattle
bookings, for Liverpool and Glasgow,
from St. John at $20 per head, Febtuafy
and March shipments.

The docter
has been looked upon as a sort of a mir-
acle man, He has hidden his wisdom
behind a veil of silence. An air of mys-
tery has surrounded the profession, and
we have developed a code of ethics. This
1 believe, is the most antiquated, moss-
covered and germ-laden institution in
the_world !”

He said that if the public were given
more information about cancer, the di-
sease would never reach the canceérous
stage. A woman who has a tumor, he
said, usually keeps the fact hidden until

al it develops into a cancer, when it is too

late. Any cancer, said Commiissioner
Copeland is €urable in the beginning.
The public must be taught that, he said.
