Paris, March 12.—Premier Briand in
the Chamber of Deputies on Tuesday,
will submit a report on the Allied confer-
ence in London, and it is expected he
will speak on both the German and
Near-Eastern situations.

After his arrival here last night from
the British capital, he expressed himself
us greatly pleased with the solidarity
shown by the Allies during negotiations |
in London, and denied reports imputing
to France a desire to annex German
territory as a result of the occupation
of towns on the Rhine. He declared if
the amount of German territory occu-
pied should be extended, such action
would be taken only because the Allies
had decided upon further penalties.

Strain Off at Duisburg.

Dusseldorf, March 12.—Belgian patrois
which took control of the rural com-
mune of Hamborn on Wednesday 2
have been removed, and this action on
the part. of the Allied command has
tended to ease the situation at Duisburg.

Officials declare the patrols were
thrown out merely to protect the town of
Duisburg, but the advance of the Bel-
gians inspired belief on the part of the
Germans that the Allied lines might be
extended immediately. Assertion is
made in official quarters that such a
movement is not planned. Co-operation
between the German security police and
the Allied troops has been effected .as a
result of German initiative.

Two officers called at French head-
quarters today and made formal apol-
ogy for refusal on the part of a German
policeman to salute an Allied - officer. For
a time this incident threatened consid-
erable tension. = The security police,
however, appeared to be willing to

Criminal Code last year created unnecess-
ary hardship for many’good citizens
who go in for sport and who ought not
to be subject to provisions intended for
mctual or prospective law breakers. Un-
ider the law as it now stands anyone
#8 liable to fine or imprisonment if he
has in his possession “any cannomn, ma-
chine gun, rifle, gun, revolver, pistol,
bomb or firearm without having a permit
therefor,” the only exception being in the
ease of a British subject who had in
his possession a shot gun when the law
was passed, namely on July 1,1920. The
clause relating to the granting of a per-
mit reads as follows:

“Upon sufficient cause being shown,
any officer of the Royal Canadian Mount-

ed Police or superintendent of provin-

cial police or stipendiary or district mag-
fstrate or police magistrate or sheriff or
chief constable of any city, incorporated
town or district munc'pality, or' any
person authorized under the law of any
province to issue licenses or permits to
carry flrearms, may grant any applicant
therefor, as to who-e discretin and good
character he is satisfied,
such period not exceeding twelve months
as he deems fit; but such permits shall
not be good, or have any force or ef-
fect beyond the limits within which the
person granting the same has jurisdic-
tion, or has power to exercise and per-
form the duties of his office.”

ANIMAL DISEASES COSTLY.

Direct Loss to Farm Herds Each Year
Put at $200,000,000.

Every year the people of the United
States lose more than $200,000,000 direct-
ly, and no one knows how much indirect-
ly, through diseases of farm- animals.
This is a large toll when divided on a
per capita basis, and when it comes home
to the farm stock-raiser who finds a valu-
able animal dead in the barn, or an epi-
demic spreading ruin into his herds, the
loss is sometimes disastrous. The most
regrettable feature of this situation, ac-
state livestock and sanitary authorities,
1s that probably three-fourths of the loss
could be prevented.

There are five principal causes of

death among farm animals—contagious
diseases, sporadic disease, parasitic
and neglect. Con-
avoided or at
Jeast their consequences greatly dimin~
ished if farmers will learn to co-oper-
ate with the department and the various
state livestock and sanitary authoritties,
who aré striving to maintain animal
health.

Asother bane of the farmer’s exist-

ence is insect life. “Farming would be
one of the safest means of gaining a|
livelihood and obtaining prosperity if it

were not for the hazards of productionJ
plant and animal diseases, insect pests,!
predatory animals, rodents, etc.,” said |
the secretary of agriculture in his an-
nual report. «Notwithstanding what is|
being done, if the increasing population'
of the nation is to be fed from the availi-
able farm lands in the United States,
the efforts along this line must be prose-
cuted more vigorously in the future than
ever before, and the fundamental re-
search work which constitutes the basis
of theseéfforts must have proper appre-
ciatien and support. i

“The toll exacted by plant diseases is
appalling. It is estimated that in 1919
field diseases were responsible for the
loss of approximately 190,000,000 bush-
els of wheat, 78,000,000 bushels of oats,
of 200,000,000 bushels of corn, of 86,000,~
000 bushels .of potatoes, of 58,000,000
bushels of apples, and of 1,742,000 bales
of cotton. The cost of producing dis-
eased and healthy crops up to the time
of harvest is practically the same, so it
is clear that plant diseases are a grievous
and dangerous overload on our agricul-
ture.

“One of the most significant activities
which the department now has under
way is the effort to reduce the tremen-
dous losses from wheat rust, aggregating
in some years as much as 200,000,000
bushels. ~ Scientific investigation has
proved that the fungus which is respon-
sible for the disease gets its start in
the spring on the common barberry plant
and a vigorous campaign, therefore, is
being conducted, in co-operation with
the various states, to eliminate such
plants.

Colonel D. D. Young, Canadian. Red!
Cross Commissioner to Siberia, when in-!
terviewed at the Queen’s Hotel. shortly |
after his return to Toronto. Col. Young, |
who was accompanied by Capt. J. S
Atkinson, assistant commissioner, was in
Siberia from January, 1919, to January |
of this year, and during that time theﬁ
mission which he commanded was in-|
strumental in providing relief for thous- !
ands of British and Russian refugees in
addition to supplying the hospital equip-
ment and comforts for all the Canadian
troops in Siberia. i

The mission closed on December 3l,
1920, being the last of the British mis-
sions to withdraw from Vladviostok. Be-
fore leaving, the assistance of the
Vladivostok British Patriotic League was
secured, that body agreeing to take over
all remaining supplies and to care for the
dispensing of supplies coming from soci-
eties in China, Japan and the Orient. i

“Qur. first ‘concern was the providing
of comforts, hospital supplies and Christ-
mas gifts to the British troops,” stated
the colonel, in describing the work of
the mission. “In addition, we provided
food and clothing for the British refu-
gees which kept coming down from the
interior in dribbles. Some of them had
suffered very severe exposure, and many
were destitute. Thev are still coming’
through. We usually had twenty to
thirty on our hands, and when we left
there were ten waiting to be repatriated.”

Other activities carried on by the mis-
sion were the succoring of foreign and
Russian refugees, the equipping of cadet
schools for male children and an orphans’
home for girls, and provision of supplies
for an invalided soldiers’ home.

Colonel Youne stated that his experi-
ence had taught him that-the Russian
peasants were anti-Bolshevik, and sub-
mitted to the Soviet only through ter-
rorization. If Bolshevism last another
vear all town and city life in Russia will
be destroyed, and the country will be in
the same state it was in centuries ago,
he stated.

We must, there-
fore,—and when I say ‘must’ I believe
it s almost becoming a platitude—know
that the only remedy for us ig to cut
down in the purchase of luxuries in the
United States and increase our produc-
tion and increase our exports and get
our exchange back to a nearer approach
to normal.

These officials collect fees for viseing
passports and other papers sent abroad,
but do not make a feature of viseing
invoices, such a vise not being required
by the British customs authorities,

Those in favor of an extention of
Canada’s consular activities here say that
Canadian business men are carrying on
trade relations with the United States
under a distinct handicap, in view of the
elaborate machinery maintained in Can-
ada by the United States government,
which has no Canadian counterpart here.
T e United States has a eonsular service
throughout the world, including Canada,
m i.tained at a total salary cost of $2,-
009,500.a year. The fee for passports
and vises is fixed at $10, while the usual
fee for viseing invoices is $2.50. In Can-
ada there are 98 U. S. consular offices,
five of which—Montreal, Halifax, Otta-
wa, Winnipeg and Vancouver—are con-
sulates general. It is understood that the
expenses of all these offices are met by
the fees collected, and that in soOme
cases credit is shown at the end of the
year.

Testifying in 1916 before the Domin-
fon Royal Commission, F. C. T. O’Hara,
Deputy Minister of Trade and Commerce
declared that the United States main-
tains more than 100 officials in Canada
who are continually reporting trade
opportunities to their government.
