ALLIES' SUCCESS ON CHANNEL COAST

London, Oct. 21—A comparison of the official reports from Paris and Ber- 
in leads to the conclusion that all along the western battle front In France 
.. d Belgium the Germans have resumed the offensive, but with their supremr 

efforts directed against the allies’ left.
The news supplementing these official communications, however, indicates 

that on the left, at least, the allies ate not acting merely on the defensive.
The great turning movement is undoubtedly developing through the cor­

ner of Belgium bound by France and the sea, but the purpose remains in a 
haze, as to whether the turning movement is one on the part of the allies to 
get around the German right flank, or a German operation to envelope the al­
lies’ left

The impression grows that the Germans are determined to add Dunkirk 
to the line of seaports now held along the Belgian coast, and the allies are 
making desperate efforts to hurl back the invaders. Late reports through Dutch 
sources, declare that the Germans have been repulsed six miles from Ostend, 
ai d that guns are now heard near that city. Other late reports, which lack 
confirmation, state that the Germans have abandoned Bruges.

If these reports are true, it would indicate that the allies are meeting with 
some success in their efforts to reoccupy the sea coast

GERMAN PLANS UPSET

FORMER FREDERICTON

CHARGE OF MURDER

waz-Touched but lightly by the hand of 
time, Mrs. Annie Taylor McDougall, of 
203 Charlotte street, this morning told 
a Times’ reporter of her preparations 
for the reception of her friends tomor­
row—the hundredth anniversary of her 
birth. Possessed of a remarkable memory 
and with a voice almost as strong as in 
her prime, this wonderful old lady re­
counted incidents in (he life of St. John, 
even when it was nothing more than a 
village of a few sqattwed houses.

Mrs. McDougall was bom in Wick­
ham, Queens county, on October 22, 
1814, and was the eldest daughter of 
Mr. and Mrs. Andrew Watson of that 
place. Her father was a direct descend­
ant of Loyalist settlers. On his side the 
family has perhaps established a record 
for longevity. Mrs. McDougall’s grand­
father lived to be but a few months 
short of the century mark, while her 
father was ninety-three and her mother 
eighty-five years of age. She has often 
expressed the desire to live to see her 
hundredth birthday and only a few 
hours now separate her from the reali­
zation of her desire.

On May 18, 1844, Mrs. McDougall 
then Miss Watson—was married in the 
Germain street Baptist church, this city, 
and with her husband went to live at 
Wickham. After residing there for six 
years, they moved to Port Hope, Ont., 
where they spent three years, returning 
to Wickham and from there they came 
to St. John forty-six years ago. They 
had four children, Norman, who died in 
his sixteenth year; Mrs. Annie Dunham, 
the only one surviving, who has cared 
for her mother here during her declin­
ing years; Mrs. Jessie Hall, who was 
well known in the city through her ac­
tivities in the Associated Charities and 
who died ab.mt three years ago, and 
one who died in infancy in Port Hope.

Mrs. McDougall, in recalling old times 
in the city, spoke of the section known 
as York Point being in the early days 
the principal residential portion of the 
town. She remembers the time that 
communication between St. John and 
the town of Portland was possible only 
by means of a boat. This means of 
transportation was followed by the build­
ing of a bridge and it in turn gave way 
to the establishment of a roadway. She 
spoke of the old mills that were situated 
at this point, later giving Mill street its 
name. She also spoke Interestingly of 
the old water wells in the King Square 
and is able to point out the location of 
them. She is remarkably active for a 
woman of her age and is able to move 
about her room with the aid of a chair 
without a great deal of difficulty.

Mrs. Dunham said that her mother 
was wonderfully strong in the arms and 
had never known what it was to have 
a pain in her back. “Up to about a 
year ago,’’ she said, “she was able to 
sit up straight in her chair at ail times 
and never once was she seen to rest her 
elbows on her knees. That her back 
is straight and strong she attributes to 
the fact that while she was a girl she 
rowed a great deal and even during her 
sixties it was no hardship for her to

Tomorrow no doubt many friends will 
visit this wonderful old lady to con­
gratulate her on having passed the cen­
tury mark.

“It was rumored at one time that the 
exigencies of strategy required the sac­
rifice of the city and that the Russians 
had retired east of the Vistula river. 
There was an overwhelming feeling of 
delight in the city when it was realized 
that these rumors were false.”

Jeffries said there 
nearly 500 people in the street who surg­
ed backwards and forwards after him as 
he tried to take the prisoner, and he 
heard some one in the crowd say "Rush 
the cops.”

DUTCH DOWAGER QUEEN’S 
HALF-BROTHER KILLED.

Amsterdam, Oct. 20, via London, 7.40 
p.m.—The Handelsblad has published a 
despatch which declares that Prince 
Wolrad Frederick Waldeck-Pyrmont, 
half-brother of Emma, Dowager Queen 
of the Netherlands, has been killed in 
the western theatre of the war while 
engaged in patroiling.

“The battle in central Galicia has in­
creased in force, especially north of the 
Etrwiaz River, where our attacks are 
progressing. The attempts of the Rus­
sians to regain the Magiera heights have 
been repulsed. In the course of this 
fighting many Russians were captured, 
including one Russian general, Several 
machine guns were also taken.

Who names the apples anyway? Is j 

there an official register for apples? I 
must write to the fruit branch and find 
out. Also I want to know if it would 
be possible to have the name of an ap­
ple changed. You may not know it but 
as much care should be experienced in 
naming a new apple as in naming a girl 
baby. You couldn’t expect a girl to have 
lovers or to figure among those present 
at court functions if she had such a 
name as Lobelie McSwatt or Vaseline 
Summcrsox. And it is just^the same 
with apples.

Some excellent varieties have been 
badly named and our fastidious apple 
lovers will have nothing to do with 
them. Take the Peewaukee for in­
stance. The name Is juicy with vowels 
and is doubtless melodious and euphon­
ious, but it somehow does not seem to 
suggest an apple that a man could get Why Blondin ? 
familiar with. There is a certain In­
dian aloofness and taciturnity about it.
It doesn’t tell anything. Whenever I 
write the name I long to cross it with 
Prsmyzl (see the war news) and try 
to make two decent names out of the 
combination.

To add to the difficulty someone has 
given the Peewaukee a black eye in the 
apple trade—though why I cannot im­
agine. When I took charge of the or­
chard I am now caring for I was told 
that the Peewaukees went to the pigs 
every year because there was no mar­
ket for them. But when the experts of 
the Department of Agriculture came to 
instruct me about attending to the or­
chard, they said the Peewaukee was a 
much better apple than most people 
supposed, so we attended to the trees 
as carefully as to the others. When 
harvesting time came, I tried a Pee­
waukee that looked tempting and was 
amazed to find it an excellent eating 
apple. We had already tried it for 
rooking and had found it one of the 
very best. The flesh is firm and crisp, 
remarkably white and every bitq is full 
of full-flavored juice. Perhaps on our 
land conditions are especially favorable 
for this apple, but I am sure there is 
no better dual purpose apple on the 
place. It is equally good for eating and 
cooking. Yet we have^o put in our No.
1 Peewaukees as No. 2 because there 
is no demand for them in the trade.

When shipping a car-load of apples 
to Edmonton two years ago I ventured 
to put in forty barrels of Peewaukees, 
though the friend to whom I was ship­
ping them was very doubtful of the wis­
dom of doing this because no one had 
ever heard of them except the dealers,

„ and they said they were no good. As 
matters turned out those despised Pee- 

-waukees proved about the most popular 
apples in the shipment. They kept 
through the winter until March, and in 
the following summer all had the same 
refrain, “Oh ! for onp of those juicy 
Peewaukees.”

On looking up the history of the Pee­
waukee in the Ontario fruit book I 
found that it is a cross between the 
Northern Spy and Duchess of Olden- 
berg. With such a parentage it could 
hardly help being a good apple. Those 
that grow on my trees certainly have 
inherited many of the good qualities 
of the Spy and Duchess and have a few 
of their own.

Now if I knew how to go about it,
I would have the name of the Pee­
waukee changed. I would call it the 
Duchess Spy as distinguished from the 
Northern Spy. Then the children of 
the rich would cry 'tor it.

Sad to say, the case of the Peewaukee 
is not unique. There are a lot of good 

( apples that appear to be suffering from 
unfortunate names, and in later articles 

‘I shall tell y<$u about them.
Now let me tell you something. The 

children do not ask the name of an 
-apple. All they want is a chance to 
get at them. Then why not let them 
have them? The country is full of ap- 

, pie-hungry children and not an apple, 
whatever its name may be, should be 
allowed to waste. Save them all and 

“Roll them to the kiddies.”

He thinks the roads are get their entire equipment of clothing 
from shoes to cap, the men on home ser­
vice get only their uniform, and have 
to provide underclothes and shoes, etc. 
In this particular they have more ways 
to use their pay.

It is claimed by many that the men 
home service should jie given con­

sideration, especially as their expenses 
in many instances are greater than the 
men on foreign service.

Another ruling sent down from Ot­
tawa by the Central Committee deals 
with the cases of soldiers who have en­
listed for service abroad and who have, 
through no fault of their own, been dis­
charged for ill-health or family reasons, 
etc. The Soldiers’ Wives League sent 
to the last meeting of the local executive 
of the Patriotic Fund a copy of a re­
solution they had adopted in which they 
deplored the fact that no provision was 
being made for these men or their fam­
ilies. Attention was called to the fact 
that many of the men were "out of em­
ployment and in need of help, and the 
executive was asked to give the matter 
earnest consideration and, if necessary, 
to have the bill of incorporation amend­
ed. This question was taken up with 
the Central Committee at Ottawa, and 
a reply has come from the Hon. W. T.

Berlin Professor by His Teachings After War of 
1870 Helped to Throw Glamor of Power 

Over German “Culture” &London, Oct. 20, 9.15 p. m.—Fighting of the most desperate char­
acter is in progress in West Flanders and Northwestern France. The 
Belgian army, supported by the Allies, is holding on stubbornly to 
the line of the River Yser, despite determined German attacks, and 
has thus far succeeded in bringing to a halt the advance of the in­
vaders along the coast.

This is announced in the French official communication issued 
this evening, and is admitted in the report of German general head­
quarters, which says that fighting has been going on since Sunday in 
the vicinity of Nieuport, which stands at the crossing of the river 
near the sea.

A little further to the south the Allies are making an attempt to 
advance toward Lille for the relief of that, city, which has been in 
German hands for some time, and also pushing on to the north and 
south of Arras. Their attacks of yesterday on the advance to Lille, 
where the Germans hold strong positions, were repulsed, according 
to the German reports.

Generally speaking, the French claim to have made some detailed 
progress on various points of the front. Paris reports that the Allies 
have destroyed fifteen German machine guns, two of which were arm­
ored, near La Bassee, and a battery of German heavy artillery in the 
environs of St. Mihiel.

Both sides are bringing up reinforcements to the western 
front, where one of the supretne struggles of the war is on. The Ger­
mans are not bringing new troops from the east, but are throwing 
every available man in Belgium into the firing line. They seem to 
have the railroads working well, although they must have been seri­
ously damaged during the battles of August and September. Troops 
are being transported over them, and Dutch sources report that train 
after train of wounded is being taken back to Germany.

German and Russian reports agree that the situation in the east 
has not changed, although the armies are in close touch along the 
East Prussian frontier and right across Poland and Galicia.

Sarayevo, the Bosnian capital, according to a report issued at 
Nish, is no>v completely enveloped by Servians, and determined 
efforts are being made to take the town before the conclusion of the 
trial of the alleged assassins of the Austrian heir, Archduke Francis 
Ferdinand, which started the war.

In South Africa the rebellion of Colonel Maritz has been virtually 
broken up. Another lot of officers and men have been captured, while 
others have surrendered voluntarily to the African authorities.

Italy has issued an official denial of the report that she has occu­
pied Avlona, the Adriatic port of Albania. The news from Italy 
shows that the Italian people are growing more antagonistic to the 
Austrians because of interference with the Italian fishing industry by 
Austrian mines, and the necessity of suspending the service of many 
steamships because of the danger to steamers.

Sweden has ordered all lights on her coasts extinguished, so that 
they cannot be of use to the belligerent powers.

Stimulated by the French milliards 

there was a rush for wealth, and by the 
triumph of the army an overweening 
adoration for brute force which soon 
wholy transformed the aspect of Ger­
man society and German culture. ‘Every­
thing is falling to pieces,’ "wrote the 
aged Ranke, shocked at the moral de­
bacle, which he witnessed around him,
“no one thinks of anything but indus­
try and money." And Theodor Momm- 

I sen had already spoken in words of pro­
found seriousness and weight to his con­
stituents at Halle:

Have a care, gentlemen, lest in this 
state which has been at once a power 
in arms and a power in intelligence, the 
intelligence shoùti vanish, and nothing 
but the pure military state should re­
main.

This was the society, these were the 
tendencies, over which it was Treit- 
schke's mission to throw the glamor of 
a false idealism. He had to give them 
a soul, or something whicli could be 
taken for a soul, else they could never 
have withstood the healthier forces in 
the German character. And in spite 
of all that was noble and true in his 
splendid portrayals of the great 
from German history, it must be said 
that the soul which he gave to modern 
Germany was' simply the quintessence 
of its own worst and most dangerous 
qualities, glorified only by the scale on 
which they were to be applied. World 
dominion to be won by military power 
—that was the new German ideal for a h. 
foreign policy, and for a home policy, 
the Prussianizing of the whole of Ger­
many. All Germany, according to 
Treitschke—himself a Saxon by birth— 
was to become ‘an expansion of Prus­
sia,” ein erweitertes Preussen.
Lorrainers, Danes or what-not, must all 
be ruthlessly Germanized—they must be | 
taught that “there is no getting on in 
Germany without the German lan­
guage.” Perhaps it is not a little this 
conception of “culture” which has made 
the rest of the world so singularly re­
luctant to accent the position offered to 
it in Pan-German dreams.

“Let Us Take Holland.”

Canadian artisans would be more fully 
employed, and whatever trade depres­
sion there is, if not wholly dispelled, 
would be greatly minimized. It is as 
much a patriotic duty to support our 
Canadian industries as it is to support 
our Canadian soldiers. One is very much 
dependent on the other. It is worth re­
membering, too, that in supporting 
Canadian industries and Canadian sold­
iers we are strengthening the whole Im­
perial fabric.

St. John was the first to suggest the 
pooling of the interests of Canadian 
manufacturers and business men, in or­
der to capture foreign export trade. It 
would be an excellent thing if St. John 
was the first to put the scheme into ef­
fect. Individually, it would be very dif­
ficult for a Canadian firm to secure a 
foothold in a new foreign market such 
as South America, but collectively a 
great deal might be accomplished in this 
direction. The agitation which was be­
gun in St. John, and which has been 
taken up by the Canadian Manufactur­
ers’ Association, may be the means of 
adding greatly to the export trade of 
Canada. Incidentally, it will serve to 
emphasize the demand of the St. John 
Board of Trade, and of the other Cana­
dian boards, for a permanent steamship 
service between Canada and South 
America.
