Tells of the Imporinnt Lessons He has i
Tearned During His Recent Trip.
Kixasrox, Jan. 5.—At the session of the [
Farmers’ Institute, yesterday. Rev. :
‘Princinal Grantdelivered amost interest~
ing address on important lessons he had
learned during his recent trip around the
world. He expressed admiration for the
British farmers: none were so handicap
ped, none bore up under
it better. The land has to
support two, the landlord and the tenant
while in Canada only one was maintained
off the same revenue. Besides this the
British farmer had to compete against
the world, free trade being allowed with
the colonies as well as.foreignand host-
ile countries. He touched on the art of
forestry practised by the sturdy Dutch
colonists of South Africa, and declared
that if Canada is to maintain a
standing as a lumber producer its
Government must pay more attention to
forestry, and the individualsahould sec-
ond such efforts by beautifying their
property. He touched on the fruit culti-
vatior of Tasmania, and while admitting
that it grew no apples equal to those of
(anada, yet the Horticulturists were so
numerous that he thought it would great-
ly add to the advantage of = Cana-
dians if they followed in- the same
Hine. He dwelt on the prchiem in
Anstralia of conserving and distribnting
water, and suggested some system by
which, in cause of drought, Canadians
could keep the land irregated. At this
point he remarked that all countries had
advantages and disadvantages, and he
would be a “oolish man who pulled up
stakes and went to another part of the
hemisphere simply on the advantages of
a country being shown. He would be as
bad as the man who pulled up the pota-
toes to see if they were growing.
In Japan Dr Grant discovered the
importance paid to fertilizing. The
most, valuable fertilizers there used
are those most recklessly in Canada. He
referred to sewage and excrement. The
greateat scientific wisdom to Canada
was to carry the sawage and nuisance to
the nearest river or lake so that
the nearest people lower down
could drink it with the water
or allow it tosoak into their wells and

ison themselves and peighbors, In
apan it was prepared and used, and
every bit of land was made to blossoin as
the rose. In concluding he dwelt on the
superiority of a people where the bulk of
the population were engaged in agricul-
tural pursuits in comparison with
those engaged in pastoral, min-
ing, or manufacturing pursuits.
The latter drew everything from the
land and paid nothing back, but the good
farmer made the land better by his til-
lage, and what was hetter still, learned
hngbits that werejthe best in the long run.
“T am thankful,” he said, in conclusion,
“that Canada is a country where every-
thing tends to quicken the intellect and
improve the condition of the farmers,
which is of prime importance.”

The Premier of Oniario Severely Re-
bukes Traitors like Ellis and his
Annecxalion Gang.

On Friday evening the Toronto Board
of Trade gave a grand dinner at which
the Governor General, Sir John Macdon-
ald, Mr. Mowat, the Minister of Finance,
and others were invited guests.

I am able to speak
for the whole assembly in this matter,
for I am able to speak for those who dif-
fer from me in politics, as .well as those
who hold the same views as I do in the
assembly, because, while we differ about
many things, there are many things also
upon which we have common feelings,
common sentiment and common prin-
ciple. (Applause.) Thus, we agree in
our appreciation of

THE IMPORTANCE OF
the Toronto Board of Trade, and we all
agres in our appreciation of the ability
and enterprise, the public spirit and the
high character which the wenbers of
that board possess. We agree also inour
attachment to the Father' Land. (Ap-
plause.) We alllove it well, on which-
ever side of the House we may sit; and
during the many years T have held a
geat in the Ontario Legislature I have
neveronce heard one member of that
Hogse say one disloyal word. (Applause.)
I have not heard one member of that
House express one disloyal sentiment,
and I have never heard one member of
that House once express discontent at
our British connection. (Applause.)
We all rejoice that
WE ARE BRITISH SULJECTS.

We all rejoice that Canada ispart ofthe
great Pritish nation; we are all glad to
know, and it stirs our hearts the name of
British history in the Father Land. It
is our history—(applause)— and we glory
in its civilization and its patriotic senti-
ments. Its soldiers and philosophers
all belong to us; we are the same people.
(Applause.) Our constitution was the
best that at that time could be framed

or sell this great territory to a hostile nu-
tion. The people would rather suffer the
loss of all things than giye or sell their
country. Itisa matter of joy to know
that it is a loyalty yom all feel, and which
1 feel pervades every class of our com-
munity. They aze not ail of British blood
but these of other nationalities are just
as loyal as we are. Take for example
the French Canadians. We all know
they refused to join the revolution and
in 1812 they fought faithfally and loyally
by the British. They also fought in the
North west outbreak, while Germans and
other nationalities were represented
among the redressers. While those of
other races cannot be so enthusiastic as
we may be, still they apprecinte all that
Great Britain is, and they may be
RELIED UPON FOR LOYALTY

just as much as we are. And yet while
we are talking of the loyalty of our coun-
try some do not adequately appreciate
our strongth, and suggestions have heen
made as to the dangerous nature of closer
trade relations. Closer trade relations
would neither hasten nor retard
annexation. I rejoice to express that
view. 1 will only say, in conclusion,
that the Provincial Government and
Tegislature bave had their part in build-
ing up this Dominion of ours 1f our
duty is in the exercise of the jurisdiction
assigned to ns, and to give you the best
possible legislation, the Premier of Can-
ada tells you correctly how we have done
that. 1would say in acknowledgment
that the work has been work not merely
of mine or of my friends in the Legisla-
ture, but also of those who were not my
friends. T am glad of the assistance
given in promoting legislation, and in
the name of the parties I once more
thank you for your toast.

John
In 1765, Simonds, White and Hajen re-
ceived from the government of Nova
Scotia a grant ofa very extensive \ract of
land at the mouth of the St. John river.
This grant embraced on the eag side
of the harbor all the land from Union St.
St. John north to the Kennebeccass and
on the west side what is now known as
the parish of Lancaster. This last treet was
then designated the township of Caway.
A return made to Major Studholn, who
commanded at Fort Howe, on tip 8th.
July 1783 gives the names of the sittlers
who had cleared land and made imjrove-
ments in the township of Conway ander
agreements with the grantees up t¢ that
date. This return may be summirized
as follows:—

Nedrly all these people had been driv-
en off their land by raiding parties from
Machias during the Reyolutionary war
and compelled to seek shelter up theriver.
These raids will partly seryve to account
for the extremely backward state ofthe
gettlements at the mouth of the St.John
prior to the arrival of the Loyalists. {

The immediate result of IsrealFerley’s |
report of the state of the lands upthe St.
John River was the removal of a large
number of families to them from Maksa-
chusetts in 1763. According to Moses
H. Perley’s statement there were about
two hundred families numbering eight
hundred souls in this band of settlers and
they were brought in four vessels under
the charge of Israel Perley. The num-
ber, however, is probably exaggerated
and perhaps four hundred would benear-
er the truth. That at all events was the
estimated number of the settlers en the
St.John in 1764 and a census taken in1767
showed that there were but 261 persons
in Maugerville, the principal township.
This township had beensurveyed in 1762
at the instance of Capt. Francis Peabody,
who was the father-in-law both of
Siionds and White and also of Jonathan
Lovet. This man, from his age and
character as well as from the active part
he took in the work of settling the River
St. John, must be justly regarded us the
founder of Maugerville and Gagetown
and the most prominent and influential
person on the river, while he lived.

The township of Maugerville was on
the east side of the St. John river and
began at a point about five miles below
Fredericton. Its northerly line was at
right angles with the river and its depth
along the river was sixteen miles in an
air line. It embraced therefore the pres-
ent parishesjof Maugerville and Sheffield.
Opposite to it was the township of Burton
and below the latter Gagetown. The
three townships were all more or less set-

HISTORY OF ITS CHURCH.

How Sunbury County Was Settled by
the Men of Massachusetts.

A Paper Read Before the Nova Seotia His-
torical Society.

Several years ago, through the courtesy
of Dr. F. E. Barker of St. John, there
came into my hands a number of papers
which had originally been in the posses
sion of David Burpee, one of the firs
settlers of the township of Maugerville
on the River 8t. John. These papers em-
braced a number of deeds, an account
book, a diary, copies of a number of let-
ters and a pretty complete record of the
transactions of the Congregational church
at Maugerville from the year 1773 to 1824

pecially as illustrating the mode of lifein
this early Nova S-otia settlement and I
propose here with their help togive some
account of Maugerville and its people, as
well as of the county of Sunhury general-
ly, relying as little as possible on any-
thing that has already been published
on the subject.

The principal source of the published
information which we possess in regard
to the Maugerville settlement is alecture
which was delivered inSt. John by the
late Moses H. Perley, about forty years
ago. This gentleman wasa descendent
of one of the original settlers and, having
been born about the beginning of the
present century, he had the opportunify )
of learning much from tradition and fam- |
ily documents in regard to the history |
of Sunbury. According to the narrative
of this gentleman the government of
Massachusetts in 1761 sent an exploring
party to ascertain the position of affairs
and the state of the country on the River
St. John. The leader of the party was
Israel Perley, the grandfather of Moses
H. Perley, and he was accompanied by
twelve men in the pay of Massachusetts.
They proceeded to Machias by water, in
the month of February, and there s!:ould-
ering their knapsacks and he being a
land surveyor, steered by compass and
succeeded in reaching the head waters of
the River Oromocto and by it descended 4
to the St. John. They found the country
wholly unsettled and with this report
they returned to Boston. If the state-
ment that this exploring expedition was
paid for by Massachusetts is accurate
there is,no doubt, some record of it in
the archives of that State and the fact
would seem to show that theold land-
hunger of the Puritans, which involyed
them in a disgraceful but unsuccessful
attempt to steal the province of Maine
from its proprietors, was impelling them
to endeavor to bring within the
bounds of Massachusetts the fine territory
on the River St. John.

In this list of eighty four names there
are twoor three that are probably French,
two or three such as Anderson and Mit-
chell which represent men from Halifax,
and three or four which belong to indivi-
duals who had come direct from England
Scotland or Ireland, but the vast majority
are names of the New England stock. If
this stock had reason to complain of hav-
ing to face asecond emigration there was
abundant consolation in the fact that it
was under very different circumstances
from those of their ancestors who settled
Salem and Newburyport., Instead jof
the barren soil of New England they had
their choice of the noble intervale lands
of the St. John river which have their
fertility renewed every spring by the
overflowing of that great stream. And
this land they received for a price so

from the following letter written by the
partners in St. John to the partners at
Newburyport in 1770. The letter is
addressed .‘“Messers Hazen and Jarvis,
Merchants, Newbury Port.” I have pre-
served the spelling of the original:—

St. Johnn River May 10th 1770.

Gentlemen

The slop 8t. John’s Paquet
arrived here the second inst. but the riv-
er was so high and full of ice that we
could not begin to unload till 3 days ago,
have taken out 200 Hhs. salt and 4t: 36:0
sugar and have left 650 Bushels of salt
on board —and ship—d all the lime that
is burnt and turrs that we have yet rec’'d.

This spring has been so backward that
there has been no Fossibility of burning
any lime. The piles of wood and stone
are now frozen together — we have not
more than half men enough to save the
fish (seven in all the rest have left us
some time since) the first school is
now running and the wires wholy broken
down with ice, have no helpofthe fisher« |
men only abt.

OUR BOSTON LETTER.

GOSSIP REGARDING THE TOPICS OF
THE DAY AT THE HUB.

Hideous Sounds Which Rend the Night

Air—A Gorgeous Cluh Honse— Harvard
Preparing for the Fray—The Hined Girl
Protests.

BosTON, Jan. 1.

Boston has choice  collection of
noises, entirely apart from the roar
of business. Nervous persons can thank their
fate that they are exempt from the rattle of
L roads that torment New York, but the
night air resounds with obstreperous sounds.

Few cities can boast of such clamorous
bell-ringing when a fire breaks out. The
town secss to have a surplus of bells and
they are usel frecly. The custom is popular,
fora e of Bostonians betray their

n by their fondness for running
s. It is one of the most popular sports,
though thos who pursue it are rarely repaid
for their running by the sight of roaring
waves_of flame licking up a structure. A
fire is generally a tame speetacle now that
wooden buildings are scarce and firemen are
plenty.

But a peculiar feature about fire alarms
hereabout is the dismal, bellowing roar which
is heard over the clanging of the bells. It
sounds as though a bull us big as the state
house was proclaiming to the city bis mortal
agony. ach doleful note is prolonged
for over a secon¥, and the tone
is ‘80 - harsh and wild as to
make sensitive spirits shudder. Ask a Bos-
tonian what is this sound which murders
sleep and he will tell you that is the “Brighton
bull,” a creature more famous locally than
the bull of Bashan. 'The “bull” is the whistle
at the Brighton abattoir. It isn’t called a
whistle because it doesn’t sound like one. All
the country for ten miles round knows when
there is a fire in Brighton.

Then on every foggy night the air ispierced
with the hoarse whistles of steamers and tugs
in the harbors. Some of the coasting steamers
which arrive in the early morning announce
their coming with a sound so harsh and
mournful that it would make a hypochondriac
of a monkey. It isasbad as Edison’s clock,
which, by means ofa phonograph, announces
to the inventor’s guests the hour of midnight,
and adds in solemn tones: ‘‘Fropare to meet
thy God.”

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It was a noteworthy scene in the Chamber
of Commerce when the testimonials were pre-
sented to the heroes who did the noble work
of life saving during the recent storm at Hull
and Nantasket rocks, a work which, as one
of the speakers of the occasion said, has
rarely been equaled for bravery and endur-
ance in the world. The conspicuous objects
in the hall that engaged the attention
of the spectators were the appurtenances
connected with the operatlon of the
Hunt gun and other devices for the saving of
life on the coast. But most interesting of all
was the group of sturdy men who occupied
places beside the platform, Capt. James and
his gallant crew, whose names have become
household words in the locality, and whose
faces and robust forms had a peculiar inter-
est for the assemblage. Every available spot
where a glimpse of them could be obtained
was preempted, and evan ladies did not hesi-
tate to stand on the tall tables during the
exercises, Capt. Forbes, of yatching fame,
presented the medals and about $5000 which
had beon subscribed. The amount was di-
vided according to the number of trips made
in the storm, by the score or so of men.

The
weakness will be in lack of heavy hitters
rather than in poor fielders.

The Boston Athletic club, which now
claims topave the most complete club house
on the continent, has a membership of about
1200, including most of the well-to-do youth
of the city.
