Eleven days remain for friendly ne­
gotiations before the maximum rates 
of the Payne-Aldrieh law automatically 
goes into effect: against those countries 
that are regarded by the president as

to the application, but judical powers 
are given to the president as to reach­
ing a conclusion as to what consitutes 
"undue’’ discrimination.

rohto, March 21.—Following the 

tariff conference between . President 8 
Taft and Minister of Finance Fielding, 1 
President Taft, through Dr. J. A. Mac­
donald. editor of the Toronto Globe, 
has sent a message to Canada.

“Say to the people of Canada," said 
Taft to Dr. Macdonald, "that my most 
sincere desire is that not only the pre­
sent unforseen difficulty, but that all 
other difficulties between Canada and 
the United States be settled with jus­
tice to both r id in a spirit of friend­
ship and gene.osity.

"Assure the people of Canada that if 
It were only a matter of business, and 
not a question of interpreting the sta­
tutes, I would have had no trouble in 
proclaiming Canada as having the 
right to our minimum tariff. I have 
seen so much of Canadian people, hold 
too high an appreciation of Canada’s 
worth, and am too profoundly in sym­
pathy with Canada’s inspirations as a 
part of the British Empire to haggle 
over the mere advantages And disad­
vantages of international trade.

"The difficulty has been In Inter­
preting a statute which has never be­
fore been Interpreted.

"After a conference with Hon. Mr. 
Fielding I am hopeful of finding a so­
lution which will have regard for my 
judicial responsibilities as president 
and ajso serve trade interests In both . 
great countries.”

Dawson, Yukon, March 18.—Between 
75 and 100 Indians of the Dogrib tribe 
perished this winter of starvation in 
the vicinity of Great Slave lake, ac­
cording to reports brought in by the 
northwest mounted police to-day. The 
deaths were reported to the police by 
“mushers” who had arrived from the 
Indian villages, and there is no doubt 

to the authenticity of the stories.

\Bakersfield, Cal., March 18.—With 
the throat cut from ear to ear and the 
face terribly mutilated, the body of a 
man supposed to be Charles Main, of 
Portland, Oregon, was found to-day 
hidden in a stable yard in the out­
skirts of the city. ,

The man’s fist, which was clenched, 
was cut and covered with bruises. The 
authorities believed he succumbed to 
some thugs’ attack after putting up a 
desperate battle for his life. In the 
man’s pocket was a card of member­
ship in Portland Local No. 92, I. w. W. 
He was well dressed, but no money or" 
valuables were found in his pockets.

Life-savers stationed along the coast 
have been attempting to render aid to 
the survivors, but it is believed that 
the task is hopeless. The storm has 
caused considerable property damage.

The destruction of the fishing boats 
follows a series of wrecks along the 
Portuguese waters. Recently the emi­
grant ship Amigo foundered near the 
Azores and forty of the passengers and 
crew were .lost. Twenty-three survi­
vors in small boats were picked jip by 
a passing steamer.

Constantinople, March 21.—In answer 
to the summons to the leaders of the 
peasants, issued two days ago, a thou­
sand armed peasants assembled in the 
Karditsa district in the province of 
Thessaly to-day in preparation for an 
organized movement against the Turk­
ish and Mohammedan landowners.

The peasants are inflamed because 
several of their number were killed 
yesterday in clashes with the Greek 
troops at Nembeglor and Larisha. The 
troops just arrived from Athens to 
protect the landowners. The govern­
ment to-daiy admitted that five pea­
sants were killed and many wére 
wounded by the soldiery. It is be­
lieved, however, that more were killed 
than officially given out.

The situation is critical throughout 
the province, and it js believed unless 
stringent measures are enforced imme­
diately that civil war will result.

Many Turks who own property are 
disposing of their interests and are 
leaving the country.

Several Turkish landlords have been 
murdered and their homes sacked by 
Jhe peasants, despite the presence of 
the soldiers. This, it is said, may re­
sult in decisive action on the part of 
«h# Turkish government. The Porte 
already served notice on Greece that 
she would consider such acts of vio­
lence as sufficient grounds for an 
armed invasion.

Action of Russia and Japan

H. E. Beasley, superintendent of the 
E. & N. railway, who has just re­
turned from east coast points of the 
Island, makes the important- announce­
ment that very shortly the company 
will commence actual work on the ex­
tension of the line to thex Comox dis­
trict, During his trip he completed 
negotiations for the purchase of a 
right-of-way from Union Bay to Oys­
ter River, a distance of approximately 
twenty-five miles. As soon as control 
of the property is secured, tenders will 
be invited for clearing and the work 
rushed with all speed.

The announcement of this move on 
the ,part of the C.P.R. is an important 
one in that it implies that shortly the 
fertile lands of the Comox valley, pro­
nounced by experts as among the 
finest for agricultural purposes on the 
whole Island, -will be brought into di­
rect touch with the Pacific North­
western centres by means of railway 
transportation facilities.

While it is true that the area in 
which the right-of-way has just been 
secured lies north of the existing ter­
minus of the E. & N., the scheme is 
part of the plans for the general ex­
tension of the road in the direction of 
the north end of the Island, and other 
links necessary to make the line a 
continuous one will be constructed as 
soon as opportunity may permit.

Mr. Beasley also inspected the land 
clearing operations at French Creek, 
where a section is being prepared for 
the Salvation Army immigrants. Splen­
did progress is being made, and the 
ir dications are that the land will be 
available for the settlers within the 
specified time. Good progress is also 
being made in the work of building the 
branch line to Àlberni.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Washington, D. Ç., March 19.—As a 

counter move to the aggressiveness of 
Russia and Japan in Manchuria, it is 
probable the United States will enter 
the Oriental field in active competition 
with the other nations of the world in 
obtaining railroad contracts and other­
wise advancing the commercial in­
terests of the country. Until now 
American capital has built only a 
small amount of railroad in China.

The state department, relying on 
the assurances of the powers, particu­
larly Japan and Russia, has been con­
tent to have only a general interest in 
the Empire, believing the adopted 
principles of the “open door’’ and 
“territorial integrity" would guarantee 
to keep open the channels of Ameri­
can trade.

In the past this has been enormous. 
China has imported millions of dol­
lars’ worth of American products 

But with the new turnevery year, 
of events in the diplomacy of the Far 
East this trade is on the verge of be­
ing demoralized, and the “open door” 
is no longer a vital thing.

It is quite evident that Japan and 
Russia have selected Manchuria as 
their own, if not territorially, then 
at least commercially and, having con­
trol of the railroads which they refuse 
to relinquish under any,consideration, 
are in innumerable small ways placing 
barriers in the way of the trade of 
the other nations, particularly the 
United States.

It is becoming generally evident that 
the United States, to retain its trade 
with China, must take more energetic 
measures than merely to obtain from 
the powers a reiteration of the ap­
proval of the principle of canal oppor­
tunity. This is the idea of both Presi­
dent Taft and Secretary Knox, and is 
in accordance with the new commer­
cial policy of the state department. 
It is only a question whether the mer­
chants and manufacturers of America 
are sufficiently awake to the true situ­
ation to justify more aggressive meas­
ures. Indications are that they are 
taking more than a passive interest 
and there is genuine alarm over the 
threatened, if not actual, demoral­
ization of trade witli the Orient.

Secretary Knox has not abandoned 
the project of building a railroad, from 

, Chin Chow to Tsitgihar and Aigun

March 18.—Last%YA It Berlin, March 19.—Persistent endea­
vors are again being made to bring 
about a permanent commercial under­
standing between Great Britain and 
Germany. The arrangement would 
take the form of a new treaty in place 
of the modus vivendi, which for some 
ten years past has had to be annually 
renewed.

Three years ago the German Agrarian 
party was successful in defeating a 
scheme of this kind when it was 
brought forward by the then British 
ambassador, Sir Frank Lascelles. The 
same party was also responsible re­
cently for defeating a strongly backed 
scheme for the promotion of an Anglo- 
German exhibition in London, which 
would have gone far toward putting 
the relations of the two countries on a 
friendlier basis. But now apparently 
they have been beaten.

Following an extremely friendly 
speech made by Count Metternich in 
London, Sir Edward Goschen, the Bri­
tish ambassador, has once more taken 
up the idea of a commercial treaty and 
it is making great headway. The 
scheme has been welcomed by all the 
leading commercial bodies of Germany 
and now the government has ordered 
the preparation of a number of special 
reports on the subject. These are now 
being prepared and the German em­
bassy In London will forward them 
here by the beginning 6f April. Gov­
ernment officials here say that these 
reports will insure the adoption of the 
treaty at the earliest possible moment.

Fullerton is incensed 
at what he considers a great Injustice 
to the workingmen of the city. These 
men claim that they need work, par­
ticularly after the unfavorable winter, 
during which the city was compelled 
to suspend operations on many pub­
lic works.

Some time ago Mayor Morley ad­
vanced a suggestion that men be laid 
off, as the various works on which 
they were employed were finished, so 
that the scheme of reorganization, 
which he had in mind, could be accom­
plished. The men would be re-en­
gaged as the scheme of reorganization 
was perfected.

But since that announcement his 
worship has not taken the council into 
his confidence as to what steps have 
been taken to reorganize the civic staff, 
and now both Aid. Humber and Aid. 
Fullerton say that men are out of 
work, who should be given employ­
ment.

Having an indirect bearing on this 
situation, is a statement by the acting 
city engineer at last night’s meeting. 
Mr. Bryson, in reply to a remark from 
the mayor that the city engineer had 
full authority over the men employed 
on public works, said he was power- 
less to do anything until the new city 
engineer had assumed office.

Mayor Morley—Yo.u entirely misun­
derstand the situation, Mr. Bryson.

Laurier government Is witling to head 
off as much as possible the further im­
position of export duties on shipments 
to the United States in re,turn for 
favors from this country, but even that 
amount of friendlV feeling on its part 
has already raised an outcry in Can­
ada. The present export duties apply 
only to cuttings from the Crown 
lands, land the people, unless their gov­
ernment exacts good terms from us, 
will insist that these restrictions be 
extended to timber cut from private 
lands also.

"The political significance of the diplo­
matic -and commercial crisis this situ­
ation develops is apparent at 
when 'the Importance and nature :l of 
the trade between this country and 
Canada are considered, and wtien it is 
remembered that even 
complications of this particular snarl 
the tariff question bids fair to count 
heavily against a Republican -majority 
in the next House. This government 
must show its hand by April 1st, 
when, under the statute, the maximum 
rates will go into effect, unless Canada 
is exempted by special proclamation 
of the president. Almost immediately 
after that date thé congressional cam­
paign begins, and that campaign the 
Republican leaders are already view­
ing with alarm."

It is thought here (Washington), that 
the practical cessation of trade inter­
course between the two countries 
would at once cause a tremendous up­
rising against the Taft Administra­
tion in ail the border cities and in 
many other sections wherever indus­
tries are affected. Buffalo, Detroit,
Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Paul, Min­
neapolis, and many other cities are 
directly and- vitally interested in this 
international exchange, and are al­
ready prepared to voice their wishes 
in no uncertain tone.

The commerce that is at stake in the 
negotiations now going on amount to 
an annual $280,000,000; $90,000,000 have 
the value of Canadian goods sold in 
the United States; $190,000,000 of Amer­
ican products sent to Canada.

"One of the most interesting phases 
of the pending difficulty is that should 
the higher rates be imposed, and a 
tariff war between this country and 
Canada begin, at least one important 
group of the losers by such a conflict 
will be made up of the men and in­
terests who did most to sefcure the 
passage of the provisions of the tariff 
act under which the present situation 
has arisen.
: “These men are the papermakers, and 
their loss will come from the fact that 
in Canada they have heavy holdings of 
pulp wood, which, in case of a trade 
war, they .would not be able to use. In 
the crown lands of the Province of 
Quebec alone American interests have 
secured rights to the pulp wood on 
12,000 square miles, while these hold­
ings, combined with the improvements 
that have been already made, with a 
view to getting this pulp wood out for 
use in the United States, represents an 
investment not.far short of $15,000,000.

“The resentment the Canadians feel at 
American exactions in tariff matters, 
and the willingness on that ground to 
head off exports to the United States, 
has been greatly reinforced lately by 
the cry for conservation. This cry has 
been raised by Dr. Fernow—the Cana­
dian Gifford Pinchot—and he has the 
backing of the newspapers, the manu­
facturers, arid the people in demand­
ing that Canadian forests be used only 
by Canadians, and that as great re­
strictions as possible be thrown around 
the foreign traffic in Canadian wood 
and wood products.

“Apparentlyf there are only three 
courses open to the Taft administra­
tion, and two of these are pretty much 
the same thing.

A most unusual and very interesting 
labor case is occupying Judge Lamp- 
man’s attention in County court to­
day. Thomas Strain, who was brought 
out from Scotland by the Victoria 
Chemical Company three years ago 
der contract, is suing the company for 
$108, being $100 retained from his wages 
and interest thereon. The 
denies, that it owes him anything, and 
claims $200 as balance due on travel­
ling expensed and damage done.

D. S. Tait is anting for plaintiff and 
Lindley Crease for the defendant com­
pany.

Mr. Tait ètatéd that his client, who 
was brought, from Scotland on a con­
tract for thfree years, signed in Scot­

land, had held back from his wages 
$100,' according to the'terms of the con­
tract, to cover any damage he might 
do. Within three months of his con­
tract time being up h» was discharged 
and the return of his money refused.

The plaintiff identified the contract 
which he had signed before coming out, 
under which $4 a month was to be held 
back until $100 was in hand. On Janu­
ary 3rd he was discharged, and he had 
been unable to obtain the $100 since. 
He was a railway employee in the Old 
Country and began here as a laborer 
around the yard.

To Mr. Creàse he admitted that his 
passage'had been paid, and that on 
asking for it he got $2.50 a day from 
the start instead of the $2, the con­
tract called for.

“You are not sorry you came out; it 
is a fine country to come to?” asked 
Mr. Crease.

“I have seen as fine countries,” re­
plied plaintiff.

“Of course I mean other than Scot­
land,” Mr. Crease hastened to explain.

Plaintiff said he was discharged be­
cause the foreman thought him drunk. 
He had some liquor, but denied that 
he was drunk. The pipes through which 
the sulphuric acid passed were not 
broken, as was ' alleged by the com­
pany. He did all the firing of the three 
furnaces he had in charge on the night 
of January 3rd-4th last.

Plaintiff adrrfitted to Judge Lamp- 
man that he felt-sleepy when he went 
on duty on the evening of January 2nd, 
but "did not go to sleep altogether.”

Edward Legg, foreman, explained the 
process of rectifying which Strain was 
in charge of. He said he had warned 
the man in regard to his drinking 
habits, and was so disgusted at the

pipes in the furnace were cracked. The 
result was a substantial shortage in

Thomas H. Ourdie, fireman, told of 
finding Strain Sleeping at time during 
the night and firing his furnaces for 
him.

Fred Moore, president of the com­
pany, stated that they had brought 
out about ten men three years ago. He 
admitted to. Mr. Tait that he possibly 
knew of the existence of the Master 
and Servant Act at the time, but these 
were skilled men. In Strain’s case 
there had been paid out $147.25 to bring 
him here, and only $100 retained from 
his wages.

Mr. Legg, recalled, stated that one 
of the pipes broken had been in use 
eight days and another nine.

Mr. Tait argued that under the 
Master and Servant Act of 1899 con­
tracts or agreements made with work­
men before their migration to British 
Columbia were void as against the 
workmen, and so the company could 
not claim the right to hold the $100 
back, no matter how negligent Strain 
might possibly have been. Defendants 
admitted that $100 had been retained, 
and they must pay him this.

Mr. Crease contended that the plain­
tiff had been brought in as a skilled 
workman, in which case the contract 
held good.

His Honor declined ,to be convinced 
that a two-dollar man could be under­
stood to be an expert orxa skilled man.

There is only one way to dispose of 
this antagonism and to defnitely deter­
mine whether the best and most econ­
omic results are achievable by day 
labor or by contract. The test must be 
applied if the people are to be satis­
fied. The city council ought therefore 
to_ have no hesitation in adopting a 
recommendation which has been tnade 
to have five miles of sidewalk con­
structed under contract as an ex­
periment, subject to the usual con­
ditions under which such contracts 
are awarded. Under Che local Im­
provement system the owners of 
property are charged with the larger 
proportion of the cost of such works, 

“'.d as they pay the piper they ought 
to be provided with some convincing 
evidence of the fact that they are not 
bfcirtg saddled with charges in excess 
of what would be the casé if the busi­
ness of the city were transacted in a 
business-like manner. The Times has 
always^supported the day-labor system 
because it believed that all things con­
sidered it was the best and the most 
economical. But the best system may 
become the worst if looseness of 
method finds an abiding-place in it 
and the idea becomes general that in a 
civic job he is the most accomplished 
workm’an who does the least amount of 
work in a given time.

It is the duty of the 
aldermen to have that impression re­
moved or disproved.

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that is very impressive, but what does 
it mean? If the people “look the situa- 4
tion fairly in the face” they find that 
the present council Is in power for the 
next nine months and they are con­
fronted by the statement of the Mayor 
that this council does not exercise the 
same common sense in administering 
civic affairs that brings business 
cess to private enterprises. It means, 
further, that while the present cSqncil 
remains in power no, reforms in ad­
ministration need be looked for. We 
are to mark time up til the end of the 
year, when His Worship the Mayor 
will propose a reform in the “system” 
and if- his ideas be adopted we shall 
have an administration corresponding 
to that which assures success in the* 
conduct of private enterprises. Yet in 
the vast majority''hi-cities in Canada 
and in all cities of the United Kingdom 
the “system" is practically the same as 
it is in Victoria, and in most of these 
municipalities business is conducted in 
a fairly business-like manner. It oc-=- 
curs to us, therefore, that possibly it 
is not the “system” that is at fault so 
much as the persons charged with 
the administration of the “system.” 
That, we submit, is also a business 
“proposition,”

The tiling for the Mayor to do under 
the existing conditions would appear to 
be to stop dreaming of wha\ might be 
accomplished under an idealistic “sys­
tem” and endeavor, acting in cordial 
co-operation with the rest of the coun­
cil, to make the best of the present 
system.

As to the third objection o£ the Mayor 
that other • cities have instituted re­
forms without going to the expense of 
having Independent investigations, thEkt 
is true only in a qualified measure. 
Things went wrong in the city of Mon­
treal recently, and an investigation 
was field which brought about far- 
reaching reforms. No one questions the 
necessity of an investigation in the 
case of Victoria. There is no doubt ift 
the mind of any individual, who has 
followed closely what has been going 
on during the last few years that there 
has been looseness, to use the mildest 
possible expression, in connection with 
the construction of nearly every muni­
cipal wdrk qf importance. The case of 
the reservoir is nothing short of a black 
scandal. The persons responsible for 
that abortion must be saddled with 
the responsibility. If they are not 
brought to account, our supineness will 
be looked upon as practically a War­
rant for the continuation of further 
jobbery of a like nature. No one be­
lieves that an investigation by the 
council would be, anything but a

chant, whom Fred Peters, K.C.V said 
in. the police^-court on Friday to <the 
Saanich constable, is one of the richest 
Chinese in Victoria and can 'buy up the 
whole o? South Saanich municipality, 
gracefully bowed to the court and 
maintained he had never killed a pig in 
his life. Further, he claimed, he was 
not thè man whom the constable saw 
killing a pig at a South Saanich pig­
gery and therefore his counsel held the 
court could not proceed against him. 
The Saanich constable, however, 
claimed that all Chinese did hot look j 
alike to him, and he was “pretty 
near” certain that the merchant in 
court was the. man who did the slaugh­
tering. _

Mr. Peters objected strongly to the 
constable only being pretty near cer­
tain, and then the constable said he 
was positive. J. A. Aikman, who ap­
peared for the municipality, decided 
not to go on with the case, advising 
that the matter be recommenced—when 
the constâble-gets the right man.

.Hop Sing, of the tall and thin Chi­
nese type, answered to his "name when 
called on a similar charge, but Mr. 
Peters claimed he was a merchant, too, 
and had not. killed pigs on the date set 
'out in the information, in fact he had 
never killed a pig at all.

The prosecuting attorney called for 
the proof of service of the summons, 
and a mêmber of^the city police force 
came and added further mystery to 
the matter. He swore he had served 
both Hop Sing and Yuen Chung Lung 
with the summonses, but that neither 
of the Chinese in court were the 
who claimed those names when the 
blue papers were handed round.

Mr. Péters said the names were firm 
names, and a firm' could not be prose­
cuted for killing a pfg. The prosecu­
tion would have to secure the indi­
vidual who committed the deed. Thé 
individual in this case being .a Chi­
nese,- however, had puzzled both the 
ci^y and the Saanich municipality con­
stables.

To kill pigs in South Saanich is 
against the by-law of the municipality, 
and there are two piggeries there 
owned by Chinese. The constable saw 
the pigs being killed, but instead of 
branding the offender with a tag or the 
seal of the municipality, he simply 
asked his name, took a good look at 
him in the moonlight, arid trusted to 
his ability of . identification to know 
him again. The cases were similar, 
and the names given were Hop Sing 
and Yuen Chung Lung. ' .

The constables proceeded in the regu­
lar way and the summonses were 
served by a jngmber ot the city police 
force at stores on "Government street 
bearing the names of the accused per­
sons.

Mr. Aikman on Friday wanted a 
warrant issued and sent out with the 
constable to bring the men he served 
in the stores into court. The matter 
ended when the Saanich constable 
said he was pretty near certain Yuen 
Chung Lung was one of the pig killers.

Mr. Peters : “He’s one of the richest 
merchants in Victoria. Do you swear 
he was out there killing pigs? He can 
buy out your whole council out there.”

The constable: “I am positive.”
Mr. Aikman: “Better dismiss the 

cases.”
The magistrate: “Dismissed.”

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I,!Two new steamers were ordered by 
Captain Troup when in the Old Coun­
try .and other vessels were inspected 
with ■ the idea of buying in order to 
augment the fleet this season. That is 
the new^ brought by the captain, who 
arrived last night after being away 
since November last. In an interview 
this morning the captain said the new 
steamers would be a great addition to 
the fleet on this coast. One of them, a 
single screw vessel, is to be fitted more 
luxiously than anything on the coast. 
She will resemble the Princess Char­
lotte in arrangement, but her fittings 
will put the older' steamer away in 
the shade. She will be guaranteed to 
make a speed of 16 knots, will be 290 
feet long with a beam .of 46 feet and 
a depth of 17 feet. The Fairfield Com­
pany, the firm that built the Princess 
Charlotte, will be the builders.

.The second steamer is a twin screw 
fitted for the trade among the islands. 
She will be of much lighter draft'than 
the other, 210 feet long and with a 
forty foot beam. The builders are Bow 
and McLachlan, of Paisley, the same 
people who built the steamer Camosun 
and the engines for the Princess Royal 
and the Princess Beatrice.

The new steamers will be finished in 
November next and are expected to 
reach this coast about the time of the 
Christmas holidays.

Asked as to deals for other steamers 
Captain Troup said that nothing had 
been closed. He did not deny but that 
the company was trying to secure 
steamers to handle the trade thi# year, 
but as nothing definite had been done 
he declined to say any more about 
them.

Speaking of the shipbuilding trade 
in the Old Country, the captain said

Since the big Japanese strike at the

They said they would 
go to work on the plantations if they 
were guaranteed a certain scale of 
wages, given free furnished houses, and 
a number of other impossible things. 
One by one, however, hunger was driv­
ing them to work. The women and 
children were being cared for by the 
charitably inclined, but the men were 
given no food. That is the latest mail 
advices regarding the situation, 
is probable that ere this all have gone 
to work.

DESERTED SHIP TO BE 
NEAR VANCOUVER GIRL

IT RESISTS DEMANDS
OF THE PEOPLE

Seventeen-Year-Old Apprentice 
Gets Away Second Time 

From Wray Castle
This a Potent Factor in Her 

Attempt at Securing 
Allies

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
“Clement must rejoin ship” is the ulti­

matum delivered- in a brief cablegram 
from the father of young C. M. Thurs- 
don, apprentice, who deserted from the 
British ship Wray Castle last week , nd 
was later arrested and returned to ihe 
ship by United States peputy Marshal 
J. F. Statter at Tacoma.

Whether Clement will “rejoin" seems 
to be quite another question, for he has 
again escaped from the ship, and every 
effort to locate him has so far, been un­
successful. The ship leaves Tacoma to­
day for sea, bound for Callao with- a 
cargo of lumber, and Capt. Phillips 
says he hopes! to be able to carry the 
young apprentice with liim when the 
vessel tows from port. ,

Clement Thursdon is 17 'years of age 
and he signed as apprentice on the 
Wray Castle when she left Europe last 
year for the Sound. While the ship was 
at Vancouver, B. C., discharging cargo, 
Thursdon is said to have become enam­
oured of a young girl of that city and 
now wishes to quit the life of the sailor 
and be near his sweetheart.

Watching his chance last week he de­
serted.from the Wray Castle. Later he 
was arrested by Deputy Marshal Stat- 
ter at the instigation of Capt. Phillips. 
The lad was returned to the vessel and 
was thought to have abandoned all idea 
of staying, ashore. He was evidently 
only waiting for another favorable op­
portunity to decamp. Tuesday after­
noon the chance came. Capt., Phillips 
was ashore and during the afternoon 
a rowobat pulled alongside the Wray 
Castle and the young apprentice, after 
informing the'mate that he had per­
mission from the captain to go ashore, 
left the vessel in the rowboat. He has 
not been seen since, though the au­
thorities have been searching for him.

When Thursdon was returned to the 
ship after his first desertion, he ap­
pealed to Vice-Consul Agassiz for per­
mission. to remain In this country. Mr. 
Agassiz took the matter up with the 
young man’s father by cablegram, and 
yesterday the ultimatum came from the 
father declaring that his son must re­
join the ship.

The receipt of _the cablegram is 
rather a poser for Capt. Phillips and 
the vice-consul now that the youth has 
again disappeared.

Capt. Phillipsj stated that every et-, 
fort was being made to recapture 
Thursdon, and that he hopes to have 
him aboard before the ship leaves this 
afternoon. Since the Wray Castle ar­
rived at this port, her former steward 
has been signed oft and Capt. Phillijte 
said he believed the steward was re­
sponsible for, the desertion of Clement.

Persia has a parliament elected by a 
popular franchise, and by a secret bal­
lot; Turkey has become a constitution­
al state, but the Prussian system re­
mains intact, and the Kaiser and his 
chancellor are obstinately resisting the 
fieipands of the people to be entrusted 
with a share of government. This pol­
icy -is producing • disastrous conse­
quences for Germany.

The keynote of the European situa­
tion is the awe-inspiring struggle for 
supremacy between England and Ger­
many. England is striving to main­
tain her pre-dominant, position in 
Europe, and Germany is putting forth 
every effort to replace her English rival 
as the supreme power. In this contest 
obth tountries are collecting friends 
and allies. Both are endeavor! 
form combinations of countries 
their respective leaderships, 
quently the relations between Germany 
and other countries are a matter of 
profound Importance. Probably when 
the critical moment comes the share 
taken In the Titanic struggle by the 
other powers will decide the issue.
. For many years past German for­
eign policy has aimed at detaching 
other countries from England and at­
taching them to Germany. Germany 
has wooed all her neighbors In the hope 
of weaning their affections from Eng­
land. The strenuous efforts made by 
the German Imperial government to 
secure the confidence of other countries 
have been frequently frustrated by the 
suspicion caused by Prussia’s reaction­
ary domestic policy

Ever since the accession of the pres­

ent Kaiser, German foreign policy has 
been aimed at conciliating Russia, but 
Prussia’s domestic policy has estranged 
the Russian people .to such an extent 
that the predominant feeling in Russia 
is extretpely anti-German.

The'Russian people are struggling for 
political liberty 
rights, and they are firmly convinced 
that the Czar’s resistance to their de­
mands could not be maintained unless 
Prussia’s political reaction encourages 
and strengthens Russia’s political re­
action, so that the Russian people look 
upon Prussia as their worst enemy, and 
Prussia being the predominant state 
In Germany, their dislike is extended 
to the whole German Empire.

The result is that with the exception 
of a limited court party all the politici­
ans and all the newspapers in Russia 
are continually denouncing Germany as 
the last upholder of mediaeval politi­
cal tyrannies. So long as this popular 
feeling prevails in Russia—and it will 
prevail so long as Prussia remains the 

. stronghold of .reaction—any real friend­
ship between, the Russian Empire and 
the German Empire Is impossible.

For two decades Germany has been 
striving to obtain predominant influ­
ence in Constantinople, the key to the 
situation not only in southeastern Eu­
rope, but also In Asia Minor. South­
eastern Europe and Asia Minor offers 
two of the few remaining opportunities 
for new markets, and Germany by se­
curing the ascendant political influence 
over Turkey, has long hoped to capture 
these markets for herself.

The present rulers of Turkey, the 
young Turks, abhor political tyranny, 
and are passionately attached to^ pop­
ular rights and liberties. During their 
long and weary periods of exile prior 
to the downfall of Abdul Hamid and 
absolutism in their country, they lived 
in London- and Paris, and learnt to 

V love and admire, the forms of govern­
ment existing in England and France. 
They have no sympathy with German 
absolutism and "German foreign policy 
is falling in Constantinople owing to 
the dislike entertained by the Young 
Turks for that reactionary domestic 
policy of which Prussia is the expon­
ent.

According to Seattle newspapers the 
steamship Rupert City, which was on 
the run between Seattle, Prince Rupert, 
B. C„ and Southeastern Alaska ports 
for a few weeks last year, may be sold 
to the Ethlopian-American Steamship 
Company, of Los Angeles, a corpora­
tion of negro capitalists, who will op­
erate a line of two steamers between 
Los Angeles and Liberia.

Negotiations were opened up be­
tween the Mackenzie company, of 
Vancouver, owners of the boat, through 
Surtess Hope, of Seattle, who is con­
ducting the transfer of the propercy. 
Mr. Hope says that. the negotiations, 
which had been pending, would be ter­
minated on Monday, and that while a 
sale had not yet been definitely settled 
upon, it would probably go through 
unless something interfered of which 
he now had no knowledge. The Los 
Angeles company has not yet secured 
either of , the two boats, and if pending 
negotiations go through the Rupert 
City will be the first to go out on 
the new line.

The Rupert City is a steel screw 
steamer of 2,898 tons. She was built 
by the Barrow Steamship Company, of 
Barrow, In 1886. 
ness proving unprofitable she was 
taken off the run, and has been an­
chored at Vancouver, where she is now 
undergoing repairs.

Recent dispatches from Vancouver, 
however, stated .that she would again 
go on the Prince Rupert run during 
the coming season.

GIRLS’ INDUSTRIAL
SCHOOL IS NEEDED

Vancouver’s Plans for Dealing 
With Its Juvenile 

Offenders

Vancouver, March 17.—At a meeting 
of the Juvenile Protective Association, 
some substantial results were promised 
as a result of the society’s efforts in 
behalf of the youth of the ' city. The 
principal subjects for discussion were 
the enactment of a measure authoriz­
ing the establishment of a Girls’ In­
dustrial School for youthful feminine 
delinquents and the establishment of 
a juvenile court, which is already 
authorized by law, but which has 
been delayed through the failure of 
the provincial government and the 
city council to come to an under­
standing regarding one of the clauses 
of the act. 
strong grounds for belief that the 
attorney-general, the mayor and the 
city council wlH soon come together 
on this point and that the difficulty 
will be definitely settled.

In the matter of the establishment 
of the Girls’ Industrial School noth­
ing definite has been accomplished 
beyond the fact that the attorney- 
general promised, after the close of 
this session, to give the whole matter 
of the Juvenile court his best attention.

Some time ago the association re­
ceived a letter from him recommend­
ing that the mater of the girls’ school 
be referred to the Dominion govern­
ment at Ottawa. Mr. Wade, however, 
is of the opinion that this suggestion 
is due to a misapprehension oil the 
part of the attorney-general, as the 
school would be purely a civil and not 
a criminal institution. In the course 
of his remarks Mr. Wade declared it to 
be a blot upon the city that there 
should be no such girls’ school, particu­
larly as there Is a similar one for boys, 
who need It less, and are much better 
able to shift for themselves.

“Many of the offences of the boys,” 
said Mr. Wade, "are of a trifling na­
ture, which they may outgrow, and 
which does not stamp them for life, 
but a girl once started on the down­
ward path has no chance for a future, 
except in a continued life of degrada­
tion." In this connection Mr. Wade 
read a letter from the chief of police, 
in which he mentioned some 20 to 30 
j'oung girls familiar to the police de­
partment for whom such a school 
seems to be the only possible refuge. 
It was also mentioned as a tribute to 
the gallantry of the police department 
that the names of these girls were not 
entered upon the police records, for 
fear of jeopardizing any future pros­
pects that they might have.

After a general discussion the follow­
ing resolution was passed: “We de­
sire to reaffirm the resolution toward 
establishing an Industrial School for 
Girls, passed by this association pn 
February 13th, and tr express our ddep 
regret that the objects of that reso­
lution have not been accomplished.”

To the Editor:—While the question of 
the appointment of a royal commission 
is in order, permit me to suggest other 
matters that might with profit to the 
citizens come within its scope.

At the close of last year the mayor 
issued a report showing a clear finan­
cial balance for 1903. On taking office 
the council of 1910 were startled with 
a deficit of the B. C. Agricultural As­
sociation of $23,500. Later they were 
confronted with a shortage on the 
James Bay Improvement By-law of 
$21,000, and on the Salt Water Fire 
Protection By-law of $10,000. Now 
comes a demand for $30,000 to make 
good the Smith’s Hill reservoir blun­
der, also a demand from the school 
board to redeem a promise made by 
the council of 1909. that on condition of 
the board paying a certain amount 
down on the purchase of two small 
pieces of property, the council of 1910 
would provide the balance of $5,500 out 
of the general revenue to complete the 
transaction. Also $2,000 for the cost of 
the royal commission.

The above items aggregate a sum of 
$92,000. Add to this the possible addi­
tional expense of straightening out the 
salt water pumps, law suits and other 
matters Incidental to 1909. and the 
council of 1910 stands faced with a 
charge upon its general revenue ap­
proaching $100,000, to all intents and 
purposes representing a deficit for 
1909, and there is no assurance that 
there are not still further surprises in 
store.

Round 1.—They shook hands and 
Flynn forced a clinch.

Langford sent right and 
left to the jaw and the bell saved 
Flynn.

Round 4.—They sparred at the open­
ing and Langford shot left twice to 
face. Flynn was fighting wildly and 
was cautioned by thesreferee. Flynn 
smiled at the newspapermen over Lang­
ford’s shoulders, but it was a poor at­
tempt to appear at ease. Langford sent 
left and right to the face and laughs 
at Flynn’s wild attempts to return. 
Flynn sent right to jaw but his blows 
lacked steam. Langford sent three up­
percuts to the jaw in a clinch. Lang­
ford’s round.

One of the primary causes of the dis­
satisfaction felt, not only in Pan-Ger­
man, but in widely extended patriotic 
circles, with the present trend of Ger­
man foreign policy is the conviction, 
now very generally held in well inform­
ed quarters, that Herr von Bethmann- 
Hollweg favors an agreement with 
Great Britain in regard to the question 
of naval expansion and has made ef­
forts to bring about an understanding 
with England on this point.

At the same time the chancellor is 
subject to many attacks on the ground 
that he has entirely abandoned that 
policy in regard to Morocco which Ger­
many has been pursuing for several 
years, with the result that German in­
terests in Northwest Africa are being 
seriously neglected to the detriment of 
the Fatherland.

Grave distrust, too, is felt concerning 
the new agreement with Great Britain 
concerning the definition of the fron­
tiers in Ruanda. The imperial secre­
tary of state for the colonies, Herr 
Dernberg, addressing the budget com­
mittee of the Reichstag, declared that 
the terms of this agreement could not 
be made public because it was a secret 
agreement, and because the 
government had withheld its consent to 
the publication of the text, 
secrecy has given rise to a suspicion 
that Germany has made a bad bargain 
with Great Britain, owing to the weak­
ness and inefficiency with which Ger­
man interests are watched over by the 
present chancellor.

In brief, Herr von Bethmann-Holl- 
weg is accused of accepting responsi­
bility for a policy towards other coun­
tries which iis weak and indecisive, in­
stead of being energetic and resolute, 
with the result that Germany no long­
er plays that leading part in interna­
tional affairs which is her due.

Many who believe that Herr von 
Bethmann-Hollweg accepts responsibil­
ity for a line of policy that is not pri­
marily due to his own initiative, argue 
that Prince Bulow acquired sufficient 
ascendance to overcome the influences 
now predominating.

There are indications that the exist­
ing opposition to several features of 
Germany’s present foreign policy will 
grow to such dimensions that the 
Kaiser will ultimately blame the chan­
cellor for having failed to warn him 
of the state of public feeling through­
out the country.

At present there is no reason what­
ever to suppose that the Kaiser’s par­
tial lack of confidence in his chancellor 
is connected with questions of foreign 
policy. On the contrary, there is a 
very general belief that the Emperor 
himself has brought about some of the 
changes that have become noticeable 
since Prince Bulow’s departure from 
office.

The Kaiser’s lack of complete confi­
dence in Bethmann-Hollweg is due 
rather to personal reasons. During the 
seven months that have elapsed since 
the chancellor’s accession to office the 
Kaiser has been unable tp form a very 
flattering opinion of the chancellor’s 
qualities as a leader of men. Beth­
mann-Hollweg is a good honest, in­
dustrious and highly conscientious 
bureaucrat, but he posssesses none of 
those striking qualities that make great 
statesmen.

She 
made some alterations to the dwelling 
house, readjusting the sewerage sys­
tem, and disconnecting from the dis­
charge pipe which the one vent pipe 
served. Having no further use for the 
unsightly pipe in her garden she ap­
plied to the city authorities for per­
mission to remove it. Permission was 
refused by Plumper Inspector Shade, 
whereon Mrs. Newlands removed the 
pipe and covered the opening close to 
the ground. She was then ordered by 
the inspector to replace the pij>e, but 
refused to do so.

J. A. Aikman for the defence held 
that as his client had no further use for 
the vent pipe on her land she was 
entitled to remove it. She was not 
compelled to maintain a vent pipe for 
her neighbor’s convenience, and the 
action of the city official was an inter­
ference with the rights of the owner of 
the property.

The other side, however, held that the 
city having granted that one vent pipe 
could serve the two properties, the 
owner’s rights became nil.

Magistrate Jay dismissed the case,

REMARKABLE FIGHT FOR

The Kamloops Sentinel says: On 

Monday morning a woman was seen 
walking down Main street accompa­
nied by two little girls. A man who 
saw them suddenly attempted to take 
the girls from the . woman, their 
mother. The children clung to their 
mother’s skirt and evidently had no 
wish to be separated from her, de­
spite the efforts of the man to drag 
them away. The mother and her chil­
dren found a refuge in Burns’ butcher 
shop, the man was held at arm’s length 
by one of the bystanders and prevent­
ed from joining them, and a curious 
crowd looked on to see what the out­
come might be.

The police, both Provincial and city, 
declined to interfere, but ultimately A. 
D. Macintyre, the woman’s legal ad­
viser, put in an appearance and ad­
journment was taken to his office.

The story is a somewhat remark­
able one.

It is 
due in the first place to the fact that 
so many people have been educated for 
the professions and then there is noth­
ing for them to do. They blame the 
government for not finding them em­
ployment, and because they have noth­
ing better with which to employ their 
time they commence agitating.

“The viceroy had adopted the policy 
of ignoring the trouble. When the peo­
ple hurled stones at his motor car he 
took no notice of it. The result has 
been that the agitators have pursued 
their calling with impunity. The only 
way to deal with the people out their 
is to take no nonsense. Military rule 
is a good thing. This Y. M. C. A. 
method of treating the natives is fool­
ishness.”

Vancouver Council Paring the 
Estimates With That 

Object

Rossland, B. C., March 17.—The ques­
tion of the closing of stores on Sunday 
formed the most important subject 
which came before the city council at 
its last meeting. There were present , 
the mayor, J. Martin and Aldermen 
Meachem, Armstrong, Lee, Horne and 
McKinnon.

A motion stood on the agenda paper 
having for its object the first reading 
of a by-law to put a stop to the sale on 
Sunday—which time was the period 
between Î2 o’clock on Saturday mid­
night and 12 o’clock on Sunday mid­
night—of any goods, chattels, etc., 
other than drugs, medicines and milk, 
and named, a penalty not exceeding 
$100 and costs for any offence. In de­
fault of payment distress could be 
levied, arid where there were not suffi­
cient goods to satisfy the distress, im­
prisonment for thirty days, with or 
without hard labor, could be ordered.

A deputation! waited on the council 
to bring the matter more forcibly be­
fore the attention of, the members, and 
this was composed Of the Revs. H. W. 
Simpson, J. À. Dow, D. M. Thompson 
and W. P. Ewing, and Messrs. Christie, 
'Fraser and Tourner.

The mayor - at the o'utset, invited the

The general scope of the Norris 

resolution, adopted by the house, is as 
follows ;

"There shall be a committee of 
rules, elected by the house, consisting 
of ten members, six members from the 
majority party and four from the min­
ority.

“The speaker shall not be a member 
of the committee .and the committee 
shall select the chairman from its own 
membership.

“Within ten days after the adoption 
of the resolution there shall be an elec­
tion of this committee and upon elec­
tion of the new committee, the present 
committee on rules shall be dissolved.”

The house was thrown into wildest 
confusion following the announcement 
of the vote on the Norris resolution. 
The uproar was heightened when 
Burleson, of Texas, presented a reso­
lution to declare the speaker’s office 
vacant and to nominate Champ Clark, 
the Democratic minority leader, to the 
speakership.

Memphis,- Tenn., March 19.—Charlie 
Richardson and Bob Austin, negroes, 
were takèh from the jail at Marion, 
Ark., yesterday by a mob of 50 men and 
lynched.

Shortly .before the ropes were placed 
about their necks the negroes confes­
sed that they aided in a jail delivery 
here recently. Among the prisoners 
who escaped was A. H. Ferguson, a 
wealthy citizen of Marion, who was 
awaiting trial on the charge of mur­
der. Ferguson has not been recaptured.. 
At the. time both negroes were incar­
cerated for minor offences. They were 
recaptured later and brought back to 
Marion.

Thursday night a mob took the keys 
of the jail from Deputy Sheriff Tom 
Willisford and dragged Richardson and 
Austin from the- jail. Placing ropes 
around the .prisoners’ ngcks the mob 
marched through the streets of the 
town for two hours. No attempt was 
made to. kill the negroes at the time.

The men were then returned to the 
jail wjiile the mob surrounded the 
building. Guards remained all night, 
and yesterday the mob reformed and 
lynched the negroes.

During the. night scores of negro resi­
dents fled from the town as they feared 
a race war.

Thé bodies of the two men were left 
swinging to a tree for some time as a 
warning.

A Word for F. D. Monk.
Just a word more about my hon.

I myself am an 
Englishman, just a few years in this 
country, but while I do not question 
the loyalty of Canadians to Britain, 
what I do say is this, that no man is 
in a position to doubt the wisdom of 
British diplomacy who refuses to spend 
a dollar for the protection of his own 
country. Britain has undoubtedly, in 
her diplomatic negotiations, to make 
compromises, but it must be remem­
bered that she has to protect every 
country within the Empire, and all her 
diplomatic resources had to be exer­
cised in favor of the Empire; and in 
my.opinion any hon. member who—as 
my hon. friend did inra bitter speech— 
opposes the idea of Canada- making 
any contribution or any effort in her 
own defence or that of the Empire is# 
hardly in a position to question the ef­
fectiveness of British diplomacy.

That is the attitude assumed 
by my hon. friend, and one of the evi­
dences and the strongest evidence 
which he produced that the policy -be­
fore the House showed such a disposi­
tion on the part of this government 
was the fact that in this bill they had 

j failed to pvoviode for the carrying out 
j of the terms of the British North Am­
erica Act. in regard to the authority of 
the Crown of the Empire, in the con­
trol of the naval and military forces 
of Britain and of this country. Thus, 
it is of tremendous importance that 
this matter should be brought to the 
attention of this Houses, and that the 
correction should be made.

B. C. Vancouver, March 19.—The Vancouver 
tax rate has been fixed at the 20-mill 
figure, the same as in the previous 
year, The gross levy is 22.2, divided as 
follows : Schools, 4.26 mills; interest 
and sinking fund, 6.38 mills; general 
taxation, 11.58 mills. The city council 
held a special session and completed 
the formal arrangements in the pas­
sage of the necessary by-law.

| every colohy in the Empire, and en­
couraging it to depend upon its own re­
source's. My hon. friends cannot have 
read the correspondence of the Im­
perial conferences that have been held 
since 1897, they cannot have traced the 
political evolution in the relation of 
the independent colonies to the, Em­
pire, as seen in the proceedings of 
those Imperial conferences.

The hon. Minister or Militia and De­
fence will bear me out in saying that 
at that time Canada was the only 
colony represented in that conference 
to suggest that the proper thing to do 
was to look ' after Canada, and by so 
doing they would be looking after the 
Empire. Every other colony repre­
sented in those conferences right down 
to the last one, was in favor of giving 
Dreadnoughts, or making contribu­
tions. But a change has come over 
their minds, and to-day what is the 
declaration? I have the record, and 
one of’the most respectable reviews in 
Australia, one of the strongest men in 
Australia, says that public sentiment 
in Australia to-day is entirely opposed 
to the policy of a contribution, and 
that they have started out to defend 
themselves. They believe that the 
creation of an Australian naval de­
fence within a few years will he a 
handsome contribution to the integrity 
of the British Empire. That is all in 
keeping with the policy of Great Bri­
tain herself.

GOVERNMENT POLICY ON

controlled and spent in Great Britain, 
it would not be lotig before we should 
have another such lesson as 
taught when a large part of this con­
tinent was torn from the British Em­
pire.

Mr. Speaker, the great secret of the 
development of British life in Canada 
lies in giving to every citizen of Can­
ada the chance to work out his own 
salvation. Therefore, I maintain that 
no policy has ever come before this 
House that -will do môre for the de­
velopment of our national spirit than 
the policy now under discussion.

What does this policy mean practi­
cally? We are not building navies for 
the purpose of having shipyards and 
docks, but we are building docks and 
shipyards because we are going * to 
build a navy. Hon. members opposite 
have said that the strongest argument 
in support of our policy is the argu­
ment of the loaves and fishes. These 
are not the objects of this policy, but 
they are the results of this policy if 
carried out in a reasonable and busi­
ness-like way. Am I to assume that 
thèse hon. gentlemen opposite do not 
want to build our own shipyards, to 
dig our own docks, to develop our own 
mines, to construct our own ships, to 
employ our own;sailors and fishermen? 
Am I to understand, as declared by 
the hon. member for Vancouver, that 
what we want is to go back to the 
Crown colony stage, and, every time 
we are in trouble, crawl to the feet of 
the parent country and importune her 
to intervene and help us?

I say, sir, the policy'" of this govern­
ment adds to the great name, of this 
country, and gives an opportunity to 
the increasing intelligence of our citi­
zens to go forward in national develop­
ment, national manhood, national 
character, national strength, national 
defence, which, fifty years hence, will 
cause every man in Canada to wonder 
that any party in this country should 
have i the want of foresight or audacity 
to question the necessity for the estab­
lishment of a naval force for our coun­
try.

not answered. I could not say that he 
had an objection to •'building up the 
British navy when he is supporting the 
policy of the lèader of the opposition In 
favor of a contribution of 20 or 25 mil­
lion dollars. What the hon. gentleman 
said was this:

“It is said that the farmers of Can­

What naval force?
Mr. Middlebro: The naval force I 

referred to is the naval force, a part of 
the British navy, as recommended by 
the admiralty.

Mr. Smith: My hon. friend has made 
a very satisfactory explanation, and 
I am quite right .in contending that he 
was advocating a Canadian naval force, 
but he says it is the kind of force 
which the British admiralty recom­
mended. I was not questioning whe­
ther he wanted a little or a big one. 
I was simply declaring that a year ago 
the hon. gentleman advocated the es­
tablishment of a Canadian navy. In a 
little temper, my hon. friend protested 
against that statement and his friends 
around him applauded, but he finally 
admitted that he did want the estab­
lishment of a Canadian navy on the 
condition thàt that navy represented 
the recommendation of the British ad­
miralty. Well, even that is a Cana­
dian navy, and that is what I am talk­
ing about.

Now, i wish to say a word about my 
hon. friend the member for Victoria. 
He made a speech in which he de­
plored the fact that the Imperial navy 
had been withdrawn from Esquimalt 
and the rest of Canada. But what did 
he say in that connection? He said it 
would be a fortunate thing if, out of 
a regrettable incident of that kind, 
there should arise a better result and 
that it should lead to the establish­
ment of a Canadian navy. That is 
what he said, and what I contend is 
that the tenor of his speech was in 
favor of a Canadian navy, although I 
suspect that he will cast his vote for 
a subscription to Great Britain and 
against a Canadian navy. The thumb 
screw has evidently been operating on 
the other side as well as this. That is 
the kind of thing which works both 
x^ays. The hon. member thinks that 
the Liberal government have a patent 
on thumb screw's, but the hon. member 
for North Toronto and his followers, 
could not twist the hon. gentleman 
around as they do, unless there was a 
thumb screw on the other side.

United States. We are here to protect 
the commerce and the productiveness 
of the Dominion «of Canada. We are 
here to protect seven thousand miles 
of coast line on the Pacific coast/’

Now, I expect the support of my hon. 
friend in connection with the hand­
some Bristols that are to be built for 
Esquimalt. in my district.

“We are here to protect 7,000 miles of 
coast line on the Pacific coast.”

If that was his position ten months 
ago, what has happened? May I not 
confidently expect that he will vote to 
protect the 7,000 miles of sea coast on 
the Pacific, and support the govern­
ment policy when he has an oppor­
tunity?

Mr. Speaker, it seems to me that the 
policy of establishing a Canadian navy 
is part and parcel of the great work 
of development in this country. If it 
is a reasonable thing for Canada to 
build railways from the Atlantic to 
the Pacific, and to transport the pro­
ducts of this country to foreign lands, 
but principally to Great Britain, is it 
not equally reasonable that these pro­
ducts should be protected on the high 
seas? If it is reasonable to open mines, 
to build factories and railways, to de­
velop the country to such aii enormous 
extent as we are doing, does my hon. 
friend consider4 it unreasonable that 
we should- commence, perhaps in a 
small way, but as soon as possible to 
provide ourselves with the means of 
protecting in some measure the trade 
of this country and of supplementing 
the navy of the Empire at sômé future 
day when a more serious emergency 
arises than any that exists to-day?

I do not intend to read any more of 
the speech of my hon. friend from 
North Grey. But he spoke of the mag­
nificent productions of British Colum­
bia, and Alberta, and Saskatchewan, 
and Ontario, and Quebec, and New 
Brunswick, and that important prov­
ince down by the sea, the province of 
Nova Scotia, and asked if hon. gentle­
men did not consider that these were 
the things we ought to protect, and if 
this was not a reason why we ought 
to commence as soon as possible to 
provide for a Canadian navy.

Mr. Smith: Mr. Speaker, I did not 
intend to* take up so much time, but 
now I am driven to read my hon, 
friend’s remarks. Î made the state­
ment that my hon. friend said that the 
great business of this country was to 
protect the industries of this country 
from the Pacific to the Atlantic.

Mr. Middlebro: By means of the 
British navy.

Mr. Smith: I will read my hon. 
friend’s remarks:

“We are here to protect the great in­
dustries of British Columbia with her 
total yearly production of $88,000,000 
worth, her fisheries worth between six 
and seven millions, her mineral pro­
duction amounting to twenty-three 
million dollars, her 13,000 men engaged 
in the fishing industry, and her 9,000 
men engaged on the shore fisheries of 
that province. Then I pass over the 
Rocky mountains and come to the 
province of Alberta. We are here to 
protect the nineteen million bushels of 
grain that are raised in that province, 
valued at ten and a half million dol­
lars, and her $3,000,000 worth of cattle 
exported from that province last year. 
Then I pass on into the province of 
Saskatchewan. We are here to protect 
the 105 million bushels of grain raised 
in that province during the last year, 
and valued at sixty million dollars. I 
pass onward into the province of Mani­
toba, and we are here to protect the 
113 million bushels of grain raised 
there, of a value of something like 
$50,000,000. I come downr into the old 
province of Ontario w*1 
agricultural products. We are here to 
protect the 185 million bushels of field 
crops grown in that province, to pro­
tect its butter, its cheese, its fruit, 
its cattle that are being exported to 
Great Britain. Then I come on to the 
province of Quebec, and we are here 
to protect its eighty-five million bush­
els of field crops, to protect its large 
exports of butter and cheese, to protect 
its 260 million dollars worth of foreign 
trade. I pass on to the maritime 
provinces, and we are here to protect 
the products of their farms, of their 
mines and of their fisheries. I pass on 
to the coast of Nova Scotia, with her 
unprotected sea coast of 5,600 miles, ex­
tending from the Bay of Funday to the 
straits-of Belle Isle.

on a letter being read from J. Turner, 
D. McIntosh and George Crane, resi­
dents of McBride avenue, protesting 
against the excessive estimated 
of the proposed cement walks. By the 
day labor system the cost would he 
$3.24 per square yard, and they had 
been informed that by contract the 
work would be done for $2 per square 
yard. They could not understand why 
they should be asked to pay the ex­
cessive cost and requested that the 
work be done by contract. There 
no rock on the street. McBride avenue 
runs from Quadra street to Bay street.

Aid. Raymond thought it strange 
that there should he such a difference 
in the cost between day labor and con­
tract, and he thought it most unfair 
that ratepayers should be compelled to 
pay more than was necessary. He in­
quired of the city engineer how much 
sidewalk work was planned for the 
present season.

Mr. Bryson answered that there were 
about- thirty-nine streets to be dealt 
with.

Aid. Raymond thereupon suggested 
that the city engineer be instructed to 
call for tenders for laying five miles 
of cement sidewalks. By this method 
the city would find out the compara­
tive cost *f the day labor and con­
tract system. He felt that when citi­
zens drew attention to matters of this 
kind it was time for the council to 
waken up and do something* to remedy 
the situation.

Aid. Bannerman remarked that there 
was certainly more street improve­
ment work ordered already than could 
be got through with the present year, 
unless the contract system be re­
sorted to.

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What British House Thought.
Now. I will read a resolution whièh 

was passed in the Imperial parliament 
in 1862, and that policy has been -main­
tained up to the present time:

“That this House (while fully; recog­
nizing the claims of all portions of the 
British Empire to Imperial aid in their 
protection against perils arising from 
the consequences of Imperial policy—”

The British House of Commons' had 
no idea of the- colonies subscribing 
money for the support of the British 
Empire, but they were making pro­
vision in that resolution for the Im­
perial government subscribing to assist 
the colonies under the disadvantages 
that accrued to them from the opera­
tion of the Impérial policy:
“—is of opinion'that the colonies exer­
cising the rights of self-government, 
ought to undertake the main respon­
sibility of providing for their own in­
ternal order and sectirity, and ought to 
assist in their o'<vn external" defence."

That resolution' was passed unani­
mously in 1862, by the British parlia­
ment. in 1865, the Colonial. Defence 
Act was passed! Its object was t»'en­
able the cdloniês to provide for the 
naval defence/’and the act empowers 
colonial governments- to provide men 
and vessels of war, and also tf> raise 
volunteer forées to form part of the 
royal navy réservé established under 
the act-of parliament of 1859.. This is 
what the act saÿs:

“The members of such reserves will 
be available for general service in the 
Royal navy in’ time of emergency, 
when an offer is made by the govern­
ment of a colony to place them at the 
disposal of the Imperial government.”

Sir, when hon. gentlemen come to 
this House and propose that this coun­
try make a subscription to the Empire 
in opposition to the policy of the es­
tablishment of a Canadian navy, I say 
they place themselves in direct con­
tradiction to the policy of Great Bri­
tain for the last fifty years. Great 
Britain has always recognized that the 
security of the Empire depended upon 
the strength and force of every part of 
that Empire. Canada is the most diffi­
cult country within the Empire to gov­
ern, Canada with its mixed nationality 
—and this is no reflection upon any 
people in this House or out of it. The 
very basis of this country is a consti­
tution for mixed nationalities. In the 
nature of things, In the peculiar posi­
tion of this country—enormous coun­
try as it is—every nationality in the 
world is being brought to Canada. The 
great problem for this country .to con­
sider is how these aliens and diver­
gent peoples are to be blended into one. 
That is the commanding business of 
the statemen of the future. How is he 
to accomplish it? By raising sectional 
cries? By questioning the loyalty of a 
French Canadian Prime Minister? By 
telling every Greek, every Galician, 
every Doukhobor, every alien who may 
have made his home in this country 
that he is in a foreign land? Is that 
the policy which is to shape into unity 
the development of Canada? That is 
the policy of more than one hon. gen­
tleman in this debate who has uttered 
insinuations or màde direct assaults 
against important sections and in­
fluences in Canada.

I should like to discuss for a moment 
what is the disposition of Great Britain 
herself regarding the question as to 
whether or not her self-governing do­
minions should subscribe in times of 
emergency to the establishment of na­
val forces of their own. Is it not im­
portant to know just howl the British 
government itself, just hqw the Brit­
ish admiralty, looks on th 
as to the responsibility of each self- 
governing country in theT Empire in 
this matter. Is it in favor of each por­
tion of the Empire handing in a servile 
subscription and waiting for a crisis 
to arise before doing it? Sir, for fifty 
years the policy of Britain has been 
to encourage her self-governing do­
minions to establish their own self-de- 

i fence. That the Mothèr Country 
always regarded as the greatest guar­
antee of the integrity of the Empire. 
And I appeal to sensible men, what 

th its many would be the position taken by ordin­
ary business men in their own domes­
tic affairs. My hon. friend from Yale- 
Cariboo and my hon. friend from Van­
couver referred to the statements of 
the Prime Minister that the colonies 
would drop from the Mother Country 
as ripe^fruit from the parent tree.

Can there be an objection to that 
principle? Let me remind the hon. 
gentlemen that the analogy that is 
commonly used between the responsi­
bilities of a family in domestic life and 
the relations and responsibilities of an 
Empire, is a very striking one. The 
member for Yale-Cariboo says, I pre­
fer the analogy of the family, the 
mother and her child. Sir, Canada is 
not in the position of a child towards 
its mother; Canada is in the position 
of a child that has set up housekeep­
ing for himself, of a son who has taken 
on the obligations of an independent 
life. Will my h'on. friend from Van­
couver say that the son who leaves the 
old homstead and goes away 20 or 100 
miles, and makes a home for himself, 
looks after his Wife and family, main­
tains the integrity of that home, is he 
any less the guardian of the old home­
stead because he is maintaning him­
self and is no longer receiving pauper 
assistance from the old man? The 
analogy of hon. gentlemen only proves 
that they have never studied the 
question.

The young man who stands up 
bravely, at a reasonable age, and says 
to his father, I am going to start life 
for myself—is there any objection to 
that? But in national affairs we are 
told that woqld mean disloyalty and 
separation.
