As announced in the Times a few
days ago, John A. Turner, late gold
commissioner for the Nelson district,
is among recent arrivals in this city.
Mr. Turner reports matters very brisk
in the inland capital, particularly the
extent to which available fruit lands
are being taken up along the Ilake
front.

GOVERNOR’S REPLY TO
SAN FRANCISEO COMMITTEE

Report Will Be Prepnréd on Advisability
of Starting Eleciric Street
Cars.

San Francisco, Cal.,, April 26.—Gov.
Pardee visited San Francisco to-day,
when he attended a conference. be-
tween General Greely, Mayor Schmitz,
Dr. Devine, of the Red Cross, and
members of the citizens’ committee of
fifty who are advising the mayor.

Governor Pardee brought up the
question of the request of Mayor
Schmitz and his committee for the
withdrawal of the national guard from
the city. - The governor spoke highly
in_favor of the National Guard. He
stated that he considered the request,
as a reflection upon a well organized

-his plans into shape, faces a stupend-

and highly efficient body of men. Tae
governor said that he was very indig-
nant over the attitude taken against
the guard and the charges preferred
against them.

Mayor Schmitz immediately replied
that he and his committee had not
made any charges against the guard.
On the contrary, he had thanked the
governor for their services. If charges
had been made they were made by out-
side people. The object in making the
request for the withdrawal of the
troops was to concentrate the

Control of the City

in the federal troops and prevent mis-
understanding and confliction of ord-
ers.

Major-General Greely stated that so |
far as he knew there was no conflict
of authority, and that as TUnited |
States army officer he could not as-
sume charge of the state militia. The |
mayor was the head of the city, and |
every request by him had been fol-
lowed, and he would continue to re-
cognize the authority of the mayor in
giving direction for the safety of the
people. The civil authorities were |
superior to the military, and the mayor
is the only head he will recognize.

The state troops have not yet been |
withdrawn, and: the meeting adjourn-
ed without any announcement that |
they would be.

There was a long'discussion over the |
advisability of starting a number of |
the electric street railway systems. |

Captain Payson, of the water com-
mittee, spoke of the water phase of |
the situation. He said that a number
of the city’s most important reservoirs
had been either entirely destroyed or
very bgdly damaged, and the water

demands put upon them. Thére was
No Storage of Water

for fire purposes, and consequently
no adequate means of protection
against fire, if it should break out at
the time,

Herman Schussler,4£he Spring Valley
‘Water Company’s chief engineer, dis- |
cussed the water situation at consid-
erable length, and expressed the opin-
ion that it would be unwise for the
present to experiment with the elec- |
tric lines. He compared the unburned |
region of the city to a lot of kindling |
wood standing on end, and said that
“since we have saved that much of
the c¢ity we should do nothing which
might endanger it now.” Schussler
described the manner in which the
city’s system of reservoirs had been
practically destroyed, and told how the
few million gallons of water that are
now coming“to the city were procured
only after the greatest.effort.

Garrett McEnerney spoke strongly
in favor of the quick resumption of
business in the city. Some means of
transportation must be afforded to
working men before their actual ser-
vices would be of the greatest value.
He said also that there was a great
unrest in the city due to the inability
of ithe people to find their relatives
and friends, and they could not do this
unless they had some better means of |
getting about in their search.

Washington, D. C., April 27.—Sec-
retary Metcalf. who went to San Fran-
cisco as the representative of the Na-
tional Administration, has wired the
President a complete summary of the
situatien there.

He thinks the loss of life will not ex-
geed 300, the injured being about 1,000.
The loss to government buildings is not
so heavy as the early reports indicat-
ed. Secretary Metcalf says, however,
that the industrial and commercial
losses are appalling. There is no suf-
fering from lack of provisions or water.
‘Everything considered the health of
the people is excellent. The people are
confident and hopeful.

The secretary recommends that con-
gress make appropriations at once for
the repair and reconstruction of gov-
ernment buildings.

Discomforts of Campers.

Oakland, Cal.,, April 27.—A heavy
downpour of rain set in at midnight
and continued throughout the morning.
It made things miserable for those un-
fortunate refugees from San Francisco,
who are now living under canvas in
the various camps. Their number was
augmented yesterday by the removal
into camn of those who had previous-
ly been given shelter in churches and
assembly halls. A strong wind is blow-
ing and the weather is extremely coid,
adding to the discomfort of the situa-
tion.

Battleford, April 27.—Prince Arthur
and his suite are reported to have im-
proved the shining hours while in
Western Canada by purchasing a tract
of land from the C. P. R., which is to
be devoted to colonization purposes.
The land is to be reserved for English
settlers only, and will be known as
the “Garteria colony,” and aliusion to
the fact that Prince Arthur’'s trip
through Canada was in connection
with his mission to Japan to bestow
the Order of the Garter in the Mikado.
The prince and his party expressed
themselves as highly delighted with
the colony of Englishmen at Lloydmin-
ster, and so impressed with the value
of encouraging British emigration to
Canada that he was desirous of help-
ing it. TIncidentally, of course, the
members of the royal party were also
struck with the present values and the
rapid increase in prices in western
lands.

ALBERTA’S CAPITAL.

Legislature Votes in Favor of Seat at
Government Remaining at
Edmonton,

Edmonton, April 25.—The capital
question occupied the legislature yes-
terday and this evening, and resulted
in the seat of government remaining
at Edmonton. There were three mo-
tions for removal, but two withdraw-
als. Mr. Cushing, Calgary, and Mr.
Stuart, Gleichen, moved for its removal
to Calgary, but were defeated 16 to 8.
The removal to Red Deer was proposed
by Mr. Moore, seconded by Mr. Stuart,
and withdrawn. The removal to Banff
was proposed by Mr. Hiebert, second-
ed by Mr. Roseroll, and also with-
drawn.

The galleries were crowded when Mr.
Cushing rose to move that, “in the
opinion of this House the capital of
the province should be located per-
manently in Calgary,” and urged that
Calgary was the commercial metro-
polis of the province, conveniently
situated, and offered a free site for
buildings.

Attorney-General Cross, who fol-
lowed, said that Edmonton was the
centre of Hudson’s Bay business since
1776. He gave statistics to prove that
the present point was the centre of the
population of the north. Three rail-
way lines converged in the city, which
would give the best railway facilities
to all parts of the province.

Chimneys top-
pled over throughout the town and
show windows of business houses for
the whole length of Main street were
shattered. No one was injured. The
loss to the Masonic hall is about $4,000.

THE BOUNDARY LINE.

Monuments Will Be Placed Along the
141st Meridian.

Washington, April 28.—A treaty was
ratified by the Senate to-day, which will
result in the settlement of the large doubt
regarding the boundary between Alaska
and the British possessions. This treaty
is supplementary to the convention which
was ratified as the result of the London
award three years ago, and it was recent-
ly negotiated by Secretary Root and Am-
bassador Durand.

The London award provided for the
marking of that part of the international
boundary which was in dispute in South-
eastern Alaska, but made no provision
for placing visible marks along the 1l4ist
meridian, which is a part of the boundary
which was never, at least in recent years,
disputed by the two governments.

The supplementary treaty ratifled to-
day was therefore negotiated in order
that no part of boundary should be left
unmarked by monuments.

The marking of the 14l1st meridian has
become a matter of urgent necessity on
account of the .copper developments in
the White river region and the doubts
already experienced by prospectors as to
whether they were on the Canadian or
the American side of the boundary.

The line which it is proposed to de-
scribe by visible marks extends over a
distance of from 600 to 700 miles from
Mount St. Elias to the Arctic ocean.,

-OLD SETTLER DEAD.

Cornelius Pruden Passed Away at Age AW

of Ninety-Five Years.

Winnipeg, April 27.—There has just
passed away at his residence in St.
James perish, Cornelius Pruden, aged
95 years, one of the oldest of the early
settlers of this country, When quite
voung, deceased accompanied ' his
father to England, and after a few
vears returned to Winnipeg. He re-
membered as a boy of nine years see-
ing the second Protestant clergyman,
Rev. Mr. Jomes, arrive In this country
in 1822 to begin his missionary work.

The late Mr. Pruden spent his boy-
hood at various pests of the Hudson’s
Bay Company, where his father was
chief factor, and was thoroughly con-
versant with the wild life of the in-
terior where rival fur companies were
endeavoring to secure the sympathy of
the Indians and often resorted to des-
perate deeds to gain their ends. He
settled in 1841 in Kildonan parish when
buffaloes were as common on the
plains as cattle are to-day, and,saw
the gradual extinction of these animals
in the face of the onward march of
civilization. :

Deceased related interesting reminis-
cencesg of the Red river expeditions,
the hardships of the early settlers, the
gradual growth of Winnipeg from a
few frame houses and tepees to the
present modern city. In after yars Mr.
Pruden settled in St. James’ parish,
where he leaves four sons and two
daughters, Alexander and Kenneth, of
Kinistino, Owen of Poplar Point, Cor-
nerlius of St. James, Mrs. William
Fraser and Mrs. Harry Dupre, both of
St. James.

.San Francisco, April 28.—Three hun-

.dred ‘and thirty-three bodies of vic-

tims of the reeent earthquake and fire
have now been found by Coroner Wil-
liam Walsh and his assistants. Many
of the dead have been identified.

All that were. buried in the public
sqyares during the days of the fire
‘have been removed to the several cem-
eteries of the city. The coroner’s data
are fairly- accurate, but his work and
his reports are not yet complete.

Among the bodies identified yester-
day were four members of the Johnson
family, formerly residing at 287 Cle-
mentina street. The building there
collapsed, burying in its ruins Nathan
W. -Johnson, his wife, Mrs. Mary J.
Johnson, and two-year-old son, Har-
old ‘Johnson, and Edward B. Johnson,
Nathan’s brother. Fire later destroyed
what little was left of the building.

The charred remains of the dead
were buried in the Laurel hill ceme-
tery. They were exhumed yesterday
and identified by Clarence W. Johnson,
brother of Nathan and Edward.

Another body identified yesterday
was that of Bertha Fabian, who for-
merly lived at 1126 Howard street. She
was killed by falling walls on the day
of the earthquake.’

Chicago, April 28.—“1 am glad to be
homie again.” With these words on his
lips, John Alexander Dowie, the depos-
ed leader of the -Christlan Catholle
church in America, stepped within the
portals of Shiloh house, thus complet-
ing his much heralded entry into Zion
City. During his absence of several
months he had been déserted by a
large part of his fellowers and had
been stripped = of  all  ecclesiastical
authority. Mrs. Dowie, the wife of the
“first apostle,” met him at the door of
Shiloh house, and gave him a hearty
welcome,

Dowie left the Auditorium Annex,
where he had been since his return
from Mexico, shortly after 1 o’clock.
He was driven to the Northwestern

Dowie then repeated a stanza of the
hymn, “I Stand on Zion’s Mount.”” Then
uplifting his hands he cried, “Stand
firm, thou rock of my salvation.”

“I have done nothing since I saw
your faces,” he continued, ‘“‘of which to
be .ashamed. Not One of the accusa-
tions made agairist me. is true, not one.
God bless you., Now I bid you good-
bye. Peace to thee.”

He then entered hig carriage and was
driven to Shiloh house.

Wilbur Glenn Voliiva and his follow-
ers held a meeting in the tabernacle
to-night, the auditorium being two-
thirds full. In an address Voliva de-
nounced not only Dowie, but Mrs.
Dowie as well: He said:

“I do not propose to permit any sin- |

ner in this movement to escape. Do
not think that Dowie is the only one
to be called to account. The next one
will be Mrs. Jane Dowie. If she thinks
she is going to stand before this people
without confessing her sins, she is mis-
taken.

“In some respects she is as great a
sinner as Dowie. She is on his side to-
night and always has been. The lust
in her heart for power is as great a
sin as his. I say the whole Dowie fam-
ily must be' swept off the earth.”” This
statement was roundly applauded.

the guardians. This antipathy a;Pears
still to have a firm root in the popular
mind of the indigent, the unfortunate
and the incapable,” whom the parish
must take charge of and maintgin in
order to relieve itself of its responsi-
bilities. Until in the course of human
events a more perfect general system
or organization of conducting affairs
shall be devised, the ;';oor.\fill always
be with us. There must always be a
large element in whom.the faculty of
“getting on'.in:life’’ shall be absent.
This is no theory, but a condition which
has confronted the world from the be-
ginning, and which thé world In. its
varying phases of development has had
its own particular method of dealing
with all through the ages. Even on
this new continent, where the oppor-
tunities are greater and competition for
livelihood le8s keen, we have been com-
pelled to establish - under differént
names “workhouses’’—state, pro-
vincial and municipal © old people's
homes. The labor party in Great Bri-
tain has publicly expressed its convie-
tion that a more éxcellent system can
be: devised. It suggests the idea of
old-age pensions, an idea which is not
new, but which has never been any-
thing else but an idea as far as Anglo-
Saxondom is concerned.

There is an undoubted prejudice
against charitable institutions main-
tained by the state. This repugnance
has its root in the traditional oppro-
brium which has long attached to
pauperism. The labor leaders propose
to sweep the old system and all its
objectional features out ‘of existence
completely and to substitute old age
pensions, which would insure against
hardships withoixt ihfringing upon or
curtailing the personal freedom and
independence which are so dear to the
hearts-of all- and would not involve
segregation in groups of the unfortun+
ates of the community. The adoption
x such a plan might not have the ef-

ct of increasing the burdens of tax-
payers, although it undoubtedly would
involve a root change of methods. Ad-
ditional responsibility would be
thrown upon the central government,
but the change would bring compen-
sating relief to the municipalities or
parishes. Possibly ‘the cost, of admin-
istration would be reduced, as there
would be no necessity for the "con-
struction of buildings and the main-
tenance of the present cumbersome
machinery.

In other countriés and in some of the
British colonies, the labor members
point out, the pensiori system has been
substituted for charitable institutions,
and has been found satisfactory. It
has been in operation in New Zealand
for several years. All persons of the
age of gixty-five and over, whose in-
come does not exceed one pound per
week, are entitled to receive eighteen

pounds annually. The pension applies l
to “deserving colonists who during the |
prime of life have helped to bear the
public burdens of the colony by the |
payment of taxes and have opened up
its resources by their lase and skill.” |
In Australia the pension commission,
of which the Postmaster-General is |
chairman, nas recommended that the
Commonwealth grant weekly pensions <
of ten shillings to all persons of sixty- |
five years of age who have lived |
twenty-five years continuously in the |
country.

It has long been our conviction that
the natural advantages of Victoria,
advantages of situation and of climate,
were bound in the course of time to
place her in a prominent position
among the cities of the Pacific Coast.

‘The fact must not be overlooked that

Our
resources have searcely been revealed,
while the first step in the direction of
their development. has hardly been
taken. We refer to the ‘fisheries, the
lumbering, the coal mining, the fruit
growing, the floriculture, and to vari-
ous other natural industries which
have been more or less left in abey-
ance pending the development of the
markets upon which they must depend
for existence. The markets are being
prepared now by the tremendous influx
of population into the opulent regions
to the east and the northeast of us.
It is for us to get inte those markets
with our wares and to make the
markets tributary to us. Once - the
fact is discovered that there are fields
of industry here which can be turned
to profitable account, there will be no
lack of population upon Vancouver Isl-
and. And, given the population, all
else will be added.

If the present tendency in shipbuild-
ing and in railway- building be main-
tained, the bridging of Seymour Nar-
rows, or some other method of com-
munication between the island and the
mainland just as effective, will be com-
mercially necessary within a few
years. The fine harbor of Esquimalt, ad-
mitting that that of Victoria cannot be
utilized by the leviathans of the ocean
which have come into vogue, is not
going to be permitted to lie empty. of
shipping for any considerable length
of time. It requires no prescient eye
to foresee that. The question that we
must put to ourselves is not whether
the things some of us observe with the
eye of faith are going to come to pass,
but whether we can do anything to has-
ten them. Victoria’s day is bound to
come. Some of us seem to think it
has come already in conditions satis-
factory from almost every point of
view. ‘But the majority are not satis-
fied with the present conditions, em-
bodying all that the heart of man can
desire save rapid material advance-
ment. They long to be in the front of
the procession of progress. And they
will not rest until their ambitions are
gratified.

The whole of Vancouver Island is in-
terested in the report and recommen-
dations of the transportation commis-
sion bearing upon the subject of the
survey of a route from the east to and
the bridging of Seymour Narrows.

PECULIAR IDEAS OF LIBERTY.

The visit of Maxim Gorky, revolu-
tionist, sociologist, novelist, ete., to the
United States, has opened the eyes of
the people of this coutinent to some of
the phases of the political movement
in Russia which have hitherto been
hidden from their understanding. In-
cidentally, it must be confessed, the
revelations respecting the ideals of Mr.
Gorky, in so far as the Gorky ideals

correspond to the aspirations of thel
people of Russia generally, have alien- |
ated much of the sympathy once felt |

for the cause of the revolutionists. The
impression in this country, and in all
countries inhabited by English-speak-
ing races has been that the movemert
in Russia was wholly political—that the
Muscovites were engaged in a life and
death struggle for civil and political 1i-
berty—that is to say, for the right to
govern themselves and to manage their
own affairs in their own interests.
From the political gospel according to
Gorky this can only be considered true
in a limited sense. The Russian agita-
tors desire political liberty, with a
strong ingredient of what Anglo-
Saxons would describe as license add-
ed thereto, illustrating strongly the
great gulf that is fixed between what
may be termed the continental and the
Anglo-Saxon sentiment on strictly so-
cial as distinguished from merely po-
litical questions. In America, notwith-
standing the pernicious influence of
easy divorce, in Canada and in Great
Britain the fundamental princinle un-
derlying all our political institutions is
that the home is the chief bulwark of
the state. A notorious offender against
that principle would have no chance
whatever of becoming a prominent fac-
tor in the public life of the TUnited
States to-day. That is an indisputable
fact, and it proves that the continental
element which has become so strongly
mixed up in the blood of the American
people has not succeeded in eliminat-
continent by the small company which
ing the sentiment introduced to this
landed from the Mayflower.

It also
severely criticises Gorky for presenting
excuses for his action to the ‘“‘country
of bourzeoisie.”

INVITATION TO ROYALTY.

It may be that the invitation issued
by the Parliament of Canada to King
Edward to pay a visit to this country
was not a merely formal affair after
all. It is possible there was an under-
standing that His Majesty was not
averse to such a journey, as we gather
that Lord Strathcona, the Canadian
High Commissioner, has intimated that
if the trip is made at all it will be
made on a British ship belonging to a
Canadian company. And if the King
comes across’'the ocean there seems to
be an impression that he will- be ac-
companied by his royal consort,  the
idea being apparently .to remove the
impression which has been gaining
ground in_the minds of colonials that
the Imperial dominions beyond the
seas are regarded officially in Great
Britain as mere abstractions of the
Empire, and that neither the sovereign
nor his home government has any
special or direct interest in their af-
fairs. King Edward has given many
proofs of his desire to strengthen the
bonds of Empire as well as to promote
the lasting peace of the world. He
has made his influence felt in France,
and aH the world knows what has been
accomplished there. The ‘“entente cor-
diale” is complete, and appears to bear
the stamp of permanency. The rela-
tions between Great Britain and the
United Stategf for the first time in the
history of the two nations, are of the
most cordial character. But His Ma-
jesty is aware that no mere verbal ex-
pressions of his could be so pleasing to
the people of the United States as a
personal visit. If he and the Queen
were to come across to Canada they
would not only confer a great obliga-
tion and pleasure upon their subjects
in this principal stronghold of the Em-
pire, but if they crossed the border
they would be received by the great
American nation with such heartiness
and enthusiasm as they never encoun-
tered during all the course of their
lives.

Of course if their Majesties crossed
the ocean they would cross the contin-
ent also. They could-not come to Can-
ada without visiting all important
parts of it, including the capitals of all
the provinces.

JAL PRODUCTION.

Last Year's Tonnage of Anthracite in
ihe United States Was a
Record Maker.

Washington, D. C., April 30.—Accord-
ing to a preliminary report of the pro-
duction of anthracite coal in 1905, made
public by the United States geological
survey to-day, the tonnage during that
year was the largest in the history of
the industry. The official explanation
of this is that it is partly due to the
experience of the trade in the preced-
ing severe winter and partly by the
fear of imnending: trouble in the an-
thracite region, which caused both
dealers and consumers to lay ¢ oavy
stocks.

In 1905 the »nroducts amounted to
69,339,152 lonz tons, value $141,879,000.
The average price of anthracite per
ton was'82.25, the averace number of
men employed in the mines 165,406, and
the average day’'s work 215, Increase
in the shipment of the smaller sizes
of coal is noted.

DENTAL BOARD WILL -
ALLOW NO PUBLICITY

Offenders Against the Dictim/ For' Profes=
sional Cards Alene Will Be
Prosecuted. - °

. There is trouble in the dental board.
The Boston Dentists, Limited, have
dared to place in néwspapers what is
known as display advertising regarding
their business, and thereby infringed
the by-laws of the body instituted to
control the affairs of .the profegsion in
the province. They have dared to say
in print what all wiil say In private,
and accordingly last Monday was a
red, or black, letter day in the course
of their business.

.The ground of the objection, how-
ever. seems tp be a reasonable.one. R.
Ford Verrinder, D. D. 8., of this city,
the secretary of the board, states very
clearly the position occupied by the
leaders in the profession. They deem
it unadvisable, and also wrong, that
anything but a card stating ‘“John
Smith, dentist,” should be inserted in
the press; that the twentieth century
idea of blowing ones own horn should
be climinated from the dealings of
those who represent in these days the
old-time profession of barber-chivur-
geon. It is siated by the board that
their efforts are directed towards the
protection of the public, that nothing
should be given publicity by dentists
that cannot be substantiated by a
visit to the parlors. They think that
Mark Twaih’s prayer of ‘' Give us this
day oun daily stranger” should not be
the moving idea in dental circles, and
that the newcomer should only be wel-
come. by the gentleman of laughing
gas und forceps with a smile in the
office and nothing in the newspaper.

And the fight goes merrily on. Dr. A.
R. Baker, of Vancouver, has decided to
fight the board to a finish. He declares
there is no personal entity in his busi-
ness—that he is a corporation operat-
ing under the Joint Stock Companies
Act, and cannot be reached, or over-
reached, by the by-laws of the dental
board. When the matter comes up
about the middle of the week there
will be trouble for someone. The board
hava followed out the requirements of
the Dentistry Act in the publication of
this by-law, and state the matter will
be brought to a head at the earliest
possible moment. And now all that the
general public have to do is to sit up
and take notice, letting the professional
gentlemen exercise their pugilitic cap-
abilities. with a free fietd and no favor.

To
outward appearance all is very nice
in connection with the rules.

In the forms 2rinted in the volume
there are some which have absolutely |
no meaning as applied to the courts of
this province. They have been ta.ken
from the English practice and without, |
adaptagon been incorporated in the.
new rdles. As an -nstance of this
there is the subpoena ad Testiﬂca,n.—
dum which, according to the form’
printed calls for delivery to the Royal 4
Courts of Justice, Strand, "Toridon.
This has been amended to make it ap-
vly to the Supreme court of British
Columbhia.

There are other forms which apply to
the Enzlish courts and have no refer-
ence to those of British Columbia
which have to ‘be
consequence of ‘this the new
volume brought up- to date by
the writing in of the amendments
makes it look like one that had been
in use for years instead of being fresh
from the printer’s hands.

Then to-make matters worse-the pa-
per used, while reducing the size of the
book, has the defect that wherever ink
is applied to.  strike .out a section or
word it is carried right through the
paper, so that it is difficult to tell at a
glance on which side of the leaf it was
intended ‘o indicate that a reyvision
was to be —1de. So pronounced is this
defect tha ‘me lawyers who have-not:
already orc. 2d the
plate endeavciing to get it printed on
the samegy class of paper as the ordin-
ary statutes are nrinted with inter-
leaving of the same guality. ’

Another defect in the volume is that
the evidence act which has bhe®n dn-
corporated in it is that of 1807. The
amendments since that date have not
been printed in the volume, so that of
itself the .act as nrinted is useless to
the nractisine attorneyss.

In view of all its imperfections the
new rules are rezarded by the profes-
sion as very defective,

THE (IVIC COMMITTRE

of Local Tourist and Development As-
sociation—Many Matters Will Be
Investigated.

An enthusiastic meeting of the civic
committee of the Victoria Development
& Tourist Association was held at the
rooms, Fort -street, Thursday, when
a numberg of matters of importance

were discussed. The improvement to
the numerous beautifui scenic drives
in the vicinity of Victoria, the boule-
varding of the principal thoroughfares,
the placing of seats for the conveni-
ence of visitors upon the grounds sur-
rounding the parliament buildings, and
numerous other questionsgof  interest
were debated. Dr. Cartef ,the chair-
man, presided, and there ‘was 'a large
attendance. .

After the opening of the proceedings
the chairman made a number of sug-
gestions which were followed by num-
erous others from members. With re-
spect to the improvement of the lead-
ing drives it was agreed that it was a
necessary work, and should be under-
taken with the least possible delay in
order that they would be in first-class
condition during the summer months.
A committee of six was appointed to
make investigations. Members of the
Automobile Club will be asked to as-
sist in this as they would be among
those to derive the most benefit from
the campaign it is proposed to inaug-
“urate. In fact it is understood that
they will be invited to take the com-
mittee to those sections which in their
estimation most require repairing.

There was a long discussion on
boutevarding. It was decided that the
most satisfactory method of accom-
plishing what was desired in this re-
gard would be by adopting the system
in vogue in Winnipeg. There the cor-
! poration takes whole streets in hand,
plants the grass and trees, and pays
men to do the watering and cutting at
regular intervals. The necessary ex-
penditure is met by levying taxes upon
the local improvement plan. The addi-
tional tax, however, does not amount
to much reaching in very few instances
more than fifty cents a month for every
resident benefitting. A committee was
apointed to inquire into the powers
held by the city council in this con-
nection.  This body was also to report
upon the by-laws, providing there are
any, making citizens responsible for
the ‘damage done by their children or
thmr dogs to outside property in the
V\ay of stéaling flowers, breaking the
windows in vacant houses or otherwise
becoming -@ ptblic muisance.

LUMBER AKND STONE
FOR SAN FRANCISCO

Local Mifl Will ‘Sell Large Amcunt of
Material-~Building Stone
Available, .

The earthquake at San Francisco and
consequent destruction of property
will mean the expenditure of an en-
ormous amount in the purchase of
lumber, bricks and stone for rebuild-
ing the city. But while the needs fo
brick can be met locally the stricken
city will have to look to outside points
for lumber and stone. A large part of
this will come from British Columbia,
particularly the latter.

Lumber has already been negotiated
for in the vicinity of Vietoria. It s
stated, on the most reliable autnority,
that all the available stock of the Vie-
toria Lumber & Manufacturing Com-
pany, at Chemainus, will be shipped w#t
the earliest possible moment to the
Golden Gate. Other Victoria mills will
probably be approached on the same
question, but it is doubtful if any ord-
ers can be met as they are all working
to their full capacity.

Stone from gquarries adjacent to
Vancouver Island has always been in

quarries at Newecastle Island being
owned by the Northwestern Construe-
tion Company of that city. . This alone
has always ‘been a favorite material
for construction there, among the prin-
cipal buildings erected Wwith it being
the United States mint, constructed in
1870. The monster monoliths that
graced the entrance to the Call build-
ing also came from Newcastle Island.
Several thousand tons of stone are
shipped from there to California annu-
ally. Among other suitable quarries
availahle are those at Haddington Isl-
and, from which came the material
used in the construction :of the parlia-
ment buildings here. Important con-
tracts in connection with the supply of
lumber and stone for San Francisco
are expécted to be announced shortly.

THE BELATED VESSEL
REACHED PORT TO-DAY

Ship Was Almost Eleven *Months Coming
From Liverpool - Damaged Off
the Horn.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

With supplies which should have
reached Victoria some time previous to
Christmas, if ill-luck had not befal.len
the vessel, the . ship Beacon Rock,
Capt. Wilson, arrived in the Royal
Roads this morning, after a voyage
lasting almost eleven months,

The trip of the Beacon Rock is a re-
markable one. With cargo consigned
to Victoria, Vancouver, Seattle and
Tacoma, the ship set sail frem Liver-
pool on the 3lst of May last. She
reached a point in the Pacific 76 west,
when a terrible gale overtook her, and
for forty days the ship battled against
the worst weather. The high winds
were piercingly cold. Ice formed on
the rigging until the vessel resembled
some craft that came out of the Arc-
tic. Most of men were frost ‘bitten,
and two from their experience in this
manner suffered a great dedl. When
the ship put back to Port Stanley in
the Falkland iSlands they had to be
placed under a doctor’s care and be:
treated for some time.

The Beacon Rock went through a.
trying ordeal. Her forecastle was stove
in; her bulwarks and stanchions were
broken, her tressel trees of the lower
masts carried away; sails were blown
to ribbons, and other damage was sus-
tained involving more details than
Capt. Wilson cared or had the time to
mention when seen by a Times rep-
resentative . this afternoon.

When' it was realized that the ship
could not proceed she was headed for
Port Stanley, and it was there she was
given temporary repairs to the value
of £3,000.

On resuming her voyage to Victoria
several days of light winds were en-
countered, which were followed by
fresh northwest winds,, amounting al-
most to gales in force. In 63 south
several icebergs were sighted. Then
a southeast gale was run intoy; and

from then to port light winds prevail- |

ed with little variation. ¢

His Audience at Both Appearances
‘ Friday.

The audience which greeted Fred-
crick Warde in the Victoria theatre
on Friday afternoon was not a large
one, but lovers of literature were given
a veritable treat in the address deliv-
ered, For about an hour and a half
Mr. Warde discoursed on Shakespeare,
on his life and on his art. When he
had finished and made his- exit the au-
dience reluctantly withdrew, There
was not a dull moment in the whole
address.

After years of study of the works
of William Shakespeare—a study which
has fitted him for the pre-eminent

position which he occupies as an in<’

terpreter of the characters of the great
dramatist on the stage—it -was to: be
expected that he would show. a ripe
judgment relative to the author’s writ-
ings. But in addition to: this Mr.
Warde has a charming manner himself
on the lecturing stage, He has a happy
manmner of presenting his ideas -in a
convincing way and at the same time
removing all monotony. The lecture
proper was relieved by short selections
from Shakespeare illustrating the
characteristics of the author's art.
These were gems and proved all too
few to satisfy the audience.

In concluding his lecture Mr. Warde
$aid that he was satisfied if what he
had said would awaken in the hearts
of those present a desire to become
more familiar with the works of Wil-
liam Shakespeare. He admonished
them to approach the werks without
the fear' which some of the critics
would create that the dramas were full

,of all kinds of subtle meanings. Mr.

Warde said that was not the fact. The
writings of Shakespeare were simple.
He acknowledged that the
wrote better than he knew at times.
But he wrote & simple and a plain
language to be understood by plain
people. ‘“Do not,” he said, ‘“attempt
to sink shafts to get hidden gems
from his works before you have gath-
ered the flowers which everywhere ap-
peared on the surface of his writings.”
At the dramatic recital of "The
Merchant of Venice” in the evening
there was again a great pausity of at-
tendance. But those present had an
intellectual treat that it is in the
power of few to give, though all ap-
preciate it. Antonio, the well-beloving
and nearly murdered friend; Bassanio,
the loyal lover; Shylock, the usurous
and Christian hater; Portia, the loving
essence of womanliness; Jessica; the
daughter of the Jew whose love over-
came her religion; and Nerissa, the
worldly-wise comnanion of Portia,  all
lived and moved before the audience.
But it was in the descriptive pas-
sages, product of his own brain, that
the tragedian shone most brilliantly.
Those present saw the Carnival of
Venice, the costumes of the cavaliers,
the lights dotting the lagoons. The
palace of Portia did not need any
scenery to emphasize it, everyone saw
the Prince of Morocco, the Duke of
Aragon and Bassanio approach the
caskets  and make their choice. All
appreciated Portia’s trepidity and joy
at Bassanio’s success. All saw th
Jew demand his pound of flesh: felt
present as a sentient being Portia, the
loving bride in the disguise of the
Paduan ‘doctor and breathed a sigh of
relief- when events went to show the
final hapniness of the two bridal cou-

| ples.

The whole recital was a triumph of

| art for Frederick Warde, and Shakes-
| peare’s genius never

had a more tal-
ented exnonent. In the sharvp transi-
tions “from grave to gay, from lively
to severe” he was nerfect and the
storm of applause at the close testified
the anpreciation of the audience.

“A man who leaves the stage and
takes up the lecture platform is usual-
ly regarded with suspicion,” said Fred-
erick Warde at the Driard this morn-
ing. ‘“The tendency nowadays is for
each city to judge for itself, as press
agents sometimes stretch the truth.
But I am glad to have had such ap-
preciative audiences yesterday and
hope again to visit your eity, which I
always admire for its beautiful situu-
tion. I wish to correct an impression
that has got abroad recently regarding
the ‘Merchant of Venice’ through an
article in the Strand Magazine. 1t wus
my late lamented friend. Sir Henry
Irving, who introduced the magic
touch of Shylock’s return te his de-
serted house, and not Bouchier, as
stated by G. R. Sims.”

In consequence of the disaster which
; has overtaken San Francisco the Unit-
+ ed States squadron which Victorians
had hoped to have participate in the
24th of May celebration will be unable
to come north. A letter which Mayor
Morley has received.from C.” F. Good-
rich, rear-admiral of -the squadron,
says that owing to the disaster he will
be unable to join with the citizens of
Victoria next month in honoring the
memory of the late Queen Victoria.

It will be remembered that some
time ago the mayor addressed a letter
, to Admiral Goodrich extending an in-
' vitation to the fleet to join in the cele-
bration. The invitation was received
in a very gracious spirit, and was ac-
cepted on condition that if possible the
ships would come to Esquimalt.

That it has been impossible for the
fleet to come now, however, will be
readily understood from the letter of
Rear-Admiral Goodrich to the mayor,
which follows:

San Francisco, Cal., April 24th, 1906.
The Mayor, Victoria, B. C.:

Dear Sir:—It is with unusual regret
that I have to inform you of my in-
ability to join with the citizens of Vic-
toria next month in honoring the mem-
ory of your late Queen. You will un-
derstand, of course, that the awfuf
catastrophe here will require for a long
time to come the presence of this
squadron in San Francisco and its as-
sistance in maintaining order and in
restoring normal conditions. TUnder
the circumstances, I must beg you to
accept this expression of our cordial
sympathy and to pardon our unavoid-
able absence.

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.London, April,6th.-~While M- Alfred
Lyttleton presided at the colonial
office, some- preliminary. arrangements
were made for the holding of a confer-
ence in London for the purpose of hav-
ing the merchant shipping laws of the
empire brought into line and revised.
This was at the earnest desire of ship-
owners. The shipowners’ parliament-
ary committee have now approached
Lord Elgin on the subject and had
from him an intimation that he  “has
already informed the Governor-General
of Australia and the ‘Governor of New
Zealand that he is anxious that the
conference proposed by his predecessor
on the subject of merchant shipping
legislation should take place as. soon
as possible.” Lord Elgin apparently
ignores both South Africa and Canada
in this conference and shipping men
who are naturally anxious to include
two such important colonies are mak-
ing a further representation to the
colonial secretary to induce him to ex-
tend his invitation to.these colonies.

Barrie’s ‘“Josephine.”

Evidently Mr. J. M. Barrie was in
one of his most whimsical moods when
he set about/ writing his latest produc-
tion, which ‘a well packed house wit-
nessed at the Comedy theatre this
week. He has followed closely in the
footsteps of Mr. Barnard Shaw, but
perhaps with a more playful spirit than
the latter.. ‘Josephine,” the critics
agree, does not .deserve the title of
play,. because there. is no dramatic
background and it is merely a poli-
tical satire. All the leading politicians
are portrayed. We see Lord Rosebery,
Mr. Balfour, Sir Henry Campbell-Ban-
nerman, Mr. Chamberlain, Mr. Win-
ston Churchill, in a word, all the play-
‘ers on the political stage at the present
moment—in fact; it is an amusing skit
on.the present political situation. Those
interested in politics will, no doubt,
see and enjoy Mr. Barrie's little piece,
but to the ordinary man in the street
it is slightly bewildering. Besides,
people look to Mr. Bernard Shaw for
this sort of thing, and the general
opinion seems to be that Mr. Barry’s
attempt falls far short of Mr. Shaw’s
plays. In fact were-it not for some
wittily ironical passages and a general
air of freakishness, the production at
the Comedy would be put down as
rather tiresome.

And yet from this
compound has emerged a type com-
pact, definite, and stubbern; in energy
and resisting power equal te anything
Listory has ever seen.

A Race Map of the Empire.

But the British Empire of to-day,
ke the individual Englishman, is an
amalgam of strange opposition. Its

| color scheme might well distract an

a:tist. Of the 400,000,000 subjects over
whomi Edward VII reigns only 50,-
600,000 are white skinned; the remain-
irg 350,000,000 are black, brown, or
coffee colored. A rdceé-map of the Em-
pire would be of as many colors as
Joseph’s coat. It is a Christian Em-
rire, and yet it includes in.its compo-
sition more Mahommedans than Tur-
key, and more '‘Buddhists than Japan.
Who makes any study of that greater
Erngland outside the' narrow seas is
prrofoundly impressed with this mix-
ture of races through all the provinces.
At the Cape there is the indigestible
Dutchman, to’ say nothing of Kaffirs,
Hottentots, etc., a human compost to
which has now been added a Chinese
element. In Canada every fourth in-
habitant is French in blood and speech
and type. In the United States one-
tenth of the population. if of negro
blood, and the other nine-tenths are a
strange compound of lav and Magyer,
of Croats and Fins, of Germans and
Jews and Russians. Race-purity is a
factor of great value, and an Austra-
lhan may be forgiven for reflecting with
pride that the most absolutely British
community outside Great Britain is
found in -Australia and New Zealand.

Transplanted France.

Canada offers perhaps the ‘most
striking example of this strange mix-
ture of races which characterizes the
British Empire; and some aspects of
the mixture in Canada are very strik-
ing. It is surely a paradox that the
freest, happiest, least-burdened, and
most contented bit of France—of hu-
man, not geographical France—the
world possesses owes allegiarice not to
President Loubet, but to King Edward
VII. It is not to be found beneath the
tricolor, but under the Union Jack. A
million and a half of Frenchmen live
in Canada almost as a separate com-
munity, and if they were to have the
choice of being “dumped!! down in
sunny France itself—say in:their ‘Brit-
tany or Normandy-—they would ener-
getically reject the offer. : For: they
have,.easier lives, lighter burdens, -a
larger freedom, and a more complete
security for everything they:hold sac-
1ted under the: British flag than France
itself could give them. There is no
conscription in Canada! 'There are no
revolutions on the banks of the St
Lawrence! No law for the dissolution
of monasteries or for the shutting up
of clerical schools is possible in the
latitude of Quebec. These: French
Canadians plough their lands in peace.
Their taxes are absolutely light and
are self-imposed. They have their own
newspapers and schools. Their priests
raanage all their affairs for them. They

regulate their politics, choose their lit- !

erature, and levy their own tithes—if
necessary by process of civil law. And
these one and a half million French-
men enjoy the whole process.

For there are Frenchmen of the
Bourbon times and type. They repre-
sent the one successful bit of emigra-
tion on a large scale France has ever
known. They came to Canada early in
the seventeenth century, with their
seigneurs ahd priests, and they settled
tcgether on half feudal terms. The
Bourbons have gone; the se gneurs
have disappe::¢d, or been bought out;
the red flag of England has taken the
Llace of the white lilies of ancient
France. But these little clusters of
T ench emigrants have grown till they
caver a prov.nce. And the Church re-
mains and ruies them as absolutely as
it ruled Freach peasants in the days
of, say, Louis XIV.

A British Parliament With a French
Accent!

These French Canadians naturally
have the public affairs of the province
in which they are a majority so over-
4 helmingly in their own hands, and
in the Montreal legislature—one of the
many parliaments within the circle of
the British Empire—all the debates
are in French. In type of faces, in lan-
guage, in spirit, in ideals it might be
a French vrovincial assemblv. The
French element, too, is both visible and
audible in the Dominion parliament.

Race Separateness.

The one puzzling thing in ithese Can-
adian Frenchmen.is their curious sep-
arateness. This is obstinate, conscious,
deliberate. They do not intend to melt
into the general population. A--hun-
dred and fifty years after- Hastings,
Normans and Saxons had become. orie
beople; but a hundred-and fifty years
after the fight on the Plains of Abra-
ham the Frenchmen in Canada are as
little British as if they had never left
their native villages. They- dwelt:to=
gether. They speak their own language
and have their own schools.” There are
no inter-marriages with the rest of the
population, and scarcely ahy inter=
course. They fly the tricolor: ‘on fete
cays as well.as the Union Jack. They
grow fast, for. that curious shrinkage
ol the birth rate which is-the ‘menace
of modern France ‘does not in the least
apply to these transplanted French
folk. They marry early, and the scale
of their families is 4 proverb through-
out Canada. They do not move on to
new districts, but they buy ‘out, or
rush out, from their province settlers
alien in faith and race to themselves.
There are whole“towns in Lowér Can-
ada which twenty-five years ago were
at least half British and Protestant;
lo-day they are wholly French and
Catholic. These Canadian French are
censcious of their separaténess. They
value it; they are jealous of it. They
resent the suggestion thé,t they 'may
ever melt into the genéral population.
All the- precedents of history seem to
fail in their case. Under a common
system of government, within'the same
geographical bounds, in the ‘enjoyment
of the same liberties, the races remain
almost as separate as oil and water. .

Part IL

The one separating force which keeps
French and British in Canada from
vital union is by universal consent the
Roman Catholic church. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier himself frankly admits this.
“I am,” he said to the present writer,
“a Roman Catholic: but my faith in
the doctrines of my church does not
mean that I accept all its ecclesiastical
policy.” And it is part of the policy of
the church to keep its French flock
seéparate. The policy is not courageous
or noble. The faith that must be kept
in a separate and air-tight compart-
ment to save it from perishing is hard-
ly of a robust type, But the policy of
the Roman Catholic church in Canada
is intelligible enough. The Treaty of
Paris guaranteed the conquered French
freedom in the practice of their reli-
gion “as far as is consistent with Brit-
ish law.” But “British law” to the
French Canadian means that enacted
by the provincial parliament, which is
itself French and Catholic almost com-
rletely So the Roman Catholic church
:..Joys privileges and rights in this lit-
tle patch of the British Empire such
as it does not possess in Italy or Spain.

Ecclesiastical Privileges:

Churcn property is untaxed; the
ctchools «f the province are managed
completely by clerical boards; the
priests have the right of tithing over
their own flocks, and the tithe is a
civil debt, and can be enforced in the
civil courts. It takes precedence, in-
deed, over local taxes. In no other
civilized land, in a word, can there be
fcund so complete an éxample of the
authority of the priests over their
fiocks—an authority which has in it a
flavor of mediaeval times—such as ex-
ists in Canada. It is natural, under

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THE KILMENY -IS
COMPLETE WRECK

DASHED TO PIECES
IN SAN JOSEPH BAY

Capt. Schou and Crew Reach Victoria
on the Steamer Queen City
To-Day.

Caught in a severe gale off a danger-
ous section of the coast and compelled
to seek shelter in the treacherous har-
bor of San Joseph Bay, the schooner
Kilmeny, a halibut fisher registered in
Vancouver, but well known here, was
completely wrecked on the 21st inst.
The vessel was hurled on the rocks by
heavy seas, an/d her crew escaped alier
a very exciting experiencse.

Captain George Schou and four men
who constituted the crew of the little
craft, namely, H. Frederickson, P.
Petersen, C. Hansen and Carl Ander-
son came to Victoria on the steamer
Quesn City at an earty hour this morn-
ing. They managed to save some of
their personal effects from aboard, but
the vessel herself has long ere this been
demolished by the high seas which
were responsible for her accident.

Captain Schou in relating his experi-
ences to a Times representative this
morning said that he was compelled to
seek shelter in San Joseph--Bay. He
was caught in a heavy gale outside,
which earried away some of his rig-
ging. The seas were running very
| high, and were tumbling about on
every hand in a way that threatened
momentarily the swamping of the ves-
sel. Heading in shore he dropped both
anchors in San Joseph Bay about 9
o’'clock on the morning of April 2Ist.
About 4 in the afternoon the wind in-
creased, and breakers went right over
the schooner. The cable, which was a
rope attached to a fisherman's hook
and used on the halibut grounds, broke
in the strain put upon it, and the Kil-
meny drifted on ,the« rocks. At the
time the tide was“ebbing, and the crew
waited aboard the schooner until the
water receded sufficiently for a land-
ing to be made. When the water fell
a big expanse of beach was _exposed,
and the men were able to get provis-
ions and canvass ashore. In the mean-
while the seas had pounded the bottom
out, and the schooner turned right
over. While the men remained aboard
every sea appeared to break over the
craft. She would roll over with every
impact of every sea, and then fall
back, this horrible motion continuing
with disastrous effect to the hull until
the damage wrought was soon' beyond
all repair.

‘When the men reached shore, 200
vards distant, they pitched a tent
made from the. sails;, -and in this re-
mained: from Saturday until Wédnes-
day. By this time the sea had moder-
| ated some, and the shipwrecked party
embarking in one of their dories set
sail for the Danish colony at Cape
Scott. Creeping along the coast in
their fragile craft they negotiated the
distance in five hours after hard work
at the oars. On again landing they
were informed that the steamer Queen

send, of the coasting steamer, were
given transportation to Victoria.

Capt. Schou says that he places the
loss of the schooner at $2,000. The ves-
sel belonged to himself and two or
three Vancouver associates. He had
his all, he said, invested in the schoon-
er, and he feels keenly the loss sus-
tained. At the time of the disaster the
vessel had about a ton or a ton and a
half of halibut.

The Kilmeny was a tidy little vessel,
of 18 tons register. She had been huilt
in Victoria ten or twelve years ago by
Frank Nickelson ,who designed her for
sealing. But the schooner was too
small for this work, and after some
vears was put into the halibut busi-
ness, in which she has been operated
for the last three or four years.

San Joseph Bay is situated at the
entrance to Quatsino Sound. It is a
haroor which was surveyed on behalf
of the C. P. R. Company about six
months ago for the purpose of ascer-
taining the suitability of it as an ocean
terminal, but the water was found to
be absolutely unsatisfactory for com-
mercial purposes. The shelter which it
offers is never to be depended on, and
navigators knowing this steer clear of
it when seeking a haven.

Captain Schou and his men will leave
Victoria for Vancouver to-day.
