Band of Murderers.

The royal family were returning from
Villa Vicosa, where they had been so-
journing, and were on their way from
the railroad station to the palace. A
strong guard was in attendance because
of the recent upriging in the city and
the discovery of a plot to assassinate
Premier Franco and overthrow the
monarchy.
of -murderers had selected

Fusilade of Shots.

Before any of the guards were aware
of what was happening, the assassins
leaped to the carriage and instantly a
fusilade of shots rang out. In a mo-
ment all was terrible confusion. The
king and crown prince were shot down
without the slightest chance to save
themselves. Police guards sprang upon
the regicides, the numper of whom is

the verge of a revolution, with all the
attendant horrors and bioodshed.
Throughout the city consternation

reigns. All the houses and  business
places are barricaded.

Prelude to Crime.

The cold-blooded murder has sent a
thrill of horror throughout the coun-
try, even among those who have beéen
working politically for the establish-
ment of a republic. Sorrow is ex-
pressed on everv: hand.

CAY YTV ish it would seem as

though the -assassination was the work

of anarchists and not of republican

sympathizers. Nevertheless, the stir-
ring events of the last few weeks have
prepared the people for some ‘startling
culmination,

The discovery of plot after plet, as
well as the discovery of many secret
stores of ‘weapons and ammunition, had
demonstrated beyond peradventure the
existence of a detéermination on the
part of a large body of the Portuguese
to overthrow the present conditions and
rroclaim a republic.

The tragedy occurred about 5.30 in
the ' afternoon, but the panic which

One of these committed suicide a‘ter
he was placed in prison. One of the
murderers was a Spaniard.

Deadly Aim of Regicides.

The bodies of the king and crown
prince were removed from the marine
arsenal in two closed carriages to the
royval palace, the late residence of the
king, and ‘eéscorted by municipal
guards, mounted. R

An examination of the wounds of the
king showed thal three bullets had
found their mark. One wound was sit-
vated at the nape of the neck, a second
in the shoulder, and the third, which
was the fata] wound, severed the caro-
tid artery.

The crown prince, who was still
breathing, but who died almost imme-
diately after admission to the arsenal,
had suffered three wounds in the head
and chest. Two bullets struck Prince
Manuel.

Queen Marie Pia, the mother of King
Carlos, the Duke of Oporto, his brother,
and a number of court officers hastened
at once to the arsenal when the news
reached them of the attack upon- the
royal family.

Population- Panic-Stricken.

The news of 'the assassination swept
through the city like wild.fire through
dry grass. To-night ha?® /he populace
is panic-stricken,

There is the greatest dread for the

future of the country, which seems on

hours that the news of the assassina-
tion was sent broadcast.

Desolation m Capital.

Lisbon to-night wears an air of utter
desolation. The threatres and cafes are
closed, the streets are almost deserted
and the electric cars are moving with-
out passengers. In short, the city has
shut itself up in its houses.

To Save Infant King.

While the people communed upon the
future of their country, the mindg” of
all the faithful monarchists turned atu
ance to the thought that the wounaed
Prince Manuel was now king of Por-
tugal. With this thought, came the
other that all must be done to safe-
guard the boy’s life, and couriers went
through the streets summoning to the
bedside of the wounded youth all the
gkilled physicians that could be found
in Lisbon.

Premier Guarded.

Among the first to be called into the
critical situation caeated by the assassi-
nation was Premier Franco, the dicta-
tor of the kingdom. Franco was pro-
tected by a squadron of cavalrymen as
he hastened to the palace, and there he
conferred with the queen and high of-
ficials ©of the state on what immediate
action should:be taken,

Bewildering Silence.

If the assassinations were inspired

was no evidence after the king and his
son were slain that the Republicans
intended immediately to follow up the
advantage their cause found in the
death of the two highest personages
in . the state, The only striking
sequence to the tragedy was the com-
plete and bewildering silence in which
Lisbon is enwrapped. ,

CARLOS HAD REIGNED
EIGHTEEN YEARS

Dead Monarch Was an intel-
lectyal and Accomplished

Sovereign.
Lisbon, . Feb. 1. — Carlos I. was
born September 28th, 1863, the
son of Louis I. and his queen,

Maria Pia, daughter of the late King
Vittorio Emmanuel of Italy, who still
survives. He was married May 22nd,
1886, to Marie Amelie, daughter of
Phillippe Due d’Orleans, Count of Paris.
He succeeded to the throne October
19th, 1889, Their two offspring were
Loius Phillippe, Duke of Braganza,
born March 21st, 1887, the crown prince,
who was assassinated with his father;
and’ Emmanuel, born November 15th,
1889, who now succeeds to the throne.
The king’s only brother is Prince Al-
fonso Henriques, Duke of Oporto, born
July 31st, 1865 and still unmarried.

A surviving aunt of King Carlos is
Princess Antonia, who, in 1861, married
Frince Leopold of Hohenzollern-Sigma-
ringen. One of her sons, Prince Wil-
liam, is husband .of Mérie «Therese of
Bourbon-Sicily, and another is Prince

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Emmanuel, Duke of Belia, the
King.

Ferdinand, the present crown prince
of Roumania, who married Princess
Maria, daughter of the Duke of Saxe-

The Reigning Dynasty.

The reigning dynasty of Portugal be-
longs to the house of Braganza, which
dates from the end of the fourteenth
century, at which period Affonso, an
illegitimate son of King Joao, or John
1., was created by his father Count of

(1442.) When the old line of Portugese
kings, of the house of Avis, became ex-
tinet by the death of King Sebastine,
and of his successor, Cardinal Henri-
que, Phillip II. of Spain became king
of Portugal by virtue of his descent
irom a Portugese princess.

Dead King an Athlete.

The constitution recognizes four pow-
ers in the state, the legislative, the ex-
ecutive, the judicial and the moderat-
ing authority, the last of which is vest-
ed  in the sovereign. There are two
legislative houses, the house of peers
and the house of commons. They are
¢onjunctively known -as the Cortes
(eraes.

King Carlos was known as an intel-
lectual and accomplished monarch, One
of his amusements wag painting. He
was an artist of great ability, and ex-
hibited in the Paris salon. He was a
thorough sportsman, was a crack shot,
a good billiard player and a yachtsman
of skill. ' He was a naturalist, and
owned a famous collection of sea flora
and fauna, collected chiefly by him-
self.

EVENTS WHICH LED
TO ASSASSINATION

England Has Treaty With Por-
tugal to Safeguard

Throne.

Lisbon ~Feb. 1. — While there
has been considerable disruption
in  present affairs in Portugal
tor a long time, the strained rela-

tions between King Carlos and parlia-
ment were brought to a head only on
March 1lth last, by the dissolution of
the chambers.
addressed a létter to the king protést-
ing against the state of absolitism,
which resulted from  the dissolution,
and they declared them the king and
the country had bLeen placed in a dan-
gerous position. The crisis in the pres-
ent situation arose from the fact that
the cabinet, which represented excln-
sively the new Liberal group, found its
programme of reform obstructed by
both the old Conservative and Pro-
gressive parties, and decided to ask for
the dissolution of parliament in order
to bring about the promulgation of a
number of measures by means of de-
crees. The cabinet was of the opinion
that thus having established its de-
termination radically to reorganize the
affairs of the country, it could appeal
with the fullest confldence to the peo-
ple in a general election. The opposi-
tion attacked the Kking  for, dissolving
parliament, declaring this to be an un-
constitutiona] step.

Widespread Plot.

Senhor Franco, the premier, publish-
ed a decree dissolving the cHamber and
stated that after seven months of
parliamentary strife he had found it
impossible to govern with a parliament
and to carry out his executive and leg-
islative programme, which ‘included a
policy of social and economical re-

forms, and efficient party control of
the administration.” In this he estab-
lished a veritable dictatorship and

since tHen has governed with an iron
hand.

Reports emanating. from many parts
of Portugal through Madrid, within the
last few months, have indicated that
trouble was brewing for Portugal, and
that revolutionists were at work. After
numerous minor risings had been put
down, the police, on January- 22nd,
came upon a widespread plot to over-
tarow the monarchy and proclaim Por-
tugal a republic. The plot was organ-
ized by a small group of advanced Re-
publicans, and the origina) intention
was to assassinate Y¥remmer Franco
and depend upon the secret Republican
and labor organizations, armed with
bombs and revolvers, to complete the
work of revolution in the country.

But the police raided the meeting
place of the conspirators and made a
number of arrests, seizing quantities of
bombs and other weapons,” and since
then other raids have been made in
Lisbon, with the result that the police
believed they had the revolutionists
well in hand.

Pretender to Throne. )

Bach day, however, brought new evi-
dences of the ramification of the plot
to remove the heads of the states.

A treaty with England not only pro-
vides for assistance from that country
in event of foreign invasion of Portu-
gal, but is also designed to safeguard
the.crown against any demonstrations
from revolutionists.

Dom Miguel de Baraganza, head of
the house of the line of Braganza,
which formerly reigned over Portugla,
the pretender to the throne, is likely
to come to the front again because of
the death of King Carlos and the
crown prince. The father of Dom Mig-
ue]l was the late King Miguel I., Duke
of Braganza, who seized the throne
from his niece, Queen Maria II., daugh-
ter of Emperor Pedro I. of Brazil, and
was king of Portugal from 1828 to 1834,
at which latter date Queen Maria was
restored to the throne. There have

EFFECTS OF CRIME IN
... EUROPE’S CAPITALS

Royal Tragedy Has Depressed
National Securities—Dow-
ager Queen’s Grief.

Berlin, Feb. 3.—The Darstamder bank
has received the following private dis-
pateh from Lisbon: ‘‘The new King of
Portugal is unusually popular. The
army is thoroughly trustful. A coal-
ition ministry of all the monarchis!
parties will be organized to-day or to-
morrow and will receive the supzort of
the entire country.”

The Portuguese legislation has in-
formed the German foreign office that
order prevails in Portugal. The gov-
ernment is still firmly supported by
the army and the responsible classes.

No Further Attacks.
Paris, Feb. 3.—Dispatches received

here from Lisbon up to noon to-day do
not speak of any recurrence of violence
and it is generally accepted that Lis-
bon is still tranquill. There is no con-
firmation here of the reported attack
on the house of Premier Franco, and it
is thought that this may refer to Sat-
urday’s assault on his house at the
time of the assassination.
“Effect in London.

London, Feb. 3.—The tragedy at Lis-~
bon had depressing effect upon several
national securities, Spanish and Rus-
sian shares weakening as well as
Portuguese. Portuguese -3 per- eéent
which were quoted on Saturday at 63,
slumped -this morning to 60. A tele-
gram received this morning from Lis-
bon by the London and the Brazilian
bank declares the general situation to
be tranquil, that everything is quiet
and that business is progressing.

Warship Dispatched.

Madrid, Feb. 3.—The dispatch of a
cruiser to Lisbon is explained by the
statement that the warship is to be put
at the disposal of the Spanish minister.

Dramatic Scene.

The Lisbon correspondent of the Im-
perial says that when the dowager
queen Maria arrived at the arsenal the
doctors were bathing the faces of the
king and prince. The queen threw her-
self upon the body of her son, the king
and the doctors were.obliged to remove
her by force. When the queen rose her
robe was crimsoned with blood; then
she swooned. All travelers crossing the
Portuguese frontier are being subject~
ed to a rigorous examination.

On.the evening of the assassinations
no bugles were sounded in the bar-
racks of Lisbon for fear that their
notes would be taken as a signal that
the government had been overthrown.

Parallel in Russia.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 3.—The tragedy
at Lisbon has created a- deep impres-
sion here and the newspapers to-day

FRANCO’S. REGIME

STRAY BULLET
FOUND A MARK

VANCOUVER LOVER HELD'
FOR MANSLAUGHTER

Oscar Buice Killed Man in
Frightening Rival from
Girl He Loved.

Vancouver, Feb., 3.—Oscar Buice is
in jail charged with manslaughter,
which came about in a most remark-
able manner.

Buice has for two years lived at the
home of Henry Martin, Barnard streer,
and was in love with Helena Martin,
the cldest daughter of his landlord. A
rival in the girl’s affections is August
Geibelpoff, who accompanied the girl
home at midnight on Saturday. They
were saying goodbyes at the front gate
when Buice suddenly appeared and or-
dered Geibelpoff dway, threatening to
blow his head off if he did not run.

Geibelpoff invited Buice to fight it
out, and still remained talking to the
girl. Buice entered the house and re-
appeared with a rifle. His rival ran
away at top speed and Buice fired a
shot into the air to make him run fas-
ter. Buice and the girl then re-cn-
tered the house and retired.

A quarter of a mile up the street, J.
C. Massender, aged 45, who had retired
early to bed, came down stairs for a
drink of water. He was just at the
foot of the stairs when the stray bullet
fired by Buice hit him. The bullét
went through the side of the house and
struck Massender in the abdomen. He
died half an hour later.

Two hours later Buice was arrested
and declares he had no thought of
shooting anyone, and simply wanted to
scare his rival. He was not even ac-
quainted with Massender, who leaves
a widow and nine children.

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FLOWING TIDE
OF LIBERALISH

PARTY ISSTRONGER
THAN EVER BEFORE

McBride’s Glittering Generali-
ties Are Disproven by Hard,
Solid Facts.

—— g

vttawa, Jan., 25—That the Liberal
government is as strong throughout the
country as it was in 1904, at the time
of the last general election, there is
not the slightest doubt. In fact there
is reason to believe that it is stronger,
“and surely a majority of more than
sixty was overwhelming enough. Since
the last appeal of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
i;ld his administration there have been
frequent tests, and these have made it
plain that the government was main-
taining its strength. These tests were
bye-electiong which it would be well
to analyze.

Since 1904 there have been forty-five
bye-alections. Of these thirty-four con-
stituencies have returned stiraight Lib-
erals, while two otherg sent to parlia-
metn government supporters, -in the
persons of Independent and Labor-Lib-
erals, Out of the total of forty-five
elections the Conservatives were suc-
cessful in only nine i{nstances, Of course
there were gaing and losses on both
gides, but the relative strength of the
government and opposition was not af-
feécted until the other day, when Sir
‘Wiifrid Laurier's forces were increased
by another recruit. This was the vic-
tor in South Huron, of M. Y. McLean,
who won back to the Liberal fold a seat
which went Conservative at the last
general election. Is it any wonder that
Messrs, Borden and Foster and their
followers have been short-tempered of
late in the Housge, and have become so
puerile in their tactics that the shade
of old Sir John would evaporate in dis-
gust could he but behold them?

An analysis of the bye-election re-
turns reveals another interesting fea-
ture. Bleven Liberals were returned un-
opposed, while but two Conservatives

\ were elected by acclamation, one be-

ing the leader, Mr. Borden, who, it will
be remembered, was defeated in his
home city, Halifax, at the last federal
election, and had to seek a constitu-
.eney in Carleton, Ontario. :

In view of these facts, patent to any-
body who follows the trend of politi-
ca] sentiment as manifested in bye-
eleetions, how can anyone in hig senses
predict a Conservative victory in the
general elections? Nobody in the East
has the fatuity to do it, but all re-
member that Mr. McBride made the
somewhat dazzlipg propheey that his
friends would corral all Canada from
the Great Lakes to the Pacific at the
next appeal to the electorate, But Mr.
MeBride's experience in federal poli-
tics is limited, and therefore it ig not
strange that he should not agree with
well known Conservative papers like
the Toronto News, whose forecaster, an
expert by the way, ddvises the Conser-

vative party to get ready for 1912, as |-

he despairg of their ever doing anything
worth while in the néxt election.

One might go farther and say that
until the present Conservative oppoesi-
tion is strengthened by men of broad
and progressive ideas, optimists in-
stead of narrow-grained pessimists,

“they will never recover the confidence
of the country,

An hour in the gallery of the House
of Commons will make this abundantly
clear. The character of the opposition
criticism is such as to convince the
stranger that these carping, waspish-
tempered men are sadly out of place in
the forum of such a nation as Canada,
and really should belong to some paro-
chial body whose legislative horizon is
commensurately limited. In order that
readers of the Times may be able to
appreciate the force of the foregoing
réference to bye-election held in Can-
ada since 1904, the following list is ap-
pended:

BURNED TO DEATH
'WHILE SLEEPING

FIVE VICTIMS IN
ROOMING HOUSE FIRE

Kansas City, Scene of Holo-
caust—Hemmed in by
Flames.

Kansas City, Mo., Feb. 1.—Five per-
sons were burned to death, and five
others were injured, in a fire in a three
story rooming house at 1116 Wyandot
street near -the business centre this
morning.

The fire started from an explosion
of natural gas in the basement at 5
o’clock this morning. The flames and
dense smoke spread quickly through-
out the building, and before an alarm
could be given, all means of escape by
the ordinary exits had been shut off.

The flve persons who lost their lives
were asleep on the third floor, and all
save Mrs. Jennie Bert were burned to
death in their rooms.

The injured slept on the lower floor
and in the basement. Most of thesé
escaped without aid, fighting their way
through the flames and smoke. The
firemen were able to rescue others from
the burning building.

Mrs. Bert lost her life in trying to

arouse the inmates.

There were 22 persons in the building
Wwhen' the fire broke out. Most of the
roomers worked at night as walilress-
eg and cooks at nearby hotels and res-
taurants and had only retired a short
time previous and they were deep in
slumber, Thig fact: doubtless accounts
for the inability of Mrs. Bert to awaken
them,

The building was one of the oldesf
in the city. It was a veritable fire
tray, and when the firemen arrived it
was then already doomed. It was not
supplied with fire escapes and the only
means of escape was by way of the
stairway up through which the flames
and smoke poured.

Wesson, Miss.,, Feb. 1.—Six persons
were killed outright by a tornado which
laid waste a strip of farming country
three-quarters of a mile wide and
severa] miles long just north of here
yesterday.

A negro who arrived about dark
brought news of the tornado and an
appeal for assistance. Physicians
started in carriages for the stricken
district.

According to the negro, the dead
are six, three fatally hurt and several
injured. It is feared there may have
been other fatalities than those re-
ported by the negro.

The tornado, which struck here
about 3 p. m., spent its force for 20
miles in a northeasterly direction,
sweeping a°’ pathway nearly a mile
wide and damaging or destroying near-
ly every building in this city.

GERMANY’S GREAT
NAVAL PROGRAMME

Will Spend $100,000,000 An-
nually for Ten Years on
Warships.

Berlin, Jan. 31.—The government's
naval programme, embracing estimates
of expenditures of more than $100,000,-
000 annually for ten years, passed to
the second reading in the Reichstag,
only the Socialists and Poles oppos-
ing it.

Herr Bebel, the Socialist leader,
while asserting that the upper classes
alone demanded fresh armaments for
which the masses were compelled to
pay, pointed out the dangers of con-
tinued increases in sea power. He
said that every fresh proposal to in-
crease the German fleet undoubtedly
was aimed solely at Great Britain,
who had determined to maintain her
mastery of the seas.

Paris, Jan. 31.—The Superior < court
yesterday rejected the appeal from the
findings of the lower court brought by
Mrs. McBride, better known as Maud
Gonne, the Irish Joan of Arc, who sued
her husband for an absolute divorce
on the ground of cruelty. The legal
separation decreed by the lower court
was confirmed by the superior court.

Mrs. McBride brought her first ac-
tion in 1906 and was then granted a
judicial separation from her husband,
who was a prominent member of the
Irish brigade of the Boer army during
the South African war. The tribunal
refused to grant her an absolute di-
vorce on account of her Irish national-
ity.

RESERVE LANDS AT
~ PRINCE RUPERT

PROPRIETARY RIGHTS
IN INDIAN TERRITORY

Dispute Between Dominion and
B C.. Governments May
Go to Courts.

i
(Special to th~: Times).

Ottawa, Jan, 31.—Correspondence be-
tween the federal government and the
government of British Columbia, re-
lating to the transfer of Indian re-
serve lands, aggregating 13,619 acres,
on Kaien Island, Digby Island and the
Tsimpsean peninsula, to the Grand
Trunk Pacific railway for terminals at
Prince Rupert, was tabled in the Com-~
mons to-day.

British Columbia on March 6th last
filed with the federal government a
formal protest against the right of the
Dominion to hand over these lands to
the Grand Trunk Pacific. It is urged
that the Dominion only held the Indian
landg in trust, and had ho proprietary
rights therein. When any band of In-
dians abandons or surrenders its right
or title to a reserve the province main-
tains that the entire beneficial interest
in such a reserve immediately becomes
vested in the province, and consequent-
ly the Dominion had no right to grant
a lease or transfer to the Grand Trunk
Pacific.

The British Columbia government
further asked for a conference between
the two governments as to a readjust-
ment of all the Indian lands in the pro-
vince not needed now by a decreasing
Indian population. On the 10th of De-
cember last the federal government re-
plied by a minute-in-council declaring
that the Dominion took issue with the
province .on its statement of proprie-
tary rights to the land in question, and
suggesting that the question be thresh-
ed out in the courts,

SECRETS OF BIG GUNS.

German Officer Alleged to Have Betrayed
' Confidence is Arresied.

Essen, Jan. 30.—An officer in the Krupp
Gunworks. whose name is not given has
been arrested on the charge of betray-
ing military secrets. It is declared that
he sold the plans of certain guns which
the Krupps were building for Italy.

NEWSPAPERS SUSPENDED,

Lisbon, Jan, 31.—The government has
ordered the suspension of the publica-
tion of three newspapers for printing
seditious matter.

VISIONS OF WAR
IN FAR EAST

German Bishop 4n China Has
Gloomy Outlook on Fu-
ture Events.

Berlin, Jan. 31.—Bishop Henninghaus,
apostolic officer of the South Shantung,
is at present on a visit to Germany for
the first time in 22 years. Regarding
the political situation in the Far East,
Bishop Henninghaus said that although
the sitnation was generally quiet now
there was little promise of a tranquil
future.

The Emperor of China is childless.
The Empress is between 70 and 73 years
old. No heir apparent to the throne has
yet been seiected, and with the death
of the Empress the -‘Manchurian
dynasty is likely to enter upon a diffi-
cult period.

The departure of the American fleet
of battleships for the Pacific, the bishop
continued, is looked upon in China as
something more than a pleasure cruise.
Serious reasons are thought to be be-
hind the movement. In China rumors
of a war between Japan and the Unit-
ed Stateg are prevalent, and Japan was
thought to have yielded miserably in
the negotiations at Portsmouth that re-
sulted in putting &n end to the Rus-
sian-Japanese war.

THE PLAN FOR
PRINCE RUPERT

LANDSCAPE GARDENERS
NOW WORKING ON IT

Ample Provision Will Be Made
for Parks at New
City.

Franklin Brett and George W, Hall,
of the firm of Brett & Hall, land-
scape gardeners, of Boston, are at
present at Prince Rupert under con-
tract with the G. T. P. to prepare gen-
eral plans for the laying out of a
model townsite at the rallway termin-
al.

A Boston paper referring to the con-
tract says: The contract is very large;
in fact, one of the largest ever given
for a similar undertaking. The exact
amount of the agreement could not
be ascertained, but it is said to be in
the neighborhood of $40,000. While this
figure is large, it really represents only
a part of the work which the local ar-
chitects will eventually receive, pro-
vided they are intrusted with making
the full detailed plans and do other
work connected with the/development
of this proposed city.

The firm comprises Franklin Brett,
George D. Hall and Wayne E. Stiles.
Messrs, Brett and Hall expect to "be
absent some six or eight weeks. While
on the land they will have the use of
the railroad company’s -engineering
building for the preparation of rough
plans and then will return here and
draw the detailed plans.

The settlement is on Kaien island
and the new city will be known as
Prince Rupert. The island is of con-
siderable size, but only about one-
third will be available because of the
mountain which rises to an elevation
of 2,300 feet near the centre of the
island. The railroad will cross from
the mainland to Porpoise island and
then to Kaien island by means of
bridges, the first of which will be about
a guarter of a mile-in length and the
second some 200 feet long. It is under-
stood to be the plan to have the rail-
road skirt the southwestern shore of
Kaijen island on piles elevated some
twenty feet above high water, the
coast being too steep and rocky for the
location of the tracks. When the road
reaches the southwestern end of the
proposed city’s site it will follow
close to the shore, thus affording am-
ple facilities for the transfer of freight
from trains to steamships.

Already a dock a thousand feet long
has been constructed along a part of
the water front and it i{s planned to ex-
tend this for a much longer distance.
The shores are very bold, and this will
aid greatly in preparing places for
shipping, and also keep down the cost
of building docks. Along these docks
great elevators will be built for the
accommodation of the trains which
will bring the products of the great
grain sections which the new road will
tap. z

It is said to be-the plan to have the
shipping and wholesale business on the
first level, which rises to seventy-five
or one hundred feet; the retail busi-
ness and the public buildings on the
second level, which is some two hun-
dred feet high and forms a sort of
ridge, and the residences still further
back on a third level of about one
hundred feet elevation.

Ample provision for parks will be
made.

There is an excellent chance for one
on a central elevation, another at Point
Hays, named in honor of the president
of the railroad, Charles M. Hays, of
Montreal, and a third at the south-
western end of the city. It is probable
also that Digby island, just to the
westward of Kalen island, will be de-
veloped for residences, a purpose for
which it is admirably adapted. 'The
expenditures which are contemplated
by the railroad company at this place
alone will total many millions, if pres-
ent plans are carried out.

SHOULD EMPLOY e

technical knowledge the government
should, as far as possible, utilize young
men engaged in the pursuit. of tech-
nical studies in Canadian institutions
so as to permit of their applying with
profit, during vacations, the knowledge
acquired by them during the periods
of tuition.

The fate King Carlos of Portugal
may not'in his life have exemplified the
highest ideals of a monarch or of an
ordinary citizen. For aught the world
knows 'to the contrary he discharged
his duties as a sovereign with accept-
ance and was imbued with a commend-
able desire -to advance the best inter-
ests of his subjects in consonance with
the counsels of his constitutional ad-
visers. But whatever may have been
his shortcom{ngs from either a private
or a public point of view, 'it is certain
his Majesty had done nothing to call
for the sentence of death or for the
summary -execution of that deecre
under such ter}'lbly distressing circum-
stances. |, It is scarcely conceivable
that the republicans of Portugal had
any direct connection with the murder
of their ruler and his direct heir to the
throne in the presence of the queen and
the mother of| the ‘prince. It is more
likely that the anarchistic elements
now so prominent in afl Latin countries

of Burope had taken encouragemntv
from the agitation for a change in the,

form of government and -had con-
ceived that a grand coup such as the
extermination of the royal tamily
would precipitate a social and political
revolution. If that were the inspiring
motive, what have the revolutionaries
gained by their execrable crime against
nature, against society and against the
estabiished order? There can be no
guestion that [the order they in their
insanity essayéed to overthrow is now
more firmly established than it was
before their heinous offence was com-
mitted. If Portugal were ripe for a

~ political revolution—a matter of con-

That
is to say, they: are Americans. A We
regret to say that that charge has Iate-
ly been proven absolufely true. But
we hardly expected the American
friends and beneficidries of Mr. Mec-
Bride to turn around. and deride the
shmple-minded Britons whom they had
despoéiled, with the connivance of the
government. Yet that is what they
are actually doing at the present time.

A CASE WITH A MORAL,

The Times stated from the first that
Harry K. Thaw would never be con-
vieted of the murder of Stanford White
and punished in accordance with his
deserts. We do not claim that we ex-
hibited any special acumen in thus ven-
turing within the' uncertain realm of
prophecy. The fact was apparent to
every student of the progress of human
events as such events affect social
progress in the United States, It is an
obvious fact that while the courts of
our neighbors deal summarily and
gsometimes drastically with minor of-
fenders, such as people who contravene
the laws of property when that pro-
perty is of little value and the crim-
inals are not rich in this world’s
goods, the men who hold plenty of
heavy dividend-paying stocks, such as
oil and iron shares and real estate in
Manhattan or the Bronx, are ‘practi-
cally immune from punishment when
they offend, even when their offences
are against the lives of their fellow-
men. It may be that Stanford White
was a consummate scoundrel, a mere
human brute deserving of no greater
consideration than the wild beasts
whose lives President Roosevelt seeks—
and seldom gets—in his short intervals
of relaxation. But if that proposition
be granted, who is Harry K. Thaw
that he should take upon himself the
duty of avenging social wrongs? On
the testimony of Mrs. Evelyn Nesbitt
Thaw—innocent, unsophisticated young-
thing—if there were any degrees of in-
famy as between Mr. White and Mr.
Thaw, the balance certainly did not in-
cline to the side of the latter most
honorable gentleman. In that case,
who is Mr. Thaw that he should be
left to sit in judgment upon the moral
conduct of White and execute the sen-
tence? But the jury has decided, in-
fluenced by the potency of millions of
dollars and by forensic eloquence pur-
chased with the said millions, that Mr.
Thaw was justified because temporar-
ily he was not in a mental state in
which he could be held responsible for
hie actions. That is the import of the
whole matter, viewed from a disinter-
ested, unprejudiced standpoint. But it4
is not the end of the story. Harry K.
Thaw, the homicide and protector of
the innocent, says himself that while
he was crazy when he killed Stanford
White, he is perféctly sound in mind
now and that he is convinced his com-
mittal to ah institution for the un-

sound in mind was merely a technical
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concession to the requirements of the
law. He thinks he will shortly be at
liberty. And there is no gquestion that
Mr. Thaw is right. Probably he has
been taught a great moral lesson and
he and his devoted spouse; who has
unquestionably made great sacrifices
for him—or what would be considered
great sacrifices by a woman ‘“‘without
a2 past”—will ‘live happily forever
afterwards.” At.the same time will not
the reader of the signs of the times be
constrained to speculate upon the sub-
ject of the character of the foundations
of the institutions—said with truth to
hé the freest upon earth—under which
such travesties upon justice are possi-
ble?

NOW DOWN TO BROAD FARCE.

The company of merry burlesquers
to the right of Mr. Speaker in the leg-
islative chamber continues its spirited
play to the galleries. Hon. W. J.
Bowser, the leading low comedian, took
so littie interest in the act in which he
is the principal actor, that he actually
did not understand the purport of the
piece when called upon the boards to
gpout the prologue. He spoke as though
the farce contained some reference to
the Japanese, whereas it had nothing
to do with these interesting specimens
of the Oriental race.. Now all who
have followed the histrionic career of
Mr. Bowser know well that his great
heart is* filled to the bursting point
with love of laboring men. The valves
of Mr. Bowser’s vital organ have had
to be specially adjusted to meet the
stress put upon them by contemplation
of the wrongs inflicted upon white
workers by such schemers as M. Gotoh,
operating in connection with callous
corporations, with which operations,
unfortuantely, Mr. Bowser has him-
self been irredeemably compromised.
Therefore, whén the Attorney-General’s
attention was called to the fact that
he had not read the lines of his broad
farce correctly and he realized that
there was no reference to Japanese in
it, he immediately moved to have the
lines amended. If he had not done
this, there wag a possibllity that he
might have had an opportunity to en-
force his act and to demonstrate prac-
tically what virtue there was in it.
That would never have done at all. It
might have taken the question of Ori-
ental immigration from the field of
controversy altogether, and in such a
case the laboring man might have for-
gotten what a gincere friend he had in
Lawyer Bowser of expansive sympa-
thies. So he is going to have his farce
amended in order that he may be in a
position to practically demonstrate his
love for the white working man by
waving a big stick over the head of
the unspeakable Jap.

The public of British . Columbia is
now. thorough familiar with the Ori-
ental immigration gquestion in all its
phases. The constitution- has been
quoted and dissected and ana.lyzeci un-
til probaply everyone who is not a
lawyer has a more or less intelligent
opinion-g§ to where federa] jurisdiction
ends and provincial jurisdiction be-
gins. It is quite clear that the elimin-
ation of clause f from the second of
Mr. Bowser's notorious bills directly
challenges federal disallowance. That
is why the clause has been struck out
in committee. The Attorney-General
knows perfectly well that if he at-
tempted to enforce the provisions of
his bill his hyprocrisy would be com-
pletely exposed to all who may still
have some faith in his sincerity. The
Premier and he believe that their chief
stock in trade as public men is in
grave danger of annihilation, because
they know that as the Japanese gov-
ernment carried out its obligations in
good faith until their friends contrived
te. persuade that governmedt that
Oriental labor was in urgent demand
in this province, so the government of
Japan will faithfully adhere to its
agreement with Mr. Lemieux, and that
as far as Japan is concernéd the Ori-
ental labor question has been satis-
factorily settled. The object of these
two highly honorable gentlemen is to
keep the issue alive, inasmuch as they
realize that without it they would
themselves be political cadavers,

We ask the public to make careful
note of two facts: First, that every
public man or public newspaper in the
United Xingdom, and every public
man and public newspaper in Canada
of any influence, commend the Lemieux
arrangement with Japan. Second, that
the government of Canada has stated
that, given a reasonable trial and prov-
ing unsatisfactory, the treaty with
Japan, which admittedly stands in the
way of the passage of a Natal Act or
any measure of a like .character, will
be denounced and restrictive legisla-
tion passed. We ask all reasonable-
minded persons in British Columbia,
outside of a select few members of the
legislature seated to the right of Mr.
Speaker, to note the further fact that
immigration from the Hawaiian Isl-
ands and from Japan has entirely
ceased, In View of these facts, in view
of the importance which the British
government appears to attach to her
alliance with Japan (which of course
is regarded with scorn and disdain by
devoted loyalists like Messrs. Bowser
and McBride), in view of the fact that
a policy of non-intercourse with Asia
would be disastrous to the future of
British Columbia and should not be
declared except as a last resort—in

We have heard a
great deal about the virtues of the
Natal Act—principally from persons
who have no knowledge of its effective-
ness. But we notice that Premier
Botha of the Transvaal, who appears to
be a good first to our Mr. Bowser in
stirring up trouble for Great Britain,
has lately issued a warning to the gov-
ernment of Natal that its Nata] Act is
not keeping out undesirable immi-
grants and as the undesirables are
flocking over the border into the other
South African states Mr. Botha calls
upon Natal to substitute some law
likely to be¢ more effective than the
much-lauded Natal Act.. For the bene-
fit of those readers who do not know
the history of the Indians in Natal, of
whom so much has been heard lately,
says the New York Post, it may be
poted that the coolies, as they are gen-
erally designated in South Africa, (the
word “kuli” meaning porter), were im-
ported into Nata]l as far back as 1860
to work on the sugar 'plantations, as
the supply of Kaffir labor was uncer-
tain, and no means existed by which
the latter could be compelled to work.
The Indians, after they had finished |
their indentures in the colony (gener-
ly for a period of five years), are pro-
vided by the Natal govesnment with a
free pasage back to India. It is option-
al, however, for them to remain, and if
“they do so they must pay an annual
license of $15. The coolie will work for
a wage that no European can exist up-
on, and thrive where a European would
starve. In Natal he is capturing most
of the small retail trade, and undersells
the European merchant. There are
100,918 Asiatics in Natal at present.
The bulk of them belong to the coolie
or porter class, but a certain number,
superior in ztatus to the coolie;, huv:

AUXILIARY POWER ON
A SAILING VESSEL

Capt. of Rickmers Speaks of
Advantages as Applied to
His Own Vessel.

“Do I consider auxiliary power sail-
ing ships a success?” repeated Capt. H.
Bandelin, master of the German
barque R. C, Rickmers to a Tacoma
Ledger reporter. ‘“Well, my expgri-
ence on this vessel,” he continued. ‘“has
convinced me that thig style of carrier
will be an important factor In the
commercial world in the future.

“Let us figure it out. The daily ex-
penses of the R. C. Rickmers average
about $250 a day. The present voyage
will last, I anticipate, from thirteen
and one-half to fourteen months. THat
is, we left Hamburg April 16th last
year and we should be back in 160 days
from now. Allowing for time to dis-
charge the present cargo, it will be
about the length of time I have named.

“During this voyage the ship has
carried three cargoes. From Hamburg
to San Pedro she got a freight of 21
shillings 6 pence. From Sydney, Aus-
tralia, to San Francisco the rate was
21 shillings, and from here to the Unit-
ed Kingdom we are getting 30 shillings.
That makes a total of 72 shillings 6
pence for the entire volage, say, on an
average cargo of 7,000 tons,

“Our expense of £50 or $250 per day
include provisions, wages, insurance,
interest and 5 per cent. for the wear
and tear on a ship and 10 per cent fér
the same on machinery. The R. C.
Rickmers cost about £75,000, and in the
daily expenses I include interest on
this investment. For the voyage, with
the. figures given, I think the owners
ought to realize a profit between £7,000
and £8,000.

Now, with a sailing ship, without
power, this voyage could be made by a
smart vessel in two years, but the
great majority would be longer. From
Germany to san Pedro we sailed in
ninety-seven days, or ninety-four from
the Lizard. The average of sixty sailers

San Pedro we went to Sydney in forty
days. Other vessels take from sixty to
seventy. Returning to San Francisco
we had a slow passage of fifty-nine
days, but sailers take from eighty to
ninety, the smartest run between these
ports recently having Been seventy-six,
outside of ours, Then we came from
San Francisco to Tacoma in five days.
Sailing vessels usually make it in fif-
teen.

1,000 tong larger than the R. C. Rick-
mers, as soon as the BeéWian training
ship L’Avenir is out of their yards. It
is intended to equip her with three
motors of 500 horse-power each. For
the present Capt. Bendelin is inclined
to the belief that steam auxiliary
power is the more dependable, but with
improvements being made in motors he
has no doubt that the next ship will
prove a successful experiment, perhaps
more economical than the R. C. Rick-
mers.

Capt. Bandelin’s ship is named after
the founder of the great German firm.
He died about twenty years ago. The
present head of the firm is the found-
er's son, Andreas Rickmers. Although
72 years of age, he remains in active
management and is greatly interested
in the big vessels the firm operates. As
evidence of this he made the voyage in
ithe R. C. Rickmers when she first car-
ried cargo from New York, around
Cape of Good Hope to Bangkok and
Saigon.

The Shipping Ring.

A striking section of the report is that
dealing with the shipping ring, which
regulates the North Atlantic freights.
It would appear that part of the pref-
erence designed to encourage the im-
port of British manufacture goeg into
the pockets of steamship owners) and
thereby to some extent defeats the in-
cention of the preference by checking
the import of British Goods. Of course
no such condition operates in regard to
American goods which are not subject
to ocean carriage.

Protection { has run to amazing
lengths in Canada. It is instructive to
learn that in many instances the opera-
tion of industries brought into exist-
ence under “bounties” has been disap-
pointing to the shareholders.  Anti-
“dumping”’ legislation has also not been
a success.

The commissioner strongly urges the
need for direct British trade represent-
ation in Canada. While the United
States is efficiently represented
throughout Canada, the United King-
dom ‘is without any such representa-
tion,

“Wha’t is generally felt to be desir
able is" the appointment of competent
commercial representatives, - who, not
having to deal with much of the or-
dinary work of consuls, would have the
more time to devote to the trade inter-
ests of the country which they repre-
sent. The appointment of commergial
correspondents such as is now contem-
rlated by the board of trade is welcom-
ed as an important step in the right
direction, and a proceeding likely to be
ultimately of substantial advantage.
In his symmary of conclusions Mr.
Grigg says:

1.. The geographical position of Can-
ada, and its contiguity to the United
States, give American trade very large
advantanges, and impose correspond-
ingly severe handicaps upon British
trade.

2. The preference enjoyed by the
United Kingdom, both in goodwill and
in tariff treatment, is heipful in neu-
tralizing to some extent the geographi-
cal advantages which the United States
enjoy, but is insufficient by itself to
do more than check the decline in the
United 'Kingdom’s share of Canadian
trade. The preference gives substan-
tial aid to the United Kingdom in com-
petition with European courtries, but
may be diminished at any time through
the adoption of the newly-established
intermediate tariff.

3. Both British and American trade
in Canada have, to encounter the grow-
ing rivalry ‘of Canadian industries,
which, however, offer great opportuni-
ties (hithertoo comparativelyg little
vsed) for the investment of British cap-
ital.

4. Much could be done to promote
British trade with the Dominion: by
(a) The promotion of rapid and cheap
iransit and communication betweén the

careful study of Canadian conditions
by British traders; - (¢)- Improvements
in the representatien of British mer-
chants and manufacturers in Canada;
(d) Greater adaptability and exactness
in meeting the wishes of Canadian buy-
ers; (e) The adoption of Canadian stan-
dards, weights and measures, and cur-
rency, for specifications and price quo-
tations; (f) Better advertising and cat-
alogues and cheaper postage rates; (g)
More elasticity in terms of credit (ren-
dered possible by fuller knowledge of
local circumstances.)

5. It is highly desirable to promote
mutual knowledge of commercial and
industrial conditions by a system of

Canada, and the wider distribution of
commercid] and trade reports, both of-
ficial and other.

Commenting on the foregoing in an
editorial, the London Daily Chronicle
gays:

The very . interesting report on the
trade of Canada; of which we give a
summary elsewhere, relates incidental-
ly the discovery by people in Canada
of the existence of the British board of
trade. Though Mr. Chamberlain was
once its president, it has been reserved
for Mr. Lloyd. George to make the'board
a reality in Canadian eyes. They may
have heard the name before; but as
they call their chambers of commerce
boards of trade, they supposed it was
only a chamber ‘of their kind. Mr.
Grigg, the able commissioner dispatch-
ed by Mr. Lloyd George, had to explain
things to them, They were delighted
to find that he was the representative
on this occasion of an important de-
partment of the Imperial government,
and that this government, which they
had been told was known only in trade
matters by banging of doors, was, on
the contrary, bent upon developing
openings for inter-Imperial trade, ne-
glected by previous administrations. In-
cidentally, we should like to support a
suggestion made by Mr. Grigg. A
wider distribution in the Dominion of
Dritish publications relating to trade
and commerce would.” he thinks, be
extremely beneficial. We hope that Mr.
Lloyd George will apply the suggestion
to the British dominions generally. A
wide circulation of the board of trade’s
abstract for the year would lead to
the beneficial discovery in the other
British states that the over-seas trade
of the “played out” old Mother Coun-
try still tops the world.

This report by Mr. Grigg will, we
earnestly.trust, do much to bring about
another discovery—the discovery, name-
1y, in this country of Canada as a great
potential market for British goods. The
Dominion of Canada prese.its, he points
out, a market of almost unlimited pos-
sibilities., “The enormous area of fer-
tile land, the fine climate, the magni-
tude and character of present immigra-
iton, the determination and faith of the
settlers, combine to promise a develop-
ment beyond calculation,” There is a
great opening for British trale. The
geographical position of the TUnited
States must, of course, always give
them an immense ‘“natural protection”;
but it should be remembered on the
other hand, that the United Kingdom
is Canada’s principal customer. There
is thus always a large tonnage moving
eastward, and providing, therefore,
comparatively low freights for British
goods to fill that tonnage on its return

to the west. British trade ought to be

United Kingdom and Canada; (b) More

British commercial correspondents in_
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larger now with Canada than it is, and
British traders ought to do more to get
a firm foothold for future development
there,

How can the state assist in the pro-
motion of this object? Not, as we
know,. by falling in with the idea of
paying for the Canadian preference by
taking the food of the Brilish people.
There is much in Mr, Grigg’s report
which has an inferesting bearing on
this question, and We may take another
opportunity of returning to it. But on
the present occasign we confine our-
selves to the positiv"e and the practical
aspect of the case. The publication of
this exhaustive report by a special com-
missioner is one contribution made by
the goverrment to the desired object.
The title which we have given to our
article suggests one of Mr. Grigg’s most
emphatic hints. What is wanted is
that British manufacturers and mer-
chants should discover Canada by per-
sonal experience. Over and over again
he dwells on the importance of heads of
firms visiting Canada, in order to fa-
miliarize themselves at first-hand with
its resources, its conditions, its require-
ments. A second service which the
present government means to render to
the development of inter-Imperial trade
is the appointment of trade correspond-
ents—a matter in which foreign coun-
tries have hitherto been at a great ad-
vantage. A ithird is the promotion of
rapid transit and communication be-
tween the United Kingdom and the
outlying states. This is the policy to
which the government pledged itself at
the Imperial conference.

NATAL ACT WILL
BE DEAD 1AW

PROVINCE CANNOT
ENFORCE MEASURE

Bowser and Company .are
Passing Bills Which Are
Utterly Useless.

Ottawa, Feb. 3.—If the imperial au-
thorities do not make any objections it
is not likely that the Dominion will in-
terfere with the Natal Act which has
been passed by the - British Columbia
legislature. The bill in its -'present
shapeé ig said to be perfectly harmless.

Under the British. North America
Act the Dominion has a right to make
laws in regard to immigration and in
cases where this has been done the
province, cannot interfere. . That being
the case the provincial Natal act can-
not apply to Chinese or Japanese. The
only thing that it can do is to prevent
Hindus from coming in, and they have
been alrtady shut out by immigration
regulations, and the order making all
immigrants come direct excludes Hin-
dus. !

It is also recognized that the prov-
ince cannot enforce the Natal Act, as
it has no machinery to guard the long
boundary line between British Colum-
bia and the United ‘States on the south,
and between the province and Alberta
on the East.

Bowser and company need have no
apprehension as to allowing their bill
to have assent, as it is utterly useless.

FINED FOR FISHING
In VICTORIA ARM

Men Were Convicted in Police
Cour¥ and Punished for lI-
legal Acts.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Marco Collety and Jerry Kandar
were up before Magistrate Jay, in the
police court this morning. They ap-
peared on a charge made by W. M:
Galbraith, Dominion government fish-
ing inspector, for using a seine net
tih the Victoria Arm.

J. P. Wall appeared on behalf of
Collety, who pleaded guilty: to the
charge. Mr. Wall in pleading for his
client wished His Honor to be as len-
ient as it was possible to be, and if
possible not to confiscate the boat and
nets of the accused, as these were his
only means of livelihood.

W. M. Galbraith informer His Hon-
or that Collety was an old violator of
the fishing acts. He had had ex-
perience with the accused in the years
1904 and 1905, when he had usel il-
legal means in the Esquimalt lagoon.
Collety had been fishing with seines
in the Victoria Arm on several occa-
sions lately, and the prosecutor had
watched for him, and succeeded in
catching him in the act last Sunday
night. . Mr. Galbraith told His Honor
he did not wish to work too severe
a hardship on the man, and would not
demand the full penalty of the law,
but at the game time he would like
the accused to be fined about $60,
with the costs of the court, and the
charge of loking after the RQoat since
it was seized. Mr. Galbraith said Col-
lety had made $30 or $40 as the re-
sult of one night’'s haul.

In regard to Kandor, the other man
in the charge, he said he had been
hired by Collety, and it was his first
offence, so he. suggested he pay the
costs and be let off at that.

The magistrate fined Collety $50 and
costs, and Kandor he let go with costs,
But at the same time he warned bhoth
of them; on their/appearance again
on a similar charge, he woald be
much severer with them.

WILL CLEAR: LAND
AT LADYSMITH

C. P. R. TO COMMENCE
WORK IMMEDIATELY

Ideal Property for Orchards
May Be Opened Up in
Future.

(Special Correspondence).

Ladysmith, Jan. 380.—It has always
been undestood that when the C. P. R.
Co. began its land-clearing operations
Ladysmith and distriect would be in-
ciuded. There have been several re-
ports that contracts had been called
for, and that work was to be commenc-
ed clearing the land right away. How-
ever, the land still retains almost its
primitive state, and the people here had
almost come to believe that there was
nothing in the reports.

These beliefs will now -be entirelv
upset. C. P. R. officials were in town
last week and they went over the
ground. For their initial operations
they have selected the piece of land
ling between John Stewart’s ranch and
the ¢ity. The land will be cleared from
the track back into the bush. It will,
thereore, have the railroad on its front
and the Victoria, road cutting right
through the centre of it. One hundred
and seventy acres of land are to be
cleared, and a beginning will be made
right away. The cleared ground will
be broken into lots of from ten to forty
or fifty acres, to suit the means of
purchasers, - There ‘is’ no-official price
per acre at present fixed, but it is un-
derstood that the.-land will be disposed
of at reasonable rates.

There is also talk of clearing a fur-
ther piece of land back of the city. The
soi] here is loamy and of the richest
nature, and would be ideal for the pur-
poses of orchards. However, while it
is talked of, it has not yet been decid-
ed officially, although the clearing will
be done if not immediately, at some
time in the near future.

The news of this operation hag come
at a very opportune time. What with
the shutting down of the logging
camps, the closing of the smelter, and
the slackness that has suddenly over-
taken the coal trade, the business of
the city was declining, and there was
every prospect of duller ‘times ahead.
The work to be set on thand by the
C. P. R. may be calculated to brighten
things up generally, and it will ex-
ploit a new and very valuable asset
of the city ‘and of the district.

City Pays Claim.

The most important business before
the™ city council this week was the
claim for damages preferred against
the city by Walter Gibbons. The cir-
cumsiances of the case have been al-
ready reported in the Times. At the

weekly meeting of the council a letter’|

was read from McNeel & Bird, solicit-
ors, Vancouver, stating that they had
advised their client, Mr, Gibbons,
to accept $500 rather than take the
matter into a court of law. Mayor
Nicholson, ‘in explaining the position
to the council, said he hHad reason to
believe: that Mr. Gibbongéwould be sat-
isfled to take merely- the expenses he
had incurred through the accident. Ac-
cordingly Mayor Nicholson and Ald.
MeKennell were appointed to wait upon
Mr. Gibbons. This they did and on the
council reassembling again, they re-
ported that Mr, Gibbons was satisfien
to waive all claims against the city in
consideration of $115. This sum the
council unanimously agreed to donate
io Mr. Gibbons, and the matter was
settled on this basis.

New Councillor.

Mr. George Roberts, butcher, on First
avenue, was, on the recommendation of
the Citizens’ League, elected by the
council to the vacancy in the East
ward, and took his seat on Monday
evening.

Mayor Nicholson and Ald. Matheson
were appointed delegates te attend the
convention of the Union of B. C. Muni-
cipalities, which 'will be held in Nana-
imo on February 26th.

Just now Oak Bay is grappling with
the water question.

A redistribution system, it is felt,
is required in Oak Bay. This will pro-
bably cost not less than $75,000.

The question of a source of supply is
also a grave question. - Water can b=
obtained from Goldstream and it is un-
derstood the council of Oak Bay has a
proposition on hand from the Esqui-
inalt company looking to supplyinz
water.  The cost of bringing that:in
would amunt probably to $75,000 more,
naving to be brought for several miles
around by Saanich municipality.

When
the driver comes to the old birdseye
maple tree opposite the bear pits he
stops and-points out to the passengers
the figure of the bear to be plainly
seen about two-thirds of the way up
the tree. It is a very good representa-
tlon and is seen from the east side of
the tree.. '

Sea Birds.

The people in the east are complafn-
ing that the sea birds are becoming
much gcarcer on that coast on account
of the invasion of the nesting places
by collectors and others,. There is no
immediate danger here, but still some
of the nesting sites are already at-
‘racting attention. There is a law
which protects these birds, but it is
difficult of enforcement on account of
the outlying places at which the birds
nest,

Thompson Seton.'

A few days ago the noted naturalists,
Ernest Thompson Seton, Dr. W. T.
Hornaday and G. O. Shields, addressed
the League of American Sportsmen in
New York in the interest of bird pro-
tection. These thre¢ men have done
perhaps8 more than any otherg on the
continent to arouse an interest in bird
and animal life. The books of Mr.
Thompson Seton are well worth read-
ing. Many of the stories about animals
are of Canadian origin and the author
himself lived a large part of his life
on the Canadian prairies. “Those who
knew. Mr. Thompson in those days say
that he was not by any means a suc-
cess ag a farmer. When out plough-
ing if he discovered a gopher hole he
would stop his horses and let them
stand for an hour or two while he dug
éut the hole to see where it led.

. Tree Planting.

Few people know just what the Na-
tural History Socety is doing in the
matter of providing native trecs for
the park. Last year some of the mem-
bérs planted rows of dogwood and ar-
butus alternately on either side of the
entrance to the park near the South
Park school. Many' of the arbutus
trees did not live. but eight of them
@did, and when they grow up they will
ke a great improvement to that part
of the park. A week or two ago a num-
ber of new trees were planted on the
north end of the park. Among them
weré cedars, native hawthorn and
buckthorn. The buckthorn is the tree
irom the bark of which cascara is
made. This bark is exported in large
quantities from Comox and other parts
of the Island of Vancouver,

Injuring Trees.

At the entrance to the Douglas street
extension, Just at the south side of the
old James Bay flats, there were form-
efly some very fine old maple trees,
hundreds of years of age and very
beautiful. A ‘year or more ago one of
these was badly injured by a wire cable

" being put around it and some heavy

maching moved by this means. The cable
cut deep gashes in the bark, and it is
doubtful is-the tree will ever recover,
That tree was worth a goodly sum to
the city in matural beauty, and it is a
pity it should have been so injured.
Quite near it another tree has been fe-
cently cut down. It is an old oné and

{ ‘Willow Flowers.

" Already the willows are sending
_forth word that they are preparing to
dloom. The pussy willows, as the
children now know that these are not
flowers, but simply the early spring
.protection for the flower which opens
a iittle later, the staminate or female

flower being a golden yellow and the
pistilate or male flower, simply green
and unattractive to the ordinary ob-
server. The staminate flowers never
Brow on the same tree with the pistil-
late, Those who notice the tiees
around Victoria will be struck with the
large number of varieties of willow
that are to be found. And Lhis brings
us to our story.
Hiring the Bees.

Once upon a time, ages and ages
ago, theré were but two willow trees
in all the world. These were some dis-
tance apart and one bore flowers with
nothing but pistils, whiie the flowers
of Lthe other had nothing but stamens.
Now everybody knows that the flow=
er with the pistils is the one that bears
the seedS, but up to that time there
had never been any willow seeds.

In order that the willow tree might
bear seed it wasg necessary that the
pollen from one flower should be dust-
ed on the pisti]l of the other; but these
two trees did not know how ‘to' send
the pollen from one tree to the other.
At first they asked the wind to carry
it, but he went whistling by and said
he had no time to stop. Then they
asked the ants, but they said it was
too far for them to walk., Finally a
wise old ant advised them to ask the
bees to carry it, as they were often
passing near.

“The bees are so busy,” replied the
willows, “that I know they-  will net
take the time to stop.”

“Learn wisdom, learn wisdom, Mr.
and Mrs. Willow,” said the wise old
ant. ‘“Pay the beeg for their work and
they will gladly dQ £

“How can we pay them?” inquired
the willows.

Then the wise old/ant told them of a
plan. They made a little cell in the
centre of each flower beneath the pis-
til or stamens, and there they laid up
a little store of honey, which they
made themselves. Then they sent a
mesage to the bees, inviting them to
come to the feast.

The bees went first to the flowers
with the stameng because they looked
yellow and rich and they drank all the
honey they could find, and as they did
so their legs became covered with
the golden dQust. Then away they flew
to the flowers with the pistils and as
they reached down to put their ton-
gues into the honey cells they brushed
the pollen over the pistils, and that
YVear the tree bore seeds in large num-
bers. .

Each year after that the willows
prpared their store of honey in the lit-
tle cells in the middle of the flowers
which covered the catking, and with
the honey they paid the beeg for carry-
ing the pollen from one te the other
of the trees. If you lgok carefully at
the catkins on a sunnv |day when thev
are all yellow with pollen you will see
the bees doing their work while their
legs are covered with ~dust.

THE PAN-ANGLICAN
CONGRESS AND MISSIONS
\

An Important Feature of the
Approaching Church Gath-
ering in London.

The following article, which is-clip-
ped from the Canadian Churchman of
January 23rd, emphasizes one of the
most important features of the forth-
coming Pan-Anglican Congress, and
will be read with interest:

The conscience of the church of
Christ seems to have been aroused, of
late, in a wonderful way, to the fecog-
nition of her obligation to give fhat
Gospel to the unevangelized nations,
which alone can reveal to them a liv-
ing, loving, personal, present Redeem-
er; not merely nor only a religious sys-
tem. Christ’s religion is entirely un-
ique, in that it alone offers life. “I am
come that they might have life, and
that they might have it abundantly.”
Were this point of our Lord’s state-
ment duly understood by all our clergy
and communicants, could it be the case
that there should still - be so much
“playing at missions?” For much of
the so termed home-missionary effort
is little removed from this. The church
people of Canada have now in the Pan-
Anglican thankoffering movement, an
opportunity that is as great and im-
pressive, ag it is unique, appealing, as
it does, alike to the heart and imagin-
ation of a good and loyal churchman—
to consecrate noble gifts to ‘Jesus
Christ- our Lord,” and thus fo take &
share in a whole church’s offering—
which- may well reach some hundreds
of thousands of pounds sterling, even
if, for once, the gift is costly enough to
let the giver feel that it hurts. The act
would be the more beautiful and noble
were it offered only on the initiative of
the donor. - Difficulties are usuzlly over
much dwelt upon. Let this magnificent
offering be lifted, for once, by God’s
help, on to a high level. We all recog-
nize that our difficulties are “unigue.”
Still, it is quite possible to rise above
them. The Macedonian Christians did
so rise; for their ‘‘great trial of afflic-
tion” and ““deep poverty” (neither of
which can be particularly pleaded in
this city and diocese) did not destroy
their ‘“‘abundance of joy” and “riches
of liberality.” Having first siven
“their own selves to the Lord,” it is
recorded that “to their power, ani be-
yond their power (i.e., Dby Divinely
given power) they were willing eof

.
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themselves, “praying” and “entreating”
the apostles to “receive their Jift.”
Only the power and spirit of the Lord
can work in us “the same grace also.”
It will surely be our prayer that we
may “abound” in it, while the whole
Anglican world is singing her = great
and heart-deep “Te Deum.” That great
convention—rich in good - works—re-
cently concluded, of the Episcopal
church of the United States, which
celebrated the tercentenary of the
landing of the church cblonists in Vir-
ginia in 1607, gave strong accentuation
to the fact of which we sing,

“Lord, Thy ransom’d church is waking
Out of slumber, far and near.”

Theré wag a united thankoffering for
missions. For the three years inter-
vening between this convention and the
previous one, our brethren of that
sister church were earnestly engaged in
collecting an offering to express their
gratitude to God, which, amounting to
$760,000 from the men and $225,000 from
the women; plus $15,000 to round up
the figures, totalled $2,000,000 ‘“‘present-
ed” at Richmond to the Divine Head of
the church. The women’s thankoffer-
ing, it was said, aroused extraordinary
enthusiasm, having far exceeded all
anticipations, and is to be expended
upon the training, sending and support
of living agents (women). From cer-
tain missionary districts and dioceses
their offerings were brought enclosed
in sealgkin (from -Alaska), bamboo
(from Japan), palmettos (from S. Caro-
lina), flags, symbolical of the connec-
tion with the United States (from
Hawaii), whilst their brethren at
Dresden utilized a piece of Dresden
china, Such an idea might lend char-
acter to the gifts of particular locali-
ties within the diocese of Toronto. Only
a proportion of the men of the church
were reached. This was granted, and
made evident by figures. Mr. G. Whar-
ton Pepper, secretary of the central
committee, regretted that ‘““the men are
still ignorant of the meaning and
method of the church’s missions,” and
that “many of the clergy are not suffi-
ciently interested to teach them.” A
quotation from the “‘Spirit of Missions”
for November reads as from him a sad,
if useful, lesson to churchmen. ‘He
was tired of the high churchman, who
talks much of Catholicity and Unity,
but doeg little to extend Christ’s king-
dom upon earth. He was tired of the
low churchman who, in a fit of plous
enthusiasm, sends a missionary to the
front and then forgets he is there. He
was tired of the broad churchman who
preached about the brotherhood of
man, and in practice Iimits his sense
of brotherhood to those with whom he
can discuss academic questions over a
cigar.” Let love, loyalty and’devotion
mark the action of the)church people
of Canada. A word is~enough to the
wise,

THE “BARON” SENT
UP FOR SIX MONTHS

He Was Convicted by Magis-
trate of Obtaining Money
Upon False Pretences.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Yesterday afternoon Winfrich von
Pfag Gassendorf wag given a sentence
of six months in jail by Magistrate Jay.
The charge against the prisoner was
for obtaining $15 from W. D. Smith,
one of the porters of the Poodle Dog
restaurant. The magistrate, in pass:
ing judgment, drew the attention of
the court to three misrepresentations
made by the prisoner. Firstly, he had
wrongly given his name as Baron von
Gassendorf; secondly, he made the
false statement to Mr. Smith that he
had taken $375 from the safe in the
Domigjon hotel and lost in the Poodle
Dog restaurant; and thirdly, he made
the statement that he had a letter of
credit on the Bank of Montreal, at
Montreal.

“Concerning the first,” sald the mag-
istrate, “the documents produced had
shown-the acused was known as Von
Pfag in his boyhood. In explanation,
he says that his father has in recent
years inherited a title. This may be
true, and I do not contest it.

“With regard to the second, he have
the evidence of Mr. Smith as to what

‘| was said to him by ithe accused and

Mr, Stevenson’s evidence as to his
never having had any money in the
hotel safe. As to the third, it is now
asboul flve months since the letter of
credit was lost, and if it had existed,
it seems strange to me that no suc-
cessful attempt has been made to
rrove it.”

“I felt some sympathy with the ac-
cused until T heard his evidencg in the
box, but any confidence I may have
felt in his gtory was shaken by the let-
ter admittedly written to himself by
himself in the name of the German
consul at Vancouver, stating that his
father had arranged for a quarterly
allowance of $5,000 to be paid him.

The council decided to send two dele-
gates to the approaching convention of
the B. C. Union of Municipalities to !
held at Nanaimo, and the reeve
Councillor Julius Brethour were
pointed.

A. E. McPhillips. M. P. P., wrote the
counic] in answer to a request of the
reéeve that the government assist the
municipality to improve the main trun}
road. It was decided as there are
really two trunk roads to declare the
East Saanich road the main one and
the whole council will, in conjunction
with the municipality, confer with
the government in connection with the
matter.

The board of school trustees pre-
sented their estimates of expenditure
for the ensuing year. They asked for
$1,640 for, teachers’ salaries and a fur-
ther ordinary expenditure of $265 and
an extraordinary expenditure of $7:30
for an addition and the furnishing of
the same, to the east ward (Sidney)
school.

It makes provision for $3,000 rev-
enue from all sources, with the excep-
i tion of the amount received from the
| department of education for schools.

Councillor Henry Brethour introduced
his by-law to amend ‘“The Revenue
By-Law, 1906.”” It provides for the rais-
ing of saloon licenses from $100 to
$150 a year and wash houses from $5
to $10, and for the imposition of a tax
on dogs of $1.00 a year. The clause
raising the saloon licenses was opposed
by Councillors Julius Brethour ‘and
Herber and supported by the remainder
of the council and therefore carried.
The wash house clause was carried
without opposition. The tax on dogs
wag defedted, all the council opposing
it with the exception of the introducer
of the by-law.

Incorporation.

5. A university, to be called The
University of British Columbia, con-
sigting of @ chancellor, convocation,
board of governors, senate. and faculty
or faculties, Is hereby es}a_’bliShed in
the province as & body palitic and cor-
porate.

Property Powers,

3. The said corporation may acquire,
py gift, purchase, or any other man-
ner, and hold for the purposes of the
caid university, any and all property.
rea] and personal, of every nature and
kind whatsoever, and, subject to the
terms of any gift, devise, or bequest
of any property to the university; shall
Lave power to mortgage, sell, transfer,
or otherwise dispose of all its property,
real or personal, and to make and exe-
cute all necessary and proper convey-
ances or transfers for carrying the
same into effect,

To lay out and expend such sums
as may be deemed necessary for the
support and mainternance of the uni-
versity and for the betterment of ex-
isting buildings, and the erection of
such new buildings ag the board may
deem necessary for the use or purpose
of the university, and for the furnish-
ing and equipment of such existing and
newly erected buildings:

(e.) To lay out and expend such sums
ag it may deem expedient for the erec-
tion, equipment, furnishing and main-
tenance of residences and dining halls
for the use of the students of the uni-
versity, whether such students be
graduates or undergraduates, and to
make such rules and regulations as to
the management, government and con-
trol thereof as may seem meet:

(f.) To appoint the president of the
university, deans of all the faculties,
the librarian, the registrar, the profes-
sors, associate professors, assistant
professors, lecturers, instructors and
other teachers in the university, and to
fix their salaries or remuneration, and
to define their duties and their tenure
of office or employment, which, unless
otherwise provided, shall be during the
pleasure of the board: Provided that
no person shall be appointed a member
of the teaching staff of the university,
or of any faculty. thereof, unless he
shall first be nominated for the posi-
tion to which it is proposed to appoint
him by the president of the university:
Provided also, that no member of the
teaching staff of the university or of
any faculty thereof shall be promoted,
and no member of such teaching staff
shall be removed, except upon the re-
commendation of the president of the
university; but this proviso shall not
apply when there is a vacancy in the
office of president:

(g.) To provide for the establishment
and maintenance of such faculties, de-
partments, chairs, exhibitions, scholar-
ships, prizes and courses of instruction
in any subject, except theology, as to
board may seem meet:

(h.) To fix and determine on the re-
commendation of-the senate the fees
to be paid for post-graduate instruc-
tion, and for instruction in the faecul-
ties of the university to be paid by
regular and occasional students, li-
brary fees, laboratory fees, and for ex-
aminations, degrees and certificates, as
may be deemed advisable:

(1) To enter into such arrangements
with the governing body of any second-
ary school as the board may deem
necessary for the purpose of or in con-
nection with the academic work of the
university, or of any faculty or depart-
ment thereof; and the governiing body
of any such school, which is a high
school, a tcehnical school, or a public
school, shall have authority, with the
approval of the Lieutenant-Governor in
council, to make such - arrangements
with the board:

(J.) To do and perform al] other mat-
ters and things which may seem good,
fit and useful for the well ordering and
advancement of the university, the do-
ing of such things not being repugnant
to the provisions of this act or to any
law in force in the province:

(k.) To select a seal and arms for the
university, and have the sole custody
and use of the seal.

35. The board shall not incur any li-
ability or make any expenditure which
will have the effect of impairing the
’ﬂnancial standing of the university un-
less an estimate thereof shall have
been first submitted to and gpproved
by the Lieutenant-Governor in council.

36. The board shall not incur, any li-
ability or make any expenditure for
the purchase of lands or the erection
of buildings ‘' without the approval of
the Lieutenant-Governor in council.

37. The accounts of the board shall
be audited at least once a year by the
provincial auditor, or by some person
appointed by the Lieutenant-Governer
in council for that purpose.

38. The board shall make an annual
report of its transactions to the Lieu-
tenant.-Governor in council, in which
shall be set forth in detail the receipts
and expenditures for the year ending
on the preceding thirtieth day of June,
and such other particularg as the Lieu-
tenant-Governor in council may from
time to time require.

39. The board may by resolution au-
thorize its chairman and the Regiftrar
to borrow from any person, bank or
corporation such sum of monéy as may
be required to meet the expenditures
of the university until such time as
the revenues for the current year are
available; and such ‘loan shall be re-
paid out of, and shall be a first charge
upon, such revenue, and may be secur-
ed by the promissory note or notes of
the chairman and registrar, given on’
behalf of the university.

40. (1.) In the event. of its being
necessary to secure a loan of money
for the purpose of purchasing or other-
wise acquiring any real property for
the uses of the’ university, or for the
purpose of erecting, repairing, adding
to, furnishing or equipping any build-
ing for the uses of the university, it
shall be lawful for the Lieutenant-
Governor in council to sanction the
loan.

(2.) The board is hereby aguthorized
and empowered to make and enter into
any agreement which it may deem
necessary for carrying out the purposes
mentioned in this section, and to make
and execute in the name of the uni-
versity all such agreements, deeds and
other instruments as may be deemed
necessary to carry into effect the pro-
visions of any such agreement.

41, All transfers, mortgages, or other
instruments or- documents- required to
be in writing and to which the uni-
versity is a party, shall be deemed to
be properly executed by the university
if the corporate name and seal of the
university is affixed thereto by the
registrar or acting registrar, and such
corporate name and seal are immedi-
ately followed on the same page by the
official signatures of the registrar or
acting registrar, and the chairman or
acting chairman of the board.

42. The property. real and personal,
vested in the board shall not be liable
to taxation for -provincial, municipal or
school purposes, but shall be exempt
from every description of taxation.

43. An action ishall not be brought
against the board, or against any mem-
ber thereof, on account of anything
done or omitted by him in the execu-
tion of his office, without first obtain-
ing the written consent of the attor-
ney-general to the bringing of such ac-
tion. %

44, If any question shal]l arise as to
the powers and duties of convocation;

the chancellor, the president, the sen-
ate, the faculties or any officer or ser-

vant of the university, the same shall
be settled and determined by the board,
whose decision shall be final,

45. "'Women may be members of the
board.

Advisory Boards.

46, The board may from time to
time appoint advisory boards, consist-
ing, either whally or partly, of per-
sons unconnected with the university,
upon such terms and for such pur-
poses as the board may consider ad-
visable, and may refer to them for ad-
vice, amd report any subject or mat-
ter in the board’s opinion requiring to
be so dealt with; and such advice and
report shall- be duly considered and
weighed by any body in the university
to which the board direct such advice
to be given or report to be made,

The Chancellor.

47, There shall be a chancellor of
the university, who shall be elected by
the members of convocation in the
manner hereinafter provided, and who
shall hold office for three years and
until his successor is elected, but a re-
tiring chancellor shall be eligible for
re-election.

48, (1.) In the case of ya vacancy in
the office of chancellor by death, resig-
nation or.any other cause, before the
expiration of his term of office, the
vecancy shall forthwith be filled at a
special election to be held for that pur-
pose, and the person elected shall hold
office for the unexpired term of his
predecessor.

(2.) Every such special election shall
be conducted in the manner provided
for the ordinary triennial election, and
due notice thereof shall be given to
every member of the convocation.

49. The chancellor shall -be chair-
man of convocation, and all degrees
shall be conferred by him.

The Senate,

51. The senate 'of the

The minister of education, the
chancellor and the president of the
university, who shall be chairman
thereof:

(b.) The deans and professors of each
of the faculties: -*

(c.) Three members to be appointed
by tlie Lieutenant-Governor in Coun-
cil:

(d.) The superintendent of education,
the principals of the Normal schools:

(e.) One member elected by the High
school prircipals and assistantgs who
are actually engaged in teaching:

(f.) One member elected by the Pro-
vincial Teachers’ Institute organized
under sub-section (e) of section (7) of
the “Public Schools Act.”

(g8.) One member to be elected by the
governing body of every affiliated col-
lege or school in this province:

(h.) Fifteen membeérs to be
by convocation from the
thereof.

52. All appointments ‘and elections of
members of the senaté shall be for a
period of three years ‘and until their
successors .are appointed or elected.
Should a vacancy arfsé ffom any cause
in the case of am.appointed member,
such vacancy shall be filled by hie body
possessing the power of appointment,
subject to this Act. In the case of a
vacancy of an elective member; such
vacancy shall be filled by the senate.
The person appointed or elected to fill
such vavancy shall hold- office for the
remainder of the term.

53. It shall be the duty of the senate
and it shall have power:—

(a.) To provide for the regulation and
conduct of its meetings and proceed-
ings, including the determining of the
quorum necessary for the transaction
of business:

(b.) To provide for the government,
management and carrying out of the
curriculum, instruction and education
afforded by the university:

(¢.) To provide for the granting of
and to grant degrees, including honmor-
ary degrees and certificates of profi-
ciency. except in theology.

(d.) To provide for the establishment
of exhlbitions, scholarships and prizes:

(e.) To provide for the establishment
of any faculty, department, chair or
course of instructigpn in the university:

(f.) To consider -all courses of study
in any and all the faculties and de-
partments of the university and to fix
and determine the. time tables for the
lectures afid other instruction in the
university which affect more than one
faculty:

(g.) To make regulations for the ap-
pointment of examiners by the facul-
ties. and for the conduct and results
of the exarhinations in all faculties:

(h.) To make rules and .regulations
for the management and conduct of
the library: X

(i.) To provide for the preparation
and publication of a calendar:

(J.) To provide for affiliation with
any college established in Canada for
the promotion of art or science or for
instruction in law, medicine, engineer-
ing, agriculture or any other useful
branch of.learning, and for the disso-
lution of such affiliation or the modifi-
cation or alternation of the terms
thereof:

(k.) To make such recommendations
to the board of governors as may be
deemed proper for promoting the in-
terests ‘'of the university or for carry-
ing out the objects and provisions of
this Act:

(1.) To deal with all matters report-
ed by the faculties as affecting their
respective faculties and to consider
and take action upon all such matters
as shall be reported to it by the board
of governors:

(m.) To appoint scrutineers for the
counting of the votes for chancellor
and for the elective members of the
senate: s

(n.) To make or alter any statute
touching any matter whatsoever re-
garding the university and not incon-
sistent with the provisions of this Act
or with any law in force in the prove
ince.

54. A certified copy of every statute
or other enactment of the senate, pro-
viding for any of the matters or things
mentioned in clauses (d) and (e) of the
next preceding section, shall, within
ten days of the passing thereof, be
i{ransmitted to the board of governors,
and no such statute or enactment shall
have force or effect until it has been
approved jby said board.

55, All statutes of the senate shall
Lave the corporate seal of the uni-
versity affixed thereto, and they. shall
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be binding in acordance with the true
intent and meaning thereof.

Election of Chancellor and Members of
the Senate,

56. The date of the first election un-
der this Act of the chancellor and of
the elective members of the senate
shall be fixed by the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor-in-Council, of which not Iless
than three months’ notice shall be
given in the British Columbia Gazette,
and at least five weeks prior to such
date the provincial secretary shall
send a list of all members of the first
convocation to each member thereof.

57. The votes at any elcetion by con=
vocation shall be given for the chan-
cellor and the members of the senate
respectively. by voting papers in the
form of the schedule to this Act or to
the like effect, being delivered to the
provincial secretary at the first elec-
tion, and to the registrar of the univer-
sity at any subsequent election, at such
time and place as may be prescribed
by the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council
or by statute of the senate respective-
ly. ;

58. Any voting papers delivered, or
if sent by mail, received, before ten
o’clock in the forenoon of-the day fixed
for election, shall be deemed to be de-
livered for the purpose of such elec-
tion.

59. For any election after the first
election, . the 'registrar of the univer-
sity shall in every year in which an
election is to- take place prepare an
alphabetical list, to be called the elec-
tion register, of the names and known
addresses of all graduates who are en-
titled to vote at such election, and such
register shall be open to inspection at
all reasonable hours by all members
entitled to vote.

60. At least five weeks prior to the
date fixed for the election of the chan-
cellor or members of the senate, the
registrar shall send a copy of the elec-
tion register to each member of con-
voeation whose address is known.

61. Any person whose name does not
appear in the election register shall
not be entitled to vote at such electionsr

62. If anv person whose name ap-
pears, or ought to appear, in any eléc-
tion register complains in writing to
the registrar of the university, not later
than twenty clear days before the date
of any election, that his name or that
of any person which ought to appear
therein has been omitted from such
register, or of any error in such name
ag it appears therein, or that the mame
of “any person whose name ought not
to be entered ia the register appears
therein, the registrar, after such notice
as he may deem necessary to all partles
concerned, shall forthwith examine In-
to the complaint and render such de-
cision as to him seems Droper.

63. The decision of the registrar
shall be subject to appeal to the presi-
dent of the university.

64. No person shall be elected as
chancellor or as a member of the sen-
ate unless he has been nominated as
hereinafter mentioned, and every vote
cast for any person not so nominated
ghall be void.

65. (1) For the election of chancel-
lor and members of the senate the
nominations shall be in writing by a
nomination paper,, which' shall be
signed in the case of chancellor by at
leasl seven persons entitled to vote, and
in the case of a member of the senate
by at least three persons entitled to
vote.

(2) The registrar shall forthwith send
a written notice of his nomination to
each person duly nominated.

66. The nomination papers shall be
delivered at the office of the registrar
or, if sent by mail, shall be received by
him not later than three weeks prior
to the date of the election, and if not
so delivered and received, shall be in-
valid and not acted upon.

67. Any person who is nominated for
the office of chancellor or as a mem-
ber of the senate may refuse to become
a candidate for the office for which he
shall have been nominated and he shall
be deemed not to have been nominated
and his name shall not be included in
the list of candidates, if he shall notify
the registrar in writing of his refusal
within four days after the day upon
which the time for nominations shall
have expired.

68. In the event of only one candi-
date being mnominated for chancellor,
or only so many candidates being nom-
inated for the senate as are required
to be elected, such candidate or candi-
dates shall be deemed to have been
elected, and in such cases no voting
papers shall be required to be sent out.

69. The registrar shall report to the
senate at its next meeting the results
of any such election.

70. In case a poll is necessary it shall
be the duly of the registrar to send to
each member of the convocation,- whose
residence is known, fan alphabetical list
of the candidates duly nominated, ac-
companied by one copy of the form of
voting paper in the schedule of this act,
applicable to the election or elections

than next to be held, and such list and‘|

form shall be sent. two weeks prior to
the date fixed for the election.

71. For the first election two persons,
to be appointed by the provincial sec-
retary for that purpose, shall be scrut-
ineers. For any election after the first
election, it shall be the duty of the
senate to make such appointments.

72. At ten o’clock of the forenoon of
the day fixed for the election! the vot-
ing papers shall be opened by the regis-
trar of the university in the presence of
the scrutineers., The registrar shall ex~
amine and count the votes and keep a
record: thereof in a proper book to be
rrovided by the senate.

73. Any person entitled to vote at
the election may be present- at the
opening of the voting papers, and the
counting and recording of the votes.

74. In the event of any elector plac-
ing more than one name on his voting
paper for chancellor, the vofe shall be
invalid, and if more names than the
number to be elected appear on the
voting paper for members of the senate
the votes shall be eounted as votes for
the persons whose names appear there-
on in consecutive order, beginning with
the first until the required number is
reached, and all other votes thereon
shall be invalid and not be counted.

75. Upon completion of the scrutiny
and counting of the votes, the scrut-
ineers shall declare the result of the
election, setting forth the number of
votes cast for every person who has
been nominated, and shall without de-
lay report the same in writing under
their hands to the senate.

76. In case of an equality of votes
between two or more persons, leaving
the election of the chancellor or of one
or more members of the senate unde-

cided, the election shall be determined
by the senate giving the casting vote
or votes necessary to decide it at its
next meeting.

Faculties.

77. There shall be such faculties of
the university as may be constitutea
by the board of governors and the sen-
ate, and the dean shall be chairman ot
the faculty of which he is dean.

78. The powers and duties of the
faculties provided for by the preceding
section shall be:

(a) To make rules and regulations
governing their proceedings, including
the determining of the quorum neces-
sary for the transaction of business.

(b) Subject to the provisions of this
act, and to the approval of the (senate,
to make rules and regulations &)r the
government, direction and manage-
ment of their respective faculties and
the affairs and business thereof.

(c) To fix and determine the course
of study in- their respective faculties,
subject to the approval of the senate.

(d) To authorize, subject to approval
of senate. such lecturing and teaching
in their respective facultiés by others
than the duly appointed members of
the teaching staff thereof, and to pre-
vent all lecturing and teaching not so
authorized.

(¢) Subject to the approval of and
confirmation by the senate, to appoint
examiners for and to eonduct the exam-
ination of the courses in tneir respect-
ive faculties, and 'to determine the re-
sults of such examinations.

(f) To deal with and, subject to an
appeal -to the senate, to decide upon all
applications and memorials by stu-
dents and others in connection with
their respective faculties.

(g) Faculties shall have disciplinary
jurisdiction over, and entire responsi-
bility for, the conduct of all students in
their respective faculties in regpect to
all matters arising or occurring in or
upon such -builldings and grounds as
shall be assigned for their separate
use. -

(h) If there be any question as to
the proper body to exercise Jurisdiction
in any matter of discipline which may
arise, the same shall be determined
by the senate, whose decision shall be
final.

()P0 consider and report to the
senate upon such matters affecting
their respective faculties as to them
may seem meet,

(J) Generally to deal with all .such
matters as may be assigned to them
by the board or by the senate, provided
that in the latter case such matters
fall within the powers conferred upon
the senate by this act.

79. A copy of every general rule or
regulation made by the faculties shall
be transmitted to the senate, and no
such general rule or regulation shal
have any force or effect until it has
been approved by said senate. .

80. The' faculties may advise the
president in all matters affecting the
academic interests of thé university,
but all powers of the president shall not
be subject to their control,

The President.

81, There shall be a presidéent of the
univyersity’ who shall be the chief ex-
ecutive officer thereof, and shall have
general supervision of and -direction
over the academie work of the univer-
sity and the teaching staff thereof and
the officers and servants employed in
‘or in connection with such work, in-
cluding the registrar of the university.
and shall have such other powers and
perform such other duties as from time
to timé may be conferred upon or as-
signed to him by the boird.

82, The president shall be ex-officio
a member of all faculties, dean of the
faculty of arts, chairman of the senate,
and in the absence of the chancellor
he shall be chairman of convocation
and confer degrees, ’

83. It shall be the duty of the presi-
dent and he shall have power;

(a) To suspend any member of the
teaching staff of the university and any
officer or servant thereof. When he
shall exercise such power he shall
forthwith report his action to the board
of governors with ‘a statement of his
reasons therefor:

(b) To m1i1ks recommendations to the
board of governors respecting “all ap-
pointments to ang promotions in and
removals from the teaching staff of the
university, or any of the officers and
servants thereof,

(c) To summon mestings of any
faculty whenever he may deem it ne-
cessary to do so, and at his discretion
convene joint meetings of all the fac-
ulties of any two or more of them.

84, The enmeration of the express
wower, nientioned in sub-sections (a)
to (c), inclusive, shall not be taken to
limit the general powers conferred by
section 81,

85. The president shall report an-
nually to the board and the senate up-
on the progress and efficidney gof the
academic work of the University, and
as to progress and requirements, and
make such recommendation thereon as
he may deem necessary, and he shal?
also report upon any matter which may
be 1eferred to him by the board or by
the senate.

The Registrar,

86. There shall be a registrar of the
university, to be , appointed by the
board of governors, and it shall be his
duty to keep all necessary records and
accounts, and to perform such other
duties”as may be required by him by
the senate, or board of governors.

87. The registrar shall hold office
during the pleasure of the board of
governors, and in"the event of disabil-
ity or absence from the province of the
registrar, the said board may appoint
some other person to act as registrar
during such disability or absence.

88. The acting registrar shall, during
such disability er absence, perform the
duties and have all the powers of the
registrar,

Affiliation of Normal Schaols.

89. Any normal school organized by
the department of education for the
instruction and training of teacherg in
the science of education and the art of
teaching may be affiliated with the uni-
versity, upon such terms and conditions
not repugnant to any law or system of
education in force in the province, as
the senate may think fit, provided that
the terms and conditions of the affilia-
tlon of any such normal school shall be
subject to the approval] of the Lieut.-
Governor in Council.

The University to Be Non-Sectarian.

90. The university shall be strictly
non-sectarian in principal, and no re-
ligious creed or dogma shall be taught:

(a) No religious test shall be required
of any professor, teacher, lecturer, or
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student or servdnt of the university,
nor shall religious observances, accord«
ing to the forms of any particular re«
ligious denomination or otherwise, be
imposed on them or any of them, but
the senate may makKe regulations
touching the moral conduct of the stu-
dents.

(b) Nothing herein contained shall in-~
terfere with the right of any affiliatew
college to make such provision in re-
gard to religious instruction and religi-
ous worship for its own students as it
may deem proper, and to require the
same to be observed as a part of its
own discipline,

Affiliated Theological Colleges,

91. Every incorporated theological
college hereafter affiliated with the
university may, notwithstanding such
affiliation, have power to confer the
degrees of bachelor of divinity and doc~
tor of divinity, provided that such can-
didates for such degrees must be grad-
uates in arts of the University of Brit-
ish Columbia or of some other univer-
ity recognized for that purpose by the
university.

Education of Women,

92. The senate shall make all pro=
vision for the education of women in
the university, in such manner as it
shall deem most fitting; provided, how-
ever, that no woman by reason of her
csex shall be deprived of any advantage
or privilege accorded to male students
of the university.

Attendance and Enrolment of Students.

93. All students proceeding to any
degree (except in cases for which spe-
cial provision shall be made) shall be
enrolled in the university.

94. Persons who have not received
their instruction in the university, or
in any affiliated college or institution,
may be admitted as candidates for ex-
amination for standing or for any de-
grees, honors, scholarships or certifi-
cates of proficiency authorized to be
granted or conferred by the university,
on such conditions as the senate may
from time to time determine.

85. No student enrolled in any affiii-
ated college or institution, shall be per-
mitted to present himself for any uni-
cersity examination subsequent to that
of matriculation without producing a
certificate that he has complied with
the requirements of such affiliated col-
lege or institution affecting his admis-
sfon to stich examination.

96. The Senate, under such condi-
tions as it may from time to time deter-
mine, may, upon application in that
behalf, allow to persons holding cer-
tificates of having passed other exam-
inations, such standing thereon as it

may think fit. \
Instruction in Arts.

97. Instruction in arts in the univer-
sity (except post-graduate instruction)
shall be free to all regular students
matriculated in the university, and who
enter their names with the registrar of
the university, also to students enrolled
in an affiliated normal school; but this
provision shall not include exemption
from the laboratory fees.

Endowments,

98. Any person or corporation may,
with the approval of the senate, found
one or more professorships, lecture-
ships, fellowships, scholarships, ‘exhi-
bitions, prizes or other rewards in the
uniiversity, by providing a sufficient en~
dowment in land or other property and
conveying the same to the corporation
of the university for such purposes, and
every such endowment of lands or oth-
er property shall be vested in the cor-
poration of the university for the pur-
pose or purposes for which it is given.

99. Chapter 188 of the Revised Sta-
tutes of 1897, being An Act respecting
the University of British Columbia, is
hereby repealed.

RUSSIA INDIGNANT

AT AUSTRIA

Projected Railroad from Vien-
na to Athens Will Upset
Balkan ‘Situation.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 30.—A serious
conflict appears to be impending be~
tween Russia and Austria-Hungary
over the Austirian plans for the estab-
lishment of direct railroad conmnection
between Vienna, Salonika and Athens,
as announced a few days ago by Baron
von Aehrenthal, the Austro-Hungarigan
minister of foreign affairs, in his an-
nual statement before the foreign af-
fairs committee of the Hungarian del-
egation. This is regarded here as like~
ly to upset the whole Balkan situa-
tion and rupture the concert of the
powers, on which the continuance of
reform work in Macedonia depends.

The Russian newspapers of all
shades of opinion unite in expressing
indignation at the action of Austria,
which, they declare, under the cover
of the Muersteg agreement, arranged
a Turko-Graeco-Austrian understand-
ing for the construction of railroad to
the manifest disadvantage of the Slav
interests in the Balkans. The foreign
office - to-night 1issued a communique
through the official news agency which
leaves no doubt that the government
chares the opinion of the press, and
that it has no intention of submitting
tamely to the execution of the Austro-
Hungary project.

The situation portends a revival of
the Russo-Austrian rivalry which kept
the Balkans in a turmoil in the Ilate
eighties and early nineties, and that
led to the war in 1885 between Ser=-
via and Bulgaria.

The railroad construction chiefly in
question is the connecting link “of the
Austrian line through Bosnia, which
already has reached the Turkish front-
ier. The construction of this line long
has been a cherished project with
Austria-Hungary, as this line would
not only obviate the present necessity
of passing through Servia to reach
the Aegean, but would throw a belt
of steel between the two Servian peo-
ples, assuring the continuance of Aus-
trian predomipance in this district. It
can be stated with authority that the
road will not be constructed in the im-
mediate future without entailing grave
developments in the Balkan situation.

NORTH SEA STATUS.

London, Jan. 31.-The British govern-
ment, which has been kept fully informed
as/to the tenor of the German proposals
for the maintenance of the territorial
status in the North sea, has given its
full agsent thereto.

The immigration bill passed its sec-
ond reading yesterday afternoon with-
out a Gissenting voice being raised. It
is probable that in committee some
amendment may be offered before the
bill is finally passed and goes before
His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor for
his assent or refusal.

Yesterday -afternoon the debate on
the bill was opened by Premier Mc-
Bride. He added little to what has al-
ready been given in connection with the
measure. He seized every opportunity
to attack. the Ottawa government,
claiming that they had not been true
to British Columbia. He waxed wroth
in denying that he or his government
had any connection with the C. F. R.

A. E. McPhillips explained his pecu-
liar position on the bid. He reiterated
the statement that he did not believe
the legislature had the right to pass
such legislation. Then'as an excuse
for supporting it he contended that he
did not wish to put his opinion against
others who thought differently. He
further argued that the action of the
Dominion had made it imperative to
pass ‘such legislation.

Return Asked For.

John Oliver moved that an order of
the House be granted: for a return of
copies of all correspondence in respect
to the acquisition by the Victoria Ter-
minal Railway Company of additional
rights of way through the lands of
John Weaver at Mud Bay.

He explained that Mr. Weaver had
been wrongfully deprived of some of
his lands by the railway company, and
contended that the government had not
exercised proper supervision over the
plans of the company to protect private
interests; also that opportunity had not
been given to himself as Mr. Weaver's
agent, to appear and show cause why
the company’s trespass should be con-
sidered- as unjust or improper, the no-
tification having reached him' ioo late.

Hon. F. J. Fulton said he had no ob-
jection to having the correspondence
brought down. He claimed that if the
matter referred to had not reached Mr.
Oliver in time it was the fault of the
post office and not of the department.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite thought the
matter should be probed to the bottom,
as there wag a disposition on the part

{ of corporations to ride rough shod over
\ the rights of the people in these mat-
ters.

Hon. Mr. McBride contended that
there had been no disposition on the part
of the government to prevent Mr.

!
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Weaver's interests being represented,
Parker Williams suggested that the
cause of the letter of notification being
delayed was a fit subject for investiga-
tion, suggesting that it might have beem
purposely intercepted..- "

John Oliver remarked that he 22
subjected the envelope in which the ad-
vice was contained to the postal au-
thorities, and they informed him that
it was not mailed on the date stated
by the chief commissioner, but a day
afterward. The posta]l authorities were
therefore not to blame in the matter.
As to the land taken by the railway
company, he had professional opinion
that it was not necessary for right of
way purposes. He produced a ietter
from the chief commissioner promising
that delay would be granted, dated
June 11th, and pointed out that the cer-
tificate was granted to the company
some days prior to that date. This, he
thought, showed a serious state of
things.

Hon. F. J. Fulton explained that this
was due to a clerical misinterpretation
of instructions, he being absent in the
upper country 'at the time.

Mr. Oliver asked how it could have
been expected that he would get a hear-
ing .if the minister was away.

The motion passed.

John Oliver asked ther Hon. the Chief
Commissioner of Lands+and Works the
following questions:

1. How many acres of public lands
were sold during the periods from Jan-
uary 1st, 1906, to December 31st, 1906,
and from January 1st, 1907, to Decem-
ber 3ist, 1907?

2. How many acres of public lands
were pre-empted during the same per-
iod?

Hon. F. J. Fulton replied as follows:
The approximate area of unsurveyed
land sold during the year 1906 is 162,-
183 acres, and during 1907, 309,015.

2. 1,048 pre-emption records were is-
sued during the year 1906, and 938 dur-
ing 1907. The area of these pre-emp-
tions ranges from forty acres to one
hundred and sixty acres.

(Note—To arrive at the exact acre-
age of land sold and pre-empted during
the periods named would entail a great
amount of clerical work.)

Mr. Oliver asked the Hon. the Pre-
mier the following questions:

1. Did the premier advise Hig Homnor
the Lieut.-Governor to assent to Bill
No. 30, session-1907?

2. Did the premier enter any objec-
tion with His Honor the Lieut.-Govern-
or against the proposal of His Honor
to withhold his assent to bill No. 30,
session of 1907?

Commissioner of Lands and works tne
following questions:

2. What area has been alienated?

Hon. Mr. Fulton replied as follows:

1. So much of the province is as yet
unexplored that it is impossible to form
an approximation of the area.

2. Five hundred and twenty-nine
thousand five hundred and fifty-one
acres.

Dr. Hall asked the Hon. the Chief
Commissioner of Lands and Works the
following question:

Is it the intention of the government
during this year to take off the reser-
vation on the land known as the Re-
«clamation Farm at Kootenay Landing?

Hon. Mr. Fulton replied as follows:

The questlon is now under considera-
tion.

Passed Second Reading.

The bill to amend the Master and
Servant Act passed the committee stage
without amendment.

Premier on Immigration,

Hon, Mr. McBride continued the de-
bate on the second reading of the im-
migration bill. He claimed that he had
always acted consistently on this ques-
tion and denied that he had tried to
sidestep in connection therewith. The
circumstance that the Liept.-Governor
had reserved assent to the bill last
vear had been used as an argument
that he had failed in his duty as first
minister. This he dgnied. In 1896 the
country was swept by the Liberals be-
cause the Conservative government at
Ottawa had failed in its duty, and he
predicted that a similar result would
follow the action of the Dominion au-
thorities on the Oriental- question. He
referred to Sir Wilfrid’s telegram say-
ing that the views-of the people of the
west would prevail with him.

J.%A. Macdonald remarked that this
referred to the Chinese and that the
. engagement of the premier had been
kept as evidenced in the increase of
the head tax, which followed.

Hon. Mr. McBride dilated upon the
conditions obtaining as a result of the
Oriental influx, pointing out that the
fishing industry in the province was

practically controlled by them. He

\claimed that the Conservatives had
t¢ried to treat the question in a provin-
cial rather than in a party way. They
had not tried to make it a party ques-
tion.

J. A. Macdonald called attention to
the speech of the attorney-general.

Hon. Mr. McBride said the attorney-
general was forced to the course he had

Libera] papers. The attorney-general
was justified in assailing the Liberals.
He admitted that there might be Im=-
perial considerations associated with
the' case, but he contended that there
was no reascn why the same liberty of
self-government accorded Australia and
other countries on this subject, should
he denied to this country. In the
Transvaal legislation of a much more
drastic eharacter than the Nata] Act
had received the concurrence of the
British government. This act he un-
derstood referred even to the Hindus.

J. A. Macdonald, said there were press
advices that this legislation was to be
modified by the Transvaal government,

Hon. Mr. McBride. replied that there
was no suggestion at least that the
right of the Tr:nsvaal to pass the Na-
tal Act was disputed.

Adverting to what Mr. Munro -had
said as to the action of the government
creating a false inpression of the situ-
ation at Ottawa and in the East. the
premfier said there was sufficlent evi-
dence in Mr. Clute’s report to enlighten
them on the subject. He claimed there
was nothing in the attitude of the gov-
ernment to justify the position taken
at Ottawa. In the face of the solemn
treaty permitting the immigration of
Japanese; nothing could be expected
of the arrangement made by Mr. Lem-
jeux. He denied that there was any
gign of insincerity in the methods taken
to enforce” the immigration act here.
The commission which had inquired in-
to the matter reported favorably to the
government.

John Oliver remarked that the evi-
dence ot the commission had not been
printed and their finding could not be
properly reported to the House without
it.

Hon. Mr. McBride suggested that the
member for Delta might have got the
evidence printed had he wished tc do
s0. Going on to speak of things which
transpired at Ottawa bearing on the
Oriental
question asked by W. W. B. McInnes
in parliament some ten years ago in
which that gentleman desired to know
if the government had had any com-
munication with reference to a trade
treaty with Japan, and Sir Wilfrid
Laurier’s reply in effect that his gov-
ernment found a communication on file
when it came into office asking them to
accept the treaty, and that they had
decided that they would not be bound
by it. :

J. A. Macdonald intimated that it was
difficult to see just what bearing this
had on the discussion.

Hon. Mr. McBride said it showed that
ten years ago the Ottawa government
was averse to accepting the treaty ana
had changed its mind later, when the
Oriental question was present here in
a much more aggravated degree,

J. A. Macdonald observed that this
change of mind was apparently shared
in by the Conservatives as well. He
suggested that the trade features of
the treaty were paramount in the con-
siderations which led to its refusal at
that time.

Hon. Mr. McBride suggested that the
Oriental question inspired the interro-
gation of Mr. McInnes, and that what
was in Mr. McInnes’ mind was un-
derstood by parliament. He thought
there was room for explanation of the
change of front which had taken place
at Ottawa. He intimated his belief
that notwithstanding the Lemieux
settlement, the door was open for the
admission of Japanese, and cited the
reputed Japanese colonization scheme
in the Northwest asg evidence  that
agents were building on bringing them
here.

Mr. Henderson informed the premier
that as reported, the negotiationg for
the sale of ithe land for the propected
colony in the Northwest were being put
through by the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way company.,

Hon. Mr. McBride apparently accept-
ed this as an intimation that there
were reasons for declaring that his
government had no political relations
with the C. P. R., for he proceeded to
deny most emphatically that it was
through any political courtesy ihat a
train had been stopped for him at Sica-
mous, that a “special” had been placed
at his disposal, and that the C. P, R.
had employed an ice breaker to enable

him to make a campaign trip on the
Okanagan' lake. ' He asseverated that
neither directly nor indirectly had the
government any political association
with any corporation in the. province.
He did not wish to apologize for the
attitude of the Conservative party on
this question. But he was satisfied
with Mr. Borden's stand on the subject
and believed that with his party in
power at Ottawa British Columbia
would get justice in the case.

A. E. McPhillips.

A. E. McPhillips cited the opinion of
Sir Oliver Mowatt and others that.any
act dealing with immigration was ultra
vires of the province, and indicated that
his own opinion was in line therewith.
At the same time he did not wish' to
place his opinion at variance with the
best interests of the province, or in
conflict with any endeavor to secure
their just rights to the people if it were
at all possible. He claimed that Ot-
tawa had been derelict in its duty. They
should have legislated on this question.
The provincial bills had met with sum-
mary disallowance. Advice was not
even given to the province that they
were called in question. and no respon-
sibility in this connection could be at-
tached to the local government. The
leader of the .opposition claimed that
the act was effective at least against
Hindus, and therefore if it befel] that
disallowance again met the measure at
Ottawa, it was io be expected that the
leader of the opposition would take is-
sue with the Ottawa government. He
criticized the iLberals for declining—
as a matter of parliamentary ethics—to
accept the word of the leader of the
Bovernment, and suggested that an in-
herent superciliusness on their part
was a party trait, which had driven
him into the Conseryvative ranks.

Mr. McInnes argued that the work-

Mr. McPhillips argued that the work-
competition of the Orientd] immigrant.
Under the present industria]l system
cheap labor would be had if it was pos-
sible to get it, and the Oriental influx
was attributable to this condition. It
was unfair that the state of labor
should be depressed by the admission of
competitors whose modes of life were
not compatible with white civilization.
It was observable, he said, that the ob-
jection to Chinese immigration had ex-
tended much more generally among all
classes of people, since those people had
got wise to their own value in the la-
bor market, and demanded a higher
wage.

H. C. Brewster (Alberni), in the
course of a brief reference to the Im-
portance of the matter under debate,
called attention to the fact that ne
less than five camps of Japanese were

- located on the E. & N. right of way be-

tween Wellington and Alberni, which
he had recently visited. These men
were employed ‘in clearing the right of
way, and as an instance of what this
meant with respect to the industrial
and commercial interests of the pro-
vince, he pointed out that inquiry had
permitted him -to discover that there
was no concurrent advantage to the
merchants and farmers from the indus-
try of these men, who found their own
foodstuffs, sufficient for their susten-
ance, and spent practically no money
in the country,”munless it was in the
gambling placessof the Japanese com-
muities. He introduced these observa-
tions as a preface to an eloquent plea
for ‘an earnest ehdeavor on the part of
the governmentiand legislature to find
an effective solution of the question
before the' House, and suggested that
if any tax exemptions were to be grant-
to railways, having in view the case
which he had mentioned, there should
be an accompanying provision protect-
ing the interests of white labor in con-
nection with such works.

The motion for the second reading of
the immigration bill was then put. The
motion was anncunced by the speaker
“that the act to regulate immigration
into British Columbia be read a second
time now. Those in favor say ‘“Aye.”
There were no dissenting voices. The
immigration bill of 1908 was passed by
the unanimous vote of the House.

The House adjourned until to-mor-
row.

In- the legislature yesterday after-
noon the Immigration Bill of the at-
torney-general -passed committee., It
was amended on motion of Hon. W, J.
Bowser by the striking out of the sub-
section, whereby an exception was
made in the case of “any person ‘the
terms of whose entry into Canada have
been  fixed, or whose exclusion from
Canada has -Been; ordered by any act
of the parliament of Canada.”

As wag pointed- out. by the leader of
the opposition, this leaves no question
as to the bill being now repugnant to
legislation at Ottawa, and courts' dis-
allowance in the most flagrant manner.
It is more than likely that this has
been the cause of the section being
struck out.

The government side, however, struck
it out, and the bill has gone through
committee in that shape.

John Jardine has asked for the pro-
duction of all correspondence and
agreements entered into with the E. &
N.' relative to the guestion of an ex-
emption from taxation being offered
the company.

New Bills.

Dr., Hall introduced a bill to amend
the municipal clauses act, which was
referred to the municipal committee.

Hon. Mr. Bowser introduced a bill To
amend the municipalities incorporation
act.

Correspondence on Exemption.

Mr. Jardine moved that an order of
the House be granted for a return
forthwith of copies’'of any agreement
entered into between the government
and the E. & N. Railway Co., in respect
to exemption from taxation of the ex-
tension of the railway to Alberni; also,
for copies of all correspondence be-
tween the government, or any member
thereof, in respect to the same matter.

It was important, he said, that the
House should know exactly what the
relations were between the railway
company and the government in as
much as it had been intimated by the
finance minister that some concession
to the company had been practically
agreed upon,

Hon. Mr. McBride promised to pro-
duce the correspondence:. He disclaim-
ed the idea that anything derogatory
to the government would be disclosed
therein, contending that the arrange-
ment agreed upon with the! company
had been made for the purpose of
hastening railway construction in the

province, in the public interests.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite commented up-
on ‘the objectionable features of the
disclosure in the premier’s remarks.
The House was to be asked, not to use
its judgment in the matter, But to agree
to something which the government
had already done. He objected on
principle to this kind of parliamentary
government. That justification was
found for such an- exemption on the
ground of individua]l advantage he con-
tended was untenable, as the unfriend-
ly disposition of the company toward
whjte labor was already manifest in
the employment of Japanese on the
right of way. What then was the jus-
tification for such an exemption, and
where were the compensating advant-
ages to the people? He intimated that
he would 'await the presentation of the
government’'s proposal with interest,
and at the same time advised that he
would stand for immediate construc-
tion and a provision that only white
labor should be employed, if he should
be persuaded to support the exemption
proposition.

The motion passed.

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The attorney-general moved to
strike out sub-section F of section three
providing an exemption from the pro-
visions of the act in the case of any
person the terms of whose entry into
Canada have been fixed, or whose ex-
clusion from Canada has been ordered
by any act of parliament of Canada.

J. A. Macdonald argued that the at-
torney-general’s- amendment was sus-
ceptible to an interpretation that he
wished to encourage the Ottawa gov-
ernment to disallow the act on consti-
tutional grounds. In other words, he
proposed to eliminate from the act
what might be construed as a badge of
sincerity that the legislature and the
government wished to keep within their
constitutiona] powers. He (Mr. Mac-
dcnald) argued that they should not do
anything to solicit-or compel disallow-
ance, but should so construct the meas-
ure that its constitutionality would not
be questioned, and it might be made
operative against the races to which it
was not repugnant to any -act of the
Dominion parliament. It was quite
clear that the attorney-genera] desired
to give Ottawa an’excuse for the dis-
allowance of the bill,

J. H. Hawthornthwaite said that in
his opinion the attorney-general’'s mo-
tion would test the sincerity of the
House, and intimated that he had an
amendment, which he believed would
lend to the effectiveness of the bill.

Hon. W. J. Bowser argued that it
would make no difference, when the
bill came before the courts whether the
sub-section was in it or not.

J. A. Macdonald: *“Why strike it out
then?”

Hon. W. J. Bowser contended that
Ottawa had disallowed their bills with-
out permitting opportunity to have
them constitutionally decided by the
courts,

J. A. Macdonald pointed out that the
first' consideration which’ would occur
to anybody sincerely desiring that the
bill should be effective was that they
should keep within the powers pre-
scribed by the British North America
Act. What the attorney-general pro-
posed to de was to cut out the section
‘which expressly set this point at rest,
in declaring that they intended to keep
within their jurisdiction. It could not
in any way limit the extent of the act
to leave the section intact, as they
could not go beyond their jurisdiction
anyway.

In reply to a question of Mr., Mec-
Phillips, the leader of the opposition
said he did not argue that the elimina-
tion of the section would expressly
cause the disallowance of the act, but
that it would give some color of excuse
to the federal authorities for so do-
ing.

A. E. McPhillips argued that the act
should not be disallowed on constitu-
tional grounds, but contended that it
would be disallowed as a matter of po-
litical expediency.

J. A. Macdonald observed that the
member for the Islands had pointed his
argument, which was that the Ottawa
authorities should not be given any-
excusg for disallowing the bill. He re-
marked that the province had been put
to considerable expense in testing the
settlers’ rights act because the inten-
tion of the legislature had been cloud-
ed in the act.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that ihe
powers —of the legislature were ' not
known with reference to the settlers’
rights legislation unti] that act was
passed upon by the Privy Council, and
that a division of opinion as to those
powers had existed in the House dur-
ing the discussion of the bill. The same
situation obtained with reference to
the present bill, there being a conflict
of legal opinion in the House as to what
the powers of the legislature really
were. Both parties in the House, he
conlended, were exploiting the subject
for political advantage alone.

A, E. McPhillips, adverting to the
reference of the leader of the opposi-
tion to the occasion of the conflict with
reference to the settlers’ rights act,
gave it as his opinion, and this view,

e
were not likely {o send home for their
mothers-in-law. The generality of them
had become beggars in the public placeg
with a 'piteous display of medalg tg
excite the British generosity. Ir the
bill could not be made effective against
the Japanese, as contended by the I ad-
er of the opposition, he could not ses
that it mattered much in what partioy.

ing abandoned, and a way opened for
the bill to become operative with re.
spect to the Japanese,

The question was then put anad the
amendment passed on a straight
vote, the three Socialigts. voting with
theygovernment in favor of it.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite moved that the
following be added as a new section t
the bill:

This act shall not come into effect or
be enforced so far as Japanese immi-
grants are concerned, provided that an
effective. agreement hag been entergi
into and is being carried out bm.\\'ev\ﬂ
the governments of Japan and Canada
to exclude Japanese artizans and la-
borers from the province of British
Columbia,

The attorney-general signified hi
disapproval of the amendment on the
ground that it would furnish the Ot-
tawa government with an excuse to
disallow the bill.

J. A. Macdonald said it was apparent
that not only the Conservatives, but
the Socialists were seeking to put the
act through in such shape as to invite
disallowance at Ottawa, with a view
getting another campaign cry again
the government.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite agreed that ti
leader of the opposition was right with
resnect to the Conservatives, but der
the impeachment so far as the Soc
ists were concerned. The amendment
he contended, was intended to try and
find out if it was in the power of the
legislature to deal with the question,
He did not believe the bill would be
effective in excluding the Japanese or
any other race. If constitutional means
failed to secure the stoppage of Ori-
ental immigration he predicted that tne
workmen of the country would some
day resort to means which were not
constitutional, and te sald he would
cheerfully assist {hem by any means
in/ his power. He said the Liberals
were only trying to shield their friends e
at Ottawa.

J. A. Macdonald said if they were
trying to shield their friends at Ot-
tawa they would naturally have sup-
ported the attorney-general’'s amend-
ment.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said there were
20,000 Japanese in the province, and
that there was reason to believe that
they were trained soldiers ready to
take up arms and seize the country. In
the event of war or any nationa] en-
tanglement the presence of such a large
number of Japanese might aggravate
the difficulty and bring about an arm-
ed invasion of the country.

The amendment was put and voted
down. Messrs. Williams and MecInnis
were not in their places and Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite’s was the only voice in
favor of it.

The bill was reported complete with

VII.
Recollections -of My Trial,

When the curtain fell at the end "of
the first pari of my history I told how
I had just Been arrested for the mur-
der of my dear mistress, Miss Keyse.

I now draw aside the.curtain again
in order that you may follow the sec-
ond part of the drama. It seems to
me as 1 think of my own strange story
that I have been all my life in the grip
of Fate. For good or for ill; for some
purpose unknown to me I have been
given a tragic part to play in tne
drama of life. Perhaps some day when
the piece is over and the curtain down
for ever 1 shall see the meaning and
purpose of it all.

The two scenes which I shall describe
to you this week are my trial and my
attempted execution. But first there
are certain things I must say in order
to put myself right with my fellow
wen; in order to ensure myself that
share of justice which is the common
heritage of us all. Two charges are
being mnade against me: First, that I
intend to question.the verdict of the
jury. Second, that I make a direct
clalm to.Divine intervention on my
behaif when I stood on the scaffold in
1885,

There seem to be certain people in
this world who derive pleasure from
oppressing the outcast. There is no
suffering possible to the human heart
but they multiply it by all sorts of-
unworthy means. There.will perhaps
come to these people a momerit when

perier
men,

they too will stand on the brink of ‘de- |

struction. In that time they will re-
member how they pursued an unhappy
man who has suffered during 23 years
agony unattainable. May they obtain
more mercy than they have shown me.
May they at least be finally forgiven.

I do not question thé verdict of the
jury. On the evidence that was placed
before them they could have come to
no other conclusion than that I was
guilty. ‘Whatever I may think about
some of the witnesses, I do not com-
plain about my trial. His Majesty’s
judges are beyond'suspicion. No jury
to his
death. What I do complain zbout is
that even before I was tried, and even
whilst I was being tried. the malice
that was shown by certain writers\and
other individuals was disgraceful.’ To
all these people I again say: May more
mercy be shown to you than you show-
ed to me.

Ag for my wonderful escape ‘from
death, for they tried three times to

- execute me and failed, I have only ona

thing to say. If it be true that the
Divine will ig manifest in everything
that happens; if it be true that not
even a leaf can fall or a sparrow perish
without God’s knowledge, then I say
that Heaven, and Heaven alone, spared
me on that terrible morning. God does
Not always send an angel with a flam-
ing sword, The planks of the scaffold
may have swollen with rain, The car-
Denter may have bungled his task. My
deliverance could have been effected
that way just as well as any other

What did I
know about trials? ~What do I know
about them now?

says “Guilty!” and the judge passes
Senterce. 1 often think that the law
ought to recognize this. But unfortu-

Whatever I did, can anyone tell me
why I should have behaved like a cow-
ard?

Immediately after 1 had been arrest-
ed I was marched all the way to Tor-
quay police station in front of a police-
man. No crowd accompanied me. I
was not handcuffed. I simply trudged
along as if I were bent upon some er-
rand. Behind me was the sergeant. I
made no attempt to escape. I wanted
to see the whole business through Trom
Leginning to end. I had nothing to be
afraid of. In a sense I was 'quite
happy.

When we got to Torquay I was forin-
ally char ;»d, and put into a cell. ‘As I |
heard the door clang upon me my heart
sank. For a seconu time I was within
prison walls. I sat down, my head in
my  haads, and strove to realize what
had befallen me. Theft I had already
suffered for.\I was now charged with
murder!

I have no more than a dim recollec-
tion of my appearance before the mag-
ietrates and the coroner. I remember
béing taken to the coroner’s inquiry on
the Monday following the discovery of
the murder, The inhquest was held at
the town hall, St. Mary Church. It
lasted for two or three days, but I
den’t think I went every day.. When
I did go I was taken in a cab, and al-
ways early in the morning, so as to
avoid the crowd that was waiting to
see me.

One little thing did happen during
the coroner’s inquiry which serves to
show I was judged and condemned even
before the evidence had been heard. A
postman named Richards was called to
give evidence about a certain threat
that I was supposed to have . uttered.
When he had given the evidence a
juryman said it was a pity the post-
man had not at the time' told others
about the threat, so that life might
I cannot think of
anything more calculated to prejudice
my case. I am glad, however, to say
that the coroner did me the justice of
pulling. that juryman up and remind-
ing him that it was too spon to come
to such a conclusion,

I remember another occasion at the
police couft on which my solicitor, Mr.
Templer, wished to correct a statement
which was being made by-Mr. Isidore
Carter, tHe solicitor for the prosecution.
To Mer astonishment, Mr, Templer
was not allowed, to make that correc-
tion. Again and again we protested
against such gross treatment, but the
chairman of the magistrates would not
80 much as listen to him. It must be
plain to anybody that on such an oc-
casion it is absolutely necessary to stop
the creation of a falsé impression. But
the magistrate refused me even that
piece of common justice.

Then I was annoyed a great deal by
artists sketching me. I particularly
remember one man sitting at a table.
just below me, He kept looking up at
me and making notes with a pencil
He worried me so much that at last I
sent a note down to Mr. Templer, and
he made a protest to the magistrates.
What do you think they did? They
called for the artist's sketch-book and
looked at the sketches, instead of pro-
tecting me they praifed him. I sup-
pose I didn’t matter. I was only the
prisoner. I didn’t count.

Scant as was the consideration I re-
ceived from many people who ought to
have known better, I received many lit-
tle favors during those dark dreary
days. I am speaking now for the first
time for twenty-three years, and I want
to take this opportunity of publicly
thanking the police, and especially the
two Babbacombe , officers, for their
kindness to me, Wherever they are I
would like them to know how I appre-
ciated many a little thing -they did
when men who ought to have been an
example to others were making my.]
agony harder to bear. The police had
an unpleasant duty to perform. Act-
ing under directions they had to build
up the case against me. | At the same
time they did not forget that I was flesh
and blood like themselves: They al-
ways made me comfortable. They
shielded me from the crowds that
waited for me whenever I appeared in
public. I thank them most heartily.

About the beginning of December,
1884, all these preliminary proceedings
ended. On the 12th I was taken to Ex-
eter to await my trial. I believe thou-
sands of people were waiting for me at
the railway stations. They did not see
me. Instead of taking me by train the
police drove me to Exeter in a car-
riage, and I was in my céll for several
hours . before anybne knew I had ar-
rived. There I remained till the morn-
ing of my trial, February 2nd, 1885.

For the world at large such a morn-
ing is full of bustle and excitement;
for the prisoner it is one of almost dis-
tressing quiet. The weather was mis-
erable. It rained without ceasing, Yet
I heard that the doors of the court
were besieged by crowds anxious to be
present at the trial, whilst many per-
sons stood for hours in-the rain in case
there was anything to be seen.

I heard that only those provided with
signed passes were allowed to enter
the court. There were policemen on
duty at all the doors, and I remember
someone telling me that much of their
time was occupied in refusing to ac-
cept the bribes that were offered them
by people who wanted to come in to
see. me. Hundreds of people would
have paid ten shillings just to be allow-
ed to stand in the court. My mother
has since told me that they actually
barred her way when she applied for
admission. Poor mother! She had not
provided herself with a ticket, and
when she got to the door of the court
the police told her that she couldn’t
enter without a pass. “But I'm John
Lee’s mother,” shé replied angrily,
“and pass or no pass I'm going to be
near my boy when they try him.” At
Jast they let her in, and for three days
she sat in that court, from the begin-
ning to the end of the proceedings.

VIII.
I Am Sentenced to Death.

‘When the hour appointed for the trial |
drew near I was removed to the court, |
which was a short distance from the
prison. The governor came into my |
cell and told me to follow him. We
went into the prison yard where a car-
riage was waiting. Into this we got,
and we were driven out of the prison
to the court. We drove a long way
round, with the result that the crowd
that had gathered in the hopé of see-
ing me was completely tricked. Pris-
oners were usually taken from the jat-
to the court in the Black Maria. ‘i:e
carriage was used as the governor was
very anxious that there should be no
scene in the streets.

When we reached the court I was
put into a cupboard-like cell below the
court-room. ‘Above me I could hear
the hum of people as they were taken
to their seats. Suddenly all was silent.
A key turned in a lock. Someone came
into the little cell in which I was sit-
Ling.

“Come along, Lee,” he said.

I was led up some steps, and before
I knew it I was in the dock. >

Before I could recover my self-pos-
session someone was asking me if I
was guilty. That brought me to my
sénses. . My courage came back.

“Not guilty, sir!” I said boldly.

Everyone seemed to be waiting to
hear what I would say. Before I spoke
all was quiet as the grave. The mo-
ment I said “Not guilty” a great buzz
of conversation broke out till someone
roared ‘‘Silence!” Then all was still
again, A

The judge was Justice Manisty. I
had never seen a judge before. He did
not seem to be so terrible as I imagined
he would be. His robes made him look
imposing. But he seemed to be a kind
old man. 1 was defended by Mr. St.
Aubyn, M. P., and I think Mr. Collins,
Q. C,, prosecuted. I did not know any-
one else in court except the witnesses,
and they were ordered to wait outside.
There were several people on the bench.
I particularly noticed the sheriff in his
uniform,

There is no need for me to go over
all the story of the trial. It confused
me, I got tired of listening to the long
speeches. I wearied of what seemed to
be the endless repetition of the story
of the murder. T just wanted to know
the’ end of -it all. Some of the jury
were objected to by Mr, St. Aubyn and
had t6 leave the box. He told me he
had heard that they had been talking
about the case.

As T have said before, I do not com-
plain of my trial. The case seemed to
be so black against me that I cannot
blame the jury for finding me guilty.

But there is one thing I want. to ex-
plain. What the prosecution practically
said was this: “How is it, if you are
innocent, that you did not hear the
person. who committed the murder
moving about? The pool of blood in
“the passage Was five feet from your
bed in the pantry. You must have
heard the blows struck that knocked
the poor old lady down. You must have
heard/ the murderer going about the
house. You must have heard the
matches being struck- that lighted the
fires which nearly destroyed all traces
of the crime. How is it you heard no-
thing of these things?”

Let me reply to these questions by
reading you a newspaper paragraph I
cut out the other day:

Barrack Room Tragedy.

“Gunner Charles Billington, a native
of Bristol, was found lying partially on
his bed in a barrack voom in Dover
Castle with his head nearly severed
from his body, as if with a razor. Com-
panions were sleeping on each side of
him, but they heard nothing during the
night.”

These men heard nothing.
did I.

I always have béen a heavy sleeper.
At the time of the murder of Miss
Keyse I'wag a particularly healthy boy.
I always slept well, so well that though
the Necks very often used to be up
jate at night working in the pantry
Wwhere I slept, they never woke me . up.
I believe they even used to shuffle
along between my .bed and the cup-
board where the oil can was, and yet
not disturb me.

I say again that I slept soundly
whilst every blow in that terrible
murder was being struck, whilst all
the other deeds that were afterwards
discovered were being done.

I don’t think enough was made of
this point at the trial.

Here is another point. What was it
that brought Miss Keyes down stairs
to her death?

It was proved at the trial that she
went into the kitchen before going to
bed; that she there took her cocoa
from the hob, where one of the Necks
had left it; that she next went upstairs
carrying the cocoa and a candley that
she undressed and put on her night-
clothes; that she came down again
candle in hand,

What wag it that brought her down-
stairs?

If I had wished t6 murder her I could
have done so whilst she was sitting
alone in the dining room writing after
the servants had gone to bed. Or I
could have done it upstairs.

I ask again: What was it- that
brought her downstairs? I think every-
body will agree with me that this is a
most important point. TUnfortunately
it was not gone into, and it is too late
to discuss it now.

The trial lasted three aays. At the
end of each day I wag taken back to
my cell in Exter prison. On the sec-
ond or third morning I went to the
court .« a carriage, just as I did with
the governor on the first. But on one
morning, I don’t know which it was,
I went in tHe Black Maria. I suppose |
the erowd had discovered the trick.
During the adjournments each day I
took my meals at the court,

A silly story got abroad to the effect
that during one of these intervals 1

Shall I ever forget the last day of |
the trial? It was Wednesday. All the |
speeches were over. The judge had |
summed up. The judy had Ileft the |
court to consider their verdict.

As soon as they left T was taken be-

the trial I had a visit from Mr. Temp-

low. I remember as I left the dock

how the people gazed at me. They were
watching, I suppose, for some sign of
fear or guilt. They were disappointed.

As I sat alone beneath the court I
could hear the people talking overhead.
Then as before came the sudden hush.
Once more a key turned in a lock. Once
more I was taken back to the dock.

The jury had been absent about half
an hour. At last I was to hear my
fate.

I have heard that this is the most
terrible of all. moments. It is, of course,
a moment of awful suspense. The jury

{ are filing slowly into the box. Every-

body is watching them to detect if pos-
sible some sign of the secret they hold
in their hearts. Is it to be “Guilty” and
death, or “Not Guilty” and freedom?

For my part I was as calm ag ever.
“Courage, John,” 1 said to myself.
“You are in heaven's hands.”

I was standing at the dock rail walit-
ing for the foreman to speak. At my
back were several warders. You could
have heard a pin drop.

“Guilty!”

Someone asked me if I had anything
to say. Yes I had. I remember the
words to thig hour.

Holding myself erect I replied man-
fully: "I say that I am innocent, sir!”

Then the judge put on the black cap.

How strange he looked—how severe!

I felt'the warders come closer to me.

I forget what the judge said. There
was something about ‘‘place of execu-
tion hanged by the neck . .
dead . buried within the prison

. soul.”

That was all I heard. It geemed as if
some far away voice was speaking to
me.

Someone behind me gently took hold
of my arm. But I had no need of sup-
port. I was wondering what would
happen next, when a warder touched
me on the shoulder. “This way,” he
said.

I turned to go, but ag I turned a sud-
den inspiration seized ™he. Stepping
quickly to the rail of the dack I looked
straight at the judge and said:

“The reason why I am so éalm is that
I trust in the Lord and He knows I am
innocent!”’

What had I to be afarid of? I was
not afraid to meet Almighty God.

True, my life had been sworn away.
I will never believe any more wit-
nesses. All the same, I forgive the
Necks. I even forgive my step-sister.

No, I was not afraid. I believe I left
the dock with a smile on my face.

I went down to the cells without as-
sistance.

IX.
In the Condemmned Cell.

As soon as' the trial was over I was
taken back to Exeter ' prison, and
placed in a condemned céll to wait for
death. TUp to this. point I had .been
wearing my own black suit. But I was
now made to change it for prison
clothes. They were brought to me by
two warders as soon as I got back from
the trial. The governor came into the
cell with the warders. ‘Change your
clothes, Lee;” was all he said. I put
on the prison clothes, and one of the
warders took away by black suit,

When I had made the change the
governor left and the warder returned,
‘He came into the cell -and shut the
door. ~ 3k

The moment he did so:I entered upon
a fresh ordeal.  Two warders never left
me night or day for three weeks.

I soon found out that..the conditions
under which I was to live now were
slightly different from the life of an
ordinary prisoner. I weg~ .on hospital
diet. I could have practically what I
wanted.

My cell was a much roomier apart-
ment than that in which the ordinary
prisoner is accommodated.

At Exeter prison, when I.was there,
I think there were two condemned cells.
Mine was furnished with a bed—not
the miserable plank used in the ordin-
ary cells. There were -a table, three
chairs, and a few books, amongst them
a Bible.

There were besides ' the ~ ordinary
utensils thatjare to be found in a con-
viet’s cell, Of course I was not allow-
ed the usé of a knife at my meals. »

Neither did I shave. The result was
that I grew a short, stubbly beard,
which I did not at all like.

For.-a day or two I was not very well,
I had caught a bad cold and felt a bit
down, but I ate and slept splendidly.
I soon became used to the continual
presence of the warders.

It is always said that these three
weeks waiting for death“are more ter-
rible than the aetual execution. It may
be so in some cases, it certainly was
not 8o in mine. 'If anything I felt re-
lieved. All the suspense was ‘over. I
knew now what to expect, and I made
up my mind to face it as cheerfully as
I could.

My only anxiety was to know when
the sentence was to be carried out.
This news I recelved two days after I
had Been sentenced.

About half-past seven in the morn-
ing the governor came into my cell, I
had just got out of bed and was wash-
ing my hands.

“Lee,” he said, “your sentence will
be carried out on the 23rd!”

I turned round and smiled.

I suppose I horrified him, for he said,
in a very shocked voice:

"It is nothing to laugh at.”

Neither was it, But I was happy. His
news did not at all frighten me. I was
no murderer. I was innocent. What had
I to fear?

» * - * - - *

The three weéekg soon went. Each day
was like the one that preceded it. I
chatted with the warders, and went
out for exercise. I did not smoke,

I used to receive letters from all
parts of the country. There was one
from Brotherhood. I forgot what it was
about, but somebody in the prison had
scribbled on the letter: “Confess, dear
brother, confess!”

People were always asking me to
confess. I used to say: “If I tell you
a lle, you'll believe me: If I tell you
the truth, you won’t believe me.” Had
I said I was guilty, they would have
believed me in a moment.

I believe the chaplain of Exeter pris-
on, Mr. Pitkin, has said that at one
time or another I made use.-of threa‘s.

This is not true. Let me tell you
where I think he got the notion from.
You must know that ene of the two
warders always lay down beside me
when I went to bed, The other would
sit in a chair, One night I was awake.
I looked out.
friends asleep!

In the morning I said to them:
“You're a nice pair to be looking after
a man. If I were dangerous I could
have broken a leg off that table and
knocked out your brains!”

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Now that is probably where the story
about the threats has come from. t
I said may have been reported to the
chaplain<and I suppose the words were
altered a little on the way.

Violence? One of them use to stick
his knife in the cell door so that he
could hang up his coat!

During the time I was waiting for ex-
ecution I was guarded by four warders,
two for day time and two for night.
Thgy were as kind to me, I suppose, a5
circumstances would permit, but their
continual presence was not exactly
cheerful,

demned cell—to my mother, to my
father, and to Miss Fapmer, my old
sweetheart. I put a loek of hair in
each.

This is what has been called “a con-
fession,” I believe.

I was also visited by my father and
mother. I believe mother #sked if she
could have my body after the execu-
tion; but, of course, that- was impossi-
ble. Before she saw me the chaplain
took her into a room, and they prayed
together.

Poor old mother!

She was just as|

brave in those days as she has been |

since.

These visits were at once sources of
joy and of pain. My mother bore up
well, but my father was almost broken-

hearted. As soon as he saw me he said, |

with
Jack!
If only they would take me instead.”
I tried to comfort him all I could by
appearing to be cheerful, but it was
very hard for us all.

Two warders were always present at
these visits, but they used to take as
little notice of us as possible.

I shall never forget saying good-bye
to my parents for what I thought was
the last time. We talked of the old
days, of the days when I was in the
navy. I told them not to be afraid;
that their John was innocent.

Several clergymen also came to the
prison on the Saturday before the exe-
cution to see me; but on the advice of
the governor I only saw one of them,
the then vicar of Abbotskerswell, Mr.
Hind.

The governor told me I could see
them all if I liked, but he suggested
that I should only see the vicar of my
own parish of Abbotskerswell.

I had,an idea that the authorities
had sent these gentlemen to me in the
hope of getting a confession. If one
failed the other could try. But I had
committed - no crime. How could I
make a confession?

I did not ask for any reprieve. I sent
a statement to the Home Secretary, in-
forming him that I was irnocent, and I
understand that another petition was
got up by my friends. Not for a mo-
ment did I expect a“favorable answer.
I was resigned to my fate. I was not
afraid. 3

There, was another petition sent round
to collect money to pay for my trial.
My father told me that my defence
cost £60. This petition, I believe, was
fairly successful.

I took as much exercise every day as
I could in the prison yard. I never
saw anything of the other prisoners.
Indeed, I never saw anybody in the
yvard besides the warders, except on the
last Sunday, when there was a little
man walking up and down.

“Who’s that?" I asked.

The warders looked at me rather
curiously, and one of them answered
carelessly:

“Oh, that’s a visitor.”

A visitor! I may have been a coun-
bumphpkin, but I was not a fpol.

I guessed who the ‘“visitor” was.
“That's the executioner,” said I to my-
self, “looking at me to see how much
drop I shall want.”

This yard was, of course, not the one
in which I was to be executed. Of that

I had as yet seen nothing.

And/now I come to the eve of the
execution, Sunday, February 22nd, 1885.
T had written my letters. I had done
with ali worldly ties. Late at night I

I
thought I was on the scaffold. I heard
the bolt drawn, but the scaffold would
not work. Three times the bolt was
drawn, and three times it failed to act.

That was all. I saw no one else on
the seaffold beside me in my dream. I
seemed to be alone in space.

Half-past six!

I awoke, startled, and looked about
me. I thought I was on the scaffold.
There were the warders and the chap-
lain. But no, I was still in the prison
cell

The chaplain was indeed there. He
had come to pray with me, but when
ne saw that I was not dressed he went
cut of the cell and walked up and down
the cqrridor outside till I was ready.

As I was putting on my socks I told
the warders about by dream. They did
not say a word, but gave me some tea
and toast. After a while they left the
cell, and the chaplain came in again.

Solemn as that time of prayer was,
it might have been still more solemn
and precious if I had not been worried.

¢ kept asking me to confess that I
rad done the murder.

“Confess?” 1 replied. “I have nothing
to confess. I have finished with this
world. I want to think of the things
of the next.”

I was quite calm,

Slowly the minutes passed. They
seemed to be hours.

on one side, saying: “1 will shake
hands with Lee first.”

I now saw that he was holding 2
large belt with straps on it, Very
quickly—so quickly that it was all done
before I knew where I was—he slipped
the belt round my walist, buckled it,
and strapped my arms to it. My wrists
were also strapped together just near
the buckle,

‘When all was ready the warders and
officials who were standing in the cell
around me, formed up in procession and
we started on our way to the scaffold.

This was the order of the procession:

With slow paces we left the cell. We
might have been following a coffin.

The prison bell was now tolling. I
was listening to my own death-knell.
In the corridor outside the cell I saw
several reporters. Even during this
dreadful journey ta the grave I held
my head high. I walked with firm, un-
hesitating step. No man can say that
I flinched.

As we walked the chaplain read the
buria] service.

Al] at once a strange idea came into
my head. The way/to the scaffold was
taking us through a part of the prisen
Yet it
seemed strangely familiar to me. I
tried to think where I had seen this
place.

Suddenly I remembered. It was in
I was going over the very
same ground! “Good heavens.” I
come true. Supposing that the other
part ¢omes true as well. Supposing I
am not executed after all!”

In a few moments we went out of a
door and I found myself walking across
a garden near the governor’'s house I
looked around me. There was the gar-
den of my dream. It was all just as I
had seen it, *

Right ahead of us was a low wooden
shed. It was like a coachhouse, and
its two doors were flung wide apart.
Tnside, dangling from the roof, was a
rope, A few yards away in the open
was the prison van, evidently taken out
of the shed to make room for my exe-
cution. It looked like a hearse.

I looked upon all these things with-
out fear. No man ought to be afraid
of death.

What was I thinking about? Cer-
tainly about none of the awful things
that are said to haunt the last mo-
ments of men who perish on the scaf-
fold.

I remember looking curiously at #he
shed. The business puzzled me. There
was the rope, but how was I to get
on top of the shed so that I could be
dropped down? You see my idea of it
wag that the victim had to be pushed
off a height into space. The idea of
the trap never occurred to me,

1 had in my imagination a picture of
the old gibbet—the post with the beam
acress it and the rope hanging down, I
thought there would be a cart and that
I would be in the cart, and that when
the noose was fixed the cart would be
drawn away.

There was the scaffold. How did it
work? I was soon to know.

Whilst my thoughts were thusg ocow-
pied we got to the shed. The officials
stood aside and Berry conducted me to
a place on the floor that looked like
a trap-door in two halves,

‘““‘Stand there!” he said.

I don’t think there was any mark on
the trap or any line for me to toe.
Berry simply pointed with his foot to
the spot on which I was to stand, and
I took up' the position, standing erect
with my head up just as I used to do
in the navy. Above me wasg a béam
from which the rope wasg hanging.

I will now try to describe to you the
three attempts that were made to ex-
ecute me. Various accounts have been
published of my execution. They all
differ, and are most wrong in their de-
scription of what took place after each
attempt.

Some of them said that I turned
deadly pale and that when I was final-
Iy taken off the trap my face was a
horrible hue. Some say that I nearly
fainted. As far as I know—and after
all I am the man who should know
best—I bore up from the beginning 10
the end of my terrible ordeal. I cer-
tainly did not faint. 2

Let me tell you all about the first
attempt they made to hang me.

Az soon as I was in position the ex-
ecutioner stooped down and fixed a
bely around my ankles.,

I looked about once morc. Rising up
in front of me was the dreary prison.
At ene of the windows I could see the
repcrters waiting to see how I would
die. There were some birds hopping
abcut in the gardens near the shed.
How sweet their music was. It re-
minded me of my own dear little vil-
jage of Abbotskerswell. I thought of
our cottage, of my mother and father
probably sitting by the fire, of the peo-
ple 1 knew.

I was soon brought back to the morn-
ing’'s dreadful reality. ‘Whilst Berry
was making hig preparations the chap-
lain, Mr. Pitkin, who, of course, was
robed, came and steod just outside the
shed and in front of me. He wag still
reading the buria] service. He seemed
to be much affected. Hig voice trem-
bled as he read.

I felt the belt being pulled tight at
my ankles. Next, Berry put a hig bag
over my head. It was like a pillow-
case, except that it had elastic just
where it fitted round the neck.

I had, I thought, looked my last on
the light of day.

No qualms of soul tormented me. I
was perfectly conscious of all that was
passing.

As I was wondering what would hap-
pen when the moment of my death ar-
rived, I felt something being placed
around my neck.

It was the rope.

For a moment I was conscious of a
strange sensation in my throat. My

mouth went dry. I could fee] the exe-

cutioner’s fingers about my ueck. I
felt him pull the rope Light, so tight
that it pinched me just under the left
ear.

As he jerked the rope into position
Berry dsked me if I had anything to
say.

“No,” I replied. ‘“Drop away!”

I held my breath and clenched my
teeth., I heard the chaplain’s voice. I

heard the clang of the bell. I heard a
wrench as of a bolt drawn, and——
- * L * u * L]

My heart beat! Was this Death? Or
was it only a dream? A nightmare?

What was this stamping going on?

Good Heavens! I was still on the
trap! It would not move!

“Thig is terrible,” I heard
say.

The trap had given just about. two
inches. It would go no further. A
second passed. It was like a lifetime.
The trap could not be moved.

My dream had come true!

For something like six minutes I
stood on that drop blindfolded and pin-
ioned whilst -the warders jumped on
the boards to make them part,

I was literally resting on my toes,
and every time the warders stamped
the trap shook.

Again and again the bolt was drawn,
but it was quite evident that the mech-
anism would not work,

Such an ordeal was enough to kill
most men. I suppose. But I remained
perfectly quite, and at last I was led
off the trap.

The cap, rope, and leg straps were re-
moved, and I was taken into a little
store-room about six yards away from
the shed.

Whilst I was there I believe an offi-
cer hung on to the rope, and was al-
lowed to drop through the trap, which
now worked all right.

I believe I waited in that room fov
something like four minutes. It wwes
not very far from the scaffold, and I
could hear all that was going on in the
shed quite distinctly. I could hear
them pulling the bolt backwards and
forwards. This bolt, I should explain,
was fixed upright in the floor of the
shed on the left of the trap. It was not
like a railway lever. It was more like
a pice of an iron railing with a handle
on it. I could hear them pulling it
backwards and forwards, and each time
there was a thud as the trap was re-
leased and fell inwards. The scaffold
was apparently working all right. You
can imagine that these preparations
were not pleasant to listen to. Never-
theless, they did not break my courage.
They simply made me more anxious to
get it all over,

After a time Berry ¢ame in, .
seemed to be very much distressed.

Clasping his hands, he said: “My
poor fellow, I don’t know what I'm do-
ing!”

Then he look me back to the shed.

The second attempt was about to be
made to execute me. I remember all
that took place. I see the scaffold be-
fore me as I write. All the details are
clear,

When I got back Lo the shed the of-
ficials were waiting for me. Some of
them turned away as if they could not.
bear to witness a second time a scene
similar to that which had taken place.
Mr. Pitkin, the chaplain, was so dis-
tressed that he looked as if he would
collapse. The warders were as white
as ghosts, '

Once more my legs were strapped,
and once more the cap and rope were
adjusted. Again the chaplain, who was
standing in front of the shed facing me,
began to pray, and again the bolt was
drawn. /

This time I made sure that I was
gone. I could not see through the cap,
and when the dwop gave I felt if my
terrible fall imto space had begun.

The shock took away my breath. I
wanted to put out my hands and grasp
something. It seemed as if my heart
was leaping out of my bedy. $

But death had not come yet, I sank
two inches just as before, and theére I
remained.

The horrible stampings and hammer-
ings were repeated, but all to no pur-
pose,

I heard them saying: “Stamp on it!
Now see if it will work.”

But the trap refused to move,

“Take him off,” commanded someone,
and I was made to step back two paces
off. : ’

The rope was left round my neck, the
cap over my head. I was stifling, chok-
ing for breath.

What was passing in my mind all
thig time I cannot say. I had prayed
to be delivered from these men’'s hands,
and something told me that He was afi-
swering my prayer.

But it was terrible to have to stand
here and listen to the attempts that
were being made to get the scaffold to
g0.

As betore’, the bolt was jerked back-
wards and forwards, and I could hear
noises as if wood was being chipped
and hacked away. I believe they
thought that the planks of the drop had
swollen with rain, and that paring
away the wood was all that was neces-
sary., Of course I could not see what
was going on, the cap was still on.

At the end of an awful five minutes
I was again placed upon the drop, and
the third attempt was made to execute
me.

Again the bolt was drawn, and again
there came that fearful jerk as the
trap stuck fast and left me poised on
my toes.

Once more they began stamping on
the boards, but they soon gave it up,
and I was taken aside,

T~he rope was removed, and I felt
soineone unstrapping my legs.

But what I wanted was air. The cap
on my head was slowly smothering me,
so I tried to push it off my mouth by
bending down my head and raising my
manacled hands. I could efily move
them about an inch.

Arparently my action was misunder-
stood. The officials thought I was
fainting. They were quite mistaken. I
was terribly distressed, but I had sli
my senses about me.

My arms still strapped up, I was
taken into the store-room again. The
doctor came in and brought me a glass
of brandy.

“No, thank you, sit,” I said; “I don’t
want any brandy.”

“Then throw it away,” he said to &
warder, handing him the tumbler,

1 don’t know what the warder did

with the brandy. I expect he drank it,
Instead of the brandy the doctor gave
me smelling salts.
/1 shdll never forget the state the of-
ficials were in. When the cap was
taken- off .F saw their.white agitated
faces around me. The chaplain seems-
ed to be on the verge of collapse.

When I had gone to the store-room,
I believe the governor sent for a var-
penter. I heard the grating of a saw
and repeated blows of a hammer. Heow
long all this lasted I/could not tell. I
sat with my head in my hands. My
mind was a blank,

Presently in came Berry.

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THAW’S PROGRESS
10 MATiEAWAN

SAYS HIS STAY
WILL BE SHORT ONE

Slayer of Stanford White Will
Be Treated as Criminally
Insane.

New York. Feb. 1l.—Adjudged mnot
gullty of the murder of Stanford White
by reason of insanity at the time the
fata]l shotg were fired, Harry Kendall
Thaw to-day was held by the court to
be a dangerous lunatic, and was whirl-
ed away to the state hospital for the
criminal insane at Matteawan. It was
a quick transition from the dingy little
cell in the Tombs, which had been the
young man’s home for more than eight-
¢en months, to the white bedded wards
¢f the big asylum tucked away on the
snow-covered sloping banks of the
Hudson river, fifty miles above this
city.

A little after nightfall he had been re-
ceived in the institution under com-
mitment papers which directed his
lodging “until discharged by due course
of law.”

No more unwilling patient ever made
a journey to a state institution, Thaw’s
{rain on its way to Fishkill Landing,
where a carriage was taken to Mattea-
wan, passed beneath the very wallg of
grim Sing Sing, but at no time since
hig arrest on the night of June 25th,
1906, had the young Pittsburg milllon-
aire ever held the thought that he
would see the inside of that famous
prison, and he heeded not.

The first thrill of the words of acquit-
tal brought Thaw to his feet in the
court room, and with that lack of grace
of action which has always character-
jzed his movements, awkwardly, almost
hastily, he bowed his acknowledge-
ments to the twelve jurors as they were
discharged by the court.

A smile played about his pallid fea-
tures and there was every reason to be-
lieve that he was entirely pleased with
the outcome. It was after he had
heard the words of Justice Dowling,
committing him to Matteawan on the
ground that his release, in the opinion
of the court, would endanger the pub-
lic safety, and after the elation of the
verdict had died away, fhat Thaw re-
belled. He' commanded his attorneys
immediately to take out a warrant to
have his sanity tested before he was
sent away to the up state institution.
Mrs. Wm. Thaw, from her hotel, where
she had heard over the telephone the
news of the trial's.end, joined in the
demand of her son.

Martin W, Littleton, whose conduct
of the case as chief counsel for the de-

ment, flnally prevailed against ths
wighes of the mother, indicating to her
that he pelieved it would be better for
the present to obey the mandate of the
court. Justice Dowling, it was saiil,
had been consulted in the matter after
he had signed his order of commitment,
and informally had advised Thaw's
counsel against making an immedia:e
contest. The prisoner’s consent was
not won until after a lively scene with
his counsel and his wife, the latter
pleading with him for more than an
hour to be content for a time at least
with what fate had given him. Under
promise that some action would speed-
ily be taken, looking to the appoint-
ment of a comn is-ion to inquire into
his present sanity or for his transfer t>
a private institution, where hig wife
and other members of his family might
reside with him, Thaw consented to go
without further protest,

On his way to Matteawan Thaw dic-
tated the following authorized state-
ment to the representative of the As-
sociated Press: “I am now perfectly
sane, but am going to Matteawan on
the advice of my counsel, who thought
it unwise to sue for a writ of habeas
corpus at this time. Counsel will pro-
ceed in tha matter of release just as
soon as they can get together the proofs
they will present that I am at the pres-
ent sane. I am confident that my stay
at Matteawan will be for a short period
of time only.” i

Thaw was accompanied from the
Tombs to the Central railway station
by his wife and Josiah Thaw, his
brother, Attorneys A. Russell Peabody
and Daniel O'Reilly went with him to
Matteawan. Mr. Littleton is under-
stood to have talked very plainly to
Thaw while the subject of suing out
a writ of habeas corpus was under dis-
cussion.

Upon an exception filed by Mr. Little~
ton, Judge Dowling had granted a e-
Jay until three o’clock in the execution
of the commitment papers so that
counse] might consult with the defend-
ant. Mr. Littleton informed Thaw it
was stated that “there is such a thing
as public sentiment in New York city.”

*“But I shall not go to Matteawan,”
Thaw is reported to have repeated
many times.

“You will have to go,” replied Mr.
Littleton. Daniel O’Reilly joined in the
decision. It was remarked later that
Mr. Littleton went neither to the sta-
tion nor to the asylum with his elient.
He was said to be well-nigh worn out,
however, fromm his arduous work dur-
ing the trial, which was rushed to its
conzlusion at ihe highest possible speed

nd with the trying wait for a verdict.
/ Thaw had no opportunity to bid his™
The court order com=-
manded his commitment “forthwith,”
and Deputy Sheriff Bell, who had him
in charge, was anxious to take the first
train leading wup the Hudson. The
mother and Evelyn Thaw will visit
Matteawan on Monday, all visitors be-
ing barred from the institution on Sun-
day.

Daniel O'Reilly announced at Fish-
kill Landing to-night that when a writ
of habeas corpus is sued out on Thaw's
behalf if such action shall be decided
upon in the near future, the application
will probably be made at Poughkeepsie,
N. Y., the county seat of Duchess coun-
ty, in which Matteawan is located.

Thaw was cheered by a crowd of sev-
era] hundred persons as he was whirled
away from the Tombs in his wife's au-

heed. The machine was so filled with
deputies and members of his counsel
that neither Thaw nor his wife were
visible to the waiting throng.

It was first planned to have Thaw
enter the automobile from the Crim-
inal Court building, but the crowd in
White street became so dense that the
chauffeur was directed to drive into
the.tombs yard. The party then cross-
ed the Bridge of Sighs, leading to the
prison, and entered the waiting vehicle
without trouble. Few people at the
Grand Centra] station knew of Thaw’s
coming, and the party was little no-
ticed in the rush of the week-end
throngs bounid for the suburhs

A special car was attached to the reg-
ular 439 express over the New York
Central. But there was a 15 minute de-
lay in the departure of the train. Thaw
smoked and talked with his counsel
throughout the journey.

From the moment that word came
from the jury room at 12.40 that a re-
port was about to be made, the closing
events of the famous case moved with
almost cyclonic rapidity. For a day
and a night there had been-absolute
silence on the part of the jury. Not a
suggestion or request of any sort had
come to the court, and when Justice
Dowling came down to his chambers
late in the morning he announced that
he would not send for the jury until
they sent for him. The report of last
night that the jury sood 8 to 4 for ac-
quittal on the ground of insanity per-
sisted up to the very time they an-
nounced their intention of coming into
court and all concerned with the case
had abandoned hope of a definite con-
clusion of the second trial.

Few spectators were allowed in the
room and an impatient demonstration
was stopped by the officers, when they
arrested by order Roosevelt Pell, the
well-known amateur tennis player, for
a burst. of applause. Pell was fined $26
by Justice Dowling for contempt of
court. He had only a cheque book with
him and was held in custody wuntil
friends could be summoned.

Mrs. Evelyn Thaw and Josiah Thaw
were the only members of the prison-
er's family in court when the verdict
was announced. The young woman
thanked individually each member of
the jury and followed Mr, Littleton’s
example in shaking hands with them
all. All of the defendant’s counsel were
elated with the verdict, and declared it
was just what they had hoped for. Dis-
trict Attorney Jerome was almost as
well pleased himself. He had contend-
ed from the first that Thaw was med-
ically if not legally insane, and his ef-
fort this year had plainly not been di-
rected toward a verdict of murder in
the first degree.

Mr, Jerome congratulated Mr. Little-
tfon and both counsel and jury joined
in congratulations to Justice Victor J.
Dowling, who presided at the tria] with
so much satisfaction to both sides. The
jurymen expressed their thanks to the
judge for his kindly interest in all mat-
ters affecting their comfort, and de-
clared it had been a pleasure to act un-
der such a fair minded, just and con-
siderate jurist, J

The proceedings in the court-room
were brief and business-like, and at no
time was there the semblance of a
dramatic effect. 'Mrs. Thaw, it was
said to-night, had confidently expect-
ed that her son would be committed to
some private institution, and it was to
effect this end that she insisted upon
habeas corpus proceedings being im-
mediately brought. So far ag lies in
his power, District Attorney - Jerome
wil] resist any effort to have Thaw lib-
erated at any time in the near future.
Neither will be willingly consent to his
transfer to a sanitarium,

The verdict of Insanity returned by
the jury lent striking interest to a letter
written some years ago by Stanford
White to Howard Nesbit, a brother of
Evelyn Nesbit Thaw, and given out at
the Criminal Courts building to-day.
In this letter the architect declares that
Mrs. Nesbit, the mother of the gir] in
the case, should not worry over stories
Thaw had told. “He is not worth it,”
declared White. *‘‘He still continues “»
circulate the most terrible ones aboy}
me,-but where there is no foundation
for them silence is the best answer to
such a crazy person, for he surely must
be that.”

In the Asylum.

Matteawan, Feb. 1.—Harry K. Thaw
arrived here to-night and was immedi-
ately assigned to the observation ward
of the state hospital for the criminal
insane, where he will remain for a week
or two, until the authorities can neote
his mental condition and make some
definite arrangements for his future
stay in the institution. The new pa-
tient sleeps to-night in a small iron bed
in a dormitory where about fifty other
men are quartered. An attendant con-
stantly is on guard to prevent any of
the men arising.

The arrival at Fishkill Landing of the
train bearing the Thaw party caused
quite a commotion in the little town.
Photographers from New York city
had come on an earlier train, and a
dozen flashlight charges were exploded
as Thaw, accompanied by Deputy Sher-
iff Bell and Attorneys Peabody and
O'Reilly, stepped from the private car
in which the journey from the city had
heen made. The party hurried to a
waiting carriage and the drive to Mat-
teawan was begun.

The trip from New York was made
without, incident, Thaw chatted con-
stantly with his attorneys and smoked
several black cigars.

When Dr. Robert B. Lamb, medical
superintendent of the hospital, was told
that Harry Thaw had been committed
to the institution, he said the prisoner
would be given no special privileges
while here.

“The first thing we will do with him,
said Dr. Lamb, “as with all patiencw, is
to place him in the observatory ward,
there to remain for a week or two, or
possibly longer, until we note his men-
tal condition. This is the customary
plan, and it will be adhered to in his
case. Then we can, after studying his
mental derangement, assign him with
some judgment to some particular ward
in the hospital. He e¢annot have any
special quarters, ior all the patients
here are treated alike.

“During the day Thaw will associate
with the other men and dine at the
table in the main dining room. Thaw
will be given no special work to do. He
can take daily walks in the large court,
and, if he is so disposed can have to-
bacco and dainties sent to him, or he
can on an order accompanied by the
cash, procure any articles he desires
for his comfort in Fighkill. The hospi-
tal is now crowded far above its ca-

tomobinle. If he heard, he pald no

DEATH OF WELL-
KNOWN NEWSPAPERMAN

Thomas L. Grahame, Formerly
of This City, Has Passed
Away.

—r

(From Manday’s Daily.)

The sad intelligence was received to-
day of the death of Thomas L. Gra-
hame, for a number of years editor of
this paper, and a well known figure
in the journalistic field of the province.

The late Mr. Grahame was a man
of wonderful energy and vitality,and
up to the last entertained strong hopes
of returning to his duties in London,
where he was a valued member of the
staff of the Daily Mail. He went to
the Old Land two or three years ago
with the intention of taking the editor-
ship of a weekly in the metropolis, but
he gravitated unerringly to that de-
partment of journalism where his pe-
culiar talents had the widest sway—
special writing on the daily press. He
came under the notice of the Mail peo-
ple and was placed on assignment on
the big Harmsworth daily. Lord
Northelyffe (Sir Alfred Harmsworth)
was immediately: attracted by his
style, and personally selected him for
a number of special consignments in
which he was particularly interested.
The wreck of British warship on Lundy
island in the English channel, about
two years ago, called up his spirit of
enterprise, and he crossed the channel
with an ugly sea running, in a fishing
smack on which the other journalists
detailed for the wreck refused to em-
bark, When Lord Northclyffe started
his war on the Soap Trust, he selected
Mr. Grahame to handle this big as-
signment, which he did so effectively
that the Mail had the big soap men
about its ears in short order.

His assignments took him through-
out the United Kingdom and across
the continent, and his letters to
friends in Victoria were full of humor-
ous touches, suggested by his exper-
iences,

Last winter his health began to fail
and Mr. Wafney, the foreign and man-
aging editor of the Mail, saw that un-

\ strength. TUnder pretext of watching
{ Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, who had
been ordered abroad for his health, Mr.
Grahame was sent by the Mail to the
south of France, where he spent sev-
eral months in its congenial air. Re-
turning to his desk he plunged again
into his work with the enthusiasm,
and disregard of his physical limita-
tions which always distinguished him,
and in the spring it became necessary
for him to leave his work and seek
health in the north of Scotland. For a
time, while summering at Xilchattan
Bay he entertained strong hopes of
getting back to his work on the Mail,
but later in the year his declining
strength indicated to him too clearly
that this hope was vain.

In a letter written on the 7th of Jan-
uary, and received Lere a few days ago
he stated that he was reduced to
eighty-eight pounds and that his
doctors told him that unless he got out
of Scotland his tenure of life would
not be for long. He was then prepar-
ing to return to his beloved British Co-
lumbia and was intending to take up a
small fruit ranch in the vicinity of Vic-
toria, and seek in this form of activity
a restoration -to health. He was al-
ways passionately attached to this city
and was looking forward to a return
to it with pleasant anticipations. He
was 44 years of age.

The cause of his death Is not stated
in the cable, but is believed to have
been tubercular in character.

While in British Columbia, the late
Mr. Grahame was employed at times

was a remarkably rapid worker, and

He is survived by a widow, a sister
of Mrs. Glover, of New Westminster,
and by a son, Douglas, about fourteen
vears of age.

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DECISION IN
COLLISION CASE

et e

TARTAR AND CHARMER
WERE BOTH AT FAULT

Full Finding of Mr. Ju.stice
Martin. Assisted by Marine
Assessors.

Mr. Justice Martin sitting as a court
of investigation into the cause of the
collision between the steamships
Charmer and Tartar off . the Sand
Heads, Gulf of Georgla, on Oct. 17th
fast with Captain J. D. War-
ren and Captain David Llewellyn
Jones, as assessors, gave a written de-
cision in open court yesterday after-
noon. The following is the text.

Re the Canada Shipping Act. Court
of investigation into the collision be-
tween the steamships Tartar and
Charmer, on Oct. 17, 1907, before the
Hon. Mr. Justice Martin, judge in ad-
miralty for British Columbia, ; and
James Douglas Warren, master mar-
jner and David Llewellyn Jones, mas-
ier mariner, assSessors. %

Our decision has been unavoidably
delayed by the unexpected absence of
the presiding judge on circuit.

In view of the conclusions arrived
at, it ‘will. not be necessary to follow
in detail the voluminous evidence of
the opposing parties; it will suffice to
consider their conduct on their own
statements.

The Tartar js a single screw steam-
ship, length 376 feet, gross tonnage 4,-
425, speed 11 knots.

The Charmer is 'a single screw
steamship, length 200 feet, gross ton-
nage 1,044, speed 113% knots.

First, then, as to the Tartar. As-
suming the statement of her pilot (H.
R. Jones) and officers (particularly
Third Officer Winter) to be correct, she
left Vancouver for Victoria en route
for China. with about 152 passengers,
on Oct. 17, 1907, at 4:10 p. m., weather
fine, light airs; cleared the Narrows at
4:40; just a mile off Point Gréy at 5:06;
and at 5:25 course set down the
gulf, S. 20E, and proceeded thereon a
distance of 5% miles to the point of
collision. From a considerable dis-
tance, over 5 miles, the pilot had, seen
a fog bank ahead, and as he approached
it, about a mile and a bhalf off,"at 5:45,
he heard ahead of him an indistinct
whistle, the position of which neither
he nor the third officer could determine,
“ijt seemed to be ricochetting off the
ragged edge of a fog” as he put it. At
65:50 he sounded his own fog whistle,
and repeated it at 5:51; and 5:52, when
the signal to “stand by the engines’”
was given, the Tartar being, as Winter
says ‘“then in somewhat of a mist,
previous to entering the fog”; and as

she entered it, (as Chief Officer Davis
gays), her engines then giving her a
speed of 11 knots, were put to slow.

Just upon entering the fog there was
“heard one short blast nearly ahead,”
as Winter gives it in his note book,
and “we immediately answered one
short blast” and ported the helm one
point. At 5:54 the Tartar heard two
short' blasts on her port bow, upon
which she stopped her engines, ported
a little more, according to the pilot,
and answered with one short blast.
Then, almost immediately, she heard
two short blasts from -the other shin
on the port bow, which were answered
by one short blast, and then almost
simultaneously and at 5:55 the Charm-
er was sighted on the port bow, where-
upon the engines were put full speed
astern and the helm hard aport, but
too late to prevent the Charmer from
crashing into the Tartar’'s port bow.
There are, as might be expected, some

Slight- Discrepancies

in the different accounts given by those
on the Tartar’s bridge, but substan-
tlally, that is her case. The only ad-
ditional fact that need be mentioned is
that Pilot Jones had, as the signals
came closer, satisfied himself that the
approaching vessel was the Charmer,
which helped to satisfy him that she
must be inside of his course, for, as he
explains, ‘“as it always happens the
local boats are always inside our
course, we always. meet them on the
port side.”

The foregoing situation is primarily
covered by article 16, as follows:
“Every vessel igshall, in a fog, mist,
falling snow or heavy rain storms, go
at a moderate speed, having careful re-
gard to the existing circumstances and
conditions. A steam vessel hearing,
apparently forward of her beam, the
fog signal of a vessel, the position of
which is not ascertained, shall, so far
as the circumstances of the case admit,
stop her engines, and then navigate
with caution until danger of collision
is over.”

Now, taking the facts to be as stated,
it is clear that whatever may be said
as to the duty of the Tartar before
she' entered the fog (and it should be
noted that according to the decision of
the court of admiralty in the Bernard
Hall (1902) 9 Asp. 300, she was, in the
circumstances, before she actually en-
tered it, already within the scope of
Article 16), there can be no doubt that
as she was doing so and after she had
done so, her duty was to have stopped
the engines upon hearing the signal
of another vessel, fine on her part bow,
i.e.,, nearly ahead of her, ‘“the position
<f which was not ascertained.” There
was nothing in the circumstances
which did not admit of that precaution
being taken, and -the uncertainty of

has-been repeatedly remarked upon in

‘these collision cases, and ‘as the lord

chancellor recently said in the Na-
‘worth Castle vs. the Vaderland, Smith’s
Leading Cases on Collision Regula-
tions (1907) 152, and in the House of
Lords on Nov. 25, 1907, (the Times, Nov.
27, 1907), “sounds in a fog are notor-
iously unreliable.” See also the report
of the Trinity House fog signal com-
mittee in 1901 in Smith supra p. 296.
In -the 'last mentioned case the . lord
chancellor also said: ‘“The object of

the rule is not to keep twn ships per-
mg,nently stationary in a fog but to re-
quire them to stop and then to move
only with great caution.”

According to the intent of said arti-
cle the pilot of the Tairtar was not
justified 'in the circumstances in go-
ing ahead, relying on the accuracy of
his location of the Charmer by means
of said signals, nor upon his assump-
tion as to the course usually pursued
by her. Had he-stopped after he en-
tered the fog upon hearing the whistle
ahead of him, and ascertained the
CHarmer’s real position, before moving
4head, the collision would, in all pro-
bability, have been averted. As was
recently said in the Aras (1906,76 L.J.,
Ad. 37: “It is so absolutely well known
{hat one cannot rely upon the directio_n
o¢ whistles in a fog, that no man IS
justified in relying with"certainty upon
what he hears when the whistle is fine
on the bows like this was undoubtedly,
or is justified in thinking it is broad-
ening unless he can make sure of it.
That is the view I entertain very
strongly, because, as it is well estab-
iished that the direction is an uncer-
tainty, it is of no use trying to rely
upon it as a certainty by saying you
looked at the compass.”

And see to the same effect the Reso-
lution (1889) 6 Asp. 363; the Cathay
(1899) 9 Asp. 35 ,and the Ebor (1886),
11 P.D. 25, wherein, at p. 27 the matter
is considered in its various aspects by
the court of appeal.

Then as to the Charmer. Her mas-
ter admits that on her customary run
from Victoria to Vancouver from the
time he left Active Pass, Gossip reef
at 4:3¢ p. m.,, on a course N.W.
by ‘' N.%N, to clear the Sandheads,
she, with 55 passengers. Tran full
speed, 11% knots through the dense
fog, till 5:44, when he heard the bell
of the Sandheads lightship, which was
abeam, whereupon he allowed the
course to N. by W.%W., and continued
at full speed till 5:54 when he heard
the fog signal of another vessel, close
too, bearing about a point and a half
to two points on the starboard bow,
whereupon he starboarded his helm one
point, blew two blasts and slowed down
the engines, and kept on that course
for four minutes without getting an-
other signal, and blowing his own fog
signals every ten seconds, till he sighted
| the other vessel at 5:58 broad on his
starboard bow, whereupon he

Reversed His Engines
full speed astern, but too late to avoid
the collision; he had only heard a
second blast from the steamer just as
she was coming out of the fog.

On these facts we simply have to re-
peat what has been said with respect
to the conduct of the pilot of the Tar-
tar, viz., that the Charmer - should
have been stopped on not hearing 2a
second whistle from the other vessel
known to be close at hand. We also
add that article 16 was further violated
by running through the fog at full
speed, in regard to which we content
outselves by citing the.following re-
cent observations from the admiralty
court in the case of the Empress (Nov.
1, 1906) Smith’s Leading Cases on Col-
lisions, supra, 91-2, wherein it was
said:

“It does not require more than a
statement of the defendants’ case to
show what a hopeless case theirs was,
and why they were obliged to admit
that their navigation was negligent.
Here you have a steamer of high
power, whose full speed, I am told, is
18 knots, and which had on aboard at
this time a crew of 46 hands all told,
and 100 passengers. On her own case
she was steaming at 10 knots in a
very dense fog. That is positively
shocking to my mind. and I think it is
a gross breach of article 16, which re-
quires vessels to proceed at a moderate
speed in a fog. In a locality such as
this round the Isle of Man, where
plenty of traffic is to be expected, and
with a whole lot of people on board,
it seems to me terrible that so li'tle
care should be taken with regard to
speed—that a vessel should go at that
speed.”

And in the Nereus (1907) Smith’s
Leading Cases, supra, 159, it was held
that, “On the evidence of the master
of the Oravia, that vessel was going 10
knots at least—it may have been a 1it-
tle more—in a fog whichwwas so thick
that he could not see more than 300
or 400 yards, and the case of the Oravia
is hopeless for that reason.”

And the lord chancellor ends his
judgment in the Naworth Castle case,
supra, by saying, “No. qualification
ought, however, to ‘be allowed in the
strictness of the rule requiring caution
in a fog.”

Further, with respect to the fog sig-
nals blown by the Charmer, we are
Not Satisfied
that the prolonged blasts were of tke
duration required by the regulations

viz., from four to six seconda.

The necessity of carefully conform-
ing to the regulations in this respect is
obvious, though we are aware that a
laxity of usage exists, which makes
it desirable to draw attention to the
matter.

With respect to the helm signals
given by the Charmer, presumably
under article 28, when in the fog and
out of sight of the Tartar, and re-
sponded to by the Tartar. we think it
proper to remark that there does not
appear to be any warrant for so doing,
because those signals are only author-
ized “when vessels are in sight of one
another.” This is pcinted out in Mars-
dén on Collisions (1904), pp. 462-3, and
in Roscoe’s Admiralty Practice (1903),
244. In giving unauthorized signals
under 28, there is a danger of con-
fusing them with those that are else-
where authorized, e.g., under article
15, particularly if they are not given
with accuracy.

Our decision is that both vessels
| were in fault, and contributed to ' the
| collision; but the Charmer was

More to Blame
than the Tartar, having infringed art-
icle 15, as well as 16.

With respect to the consequences for
the failure of certain officers to per-
form their duty, we are of the opinion
that the case is not one that requires
the cancellation or suspension of cer-
tificates, for the following reasons: (1)
No injury to life or limb resulted, nor
| any damage, other than to the owner;
(2) the vessels being owned by the
same company, there are no confliefing
interests; (3) the good seamanship dis-
played after the collision, and (4) we
recognize that it has been heretofore
more or less generally understood that
masters are expected to try and make
connections without at all times having
due regard to the state of the weather.

But in the future, all concerned should
take notice that this last element will
not be considered in extenuation, for
the time has come, consequent upon
the greatly increased amount of ship-
ping in these waters, when for the pro-
tection of the public, the regulations
must be strigtly observed.

Bearing in mind the foregoing ex-
tenuating circumstances,

The Judgment
we think proper to pronounce is:

(1) That William Henry Whitely,
master of the Charmer, should be and
he is hereby severely censured.

(2) That Harry Robson Jones, pilot
of the Tartar be, and he is hereby
censured.

(3) That Archibald Heurtley Reed,
master of the Tartar, be and he is
herebly exonerated from all blame, and
is commended for the prompt assist-
ance given to the Charmer after the
collision.
