BATTLE OF ELANDSLAAGTE.

War Correspondents Send Accounts of
the Brilliant Charge Which Won
the Day.

London, Oct. 24.—The .following, are,
extracts froin war correspondents’ ac-

_ countd of the battle of Elandslaagte:

! The Daily Telegraph Says:

“ “Gen. French commenced the .action
at 6:30 a.m. The enemy, had only Fust
finished coffee, when they were surpris-
ed. and nearly all our prisomers were
caught in the viecinity of the captured
train. The mining and railway officials
escaped from the enemy and c¢ame into
cur camp to the number of 37 whites,
besides many natives and coolies. Both
of the latter classes had been robbed
and compelled to. work by the Boers, bu
the whites were treated farely well,
though they were made to take ar oath
tc remain neutral, ete.

“A Boer sergeant, a native of Cape
Colony, hid his rifie and came in with
20 of his late captives.

“The Manchester regiment, with the
characteristic hardihood of British in-
fantry, all :

“The Boer shells were mostly percus-
sion, and threw up volcanoces of mud
and stones about our gun crews. It
should be noted that especially upon
rocky ground percussion shells give bet-
ter: results than high bursting shrapnel.

“Althongh we gave the prisoners the
liest seats around the camp fires, many
of the poor wounded had to:lie out on
the 'bare hillsides, where ‘they. spent a
terrible - night, crying : ‘For God’s sake
give us water; out here are British' and
Boers; get us a doctor” One man
fired round after round from his rifle to
attraet attention to his whereabouts, for
the battle-field covered miles.

Fired on Ambulance Men.

The Daily News says: “The approach-
ing fali of darkness was a great factor
in the last phases of the: fight, ‘making
the capture' of tlie position at once ab-
solutely imperative. .By ‘this time  the
crack of rifles and rattlé of Maxims had
become absolutely furious. . Our men
understood the necessity well enough.

**Nothing- -loth, they . exposed - them-
selves gallently in their resolution to
drive .the Boers from their last stand,
officers sergeants and men fell .in. the
lines, ‘but nothing checked the fierce on-
set. - Conspicuous among the - Gordon
Highlanders and in the fighting line
throughout was = T.ord Ava, attached
specially to the Brigadier's staff.

“The final rush was a sight to see.
With levelled bayonets; cheering as they
went} our men:sprang over the boulders
that ‘were strewn at their feet.

“The Boers, recoiling, fired wildly and
then dashed down the rugged ’‘slope to

escape the anmihilation threatening them. '

Some; desperately determined on killing,
returted ‘hewever to the nek in rear of
Which' the Highlanders had crouched be-
hind somwe boulders. These men fired
on the ambulance men at work among
the wounded, I and others there can
certify from our ewn experience to this
dastardly act.”

Officers Picked Off.

Mr. G. W. Steevens, writing to the
Daily Mail from IL.adysmith, says:

“The battle was. a brilliant; complete
success. The Boers numbered from 10,-
000 to 12,000. The fight itself was like
a practical illustration of hand-book
tactics, each arm represented doing its
proper work to perfection.

“The Gordon Highlanders in their at-
tack advanced in magnificent order.
They were immediately saluted with a
heavy fire, which told from the
Their Major fell with a bullet in his leg,
but as he lay where he fell he lit a
pipe and smoked placidly, while the ad-
vance continued.

“Man after man dropped; supports
were rushed into the firing line, our men
darting from cover ‘to cover, sprendidly
and ever advancing.

Ridge After Ridge Was Won.

“The Highlanders still found a new
ridgesconfronting them, and thus they
fought their bleeding way until the final
ridge was neared, with nearly every offi-
cer down. Then, slamming every avail-
able mar into the firing line, the Man-
chesters, Devonshires and Light Horse,
all mixed, with bugles chanting the ad-
vance, bagpipes shrieking and the battle-
field a confused surge, our men swept
yelling fiercely forward, and the posi-
tion was won. .

“Meanwhile squadrons of Lancers and
Dragoons lapped around the Boer left,
flanking and ‘eatching the enemy as they
retired in disorder, goring them to pieces,
and the commando wa$s not.”

Mourning at Pretoria.

London, Oct. 23.~—According to a pri-
vate dispatch from Ladysmith, a mes-
senger who has just arrived from Pre-
toria says the women there are weeping
and wailing on the market place. Three
trains have been dispatched from
Klerksdorp to fetech the wounded from
Mateking. It . is- estimated that rthere
are 700 killed and wounded, and it is
stated at Pretoria -that the Britjsh cas-
ualties are only 18.

Yule Joins White.

The Daily Mail's Capetown correspon-
dent telegraphed at 9.45 p.m. yesterday
as follows:

‘Gen. Yule has performed a brilliant
strategetical movement. By a sweeping
march to the sowth, Ileaving Glencoe
empty, he has effected a junction of his
forces with ‘these of Sir Geo. Stewart
White, slightly north of Ladysmith, The
two are now in @ position to offer battle.

“I believe the first attack will be
made on -the large Free State force
which entered Natal by way of Tintwa
pass and has sipce been harassing Lady-
smith. <

“The military authorities decided that
by joining their forces, the two generals
would be 'better, able to eope with ‘one
large force#sit a time -than having twod
small detachments to oppose simuitane-
ously.

“Accordingly after defeating the Free
State troops ‘they will offer battle to
Commandant General Joubert.

i “Only forty miles now separate the
two Boer forces, hence the need for
swift and telling action. .

“The two sections of the Boer army
together outnumber the entire British
by three to one. Hard fighting is cer-
tain at a very early date. Our men are
cenfident and there is much -enthusiasm.

“The fighting to-day outside Lady-
smith was a 'mere brush. The losses on
either side were insignificant., Tt was
merely an artillery dudl. in whieh the
Boers came off decidedly the worse.”

Boers in Strong Positions,

The dispatch to the war office seems
to realize the worst fears. Gen., Yule
has abandoned not only Dundee but
Glencoe also, and so far as present news
would indicate he has neither
General ‘White nor reached Ladysmith.

Wounded Boers.

Capetown, Oct.  24.—According to a
telegram from Delagoa Bay a man who
bas- just arrived there from Johannes-
burg asserts that the Transvaal govern-
ment has appropriated 850 beds in pri-
vate houses in Johannesburg for wound-
ed troops from-the front. The Boer or-
gans, according to this information, are
doing everything to minimize the Boer
losses, and all sorts of mis-statements
and misrepreséntations are employed.

The Basutos.

London, Oct. 24.—A eable dispatch to
the. celonial office ‘from the British ‘high
commissioner ‘in Seouth Africa,” Sir' Al-
fred Milner, communicates a significant
dispatch from Sir Godfrey Lagden, Brit-
ish resident commissioner in Basutoland.
calling attention to the recklessness of
the Basutos, whom he said he had been
trying to calm, The resident commis-
sioner-adds:

“Qur policy, however, has been made
difficult by the blustering of the Boers.
who have frequently ‘threatened to at-
tack-Masuru and. other stations. These
threats, combined with intriguing, have
contributed to.eause.execitement among
the natives., I ‘wish to’place on record
that the Boers have unwisely attempted
to shake the allegiance of the Basutos
and frustrate our efforts towards tran-
quility. - The Boers, therefore, are re-
sponsible for any commotion and for the
alarm regarding native invasions which
now prevails.”

Capetown, Oct. 24, —Adyices from
Mastra, Basutoland say: “A native late-
ly visited a laager of F'ree State troops
just opposite Masceru. The Boer com-
mandant questioned him régarding the
feeling of thedifferent Basuto chiefs,
principally the paramount chief, Leor-
thordi, and in order to draw the com-
mandant, the native replied that the
chiefs sided with the Boers. Therenp-
on the commandant said the two repub-
lics wished to kill the British and to
take over and govern the Basutos, re-
storing to the latter that part of the
country which ‘the Free State formerly
took from them. As for the Britishers,
those whom they failed to kil they
would drive into the sea. The commahd-
ant wished a decision on the part of
Leorthodi and the other chiefs as soon
as possible, whether they would fight the
Boers or the British, because his con-
tingent was anxious to help the Boers
elsewhere. He acknowledged his men
were afraid of the Bdsutos.”

Enthesigbay at Capetown.  °

Capetown, Oct. 3.—It is difficult to
gauge exactly the amount of feeling
excited by the Dutch by the recent Brit-
ish wvictories. Their behaviour on the
whole is excellent. Britishers receive
the news of each success in Natal and
of the grand stand at Mafeking with
the. wildest enthusiasm but the Dutch
are silent. Now and then a few whe
are more violent than the rest express
their sorrow openly, but the general
feeling is perhaps one of relief at the
thought that the British success will not
compel them to face the possibility of
giving active support to the enemy.

Annexation.

London, Oct. 24.—President Steyn of
the Orange Free State has, according to
a telegram received at the colonial office,
issued a proclamation annexing that part
of Cape Colony which is north of Vaal
river.

Brings Death

A Terrific Storm Carries Desola-
tion and Disaster Along
Japan’s Coast.

JTrain Swept From a Bridge--
Tidal Waves Sweep the
Land.

News was brought by steamer Riojunr
Maru from the Orient of the ravages of
a most terrific typhoon, said to have been
the worst ever felt at Tokio and Yoko-
hama, which visited those cities and the
Japan coast on Saturday, October Tth
and the day following. One of the dis-
astrous consequences was '‘a shocking
railway accident, which occurred on the
river Hokigawa on the Japan Railway
Company’s line,

Jast as the. storm was developing its
great force a train happened to be cross-
ing the iron bridge over the Hoki-gawa.
This bridge, which is situated between
the stations of Yaita and Nozaki, has a
length of 1,044 feet, and the riyer,
though’ of small dimensions “wunder or-
dinary circumstances, had heen ‘consider-
ably swollen by the rains. The train,
with its exposed position on the bridge,
could not resist the pressure ‘of the
wind. The Ilocomotive, owing to its
great weight, crossed safely, ‘but all the
carriages were tumbled into ‘#tlie ‘bed of
the stream, their coupling “With the lo-
comotive being severed. The loss of life ,
is estimated at between 30 and 40 and
23 were, severely -wounded. Fourteen
corpses have been  taken ‘frém’ the
wreckage of the ‘train in the SH4VEE

On the Tokiado line there was a tidal
wave, flooding the whole “district, and
in the Tago-no-ura region a ¢ast wall of
water, 25 feet high, swept up over the
land, carrying death and desttuction im
its path. b

It Jevastated the following' districts:

THREE FAMOUS MEN.

; TR

Bt 'is not often that the telegraph
wires pour forth so much melancholy
news- as reached the Times office to-
éay, recording the death of three men
who: had achieved world-wide celebrity
in very different lines of life.

All €anadians would be shocked to
learn. of the death of the Hon. Peter
Mitchell, who for so many years has
played so prominent a part in the pub-
iic affairs of the Dominion. In many
respects he was a unique figure amongst
the leading men of the Dominion, and
he will pass into 'history as one who
{elt that he had a great purpose to ful-
fil in life, who did not spare himself
to accomplish it, and who had the satis-
faction of seeing it accomplished. Mr.
Mitchell was one of the most active of
the “Fathers of Confederation.” From
an early age his gifts were placed at the
service of the ecountry, and honors came
upon him in quick succession. Three
times he was appointed as delegate from
Canada to  Britain during the long
struggle to- obtain the construction of
the Intercolonial railway from Halifax
to Quebec, and the confederation of the
provinces. Both as a speaker and a
writer he bent his great energies and
talents to the furtherance of the idea,
and his reward came when on- the or-
ganization of the Dominion parliament
on Juiy 1st, 1867, he was called into
the cabinet as Minister of Marine and
I"isheries, which post he held until the
defeat of the Macdonald administration
in 1873. Few:' of Mr. Mitchell’s party
have won from their political opponents
a more genuine appreciation for excel-
lent qualities of heart and mind.

Mitchell took an aetive part, his practi-
cal, well-balanced mind being fertile in
suggestions, and of great service in thé
very important negotiations with which
the delegates were charged by their re-
spective governments.

Mr. Andenson attended the Fall Fairs
at Salmon Arm, Kamigops and other
places, the Dominion minister of agricul-
ture, Hon. Signey Fisher, accompanying
him.

City Council Wish to Meet the
Port Angeles Ferry
Promoters. :

Cumpany Wish to Withdraw Their
Offer--Aldermen Modify
Conditions.

Major Williams’s “lover Point
Range Plan Agreed to -An
Appointment.

The feature of last night's meeting of
the city council was the decision to in-
vite the promoters of the Port Angeles
ferry scheme to a conference for the
purprose 0f arranging some terms of mu-
tual satisfaction, or at least of arriving
at a joint understanding, This ensued
mpon the receipt of a letter from Presi-
dent Cushing, of the Port Angeles Rast-
ern Railroad Company, informing the
couneil that the company could mot ac-
«cept the proposals contamed in the by-law
as so far amended.

Mr. Cush.mg’s'letter is printed ip fudl
in another column, .and it made a deep
impression on some of the eldermen, who
expressdd ‘the opinion after the meeting
was over that the letter contained more
argaments than had yet been advanced.

Mr. R. H. Sperling recdivad the ap-
pomtment of electric wiring inspector
under the newly adooted by-law.

All the aldarman had arrived at 8:15
when the mayor called upon the clerk
for the minutes of the previous meeting;
City Solicitor C. Dubois Mason and his
partner, J. M. Bradburn, being also in
attendance.

The minutes duly read and adopted
on motion of Ald. Stewart and Hum-
phrey, the council proceeded to the first
order of business, communications, the
firgt letter coming from Mr. H. M.
Grahame, agent for the Douglas estate,
who called the council’s attention to the

Condition of Cook Street

from Fairfield road to Dallas road. Mr.
Grahame pointed out that the property
of the Douglas estate in that locality is
assessed at $60,000, and the annmual tax-
es are $1,120. The writer thought some
portion, at least, of the revenue obtained
from the property should be e\:pended
on the street.

Ald. Humphrey thought it had been
decided 1o repair a portion of the street
already, and it would not cost much
more to repair it all. ‘He moved to re-
fer the letter to the eity engineer for re-
port and the motion carried.

They also expressed the opinion ‘that the
amount now. exvended hy the provincial
‘gd>7ernment in the education of our deaf
mutes in schools in other provinces would
be quite enongh to support a ‘school in

.which all the deaf mutes in British Co-
fumbia could be educated. The trustees
recomended . the counecil-to urge this on
the government.

Ald, Stewart moved that $100 be grant-

ed  for the support of Miss Merritt’s
school, but the mayor thought the let-
ter should go to the finance committee.

and Ald. Macgregor seconding, the mo-

Victoria, Oct. 23, 1899,

To His Worship the Mayor and Board of |

Aldermen of the City of Vietoria:

Gentlemen:—I take this opportunity of
informing you that the by-law now pend-
ing before you In relation to the Vietoria
aud Port Angeles ferry. as awmended and
dltered by you, cannot be accepted by us,
and that ferther aetion by vou in relation
to the same would be useless. ss far as
we are concerned. We feel, however, that
a proper respect for vour honorable body
‘anud for those good citizens of your city
who have unselfishly borne the burden of
advocating and, representing the proposi-
tion demunds from us at least a brief

" statement of the reasons and causes which
at this time impel us to take the stand
we do.

Some time ago it was deemed sdvisable
by certain of your citizens and ratepayer
to communicate with us as to the probabil-
ity of procuring a car ferry and steamer
connection between this city and the city
of Port Angeles to connest with the Port
Angeles Eastern Raiflroad This led to
a definite proposition by us to build and
equlp such vessels and make one trip daily
between tlese cities, gunaranteeing a trans.
continental connection via Port Angeles
and Olympia, for a sabsidy of £17,500 per
year for a period of 20 years.

A public meeting was called by your
citizens to discuss the proposition. with
the result that it was unanimously endors-
ed. A petition was duly signed by more
than 10 per cent. of the ratepayers praying
your honorable ‘body to introduce a by-
law embodying the propcsition so endors- d.
And In accordance with the prayer of the
pefition such a by-law was introduced,
And at the present time it, or rather its
mutilated remains. is in the hands of the
committee, so altered and amended as not
to be recognized .as the propositicn” we
n-ade, or as the by-law petitioned for by
the ratepayers.

We would be only too willing to make
three trips daily if the business
would warrant it, but we cannot be bound
to do so, without regard to the demands
We made no such proposi-
tion; the ratepayers petitioned for no such
by-law, and we are compelled to reject it.

The next amendment is that the steel
steamer and the car ferry shall be built
in Vietoria. - We feel that the gentlemen
who supported this amendment have not
fully considered the sweeping effect of its
provisions. Itglacks all the elements of a
business proposition. The by-law provides
that the steamers shall be built and run-
ning within one year from-a ocertain date
of -this year. It alsc provides that a fail-
ure on our part to have the steamers run-
ring by that time shall work:a forfelture
The amendment. 'imits us
to the shlpbullders and foundries of Vie-
toria.

Assunfing that the shipyards and foun-
dries of this city are equipped to build
such vessels,. what ls. the result of this
amendment? We are simply at the mercy
of the shipbuilders; they ecan charge us
what they please; they have, under this
amendment, an iron-‘lad monapolv. To
earn this subsidy we have within a limited
time to provide and have running two
steamers—one a car ferry and the other a
stoel steamer of a high rate of speed, and
both to be built in this ecity.

What is to hinder- these shipbuilders
from -demanding from. us, and. enfercing
their‘demand, whatever price’ they please?
Absolutely nothing. Again, it Is usual to
demand from the shipbuilders a hond for
the faithful performance of the contract
aecording to the plnm and specifications
within the time provided. Could we make

any such demand from the shipbu’lders of

Victoria? They would simiply laugh at us,
and point to your amendment and tell us

.that we had‘to-give them the contract

without any bond; in other wvords. they
could charge us what they please, and
give us-any old thing for a vessel, and we
have to submit.

Gentlemen, . it §s not in accordance .with
our business methods, and with all defer-
ence.to the opinions of the mover and sup-
porters of this amendment, we beg leave
to doubt that it is not in accordance with
any known business methnds. We there-
fore respectfully decline the ameundment
and reject the hy-law as so altered.

In conclusion, it is a matter of sincere
regret to us that we are compelled through
your actions to take this step. We believe
—mistakenly, it may he—that the people of
thig eity desire this connection. We also
desired to cultivate closer relations with
you, believing that it would be mutually
beneficial. We belleve that your citizens,
if given the opportunity, would have so
expressed themselves.

fn any _event, the matter wonld have
been decided. You have come to a Aiffer-
ent conclusion, and it is not for us to say
nay. We feel that the majority of, you
gentlemen are opposed to this by-law: that
the amendments S5 far carried hy you are
utterly destructive of our preposition; that
we are in the position of guests who are
in danger of outstaying-their welcome. We
therefore, while it js rime, withdraw,
thanking yvou one and all for the time and
attention you have devoted to this matter.
