The RECORDER has no political axe to
grind, no personsl interests to serve, and
is actuated by mo selfish motives in regard
to théquestion now before the people of
this otty of the taking over the plant of
the Halifsx Tramway Company Lo run as
a Municipsl venture, In keeping with its
traditions of a century, this journal is
ever on the side of the people, pro bono
publfgo being its motto alwsys. In dis-
cussing the present situation, there, is no
néed for heat, loud talk or fanaticism of

any sort whatsoever. The individual who'

thus “deports himself is “not interested
from *public motives purely, but unques-
tionakily has selfish interests to serve; cer:
tninli‘the public wiil believe this to be so.
Néfther heat nor<noise is ¥equired, but
maore light is greatly needed. Name-
calfing is not argumest and reiterated
howling is not impressive, but disgust-
ing and antagonizing. From a Halifax
standpointit is purely a question of the
Inﬁrests of the people of this city. We
aré not interested in the question of the
personality of the stockholders and mana-
gess of the company.

CAUSES OF BALDNESS:

French Authority Blames It on Heavy
Hats and Improper Diet.

Dr. Guelpa of Paris has made some
interesting studies pertaining to. the
scalp and the hair which have led
him to conclude that men are more
frequently bald than women for three
reasons. First of all, they wear hard,
heavy hats; secondly, they cut their
hair too short both in summer and
winter, and in the third place men
usually are greater eaters than wo-
men.

Dr. Guelpa points out that the scalp
can actually be compared to soil, says
The London Evening Standard, the
hair to the vegetation springing from
that soil. When the soil is poor and
improperly looked after microbacilli
attack it and kill off its vegetation.
Similarly, if the scalp is not properly
cared for the hair stops sprouting.

Each bair consists of a canal, the
root or matrix and the sebum, an oily
substance which supplies the hair
with nourishment. nder . normal
conditions the sebum is a liguid oil.
In illmess or if irritated or unduly
subjected to pressure the sebum
thickens, coagulates and forms hard
little globules which choke up the
matrix. The hair is shut off from its
source of supply and withers.

It will readily be seen that a heavy
and hard hat is bound to exert a de-
ldaerwuz‘ pressure. Clipping the hair
or wearing it very short leaves the
hair at the mercy of Mmozheric
