England’s Policy in Bgypt

Mr. Gladstone, in his speech at the
Mansion House, on the 6th of August,
in referring to the stand which England
had taken in Egypt, said, among other
things :

‘“The great question of the military
expedition to Egypt, which has been
touched by two Ministers of the Crown
in their speeches of to-night, is indeed
a matter of deep interest to usand to
the world at large, and one npon which
it is of vital importance that the posi-
tion of this country should not be mis-
understood. My Lord Mayor, it is true
we have gone to Egypt with the forces
of this country, in prosecution of the
great interests of the Kmpire, which it
is our duty to cherish and defend.
(Cheers.)  Unless those interests had
existed it would not have been possible
for us to find any justification for the
intervention- we have on hand. But,
my lord, let it be well known and pro-
claimed from this spot, which affords a
channel of communication to the civil-
ized world, not inferiur to the Senate
itself—let it be well known and under-
stood that those interests, though they
be ours, are not ours alone, but they
are interests common to us with every
State in Europe, nay, with the whole
civilized world. (Cheers.) Egypt has
now become a great gate between the
Eastern and the Western hemispheres.
The commerce of the world depends
upon the passage through that gate
more than upon any other single point
that can be marked upon the surface of
the globe. It is essential for the indus-
try and enterprise of mankind that
that gate should be open, and in order
that it may be open it is not less essen-
tial that the country in which it is set
should be a couniry under peaceful,and
orderly, and legal government. Though
the burden and honor of the work may
devolve upon ourselves alone, it 1s ab-
solutely essential for every country in
Ewope to see it performed ; and the
performance of that work cannot but
redoynd, if it be associated with high
and disinterested motives, to the honor
of those upon whom that burden may
rest.”

The Medical Student’s Colony.

The College of Physiciaus and Surgeons,
the Bellevue Hospital College, and the
University College contribute over fifteen
hundred students to the city’s population,
who come, as we have stated, from every
part of the world—even from SouthAus-
tralia and India—and who have represen-
tatives among them of every political bias
and social condition. The native Ameri-
cans include a large proportion of the
sons of poor farmers and artisans of the
Southern and Western States, who,
bringing with them little or no margin to
the minimum of fees, sacrifice personal
comfort, like young Spartans, to their
ambition. In the neighborhood of the
colleges there are many shabby lodging-
houses which provide shelter and food for
four dollars a week; and subsisting upon
rations of a class at which a well-to.do
laborer would complain, the young doctor
pursues his studies by the light of a kero-
sine lamp in the attic gloom of these
caravansaries,

The coldest winter finds some of the
students trudging to lectures and demou.
strations through snow and slush, without
overcoats, and with shoes worn down to
a papery condition of tenuity. But mixed
with these plebeians are other young men
of fortune and fashion, who dress exqui-
sitely, belong to the clubs, and smoke, if
a cigar, a choice Havana, or, if it is a pipe,
an elaborate meerschaum, filled with
aromatic perique and Turkish. No fac-
tions inspired by envious ill-will are bred
by these contrasts, however.

The presence of medical students is
not considered a desirable element in many
large cities. They are apt to be lawless,
exuberant, and addicted to nocturnal dis-
orders. Mr. Robert Sawyer and Mr.
Benjamin Allen are not the most #atisfac-
tory guests to landladies, nor the least
troublesome neighbors to persons of quiet
and early habits.

What with lectures, cliniques, and reci-
tations, besides practice in the laboratory
and dissecting-room, the industrious stu-
dent who means to be successful has little
time for recreation except in the brief
intervals between the retirement of one
professor and the entrance of another, and
the only period when he can conscienti-
ously rest is Sunday. The first lecture
begins at nine o’clock in the morning, and

S
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the last is not concluded until five in the
afternoon. At all hours until nine or ten
;at night students may be seen singly or
in twos and threes entering or leaving the
colleges, where the intricate secrets of
physiology, ‘the tissues, arteries, and
nerves are revealed in the sickening at-
mosphere and amid the ghastly surround-
ings of the dissecting-room. But the at-
mosphere, though overpowering to a
stranger at his initiation, is not perceptibl
offensive to those jdccustomed to it, and
the * subjects,”{nstead of being repulsive
to the embryo surgeons, possess an absorb-
ing interest, and all the beauty of a per-
fect mechanism. There is no dearth of
‘“subjects” in New York, where hundreds
die unrecognized in the wards of the
charity hospitals, aud many are picked n
in the.rivers with no voice or record to
tell how they came to their end.—W. H,
RivEING, in Harper's Magazine for Octo-
ber.

the rebels was very wild. It came from
both infantry and artillery and passed
over our heads, they being disconcerted
by the sudden attack. With daylight
the enemy’s fire improved and “ecame
like a hailstorm. Many men fell, but not
for a second did our advance stop. Our
covering parties lay downand fired, while
those in front pressed on. General Gra-
ham’s brigade worked with gallantry.
Nothing could surpass their cheer, which
resembled a wild yell, and could be heard
above the din of musketry as they charged
up the steep slopes of the trenches. The
Egyptians were terror-stricken. Many of
them hid in the corners of the works,
while others fled at their utmost speed,
throwing everything from them. Our
work, however, was not yet ended. A
large inner redoubt on Arabi’s left, well-
manned and armed, still remained intact,
but the British troops were not to be
daunted ; with another brilliant rush they
were among the enemy, bayonetting the
gunners at their guns and capturing the
heavy artillery. Thus we captured the
key of the position. In 15 minutes from
the first rush we were its masters. The
rattle of the enemy’s musketry died away
while our men forsook the bayonet and
picked off any rebels who still showed
fight in their retreat. On the South the
enemy stood a few minutes longer, per-
haps a quarter of an hour, but the appear-
ance of our cavalry on their right flank
soon quickened their movements. In a
few minutes one rushing stream of fugi-
tives was making from-Zagazig, flying out
of their entrenchments. A little later
General McPherson’s Indian brigade burst
upon the flying foe from the South
and the rout was complete. The artillery
coming up at a gallop unlimbered and sent
their shot and shell after the rebels, add-
ing to the confusion. The cavalry had
got right round the enemy’s flanks before
the fight began. My previous estimate of
the number of rebels captured was under
rather than over the mark. The Egyptian
losses and the number of guns captured
are also greater than at first mentioned.
It is believed that the bulk of the rebel
force will be captured and that a death
blow has been given to Arabi. All the
work was done by our troops in the first
line of attack. The principal fortifications
had been carried by the time the Guard,
_and the Fourth Brigade came up. Gen.
Wolseley reports that among the officers
of the Black Watch regiment, Lieut. Mac-
neill was killed, and Capt. Cumberland
and Capt. Fox were wounded. Gen.
Allison’s aide-de-camp, Capt. Hutton was

forts. The enemy’s troops from Mehallet,
Aboukir and Kafr-el-Dwar will parade at
the front here, those from Mehallet on
Sunday, when they will surrender arms,
be stripped of their military -dress and
disbanded.

The Egyptian guns at- Kafr-el-Dwar
were cleverly concealed. Four were as
large if not larger than the British guns.
The garrison consisted of Arabi’s best
troops, the Tel-el-Kebir lot being recruits
of not more than twenty days’ service.

After the arrival of the Khedive at
Cairo, a regularly constituted court will
be established for the public trial of the
rebel chiefs, who will be allowed to engage
counsel. An Egyptian doctor states that
when Arabi was making off to Zagazig, he
was fired at by one of his own officers.

Alexandria, Sept. 15.—Arabi Pasha was
taken hefore the Khedive to-day. He
‘Presented a picture of grovelling servility.
He swore he was not aware that he was
fighting against the Khedive. The
Khedive remained standing while Arabi
was in his presence. When Arabi had
concluded the Khedive ordered his re-
moval.

Between Ismailia and Zagazig the maize
and cotton crops are in splendid condition.
The fellahs have been working quietly.

Telegrams from the Governor of Benha-
el-Assal to the Governor of Zagazig, order-
ing him to cut he canal and flood the
country, have been intercepted.

Roubi Pasha says Arabi was in bed
when the attack on Tel-el-Kebir com-
menced, and was panic-stricken at its
suddenness. Abeyd Pasha was killed in
the battle.

General Wood, with the Ramleh troops,
will take possession of Kafr.el-Dwar on
Sunday. The Italian naval lieutenant
who, it is supposed, joined Arabi, has
been discovered in hospital at Kafr.el-
Dwar, suffering from the effects of ill-
Arab officers declare that the
British Artillery caused them little or no
loss.

Alexandria, Sept. 15.—Mahmoud Bar-
oudi and Suleiman Sami, who commanded
a battalion which took a leading part in
the burning of Alexandria, have fled to
Upper Egypt.

London, Sept. 15.—A Constantinople
correspondent denies that the Sultan tele-
grophed cougratulations to Gen. Wolscley
or requested him to stop the advance of
the British into the interior.

Alexandria, Sept. 17.—The surrender
of Abcukir is fixed for to-day.

The report of the surrender of Damietta
is unconfirmed.

Bedouins left Kafr-el.-Dwar two hours
before the arrival of British troops, taking
arms and ammunbition with them.

Alexandria, Sept. 18.—The following
decree, proposed at the Council of Minis-
ters, on Sunday, has been signed by the
Khedive.

Artlcle 1. The Egyptian army is dis-
solved.

Article 2. Officers guilty of rebellion
will be prosecuted and punished according
to military law.

Riaz Pasha, Minister of the Interior,
states that as the restoration of order will
be impossible unless capital punishment is
awarded to the leaders of the revolt, he
shall abandon the country if any milder
sentence is passed against them.

The total surrender here consists of
6,000 men, 70 horses, 15,000 Remington
Rifles and 50 field guns.

London, Sept. 18.—The T'imes Cairo
correspondent says: The British troops
are everywhere well received even in the
native quarter. Numbers of Egyptian
levies are still leaving for their homes,
in many cases taking with them their
Remington rifles.

The Times Alexandria correspondent
says : [talian naval Lieut. Paolucci, who
was placed under arrest on Saturday
by Gen. Wood, states that he joined
Arabi in a moment of folly, but.that he

Alexandria, Sept. 19.—A troop of In-
dian Cavalry will leave Cairo to-day to
escort the Khedive from Alexandria to
Cairo on Thursday.

Abdellah Pacha telegraphed to-day
stating he never intended to disobey the
orders of the Khedive, and intimating his
readiness to surrender. Hesays he awaits
the Khedive’s orders.

Iron clads ‘¢ Minotaur,” ¢‘Sultan,”
“TInconstant” and ‘“Achilles” and gun-
boats ‘Falcon” and ‘‘Condor,” sailed
eastward this morning and are now
anchored off Aboukir forts. They will be
occupied by sailors and marines.

Altogether 2300 men from various ports
have made submission at Kafr El Dwar.

Telegraphic censorship has been abol-
ished.

London, Sept. 19.—The T'imes despatch
from Cairo says Abdellah Pasha “has sur-
rendered.

Alexandria, Sept. 19. —From 10 o’clock
on Monday morning until. late in the
afternoon, infantry, cavalry and artillery
poured in from Aboukir and surrendered
their arms. There are many more to
come.

Robbery at Campheliton.

A Campbellton despatch of 15th says.—
This morning about ome o’clock the Post
Office was entered by some party or par-
ties unknown, and the safe blown open.

“The office is kept by Mr. A. McKendrick,

and adjoins a store owned by the same
gentleman. The burglars are supposed to
have effected their entrance through a
rear door, which was found open this
morning, and drilled a hole down through
the top of the safe, blowing the door off
with dynamite. Besides rifling the con-
tents, consisting of from two hundred and
fifty to three hundred dollars, 3 number
of registered letters and postage stamps,to
the value of about one hundred dollars,
they destroyed clothing to the extent of
about fifty dollars, using it to wrap round
the safe to deaden the noise of explosion,
and also a quantity of glassware, etc., to
the extent of twentydollars thsglass being
knocked from its shelf by the shock. A
number of parties, residing in the vicinity
of the robbed office heard the explosion
daring the night, but at the time did'nt
give it any further thought. A suspicion
rests on two men who have been in the
vicinity for some days, but no definite
clue has yet been found. The same men,
it is stated, also went to a blacksmith in
town about 5 p. m. of the day preceding
the robbery, and had a;drill, such as is
used by machinists for deep boring,length-
ened out two or three inches. There is
good reason for supposing that they are
the guilty parties.

It is believed that the burglars employ-
ed two mights in drilling the hole in the
safe. It was bored in the top near the
centre and the explosive agent—eit]
powder or dynamite—was infroduced
through it, and a fuse being inserted, the
magazine was completed. Ready-made
clothing was spread on the floor and about
the safe to deaden the sound when the ex-
plosion took place. The force blew
the door off and turned the safe com-
pletely upside down.

On Saturday night last, the men who
are supposed to have perpetated the rob-
bery were on the Express train coming
south. They had boarded the train at
Bathurst and were found by Conductor
Olive stealing a ride—one sitting on the
buffer of the baggage car, and the other
holding on by the lamp bracket of the
tender. He was quite convinced they
were the men who committed the crime,
as they answered the description given
of them by persons who had seen them in
Campbellton. Olive caused the train to
be rus at a fast rate to prevent the men
from jumping off and he then went out
and induced them to enter the car, inform-
ing them that they were breaking the
rules by riding outside. They admitted
they were stealing a ride and said their
reason for remaining outside was because
they had run away from a ship in Bathurst.
The rain was falling in torrents, and had
thoroughly drenched the fugitives. A
more dejected looking pair Mr. Olive says
he never saw. They were respectably
dressed, but their every appearance told
of the sufferings they endured by exposure
to thestorm. When they were brought
into the car they were subjected to such

premises as a site for the proposed new

a1

tions by some of the passengers as,

no doubt, convinced them that they
were under suspicion, so while Conductor
Olive was advising with Superintendent
Price—who happened to be on the train—
they went out on the platform of the car.
Mr. Price and the conductor followed,
and had no sooner passed out the door
than both the rascals jumped off. The
train was ruuning 30 miles an hour at the
time, but was stopped as soon as possible
and backed up to the spot where the men
had alighted, but though the ground indi-
cated where they had struck they had
made good their escape. There was a
large scar on the face of one ; a noticeable
feature of the other was his moustache
and chin whisker, which were irregularly
clipped off to effect a disguise. It is sup-
posed that the scar was a false one.

Objectionable Canvassers.

A certain character is in the habit of
fixing dates by *‘the time when I was at
Grand Lodge in Moncton.” The Times
of that town says,—

employers and °‘their sisters and their
cousins and their aunts,” who, they assure
you, when multiplied by eight, represent
a good many people. Business men gen-
erally understand where-their advertise-
ments can be placed to the best advantage,

| hence their liberal patronage of the Ap.

VANCE, which has never yet sent out an
agent to seek for advertisements, or found
it necessary to adopt the ‘‘me too” can-
vass of the other local papers.

The Local Government.

Every hour seems to darken the pros-
pects of the Local Government. The
reason is plain. It does not stand well
with the country. The people do not be-
lieve in Mr. Hanington’s leadership, nor
are they satisfied with Mr. McLeod as
Attorney General. The acceptance by
Mr. Morton of the Solicitor-Generalship
is contrary to their expectations of that
gentleman, and in disregard of the general
feeling that that office should not be filled.
That the case of the Government party is
becoming desparate is evident from the
fact that they have abandoned argument
and fallen back upon foul names, The
opposition have ‘‘proved themselves the
Thugs of politics,” who want the Govern-
ment by ‘ foul means,” who ‘‘lack com-
mon decency,” etc.. ete. Now, why all
this perturbation? Does it not mean a
quaking of the dry bones? Why have the
Government brought on the Kent election
in the way they have, s0 as to get it inside |
the date fixed for the trial of the petition?
Is there not there a lack of ‘ common
decency :” Why have they made such a
tremendous effort to get rid of the Theri-
ault petition against Mr. Lynot, going to
the length it is said, of offering Mr.
Theriault,—if he would withdraw—a seat
in the Legislative Council, and the pay-
mient of a sum of money sufficient to cover
all his expenses. Do not these look like
the acts of men who feel that desperate
measures are needed ? What is the mean-
ing of these late aggorts that this recon-
structed Government will need further re.
construction, and that Mr. Fraser is to be
given a seat in the Legislative Council for
the purpose? Haid names and strong
langnage and abuse of opponents will not
save a government that has lost the
respect and confidence of the country.—
Globe.

A Log Case.

A case which came before the Portland
Police Court this morning settled an im-
portant point in reference to the liability
of persons who may pick up or comeg in
possession of drift logs bearing the marks
of other concerns. The action was brought
by Guy, Bevan & Co. against Warner &
Purves for having in the pond at their
mill, Btrait Shore, a quantity of stray logs
belonging to the complainants. The facts
as brought out in Court were as follows :
A man named Logan picked up aquantity
of drifted logs and took them to the de,
fendants’ mill. Mr. Purves received the
logs and paid Logan the pick up charges.
On subsequent examination of the logs
it was found that they belonged toGuy,
Bevan & Co., 8o they were put aside in the
pond, and the men were ordered not to
saw them, and it was intended to aquaint
the rightful owners of the fact that the
logs were there.  In the hurry of business,
however, this was not promptly done and
the complainants first learned from other
sources that the logs werein the defend-
ants’ pond. They accordingly applied for
the logs and Capt. Warner said that the
logs had been put aside for them, and as
the pick-up charges had been paid by them
he put in a claim for the amount. Capt.
Bevan declined to pay the claim. Capt.
Warner, (who is an American citizen )was
not aquainted with the law relating to the
matter at the time, but on learning that
he had been in error in retaining the logs,
sent word to the complainants that they
could have the logs, but Capt. Bevan had
entered an action at the Police Court and
the case went to trial, Mr. Jas. Delvin
appearing for the plaintiff and Mr. J. A.
Belyea for the defendant. In Court Capt.
Bevan stated that he was not prompted
by any feeling in the matter in taking
the steps he had, but he merely wished
to establish the ownership of pick up logs
that the case might be a precedent. In
giving judgment Mr. Tapely exonerated
Capt. Warner from any wilful intent in
keeping the logs, as it appeared quite
clear that a mistake had occurred through
his being unacquainted with the law in
reference to pick up logs. Technically,
however, the defendants had been guilty
of a violation of the law, and he therefore
imposed a fine of $25, which was allowed
to stand. St. John Glebe of 14th

England and Egypt.

The local interests of England in Egypt
are very large. She has with it a trade,
the annual amount of which is £20,000,000.
In the Suez Canal she has 95 miles of chan-
nel to protect ; and of the 2,000 steamers,
with a tonnage of 3,500,000 tons, which
use it annually, four-fifths belong to her.
She has £35,000,000 invested in industries
in Egypt ; and she is bound to protect
these who have made their investments
upon the protection of the British Govern-
ment. Besides England’s interest in the
Suez Canal as a commercial and military
highway, she has an interest in 250 miles

of railway between Alexandria and Cairo,
which is largely used by our military and
civil officers travelling between England
and India. Of the great commercial ad-
vantage of the Suez Canal route, especially
to Indian ports, there can be but one opin-
ion. The large saving it effects will be
seen by the following statement of com-
parative distances from London in nauti-
cal miles :—Via Canal, Bombay, 6,330 ;
Madras 7,330 ; Calcutta, 7,950 ; Singapore
8,345 ; via Cape, Bombay, 10,595 ; Mad-
ras, 10,830 ; Calcutta 11,450 ; Singapore,
11,670. The canal route has the further
advantage of frequent ports of call, where
ships’ bunkers can be replenished,—name-
ly, Gibraltar, Malta, Port Said, Aden and
Colombo—which enables steamers of com-
paratively small size and power to convey
cargoes ata minimum cost, By far the
largest and most important article of
export from Egypt is cotton. This crop,
about twenty years ago, was hardly a
third of its present amount. The average
crop is nmow about 230,000,000 pounds
weight,—valued at £9,000,000 sterling, of-
which two-thirds goes to England. /In
the Bolton district alone 5,000,000 of spig+
dles are employed on this staple,and 20,000
hands occupied ; aund if we take 2,000,000
of spindles for other districts, even includ-:
ing Scotland, it may be asserted that fully
25,000 work people, whose earnings
amount to £1 per week each, would be
affected by the stoppage of the supply of
the Egyptian cotton.

General Notes and News.

One of the buttresses of St. Patrick’s
Cathedral, Dublin, fell on 14th, killing fou”
women.: They were completely decapi-
tated.

The wifeof D, A. Radcliffe, banker,
Dunnville,, Ont. died in a dentist’s office
there a few days ago while under the in-
fluence of chloroform administered for the
purpose of having teeth extracted.

Recent letters from Rome report ghe
health of Pope Leo as very good. He
takes his dinner in the afternoon at 6
o’clock, and on feast days celebrates Mass
before large congregations of foreigners, to
whom he gives communion with his own
hands.

The old State House in Boston, Mass.,
has been once more adorned with the lion
and the unicorn, the British emblem
having been placed upon the facade of the
building as a part of the work of restora-
tion. The figures are of wood, painted
lead color.

The Chief Justice of one of the West
India islands, of good name and family,
highly -tonnected at home, and well
known in London circles, has just married
his black cook. The alliance has caused
much surprise in the colony, and some
admiration among the Judge’s friends,
who vaunt his courage, or rather his de-
fiance of the social code.

Among those who were before the
Ottawa Police Court recently for
drunkenness was Miss Ludley, daughter of
a well known barrister of London, Eng.
This young woman was sent to this
country by her friends to see if her ap-
petite for liquor could be overcome. She
is an occomplished, bright, and pretty
blonde. She has gone from bad to worse
since her arrival twelve months ago, and
has just served six months in the Mercer
Reformatory. The Magistrate sent her
back for six months more.

There is considerable excitement among
the Irish residents of Montreal over the
discovery of an alleged shortage of $1,126
in the Irish relief fund colhcted by the
Evening Post newspaper. Over four thou-
sand dollars was collected, but Eagan,
Treasurer of the Land League, says he did
not receive that amount. Fleming late
editor of the Post, now of the Toronto
Globe staff, says he handed over the funds
as collected, to Whelan, proprietor of the
paper. A meeting of subscribers is talked
of. Whelan denies that there is anything
wrong with the funds, and says he can
accounut for every cent received.

—At Colborne, Ont, a few daysago, a
mother spread a piece of bread  with but-
ter and then covered it with Paris green,
intending to poison some annoying cats.
She carelessly left the bread thus prepared
on the kitchen table and went out of the
house on other business. Her child, a
girl of three years found the poisoned
bread and ate it, When the mother
returned and discovered what had oc-
curredduring her absence, she was crazed
with fright and ran for the nearest phy-
sician. Fortunately the little one began to
vomit ‘soon after eating the bread, and
under the care of the doctor is recovering.

The ¢onditions of the lease of the E. &
N. A. Railroad by the Maine Central are
published as follows :—The Maine Central
road tukes the European & North
American as it stands, in perpetuity, in-
cluding all its property, assuming what-
ever floating debts there may be and the
entire accounts since April 1, 1882. It
agrees to pay the annual interest of $60,
000 due the city of Bangor for $1,000,000
advanced to build the road, and in 1894
provide for the maturity of this debt,
now a first mortgage on the road from
Bangor to Winn, 51 miles: and further to
pay annually five per cent, on the stock
of $2,500,000. Provided the road is nct
maintained in its present condition, and
these obligations are not paid, it reverts
to its stockholders.

An English writer states that the range
of amall arms has so greatly increased of
late years that the government in many
instances have found it necessary to
change'the practice grounds. The school
of musketry at Hythe is to be transferred
to other quarters, and a tract of ground
near Dungeness has been selected for this
purpose. At some rifle-butts on Hounslow
Heath near London, used by both regulars
and volunteers, a singular example of the
long range of the Martini-Henry rifle was
given some time ago. A soldier of the
Seventh Foot accidentally discharged his
piece while at a slight elevation. ' The
squad was firing at the 1,000 yard range,
and the errant bullgt passed over the tar.
gets and strack the'front door of a gentle-
man’s house exactly one and one-fourth
miles beyond the butts.

St. John, most properly, proposes to
celebrate, next year, the Centennial of the
Landing of the Fathers of Our Country,
the Loyalists,by an Industrial Exhibition.
The Local Government have agreed to
make the necessary provisions on their
part, and the Dominion Government is ex-
pected to aid the project substantially. —
A mass meeting of the citizens called by
the Mayor was held at the Mechanics In-
stitute, Wednesday evening, 13th, and
speeches were made in furtherance of the
project by Mayor Jones, Judges Palmer
and King, William Elder, M. P. P.,
Messrs. James Harris,John Magee, George
Stewart, Senator Boyd, and others.—
Resolutions were passed and a strong com-
mittee was appointed, composed of leading

and merchants, to put the machinery in
motion for bringing about such an exhibi.
tion of industry and art as the Maritime
Provinces have never yet seen.

CucoMBER PIcKLES.—Select the small-
est cucumbers for pickeling, and when
cutting from the vines leave a little of the
stem upon each cucumber. Pour over
them a boiling hot brine, made of fine salt,
and let them scald in a pan on the stove
until they have turned green. Set away
to cool tightly covered with grape leaves
to keep them a good color. If you have
plenty ot cucumbers to fill a jar, next
morning take them from the brine and
drain on a sieve, plaee in the jar and turn
over them boiling hot pickle made of
strong cider vinegar, in which has been
boiled for ten minutes a tablespoonful of
unground pepper, a dozen cloves, a tea-
spoonful of ginger and one of mustard, a
tablespoonful of allspice and some sticks
of cinnamon [all 1ed up in a muslin cloth, ]
and a teacupful of sugar. Cover tightly
while hot, and in two or three weeks they
will be ready for the table. If you can
gather only a small quantity of cucumbers
each day, keep them in strong brine for a
week, pouring it off every other day,
scalding it and turning it back into the
jar. When ready to pickel, put the
cucumbers into a jar after draining them
and proceed as above.
