large octagon shaped hall under, and is 
lighted from the dome. This hall is 
twçnty-five feet in diameter, and a simi­
lar hall is on the upper story. A low 
round rail protects the spectator from de­
scending too rapidly to the floor below. 
Beyond the octagon on the lower hall is 
the main stairway which leads to the 
“Upper House.”

On the right of the vestibule, after 
entering the main door, you step directly 
into a small cloaking room for tho mem­
bers, on the walls of which are the places 
for their coats, ticketed, hooked and 

*jeady for use. From this room a small 
winding stairway leads into the reporters’ 
gallery. Another door leads into a gen­
tleman’s reception room, and then into 
a ladies’ reception room. From each of 
these “reception” rooms a door leads into 
the large Assembly hall ; and also from 
the “ladies” room is a door|g^ich leads 
out into the private entrance way, leading 
up to the ladies’ gallery, a mode of en­
trance, however, which will not be popu­
lar with the ladies, who will never want 
to go in by the side door if they can get 
in by the main entrance.

The Assembly room is the main room of 
the building. The true entrance to it is 
through the folding doors opening out of 
the octagon hall, which lead into 
ridor that again leads directly to the As­
sembly Room. This room is 55 feet in 
length ; its width is 42 feet, and its height 
is 43 feet, (rising through the two stories) 
and is a little more than twice the size of 
the old room. Its height gives the 
great dignity, although it ft 
severe in its finish. The ceiling is panel­
led, but elaborately ornamented. From 
the centre panels hang two large 54-light 
reflectors of burnishpd brass with pendant 
prisms, making 108 central jets, and 
twelve 2-light side brackets, giving in all 
in this room 132 lights. The reflectors are 
very gay looking, and were personally 
selected by Hon; Mr. Landry, Chief Com­
missioner of Public Works, in New York. 
The finish of the room is of native #ood, 
cherry and ash, the doors, recessed win­
dow frames and trimmings being of the 
former ; the Wainscotting in ash relieved 
with mouldings and outline panels of 
cherry, making a good contrast This is 
the style of finish throughout all the 
rooms. It is very neat and chaste. The 
Speaker’s seat is against the western wall 
of the building on a rather insignificant 
looking dais, and he faces the main en­
trance to the House. The Bar of the 
Commons is the width of the room. The 
members are to be seated on either side

№ Meteoric stones sometimes fall in one 
or ttoo masses, and at other times in 
large number of fragments—thousands 
perhaps- which are scattered over acres 
or even miles of territory, while on 
some occasions the fall takes the form 
of showers of fine dust. The quantity 
of mineral matter thus falling is often 
very considerable. In 1511 a shower 
of many hundred stories occurred in 
Crenia, one of the pieces weighing 260 
pounds and another 120. On the west 
coast of Greenland were found the 
largest unbroken masses on record, 
and the largest specimen, weighing 25 
tons, is now in the Royal Academy of 
Stockholm. A well-founded estimate 
places the number of aerolites which 
reach tho earth annually at 5000 at 
least. It is probable that in early geolo­
gical ages the fall was much greater 
than now. It has continued year after 
year through a vast ідрве of time, 
furnishing good groundsrfor the extend­
ing belief that the earth has derived 
material additions to its substance from 
the accumulation of meteoric matter.

A. Weill finds the decay of teeth to 
be caused by the development of a 
fungus. The acids of the mouth 
promote decay, but cannot give rise to 
it. He concludes further that diseases 
of various parts of the body may be 
clearly traced t j excretions from the 
mouth and teeth.

Cases of diphtheria are reported by a 
medical authority to have resulted from 
damp walls. The walls become wet, 
then mouldy, and clusters of fungi 
soon appeared, when the children sleep* 
ing in the room were attacked by 
diphtheria.

CELEBRATED VICTOR HUGO COLLARS, the sun have been employed by astron­
omers to determine the sun’s distance 
from the earth. Л These transits recur 
at alternate intervals of 8 and 121^ and 
8 and 105J years. The transits of 1761, 
1769 and 1874 wero observed with great 
care from various parts of the world. 
The transit of 1874 especially was a 
matter of great interest and attention, 
as it was hoped that the errors from 
previous observations might be correct­
ed. Observing parties were sent out by 
many countries, and improved means 
of investigation—notably photography 
—were employed. Results have not 
yet been given in full, but as nearly as 
can at present be judged, the distance of 
the sun is about 92,000,000 miles. The 
next transit of Venus will occur Dec Gth 
of the present year, and will bo tho last 
for nearly a century and a quarter. 
The occurrence of this phenomenon will 
form the astronomical event of tho year. 
Already observing expeditions arc being 
organized in various parts of tho world, 
and localities for observing stations are 
being selected. Bad weather interfered 
seriously in 1874, and stations will be 
chosen with special reference tb the prob­
ability of clear weather.

Breathes there a man with soul ao dead 
Who never to himself hath said

This is my own-my native land, 
anti said it was the duty of every man in 
the County to work together for the pro­
motion of all objects having the general 
good in view. Nortbesk was bounded on 
the north by cold, unsympathetic Glou- 
eefter, it had on the south its twin 
brother, Southesk, on the east it had 
Newcastle, aud now it wanted, by aid of 
the proposed bridge to join its sister,
Nelson [applause] and it was to promote 
the construction of the needed link that 
this meeting wras called. He agreed with 
the chairman that whenever railways or 
bridges were wanted on the south side of 
the Province the Government could find* 
money for them. When the company 
who had constructed the old Suspension 
Bridge over the St. John River at the 
Falls wanted to get rid of it, the Govern­
ment soon found the necessary $60,000 
and when the Grand Southern Railway 
running out of St. John demanded So,000 
a mile as subsidy there was no plea of 
poverty raised by the Government, and it 
was just as well for the Government to 
understand that the people of the Mira- 
michi were not to be longer put off but 
now demanded what was due but had 
been long witlield. After referring inci­
dentally to the Miramichi Valley Railway, 
which he said was a question of even 
more importance than that of the bridge, 
he said he thought there was a pretty 
general agreement that the site of the 
proposed bridge should be just bA»w the 
present Railway Bridge. He thought 
there was some justification for this bridge 
not having been built before by the Gov­
ernment, because of pmty and local 
jealousies which had existed and prevent­
ed agreement on the subject amongst the 
members for the County. Now, however» 
the people could, no doubt, show that 
they were unanimous. Derby, which 
was much interested in theValley Railway 
would, he believed,agree that the claims of 
the Bridgeatthe site mentioned were great­
er thyi those of any that could be built 
further up-river, aud that parish would 
join to promote the object of this meeting.
He deprecated the selfishness of th^St.
John Sun, which put forward the plea of 
government poverty just at the present 
ti ne, simply because the Valley Railway 
was not to run to that city. It might do 
the same thing in reference to this bridge, 
because it aid not touch St. John at one 
end or the other. The cost of the pro­
posed bridge would be only $15,000 or 
$20,000 at the furthest. After referring 
to the contributions of Northumberland 
to the Crown Lands revenue, he said the 
lumberers, farmers, and fishermen ou 
both sides of the Miramichi wanted a 
fraction of their money back. They were 
determined to ask for the bridge and 
the Valley Railway as well asother require­
ments. Surely if they asked for all they 
must receive something—at all events, it 
was their duty to ask. In conclusion 
Warden Adams complimented Nelson on 
the appearance and conduct of the meet­
ing and after addressing a few words of 
encouragement to the younger portion of 
the audience said they would yet insist 
on Northumberland receiving better jus­
tice than she had in the past at the hands 
of the Government, aud he was sure that, 
by and by, when he ran for the legislature 
they would all vote for him. (Cheers.)

There were now calls for Councillor 
Burchill, who named several older resi­
dents of the parish than himself who were 
present, and said he would have liked 
to hear from them, but he was on his 
feet he would say a few words on the 
subject before the meeting. He deprecat­
ed references to 'the Valley Railway at 

The the present time, as this meeting was 
called to promote the construction of a 
highway bridge. He admitted the im­
portance of the proposed Railway, but 
said Warden Adams would find the 
Bridge as important to his own interests 
and those of the County at large as tha 1 er 
other undertaking.

The people of Derby had been referred 
to as being much interested in the Valley 
Railway betng built through that parish, 
but he would ask what benefit the road by 
that route would be to the whole district 
south of the Southwest river, if they were 
not to have a highway bridge near the 
Intercolonial by which to reach it ? It 
was, therefore, fair to say to the 
Derby people:—“You must help us in 
this matter and we will help you with the 
railway.” He referred to former presen­
tations of the claims of the bridge upon 
the Government, to the fact that the 
Northwest was already spanned by three 
bridges in a distance of less than thirty 
miles from its mouth, while there was not 
yet a bridge on the Southwest nearer the 
mouth than Blackville. This did not 
speak well for the interest the representa­
tives of the County had felt in the people 
who had elected them, and it xvas now the 
duty of the latter to push their claims 
persistently and earnestly. The local 
jealousies that had been referred to had 
all, or nearly all, died out. He had been 
talking of the bridge question in Newcas­
tle that day,and leading people there were 
of opinion that Newcastle, in common 
with other towns, would be benefitted by 
the erection of the proposed bridge. He 
had requested the editor of the Adrocate 
to attend this meeting and received a note 
from him which he read. This stated ho 
could not be present, but if a short report 
of the meeting were prepared and sent to 
the office early the following day he would 
insert it, oml he wished the proposed 
bridge every success. Influential citizens 
of Newcastle had told him that the people 
of that town would sign a petition to the 
Government and legislature in favor of 
the bridge, and the-eeame gentlemen had 
promised to give their time and реглопаї in­
fluence in securing signatures. Chatham 
would be benefitted equally with Newcas­
tle by the bridge,as ferry delays would be 
avoided by its citizens and sure communi­
cation between that town and points on the 
North side of the river maintained all the 
year round. This would induce Chatham 
to exert an influence in favor of the bridge 
with the members of the legislature,

The lands which would go far towards securing it.—
The same benefits that Chatham, Nelson» 
Newcastle and Douglastown would derive 
from the bridge would also be derived in a 
proportionate degree by other places on 
both sides of the liver. He asked the 
meeting to consider the sums those 
engaged in the lumber industry in Nelson 
had paid into the provincial treasury in

Lieut Governor Wilmot, opened the 
legislature with the following Speech:— 
Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen 

of the Legislative Council:
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House 

of Assembly :
1 am happy to be able to express to you 

my full appreciation of the auspicious cir­
cumstances under which we meet. The 
affairs of the Province appear to me to be 
in a very favorable position ; our people 
are reaping the rewards and advantages 
of their industry ; the labors of the farmer 
have been followed and crowned with the 
blessing of divine Providence; and! the 
commercial and trade depression, which 
for so long a time was so general and in- 
j urions, is rapidly leaving us, 
already wholly passed away, 
be devoutly thankful to the Supreme Giver 
of all good for these manifestations of His 
mercy and goodness toward us.

I congratulate you, also, that the provi­
sion you made for the construction of 
Legislative Buildings has resulted in the 
completion of this handsome and commo­
dious edifice., I trust and think it will be 
found well adapted for the purposes to 
which it is to be devoted, and a fitting 
place for the meeting of the representa­
tives of the people in the Legislature of 
their own Province. While it is onr duty 
to preserve steadfastly our internal and 
independent rights, in legitimate subjec­
tion tv the recognized functions of the 
Federal authority under the Constitution, 
it is equally important to maintain those 
institutions which are essential to the 
efficiency of the service and the good gov­
ernment of the Province, with the dignity 
becoming their importance, at the same 
time having due regard to economy con­
sistent with onr financial ability and pub­
lic acquirements.

You are aware that a good deal of atten­
tion has—and particularly of years— 
been given to the agricultural affairs of 
the Province. For some time past my 
advisers have devoted much time to their 
consideration. It is quite to be expected 
that in a young country like ours, great 
interest will be felt, especially by the 
younger portion of the population, in all 
those subjects which are intimately con­
nected with the welfare of the Province 
and their own success in life. This is a 
subject peculiarly within our competence 
and jurisdiction. The right discharge of 
our duties in relation to agriculture will 
necessarily afford additional incentives to 
onr young men to settle themselves con­
tentedly within onr boundaries on our 
valuable lands so easily accessible to them. 
This is a matter of present and pressing 
importance. I believe the policy of my 
Government on this subject has thus far 
not only received your approval but also 
the approval of the people at large. I am 
glad, therefore, to assure you that the 
money granted by you during the last 
session for the importstibn of improved 
breeds of stock has been expended in a 
way which I think warrants me in hoping 
for gains and improvement in that depart­
ment of agricultural work. In continua­
tion of that policy, and influenced also by 
convictions matured after careful consid­
eration of the opinions of the Board of 
Agriculture, and of Agricultural Societies, 
and of leading agriculturists, ray advisers 
concluded to lease for a term of years a 
property to be used as a Provincial stock 
and breeding farm, and to utilize a certain 

» portion of the recent importation of cattle 
> for stocking such an establisment. The

of the Ontario Streams Act. Changing 
suddenly from a somewhat playful handl­
ing of the Secretary of State, he comment­
ed with cutting sarcasm on the relations, 
past and present, of Sir Charles Tupper 
and Mr McLelan to each other, compli­
mented the latter on his power of 
delineating character, as shown by his 
denunciation of the former in connection 
with the Pictou Railway, aud wound up 
by congratulating them both ou the re­
union brought about in the same chamber 
and same cabinet between men so capable 
of mutual appreciation.

Both Sir Charles Tupper and Mr. Me- 
Lelan sat uneasily under Mr. Blake’s 
sarcastic compliments, but would pro­
bably have left them for Sir John

After some further remarks by the 
Chairman and when the question was 
about to be put, John O’Brien, Esq., re­
ferred to the fact that there was no bridge 
ox'er the St. John between that at the 
Fall§ rand Woodstock.

“ Its (the World's) columns also con­
tained a long defence of the Church Street 
tank and though it may, repent of having 
published such defence, and water is re­
pentance with genuine tears, its responsi­
bility remains the same.”

Turning to the World of Jan. 18tli, we 
find, in the 3rd and 4th columns of the 
third page, a special defence of the Church 
Street tank. True, it is in the form of an 
anonymous letter, but as it is quite well 
known that papers are responsible for 
what appears anonymously in their edito­
rial and local columns, unless they express­
ly state the contrary, the World cannot 
rid itself of its responsibility—much less 
is it justified in assertiug that it published 
no such defence. Respecting the location 
of the tank,we find, at the date and in the

A largely attended public meeting was 
held in the Temperance Hall, Nelson, on 
Monday evening last, fur the purpose of 
considering the subject of a highway 
Bridge over the Southxvest Miramichi.

Geo. Burchill, Esq., was elected Chair­
man, aud Mr. Thos. W. Flett, Secretarj'.

Chairman Burchill stated the object of 
the meeting and said attempts had often 
been made before to secure a bridge over 
the lower Southxvest Miramichi but they 
had received the cold shoulder from the 
GovejyHtieut, but he hoped that this re­
newed attempt would meet with better 
success. It seemed unnecessary to dis­
cuss the claims of a xvork, the necessity 
for which was so apparent for the accom­
modation of the people of both branches 
of the river. The question was uot a 
sectional one and the xvondev was why the 
bridge had not already been built. He 
referred to old political feuds of the 
County in the time of Messrs. Rankin & 
Street, which had prevented the claims of 
the people of the Southwest from being 
recognised, while those of the residents of 
the County interested in the bridge 
the Northwest were promoted. Respect­
ing the cry raised in the Government 
interest that means could not be found for 
the work, lie said it was not founded in 

4eopsi3tency, because when railways ьг 
bridges were wanted on the south side of 
the province there seemed to be no objec­
tions made to large drafts from the public 
purse. That purse was largely filled ‘by 
the contributions of Northumberland in 
the form of the stum page tax 
of other Counties had been given away to 
private companies to aid lovai undertak­
ings for the better accommodation of the 
people, while Northumberland's people 
were still contributing the income of their 
lands to the Province at large.

GENTLEMEN.

These figures show that during the ten 
years of free trade, the wealth of the 
nation increased 126 per cent, and that 
during the ten years of protection with 
greatly increased facilities for production 
onr wealth only increased 31 per cent. In 
1850 the population of the United States 
was 23,191,876, and the wealth was 87,- 
135,780,228. In 1860 the population was 
31,429,891, and the wealth was 816,159,- 
616,068. This gave each inhabitant $307 
in 1850 and $533 in 1860. These figures 
show that under free trade the wealth of 
the country increased much faster than the 
population, while the figures'as given by 
Mulhall show that for the ten years of a 
protective tariff, 1870 to 1880, the increase 
of wealth has not kept pace with the popu­
lation. During the free trade decade, we 
gained $226 for each inhabitant, and dur­
ing the protection decade we lost 30 cents 
for each inhabitant. The difference is 
not owing to a more rapid increase of 
population during the protection decade, 
as during the free trade decade, 1850 to 
1860, our population increased 35 per cent., 
while for the protective decade, Ї870 to 
1880, the increase was only 29£ per cent. ”
