TURKS AND KURDS

Pouring Into Coustantinople to
Dispose of Flunder.

The News From the Interior Inereases
in Horror Every Mail.

TheCable Received at the Turkish Legation,
Washington, From the Sublime Parte.

London, Dec. 12.—The Daily News
will tomorrow publish a despatch from
Constantinople, which says:

For days past the Turks and Kurds
_have been pouring into the city from
the devistated regions of Asia Minor.
Their primary object is the disposal
of the loot which they have obtained
during the massacres. They are also
Lopeful of a richer harvest in the
event of the Sultan permitting a ris-
ing at Stamboul. Their stories, coupled
with the display of plunder, have in-.
flamed the lowest classes of Moslems
with an aching desire to attack the
bazaars. They are peady to seize up-
on the slightest provocation for an
attack. It is unwholesomely signifi-
cant of the conduct of this state of
affairs that the government is seizing
a deporting numbers of Armenians of
the poorest class.

The news from the interior increases
in horror with every mail. In places
within a small distance massacres
and pillage are still of daily occur-
rence, and everywhere the destitute
Armeniang are floating into the large
fowns, where there is mo means of
feeding.

No mews has been received from
Zeitoun and none is expected until
all the Zeitounités have been killed.
The district swarms with Bazouks,and
every road and bridle path is guarded
with troops.

WITCHES BROOMS.
Edward Jack, C. E., writes from
Fredericton, as follows, to the North-
eastern Lumberman: ;
“The writer can well remember when
wandering as a child in pursuit of
crows’ nests among the groves of fir
,wh’lc’b grew near Saint Andrews on
‘the bay of Passamaquoddy, héw often
he was deceived by what at a distance
appeared to be a bundle of sticks, such
'as the carrion crow makes use of as
& foundation for her mest, but which
on nearer inspection proved to be an
abnormal growth of dwarf twig, like
branches which shot out from the end
of some limb, forming an almost blo-
bular mass of shoote, which so much
resembleéd the network of the coveted
nest. Owing to its resemblance to the
brush of the coarse brooms which are
used in stables, this abnormal growth
is commonly called by Germans the
witches’ broom, an article which the
hags were supposed to use after night
as @ means of conveyance through the
the air.

“For a long time is was a mystery:
to me in what manner this m&:
growth of wood could be-formed, Time
has unfolded this, and we know now
the growth of an aecidium in the rind,;
that the witches’ broom is caused- by
a young wood of the fir, by which
growth for unknown reasons the capa-
city of that part of the tree for rami-
fication is greatly increased.

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CANADA’S WINTER PORT.
Beaver Line Management Enter-
tain Prominent Citizens

On Board the Lake Superior at Lun-
cheon Last Week.

Leading Merchants Eadorse the Line and
Promise it Thelr Hearty Support.

(From The Daily Sun of the 1ith.)

The opening of the Canadian winter
port service was celebrated Tuesday
afternoon by a grand luackeon on
board the Lake ~uperior. The Beaver
line management invited the leading
business people of the city, in-

He then gave the Governor General
and Parliament of Canada, coupling
with the toast the name of J.D.Hazen,
MNP, :

Mr. Hazen was cheered en rising to
speak.! He warmly congratulated the
Beaver line on having made its
first trip and the city on the inaugur-
ation of the winter port. He then
spoke of the warm sympathy which
the enterprise had from the city of
Montreal and generally throughout
Canada. In fact, the whole dominion
representation, both geverament and
opposition, were almost a unit on the
principle of developing Canadian {rade
through Canadian ports. This was
shown by the heartiness with which
the project of a subsidy to a fast pas-
senger line was received. The only op-
position of the Beaver iine came from
the Allan and Dominion ocempanies,
which preferred to retain their connec-
tions through foreign ports. He felt
that the people of the dominion were
now in a position to say that as a
Canadian port was awvaflable, no sub-
sidy ought to be paid te a steamship
.which had not a Canadlan terminus.
He referred at length to the negotia-
tions for the subsidy and the persist-
ent efforts to throw cold water upon
it.  Jt was now stated that as far
back as 1892 that it was an under-
stood thing that St. John as a winter
port was considered impracticable,and
that this was understood by the gov-
ernment. He, with Mr. Skinner, then
his colleague, had been present at 2
meeting in Sir John Abbott's house at
which the late Sir John Thompson was

| and Blizard also responded to this

present, the claims of St. John were
discussed, but no one for a moment
could suppose that there was any ad-
mission that the port was unsuitable
for the purposes of through traffic. He
did net believe in making prophesies,
but he thought we could be justified
in expecting a greater development
from this enterprise than we had ever
yet seen. He trusted that it would
grow and prosper, and that this would
be but the beginning of brighter days
for St. John.

John A. Chesley, M. P. desired to

add his concurrence to all that Mr.
Hazen had said. It was indeed a
step of importance for St. John a.ud:
by the coming of this steamer all
doubt as to the suitableness of t.hei
port would be set at rest. The city |
had made great expenditures, and |
found that when they were needed the |
port was equipped to do the business
which it so long had sought.

H. McLeod, M. P., felt glad to be
present and to thank the management
of this line for the entertainment.
It was a matter of mutual congratu-
lation that the service had been in-
augurated, and he was satisfied that
it was not a thing for one year or two
years, but a thing to last, and which
would add prosperity to the city.
Geo. F. Baird, M. P., was also call-
ed. He felt that this service carried
out the national idea of Canada for
the Canadians. Years ago the east
sent to the west not only population
but the means of development as well.
By the east the west had been opened
up, and now that that part of the

country produced largely it became its :
duty to assist the east by supporting
a national highway and the carrying
of goods through Canadian ports. The
people of other parts were alive to
this, and there was practical unan-
imity of sentiment in favor of all.Can-
adian transit. Beyond all this was the
imperial idea, and that was one which
might yet be realized. He felt that
the best wishes of all were extended
to the Beaver line.

The toast of The Lieutenant Gov-
ernor was responded to by Wm. Shaw,
M. P. P., who humorously accepted the
office of governor. He promised a ses-
slon of the legislature devoted entire-
ly to the interests of the Beaver line
and the winter port.

The City of St. John brought Mayor
Robertson te his feet. He also traced
the history of the coming of the Beav-
er line to the port, and spoke warmly
of the efforts of the members of par-
Hiament and the president of the
board of trade in its behalf. There
was nothing political about the move-
ment, no matter what might be said
to the contrary, and he hoped that
Capt. Stewart, the commander of the
fleet, might yet take up his residence
on the heights of Mount Pleasant,
when the Beaver line would have
made St. John not only their winter
but their summer port as well. The
people of St. John had long looked for-
ward to the establishment of this con-
nection as a dream, and by united ef-
fort the dream had become a reality.
He wished all to bear in mind, how-
ever, that it still needed united action
among all parts of the community to
make the venture a complete success.
The city had been called on to  do
much in the past to make a winter
port possfble, and there was still much
for her citizens to do. He hoped and
trusted that all would realize the op-
portunity that they now had and
would work together largely for the
object that was so greatly in the In-
terest of St. John.

Recorder  Skinner - was - the. next
speaker. He referred to the incident
mentioned by Mr. Hazen, and sub-
stantiated his recollection of the
event. This was at last the realiza-
tion of our hopes and the founding of
a commerce that would revive the
past glories of the city and make St.
John in reality what she had so often
been termed poetically, the Liverpool
of America. .

Ald. Christie, as chairman of the
board of works, spoke of the cost of
the improvements which the city had
made. It was great for the city to
undertake, but he felt that the citi-
zens were willing for all that had
been done, and as one member of the
council he was prepared to do all in
his power for the furtherance of the
enterprise and the success of the
Beaver line.

Mr. Campbell thanked the com-
pany for their enthusiasm and pro-
ceeded to glve an idea of the business
which would be done. The Lake Su-
perior would carry some 2,500 sheep
and 50 horses on her trip, besides a
lafge quantity of bacon and other pro-
duce from the province of Quebec and
western points. Reference had been
made to the carrying of deals, but he
asgured the people that this would not
be done while other freight could be
obtained. He had to say, though, that
he was not completely satisfied with
the present condition of affairs, as the
line was seriously handicapped byqé:e
labor question. He wanted to do the
best he could by the port and had giv-
en instructions for the purchase of all
supplies possible at St. John. The man-
agement wanted to treat the citizens
as fairly as possible, but he found that
so far they were seriously handicap-
ped by the cost of labor. He wanted
to pay a laboring man a fair day’s pay
and did not wish the slightest advan-
tage of him, but he was confronted
by the fact that labor was very much
higher here than elsewhere. He was
willing to pay as much as a laborer
got in any other port, or even a little
more, but he found the rates from 20
to 50 per cent. higher than in the lar-
ger citles. This they could not stand.
A man here working on the ship had
to be paid twice as much as one work-
ing on the wharf, and this was not

| fair. Besides this, the men would not
L bargain to work at all times and
charge for the hours employed. They

only began at 10 o'clock. As the
vessel had to be shifted to get cargo
and the time broken up for many other
reasons, this bore very heavily upon
the ship. He bad heen assured by
the mayor that they would be treated
fairly by the laborers (of the port
and he would have to ask him to see
that this was done. He was opposed
to bringing men here to do work if
it could be avoided, but as a matter
of fact, the first voyage of the steam-
er would be @ loss. He hoped to
make this up during the winter and
would ask from all parties a falr con-
sideration of the case and an effort to
assist him in doing the very best he
could. He was working as hard as be
could to get the business against stiff
competition, and everyone would re-
alize how mecessary it was to keep
the expenses down to a fair rate. The
merchants of the city, the members o
parliament, the council, and especially
the mayor, had all done everything in
their power for the success of the line,
and he trusted that the whole com-
munity would back them up.

DRESSED MEAT TRADE.

Ottawa, Dec. 9.—Prof. Robertson, the
dairy commissioner, who has just re-
turned from farmers’ meetings in Que-
bec, where he presented the proposal
of the government to assist the dres-
sed meat trade, states that it was re-
ceived with the greatest enthusiasm.
The matter, it may be added, has al-
ready received considerable attention:
here, and the lines on which . the
scheme will be carried out have been
well matured. Parliament will be
asked to place at the disposat of the
dairy commissioner @& sum of money
under similar conditfons o the grant
to encourage the cheese industry. It
will not mecessarily be expended. It
will be used to place Canadian dres-
sed meats advantageously in the Brit-
ish market. The best meats only will
be 'sent. About the first thing to be
done is 'to establish the reputation of
the Canadian article, and to do this
it may be necessary to open depots
for Camadian dressed meats. When
once our reputation has been made it
is believed that the trade will take
care of itself, just as the cheese in-
dustry in most parts of the country is
now able to do. Prof. Robertson is
convinced that there is a great future
in store for the Canadian dressed meat
trade. He points out that this busi-
ness would save the lower province
farmers from the present yearly com-
petition with Ontario beef, and so be
of great advantage to them.

DULUTH’S BIG YEAR.

A season unprecedented in the his-
tory of Lake Superior navigation has
practically closed at Duluth.

interest in the Canadian statesman’s
appearance upon a Newcastle plat-
form.

charge of the school rooms in the ccn-
vent.- buil¢ing . during school = hours.
The ‘bishop had * said that Father
Barry would not have a right to give
«such & lease of the building as would

enable the trustees to employ other

than Cathoiic teachers.

The third proposition laid down by
Mr. Fowler was that “they allow sis-
ters to teach the Roman Catholic re-
ligion in the school room of the cun-
vent building before the commence-
ment of secular teaching and at its
close, thereby stamping the school as
sectarian.” Mr. Fowler said the re-
ligious instruction was given from ten
minutes to nine until half-past nine,
and began at half-past three in the
afternoon. Previous to 1893 it had
been given at noon hour. The (hange,
Mr. Fowler said, was merely an eva-
gion of the law. He read from the
evidence to show that religious in-
struction according to the Roman
Catholic church was given at the times
stated, during which time the Pro-
testant children, if boys, would re-
main in the hall, and if girls they
could remain in *he music room. The
Protestant children were told thatthe
bell which rang at 9 or ten minutes to
9 was for the Catholic. children and
the bell which rang at five minutes to
half-past 9 was for the Protestant
children. During the interval between
the two bells religious instruction ac-
cording to the Roman Catholic church
was given, i. e., catechism,
etc. Mr. Fowler read from the evi-
dence to show that the sisters came to
teach when told by their superiors,
Sister Stevens saying that she came
without being told ‘how much salary
she was to get. She said the sisters
supported themselves out of the sal-
ary and any balance would go to the
order or community at Halifax. The
sisters got $150 each per year. Since
the previous investigation only the
Lord’s prayer was repeated, previous
to that others had been. The boys
wer told to remain in the hall during
religious instruction when it was not
fit to remain outside.

Mr. Fowler said there was a re-
lation to the effect that the school

s room shall be prepared for the pupils
twenty minutes before the hours for
teaching. He contended that this re-
gulation had been broken, because the
room was ready for the Protestant
children only five minutes before the
school ovoened.

The fourth provosition laid down is
that “the fact that the trustees allow
such sectarian teaching and that the
school discriminates between Catholic
and Protestant pupils by allowing the
Protestant boys to remain outside or
in the halls and the giris to go to the
music room, draws for school purposes
a line of demarcation between the
Catholic and Protestant pupils, and
cannot fail to impress upon the minds
of the pupils the distinctive differ-
ences between the two forms of faith,
which would not be the case were the
schools purely sectarian.” Mr. Fowler
contended these schools were denomi-
national schools. The fact that Pro-
testant children were not compelled
to attend during the time of the giv-
ing of religious instruction does not
change the character of the schools.

The fifth proposition is: The mode
of teachimg religion by the sisters is
in effect the same as if taught in
school hours; and the sixth is that the
fact that the schools were closed dur-
ing Roman Catholic holy days stamp-
ed the school as sectarian. The
seventh is that the wearing of religl-
ous symbols by the sisters was sec-
tarian and contrary to the school law.

The Protestants of Bathurst
are a minority and want to send their

school. He contended that no rea-

. Sonable man could find fault with a

Protestant who did not wish to send
his children to this convent school.
The Catholics intended to establish a
gsectarian school. They must have had
so because the bishop and lady su-
perior came to the conference. The
Catholics were in the majority, why
was it necessary to send for this out-
side counsel ? The Protestants were
not objecting to the teaching of Ca-
tholic doctrine in Catholic schools,but
they objected to being compelled to
. send their = children to the common
i schools and have them there taught
the Catholic doctrines. The bishop
: had said he wanted the sisters because
§he had confidence in them and because
they taught the religion they loved.
The Protestants, Church of England,
Baptists,etc., were establishing schools
for their particular sect, but they'did
i not' try to foist them off on the public
: as schools under the common school
-act.  The rsisters were no doubt per-
fectly pure and the priests true. They
believed in the religious teaching in
the school permeating it as sugar per-
meates tea, giving it a flavor. The

Protestants contended they had a
right to a school supported by the
ipeople’s money up there where these
! obectionable features were introduced.
EWhy. the bishop said that no one but
the sisters could teach there. That
x; statement gave the Protestants their
case, Dare these trustees hire a Pro-
i testant teacher and send him to that
: building to teach ? And, in fact,these
! convent rooms were not under the
{ control of the trustees. The bishop
: had sworn, and sworn to the truth,
! too, that a Protestant teacher could
. not be employed there. He wished to
~impress strongly the fact that it was
‘not because the building is a convent
! building in the abstract the Protest-
 antg are objecting, but because of the
: particular way it is used in this case.
The Catholics do not use the building
for commercial purposes. The Pro-
testants of Bathurst do not wish to
complain against the Roman Catholic
teachings. They care nothing for
them. All they claimed was their
right under the law to have the com-
mon schools free from these teachings.

Taking up the dress of the sisters,
{ Mr. Skinner said a great many would
say: “What difference does it make
;how they dress ?”’ In the abstract no
: difference, but as one step in a pair
‘ of stairs a great deal. A child is very
_susceptible to object lessons. Educa-
y tors are learning that the objective
‘mode of teaching is so much more ef-
fective than the subjective that the
latter is giving away to the former.
Speaking of the new school house near
the Marsh road, Mr. Skinner said it
would stand there as a monument of
ugliness until nature or some other
means removed it. He said the child-
ren in that section would be expected
to go to that school. So the children
near the convent building were com-
pelled to go_to that huilding. Many
things in thémselves might not be sec-
tarian, but. these things brought to-
gether might bring up the sectarian
idea. The garb itself was not objected
to, but they used more than the garb.
The Protestants have the same respect
for the crucifix and the cross, and the
same reverence, but the teaching is
entirely different. Mr. Skinner made
the point that teachers should not
wear rosary beads, as these sisters do.
Then he claimed that by the keeping
of holy days it was proved the schools
are sectarian. Indelible sectarianism
was stamped, he said, on the convent
buildings in Bathurst. The Protest-
ants are not finding fault with Roman
Catholic holy days. Th:s Roman Ca-
tholics have a right to as many as
they think right, but the Protestants
object to having the impress of holy
days peculiar to the Catholic religion
stamped upon the public schools. The
sisters were evading the school law.

Taking up the matter of cost, Mr.
Skinner argued that the extra expense
taken in connection with the evidence
of this case showed that it was used
for religious purposes. These build-
ings are not up to the requirements
of the law. He read the evidence of
Bishop Rogers to show that no Pro-
testant could teach in the convent
building.

R. A. Lawlor for the defendants be-
gan his argument shortly after 12 o'~
clock and continued for about an hour.

(1890) it was generally expressed that
the Sisters’ schools ought not to be
closed, and to show that the desire was
to keep these schools open as they
were if sufficlent money could be rais-
ed, and if not then to get Sisters to
teach under the law. ‘The other side
had drawn upon their imagination and
had been looking for ‘‘a nigger in. &
woodpile.” The Catholics are as good
and law-abiding citizens as the Pro-
testants, and their words and actions
ought to be regarded from the same
broad standpoint as the other side.
The Catholics were not seeking to foist
any iniquitous scheme on the others.
He quoted the school law to show that
the trustees had a right to lease build-
ings for school purposes and during
school hours should be under the con-
trol of the trustees. iSpecial stress
has been laid by the other side on the
point that the lease and other circum-
stances were part of the propaganda
of Rome and a well laid scheme. There
was nothing of the sort. It was a
plain, honest agreement.

| the sisters were obtained to teach in

were about to be engaged, it was only
fair to give them to understand where
they were going to teach. Whether
that was set forth in the contract or
was  tacitly understood, it was only
right to have it settled. The convent
building had formerly been. used by
sisters. It was said that it was the
{ home of the sisters. They did live in the
same building, but where was there
anything wrong about that. The su-
perintendent of education and Inspec-
tor Mesereau knew they = had. ‘their
home in the building, but that made
no difference. ' This court room was
situated in a building which was
known as a hotel. That did not inter-
fere with the court, though. As long
as the three rooms in the convent
building did not have any pictures or
symbols or anything of that sort, so
long were they fit and proper rooms
in which to teach the children. There
was no truth in the statement that the
sisters came as missionaries. It was
true that their home was known as
the mission, but that did not surround
it with any ecclesiastical fmportance.
It was contended that they were sent
to Bathurst with some ulterlor motive
to work some injustice or wrong to
their Protestant friends. These sisters
were known as ladles who voluntarily
took up teaching as a duty. Desiring
to secure competent instructors, the
people turned to them. In this they
did_a most creditable act. There was
a great advantage in having such
teachers.. While he had nothing to
say against teachers, it must be ad-
mitted that the majority simply made
teaching a stepping stone to some
other position. It was not so with the
sisters.. They adopted teaching as a
profession, and continued to teach all
through their lives. Coming down to
the securing of the three sisters, Mr.
Lawlor said the people of Bathurst

paid only $100 per year, but as soon
as they secured the other licenses their
salaries were increased to $150. It was
held that they were engaged at $100
for the purpose of getting them into
the cenvent building in order that they
might have an opportunity to propa-
gate Roman Catholic doctrine. Every
six months these sisters wege obliged
to make oath to the returns sent to
the board of education by them. Mr.
Lawlor here read from the manual to
show what teachers had to do in this
regard. They had to make affidavit
to the effect that to the best of their
information, knowledge and belief,
they had conducted their schools ac-
cording to the regulations laid down
for their government. They had to
swear that they had endeavored to
discharge their duties according to
law, and that no text books unauthor-
ized by law were used. The sisters
had done all of these things twice a
year. When it was attempted to show
that these ladies, engaged by con-
tract and making such returns, were
inculcating Catholic doctrines among
the children, it was equivalent to say-
ing that they were perjurers. This was
unjust to the ladies. It was the same
as saying that they were evading the
law, that they were not fit to teach.
Such contentions were eminently ridi-
culous. Mr. Lawlor read from the
school law showing the powers of the
board of education. If what was com-
plained ‘of really existed, the attention
of the board should have been called
to the same long ago. Taking up the
negotiations which culminated in the
engagement of the sisters, Mr. Lawlor
said the other side found much there-
in to complain of. The facts showed
that at a meeting Rev. Mr. Barry was
asked to endeavor to secure as teachers
gisters who would teach under the
law. He communijcated with the head
of the order and asked Archbishop
O’Brien to allow, them to come to
Bathurst. Representatives of the sis-
ters were sent there to confer with the
trustees. All this was nothing more
nor less than negotiations looking to-
wards the employment of the three
ladies. Even then the trustees need
not have taken them. It was not tiill
after the licenses had been secured
and the contracts signed that the
teachers were actually engaged. When
they signed the contracts their char-
acters as sisters were gone. They be-
came nothing more nor less than re-
gularly licensed teachers. True, they
had their religious characters, but
| that came to them simply because of

{ their having been membérs of a soci-
ety whose object was the advance-
ment of their profession, that of teach-
ing. What harm was there in the fact
that they belonged to that order. Sure-
{1y none at all. The institution where
they got their training was recognized
as a proper training school in Nova
Scotia. Under their contracts with
the Bathurst trustees, each lady own-
ed the money she earned. The oppos-
ing side wanted the trustees to follow
every cent of the money to see that
none of ‘it found its way to the head
of the order.

The acts of
the priests and representatives of the
sisters were only friendly communica-
tions relative to the engagement of
the Jlatter. It was contended that
these teachers,though they were bound
by contract, taught the catechism dur-
ing recreation hour. This, it was
! claimed, was a violation of the law as
school hours included all that part of
the day from the time the schools
i opened in the morning till they closed
in the afternoon. The law said the
i school hours should not exceed six
hours, exclusive of the hour set aside
| for recreation. That being the case,

Mr.Lawlor said his clients
claimed: That the rooms were proper-
ly rented; that the sisters were pro-
perly licensed teachers. It had been
_clearly proven that the books pre-
seribed by the board of education and
those only, had been: taught.  The sis-
ters did what they were directed to
i do by the regulations, held examin-
ations when required to do:se and
made proper returns under oath. The
schools taught by them were regularly
inspected by the inspector for the dis-
trict. The whole work of the ‘term
was gone over and the schools were
found to be in an efficlent state. Cer-
tainly it had been shown that the re-
gulations had been fully followed.
There was nothing shown to prove
that denominational ' teaching took
place there. The sisters taught only
what was lai@d down by law. But
they held that the Protestant children
were obliged to go there and be under
the influence of the sisters. Any Preo-
testant could have his children taught
at the Grammar school. The tendency
was to fill up the convent schools. This
was because these schools were su~
perior to the others. The priests swore
that no attempt had ever been made
by them to influence the sisters. The
trouble was that the Protestants or
‘some of them, did not treat with the
Roman Catholics in a proper spirit.
‘Two-thirds of the people in the school
“district were Roman Catholics. They
_had Mr. Stewart’s statement that 50
per cent of the Protestants were In
favor of things as they existed there
now. In this matter it was the repre-
sentatives of Fowler Orange lodge of
Bathurst. Two of them were not rate-
payers personally. The influence, the
motive power and the means which
brought this suit were not afforded
by District No. 2, Bathurst. They came
from outside people. If the people of
Bathurst were left to themselves ani
were not backed up by outsiders, there
would never have been any such suit.
They were not in a position to do as
they had done and the district would
never have been put to any such ex-
pense. The opposing council had
spoken of things being at a white
heat up there. That was not true.
There was less feeling, less interest in
the matter at Bathurst than else-
where. These steps were taken by
‘ outsiders for the purpose of influenc-
ing the people’s minds. ‘While there
was no such fiery furnace up there as
one of the gentlemen had described,
there was at Bathurst a fire brand, a
man who, for purposes best known to
| himself, had seen fit to fire the reli-
: gious heather. It was not done with
| a pure, charitable and Christian mo-
| tive. The object of this man was not
&« becoming one in a man of his posl-
ition. The opposing counsel said this
i was a Protestant country. Our Queen,
' he said was a Protestant and Protest-
?ants should be protected. Roman Ca-
| tholics had the same rights as Pro-
testants. That was all they expected.
There was no law in this country to
prevent teachers either before or after
school hours from teaching the doc-
trine of his or her church, When any
such thing was attempted it was an
interference with our religious liberty.

THE MONARCH OF THE SEAS.

The superiority of Great Britain as

a maval power is demonstrated by the
feet now hovering about the European
storm centre. Not long ago when @
programme of maval construction was
in preparation it was proclaimed as
the policy of the empire thait the fleet of
Great Britain should be a match for
the united fleet of amy two mations.
There is no doubt thiat this is fthe
British position today. France, Italy
Audtria end Spain are Mediterra-
nean powers, and they all have fleats
_on the coast of Turkey. Russia, Ger-
. iany and the United States’ are also
represented there by war ships. Off
* the coast of Turkey forty-three ships
~ lie so close together as to compose
‘one fleet. Of these warships eighteen
cerry the British flag, while the other
six powers have together only twenty-
five. When it comes ‘to size,
strength and armament, the British
fleet is far ahead of all the others
combined. The ¢wo [largest battle-
shiips are English. Nearly all those
over 10,000 tons are British.

eighteen British ships aggregatle over

133,000 tons, the other twenty-five only
102,000 toms. The Ttalian, French
Austrdan and Spanish squadrons to-
gether contain as many ships as the
British fleeb, but have only half the
tonnage, and only half the effective
force. This demonstration of strength
counts for a good deal in diplomacy.
The Turk ds probably not more at-
tached to Great Britain tham he is to
other powers. But it is to Great Brit-
ain that he gives his pledges and
makes his appeals. It is to the Brit-
lgh embassy that a Turkish pasha,

afraid of the bow string, flies for |

safety. Lord Salisbury and Sir Philip
Currie may not be wiser thar the min-
isters and ambassadors of other na-
tions. If they are wiser the Turk
would perhaps mot be aware of __t-he

fact. If they speak with the strong-

est voice on the Bosphorus it is be-
cause .they represent a power which
can throw the heaviegt broadside.

Mr. Laurier has been criticized for
keeping away from the two Ontaric
constituencies in which election cam-
paigns are now in progress.

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MR. WALLACE RESIGNS,.

The resignation of Clarke Wallace,
M. P., of his position as controller of
customs comes simultaneously with
two ether events, A deélaration has
been made that the government of
Manitoba does not propose to take ac-
tion in the direction suggested by the
privy council judgment. This de-
stroys the hope that action in Mani-
toba, would take the question out of
federal politics. The other event is
the drafting of the proposed remedial
bill, which has probably been advanc-
ed so far that the general scope of
the measure is understood. Mr. Wal-
Jace would in aill probability be in-
formed as to what was proposed, and
it would then be time for him to de-
cide whether he could longer hold a
political office in the government, Our
Ottawa correspondent finds in an opin-
jon given by Dr. Bourinot some
grounds for criticising Mr. Wallace's
course in remaining in the adminis-
tration so long after the policy of the
cabinet was declared. But it is not
too much to say that a controller, or
parliamentary secretary, is not re-
quired to be in absolute agreement
with the cabinet on all questions of &
prospective and contingent character.
Mr. Wallace has been in hearty ac-
cord with the head of -his department
on all matters affecting his own office.
He is in complete harmony with the
cabinet on all the issues before - the
country except one, and that one was
unt#l now speculative and contingent.
There was no certainty that it would
ever require government or parlia-
mentary action. Mr. Foster and pro-
bably most of his colleagues are in
favor of an imperial preferential cus-
toms law. If they were all agreed to
this principle, and permitted Mr. Fos-
ter to say that when the rest of the
empire was prepared for such an ar-
rangement, Canada would go into .it,
the controller would not be obliged to
agee to the praposit{on or resign. We
submit that under such circumstances
he might say that he could not see his
way clear to accept such a system of
fmperial reciprocity, but that until 'the
question became a live one, he could
see no reason for separating from his
colleagues in administration. It would
still be a question how far thé con-
troller would be justified in publicly
condemning the views of the ministers,
but this appears to be rather a ques-
tion of taste and official delicacy than
of the constitution. We do not know
that Mr. Wallace has made a single
disrespectful reference to the cabinet
or to any member of it. His course
‘has been such as to give thé impres-
sion fhat he entertained the hope’of
a gettlement without interference, Had
he resigned last spring, and had. the
whole question been afterwards dis-
posed of without action at Ottawa, the
constitutional necessity of his course
would not now be. apparent. Mr.
Wallace would no doubt do all in ‘his
power to protect the country from so
great a calamity as the restoration of
the grit party to power. It would be
with the greatest reluctance that/he
would cease to act with his party
leaders in protecting the country from
the disasters that he believes would
follow the accession of Mr. Laurier to
the premiership. TUntil otherwise in-
formed, we may assume that while the
ex-controller may not be able to sup-
i port the purposes of the government
in respect to schools, that he will still
do all that is possible to maintain the
principles which comprise the govern-
ment policy on all party issues.

THE NEW YORK MARKET.

Volume of Business in Industrials Not
so Heavy as Heretofore.

New York, Dec. 12.—The stock mar-
ket today regained the regularity ' of
movement that recently characiterized
the dealings. There was a point of
difference in the fact the volume of
business was not so heavy in the in-
dustrials as heretofore. The news
thait the presidents of the anthracite
coal companies had recognized the
absurdity of mining at least double
the quantity of coal saleable at pro-
fitable rates and had recommended a
fifty per cent restriction of the oufput
had a logical good effect on the mar-
ket. Speculation opened moderately
active and heavy in tone. Prices
stiffened soon after the initial deal-
ings, but a sagging tendency soon de-
veloped and severe recessions occurred
in General Electric, Louisville and
Nashville, Tenn. Coal, Union Pacific
and Leather pfd. The last mentioned
scored the greatest decline. The anth-
racite coal stocks loomed into promi-
nence in the afternoon dealings on the
influence above noted, advances being
_scored extending.to.4 1-4 per cent  in
New Jersey Central. The strength of
this group carried the other market
along and noteworthy gains were
made. Leather pfd. rose 2 1-4 per cent.
over the railway figures. Consolidated
Gas, after some irregularity of move-
ment, closed at the best of the day,
sind at a gain of 2 3-8 per cent. At-
tention has been elsewhere called-to
the downward movement in Baltimore
and Ohio. The denial &P the stories
by President Mayes failed to cause
more than a partial recovery.

Even the break down
in prices immedlately following the Baring
crisis of 1890 is entirely eclipsed by the de-
plorable results of the recent panic. The val-
uation of our usual 334 representative se-
curities shows a total depreciation for the
month of no less than £58,000,000. Up to the
end of October these securities showed an
aggregate net rise since the commengement
of the year of a little over £100,000,000. Thus
it will be seen that the collapse of the m

has swallowed up more than one

appreciation. These figures are
quite apart from South African shares,where
the shrinkage has been in proportion even
more severe, An idea of the rapidity with
which prices have collapsed in that depart-
ment may be gathered from the fact that
ten leading companies alone, with a nomin-
al capital value of £5,760,000 show a net loss
for the month of £16,600,000.

THE NEW ORANGE HALL.

A Description of the Building—Some Fine
Decorative Work by A. G. Staples.

One of the additions to the public build-
fngs in this city is the new Orange hall er-
ected on the west side of Germain street,
near the corner of Princess. The front of
the building is constructed of red brick and
freestone. The entrance being on the left
gives ample space for a large store with
two large windows and entrance, set with
plate glass. Between the first and second

floor windows is a large freestone panel, on'

which are the dates 1690 and 1890. The ap-
©ce of the front is enriched by a deep
paneled cornice of freestone, supported by
three well proportioned columns on mould-
ed stone corbels, with large corbel brackets
at either end, the top of main cornice being
finished with a hand iron cresting.

The mein entrance is wide and easy of
access; the doors are large and heavily
moulded panels, with a deep fanlighf, on
which is ‘‘Orange Hall” in gold letters. The
styde of the building is gothic and was de-
signed by the well known architect, R. C.
John Dunn. The vestibule or entrance hall
is about 9x20 feet and leads to the first flight
of stairs, which are full width and easy of
ascent, the steps being low and wide and
broken with good square landings,

The winding staircase leading to the upper
floor is of ordinary width; the balusters and
dado ‘are of oak, with a heavy mahogany
rail. Above the dado is a wide band £ light

outlined with red; the wall
above is distempered in a light greenish
olive, on which is stencilled a neatly drawn
figure in red and deep olive, underlined with
red, the ceiling being done in light buft,

Directly at the head of the stairs is the
entrance to the assembly room, of which
the Orangemen may indeed be proud. It is
a large oblong room, 29x50 feet, with 17
feet ceiling. It is lighted by four large win-
dows on the front and two on the side. The
transoms are filled with cathedral tinted
glass, giving an agreeably subdued light and
edding to the general effect.

The room has just been decorated in ‘‘tem-
pera’” by A. G. Staples, Princess street, and
presents a cheerful and comfortable aspect,
without any lavish display or expenditure.
The design of the ceiling consists of a large
oblong centre panel ‘in torquise blue, edged

with deep terra cotta, giving greater length |

to the room. The intervening space to astre-
gal is broken into bold, irregular panels in
creamy elive and light terra cotta alternate,
each enclosed by a band of old gold, out-
lined with carmine. The style is in a warm

creamy tone, the whole being enclosed by a |
broad

band of deeper torquise blue. The

cornice is picked out in terra cotta, cream,
carmine, olive and blue. Immediately below
the cornice is a very effective frieze in
creamy olive, with an admirably drawn de-
sign in carmine and deep olive. It is a sim-
ple and ctive arra t of form,
which fills without crowding its ground. The
walls are in a rich shade of terra cotta
bordering on the pink, showing to advan-
tage the wide picture moulding in high re-
Mef, done in solid gol at bottom of frieze.
The dado has been glazed to imitate mahog-
any, giving an effective base to the wall and
also in harmony with the carpet, which is
in a carmine ground, with the design in
gold ocolor shades.

" The whole building is heated with hot

ter, the large radiators being decidedly

ntal in light and deep -terra cotta,

with sorolling edged with gold. One of the
main features is the large canopies at each
end of the room of graceful design, in light
and deep mahogany, furnished by Messrs.
Johnson and Foster, members of the order,
bearing the Royal Coat of Arms, donated
by a prominent member of the order. The
handsome drapery of chenille, in terra cotta,
lght and dull blue, gold and carmine, fall-
ing gracefully at the sides of the chairs of
the most worshipful and deputy masters.
Four wall brackets and two large bronze
chandeliers, fitted with the Auer light, will
supply -the antificial light. ;
The two large ante rooms in connection
are finished in terra cotta walls, with a
dado in olive. The large wardrobes and
woodwork are grained deep Mahogany, con-
trasting well with the wall. v

The work has been executed in a manner
that is very satisfactory to the committee,
and reflects great credit om the decorator,
A. S. Staples.

WORLD'S LARGEST FREIGHTER.

Will Have a Displacement of 20,000
Tons.

New York, Dec. 11.—The new mon-
ster twin-screw freight and passenger
steamship, which Harland & ‘Wolft are
building for the New York service of
the Hamburg-American line, will be
ohristened the Pennslyvanig, in honor
of the Keystone State. This mnew
steamer will be the largest freight-
carrying steamer in the world. She

| will have a displacement of 20,000 tons

and a dead weight carrying capacity
of 13,000 tons. Her other dimensions
are as follows: Length, 560 feet; beam,
62 feet; depth of hold, 42 feet. The
Pennsylvania will have the latest style
of triple-expansion engines, their to-
tal horse power being 5,500. She will
have a straight stem, an elliptical
stern, and will be equipped with . one
funnel and four steel pole masts.

The Pennsylvania will not be ex-
clusively a freight steamer. She will

| have accommodation for 200 first-class

and 1,500 steerage passengers. The
White Star line Georgia is at present
the largest cargo-carrying steaner
afloat. Her registered tomnage is 10,~

000, and she is one foot IMess in length,
beam and depth of hold tham the new
Hamburg-American liner will be. She
has tripfe-expansion engines, but their
horse power is only 3,500. It is estimas-
ted that the Pennslyvania will be ca-
pable of making more than fifteen
knots an hour, which will make her
also the fastest freighter in the trans-
Atlantic service.

| The Resignation of Clarke Wallace

and How it Was Received.

Prominent Manitoba People Express Their
Opinion of the Controller,

Winnipeg, Dec. 12.—The resignation:
of Clarke Wallace is the sole topic
among the politicians here. The even-
ing papers contain interviews with
well known men on the subject.

Stewart Mulvey, grand master of
the Manitoba Orangemen, sald: “The
resignation of Hon. Clarke Wallace
will have the effect of uniting the
Orange party throughout Canada in
opposition. to the government on the
question. of remedial legislation. I
think that at the time the French
ministers . resigned in the cabinet
Clarke Wallace should have done the
same when he found the government
pledged to remedial legislation. He
might have thought, however, that
Manitoba would settle the question;
now he appears to be quite satisfied
that they will not yield the public
schools which have been in operation
for the past five years and have prov-
ed so satisfactory to the province.
Had Mr. Wallace tendered his resig-
nation at the time spoken of my opin-
ion is that the by-elections, or most
of them, would have been lost to the
government.”

Joseph Martin, member for ‘Winni-
peg, said: “Taking Mr. Wallace’s po-
sition all through on the school ques-
tion is entirely indefensible. As soon
as the government passed the reme-
dial order it was his duty to resign.
The pretence that the government
were bound by the judgment of the
privy council to pass the remedial or-
.der has been entirely exploded, and I
doubt very -much if any public man
at any time believed there was any-
thing. in it. It was used to hoodwink
the elestors of Haldimand, and served
its purpose in ‘that respect. The do-
minion government itself have con-
sidered the remedial order in quite a
contrary sense, and to my mind in the
proper sense, properly as being a de- :
claration of their policy on the school
question, and from that standpeint
they are of course bound to follow it
up with the necessary Ilegislation.
This being so, how can Clarke Wallace
justify his course in lending to the
government since last March all the
political “strength that he possesses,
and as the head of the Orange body
he is supposed to represent that body’s
political weight.”

‘Hon. Robert Watson said: “Consid-
ering the position of Hon. Clarke Wal-
lace as leader of the Orange order in
Canada, the only thing that surprises
me is that he did not resign months
ago, when the dominion government
made its announcement on the school
question. If I understand anything
about Orange principles, this was his

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only course. I don’t think his action
now is svery commendable to desert
his party on the eve of an election,
after remaining with the government
so long after it had placed itself on
racord.”

Sir Charles Tupper's Lecture at
Newcastle,

Under the Auspices of the Tyneside
Geographical Soeciety.

The Chair Oceupled by Sir Edward Grey,M.P.
Late Under Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs,

(Newcastle Chronicle, Nov. 22.)
Last night Sir Charles Tupper, high
commissioner in England for the Do-

minion of Canada, lectured in th\é Lo-
vaine hall, Newcastle, under the aus-
pices of the Tyneside Geographical so-
ciety, on “Canada.,” There was a large
attendance. The chair was occupied
by Sir Edward Grey, Bart., M.P., late
under secretary of state for foreign
affairs,

The chairman, in introducing the
lecturer, said Sir Charles Tupper oc-
cupled a high and distinguished posi-
tion in the British empire. He had for
many years stood in a position of great
responsibility, not only with regard
to Canada, but with regard to the peo-
ple of this country also. In honoring
him they honored not only the coun-
try he represented, but also a longand
distinguished personal record of pub-
lic service. In Sir Charles Tupper
they had this rare combination that he
could speak to them on the subject on
which he was to address them, not
only with the knowledge of an expert,
but with tHé grasp of a statesman as
well. (Applause.) Canada was a great
colony, and in its history some of the
noblest events and some of the noblest
names in our history occurred. It

eeded no words of his to assure Sir

harles Tupper that all of them there
and throughout the United Kingdom
regarded the great colony of Canada
with feelings of attachment, affection,
and respect. (Applause.) We lived in
a generation in which no one called
in question the great advantages of
an empire such as the British empire,
was today. At the same time, they
ought to bear in mind that a great
empire such as ours was not maintain-
ed without sacrifices. The sacrifices
were mainly in small things; but no
one could have watched the working
of the empire without being conscious
that, from time to time, different parts
of it were called upon to forego cer-
tain special advantages which seemed
at the moment to be within their
grasp out of consideration for the
whole or the other parts. To main-
tain an empire such as ours they need-
ed that, both in the mother country
and in the colonies, large views should
be taken of small questions, and far-
sighted views should be taken of great
questions. (Hear, hear.) That being
80, he thought it was all the greatér
satisfaction that they could see today
what he believed to be true: that our
relations with the colonies were never
better nor in a healthier condition
than now. (Hear, hear.) He would
like to give one or two reasons why
he thought they were justified in say-
ing that our relations with our colon-
ies were today in a satisfactory, and
he might even say, an improving con-
dition. He thought, first of all, that
self-government in the colonies had
been a great success. We no longer
thought of interfering in their internal
affairs, and they, by experience, had
learned to trust us not to interfere in
their purely internal affairs. In the
secend place, trade between us and our
colonies had increased and made the
bond between us stronger..In the third
place, the means of communication
had so improved that many of our col-
onies had been brought into contact
‘and into rivalry with interests which,
perhaps, some time ago they thought
were far remote from themselves, The
fourth reason, by which we set still
greater store, was that, he thought, in
recent years the sentiment of national-
ity and blood relationship with our
colonies had grown—grown partly for
the reason that it was in the last few
generations that it had been brought
home to us the great work the Eng-
lish speaking race could do in the
world. We had come to see that wher-
ever the English speaking race was.
established in the world there not
only were the material resources of a
country developed, buf these two
things of which civilization was most
proud—order and liberty—took root
and flourished. (Applause.) Judged
by ideal standards, the work we had
done in the world might seem imper-
fect; but, judged by comparatively
human standards, we had achieved a
large and striking measure of success.
‘We ought not to neglect our oppor-
tunity - of keeping in touch  with our
colonies. (Applause.)

Sir.Cha.rles Tupper, who was receiv-
ed with applause, delivered his lec-
ture, beginning by sketching the his-
tory and conformation of Canada. He
said the climate was healthy and in-
vigorating. The prairie regions offer-
ed a very great area of land for set-
tlement of races from northern and
western Europe, An area of 5,000
square miles south of 60 degrees north
latitude was suitable for the produc-
tion of all crops grown in England. A
great source of climatic amelioration
was the prevailing wind from the Pa-
cific,warmed in Japan. In many parts
the climate of Canada was similar to
that of France. In the district near
Lake Huron, peaches grew in the open
air, and the manufacture of wine and
the growing of fruit were amongst
‘the most profitable pursuits’ of the ag-
ricultural community. In the season
heavy special trains were despatched
every morning from the Niagara dis-
trict, laden with peaches, grapes, and
other fruits. Nova Scotia was famed
for its a;:ples. which were éxported in
large quantities to this country and
the United States. All the fruits, large
and small, which are common to Great
Britain, grew abundantly in Canada,
while many of those produced here
under glass were raised in the open
air in the dominien. Horsesand neat
cattle in the Northwest territories and
British Columbia lived and throve in
the open country throughout the year.
He found vegetation of all kinds
much more advanced in Victoria, Brit-
ish Columbia, in April than in Italy
.on the same date in the following year.
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The census of 1881 showed the death
rate to be lower than those given by
the statistics of any other country.
These facts, he thought, ought to dis-
pose of the bugbear about the climate
of Canada, which was so often a sub-
ject of misrepresentation. The coast
line exceeded 10,000 miles, both on the
Atlantic and Pacific. The finest fish
abounded in the waters, including lob-
sters and oysters of the finest descrip-
tion. The yield of the fisheries last
year was greater than that of France,
notwithstanding the enormous boun-
ties paid by that country. The com-
mercial marine of Canada gave em-
ployment to some 60,000 hardy sailors.
The agricultural capabilities of Can-;

so essential to the progress and pros-
perity of such a country as a soil suit-
able to the production of wheat. Tried
by that standard, Canada occupied
no mean position. It was but yester-
day since Manitoba and the great
Northwestern Territories was the
home of men little better than savages;
and yet, in the present year, nearly as
much wheat had been raised in that
region as in the whole of the United
Kingdom. The whole of the wheat
grown on the prairies of gitoba
and the Northwest was know “No.
1hard.” Ittook the gold medal in the
competition at the Millers’ exhibition
in London, a few years ago, and again,
last year, at the World’s Fair at San
Francisco. The total wheat product
this year was estimated at 57,143,000
bushels. In addition to wheat, Mani-
toba had this year produced a large
quantity of oats and a vast amount |

of barley, in all 61,336,402 bushels of
grain. The census of 1881 gave the
total product of grain as about 2,657,- !
545 bushels. - The average yield of|
wheat per acre in the United Kingdom |
was 25 bushels, whereas in Manitoba |
it was 28 bushels. When they remem-
tered the decrease of land under,
wheat in this country, and when it.
was remembered that ‘the consump- |
tion of this country would demand the
importation of 200 millions of bushels .

Coal was found
in several parts, and the output,
which had vasily increased of late
vears, was four millions of tons last
yvear. Vancouver supplied ‘ne best
steam coal on the Pacific coast. Iron
ore, rivalling the best Swedish, was,
found in the dominion. Gold had fur-!
nished a steady productive industry
in Nova Scotia for 30 years past.” Sil-
ver mines of great richness were be-
ing worked in British Columbia. He
must net forget to mention the great
development of the manufacturing in-
dustry which had been witnessed In|
recent years. Both the capitgl in-|
vested, the wages paid, and the value
of the products were continually on
the increase. The progress of Canada
seemed to have been overshadowed by |
the great republic on its' border; but
when it was recollected that Canada
had but 90,000 souls when the Ameri-
can colonies revolted, and that those !

The National Republican Convention

Will be Held in That City in June.

national convention will be held in St.
Louis on June 16th next. This was
the decision reached by the national
republican committee assembled to-
day after spiriting balleting lasting
two hours.

The morning was spent in hearing
speeches over the contending cities,
the doors being open to the varlous
contesting delegations. This conclud-
ed, the committee began its afternoon
session behing closed doors. An eager
crowd choked up the corridors leading
to the committee room and awaited
the announcements of the result.

The first important question was
fixing the date. The committee re-
ported a resolution favoring June 16.
This was amended in favor of August.
By a practically unanimous vote the
date was fixen at June 16. Then came
the main contest between the cities.
There was much excitement as the
ballots proceeded. The committeemen
from the interested sections hurried
about seeking to effect combinations.

St. Louis gained steadily on each
ballot. San Francisco sought to meet
this by drawing the votes of Chicago,
but without avail. The first serious
break occurred when David Martin of
Pennsylvania led the Pittsburg forces
towards St. Louis. On the fourth and
last formal ballot, San Francisco’s
forces broke for the first time, Michi-
gan, Wyoming and Connecticut going
to St. Louis.” That settled it and gave
St. ‘Lotus the convention, the vote

AFTER BAYARD.

United States House Discusses
the Ambassador.

o~

He is Calied to Book for Speeches He
Delivered in England.

Representative MeCall Says He Has Reflected
on ths Country’s Policy.

Washington, Dec. iv.—~When the
house met today Representative Mc-
Call of Massachusetts created a slight
stir by asking for the immediate con-
sideration of a resolution, which after
reciting extracts from two speeches
delivered by United States Ambassa-
dor Bayard, one in England, and ‘one
at Edinburgh, Scotland, in which Mr.,
Bayard was declared to have reflect-

ed on the domestic policy of the Unit- :
ed States, called on the president to
report to the house whether he had |

faken any steps to ascertain if the
stories of thosé speeches were true,
and if true what steps, if any, had
been taken to recall or censure said
Bayard.

As the reading concluded Mr. Allen
called out: “Yours truly,” and the
house laughed.

Mr. McCreary immediately objected,
and the brief sensation was about to
subside when Mr. McCall's colleague,
Mr. Barrett, exploded a veritable
bomb by rising to a question of privi-
lege“and' sending to the clerk’s desk
a resolution for the impeachment of
Mr. Bayard. The resolution recited
Mr. Bayard’s statement in his Edin
burg. speech referred to in Mr. Mec-
Call’s resolution, in which the United
States ambassador to the court of St.
James declared that the protective
gystem was state socialism. Those
utterances, the resolution declared,
were reflectioas on the policy and
were in manifest disregard of the pro-
prieties and calculated to injure our
national reputation, and the resolu-
tion directed the foreign affairs com-
mittee to examine the utterances in
that speech and draft and report on
the articles of impeachment to
house.

Mr. Crisp was on his feet as soon as
the reading of the resolution was con-
cluded, and raised the point of order
that the resolution did not constitute
a question of privilege. He debated
the question briefly, citing a decision
of Speaker Carlisle’s in 1888.

Mr. Barrett, in reply, cited a de-
cision of the same speaker in the
same congress in the case of a resolu-
tion looking to the impeachment of
Marshal Lot Wright for acts done in
the elections at Cincinnati, in which
he held that the resolution was privi-
leged.

Speaker Reed overruled the point of
order, and Mr. Barrett took the floor
to make his argument in favor of the
adoption of his resolution.

A hush fell upon the house. It was
the first exelting incident of the ses-
sion. Mr. Barrett spoke clearly and
forcibly, but briefly.
that Mr. Bayard’'s utterances, from a
public servant, reflected upon our do-
mestic policy, and were intended to
aggrandize his party, not his country.
He drew a striking parallel between
the case of Mr. Bayard and that of
Martin VanBuren, whose nomination
was rejected by the senate because as
secretary of state he had given to

Great Dritain secret instructions to'

deal with the British foreign office in
a manner calculated to increase the
prestige of his party in this country.
The latter was thoroughly discussed
in the senate at the time of Mr. Van-
Buren’s rejection, and Mr. Barrett

Webster denouncing VanBuren’s con-
duct on that occasion for being “the
representative of his party instead of
his country.” Mr. Barrett was given
several rounds of applause by the re-
publicans.

The
purpose of the resolution, he said,was
evidently to give the gentlemen on
the other side something to air their
views on protection. He did not think,
he said, that any gentleman elected
to a seat on the floor of the house be-
lieved that this resolution contained
grounds for impeachment. “I acquit
the gentleman from Massachusetts,”
said Mr. Crisp, ‘“of such a thought.
My respect for his intelligence re-
quires that I should do so.” Mr. Crisp
then quoted Mr. Bayard’s words about
protection and state socialism to the
accompaniment of democratic plaud-
its, which were renewed with great
force when he declared: “If you im-~
peach’ Mr. Bayard for those words
you must impeach a majority of the
American people.”

Mr. Crisp said it was an old plan of
the republicans to avoid responsibil-
ity. The gentleman from Massachu-
setts knew there was nothing in his
resolution of impeachment. It was
simply a peculiar method adopted by
him to get his protection ideas before
the people.. The resolution ought to
be referred to the committee on judi-
ciary and not to foreign affairs. He
gave notice of his intention to move
to so refer 1it.

Mr. Wheeler asked why the repub-
licans, if they were so solicitous for
the conduct of foreign representatives
abroad, had received Robert C.
Schneck, the United States minister
to Great Britain, who had been guilty
of cheating the English with worth-
less mining stock. ;

The republicans smiled, but no one
deigned to make a reply.

After a little further debate the first
vote of the session on a motion of Mr.
Crisp to refer the resolution to the
judiciary, was taken the motion being
defeated on a rising vote of 80 to 206.

NOVEMBER STORMS.

. While Lhe&pest month was not char-
acterized by a large number of gales
either on ‘the lakes or Aitlantic coast,
there were two storms which will go
on record among the severe storms;
the origin of the first of these, which
wasg felt most severely in eastern Can-
ada, may be traced to a feeble dedres-
sion which had travelled over the
Northwest Territories and began to de-
velop greater energy after reaching
the Ohio valley, the centre passed a
little south of Lake Ontario and thence
along the St. Lawrnce. Over the
maritime provinces it was joined by
another disturbance which had moved
southward between the Atlantic coast
and Bermuda, and a very important
storm resulted, the barometer at An-
ticosti on the morning of the 2ist fall-
ing to 28.64 inches. On the lakes there
was a fresh to strong gale from north-
east, shifting to northwest, atitended
by snow, or rain turning to snow, and
throughout eastern Canada a very
heavy gale from the south and yest.

Halifax reports this as ‘“the heav-
iest gale for years, the squalls were
terrific, three small schooners dragged
their anchors and went ashore, and
@another small schooner, the Reaper,
missed the channel and went ashore
on the sand and was broken up by the
heavy seas.”

Afterwards, as it passed down
the St. Lawrence, it quickly became
of less importance, and its accompany-
ing gale over eastern Canada wase not
as a rule heavy. In the lake region,
however,it occasioned one of the great-
est gales on record, and much de-
struction of property is reported from
nearly all places. Goderich recorded
. 87 miles an hour and 61 miles for 24
consecutive hours. Port Stanley ane-
nometer gave 72 miles an hour,and our
agent there says the severest storm
for some years. Collingwood says
| wind blew tops off the waves in the
bay, and carried spray like dense
showers. Burlington says this was the
worst storm at this port for some
years. A scow lying in the piers part-
.ed her lines and was swept out into
. the lake; trees along the beach blown
i down. Presqu’ Isle anenometer re-
corded at times at the rate of 72 miles
'an hour. The agent says this was the
greatest gale of the season, and ships
{out of the port would be almost help-
iless in the wind. Midland says the
i greatest storm in many years; the new
fog-station on Double Top Rock had
its windows broken and also damaged
The rock stands 22 feet
iabove water. The anenometer at To-
ronto Island recorded in gusts at the

velocity of 59 miles. This storm was
warned at 10.15 a. m. on the 25th, ‘and
the great gale set in about 24 hours
afterwards.

BRITISH LUMBER MARKET.

English papers of Nov. 30th report
demand gcod and supplies decreasing
at leading ports, with prices firm.
Speaking of trade at Liverpool the
Timber Trades Journal says:

“Though therc was not a :ingle ves-
sel discharging in either ihe Brockle-
bank, Canada, or Carriers’ dock at the
end of the present week, it was cquite
apparent that some vessels had, only
just completed their unloading. The
removal of these was proceeding
apace, and numerous gangs of men
were busily employed in loading carts
and wagons with spruce deals. These
were hurriedly despatched to the
various railway depots and to the
wharves of the carriers by water. The
upward movement in the spruce mar-
ket still continues to manifest itself,
and some of the merchants’ stocks
will soon begin to wear a depleted ap-
perance  and their specifications a
ragged look. We hear of a large cargo
of West Bay spruce deals having
teen sold at £6 10s. per standard,
clean c. i. f. terms; and another cargo,
with a proportion of rotary-cut deals
in it, at half a crown less. Of three
steamers recently chartered to load
at St. John, N. B.,, we learn that one
goes to the Bristol channel, one to
Fleetwood, and one may possibly
come to this port. So these are pretty
widely distributed. Upon the point of
distribution of these goods the Man:
chester ship canal below the bridges,
i. e., below Runcorn, has been largely
used by the importers of the Canada
dock, Liverpool, to what an extent
has been shown in an interesting let-
ter to the Manchester Guardian. We
reproduce this communication else-
where owing to its importance. Fleet-
wood and Preston also have been
largely adopted as distributing points
for the same reason, that is, because
no tonnage dues are charged.”

HAYWARD HANGED.

The Murderer of Elizabeth Ging Ex-
ecuted at Minneapolis.

Minneapolis, Minn., Deec. 10.— Before
dawn tomorrow Harry Hayward will
be hanged at the jall in this city for
the murder of Katherine Ging. Be-
fore dark tonight morbid crowds had
assembled in the vicinity of the jail.
There is nothing to see except the grey
walls, but the occasional opening of
the heavy doors to admit some of the
officials, but they lingered in waiting
for the tragic event. At midnight the
throng numbered several hundred.

Harry Hayward’s swell dinner, the
“last supper,” as he profanely express-
ed it, was served according to his de-
sire, shortly after 10 o’clock, and he
partook of it with apparent relish.

Rev. Father Timothy arrived shortly
after, not on the summons of the con-
demned man, but in case at the last
moment a desire should be expressed
by the hitherto unrepentant man for
a spiritual advisor.

During the evening Hayward held a
lengthy conversation with his attend-
ants, and laughed and joked on the
subject of his approaching execution.

As Captain Sanborg was covering
the windows of the jail, looking into
the alley, Harry noticed him and
shouted: “That’s right; blow out the
gaping crowd. There will be no vis-
itors after five o’clock in the morning.
- People wishing to see me will have to
call at the morgue, as I intend to
change my quarters,” and laughed as
he said it.

To the newspaper meén he said: “I
would like to see the account of how
this thing came out and about my ac-
tions on the scaffold,” and again he
laughed as if he were going to a pie-
nic instead of his death.

Minneapolis, Dec. 1, 2.10 a. m.—Hay-
ward was hanged at 2.05 this morn-
ing. He made a statement of five
minutes’ duration, and while not mak-
ing a confession said he hoped God
would forgive him for all the harm he
had ever done.

Minneapolis, Minn., Dec. 11.—At the
simple burial service over the re-
mains of Harry Hayward, who was ex-
ecuted here today, this afternoon at
Lake Wood cemetery, closed the
most tragic -incident. The ceremony
was held in the little chapel at the
cemetery and was attended by a very
few friends of the famlily,  Adry in-
cluded.

After the words of scripture and
prayer, Mrs. Hayward desired to place
some flowers on the casket and sup-
ported by her son, Dr. Thaddeus and
her husband, advanced to do so. She
walked around the coffin, strewing
carnations as she did so. When she
had arrived at the right-hand side of
the bier, in response to a signal from
her, Thaddeus and her husband
loosened their support of her and she
stood alone, She raised her clenched
hands and broke forth in a low moan-
ing tone: *“Poor, dear Harry; poor,
dear Harry; my baby boy; my dear
boy; God has forgiven him; God has
forgiven him; poor, dear Harry; poor,
dear Harry; be brave, mother,  be
brave and strong;; the chains bind,
but they can’t chain my soul. I come
again.”

The woman then fainted.

IT WAS “JOE” McDONALD.

The murdered man was a brother of
Mrs. Angus Smith, and of the late

highly of him,as a man of good habits
and principles, and a first-class sea-
man. He joined the Esther Roy in
Newcastle, N:S.W., on Jan. 10th last,
and intended coming to Pictou to visit
his sister, had he been spared to com-
plete the trip to Liverpool.

DIED IN THE WEST.

Mrs. Benjamin Atherton, proprietress
of the Royal hotel, Fredericton, re-
ceived a telegram on Saturday, an-
nouncing the death at Chicago of her
mother, Mrs. W. A. Clark, formerly a
resident of Fredericton. Mrs. Clark
moved to Chicago about five years
ago and resided with her son there.
She was 82 years of age and leaves a
family consisting of two sons and two
daughters. The sons are Stephen,who
resides at St. Paul, and George, a re-
sident of Chicago. The daughters are
Mrs. Atherton of Fredericton,and Mrs.
Amos Thompson of British Columbia.
Mrs.Clark’s remains are to be brought
to St. John for burial, and will be ac-
companied by her son Stephen. Mrs.
Atherton will go out to Fredericton
Junction tomorrow, and join her bro-
ther, and proceed to St. John to at-
tend the funeral.—Herald, Monday.

THE PEACE OF EUROPE.

it is Dependant Upon the Out-
come of Turkish Question.

Said Pasha Took Refuge ia British§Embassy
to Get Rid of Palace Intrigues.

New York, Dec. 11.— A- cable de-
speech received by the Christian Her-
ald from a correspondent at Taurius,
persia, says: News received from Van
states that 10,000 refugees are crowd-
ing the city from 200 villages which
have been destroyed in the province
of Van. The Turks are greatly ham-
pering the relief work conducted by
Dr. Grace Kibmall,and his missionary
associates.  Misionary work js neces-
sarily suspended for the present. The
schools are closed.

Information comes from Bitlis that
the missionaries living there are in
ganger and that they are awaiting a
chance to escape to a place of safety.

Great pressure is being used to urge
the Red Cross soclety to undertake
the work of relief in Armenia. The
christian Herald today telegraphed to
Clara A. Barton,president of the Ame-
rican branch at Washington, offering
to contribute $25,000 for relief if the
Red Cross assumed the responsibility
of the work in that country.

Constantinople, Dec. 10, via Sofia,
Bulgaria, Dec. 11.—The two incidents
which have constituted the centre of
sensational interest, namely, the re-
fuge of Kustchuk Said Pasha, ex-
grand vizier, in the British embassy,
and the refusal of the Sultan to grant
the firmans for the passage through
the Dardanelles of the additional
guard-ship demanded by the powers,
are practically relegated to history
through their settlement by the re-
turn of Said to his own residence and
by the final granting of the firmans
by the Sultan, How unimportant
these incidents were in themselves is
indicated by the fact that the intense
condition ¢f the public mind,is not
abated by their closing and watchful
game of diplomacy is 'seen to go on
much as before. The intimate connec-
nection of the peace of Europe with
the fate of the Turkish empire is not
ta be forgotten nor is it to be lost
sight of, that this peace.is dependant
as it has been for the past eighteen
years, upon the accord of the great

powers as to the methods and limits !

of the occasion which shall be exer-
cised upon the sick man of Europe.
How great a labor and stress is ne-
cessary to the maintenance of this as-
cord has been indicated by the long-
drawn-out conduct of the guard-ships
incident, the Sultan refusing to con-
cede a single step voluntarily and leav-
ing the powers to their own resources
to patch up their complicated jealous-
ies and conflicts of interests before an
agreement could be reached to unite
in-a demand upon the Sultan.

The outrages upon the Armenian
Christians seem to be receding into
the back-ground, except as they con-
stitute the technical cause upon which
the powers base their action at inter-
national law for the settlement of
larger quesions.

The visit of M. Nelidoff to the Sultan
and his prelonged audienceé with him,
as was exclusively cabled by the As-
sociated Press, seems to have settled
in his :mind at least that on the ques-
tion of the guard-ship, at least, the
powers are in accord. It has develop-
ed that M. Nelidoff assuréd the Sultan
that unless the firmans for the guard-
ships were granted, the powers would
present a nultimatum to the ports.
M. Nelidoff then appealed to him on
behalf of the Czar to obviate the ne-
cessity of such a step by granting the
firmans., This from Russia evidently
convinced the Sultan that his game
of delay was up.

Said Pash wrote Sir Phillip Currie
a letter of thanks, in which he said
that after 43 years in the public ser-
vice and five in the position of grand
vizier, his health was broken and he
was unable again to accept the office
of grand vizier. He then mentioned
the fact the Sultan had offered him a
special palace post, but his health
compelled him to decline. He had in-
tended to pass only one night at the
British embassy, and then to leave
the country with his family. e wrote
to the grand vizier expressing his
wish to do so; but the Sultan had
twice sent Tewfick Pasha, the minister
of foreign affairs and the president of
the council, to assure Said Pasha of
the high esteem and confidence in his
fidelity to himself and to the empire,
and hoping that he would abandon
his intention to leave the country.

Said Pasha persisted in his inten-
tion, as he was unwilling to face the
intollerable palace intrigues. Despite
ths fact, the Sultan sent to him thir-
teen times, giving him written assur-
ances,

Finally at Said Pasha’s request to
leave the country was still ungranted
and ag he felt bound to attest his ap-
preciation of his sovereign’s persondl
assurances, he returned to his own
house, the Sultan consenting to grant
his wish to be unemployed in an of-
ficial post and to enjoy complete rest
and liberty.

Sir Phillip Currie has reiterated the
latter desire on behalf of the British
government. It is still feared, how-
ever, that Said Pasha will suffer from
palace intrigues.

London, Dec. 11.—The Standard’s
Constantinople correspondent says:
“The porte is absolutely deserted by
ministers, who live day and night at
the palace, where confusion reigns
supreme.”

A despatch to the Daily News from
Constamtinople reports the arrest by
palace officials and the subsequent lib-
erations of the chief messenger of the
British embassy, who is an Armenian.

London, Dec. 12.—The Chronicle has
a despatch from Constantinople which
says: “It is reported that the sultan
sworn the Kran to respect Sald
Pasha’s lfe, and gave him a large sum
of money down and a pension of £365
per month. The sultan seems to have
had a fit of generosity towards those
he suspected and has presented to
Kimi] Pasha a rosary worth £2,000 and
has announced his intention of in-
Creasing his salary to £5,000 8 year. It
is the general opinion that Said Pasha
has acted foolishly, while others con-
sider he §s playing a deep game.”

THE MYSTERY SOLVED.

The Skeleton Found Near Brandy Brook
Was Frank Fleming’s.

(From The Daily Sun of the 12th.)

An inquiry was held last night by Coroner
Berryman for the purpose of determining
whose skeleton it was that was found pear
Brandy Brook some days since. It was held
by some all along that it was that of Rob-
ert Horn, who disappeared nearly two years
| ago. There was plenty of evidence to show

¢ that it was not what remained of Horn.
Then came the testimony of James Fleming,
who swore that he believed it was the skel-
eton. of his brother, Frank Fleming, who
had been missing about three years. The
clothing found on the bones corresponded
with what Fleming hed on when he left
Boston.

The jury, which was composed of S. T
Golding, foreman, Calvin Powers, J. A. Bro-
gan, C. H. Knodell, C. U. Hanford, D. Wat-
son and Geo Magee, after hearing all the
evidence, returned a verdict, @ which put
briefly. was that the skeleton was that of
Fleming. They were unable to say, how-
ever, how he came by his death.

Robert J. McArdle of the Black River
road deposed as to the discovery of
skeleton and Michael Cavanagh and Michael
Reynolds relative to its removal to the city.
Neither Cavanagh mnor Reymolds took them
to be Robert Horn’s remains. They gave
good reasons for their belief.

Maggle Murdock, step-daughter of Horn,
declared that the clothing found did not cor-
respond with that worn by her step-father.

Police Capt. Jenkins, Dr. 'W. P. Bonnell
and Dr. T. D. Walker gave testimony which
showed thac the skeleton could not possibly
be Horn's.

James Fleming of Erin street, who at one
time lived on the Hickey road, stated that
he @id not at first take the remains o be
those of his brother. But after reading the
letters sent here by his sister, who lives
in Boston, he was sai | that it wes his
brother’s skeleton, In her letters this lady
described Frank Fleming’s clothing.  The
pants, underclothing, coat, vest, hat and
boots. described by her corresponded with
what was found on the skeleton. The wit-
ness said he last saw his brother about
three years ago, when he left for Boston.
Some time later his sister wrote him that
Frank had on the train for St. John.
As far as he could learn nobody had ever
seen the deceased here. Witness was told
that Frank was in the asylum, but that he
found to be untrue. Deceased was between
40 and 46 years of age.
Frank was visiting him he got lost in the
woods near the Hickey road and did not
turn up for a month. He was of & melan-
choly disposition and always wanted to be
alone. The remains were found ;about a mile
in the rear of Frank’'s farm and two miles

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BEAVER LINE FACILITIES.

Traffic Supt. Beswiek Makes a Sug-
gestion Which the Board of
Works Auopt.

The Change in Track Wiil Entail an Expen-
diture of Two Thousand Dollars
More.

The board of works met on the 1ith
instant and decided to commence
ejectment proceedings against Jarvis
Wilson for the Carleton properties in
case arrangements are. not made by
1st January.

The applications for the clerkship of
the board of works was next taken up
Eighteen applications were voted upon
and James G. Jordan was the seven-
teenth on the list. He was the first
to receive a majority vote of the board,
however, and obtained the position.

It was decided to give notice to the
St. John Railway Co. that all streets
not covered by the city contract, where
their cars are operated, snow must be
levelled to a depth of six inches, level-
led off the tracks for a distance of two
feet.

The question of the railway connec-
tion with the Beaver line warehouse
at Sand Point next came up. The re-
corder and engineer both stated that
Mr. Beswick, the traffic superintendent,
said to them that the track in front
of the warehouse would not be con-
venient, but that it should be placed
at the rear. The alteration would cost
about $1,750, and the contractors,
Messrs. Clark & Son, were willing to
make the change at an equal rate per
foot calculated on their present con-
tract. It would necessitate spiling in
the rear of the warehouse, where, as
the present plan is, the track runs on
the wharf down the front. To con-
struct both tracks would mean an ad-
ditional cost, i % ’

‘Ald. Baxter desired to see the Beav-
er line a success and felt that the in-
creased expenditure would be justified.
The city should leave mothing undone
to facilitate thelr handling of cargo.
He moved that the change be made at
the cost named and that the track in
front of the warehouse be deferred.

Ald. Blizzard opposed  this. He felt
that the mdnagement should hav
known what they wanted ,and as the
had said that a track on the front of

_the wareliouse was best and the city

had begun its construction, the con-
tract should go on. Perhaps next year
the ecity would be able to make the ad-
dition required. He would not favor
the alteration of the work at present
and@ moved that the contract be car-
ried out. 3

Ald. Wilson was also opposed to a
change without due consideration. The
members ought to look into the mat-
ter and gee that the contractors’
figures were right before going ahead.
It would not be fair to do the job with-
out giving other contractors a chance.
He favored doing the work after a
committee should interview the man-
agement and report.

Ald. Baxter pointed out that calling
for tenders would involve two weeks’
delay. Besides, Messrs, Clark had a
right to assist on being allowed to
carry out their contract as it was, and
any change would have to be by ar-
rangement with them as to cost, un-
less the city went on and built two
tracks.

Atd. Millidge concurred in this view.
He wanted to see proper facilities pro-
vided and though the management
might have made a mistake, yet is was
mnot too late to rectify it.

Chairman Christfe did not think
that the city could lay <down both
tracks at present, but if the change
were made mow the original idea could
be carried out in time, for the local
trade next summer, which would pre-
fer the track in front of the ware-
house.

Ald. Law felt that the line:should
be properly accommodated and was
willing for the change as =@ ted.

Ald. McLauchlan thought this was
the best solution of the difficulty.

Ald. Smith supported the proposition,
as it was highly desirable that the
right kind of convenience should be
afforded when the city attempted to
give any.

Director Smith pointed out that the

! Q0. P. R. was changing its track at

Sand Point to give the same facilities
at its warehouse as those asked for.
He was satisfied that the steamer
could not be loaded and discharged
at the same time from the cars with-
out the use of the warehouse.

Ald. McRobbie, who was present,
was invited to express his opimnion.
He thought that if this was the best
plan the purchase of the Connor lots
might have been avoided.

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THE OPENING WINTER

REV. DR. TALMAGE’S SERMON AT
THE METROPOLITAN,

Bewsare of the Special Allurements of the
Season—Parents Should Make Home
Attractive = Arm the Young Against

Temptations=~Rum’s Horrors.

Washington, December 8.—To-day Dr.
Talmage chose as the subject of his
germon ‘“The Opening Winter.” Al-
though the cold comes earlier or later,
according to the latitude, this sermon
is sooner or later .as appropriate every-
where as it is in Washington. The
text selected will be found in Titus iil,
12, “I have determined there to winter.”

Paul was not independent of the sea-
sons. He sent for his  overcoat to
Troas on a memorable occasion. And
now in the text he'is making arrange-
ments for the approaching cold weath-
er and makes an appointment with
‘Titus $o meet him at Necopolis, say-
ing, *“I have determined there to win-
ter.” Weell, this is the 8th day of De-
cember and the second Sabbath of
winter. We have had a few shrill,
‘sharp blasts already, forerunners of
whole regiments of storms and tem-
pests. No one here needs to be told
that we are in the opening gates of
winter. This season is not only a test
of one’s physical endurance, but in our
great cities is & test of moral charac-
ter. A vast nmumber of people have
by one winter of dissipation been de-
gtroyed, and forever. Seated in our
thomes on some stormy night the winds
howling outside, we imagine the ship-
ping helplessly driven on the coast,
but any winter night, if our ears were
good enough, we could hear the crash
.of a thousand moral shipwrecks. There
:are many people who came to the
.cities on the 1st of September who will
be blasted by the 1st of March. At
‘this season of the year temptations
.are especially rampant. Now that the
‘long winter evenings have come, there
are many who will mploy them in high
pursuits, intelligent socialities, in
Christian work, in .the strengthening
and ennobling of moral character, and
this winter to many of you will be the
brightest and the best of all your lives
and in anticipation I congratulate you.
But to others it may not have such
effect, and I charge you, my beloved,
fook out where you spend your winter
nights.

In the first place, I have to remark
‘that at this season of the year, the
evil allurements are especially busy.
There is not very much temptation
‘for a man to plunge in on a hot night
amid blazing gaslights and to breathe
the fetid air of an assemblage, but in
the cold nights satan gathers a gweat
‘harvest. At such times the casinos
.are in full blast. At such times the
grogshops in one night make more
-than in four or five nights in summer.
‘At such times the playbills of low
places of entertainment seem especially
attractive, and the acting is especial-
Iy impressive and the applause espec-
ially bewitching. Many a man who has
kept right all the rest of the year wil
be capsized now, and though last aut-
umn he came from the country, and
‘there was luster in the eye, and there
were roses in the cheek and elasticity
in the step, by the time the spring
‘hour has come you will pass him in
 the street and say to your friend:
“What's the matter with that man?
How differently he looks from what
he looked last Septéember!” Slain of
one winter’s dissipation. At this time
.of ‘the year there are many entertain-
ments. If we rightly employ them and
they are of the right kind, they enlarge
.our socialities, allow us to make im-
portant acquaintance, build us up in
.our morals and help us in a thousand
‘ways. 1-can scarcely think of anything
‘better ‘than good neighborhood. But
there ‘are those entertainments from
which others will come besoiled in
¢haracter. There are those who by
the springtime will be broken down in

health, and, though at the opening of-

‘the season their prospects were bright,
at the close of the season they will be
in the 'hands of the doctors or sleep-
/ing in the cemetery. The certificate of
death will be made out, and the phy-
gician, to save the feelings of the fam-
ily, will call the disease by a Latin
nagne. But the doctor knows, and
everybody else knows, they died of too
many levees. .Away with all these
+wine drinking convivialities. How dare
you, the father of a family, tempt the
appetites of the young people? 'Per-
‘haps at the entertainment, to save
the feelings of the minister or some
other weak temperance man, you leave
the decanter in a side room, and only
a few people are invited there to par-
take, but it is easy enough to know
when you come out by the glare of
your eye and the stench of your breath
that you have been serving the devil
Men sametimes excuse themselves
and say -after late suppers it is neces-
sary to take some sort of stimulant to
aid digestion. My plain opinion is
that if you have no more self-control
than te stuff yourself until your di-
gestive orgams refuse their office you
had better mot call yourself a man,
but eclass yourself among the beasts
that perish. At this season of the
year the Young Men’s Christian Asso-
ciations of the land send out circulars
asking the pastors to speak a word
on this subject, and so I sound in your
ear the words of the ILord God Al-
mighty, “Woe unto him that putteth
the bottle to his neighbor’s lips.” Re-
joice that yom have come to the glad
winter months that remind you of the
times when in your childhood you
were shone on by the face of father,
mother, brothers, sisters, some of them
alas! no more to meet you with a
“Happy New Year,” or a “Merry
Christmas.” But again and again have
we seen on New Year’s day the sons
of some of ‘the best families drunk,
and young men have excused them-
selves by the fact that the wine cup
has ‘been offered by the ladies, and
again and again it has been found out
that a lady’s hand has kindled the
young man's thirst for strong drink,
and long after all the attractions of
the holiday have passed (that same
woman crouches in her rags, and her
desolation, and her woe under the up-
{ifted hand of the drunken monster to
whom she had passed the fascinating
tup on New Year’'s day. If we want
to go to ruin, let us go alone and not
take others with us. Ca2n we not sac-
rifice our feelincs if neod be? "When
the good shin 1. r.cn > cnt down, the
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captain was told that he might escape
in one of the lifeboats. *“N¢,” he re-
plied, “I'l go down with the passen-
gers.” . All the world applauded his
heroism. And can we not sacrifice our
tastes and our appetites for the rescue
of others? Surely it is not a Very
great sacrifice. Oh, mix not with the
{nmocent Beverage of the holiday the
poison of adders! Mix mnot with the
wkite sugar of the cup the snow of
this awful leprosy! Mar not the clatter
of the cutlery of the festal occasion
with the clank of a madman’s chain!

Pass down the street and look into
the pawnbroker's window. Elegant
watch, elegant furs, elegant flute, ele-
gant  shoes,” elegant scarf, elegant
books, elegant mementos. You some-
times gee people with pleased counte-
nances looking into such a window.
When I look into a pawnbroker’s win-
dow, it seems to me as if I had look~-
ed into the window of hell! To whom
did that watch belong? To a drun¥-
ard. To whom did those furs belong?
To a drunkard’s wife. To whom daid
those shoes belong? To a drunkard’s
child. I take the three brazen balls at
the doorway of a pawnbroker’s shop
and I clank them together, sounding
the knell of the drunkard’s soul. A
pawnbroker’s shop is only one of the
eddies in the great torrent of muni-
cipal drunkenness. ‘“‘Oh,” says some
one, “I don’t patronize such things. I
have destroyed no young man by such
influences. I only take ale, and it will
take a great amount of ale to intomi-
cate.”” Yes, but I tell you there is
not & drunkard in America that did
not begin with ale. Three X's—I do
not know what they mean. Three X's
on the brewer's dray, three X's on the
door of the ginshop, three X’s on the
side of the bottle. Three X's. I asked
a man. He could not tell. I asked
another what is the meardng of the
three X’s. He could not tell me. Then
I made up my mind that the three X's
were an allegory, and that they meant
30 heartbreaks, 30 agenies, 30 broken
up households, 30 prospects of a drunk-
ard’s grave, 30 ways to perdiiion. Three
X’s. If I were going to write a story
the first chapter I would cell ‘Three
X’s” and the last chapter I would call
‘“The Pawnbroker's Shop.” Oh, be-
ware of your influence.

The winter season is especially full
of temptation, because of the Ilong
evenings allowing such full swing for
evil indulgences. You can scarcely ex-
pect a young man to go into his room
and sit there ffom 7 to 11 o’clock in the
evening reading Motley’s “Dutch Re-
public,”” or John Foster’s essays. It
would be a very beautiful thing for
him to do, but he will not do it. The
most of our young men are busy in
offices, in factories, in banking houses,
in stores, in shops and when evening
comes they want the fresh air, and
they want sightseeing, and they must
have it. Most of the men here assem-
bled will have three or four evenings
of leisure on the winter nights. After
tea the man puts on hiz hat and coat
and he goes out. One form of allure-
ment says ‘“Come in here.” Satan says:
“It is best for you to go in. You ought
not to be so green. By thir time you
ought to have seen everything,” and
the temptations should be mighty in
dull times such as we have had, but
which, I believe, are gone, for I hear
all over the land the prophecy of great
prosperity, and the rajiroad men and
the merchafits, they all tell me of the
days of prosperity they think are com-
ing, and in many department: they
have already come, and they are going
to come iniall departments, but those.

passed have destroyed a great many
men. The question of a livelthood 1
with a vast multitude the great ques-
tion. There are young men who ex-
pected before this to set up thir house-
hold, but they have been disappointed
in ‘the gains they have made. They
cannot support themselves—how can
they support others? And to the curse
of modern society the theory ‘is abroad
that a man must not marry until he
has achieved a fortune, when the twain
ought to start at the foot of the hill
and together climb to the top.

That is the old fashioned way, and
that will be the new fashioned way if
soclety is ever redeemed. But during
the hard times, the dull times, so many
men were discouraged, so many men
had nothing to do—they could get no-
thing to.do—a pirate bore down on
the ship when the sails were down and
the vessel was making no headway.
People say they want more time to
think. The trouble is too many people
have had too much time to think, and
if our merchants had not had their
minds diverted many of them would,
long before this have been within the
four walls of an insane asylum. These
long winter evenings, be careful where
you spend'them. This winter will Jde-
cide the temporal and eternal destiny
of hundreds of men in this audience.

Then the winter has especial tempta-
tions in the fact that many homes are
peculiarly unattractive at this season.
In the summer months the young man
cah sit out on the steps, or he can have
a bouquet in the vase on the mantel,
or, the evenings being so short, soon
after gaslight he wants to retire any-
how. But there are many parents who
do not understand how to make the
long winter evenings attractive to their
children. It is amazing to me that so
many old people do not understand
young people. To hear some of these
parents talk you would think they had
never themselves been young and had
been born with spectacles on. Oh, 1t
i{s dolorous for young people to sit in
the house from 7 to 11 o’clock at night
and to hear parents groan about their
ajlments and the nothingness of this
_world, The nothingness of this world?
How dare you talk such blasphemy?
It took God six days to make this
world, and he has allowed it 6,000 years
to hang upon’ his holy heart, and this
world has shone on you and blessed
you and caressed you for these 50 or
70 years, and yet you dare talk about
the nothingness of this world! Why,
it i= a magnificent world. I.do not be-
lieve in the whole universe there is a
world equal to it except it be heaven.
You cannot expect your children to stay
in the house these long winter evenings
to hear you denounce this star lighted,
sun warmed, shower baptized, flower
strewn, angel watched, God inhabited
planet. °

Letters addressed illegibly or incor-
rectly come to the postoffice depart-
ment at Washingtam by the million.
To the “live letter division” of the

| department come all letters of this

character. This division is in charge of
a woman. She has a large force of
clerks. Under her the division has
grown from a mere adjunct to an im-
portant and most interesting field of
labor, and in the whole range of Gov4
ernment employment there is no other
post which is so unique and requires
more detective talent.

About 5,000,000 such letters are year-
ly turned into thesdivision, and nearly
every one gets to its destination if
there is the faintest clew on which to
work. A letter to be sent to the de-
tective division Mmust be =o illegible or
so curiously directed that none
of the clerks of the potstoffice from
When
it reaches Washington it is an Egyp-
tian puzzle which no one seems to be
able to solve. But with her wonderful
brain and her long course of training
this woman is able to send letters to
their destinations that one would never
dream were meant.

Once a letter came addressed to Bent
Arrow, Neb., but as there was no office
of that name in the state she sent it
to Broken Bow, which is the name of
a small settlement. Another missive
was addressed to Goose Bay, N. C., and
returned, as there was no such place.
The lady reasoned that there was
somewhere about that part of the coun-
try a town of some such name, and
decided upon Duck Creek as the one
meant, and she was right. A third
letter was addressed to Rat Trap,
Miss.,, and she sent it to its rightful
owner at Fox Trap, in the same state.

Some of the most interesting letters
are preserved in a drawer, which is full
received and sent back at the request
of envelopes that have been deciphered,
of the office. There is not one among
them that the average person could
read. For instance, there is one Iin a
cramped hand for Tigerroll, N. Y., but
no one would dreain that Niagara Falls
was the piace meant. Another letter
was to be sent to Chunkie City, but
Sandusky was the place meant. Knowl-
edge was put on one envelope which
was meant for Norwich, but it got to
its destination.

#0 years in his days (chapter viii, 28).
Gideon was nothing in himself, but the
Lord was with him. The Spirit of the
Lord came upon kim, and his strength
was that the Lord had called him and
sent him (chapter vi., 12, 14, 16, 34).
It 1s not men and women of strength
who are needed for the Lord’s work,
but such as are filled with the Spirit.

Lesson III.—Ruth’s choice (Ruth i,
¥4-22). Golden text, Ruth i, 16, “Thy
people shall be my people and thy God
my God.” All good judges, prophetis,
priests and kings were typical of

- desire to have a king like other na-
tions was. a virtual rejection of Jeho-
. vah as their king (chapter viil, 5-7).
. They preferred to walk by sight rather
than by faith, and weary of God and
His ways. The sin of many to-day is
that they do not care to be the Lord’s
own possession, but prefer to be like
other people.

Lesson VII.—Saul rejected (I. Sam.’
xv., 10-23). Golden text, I. Sam. xv.,
22, “T6 obey is better than to sacri-
fice.” God gave them a king who He
{ knew would please the people, a fine
{ man to look upon, a choice man and
head and shoulders aboye the people
(chapter ix., 2), and had he been as
fair to God as he was to the people
it had been well for him and for them,
too, but he proves. disobedient to God
in order to please the people (verse
24), and yet professes loyalty to God.
Lesson VIIIL.—The Woes of Intemper-
ance (Isa. v., 11-23). Golden text, Isa.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

The Government Announces That its
Finances are in Good Condition.

St. Johns’ Nfid.,, Dec. 11.—Premier
Whiteway sailed today for Canada.
The ostensible purpose of his visit is
to enter his son in McGill University,
but no doubt is felt here that he real-
Iy goes to confer with the dominion
government about confederation and
other questions at issue between the
two countries. His organ, which has
hitherto opposed confederation, I8
silent on his reasons for going, but
the party leaders in St. Johms admit
that he intends to visit Ottawa in an
unofficial capacity and pave the way
for a settlement of the terms of con-
federation.

St. Johns, Nfid., Dec. 12.—The gov-
ernment has announced that the col-
ony’s finances are in splendid condi-
tion, and that all apprehension of her
inability to meet her obligations is re-
moved. The necessary steps have been
taken to meet all claims for interest
and other abligations due January 1.
This roseate presentation of the con-
dition of affairs is not fully warrant-
ed, because Colonial Secretary Bond,
when obtaining a loan in June last,
cbtained enough to meet all payments
coming due to the end of the year. But
still the outlook is a encouraging one.

A NEW INDUSTRY.

A New Glasgow letter to the Eali-
fax Chronicle says: This eastern
metropolis will soon be able to boast
of another important industrial estab-
lishment—the mill for producing
flour, cornmeal and feed, which is be-
ing erected by the New Glasgow Mill-
ing Co., ltd., and which is now ep-
proaching completion. It ‘is situated
on the bank of the East river, below
New Glasgow bridge, at a noint wkere
the channel hugs the shore, end is
connected by a short siding with the
I. C. R. There are few better posi-
tions for an establishment of that
kind in" the dominion. Any steamer
which can pass through the St. Law-
rence canals can load corn at Chicago
or wheat at Fort William, and dis-
charge its cargo at New Glasgow inie
the elevator attached to ‘the miil; and
it is probable that in most cases ghe
steamer can get a return cargo for the
upper provinces. :

The elevator is 90 feet in height and
the mill six stories high; the dimen-
sions of the former being 40 by 62 feet;
the mill 42 by 90 fet and the power
house 36 by 44 feet. The engine and
machinery, which are now being put
in place, were manufactured by John
Inglis & Son, Toronto, who make a
specialty of that kind of machinery.
The engine is 150 horse power, the fly
wheel of which has a rope drive for
ten large manila rope strands, which
effectively guards against Jangers or
drawbacks involved in the slipping of
ordinary leather and rubber Dbelts.
The capacity of the elevator is 100,-
000 bushels. Grain can be unloaded
from a car or barge at the rate of 3,-
000 bushels an hour.

In the manufacture of flour -and
cornmeal the latest improved roller
process will be employed. The daily
capacity of the mill is estimated at
200 bbls. flour, 200 bbls. cornmeal, and
30 to 50 tons of chopped feed. There
is room in the mill for largely increased
capacity when conditions warrant,
and in course of time it is calculated
to add the production of rolled oats.
The question of tariff is a matter
about which the proprietors of the
mill are not worrying themselves;
they want their raw material as
cheaply as possible, and believe their
position will enable them to supply
the market of eastern Nova ‘Scotla
against competition from any quarter,
duty or no duty.

It is expected that the mill will be
ready for work four weeks hence, and
very soon thereafter some of its pro-
ducts will be placed on the market.
The people of New Glasgow and east-
ern Nova Scotia generally :heartily
wish the enterprise success.

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PULLMAN AND ARMOUR.

An Attempt Made to Kill Two
Chicago Millionaires.

I: iernal Machines Sent Through the
Mail to Their Addresses. |

One Man Arrested Charged With Sending !
the Packages. |

Chicago, Dec. 16.—A bold conspir-
acy to assassinate Geo. H. Pullman
and Phil D. Armour has just come to
ligt*, and every effort is being made
to apprehend the perpetrators of the
plot. This morning two packages
were received at postal station “L” di-
rected to P. D. Armour and Geo. H.
Pullman respectively, and the pack-
vges were finally turned over to Post
Office Inspector Stewart for inspec-
tion. They proved to be infernal ma-
chine, which, had they reached their
destination and been“opened without
suspicion :by.the m . whom - they
were intended, would have probably
blown them into eternity. The pack-
ages were taken - by Collector Philip
Kirkwod of station “L.” One of them
he found on the mail box at Wabash
avenue and 14th street and one at Wa-
bash @venue and 3lst avenue. The
packages were laid on the box just
as the collector approached. He saw
a man of rough appearance lay a pack-
age on the box and walk away. When
he reached the mail box he found the
package to be similar to the one he
had picked up at 41st street and ad-
dressed in the same handwriting.
Each package weighed about twenty-
four ounces, and the poorly scrawled
addresses were alone enough to at-
tract the attention of the carrier. The
postal authorities were already on the
lookout for suspicious packages for
Mr. Armour, as a stranger had noti-
fied the office that an infernal machine
was on its way to Mr. Armour through
the mail. He claimed to have over-
heard an exposure of the conspiracy
from two men talking in an ‘alley.

The employes of Mr. Armour did not
place much reliance in the story, but
informed the postal authorities of
what they had heard. ”

A simflar visit was paid Mr. Pull-
man Sunday night, presumably by the
same person who took the trouble to
inform Mr. Armour’'s people. Mr.

_Pullman had already retired and did

not see the visitor, who appeared very
much worried and anxious to see the
millionaire in person. He delivered
his message without seeing Mr. Pull-
man, and ieft a card with his busi-
ness address. “This Mr. Pullman de-
clined to make public this.afternoon,
as it might be the exposure of a valu-
able clew. The man who gave the
warning is said to have been a metal

spatched a confidential man to the
place of business specified on the
card, but was told the person of the
name it showed was absent, being an
outside man, and seldom at the head-
quarters of the firm. Mr. Armour is
now on his way to Jacksonville, Fla.,
having left the city on Sunday.

The danger of the packages has
been established without a doubt. A
trial test ‘of their contents was made,
and this proved that the packages
contained an explosive, in force akin
to dynamite. The packages were
about eight inches long with three
inch ends. They were wooden boxed,
each containing a drawer. &

Matches were arranged inside as to
be ignited by the friction of the sand-
paer which was glued to the box
above the drawer, when the latter was
pulled out. The boxes were well pro-
vided with the explosive, but in the
bottom was placed a piece of lead pipe
several inches lone.

The arrest of Albert Reaser was
made by Collector Kirkwood,who said
the man whom he saw place the
packages on the box resembled a man
whom he had seen arrested last sum-
mer for throwing stones at Mr. Pull-
man’s windows. He believed the man
was one and the same, and Reaser,
who was the stone-thrower, was also
brought in. He denied in the strong-
est terms having sent the packages
through the mail. :

A Peculiar Trotting Case.
(Canadian Sportsman, Dec. 13.)
The case of the St. Stephen Driving
Park association of New Brunswick
against George Carvell of the city of
St. John, which has been under con-
sideration by the National Trotting
association, is a rather peculiar one,
and of interest to horsemen generally.
It appears by the short report of
the case that we have seen that Car-
vell made an entry in one of the
classes, and on the day before the
meeting opened, telegraphed, cancel-
. ling his entry. This telegram, the re-
port states, was not received until race
day, and the association proceeded to
take charge of.Carvell’s horse, put up
their own driver and started him in
the race he "had been entered for.
After the race the horse moved .lame,
and his owner entered an action claim-
ing $1,000 damages from the associa-
tion: The ccurt awarded him $40 and
costs. The club were out abaut $900
defending the case, and to get even
with Carvell they petitioned the Na-
; tional association, of which they are
a member, to expel him.
{* Now, if the Associated Press report
sent out be a correct statement of the
facts, we have no hesitation in decid-
ing that the St. Stephen club exceed-
ed their power, and had no justifica-
! tion under the “rules” for taking pos-
session of the horse and starting him
in the race contrary to the wish of the
cwner. If the latter made his entry
at the proper time, and afterwards
sought by telegraphing to annul said
entry, the club had a perfect right to
|rei’use to cancel the entry and under
i the rules could hold Carvell respon-
! sible for the entrance money, and they
! could have suspendeéd him until 'the
amount due was made good. In forc-
ibly taking possession of his horse,
however, and starting him in the race,
they committed an act that cannot
possibly be justified. To defend such
a course would be to proclaim the
right of the club instead of the owner
to decide when a horse shall start in
a race. This would be usurping an
owner’s rights with a vengeance and
is simply indefensible. If the judges
of a meeting bélieve that a horse is
not being driven to win, if, in fact,,
they have reasonable grounds of sus-
picion that fraud is being attempted,
the ‘“rules” give them the power to
take possession of the suspected horse
and put up a driver of their own selee-
tion. This, however, is very different
from seizing a horse before the race
commences, and starting him contrary
to the orders of his owner. If the case
is, as reported in the despatches, the
St. Stephen club have acted contrary

Although Gilbert is not a
citizen of this country it i$ not Dbe-
lieved that the Canadian government
will decide to interfere, even if called
upon to do so.

The police officials of several New
England and Canadian cities think
they have at last run down a desper-
ate gang of burglars, which has been
operating in eastern Canada and the
northern New England states for the
past few years. The Boston police have
traced the headquarters of the gang
to Portland, where many, if:.not near-
ly all the burglaries have been plan-
ned. The arrest of John Moran and
Charles Fairchild in this city on char-
ges of Jobbing the Intercolonial railway
stations at Antigonish and Rivere du
Loup led to important discoveries and
it is now believed that many country
towns will enjoy rest from these dar-
ing depredations for a time at least.
Fred Wilkes of this city and John

McDonald, who were arrested at Hal-
ifax and sentenced to long terms, were
mmbers of the gang. John McCormick,
who was arrested in this city x;ecen't-
ly was another one of the crowd. He
is wanted for burglary in Nova Sco-
tia, but the U: S. authorities at a hear-
ing this week refused to allow him
to be extradited. McCormick went -to
the province with Moran and Falr-
child for the purpese of robbing sev-
eral banks, but returned here when
he found that Officer Skeffington and
the authorities were making it too hot
for them. McCormick is now awaiting
trial here for s ng a Braintree
voliceman.

Capt. John Yorke of the Salvation
army died in this city a few days ago.
He ~was formerly stationed in
Brunswick and Nova Scotia towns
and was a successful worker. He was
married at a public demonstration
here only a few weeks ago.

The belligerent attitude of Senators
Chandler, Lodge and other ‘“jingo”
statesmen toward Great Britain has
led to no end of discussion in naval
circles and in the press. Even the sec-
retary of war in his annual report
draws attention to the unprotected con-
dition of the Atlantic seaboard and
recommends further appropriations to
remedy this, Lieut. E. M. Weaver of
the Second Artillery on Warren Is-
land, Boston harbor, thinks that Bos-
ton might as well go out of business
if a war with England was declared,
unless there was a decided improve-
ment in coast defences. Lieut. Weav-
er is thoroughly competent to  know
whereof he speaks, and his opinion is
worth quoting. He says:

“Living here in Boston, the most ex-
posed city in the country against a
British naval attack, they undoubt-
edly do not know that the first blow
would fall right here, and that there
is absolutely no force of any kind,
either military or naval, at hand to
save the city from bombardment and
a complete collapse of all business
within thirty-six hours after hostili-
ties should begin between the two
countries. Boston {s only twenty-four
hours from St. John, N. B., and but
twenty-eight hours from Halifax. Of
course large fleets would rendevous at
one or both of these places during the
‘preliminary heated discussion of the
diplomats, and when the thread of
exchanges between the foreign officés
snap, the same events would loose the
mooring cables and hoist the anchors
off the Canadian coast.”

CGeneral Miles, the commander-in-
chief of thé United States army, in
his annual report says that “it is
known at the seat of every European
government, if not by our newspaper
editors, that we can offer no resist-
ance worthy of the name.” Admiral
George B. Belknap is also clamoring
for better defences. He says in a re-
port regarding defendes on the great
lakes: “The siren song of Britannia is
continually sounded in our ears in
notes exalting the ties wof kindred,
blood and tongue, but when we look
about us and note the fact that three-
quarters of our diplomatic contentions
are with Great Britain and her super-
loyal colony, the Dominion of Can-
ada, we may look askance at their
professions of fair dealing and sincer-
ity. What right has England to in-
sist that the United States shall not
keep a naval force of ‘whatever
