Their Goods are Exscluded j

from Country Market.

Clerk Dunham, Who Shut Them
Out Accéording to Bye-Law,
May Be Sued.

Legal complications are likaly to arise |
over the action of Wm. C. Dunham,
clerk of the market, in rejecting quan-
tities of pork and meat products sent
from the factory of F. B. Dunn & Co.,
Gypsey Settlement, Fairville, to - the
market for sale.

The goods were sent in barrels to the
market last week. Messrs. Dunn first

| sought to lease space to sell their goods

on their own aogount. Clerk Dunham
refused to lease any space. Mess#'s.
Dunn then attemapted to arrange with
some of the market dealers to dispose
of their goeds for them. Clerk Dun-
ham again interfered and absolutely
forbade thé& sale of any goods whatever
in the market owned by Messrs. Dunn
and manufactured at their factory.
Some of the goods are now in the mar-
ket, standing to one side, awaiting re-
moval by their owners.

Hon. A. T. Dunn, representing ¥. B.
Dunn & Co., hag threatened to take im-
mediate legal proceedings.

Mr. Dunham \warrants his rejection
of the goods ori the ground that the
law relating to the market prevents his
admitting them. The civic regulations
specially provide that no person keep-
ing a shop or place of business within
five miles of the market shall be allow-
ed to keep a stand within the market.
The regulations even go further and
provide that a lessee of a stand within
the market shall forfeit his stand upon
his becoming an owner of a shop or
rlace of business within the five miles
limit.

Mr. Dunham says that if he-allowed
Messrs. Dunn to sell their products
within the market he would have to ex-
tend the privilege to all the pork and
meat factories in the city.

JAPANESE CAMPAIGN

CAREFULLY PLANNED.

260,000 Men Now

in the Field—60,000

More Coming---Will Have Three

Armies of 100

,000 Men Eaeh.

SHANGHAI, April 4.—A letter re-
ceived from Kobe, Japan, says the
Japanese government has 260,000 troops
in motion and fully 60,000 more under
arms, in garrison and at the depots.
These numbers are excglusive of the
third reserves numbering 120,000, which
have not been called to the colors. The
exact number of troops which have left
Japan for their various
are not known, but the entire first army
had been landed and has been distribut-
ed throughout Northwestern Korea,
with its main base at Chinampho. The
Japanese General Stadd still carefully
guards the plan of campaign, but It is
generally believed that it will operate
three armies each nominally number-
ing 100,000 men, the second army land-
ing west of the Yalu river and the third
army east of Newchwang. The land-
ings of the latter two armies will be
easily accomplished, for the light cruis-
er squadrons can protect both move-
ments.

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THE REWARD OF TYRANNY,
e s

Russia’s governmental sins are sure-
ly finding that country out. The cruel
tyranny which the Czars have meted
out to their own people, is proving, in
its recoil, the greatest danger which
Russia has to face today.

In her own territory Russia’s recent
oppression of Finland has caused a Fin-
nish disloyalty which extends where-
ever the Finnish refugees have beep
driven; and even in old Poland, in
whose dismemberment Russia joined
b more than a century ago, there is now
such a ferment of discontent as leads
The London Spectator to think a new
Polish rebellion quite possible, if all
Russia’s energies become absorbed in
the struggle in the Far East. Then ‘in
Russia proper the seething discontent
of the people is finding vent in open-
ly expressed hopes that the pride of the
government may be humbled by defeat
and in threats, which only await the
proper moment to materialize in a
biloody revolution.

Besides this trouble within her own
territories Russia is confronted with a
hostile sentiment, in every civilized
country in the world, which renders
hopeless the search for an ally in the
present emergency. The feeling is dir-
ectly the result of the Russian gov-
ernment’s oppression of the masses in
their own country and is so strong as
to neutralize what friendliness for Rus-
sia may be felt in governmental cir-
cles in such countries as France and
Germany. France especially is official-
ly friendly to Russia, but the working
people, among whom the Socialists
have great influence, are bitterly anti-
Slav and the fact that the present
French ministry holds office through a
coalition of the Liberal and Socialist
parties makes it impossible for Prem-
jer Combes to take any action favor-
able to Russia without ruining his gov-
ernment.

No other great power of the world
would, in defeat, receive as little sym-
pathy as Russia. In the end tyranny
always defeats itself.

EXHIBITION AND TERCEN-
TENARY.

It is regrettable t*hat affairs have so
been mismanaged as to cause any ri-
valry between the Exhibition Associa-
tion and the promoters of the Cham-
plain tercentenary celebration. There
is no reason why both should not be
successfully carried out. The Tercen-
tenary certainly must go on and will
probably prove the most popular cele-
bration ever held here. = On the other
hand, no exhibition has been held here
for two years and if this year is al-
lowed to go past, it is more than pos-
sible that the project could net be suc-
cessfully resurrected, which result, con-
sidered from agricultural, educatienal,
or popular standpoints, would © be_de-
plorable.,

The government has practically as-
sured the Exhibition Association of a
grant and has no right to refuse it on
acoount of the demands for a celebra-
tion in which the whole province is
deeply interested and which in no wise
conflicts with the exhibition. The two
are matters for separate consideration.

The common council will also act
unwisely - if it decides to make
the success of either project
detrimental to the other, Both,
while of a provincial nature,
will’ be directly beneficial to the
city and money given to their aid
would be returned in other ways.

NEW AUSTRALIAN TRADE,

L C. R. TRAIN WRECK.

Twenty Cars Derailed at Rothesay
and Smashed to Pieces—Fifty
Head of Cattle Killed.

Yesterday morning about 9.45 o’clock
a cattle and freight train, composed of
thirty cars, was almest totally wreck-
ed a short distance this side of Rothe-
say station, Twenty cars left the
rails and were broken up into pieces.
Out of two hundred head of cattle, fif-
ty, valued -at $3,500, were killed. The
entire damage is estimated at between
$12,000 and $15,000.

Shortly after the accident occurred
an immigrant special, which was fol-
lowing the cattle train, came in sight
The im-
migrant train was delayed for eight
hours.

The cattle train left Moncton at 5.30
o’'clock yesterday morning. The train
was in charge of Conductor Wilbur and
Driver G. Demill. Twelve of the cars
contained cattle and the remainder
were loaded with miscellaneous freight.
The immigrant train left Moncton 20
minutes later.

It was just 9.45 o'clock when the cat-
tle train passed = Rothesay station.
About 500 yards further on the train
went to pieces. Twenty cars left the
rails, ten of them containing cattle.
The engine, the van, a passenger car
and a number of freight cars remain-
ed on the track uninjured. The scene
that followed was one of wildest con-
fusion.

Conductor Wilbur immediately tele-
graphed to St. John and Moncton for
assistance. In the meantime the cat-
tlemen, a dozen in all, who were on the
train, agdsisted by the immigrants, got
to work to save as many of the cattle
as possible: A number of Rothesay
men, notably Thomas Rathburn, Geo.
Gallagher, H, Macrae and Daniel Doug-
las, rendéred great assistance. John
Storm, who has charge of shipping
cattle at Sand Point, was early at the
scene of the accident, having driven
out as soon as-he got word. He, as-
sisted by his cattle foreman, put some
of the worst injured cattle out of their
pain, while those that were not so bad-
ly injured were cared for.

Whrecking crews were sent from both
St. John and Moncton. They soon clear-
ed the track of the demolished cars
and by 6.80 o’clock had repaired the
track so asito allow the {immigrant
train to pass. The immigrant train
reached the city by 7.30 o’clock.

The 150 head of cattle which escap-
ed injury were brought to the city last
night shorfly after 12 o’clock.

Don4ild Monro, who owns the cattle,
will arrive in the city today- from
Montreal.

HALIFAX, April 3.—If a proposi-
tion which several American and Can-
adian capitalists have now in contem-
plation becomes a reality, it will only
take a few years until another gigan-
tic steel plant, similar ifenot larger
than the one at Sydney, will be lo-
cated in the western part of this pro-
vince. As it is, operations will be
begun shortly upon the development
of extensive iron ore deposits at Tor-
brook, in the county of Annapolis,
qlose to the shores of the Bay of
Fundy. Repeated surveys have been
made of these areas, and the lowest
estimate gives three hundred mil-
lion tons as the quantity of ore con-
tajned therein.

Mzeeting in the Board of Trade Rooms

TO SAVE THE LOGS.

F. D. Miles, who was selected by the
river lumbermen to arrange for the
collection of any logs that may 'run
when the ice breaks up in the river,
has his preparations well advanced.

One thousahd and twenty-five links
of hoom have been made at Murray &
Gregory’s mill and the woodboat Sea
Bird has been fitted up as a floating
beoarding house for the use of the men.

The minute the ice is reported as
having started rope will be despatched
for distribution among . the farmers
resident along the river banks and
these men will pick up the logs as
they drift into the sections. The men
thus equipped will tow the logs cap-
tured by them to the shore and then
tugs will take hold of tham. They
will be placed in booms and towed to
St. John with' all possible speed. The
farmers who last year assisted in la-
bor in this direction, the salvation of
the driftings logs, earned $6,000 to $8,-
000 through théir efforts. Only about
ten days were occupied thus in the
performance of this job. All who are
expected to ‘be on the scene will be
there when needed.

SISTER SHIPS SIGNAL- EACH
OTHER.

The Allan liner Bavarian, Captain
Macmichael, which arrived vesterday
from Liverpool and Halifax, sighted
two C. P. R. steamers, ofie bound out-
ward and the other inward, off Seal Is-
land, at the mouth of the bay Satur-
day night.

WINTER PORT.

Up to March 31, 1904, seventy-three
cargpes went across the Atlantic from
St. John, carrying Canadlan goods to
the value of $8227,800, and foreign
goods to the total of $4,544,307, making
a grand total of $12,772,107. Last year
up to the same period 75 cargoes went
forward, with goods valued at $11,056,-
654. The gain for the present year, sO
far, as $1,716,643. Up to March 31, 1904,
79 steamships arrived here for winter
port business, with a net tonnage of
280,525, against 77 steamers of 232,352
tons up to March 31, 1903. The larger
vessels this year makes the tonnage
58,173 tons greater than last season up
to the same time.

BETTER WATER SUPPLY NEEDED

Supt. Murdoch Says the Facilities
for Supplying St. John With

Water are Inadequate

Superintendent Murdoch, speaking to
the Star recently of the water pressure,
of which lately many complaints have
been heard, said:

“The water pressure now is certainly
not as good as it w&s before the win-
ter set in. ~ Along the line of the street
railway the poor water pressure is par-
ticularly noticeable. 1 attribute it
largely ‘to the encrusting of ice on the
interior of the mains. While the
frost remains in the ground the mains
must continue in a more or less ice-
encrusted condition, but it will now be
only a matter of weeks before this in-
terference with the pressure is re-
moved.

‘“The low pressure was thought at
first to be due to leakages in different
parts of the city. Special pains were
taken to ascertain whether this was
so by shutting off sections of the wa-
ter service at a time and carefully ex-
amining for leaks. Some leaks,:it will
be remembered, were discovered, but
the siopping of these did not in the
least assist the water pressure.

“The reservoir i$ now, and during
the greater part of the winter has
been, overflowing, something which
never occurs -when the pressure is good.
This goes to show that the severity of
the winter has had much to do with
the poor water pressure.

“But the severe winter has not been,

by any means, the entire cause of the
poor water pressure. The demands on
the service have increased, but there
has not been a corresponding increase
in the supply of water. The present
system of water works was all right
for St. John of twenty or thirty years
ago, but it is wholly inadequate for St.
John of today. There must be addi-
tional facilities for bringing the water
into the city, and until these are adopt-
ed there is likely to be trouble with
the pressure.
“St. John has not been alone in her
water troubles this winter. Cities in
the New England states and in warm-
er latitudes have had worse freezings
up than St. John. In Lowell (Mass.)
up to January last over 300 water me-
ters were frozen. Lowell has over 7,-
000 water meters. At the same date
Fall River, with over 7,000 meters, had
300 of them frozen. St. John has only
about 200 meters, but during the whole
winter only three of them froze. The
meters in every instance froze in cel-
lars.”

Magistrate Won’t Stand for Blasphem-
ous Language.

If there is one thing more than an-
other that affects his honor the police
magistrate Ritchie it is to have a
man brought before him charged with
blasphemous language and judging
from the way he handled one offender
this morning it would be.as well that
all should take notice.

The offender was William Guthroe,
who says he is an Englishman. He
was charged with being drunk and
vsing profanc language and taking our
gaviour’s name in vain on St. John
strect.
