ST. PETERSBURG, July 23.—The 
new regulations concerning a mode of 
procedure for the military district 
courts introduced July 20, have iv>w 
begun to bear fruit and the results 
constitute a close approach to the 
notorious reign of the “Drum Head’* 
courtmartials which were abolished by 
the late Douma. The innovation short.* 
ened the entire course of the inquest 
and trial, allowing only seventy-two 
hours between indictment and execu­
tion, including |he appeal of the pris­
oner to the military court of cessation 
and the decision of this court. The 
former regulations allowed a fortnight 
for this procedure. The new military 
courts are now obliged to hand down 
sentence without waiting to hear the 
testimony of v>itnesseà who may be 
absent for reasons beyond their con­
trol.

The number of exemptions under the 
new rulings show a sudden increase.

RETURNING TO VISIT 
PARENTS, DIED A FEW 

MILES FROM HOME
Tragic End of a Young Perth Man oa 

Train—Father Was at the Station 
to Meet Him.

PERTH, Ont., July 22.—After travel­
ing all the way from Pittsburg, Penn­
sylvania, to Montreal, on his way 
home after an absence of several 
years, Louis H. James, a young man 
Whose parents resided in this town, 
died suddenly on the C. P. R. Chicago 
express on Saturday night, when lie 
had but a few mines to travel in order 
to reach his home. After w'aiting un­
til midnight on the station platform 
for his son, Mr. James, senior, was in­
formed by the conductor of the train 
that the young roan’s body was in the 
baggage car, and would have to be 
taken to Sharbot Lake. Heart failure 
was the cause of the young man’s 
death. He was not well when he 
boarded the train at Montreal at ten 
o’clock on Saturday evening, and sat 
in the smoking compartment until 
about midnight. He informed his fel­
low-passengers that he had not been 
home for some time, and anticipated
a pleasant holiday at his old home. 
After talking for some time he went 
to the lavatory to wash, and was 
found a few minutes later by the 
brakesmen, lying on the floor, with a 
slight scar on his nose, showing where 
his head had struck when he fell. The 
conductor, brakesman and other em-

TELLS THE STORY OF 
STEAMSHIP WRECK

Captain of Schooner Describes 
the Fatal Collision.

Only One of the Four Life Boats Has So 
Far Reached Shore— of 

Victims Still Uncertain

EUREKA, Calif, July 23.—Only one 
boat from the wrecked steamer Colum­
bia landed at Shelter Cove, and not 
three according to the Arst reports 
which were received here. In the boat 
were the bodies of Mrs. Lewis, of Pas­
adena, who wras drowned, and an un­
known dead man, presumed to be a 
sailor. The bodies reached this city last 
night on a special train.

An inquest will be held on the three 
recovered vetims tonight.

SAN FRANCISCA, Cal., July 22.— 
The steam lumber schooner Daisy Mit­
chell, whidtf docked at the Mission 
street wharf as 8.30 o'clock this morn­
ing, brought one of the Columbia's life­
boats and a life raft. Captain Smith, 
of the Mitchell said:

“We were south bound from Walapa 
Harbor and reached the scene of the 
qollision about 1.30 o’clock yesterday.

Columbia had gone to the bottom 
and not even the tops of her masts 
were visible. The steamer George W. 
Elder at that time was taking the San 
Pedro in tow. The Elder was getting 
the San Pedro's dhain in her after deck 
as we came up. I hailed the Elder and 
asked if she wanted any assistance 
from us. I got such a short answer 
that you would think I had offered an 
insult.

“The San Pedro’s stem was smashed 
to splinters and it looked to me as 
though she had rammed her way ten 
feet into the Columbia's bow. The San 
Pedro was settling at that time and 
had a heavy list. She had lost con­
siderable of her deck-load. The sea was 
smooth. The water was littered with 
the splintered timbers. We saw two 
life rafts of the. Columbia and a life­
boat. We picked, up the boat and one 
of the rafts and brought them along.

“We saw a great many life preser­
vers along in the sea but no bodies.

“We cruised around the scene for an 
hour or two, then pursued our course 
south. The steamer Roanoke stood 
by the same as we did.”

President Fieyo, of the steamship 
company said this afternoon that the 
Columbia lies in deep water and Af- 
teen miles off shore and that for the 
present at least no attempt will be 
made to raise her.

Captain Doran was regarded by the 
officials of the steamship company as 
one of the ablest seamen who ever 
operated a vesel on the coast. His car­
eer had been free from accidents and 
this is the Arst disaster that has be­
fallen any vessel over .which he held 
command.

It is said that the Columbia was the 
Arst vessel of her class to be equipped 
With an electric lighting outAt.

EUREKA, Cal., July 22,—Of the 189 
persons on the steamer Columbia, 
which was run into and sunk early 
Sunday morning by the lumber-laden 
schooner San Pedro, 144 were brought 
here today by the steamer Eider. Of 
these 107 were passengers and 37 mem­
bers of the crew of the Columbia.

In addition to these four lifeboats 
are reported to have been picked up, 
one containing thirteen people, one 
eighteen and oie Afteen. The num­
ber on the fourth boat is not given.

One Experience Hes Been 
Enough for New Brunswick

Drunken Foreigner Drew Knife on a Con­
ductor — Shediac and Moncton 

Liquor Prosecutions.

MONCTON, N. B„ July 23—The 
Transcript tonight says editorially that 
while many things are possible, the 
sale of crown lands is not probable, 
unless the improbable happens of Mr. 
Hazen coming into power. Those ac­
quainted with the provincial history of 
New Brunswick scarcely need to have 
pointed out to them the history of the 
province in the matter of the New 
Brunswick Railway Company land 
grant through a former administration, 
which alienated from the people of 
this province no less than 600,000 acres 
of valuable land which today produce 
for the New Brunswick Company a 
revenue of nearly $200,000 per annum. 
Hon. Mr. Robinson's predecessors have 
wisely arranged for the purchase of a 
large block of Afty thousand acres of 
these very lands in Victoria Co., on 
conditions which promise to be both 
favorable and remunerative to the 
province. These lands will be placed 
in the market for purchase by perman­
ent settlers at about cost price. In­
stead of selling crown lands to provide 
for provincial indebtedness, Premier 
Robinson's policy and duty, at an early 
day, is to issue debentures or negotiate 
a loan providing for the purchase and 
not the sale of land.

A foreigner who was a passenger on 
this morning’s midnight express from 
Halifax, drew a knife on the, conduc­
tor, evidently with murderous inten­
tions, shortly before the train reached 
Moncton.

South American states and Formosa. 
This island at first seemed to offer a 
good field for emigration and it was 
believed that a good part of the over­
flow from Japan might find homes 
there, but unfortunately for the would- 
be settlers, this supposition has 
proved to be correct.

PATRIOTISM.

By Lucia Ames, Mead.
(Selection No. 2.)

The perquisite for successful teach­
ing of patriotism Is that the teacher 
herself shall be filled with her subject 
and have a sound philosophy Of It. 
Then, unconsciously. It will give color 
to her work. She will recognize that 
what personal righteous Is to religion, 
good citizenship Is to patriotism. It 
Is the only possible means by which, 
In a country that has been nine-tenths 
of the time at peace, patriotism can be 
an active virtue. If patriotism Is nar­
rowed to the activity of but a fraction 
of the people one-tenth of the time, It 
can be as little of an inspiration as a 
religion which Is good for only one day 
in seven. To onoble good citizenship, 
to redeem a term which is associated 
with what Is dull and tame and hum­
drum, and to show it as a joyful posi­
tive, ptariotic service, deserving high­
est honor,—Is not this work of vastly 
more utility to the country than in­
struction upon the tributaries of the 
Amazon, or the definition of a thomboid 
or a paradigm? Not until good citi­
zenship Is seen to be not merely a 
good thing, but to be patriotism, and 
not until It is emphasized as covering 
the largest field of patriotism and at 
present showing the rarest type of 
patriotism will It command the respect 
and dignity which Is Its due.

The basis of good citizenship must be 
laid in the nursery and primary school. 
Gradually, as through stories and pic­
tures, the child’s horizon enlarges and 
he sees the family as a unit in the 
larger unit of the town, and It dawns 
upon him that the town itself is but 
one among many other towns, all 
comprehended until the still larger 
unit of country, he may be taught in 
many ways hie degree of relationship 
to and his allegiance to each. Long 
before the study of civil government is 
begun or that of history and geo­
graphy has made much progress, the 
sense of devotion and service to coun­
try may be powerfully impressed upon 
a thoughtful child.

Gratitude and admiration underlie all 
patriotism that cannot be degraded in­
to mere pride and partisanship. Any 
self-sufficient modern child who takes 
all his benefits for granted and knows 
no reverence for the past can make his 
first steps in patriotism by learning 
what he owes his city or town. All this 
Instruction can serve as materia! for 
language lessons. In primary grades 
many a profitable and merry quarter 
of an hour may be spent by a wise 
teacher with her class in guessing and 
tracing the remote origin of pencil, 
book, ball and crayon, which the, child 
uses-, and the number and kinds of 
persons needed for the final production 
of them all. Little by little, the sense 
of Infinite obligation should be develop­
ed, and the great debt to the past and 
every land should sink Into the sub- 
consciousness of every child long before 
he sees many of its implications. This 
large world-conception, this sense of 
relationship to humanity, may easily 
accompany the development’ of the 
sense of special obligation to one’s own

But they were getting near the falls, 
end here made a permanent camp, as 
they believed they had only another 
thirty or forty miles to go, and leaving 
the Esquimaux In charge of their ef­
fects the three whites started farther 
inland, taking the canoe with them.

Over 2,000 piles 
have been driven. These are covered 
with a heavy footing course of concrete. 
The foundation is then built on this 
footing .course 2 feet, 4 inches high. 
The remainder of the building is to be 
of brick. The walls will be 20 inches 
thick to the top of the third story and 
16 inches from that to the roof.

The building is to be of five stories 
and basement, and will be divided into 
three principal parts, the front part 
facing Main street in which will be 
four retail stores in which the retail 
business of the cold storage will be 
carried on. The firm will rent the 
stores and then turn the produce over 
to the retail occupants. One of the 
stores will be for the sale of vegetables, 
another for meats and fish.v a third for 
poultry and the fourth for fruits.

Looking at the building from Main 
street it will be four stories in height, 
with a 63 ft. frontage, high plate glass 
fronts to the shops. The whole front 
will be rock faced ’ of coursed Spoon 
Island granite from the quarry of B. 
Mooney and Sons.

The size of the store portions will be 
63 x 105 ft.

The main cold storage building will 
be 100 feet square.

The power house in the rear of the 
main building will be 84 x 50 feet. The 
plant in this power house is a duplicate 
of the machinery installed by the Brit­
ish Linde Refrigerator Co., of Mont-

The new building is to be insulated 
with cork, supplied by the Armstrong 
Cork Co., of Pittsburg. All -window 
frames and sashes are to be construct­
ed of steel, glazed with wired plate 
glass, so that the building will be one 
of the most up-to-date in Canada so
