OF BARK'S CREW

NorwegianVessel Dashed
Ashore at Entrance to
Halifax Harbor--Sailors
Lashed to Rigging.

Some Washed Ashore
and Need Medical At-
tendance--No Hope of
Saving Vessel.

Halifax, Dec. 20--With part of her
crew lashed to the rigging and the re-
mainder cast ashore on a barren is-
tand the Norwegian bark Petra,
Captain Hansen, bound to Halifax
from the Mediterranean was dashed to
pieces on Pennant Island at the en-
trance to Halifax harbor last night.

The ship was in ballast, and in the
teeth of a fierce gale became unman-
ageable and was driven ashore. As
far as can be ascertained the ship
went ashore last evening and several
of the crew of sixteen men were wash-
ed ashore, the remainder having been
lashed to the masts. These were res-
cusd this morning in boats from shore,

Word was received in Halifax at
noon today that the bottom of the
Petra had been pounded out by rocks
and that there was no chance of
saving the ship, which is 1198 tons
net,

Arrangements are being made to
bring the crew to Halifax. The men
who were lashed to the masts were all
suffering from exposure last night
and they need medical attendance.

Boston, Deec. 20.—The Petra was
formerly the bark Shenir and was
built at (lasgbw, Scotland, in 1876,
She was constructed of iron, had a
gross tonnage of 1249 and a net (on:

STIRRED BY
BANK FAILURE

Farmers’ Bank Small Institu-
tion And It Is Believed That
Assets May Cover All Claims
—Curator Appointed.

Toronto, Dec. 20.—John Knight, sec-
retary of the Canadian Bankers' As-
sociatien, arrived in Toronto this
morning and took charge of the af.
fairs of the Farmers Bank of Canada
which suspended payment yesterday.
He appointed Mr. Clarkson curater,
There is no evidence of uneasiness
in financial circles here.

The suspensgion of the Farmers Bank
is not regarded as serlous inasmuch
as the bank is a comparatively small
institution. There was no effect on
the stocks of other banks on the Tor-
onto exchange.

Mr. Knight was unable to give out
any information regarding the bank's
affairs this moring. Figures showing
its position are not available, but
these interested believe that if the
Keeley mine investment turns out as
well as theéy are led to believe it will,
the assets will meet all liabilities.

General Manager Travers in a state-
ment this morning strongly criticized
the attitude of J. (.

North Adams Swings Into Tem-

. perance Column After Many
Years Of Local Option—Re-
sult Great Surprise.

North Adams, Mass, Dec. 20—
After many years in the license col-
umn, with 21 saloons and gseveral
clubs, having the privilege of liquor
selling, North Adams, at the annual
city election today swung over into
the no licénse ranks by a majority
of one vote. The result was a sur-
prise on every side, for the city had
g0 long had a “yes” majority that
even the temperance workers looked
upon their cause as hopeless. The
vote today was yes, 1478; no 1479.
Last year there was a majority off
268 for license, the vote being, yes,
1654; and no, 139 There will prob.
ably be a recount.

Chas. L. Frink, Republican, was
elected mayor today in a three cornem
ed fight. He led his neaerst opponent,
Dr. Wallace E. Brown, who styled
himself Independent Republican, by
394 votes, while Earl D. Getman ran
third. The city government remains
Republican a8 in the past.

INSURRECTOS
W BATILE

Federal Troops Trapped On
Mountain Railroad — Two

Killed, 42 Wounded Includ- |

ing Officers In Command.

———

Chihuahug, Mex,, Dee. 20.—Forty-
two wounded government soldiers
were brought in today thus confirm-
ing reports that the troop train which
left here Saturday, was shot to pieces
in the mountain trap known as Mal-
paso, a few miles east of Pedernales

and about 120 miles west of here. The
official report states that the feder-
als lost 21 killed and 10 missing, and
42 wounded. The latter includes Col.
Guzman, who was in command of the
expedition. The insurrectos’ loss is not
known here.

The train left here Saturday tra-
velling in two sections, carrying three
field pieces on a coal car and 500 sol-
diers. Panchovilla, the bandit who,
while operating independently, still
regards the government as his énemy
fired on the second section as it was
passing through Andania conyon, but
did no damage.

The mountains of Malpaso, however,
swarmed with revolutionists. - They
halted the first and second sections.
Col. Guzman disembarked his troops
and for five hours defended himself
from the desperate charges. He was
in a trap, however. His enemy was on
the heights, sheltered by boulders and
other protection north to the moun-
tains and poured in a deadly fire.
He was unable to use his big guns
effectively owing to the nature of the
ground, Notwithstanding his precari-
ous condition and the numbers of the
insurrectos, he held his ground for
five hours. He was shot through the
head while the third officer in com-
mand was raked across the stomach.
Although Gen. Navarro was at Ped-
ernales or near there, he was unable
to lend assistance.

Unconfirmed reports state that he
had his hands full with the rebels he
has been fighting off and on since
Thursday. Worn out with the one
sided battle Col. Guzman loaded his
dead and wounded together with the
remainder of his force onto the troop
train and ran back to Bustillos.

Here the uninjured disembarked,
buried their dead and prepared to seek
a junction with Navarro by some oth-
er route than the railroad. A freight
train sent from here Sunday to load
cattle at Bustillos, was countermand-
ed and the wounded transferred to it.
This train arrived early today and the
injured were taken to the hospital
El Corrosponsal.

FRENCH GOV'T
SUPPORTED

Paris, Dec. 20.—The goverment to-
day successfully maintained its po-
sition against the attacks of the So-
cialists under the leadership of M.
Jaures, who demanded the reinstate-
ment of all the railroad employees
who were dismissed in connection
withythe recent strike.

The government took the position
that it was impossible to extend gen-
eral reinstatement to the men dis-

igsed for i dination. and vio-
lence, but was ready to consider the
merits of individual cases,

The question came up in the cham-
ber of deputies and the chamber sus-
tained the government by a vote of
406 to 90.

Counting On Support Of Inde-
pendent Nationalists, Liber-
als Have Increased Support
of Two Members

London, Dec. 20.—The King tonight
unexpectedly summoned the Prime
Minister to London from Edinburgh.
The nature of the conference which
His Majesty is to have with Mr., As-
quith, is, of course, unknown, but it
is likely that the general political as-
pect will be gone into quite thoroughly

King George has taken a marked
interest in the general elections
which have just ended, and it is
certain that he has no wish {o see
another dissolution of parliament for
a long time to come.

As the new parliament now stands,
the Liberal government in coalition
with the Nationalists, regular and in-
dependent, and the Laborite members
hold 398 seats, as against 272 held by
the Unionists—a majority of 126. The
Ministerial majority, however, will, in
many cases, be much smaller than
this figure, as the Independent Na-
tonalists are hostile to Redmond, and
thérefore to some of the measures
proposed in the government's pro-
gramme,

FEAR DROWNING OF
TH LIFE SHER

Three Out Of Five Rescued
When New Boat Capsized In
Surf, But Others Are Miss-
ing And Worst Is Feared.

New York, N. Y. Dec. 20.—Two
members of the volunteer life saving
crew at Rockaway Beach, L. I., Bruce
Bond and David Jamison, are miss-
ing and are thought to have perished
today when the new boat they were
trying out with three other members
of the crew, upset in the surf.

Wm. Cassidy, oue of the five was
taken from the water im an exhaust-
ed condition, while the two others,
Fred Vollmer and Wm. Phillips, made
their way ashcre,

The five young men were some hun-
dreds of yards off the beach when a
heavy squail struck them and the
boat turned turtle. The water was icy
cold and it is supposed that the miss-
ing men were seized with camps and
went down.

Coal Company Give Up Effort
To Locate Missing Barge
With Capt. Adams Ahd Four

Vineyard Haven, Mass., Dec. 25—
Barge No. 12, of the Consolidation
Coal (‘ompany, which broke away from
the tug Cumberland, off Nausett, off
Cape Cod, in Fri blizzard, has
been given up as lost with Captain
James Adams and his four men. Ac-
cepting the belief that the barge foun-
dered with all on board, the coal com-
pany ended its efforts to locate No., 12
and its crew after the return here to-
night of the tugs Cumberland and
Georges Creek of the company.

The tugs had cruised to the south
of Nantucket Island and in the vicin-
ity of Georges Banks, covering a rad-
ius of nearly 200 miles. iw an endeavor
to find the missing barge, but without
result. The report from Portland, Me.,
today, that the British schooner Luel-
la had sighted the barge off Georges
Banks, Saturday afternoon, is not re-
garded here as b ing on the where-
abouts of the missing craft, as it is
believed the barge sighted by the
Luella was the Binghampton of the
Erie Railroad Company, which was
towed into Boston on Sunday

NEWFOUNDLAND N
GHP F NARICHNE

Feared That Many Vessels Out
At Sea Will Never Reach
Port—Damage To Fishing

St. John'’s, Nfid, Dec. 20.—New-
foundland is in the grip of a hurri-
cane declared (o be the worst that
has been known on the island for
many years. The storm has been rag-
ing for 48 hours and shows no signs
of cessation.

RECIPROCITY
FARMERS' HOPE
SAYS LAURIER

Premier Makes Half Hearted
Promise That Government
Will Take Some Action On
Tariff—Elevator Questions.

Ottawa, Ont.,, Dec. 20.—The execu-
tives of the Grain Growers' Associa-
tions of Manitoba, Alberta and Sask
atchewan, had another interview with
the premier in his office this morn-
ing regarding the terminal elevator
question and the bill to deal with it
that has been prepared by Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright.

It Is understood that it is proposed
to deal with the terminal elevator ques-
tlon along the lines adopted by the
State of Mimmesota which some time
ago placed the control of all terminal
elevators with a commission, which re-
gulates the handling of grain and pre-
vents fraud in weighing or mixing,

In regard to the tariff it is learned
that Sir Wilfrid Laurier assurred the
farmers that the government was fres
to admit that the time was at hand
when the agriculturists should derive
some measure of relief,

He further expressed the hope that
this relief would be given as a result
of the negotiations between Canada
and the United States looking to the
framing of a reciprocity treaty be
tween the two countries.

$10,000,000 GIFT
FOR UNIVERSITY

John D. Rockefeller Com-
pletes Contribution of
$35,000,000 toChicago
Institution.

Withdraws Representa-
tives from Board and
Will Take No Further
Part in Government.

e
Chicago, Dec. 20.—John D. Rockes
feller has completed the task he set
for himself in the founding of the
University of Chicago, Today public
annonncement was made of a “single
and finai gift,” of $10,000,000 which
included ail the contributions that Mr,
Rockefeller had planned to make to
the University,

This sum, which is to be paid in ten
annual instalments beginning Jan. 1,
will make a total of approximately
35,000,000 that Mr. Rockefeller has
donated to the University.

Mr., Rockefeller Says he now be-
lieves the school should be supported
and enlarged by the gifts of many,
rather than those of a single donor.
This, he believes, will be better ac-
complished if the public understands
the limit of his contemplated assist-
ance. The founding of new depari-
ments, he leaves to the trustees, as
he g funds may be furnished by
other friends of the University.

Up to the present time, the sum
of nearly $7,000,000 has been donat
etd to the University in addition to
Mr. Rockefeller’s gifts, With the an-
nouncement of Mr, Rockfeller's final
donation came the resignation ‘of
John D. Rockefeller, jr., and Fred T.
Gates, Mr. Rock ler's  personal
representatives from the university
board of trustees.

In enclosing these resignations, Mr.
Rockefeller explained that he was
only carrying out & conviction that the
institution should be “controlled, cons
ducted and supported by the people,”
with whom, up to this date, he had
been simply co-operating.

Mr. Rockefeller’'s idea, as it is un-
derstood, is that he is turning over
the institution and its endowment to
Chicago and the west, and in so do-
ing withdraws from an¥V further rep
resentation in its control,

Struggled Blindly in
Arctic Cold and Him-
self Believed He Had
Reached Pole.

ton’s Magazine He
Placed Little Signifi-
cance in Discovery.

New York, Deec. 20—Dr. Frederick
A. Cook, the traveller, of Brooklyn,
N. Y., will return to this city on the
steamship George Washington, which
18 due to arrive on Thursday evening.
Dr. Cook has not been in the eity
since his disappearance shortly after
the submission of his polar records
to the University of Copenhagen,
over a year ago.

New York, Dee. 20—Dr. Frederick
A. Cook, the Brooklyn traveller, has
confesged that he did not know wheth.
er he reached the North Pole or not
and in Saturday’s igsue of Hampton's
Magazine he tells of the mental and
physical stress he labored under on
his journey northward. Dr. Cook,
speaking of the trip over the ice, says:

“There was little in the white waste
about me to occupy my attention.
Sometigies a spot on horizon, or
the twist of a dog's tail would fas-
cinate me and hold my attention for
many minutes.

“During this time, from the early
days of our journey, as I want to
show, 'everything centred about the
idea of ihe pole. Then to bewilder
one, to set one laughing, with silly
amusement or to fill one with a sense
of awe, there early began a proces-|
sion of mirages and optical illusions. |
The mental effect I find it difficult |
to analyze. Sometimes these exag-|
gerated transformations had the ef
fect of bringing far off objects appar:
rently near us. This often cauged
confusion in estimating distances,

“Just after Helberg land had be-
come a dull haze behind us, these
fantastic unrealities of the north be-
gan to manifest themselves most,
Peaks of snow were transformed into
voleanoes, belching smoke; out of the
pearly mist rose marvelous cities with
fairy castles; huge creatures, missha-
pen and grotesque, writhed along the
horizon.

“These spectral denizens of the
north accompanied us during the en-
tire journey and when fagged of
brain and sapped of bodily strength
I felt my mind swimming in a sea of
half consciousness, they filled me al-
most with horror, impressing me as
the monsters one sees in a nightmare,

Frightful Cold.

“Travelling in wind that seems to
petrify the fiesh, the temperature min-
us 46 degrees, or even minutes 59
degrees I'.; the lashes of our eyes fro-
zen together as we winked and when
we rubbed them and drew apart the
lids, the icicles broke the tender skin.
Our breath froze on our faces, Often
we had to uncover our hands and ap-
ply the warm palms to the face before
it was possible to see,

“When I recall the many hair.
breadth escapes from death, the haz:
ards we took, and feel again that phy-
sical and mental suffering, I wonder
whether any living man would do this
were he premeditating a lie.

“That 1 did travel upward of 2,500
miles in some direction, even my en-
emies credit,

“Whether I went direetly north, or
was diverted at times does not—can-
not change the facts of my experience.
We* were compelled on our journey,
to go in various directions to find a
way. We made wide detours, at other
times we had to retreat and find new
passages. Perhaps in so daing I be-
came confussed and over-estimated my
progress. If that is so, it is a fact
neither I nor anyone can settle now.
Wherever I went, however, I maintain
it was northward and I did reach a
spot which I believed to be the pole.

“One day was very like another,
Beyond the 83rd parallel life is de-
void of any pleasure, The intense ob-
jective impressions of cold and hun-
ger assailing the body, rob the mind
of inspiration and exhilaration.

“At times it was impossible to per-
spire, and the toxin of fatigue gen-
erating unearthly weariness filled the
brain with fag. When perspiration
oozed from our pores it froze In the
garments and the warmer portions of
our bodies were ringed with snow,
Daily, unremittingly this was our ag-
ony.
