* Washington, D. C., July 17.—A gov-
ernment suit to compel a bona fide
dissoclation of the Reading Railway
Company from the Reading Coal Com-
pany was filed today in the federal
at  Philadelphia. The action
paralells a recent one against the Le-
high Valley and is the government's
second move in its new fight to sep-
arate the coal carrying roads from
their virtual control of the coal bugl-
ness.

The government's suit takes the
form of an amended complaint to the
original commodities clause action of
1908, which in a conference with the
commodities clause decision of the
supreme court. It is charged by the
government that Philadelphia and
Reading Coal and Iron Company, the
Fulton Coal Co., the Locust Gas Im-
provement Co,, the Tremont Coal Co.,
the Mammoth Vein Coal and Improve-
ment Co, and the Delaware Coal Co
are merely dummies of the Reading
Railway Company and the Reading
Company which is the holding corpor-
ation. As in the Lehigh Valley suit,
the government charges that the
Reading Coal Company and its subsi-
didries are buying anthracite from in-
dependent operators aiong the line of
the Reading railway, with the object
of removing competition, transporting
it to market at a losg and there regu-
lating the selling price. The coal
company loses on such transactions,
the government alleges, io order that
the railway company may profit from
the freight charges.

Ottawa, Ont., July 17.—No one here
sees a way out of the critical political
situation which must develop within
the next fortnight, except a digsolution
of parliament and a general election.

The only point upon which doubts
are expressed, and as to which opin-
fons differ, is as to the date of the
appeal. Government followers want
October, which they say is the ideal
month, but the coming of the Duke
of Connaught early in that month
makes the hastening of the election
something of a social necessity. If
the House sits for three weeks or a
month, as is expected, the electoral
machinery, if Invoked at once, would
bring the election on during the har-
vest. The government will not run
the risk of a harvest time election
even on 'an issue of which the Western
grain organizations have declared their
approval. The Borden tour, moreover,
has solidified the Conservative ranks
in the West if it has done nothing
else, and every Liberal vote that can
be got out of the prairies is wanted
and wanted badly.

That means an election date com:
ing between the end of the harvesti
andthe arrival of thé Duke of €on*
naught, ‘the last” week in September
or the first week in October,

Parliament's Position.

In so far as the reciprocity issue
is concerned Parliament is in exactly
the same position on re-a mbling as
it was at the time of adjournment in
May. The government Is as determin-
ed as ever to force the agreement
upon the country. The opposition is
even more determined to oppose the
pact with every legitimate parliament.
ary weapon. That is R. L. Borden's
attitude and the opposition in caucus
will undoubtedly endorse it. Caucus-
es of both parties will be called im-
mediately,

The chances aré all against a pro-
longed struggle iIn the house. The
sessional indemnity runs out on the
first of August. Party discipline will
be sorely tried to keep the big Lib
eral following from Quebec in Otta-
wa after that date. Even should the
government succeed in keeping things
going until the first of September they
could go no farther without addition
al supply, and there is no additional
supply in ght.

An election is apparently inevitable.

The game of the
government is to throw the whole re.
sponsibility upon the opposition, and
to charge the Conservatives with de.
liberately withholding frém the West-
ern provinces the extra representation
for which they are looking.

GOLLIDED N FOG
N BOSTON  HARBOR

D. A. R. Liner Prince Arthur
and Steamer Halifax Came
Together Bow On—Halifax
Was Previously Aground.

Boston, July 17.—While feeling her
way through a dense fog up Boston
harbor today, after being aground or
Georges Island for several hours, the

steamer Halifax, inward bound, from
the provinces, collided with the Do
minion-Atlantic liner Priuce Arthur
outward bound. As the vessels were
proceeding cautiously nelth sustain
ed any serious damage. They struck
nearly bow on the Halifax having
some of her plates indented and a

small piece of the deck rail broken.

There was considerable excitement
for a few minutes on board both ves
sels. After a superficial examination
both steamers proceeded. The Hali
fax reached her dock here without
further mishap. The Halifax which
grounded while threading the Narrows
early today during the thick weather
was floated at high tide this after
noon. The passengers earlier in the
day were removed by tugs and
brought up to the city.

Shipping in general was tied up by
the fog, several coastwise steamers
being anchored below Boston light
throughout the day, including the Clty
of Macon from Savannah, and the
Bunker Hill, from New York. Two
fishing vessels went aground in the
harbor but were later floated,

and If it came to a fight between them
and the Liberals, the former would
have a chance of winning.

Newspapers Held Their Ground.
There are three Conservative daily
newspapers in Saskatchewan; these
promptly refused to follow the legis-
lative party and fought reciprocity
with uncompromising boldness and
spirit. Such Conservative associations
as had occasion to meet took ground
against it,

Still the situation remained con-
fused and awkward until Mr. Borden
entered the province. Then leading
Conservative assoclations like those
of Moose Jaw, Regina and Prince Al-
bert, and others, presented him with
resolutions denouncing reciprocity;

Thus the situation is cleared up.
The acquiescence in reciprocity was
an extraodinary accident. The party
was not behind it, but was intensely
chagrired by it. It was forced from
above upon a party whose temper was
for opposition to the agreement-—-
upon a party which would have re-
spondad gladly and energetically to
R lead such as the Manitoba Conser-
vatives, The present state of affairs
is not that the Conservatives have
sullenly fallen into line under the
crack of the party whip in Mr. Bor-
den’s hands; it rather is that his pre-
sence, the lead which he gave, enabl-
€d them to extricate themselves from
a muddle and express their true sym-
pathies. One effect of the incident s
to place Mr. Borden in very close
relations with the Saskatchewan Con-
servatives—a gallant band, which for
years has fought an uphill battle with
admirable tenacity and epirit. Anoth-
er is that the party now has the ser-
vices of a set of excellent candidates
for the | ding election, candid
who will fight reciprocity out and out,
The temper of the party today is a
cheerful, high spirited and hearty re-
solve to follow Mr, Borden and to do
its utmost.

The Conservatives of Alberta had
got into no such hobble, and they
came out against reciproeity. Mr. Her-
ron's hesitancy was the one failure
to array the party absolutely against
the agreement and against it may be
set the assurances of Conservative
associations and the unqualified adhe-
sion of all cther Conservative candid-
ates, Here also the party as a whole
is lined up behind Mr. Borden.

Here is one big thing which Mr.

BOY KNOWN HERE 15
MRRESTED IN-BOSTON

Son of Wealthy Halifax Man
in Hands of Boston Police
For Passing Bogus Checks
—Confessed to Forgery.

§ Boston, July 15.—Russel 8, Hubley,
16 years old, whose father is a wealthy
grocer in Halifax, N, 8., was arrested
charged with forging seven checks
und uttering five of them.

Young Hubley, it is claimed, forged
the name of Frank M. Fuller, a law-
yer, with offices at 53 State street, to
the checks and made them all payable
to himself, The amount of money se-
cured on the five checks which he had
cashed totals $260.

On Thursday he called at the jewel-
ry store of E. B. Horne, 429 Washing-
ton street, and asked to see a gentle.
man’s diamond ring. Hubley selected
a ring valued at $85. He drew his
check book and gave a check for $10
as deposit on the ring and said he
would call yesterday and pay the bal:
ance of $75 as he wanted the ring and
was going to his home in Halifax.

A clerk was sent from the jewelry
store to the bank with the check and
the cashier pronounced it. a forgery.
Lawyer Fuller called in the meantime
at the bank and, examining his can-
celled checks, declared five forgeries.
Soon after noon young Hubley put In
an appearance and handed the cash-
fer two checks, one for $200 and the
other for $160. The cashier wrote a
note to & clerk and had him call In-
spector John Harris of the bank
squad. When the officer appeared and
told young Hubley that he was under
arrest, the boy smiled and sald, “Well,
all right, I suppose I have to go with
you."” 3

Ttaly will be
more fortunate than France if the actual discrepancy
does not prove many times greater than the estimated
Apart from the general principle of state intervention
to a properly conducted business, with which no fault
iz to be found, that is one practical consideration which
the business interests of Italy are asking the politicians
to take into account before committing, themselves to
the monopoly plan,

University Governor will Build
Sanitary Barn and [Instal
Dairy Herd—Two New Pro-
fessors Appointed.

P

Wolfville, N. 8, July 1 A speclal
meeting of the Board of Governors of
Acadia University was held at Wolf.
ville last evening. Two matters of
congiderable importance were consid
ered

Wilmot H. Thompson, Jr., M.A,, Ph
D., now Agsistant Professor of Clas
gles at Yale University, was appoint
ed Professor of Latin. The growing
attendance of the university which had
a freshman clags last year of over
geventy has made it necessary to pro-
vide i professor of Latin and one of
Greek. Dr. Robert V. Jones, who lius
been connected with the university for
4 great many years as Professor of
Classgics, will continue as Professor of
Greek.

Dr. Thompson graduated at Yale
University, B. A, 1508, M, A,, 1902, and
Ph.D., 1906. He prepared for college
in East Orange, N, J. High Séhool and
taught at the Torrington (Conn.) High

School 18991902, and at Riverview
\Iilllur, Academy 1902-1904, and at
Yale University since 1906, Dr.

Thompson was appointed to the ‘hon-
orary society, a Phi Beta Kappa, on
account of his high standing. His Ph
D. thesls recelved recognition on ac
count of its superior character. Dr.
Thompson s a splendid classical
scholar and will add much to the fac
ulty of Acadia University.

The governors also decided to build
an up-to-date sauitary dairy barn which
will agcommodate a herd sufficiently
Jlarge to supply all the boarding insti
tutions with milk, The committee
was appointed with the Instructions
to secure the latest plans provided by
gelentific dairying and provide a barn
which shall be in every way thorough-
1y sanitary, The herd will be provided
this fall, every member of which shall
be thoroughly inspected before belng
admitted and every effort be made to
provide milk of the best quality for
the students,

NEW POWER SEHEME
MY B THED 4ER

English Plan of Developing
Tidal Power Attracts Atten-
tion of Member of the Board
of Trade.

That St. John will presently be able
to command a solution Qf the power
question which will make it independ-
ent of coal mines and rivers and
enable it to take first rank among
Canadian cities.in so far as low priced
power is concerned, I8 the opinion
of a well known citizen connected
with the Board of Trade.

He bases his expectation on the fact
that a solution of the problem of har-
nessing the tides which has béen en-
gaging the attention of engineers for
some time, has evidently been dis-
covered

An English company has’taken out
patents for a scheme to harness the
tides in. both Great Britain and the
United States, which it is sald will
prove a gréat boom to coastwise
towns and cities,

The plan involves the use of two
ponds, one of which is drained at low
tide and the other filled on the flood
tide. Power {8 developed by turbine
engines through the process of drain-
ing the flooded pond into what is call-
ed the dry pond. A working model
of the scheme has been tried at Bath,
and it is said to give all the results
claimed for it by the inventor. It is
said power can he developed on an
extensive scale by this system, even
when the range of tide is only a few
feet; and in view of the fact that the
tide at St, John has a range of 24 or
26 feet its pessibilities here should
be immense.

It is claimed that by means of this
system power can be developed cheap-
er than by fresh water, and that it
should give St. John a .decided ad-
vantage as a site for manufacturing
industries over the cities of the in-
terior, which must rely on water
falls. Owing to the fact that salt
water is considerably heavier than
fresh water, a lesser head of water
is required to develop a given amount
of power, while the amount of power
obtainable will be practically constant
and will not vary as in the case of
fresh water power plants, which are
liable to have a limited supply of wat-
er during certain months of the year.

If the system proves as successful
as the models already tried indicate
that it will be, it will no doubt be
adopted in this province, as it would
avoid the necessity of damming
streams and interfering with the
salmon and trout fishing.

ENGLISH FARMER SAYS
600D WORD FOR AONS

Arthur Trapp Thinks New
Brunswick Highways are
Much Better than Those he
Saw in Ontario. '

Arthur Trapp, the English farmer,
who after spending six years as man-
ager of the big stock farm of Ste-
wart Cameron, at Bolton, Ontario,
came down to New Brunswick to look
for a farm, was in the city yester-
day.

“I/ haven't found just the kind of a
farm 1 want,” he sald to The Stand-
ard. “But I like the country very much
—~what I've seen of it—and I calcul-
ate, to stop down here. I'm now at a
house at Public Landing, and intend
to look round scme more before I de-
cide to settle down.

“The farmers take things much easi-
er here than they do in Ontario, and
the farm laborers are not required to
work so hard or so long hours. I've
noticed that much since I've been in
the province.

“And there’'s another thing I'll say
about what I've seen. The roads I've
travelled over are ¥ much better con-
dition than the roads in the part of
Ontario T came from, and it was sup-
posed to be one of the most prosper-
ous farming districts north of Toronto.
1 rede into the city this morning on
my wheel and could not expect to-find
bettér roads. It's a great country you-
've got down here, but I don’t think
the farmers are as enterprising as
they might be.”

The Labor Unions Ask Acting
Premier Flemming to Have
Such Clause in Provincial
Government Contracts ,

A communication was recently sent
to the acting premler of the province
calling attention to the resdlutions
adopted by a number of local trade
unions, requesting the provincial gov-
ernment to insert & fair wage clause
in all contracts for public works in
the province. In reply Hon. J. K. Flem-
ming has notified the secretary of
the bullding trades council that he
would be glad to make arrangements
to receive a delegation of labar res
presentatives at the first meeting of
the provincial government in August,
as he had no doubt the other mem-
bers of the government would be will-
ing to hear the views of the labor un-
fons and to give careful consideration
to their request.

Trade unions in Moncton, Frederic-
ton and other places have adopted
regelutions calling upon the govern-
ment to insert a fair wage clause in
public contracts, and it is intended to
try to arrange to have delegations of
labor men from other cities on hand
when the matter is laid before the
government.,

A movement has been started to in-
duce the city council of 8t. John as
well as other public bodies throughs
out the province to adopt a fair wage
resclution, similar to that adopted
some years ago by the federal governs
ment, In Great Britain and the Aus-
tralian colonies public bodies have
long obliged contractors for public
works to pay a standard wage usually
based on the trade union rate pre-
vailing in the district where the public
work is being done,

MAY 5K COUNTY T0
STHIT PHSON FARM

Councillor Donovan May Intro-
duce Resolution of this Kind
Before County Council, at
its Meeting Today.

The regular meeting of the County

Council will be held this afternoon,
but very little business will come be-
fore it in the way of committee re-
ports. A communication will be re-
celved from the Board of Health call-
ing attention to the lack of sanitary
arrangements in the district of the
parish of Lancaster lying near the
City Line. The complaint is that this
section. of the parish is without sew-
ers, and that as it is being bullt up
rather thickly the lack of drainage is
becoming a menace to the public
health, not only of the locality it-
self, but of that portion of the city
adjoining. The Board of Health will
ask that the County Council take steps
to remove the cause of complaint by
providing a proper system of drain-
age for the district.
+ It is expected that the special com-
mittee on assessment, of which Coun-
cillor Potts is chairman,|will’ bring in
'a report, recommending that the sys-
tem of assessment be chamged so as
to conform with the principle of the
land tax, and this may cause an in-
teresting discussion.

Councillor Donovan is also expected
to submit a report, recommending that
the county take steps to secure a
prison farm upon which to employ the
members of the chain gang. This
matter has been discussed in a de-
sultory way before, and it Is believ-
ed a majority of the members of the
council are favorable to the idea of
establishing asprison farm. v
