Suffragettes of Holland March
in Body to Parliament and!
Demand the Complete Fran-
chise,

The Hague, Sept:’ 17.—The suffra-
géttes of Holland, incensed at what
they term the half measure in regard
to suffrage, hinted at in.'the speech
from the throne, yesterday, demon-
strated today in the vicinity of the
premier’s office and the parliament.
Peace, -however, was undisturbed,

A body of 1,000 women marched in
procession to the Knight's Hall and
the Binnenhof, where parliament was
sitting. A deputation was sent in to
see the premier and to point out to
him the disappointment of the women
that the franchise had not been ex-
tended to them on an equality with
men, as thley had expected.

Premier Cort Van Der Linden ex-
plaifed to them that once the Dutcn
constitution had been reviged the
legislature would be in a position to
onfranchise women, but the deputa-
tion demanded that the desired equal-
ity should be made obligatory.

New York, Sept. 17.—Dr. Frank J.
Warne, statistical expert for the con-
ductors and trainmen in the arbitra-
tion of their wage dispute with the
eastern railroads, declared at today’s
hearing that sixteen men, as inter-
locking directors, controlled the poli-
cies of nine large railway systems.

“Give me the minutes of their board
meetings, and 1 will prove it,” said
Dr. Warne,

The four leaders of these systems
wege the New York Central, Baltimore
& Ohio, Pennsylvania, and the New
York, New Haven & Hartford Rail-
road Companies, the witness said.
Among the interlocking directors he
named were J. P. Morgan, George P.
Baker, William Rockefeller, W. K.
Vanderbilt, Jr., and Norman B. Ream.
These and other prominent financiers,
twenty in all, served as one hundred
and seventy directors in the nine sys-
tems, according to the witness. W.
W. Atterbury, vice-president of the
Pennsylvania and ome of the arbitra-
tors, protested against the deductions
of Dr. Warne, declaring them erro-
neous.

Tokio, Sept. 17.—China’s acceptance
of Japan's demands in connection with
the killing of several Japanese at
Nanking is confined thus far to minor
points. No answer has been received
to the demand for an apology for in-
sults directed .against the Japanese
flag and uniform or to the demand for
the dismissal of General Chang-Huan
from ' the governorship of Kiang-Su
provinee.

Before presenting the demands the
Japanese foreign office sounded Great
Britain regarding her attitude in the
event of military action beng taken,
and learned that Great Britain would
view it with apprehension, as such ac-
tion would be likely to encourage the
partition of China among the powers.
The British government promised its
support to Japan diplomatically ‘at Pe-
klnAg in the demand for indemnity and
an apology, but rerused to counten-
ance military or naval action.

If
extradition is refused he will be a
free man, to go where he will, within
the borders of the ‘state; if it is
granted his case will be reviewed by
the Gnited States District Court on
a writ of habeas corpus grantéd by
Judge Edgar Aldrich, and perhaps ap-
pealed to the Supreme Court of ihe
United States.

Thaw reached here from Littleton,
New Hampshire, where yesterday his
lawyers obtained a continuance of the
federal writ of habeas corpus in his
behalf, shortly after two o'clock tnis
afternoon. A crowd which cheered
him with lusty enthusiasm gathered
about him at the station and followed
him to his hotel. Tonight he remuain-
ed in seclusion, conferring with Wil-
Hlam A. Stone, ex-governor of Pennsyl-
vania, who has acted in the double
capacity of counsel for Thaw and per-
sonal representative of the Thaw
family.

barges. The loks of life .was greatest
on the Newfoundland and Nova Scotia
coasts.

The most tragic disaster occurred
near St. Shotts, Newfoundland, on De-
cember 19, when the Furness Line
steamer Florence, Halifax, N. 8., for

_|St. John's, Nfid,, was wrecked, 22 men

losing their lives. Captain Barr of
the steamer and all his men reached
shore after the vessel struck on the
ledges, but the lofty, inaccessible
cliffs of St. Shotts prevented their es-
cape. The big tide and heavy gale
made it necessary for the men to
return to fhe ship. Later, Second
Mate J. Hedley and four men putaway
from ‘tlhie’ steamer to seek a more
favorable landing place farther along
the coast. After finding a break In
the rugged line of cliffs, Hedley suc-
ceeded in running his craft high up
on the beach. Wind and sea increased
and ‘when darkness fell the men
sought shelter in an abandoned fish-
erman’s hut. On the.following day
Hedley found that the steamer had
sunk during the night with all the
22 men on board.

Nearly one thousand persons were
on board when the mail steamer Royal
George grounded on the rocks in the
St. Lawrence river, one mile east of
Point St. Lawrence, on Nov. 6. The
passengers were taken off without
mishap and carried to their destina-
tions by special trains. All hope of
floating the liher was alfandoned on
Nov. 11.

Captain A. C. Larkin of this city and
two members of the crew were drown-
ed when the Boston schooner Future
was wrecked off Cape Hatteras early
in January. Five survivors, who were
brought to Manchester, England, by
the steamer Asuncion, told stories of
terrible privations. Sudden gales
washed Captain Larkin and the mate
overboard and left the ship a helpless
hulk. Soon afterwards the cook died
from exppsure. All supplies were
lost. The Future was sighted by the
Asuncion, but the latter vessel found
it impossible to come alongside the
wreck. A line was thrown from a
lifeboat and the shipwrecked sailors
were dragged one by one through the
waves to safety.

Forty-five men lost their lives in the
work of the Gloucester fishing fleet in
1912. Ten vessels, valued at $73,800,
were wrecked. The wreck of the
schooner Patrician near Shelburne, N.
S., last spring was the most serious
disaster of the series, leaving ten wi-
dows and seventeen fatherless chil-
dren in Gloucester. The vessel's cap-
tain mistook a light in running into
the harbor for shelter from a storm,
and he and nine members of the crew
were drowned. Most of the other
drownings resulted from men being
swamped while out in their dories or
being washed overboard by heavy
seas.

MEXICO'S TROUBLES NOT OVER.|

From his statement, made on Tues-
¢day at the opening of the Mexican
C ress, it appears that Provisional
President Huerta intends to offer him-
gelf as a candidate for the presidency
of Mexico at the general election to
be held next month. If he does he
will break faith with General Diaz, to
whom he made the pledge that when
unhappy ‘Mexico was restored to peace
and tranquility he would relinquish
the reins of office and permit the Mex-
jcan people to choose his successor.

Huerta's reer has shown
him to be an opportunist. Originally
he was head of the regular army
under the ill-fated Madero. This
office he held until Felix Diaz gained
the upper hand. Then Huerta deserted
to Diaz, taking most of the army with
him, and an arrangement was made
between them whereby Huerta would
hold office as provisional president
until the October elections, when he
would make way for Diaz.

The stand taken by Huerta against
the United States has popularized|
him with a large element of the Mexi-
can people, and it is quite in accord
with his record that he should now
try to secure for himself the office
he has been holding in trust for an-
other.

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HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

HON. SIR GEORGE WM. ROSS, KT.

Hon. Sir George Willian® Ross, Kt.,
Liberal leader in the Canadian Sen-
ate, statesman, journalist end author,
was born near Nailn, Middlesex
county, Ontario, seventy-two years
ago today, Septémber 18, 1841. His
parents, James Ross and Ellen Me-
Kinnon, were npatives of Ross-shire,
Scotland. He was educated in Toron-
to Normal school, and at Toronte
University and St. Andrew's, Scot-
land. His first employment was @8 a
pedagogue in what he has described
as “the little red school-house at the
cross roads.” He became an inspec-
tor of public schools and of model
schools, and also took occasional journ.
alistic flights. As a member of the
Fourth Estate he edited the Strathroy
Age, and later the Huron Expositor
and the Ontario Teacher.. His par
liamentary career commenced in 1872,
when he, was elected from West Mid-
dlesex, and in 1883 he was made Min-
ister of Education. He continued to
hold that post until 1899, in which
year he became Premier of Ontario.
He was called to the Senate in 1907,
and became the Liberal party's lead-
er in the Red Chamber. Sir George's
published works include “The Life
and Times of the Hon. Alex. Macken-
zle,” and “Getting Into Parliament
and After.” The last named volume
of political reminiscences throws
much light on the Canadian politics
of the last forty years. ‘During the
thirty-fivesyears in which 1 represent-
ed West Middlesex,” he wrote, “I'ran
(to use the common expression) eleven
elections., In one I was elected by ac-
clamation, apd a happy day it was.
In five the contest was close and
severe, and in the other five the oppo-
sition was weak and easily overcome.”

FIRST THINGS

THE FIRST U. 8. CAPITAL.

The first capital at Washington was
commenced 120 years ago today, when
President Washington laid the corner-
stone of the edifice, which was to be
the center of government in the new
federal city. Only the north wing
was completed when the seat of gov-
ernment was transferred in 1800 to
the rude village in a wilderness. This
wing was fitted up to accommodate
both houses of Congress. A path
through an alder swamp led from the
President’s house to the capital. The
latter building was ill adapted to its
purpose, and the dissatisfaction of
the lawmakers almost resulted in the
removal of the capital back to Phila-
delphia. Except for the opposition of
the southern members, the resolution
would have passed. The first capital
was burned when the British occu-
pled Washington in 1814, and was
replaced by a more satisfactory edifice.

THE PASSING DAY

CHILEAN INDEPENDENCE.

Throughout the great length and
narrow breadth of the South American
republic of Chile, a wave of patriotic
enthusiasm will sweep today, for this
is the Chilean festival of independ-
ence, “dedicado a la gloriosa memoria
de les heroes San Martin, Cochrane y
O'Higgins.”
The celebration of the birth of free-
dom will center in the lovely Ala-
meda, de las Delicias, the Via Appia
of Santiago, the magnificent capital of
the “long republic.” This thorough-
fare, & broad avenue, 350 feet wide
and nearly three miles in length, is a
vista of trees and flowers Interspersed
with fountains statuary, and other
works of art.
Here are to be found—decorated to-
day with flags and flowers—the great
equestrian statues of General Jose
San Martin, the celebrated liberator
who led the patriot army across the
wild wastes of the Andes in the cause
of Chilean independence, and General
Bernardo O'Higgins, his immortal
Irish aid. Here, too, is a memorial
to Admiral Lord Cochrane the intrep-
id Englishman who commanded the
Chilean navy in the war for independ-
ence from the Spanish yoke.
A more illustrious trio of heroes
than these no nation may boast. San
Martin the “purest patriot that ever
lived,” is represented holding in his
hand the standard of liberty, his horse
thrown back on its haunches. O'Hig-
gins, “the bravest of the brave,”’ is
shown with sword extended at arm’s
length in air, his horse in the act of
leaping some obstacle on the battle-
field of Rancagma. San Martin, hav-
ing freed Argentine, Chile, Peru and
Bolivia retired from public life, re-
fusing all reward for his patriotic
services and spent his days in pov-
erty and exile.
Remembering Lord Cochrane and
O'Higgins, it is small wonder that
Chileans have always entertained a
great affection for the English and
Irish, and that Great Britain leads all
other nations in the origin of Chilean
imports. There was a time, to6, when
the Chileans were proud of being
called “the Yankees of the South” and
entertained a great affection for Uncle
Sam. “We admired him,” writes a

“The key to the situation here, as
it appears to me, lies in the fact that
Canada is financing her rapid develop
men on borrowed capital,” he sald.
“The wealth of our resources is un-
questioned, but that wealth has not
yet been converted into money, or in-
to merchantable commodities that can
be used to pay our debts. Meanwhile
our immediate requirements in goods
from other mations are far in excess
of anything we have to offer in return.
For the twelve months ending May,
the balance of trade against us was
$327,000,000. If we go back for ten
years, the total adverse balance
amounts to $1,051,000,000.

We do not ask, nor do we want,
higher dutjes all along the line. I am
aware that such desires are attributed
to us, and will probably continue to
be despite anything we may profess
to the contrary. If it will serve any
useful purpose, let me here and now
place our association on record once
mare as being satisfied with the pres-
ent general level of our tariff, sub-
ject to the adjustment of certain de-
fects, such as those I have mentioned.
But it should also be made clear and
emphatic that we are unalterably op-
posed to any general lowering of the
tariff on goods of a class or kind made
or produced in Canada. We will stand
firmly by the principle we enunciated
i this city eleven years ago, namely,
that our tariff should be so framed
and consistently maintained as to
transfer to the workshops of our Do-
minion the manufacture of many of
the goods *we now-import from other
countries.

While on this subject it is fitting
that I should refer briefly to the tarift
legislation soon to be adopted by the
United States.

An examination of the Underwood
bill as finally amended confirms me in
the belief that Canada made no mis-
take in rejecting the reciprocity agree-
ment of 1911, In saying this, I do not
question the value of the market con-
ditions we would secure thereunder,
but whereas then we would have se-
cured these concessions only in return
for similar concessions on our part,
now we are to secure many, and some
of the most substantial of them, with-
out an embarrassing consideration of
apny kind.

Eastport, Maine, Sept. 17.—With the
poorest herring catches known along
the Maine coast for many years, with
bait high and fresh fish on the free
list, the prospects for a Canadian mar-
ket on this side of the boundary dur-
ing the coming winter have never ap-
peared brighter.

Although there is no way of telling
what the next few weeks will bring
forth, indications are at the present
time that this year will go on record
a8 being the poorest for Maine herring
fishermen in a long time. Indications
point to & considerable advance in the
price of frozen bait during the coming
wintes. It is believed that the catch
this season has fallen off fully 20 per
cent. from last year, taking the coast
of Maine as & whole.

The fact that there are still several
weeks during which it would not be
unusual, schools of herring in more
or less plentiful numbers, must be tak-
en into consideration, however, in any
forecast of the situation. A week's

CHANNEL SWIM
FOR RICHARDS
NEXT SUMMER

New York, Sept. 17.—“The English
channel next,” declared Sam Richards,

the great long-distance swimmer of the
L Street Swimming Club of Boston,
today. Richards is confident that he
will be able to cross the channel when
he attempts this difficult feat next
summer.

Richards yesterday smashed all
swimming records when he swam
from the Battery to Sandy Hook, ‘on
his first attempt, in eight hours and
twelve minutes. Not satisfied with
reaching the Hook, Richards started
on the return trip, but after going a
mile in twenty-three minutes he gave
up. He was in fine condition and could
have undoubtedly gone further but
left well enough alone, as he was just
about to begin a battle against the
strong incoming tides.

Captain Alfred Brown is the only
other person to negotiate, the Hook
swim. Some few weeks ago, after four
previous attempts, Brown made the
swim in thirteen hours and thirty-
eight minutes.

An option has
been obtained by the London County
Council on a parcel of land, known as
the Aldwych Island site, containing
2.1-2 acres of land, at a valuation of

credible here, but even at the price
it is evident that all the dominions
combined could well afford it, and
the cost of construction of a building,

The site is in the very heart of
London, and it would seem that the
proposal, so highly endorsed at home,
should pass the stage of opportunity,
and be crystallized into fact. Possi-
bly some steps have been taken by the
dominions and provincial governments
of which the public gefierally are not
aware.

cultural Opportunities.

The question of promoting an im-
proved ferry service between Millidge-
ville and ville, K i
Island and Bayswater engaged the at-
tention of Premier Flemming yester-
day when in company with Hon. J. A,
Mwrray, George B. Jones and H. V.
Dickson, the representatives for Kings
county, and L. P: D. Tilley, C. B. Lock-
hart and Phillip Grannan, the city
members of the legislature, hd made
a trip in the Maggie Miller, and after
making himself personally acquaint-
ed with the needs of the service, ad-
dressed a public meeting of the resi-
dents of the district at Bayswater.
Owing to the increase of traffic be-
tween the points mentioned, an agita-
tion was started some time ago for
an improved service. ‘What the peo-
ple want is a faster boat than the Mag.
gie Miller, and one capable of steam-
ing through thin ice, so that the ser-
vice can be opened sooner in the
spring and continued later in the fall.

The company operating the Maggle
Miller say that while traffic has been
increasing they would not be warrant-
ed in putting on a better boat without
considerable additional assistance
from the province. The city members
are interested in the matter because
an increasing number of St. ~John citi-
zens are spending their summers in
the parish of Westfield, and feel the
need of a faster boat in order to en-
able them to get to and from their
summer inhabitats.

When the Premier's party arrived
at Bayswater it was found that ar-
rangements had been made to hold a
public meeting there in the evening,
and though the Premier had planned
to return to the city and take the
evening train for Fredericton, he de-
cided to stop -over and attend the
meeting with the King's county mem-
bers and Mr. Grannan.

St. John Occupies Exeel-
lent Financial Position
Compared with other Cit-
ies, Says Mayor Frink.

“There is no doubt that St John
pi a8 ey e
sition as compared with most other
cities,” sald Mayor Frink yesterday,
when asked if he anticipated ‘any df-
ficulty in floating bonds to cover the
expenditures made on capital account
recently, .

“1 have letters from several of the’~
best known bond ouses in Canada
saying that they noticed St. John con
templated  issulng a considerable
amount of bonds in the near future,
and expressing a desire to handle the
city’s bonds. 1 have also received nu-
merous enquiries from our own citiz:
ens who want to buy our, bonds. That
I take it, is another eyidence that the
people of St. John have a new faith in
the future of their city.

“Some years ago an attempt was’
made by the city of St. John to sell
its bonds directly to the small investor
here, but the experiment was not a
success, and few bond§ were sold to
local people. Probably the experiment
was made at a wrong time; it was just
after a big financial panic. But from
the letters I haye received and the
personal enquiries made, 1 think we
could sell a large amount of bonds
directly to investors here. One thing
in our favor is that our municlpali
bonds are now exempt from taxation,|
a condisioi that did not obtain when |
the former effort to market our bonds
locally was made, .

“Then today there are quite a num-
ber of houses in the city. dealing in
first/clags securities, and the investor
who wanted to realize on a city bond
in a hurry would probably find a much
better local market than formerly ob-
tained.
custom to issue city bonds in denomin-
ations of $500, but I think we could
issue bonds in denominations of $100
if that would make them more con-
venient for trading purposes. Many
people have told me recently that they
had been unfortunate in their invest-
ments and that they would like to
invest in a safe security like 8t. John
city bonds. They are not now putting
their money in wild cat mining propo-
sitions.
