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GERMAN TRAP

Von Hindenburg's Army making supreme
effort to cut off retreat of army which de-
fended Vilna—Russians still control situation
in Galicia and keep on harrassing enemy—
Threats of Revolution in Bulgaria.

London, Sept. 20, 9.45 p. m.—Of the
many big battles fought on the east-
ern frbnt during the past five months
few, if any, have been fraught with
such Importance for the opposing ar-
mies as that now in progress to the
east and south of Vilna, where the
German Field Marshal Von Hinden-
burg it attempting to cut off the re
treat and destroy the Russion army
which defended that city.

The German official report issued
today throws little light on the pro-
gress of the operations, simply stating
that “the attack against the enemy
retreating from Vilna is proceeding.”

Petrograd continues to express con-
fidence in the ability of the Russians
to extricate themselves from the net
thrown around them. In the opinion
of military writers they are in a dan-
gerous position. It is quite likely, how-
ever, that they got their artillery
away before the Germans moved
across the railways, as the evacuation
of Vilna was decided upon weeks ago.

Prince Leopold of Bavaria is also
approaching the railway to the south-
east of Lida, having reached the dis-

west of the road skirting the Pripot

shes and running to Rovne. South
of ‘the Pripet the Russians still con-
trol the situatton and keep on harras-
@ing the Austro-German armies in Vol
hynia and Galicia.

Although presumably Germany has
her hands full in driving the Russians
back, she has found men ang guns to
80 to her allies’ assistance against Ser-
bia, and the German official communi-

cation announces that German guns
have taken up the fight against the
Serbian artillery across the Danube,
and claims to have silenged it. <

The bombardment with very heavy
guns has become mutual in the west,
both sides maintaining an almost con-
tinuous fire, while the British fleet is
making matters lively for the Germans
on the Belgian coast, There are no
signs, as yet, of a general offensive,
however, and another winter in the
trenches may be looked for.

Intense interest is taken in the Bul-
garian situation, and the efforts of
the opposition parties to induce the
king ang government to depart from
the paths of neutrality and join the
Entente Powers, It is believed, how-
ever, that, despite denials, the railway
agreement with Turkey binds Bulgaria
to maintain a benevolent neutrality to-
wards Turkey and the Germanic pow-
ers.

The arrangements were well made.
The City Cornet Band, stationed in
the western end of the rink, played
several patriotic selections, all of
which were keenly enjoyed. Lieuten-
ant Teéd, the first speaker, came to
the audience as a man who had faced
the hell of death and destruction in
the storied trenches at Ypres and had
helped to write the story of Canada’s
immortal fame, which will grace that
bloody page in the worligd’s history.
His speech was simple but effective—
a plain recital of the work the Cana-
dians have already done and a brief
reference to the urgent need for men.

Hon. J. D. Hzen was the speaker of
the evening and he was in splendid
form. In terms of burning eloquence
he contrasted conditions in Canada,
where by reason of the fighting quali-
ty of the British navy we are permit-
ted to live in security with the un-
happy lot of the brave seif-sacrificing
fesidents of Beigium and Northern
France, compared the fertile farms of
Canada with the shot-torn, war-riven
atres of the stricken countries where
old men and women sgtrive feebly to
garner the crops sown to the shriek-
ing of shell and the rattie of machine
gun.

At all times a forceful vjgorous
speaker the Minister of Marine was
more than usually eloquent as he
sounded the clarion cal' to arms and
exhorted the young men of 8t. John
and New Brunswick to volunteer and
do their part in the fight for God, for
King and native land.

Mayor Frink occupied the chair and
Hon. J. D, Hazen. Lieutenant Teed
and members of the recruiting com-
mittee occupled seats on the platform.
in opening the meeting His Worship
referreld to the cause which led to its
being called, and then asked the Min-
ister of Marine to present the Imperial
BService. Medal to Mr. Elijah Ross,
which is referred to in detall else-
where in this issue. After that cere-
mony had been carried out His Wor-
ship, in & brief and approprilite ad-
dress, introduced Lieutenaint Feed, as
the first speaker. Lieutenant Teed in
service uniform was given a hearty
reception as he advanced to the front

of the platform. He spoke simply
and without any effort to secure effect.
He sald:

From Firing Line.

“I have beeh to the front and am
now back on two months’' sick leave.
I am going batk to the trenches, and
1 want to take a whole lot of St. John
men with me. There is need for every
man, for we have'nt the Germans
licked a bit. They tried gas on us,
we stopped them; “they tried liquid
fire, we stopped that too. What they
will do next no one knows, but they
will fissuredly do something. Their
idea is to get to Calais, dominate the
channel and then attack England and
Canada, hoping thus to stop our trade
and supplies.

“We went to France with a division
of 20,000 men. These we had at
Ypres, ang had 150,000 Germans
against us. For a whole day we held
them, and if we had had two divisions
instéad of one, would have drivem
them back. * Op another occaajon they
attacked som s; we had. one bat-
talion- of 1900 men against 5,000 Ger-
mans, and the Germans were in the
wood with the advantage of cover.
Yet we drove them off. If we had
had 2,000 men we could have driven
them back. We want more men and
still more men.

“One thing I noticed here that 1
did not notice in England. I was In
the Opera House the other night, and
when the play was over and they play-
ed God Save the King, about twelve
men stood up. The others went about
their regular business. You would
not see that in England.

“We want more men. We are not
asking men to come out amnd get killed
for very few men will be killed, and
few will be seriously wounded. But
if you do happen to get killed, fellows
is is a glorious death and a glorious
record to leave behind you.

“We have only one New Brunswick
battalion in France, while Ontario has
seven. I do not think that is hardly
the right proportion. As far as that
one battalion is gpncerned, the 26th,
I know that British officers have gone
quietly around inspecting them and
they came back and said it was one
of the best battalions they had ever
seen.

“When we went to France we were
untried. We were rated as a colonial
division and were given easy jobs for
a while. At Ypres we made a name
for ourselves, and at Givanchy we
were placed with the Seventh Division
the most famous division in the Brit-
ish army. That shows whether - we
made good.

“I would like to see a whole lot ot
men come forward, for we want more
men, and we must have them.”

Lieutenant Teed was loudly ap-
plauded at the conclusion of his
striking little speech.

Mayor_Frink then introduced Hon.
. D. Hazen as the epeaker of the
evening. The Minister of Marine, he
said was one of Canada’s directors at,
this time, and although his appear-
ance would indicate that he was en-
joying a reasonable share of good
health, yet he in common with other
members of the government must
have been laboring under a terrible
strain, Hon. Mr. Hazeh was ready
at all times to give himself and ‘his
talents to every movement in the in-
terests of Canada and the Empire, and
particularly so in the presens situa-
tion.

Early in the war
Lieutenant Teed had left civiltan life
and had answered the call to 8. He
had volunteered for service, had cross-
ed the ocean as a member of that army
which had left Valcartier, the greatest
army ever to cross the seas in the
history of the world, had done his bit
in the trenches where unfortunately
he had come in contact with the pois-
oned gas used by the Germans and had
been invalided home. The audience
bad heard Lieutenant Teed say that
his chief desire now was to fecover

sufficlently to go back, not to a life of
ease but to the battle lines where he
hoped to be able to do more service
for his King and Country,

“That,” sald Mr, Hazen, amid ap-
plause, “is the spirit I believe actu-
ates the Canadians at the front.. Sir
Robert Borden has recently returned
from a visit overseas and while in
Eurgpe he visited every hospital in
which Canadians were recovering from
the effect of the injuries received at
the front. He also was in the tren-
ches a few hundred yards from the
German lines. He saw the artillery
practice in which the Germans on one
side amd-the-Allies on the othef en-
gaged. He talked with General Joffre
and with Sir John French, and when
he returned to Ottawa he told us that
he had never heard the suspicion of
an opinion that any Canadian at the
front had shown the white feather. The
men in the hospitals were all imbued
with the same spirit no matter how
sorely they were wounded and that
spirit was a desi that they should
soon recover and return to the fight-
ing lines to do more than they had
done for the preservation of the Em-
pire and of Canada, that the Union
Jack should be kept flying thus ensur-
ing for us the largest measure of civil
and religious liberty, of freedom of
speech and action and our democratic
institutions.

No Thought of Danger Here.

“As I walked to the rink tonight I
attempted to gather together in my
mind some thoughts on which to base
my address to you tonight. As I walk-
ed along I was impressed with the ap-
pearance of prosperity and happiness
I saw on every side. Business was ap-
parently as usual, the men and wo-
men were flocking to the picture
houses and the theatres happy‘and con
tented with no thought of danger, and
I could not help thinking where the
brave people have been crushed under
the heel of the Kaiser, where their
homes have been destroyed, their
men wounded, their women violated
and all they held dear trampled under
foot. Do we realize what war means?
Our farmers are going about their bus-
iness as usual and without interfer-
euce; in France and Belgium old men
and women are tiling the fields. The
young men are all at war and they are
going about their work not only with-
in the sound of the booming of guns
but actually with the shells faMing
around them.

“Our fishermen are plying their vo-
cation with no thougut of danger save
that ordinarily associated with their
calling. How ig it in England? There
the fishermen, the trawlers, who gain
their livelihoqd from the waters of the
North Sea, have found that the activ-
ities of the German submarines have
driven the fish from the waters until
now the fish supply of Great Britain {s
not one-half what it was a year ago.
To that extent has the living of the
English fishermen been interfered with
and to that extent has there been a

" | diminution of the food product of the

English fisheries.

“Do we think of the danger of war
when we go about the city unmolested ?
Do we contrast our position with that
of the people of the British Isles, yes,
with the people of the very heart of
the Empire itself, who are subjected
to attacks of Zeppelins by which wo-
men and children are destroyed, for
but few fighting men have suffered in
the Zeppelin warfare; who have to
suffer from the guerilla warfare being
practiced against them, who are sub-
jected to sudden onslaughts of hostile
warships on the coasts? Why are we
so immune from attack? What have
we done in Canada to bring to pass
that security? When we think of it
we know that our safety, our security

ALLIES" OPERATIONS 0
GALLIPOLI AEVIEWED

London, Sept. 20—How the British
and French, through the summer, kept
at grips with the Turks in Gallipoli,
with terrible losses on both sides in
the arid, congested area, where
gain or loss of a féw yards of trenches
measured the tide of battle, and the
dead lay so thick that a temporary
armistice was imperative, is related
by Gen. Sir lan Hamilton, commander
of the British forces, in a despatch to
I[ord Kitchener, made public in Lon-
don this evening

Covering the fighting in the Dardan-
elles from May 5 to July 1, the account
sheds little light on the general mili-
tary situation, being mainly
worthy as a soldier's description of
what the contenders endured. Indi-
rectly it pays a tribute to the gallant-
ry and fighting qualities of the Turks.
Gen. Hamilton gives no support to the
numerous mewspaper reports-that the
moralé of the Turks has been shaken.

Going back to May b, seen after the
Allies obtained their first footing on
the peninsula, Gen. Hamilton relates
how the comanders, hard pressed for
reinforcements, found it necessary to
mix the French and British troops “‘to
an extent even of the French on our
right having a British battalion hold-
ing their own most extreme right.”

Followed then three days of terrible
fighting with Kreithia as the objec-
tive.

“The steady advance of the Brit
ish,” says the general, “could be fol-
lowed by the sparkle of bayonets until
the long lires entered the smoke-
clouds. The French, at first, made no
move; then, their drums beating and
bugles sounding the charge, they sud-
denly darted forward in a stream of
skirmishers, which seemed for a mo-
ment to cover the whole southern
face of the ridge of Kereves Dere.

“Against these the Turkish gunners
turned their heaviest pieces, and, as
the leading groups stormed the first
Turkish redoubt, in black bursts high
explosive shells blotted out both as-
sailants and assailed.

“Everywhere our assailants were
repulsed,” says the account, “and now
for the first time, I felt that we had
planted a dairly firm foothold upon the
point of Gallipoli peninsula.”

This was on May 10, and Gen. Ham-
ilton was able to relieve some of the
exhausted men on the firing line after
eighteen days and nights of uninter-
rupted fighting.

“During this breathing spell,” says
Gen. Hamilton, “I realized that we
had now nearly reached the limit of
what could be attained, mingling in-
itiative with surprise. The enemy was
as much in possession of my numbers
and dispositions as I was of his first
line of defense. The opposing fronts
stretched parallel from the sea to the
strait, and now there was little scope
left for tactics which would bring
fresh battalions against the lines of
unbrokén barbed wire. Siege batter-
fes  were soon bound to supersede
manoeuvre battles in the open.”

Pre-
sently a Turkish staff officer and two
medical officers met a British officer
between the lines. An informal armis.
tice was reached and stretcher parties
on both sides began collecting the
wounded.

“Meanwhile it was observed that
columns were on the march in the
valley up whicih the Turks were age
customed to bring reinforcements. As
evening drew on, the enemy’s concen-
tration continued, and a message was
sent stating that no clearing of the
dead and woundeq could be allowed
during the might. The stretcher par-
ties fell back, and immediately tiring
broke out.”

It did not profit the Turks, Gen.
Hamilton asserted, as the British guns
drove them back. But as the Turks
were anxious to bury their dead, and
as human sentiment and medical sci-
ence were in favor of the removal of
the dead and wounded, arrangements
with a representative of Essad Pasha
were finally effected

“The negotiations resulted in a sus-
pension of arms from 7.34 a. m. to 4.30
p. m., May 24,” contiues the report.
“The burial of the dead was finished
at 3 p. m. Some 3,000 Turkish dead
were removed or huried in the area
between the opposing lines. The whole

“From the date of this battle to the
end of June,” the British commander
says, “incessant attacks and counter-
attacks, which so grievously swelled
our lists of casualties, had been caused
by the determination of the Turks to
regain the ground they had lost—this
determination clashing against our
firm resolve to continue to increase
our holding.

“Several of these daily
would have been the subject of a
separate despatch in tht campaign
of my youth and middle age, but, with
due regard to proportion, they cannot
even 80 much as be mentioned here.

“According to Information in the
press a semi-official statement has
been issued at Berlin that it was|prac-
tically impossible that a German sub-
marine could have sunk the Hesper-
ian, since, according to the war plans,
no German submarine was, on Sept.
4, in the locality where the Hesperian
was sunk; also, because, according to
description from English sources, the
explosion was of such a kind that it
must be inferred that it was caused
by a mine rather than a torpedo.
“Undoubted proof exists that a Ger
man submarine was actually in the lo-
cality where the Hesperian was at-
tacked, and ships were sunk both to
the north and south of this spot on
Sept. 4 and 5. The explosion was of
the type caused by a torpedo. This is
conclusively proved by a fair sized
fragment of a torpedo now in the pos-
session of the Admiralty, which was
picked up on board the ship before
she sank.”

The New York Sun says “the plain
story is told of the enormous waste
and folly in the building of the Na-
tional Transcontinental by the Cana
dian Government, with the result that
the Government is now forced to un-
dertake on its own account and at the
expense of the taxpayers the opera-
tion of a thousand-mile line, simply be
cause the lessee, the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific, could no more than any other
private concern undertake the unpro-
fitable job.”

SAMUEL WHITE 13
CHARGED WITH THEFT

Said he was a Military Po-

liceman but had nothing
to show he was such.

Samuel White, a lance corporal of
the 55th Battalion was before the po-
lice court yesterday afternoon charg-
ed by Patrolman Hogg with being
drunk, using profane langauge and
causing a disturbance on the corner
of Brittain and Prince William streets
last Saturday afternoon about 1245
o'clock. For these offences White was
remanded to jall.

These charges, however, are not the
most serious made against the prison-
er, for Private J. H. Simpson of the
64th Battalion, appeared in court, and
charged White with robbing him of
his pass, and between seven and eight
dollars last Friday afternoon on Duke
street, For the latter charge a pre-
liminary hearing was commenced.

In the first charge Patrolman Hogg
gave evidence concerning the arrest.
White claimed that he was a mili
tary police but he had nothing with
him to show that he was such.

Private J. H. Simpson of the 64th
gave evidence that he arrived in the
city from Sussex Camp on Thursday
last having a pass which entitled him
to remain away until Sunday night. On
Friday afternoon he was in the com-
pany of White and three other sol
dieds from the 55th Battalion. While
the party was together on Duke street
White took hold of witness and threw
him to the grounq saying he was a
military policeman and that he was
going to take charge of him. White
then put his hand in witness’ pocket
and took the pass and money. White
then placed him an automobile and
conveyed him to Water street lockup
and later allowed him to go.

On Friday night witness said he met
White and asked him where the money
and pass were and was told they were
up in the police station. Witness then
made a complaint at police headquar-
ters against White. Inspector Wick-
ham testified that when he searched
White after he was arrested he found
Simpson’s pass and some small change
in White's pocket, there was also a
pass giving White leave of absence
from Camp Valcartier to Moncton and
the time was up on Thursday last.

In his own defence White stated
that he was sent from Camp Valcar-
tier to Moncton to round up members
of the 55th Battalion and send them
back to camp and hag sent fifteen sol-
dfers from that town, he then thought
he would come to St. John on the same
mission and sent a telegram to the
officer commanding to the effect that
he had left Moncton for St. John. On
Friday afternoon last he met Private
Simpson coming along the street inter.
fering with young ladies and using
some very bad language, so he im.
mediately placeq the young soldier un-
der arrest. The defendant said that
he did not take the pass and money
from Simpson but that another sol-
dier of the 55th did so, that Simpson's
pass was handed to defendant, who
forgot to return it to Simpson when
he was let go. The soldler who took
the money did not return with it and
he did not see the man with the money
since. In cross examination by White,
Simpson said he was not sure who took
the money, he did not see it with
White, but he saw White put his hand
in the pocket,

K. J. MacRae appeared for the de-
fendant, who was remanded to jail and
as White was leaving the court house
he tore the corporal's stripe from his
arm and threw it away.

With her husband and two
sons fighting for the Empire, one of
them badly injured, and with her dau-
ghter standing t(rial for attempted
suicide, Mrs. Andrews is undoubted-
ly a most unhappy woman.

Hon. J. D. Hazen made

presentation at reeruit-

ing meeting last evening—Was thirty-seven years

Elijah Ross of Paris crew fame, and
light keeper for thirty-
seven years, is a proud and happy
man today. Last night in the pres-
ence of a large audience in St. An-
drew's Rink he was made the recipi-
ent of the medal of the Imperial Ser-
vice Order, the presentation being
made by Hon. J. D. Hazen.

Mr. Ross was on the platform at
last evening's recruiting meeting and
before formally calling the gathering
to order Mayor Frink called upon the
Minister of Marine to make tid pres-
entation. Mr. Hazen called Mr. Ross
to the front of the stage and read the
letter conferring the medal upon him.
As explained by Mr. Hazen the Impe-
rial Service Medal is open to those in
the civil service of Canada, who are
not in the administrative or clerical
branches and it is awarded on the re-
commendation of the head of the de-
partment of public service in which
the recipient is engaged. For thirty-
seven years Mr. Ross has kept the
light at Negro Town Point at the end
qf the breakwatgr and has given faith-
ful service. Hon. Mr. Hazen recom-
mended him for the medal.

In his address of presentation last
night Mr. Hazen referred to the fact
that during his term of service Mr.
Ross had faithfully discharged the
duties af his position. For thirty-
seven years in all kinds of weather he
had traversed the breakwater and
kept the light burning, a warnming of
danger and a kindly beacon to mari-
ners.

Canadians soldiers and ' officers for
fellow passengers.

While in London Mr., Agar saw a
German Zeppelin and visited the
scenes of the two big air raids which
took place on Sept. 7th and 8th in
which eleven persone logt their lives
and thirty-four were injured.

At Deptford, a suburb of London,
and in Canterbury Road, two places
that suffered severely in these raids,
he saw evidence of the deadly effects
of the bombs droppedy by the air
pirates. Houses: were demolished,
glass shattered and in one place he
8aw a hole dug in the carth as large
a8 an ordl room.

Mr. Ross was visibly affected when
he received the pric:less gift. Brief-
ly he thanked the donor and express-
ed his gratification at receiving the
honor. He would treasure it as long
as he lived and hand it down to his
survivors with veneration. .He then
proceeded to briefly discuss the object
of the meeting and made quite an
effective little recruiting speech. The
clarion call to service he said had
come to every man's door and it was
the duty of all to respond to it.

Mr. Ross referred to the fact that
he had had nine yeras of military ser-
vice in old No. 3 Battery in Carleten
and was twice on active service, but
had never participated in a battle. He
was glad to know that boys from old
No. 3 were in service in' France and
were living up to the best traditions
of their fathers. In conclusion he ex-
pressed hig regret that advancing age
prevented him from donning the uni-
form of his King and going out to do
his bit.

The turers in England were
all busy turning out munitions and
were all under the jurisdiction of the
British military authorities. Labor
is well paid and just at present very
scarce.

“Men are needed and are
not comlnx forward as readily as they
should and the authorities must adopt
the compulsery method soon, as in
this titande struggle every effort must
be made, every nerve strained, until
the German rush is stayed.”

The opinion in England is that the
war will be a long, hard fought strug-
gle and there is no thought of peace
in the minds of Britons. They will
carry on the fight while there is a man
lett or a d unspent, until they are
successful in crushing the enemy, and
freeing Burope from Prussian militar-

Mr. Wigmore in reply to these criti-
cisms stated that he had thoroughly
gone into this matter before entering
into any contract.

In other
towns the flow in water pipes had
been increased to an almost unbeliev-
able extent by the adoption of this
process. In the St. John system dur-
ing the passing years the main pipes
had accumulated from three quarters
to an inch in thickness of foreign mate
ter, interfering very seriously with
the flow. This can be so removed with
absolutely no damage, that the pipes
will be restored to within five per
cent. of their original efficlency. The
contracting company assumes all risk
of damage, and with the exception, as
Mr. Wigmore understands of one man
in charge of the job, all the work will
be done by local labor.

The system involves emptying the
pipes and introducing a mechanical
device which on a rotary system is
forced by water pressure through the
pipes revolving as it goes and taking
off the accumulations of years. The
plan previously used in St. John made
a series of scratches in the pipes, but
failed to clean them, Mr. Wigmore
remarked that he kﬂgw quite well
what had been nvcompushed on the
former occasion, and it was not satis-
factory. The contract which he has
recently made and for which he as-
sumes all responsibility, is for a very
recessary work. He will reply when
the proper time comes to such criti-
cisms as have been made.
