Now, in speaking thus, I do not wish
to be understood as advising that every
college graduate should take up & po-
litioal career; indeed I should be morry
to see sny general movement in that
direction. What I wish to impress on
-the minds of the learned men as well a8
the students within my hearing is the
idea that educated menshould not leave
the business of pclitics to the ignorant
and unfit, but should do their part in the
work of choosing representatives who
will be most -suitable to legislate for
the country with intelligence and
ability. Let them fake their rightful
position ss the natural leaders of public
opinion and they will have plenty of fol-
lowers, who will be ready to adopt their
views and accept their guidance with

to public aflairs. Thus they
have it in their power so to modify and
control the politics of their district that
if their own ideals are good, worthy men
will be chosen fo represent them in the
legislature and in psrliament. -

But the selection of good men as re-
presentatives does mot by any mng
cover the whcls case, for worthy men
the legislatures of this country should be
worthily supported. There is in Canada
a very regrettable tendeney on the part
of the press and of the more ardent of
our pcliticians to treat public men who
happen to be on the cther side as crimi-
nals, especielly if they are in office. I
will not say that this is a growing tend-
ency, because I have noticed it as exist-
ing (or the past forty years, so that in-
stead of epeaking of it as a modern
evil, I prefer to regard it as a sur-
vival of a less enlightened age, &
relic of the past with which we covld
very well dispense. I do mnot believe
that there is any right thinking man
who w!ll venture to deny that this ten-
dency to accuse public men of crimes
which if proved asgainst them would
send them to the penitentiary, is a greas
evil and one that demands instant re-
moval. How can it be expected thatour

FEW FAILURES.

THE PAST WEEE HAS BEEN
ONE OF BUSINESS
PROSPERITY,

Never Before Hes the United States
Had Such a Small Proportion of
Business Disasters—The Condition
in Canada is Shown to be Very
Healthy. '

Nzw York, June 2—R., G. Dan & Co.’s
weekly review of trade tomorrow will
say: April failures were the smallest
ever reported in any montbh, May fail-
ures are nearly $2,000,000 sma'lsr, orly
62.8 por cent of the smallest previously
reported in any month, and only 343
per cent of those in May 118t year. Com-
parison with previous years indicates
that the ratio of defaults to solvent busi-
ness has never been as small in any
other month as in May, 1889, Both in
manufactaring and in trading failures
were the emallest ever kunown in any
month, and in each branch eight of the
fourteen classes showed smaller failures
than in May of any other year.

In desling with times like these the
chief difficulty is to avoid the accents of
extravagance. The actual is beyond
experience, and if its naked receiptal
invites increduality, what well reasoned
forecast of the fature conld gain hear-
ing? Nobody has known until this year
and the psst month how great the
American demands for products might
be, and it does not stop short because it
has been Jargely anticipating the
fature as many expected, but atill
drives buyers to order more, as .if
no fature had been anticipated. In
actual payments through clearing
houses businegn is 56.0 r. c. 1srger than
last year, and 38.1 per cent. larger
then in 1892. In railroad earnings, not-
withstanding differences in rates, busi-
nees is 5.7 per cent. larger than last year.
Many more fornsces have gone into
blast, and yet the famine grows more
severe, Pig has risen this week 50 cents
to $1 at Chicago, and grey forge 25 cents
at Pittabarg, bpillate actually selling
there for $3 more than the standard
price for steel raile. Plates are so need-
ed that $5 premium is paid for June or
July delivery, Structured works are
far behind and are expected to advance
pricee. Bheet works cannot fill orders.
Pig iron has advanced 85 per cent. in
May, and finished prodaects 2.6 psr cenf.
Coke works are overcrowed and pricee
are higher. Minor metals are ¢1l dull.

The boot and shoe manufacturers have
shipped from the east in four weeks of
May 52,000 caees, or 17 psr cent more
than last year. Higher prices are being
paid quite gemerally, but gnotations
hsve not advanced 2 per cent auring the
month and new orders are not in all
lines strong. Leather does not change.
tlidts- have advancsd less than 2 per
cent, :
Cotton goods are steady with increased
demand, notwitbetanding higher pricer.
The wocl speculators seem to be prepar-
ing such trouble for themsslves as they
met nearly two years age. They are
buying largely, but manutactarers are
not, although orders for goods have im-

gins to encourage agente,

The mills have large stocks cf wool on
hand, and probably much larger than
the dealers- yet realiz3; sales for the
wesk, at the three chief markets, were
8,187,800 pounds, againet 4512200 last
yerr.

PORCE FROM HEAT.

A Machine Invented to Turn Sun-
light Into Power.

A machine for utilizing the light of
the sun for heating and lighting this
earth during cold or night has been ic-
vented by & resident of Washingtor,
William Calver, whose claims are that
the machine will do away with the use
of 511 present illuminants or the neceasi-
ty for heating by artificial meane.

Mr. Calver’s machine utilizes the heat

and light of the gun in g1ch & way that
the portion of the solar rays which is
poured down on a given space during
clrudless weather may be stored up for
the future and taken advantage of on
dark or cold days. He declares that he
can turn out power in such quantities
that machinery which must now be ran
with steam generated by a fire, can be
used by the adoption of this stored heat,
which will accomplish every purpose fo
which the fire under a boiler is now put.

The light of the sun is the atrongest
known in degree of brightness. Though
ninety-five million miles  sway, its radi-
ance is far above anything ever accom-
plished ia the way of artificial light,
and is more than equsl to fifieen hun-
dred and seventy-five billions of billions
of candle power—candle power measure
being the degree of light farnished by a
sperm candle one-sixteenth of & pound
in weight.

That the vast emergy of the sun is
simply being wasted, as far as any wutili-
zation ¢f it in mechanics is concerned,
is & fact that has been long acknowledg-
ed, and though many have spught for
ages to construct some machine which
could be practical—some invention
which would use this heat in doing the

work ol the world—no advance has ever
been made in that direction which led
to any useful regult.

solar heat, but the work seems to have
been dropped at that stage.

His machine consicted of a large, horz-
like disk, nearly twelve feet in diameter,
this throwing the rays down into a mir-
ror, by which they were concentfated
benesth & boiler in which enough water
was heated to generate good steamw.

My, Calver, who hes taken out many
patents for his invention, says his ms-
chine will store up tte radiant energy
from the sun, which is delivered in such
vast quantities in bright weather, and
relsase it in any desired quantities on
dark nights and cold dsyr. This bottled
sunshine, which is caught by the meshes
of science in the summer, can be put
away ip the storeroom, just as canned
goods sre mow kept, and it will be on
tﬂnln January. The details of the me-
chine are fully given in the specifications
of the patent, but are fco technical to be
of popular interest. :

he poseibilities of a machine that:

will saccesafully utilize the rays of the
sun, transforming heat to power, are al-
most beyond the imagination. instead
of gas bills and electric light bille to
worry the householder, all he would
have to do would be to see that the san-
shine machine had taken advantage of
the rays that warmed the days of June.
From the store of sunshine thus accama-
lated he couli supply his kitchen range
and his pwsrlor etove with heat. He
could apply the pover derived from the
stored rays to running & motor that
would accomplish wonders in household
dutier. He could ilaminate his house
as brilliantly es he pleazed every night
in the week without the dread thought
that the uever tiring meter in the cellar
+ a8 eating up his income.

Applied to transportation, the suu-
shine machine cffers, too, & wondroua
horde of advantager. Heretolore the
great problem of the serial navigator—
all inventors are potentially serial navi-
gatore—has been to find a motor the
weight of which will not keep his ship
from sailing on the breezes. Eleetric
motors and t-e lightness of alominum
have held out glowing promises, but how
much more conld be accomplished with
stored sunshine !

Railroads, with no coal to bay, could
declare larger dividends. Farmers, able
to dispense with horser, could drive
their ploughs and threshing machines
with stored sunshine, and could go to
market on week days and to church on
Sandays with old Bol safely hitched to
the farm conveyancee.

If the invention of Mr. Calver proves
to do all he claims for it, the art of war
may well be revolationized. No longer
will it be necessary for the maritime na-
tiocs to have cosling stations, and no
longer will wars be fought over the pog-
session of small islends velaable only
for such purpoger. When each map-of-
war carries its own machine for condens-
ing the sun’s rays & vessel can remain
away from port a hundred days, two
hundred days, or a year for that matter,
a8 long a8 provisions lest, craising about
the enemy’s cosetd if necessary, no
longer troublad with the present great
drawback to foreign naval warfare, the
difficulty of obtaining a supjly of coal.

THE ELECTION ACT.

Attorney General White Intimates:
that Lawyer Black Does Not
Know What He Is Talking About,

FrEpERICTON, June 3.—A short time
ago Mr. Jobn Black, ex-M, P, P., an-
nounced that the election act passed at:
the last session contained a flaw, by rea--
son of which the new plan for révising
the electoral listsa would nat become-
operative this year.

On this point Attorney General White-
todsy expressed himsel! as follows:—

“Section 26 of the act of 1889,” he went-
on to say, provides that the two coancil-
lora for each parish and another persor.
appointed by the council,shall revise-
the lista for the resjective parishes.
Now, continued ths sttorney gemeral,
“that section was repealed by the acs
of last segsion, and & new section substi-
tuted in lieu of the one repesled, which:
provided that thers shall be thrae revi-
sors to each parish, two of whom shall
be annually appointed by the council,
and one by the lieutenant governor in
council on or before July 1st.

“There can be no doubt that the re-
visors eppointed by the council were
properly appointed, but the et of last
session comes in and says in effect that
the work of revicing shall be done by the
two councillors and the revisor appointed
by the lientenant governor. Bection 26
of the old act being repealed, thers is
no authority under which the appointees
of the council could act. There is no
question about it at a'l,

“The absurdity of Mr. Black’s conten.
tion appears from this consideration. If
his view were sound the council could
not remove the officer they had ap-
pointed, and the government comld not
appoint another in his place. The cour~
cil could not remove the officer because
the act undsr which the apprintment
is made is repealed, and the government
could not appoint snother in his ylace
while he continues in office.”

CULTIVATION.

The Practieal Man of The Practical
Farmer Tells How Thousands ef
Dollars Are Made.

By the time your potatoes and corn
get up four inches there are probably
roots 18 inches or moare in length, says
T. B. Terry in Practical Farmer. These
roots for the most part will be found
near the surface. They run out almoss
horizontally. Very soon they occupy all
of the soll. This iz their feeding ground.
The more they can have undisturbed to
feed in the better, and the larger the
crop will be, ordinarily. But we must
stir the surface some to keep weeds down
dnd check evaporation of  water. If we
£ail to do this the crop will be injured.
If we cultivats very deep along through
the season we will tear off roots and in-
jure the crop that way. So we must
avold these extremes and try and do all
the good we can and as little injury as

ble. As a rule I think you wiil usu-
ally find it best to cultivate as deeply as

ble tor a week or ten days after the
crop comes up. Work the ground thor-
oughly then, even if you do tear off some
few roots that are just starting. Use the
weeder, of course, in connection with the
cultivator, to stir the surface in the hills
or drills where the oultivator teeth do
not go. Then after about ten days stop
deep work entirely and not stir the sur-
face more than two inches deep. This

The amount of
harm it may do depends on circum-
stances. In moist, growing yeather 1%
would do less harm (possibly net any)
than in dry, hot weather. I bave seen
crops of corn and potatoes seriously in-
jured by deep cultivation. which was
followed by weeks of drought, _The
poorer the soil, the more injury might be
expected. Your father, or grandfather,
plowed corn deeply, you may say, and
still grew large crops. Perfectly true, but
he got them in spite of his method of
culture and not because of it. The newly-
turned prairie, or freshly-cleared timber
land was full of vegetable matter and
food for corn. One could tear off half the
roots with his plow and still get & crop.
There wasn’s much need of studying
methods then, as the abundant fertility
of the soil would carry a crop through
most any way. Now, with this fertility
somewhat exhausted, the old system of
culture will often reduce the yield. It
you do not auite belleve this just stop
and think a moment. Isn’t the plan
given above founded on common sense?
Doesn’s it look reasonable? And in every
section of this country where drought
troubles you can find men who have suc-

uted, for, aceording to Siwash etiquette,
the other tribes must also break boxes of
{ blankets, and the tribe which distributes
in this fashion the most blankets is to
be declared victor.

When the Willapa left the boxes of
blankets were still intact, but it was ex-
pected that the scramble for them would
not long be def! . After the scrim-
mage for them the assemblage will hold
a serles of dances of all sorts and kinds,
and then come the feasts. :

The breaking of the blanket boxes is
postponed until the arrival of the other
tribes bidden to the feast, and all of
which are expected to join the new order.
Should they not do so of their own free
will they will be initiated by force, as
were Chief Jim and his braves.

A strange sight witnessed by a passen-
ger of the Willapa who was present at
the scenes above described, Wwas that of
an old klootchman who was distributing
500 blankets among the Fort Rupert
tribesmen. An interesting story hangs on
this little occurrence. The old squaw Was
distributing the blankets to pay up the
debt she owed the tribe. Her son had
lately returned to Fort Rupert after serv-
ing a term of flve years in the New
Westminster penitentiary for having
killed a fellow-tribesman. When her son’s
case came up for trial she engaged a law-
yer, and being too poor to pay for his
assistance, she asked the tribe for assist-
ance, which they gave. During the five

The United States also re-
fused to sgree upon an umpire, so that
in case of disagreement nothing would
be settled. Cauads wanted a settlement
no matter who was to win. Parliament
will likely be put in posseesion of the
facts tomorrow.

A REPEAL ASKED FOR.

BRITISH COLUMBIA’S LEGISLA-
TION STRONGLY OB-
" JECTED TO.

The Imperial Government Asks the
Canadian Government to Disal-
low the Anti-Japaness Aot—
Western Province Refuses to
Amend it.

'Orrawa, June 4—The British Colum:
bis government have notified the do-
minjon government that they wiil not
amend the anti-Japanese legislation so
that the provineial bill will be disal-
lowed.

OrzAawA, June 4—The imperisl govern-
ment through the cclonisl seoretary, Mr.
Joseph Chamberlain, has asked the
Canadian government to disallow the
anti-Japanese 1:gislation of British Col-
umbis pacsed by the late Turner gov-
ernment if the provinces does not agree
to amend the law at the next meeting of
the provincial legislature. If the prov.
ince should consent to smend the act
complained of by Japan, then Mr,
Chsmberlain suggests tbat the domin-
fon should pass & law .somewhat
similar to the Natal act, and in
this way British OColumbia would
be protested from the inroads
of Jspaneie about as effectuslly as if the
present bill remained on its provincial
statate book. It is the objectionable
character of the act which is regarded
a8 an insult upon ita people, that Japan
complains of, and not as to any other re-
sult it msy have against them. Japsn
is a friendly slly of Great Britsin, and it
is regarded by the imperial government
that, in the interests of Canads and
Great Britsin alike, this friendship ought
to be maintained in the orient,

sought for cam be attained in
another way. It is understood thai
the dominion governmenft have com-
municated with the British Cclambia
government to see if they suggest any
remedy in the matter. If not, then it
goes without saying that the lsgislation
will have to be disaliowed. The same
act contains the restrictions on Chinese
immigration, as what the provincial gov-
ernment had done was to apply the
Chinese act to the Japanese, and
it the act 1is dissllowed it
will place the Chinese on (]
same footing as the Japanese, which
neither the imperial or dominion gov-
ernments desire. to do. Indeed it is
under consideration here at the present
time to increase the poll tax on Chinese
and it will be generslly regretted thst
the provincisl law sgainst them will
have to be dissliowed. But under the
circumstances; should the province re-
fuse to act at the suggestion of the home
government, there will be no option.

Section 180 of the criminal code deals
with sending objsctionable matters,
suchas indecent and obscene, through
the mails, scurrilions mail matter causes
serious trouble to the post office depart-
ment and the sending of it is & grave
offence, but there is at present no prc-
vision in the code dealing with it.
