Confessed the Crime.
Seizing the negro, who pleaded for

his life, the mob, composed of more 
than a hundred men and boys, drag­
ged him a short distance from the 
town. There, it is said, he confessed I 
that he had mistreated and murdered 
Miss Redding.

The negro was tied to a stake and 
brush was piled high around him. A 
torch was applied. Disregarding the| 
pleading of Johnson, the fire was fed 
until he was dead and partly inciner- 
ated. Miss Redding left her bome to 
go to Lonestar. Later her body, with 
her throat cut, was found in a wood 
a short distance from town.

Must Be Able to Shoot.
“It is all right for the men to be 

efficient in their drill," said an officer 
to The Advertiser, “and it counts a 
good deal, but an army of perfectly- 
drilled men would be useless if they 
could not shoot well. The whole aim 
of the militia department in the last 
few years has been to improve the 
efficiency in the rifle shooting and 
make the Canadian army second to 
none in this respect. The order mak­
ing efficiency pay was a move in the 
right direction, although it needed to 
be adjusted a little to give the men 
the proper training. Things have turn­
ed out this year splendidly, and not 
only has the discontent that was prev­
alent last year over the small scores 
been wiped out but the men them­
selves are more than pleased with the 
training they have received."

Accord-I 
ingly, in response to Mr. Long’s in-I 
timation that if the Government Invite I 
the Opposition to a conference, they I 
will gladly and patriotically take part I 
in it. Mr. Asquith is said to be pre-I 
paring, if he has not already sent, a I 
private and confidential letter to Mr.

Two Points.
The only answer to that question at 

present is that agreement might be 
reached on two points, to begin with, 
viz.: first, that there should bo no 
more interference by the peers, with 
financial bills, and second, that a re­
ferendum should be taken with re­
gard to the limitations of the peers’ 
power of veto touching other bills. 
The points of real difficulty here are 
as to the first, that of determining the 
authority that should decide what are 
financial bills pure and simple, and as 
to the second, that of determining 
whether the peers should have the 
power to decide that their veto should 

|not be over-ridden except by a general 
election. It will at once be seen that 
this latter point bristles with embar- 

|rassment and difficulty, and this is 
|why it is doubted in some high quar­
ters whether any real advantage can 
come from the proposed conference.

Opposition Must Accept.
A very sagacious parliamentarian 

assures me that there can be but one 
advantage in a conference, and that is 
that it will enable the Opposition lead­
ers to say they have done their best 
to save the face of their supporters, 
but that the Government’s proposals 
will have to be substantially accepted. 
It is hard to see what other issue 
there can be, and it is interesting to 
note that this is practically what is 
anticipated in at least one important 
Opposition quarter. The Morning 
Post is very dubious, indeed, about the 
conference. It is referred to as a 
proposal that may gain the Opposition 
nothing and lose them everything. 
This, however, it is right to say, is not 
the attitude of the Opposition leaders. 
Their attitude is simple and honest 
enough. It is to save their followers’ 
face as far as possible and by all hon­
orable means to attain a peaceful set­
tlement of the question at issue.

Chicago, June 21.—At the greatest 
gathering of Socialists ever held in 
Chicago the local leaders of that party 
aided by Emil Seidel, Socialist mayor 
of Milwaukee, yesterday launched a 
campaign intended to sweep both the 
old parties out of office at the fall 
elections, purify the Cook County leg­
islative delegation and the county 
judiciary and destroy the grafters, 
"whether in the criminal court build- 
ing, at Springfield or in the city hall.”

FEATS OF MEMORY.
[London Daily News.}

As to committing the Bible to mem­
ory,” says a correspondent, “in the Sun­
days schools of Wales—which are attend- 
ed by adults as well as juniors—it is no 
uncommon event to find an old man or an 
old woman who can recite whole chapters 
from the Bible without notice. My own 
grandmother—who read the Bible through 
every year for fifty years—could do so, 
and Mrs. Lloyd George’s father was fa­
mous in South Carnarvonshire for his 
wonderful memory in this respect. But I 
have only known one person who seemed 
to have committed to memory the whole 
Bible, and could tell you where any verse 
could be found—even to the number of the 
verse. I met him some fifteen years ago 
at Menai Bridge. He was a deformed 
cripple, subject to epileptic fits, which had 
affected his intellect, but his memory was 
marvellous. I tested him on that and 
several subsequent occasions, and always 
failed to trap him, even with verses from 
the Book of Chronicles consisting of a 
mere list of names. He would always 
quote the book, chapter and verse cor­
rectly. The last time I saw him, to my 
great surprise he reproduced from mem­
ory almost the whole of an address of 
mine which he had heard four years pre­
viously. His name was William Rowlands, 
and he died a few years ago."

THE FARMER IN NEW ONTARIO.

The advantages of “Agricultural 
Temiscaming" are attractively set 
forth in a booklet bearing that title, 
issued by the New Liskeard Board of 
Trade.

Agriculturally, Temiscaming, as the 
. country lying east, west and north of 

the flourishing town of New Liskeard 
is called, is long past the experimental 
stage, but farms may be obtained by 
free grant from the Ontario Govern­
ment, or very cheaply in the open 
market. The only requirements for the 
future are men. It is intimated that 
at the present time there are located 
in agricultural Temiscaming five thou­
sand working farmers, with their wives 
and families, and it speaks well for 
their prosperity and enterprise that 
during last year they purchased at 
least $20,000 worth of agricultural 
machinery.

The experience of a number of the 
settlers is that as good crops can be 
grown there as in any part of Ontario 
or Michigan. One farmer relates that 
for two years in succession he has 
grown fall wheat which weighed 64 
pounds to the bushel, while other 
cereals were quite as good. Swede 
turnips weighing 13 pounds are com­
mon, while some go to 14 and even 18

Experts Say It Contains the Germs of 
Pellagra.

Chicago, June 21.—Beware of corn.
Don’t buy it on the ear unless you are 
sure it is all right, for you may get the 
dread disease—pellagra.

This was the warning issued at the 
clinic held at the Bennett Medical 
School today by Dr. Wm. F. Waugh, 
over the first pellagra patient Chicago 
has ever had—Edward Lacey, a farm­
er from Marion County ,who contract- 
ed the disease from eating green corn.

Pellagra has appeared before an Il­
linois, but only, until this case, in a 
county institution in Peoria, and in in­
sane asylums, where the terrible scald­
ing marks left on the wrists and 
hands of its victims led to charges that 
the nurses had scalded the patients.

One hundred physicians and nurses 
gathered at the clinic while Dr. Waugh 
lectured on the patient, and uttered a 
warning to Chicago housewives to ex­
amine carefully all corn they buy, 
especially at this time of the year.

Dr. Thomas J. Crowe, of the Illinois 
Medical College, Dr. Peter Burns, Dr. 
J. A. McDonald and Dr. Parker were 
among the prominent physicians pres­
ent.

“Pellagra is one of the most horrible 
diseases known to mankind, and causes 
a degree of suffering beyond descrip­
tion, that drives its victims insane in 
chronic cases,” said Dr. Waugh.

"The disease, so far as known, is in-' 
curable, and is caused by eating poor 
corn—especially green codn I have seen 
corn for sale In Chicago which un­
doubtedly was infected with pellagra. 
The sign is that the corn is black in­
aide the cob, from root to stem. This 
corn was cut three weeks before it 
was put in the market, and is a most 
serious menace to the health of the 
community.”

LIBEL ACTION DISMISSED.
Toronto, June 20. — An action for 

libel against the Amherstburg Echo by 
R. Sawyers, formerly the town’s night 
watchman and constable, was dismiss­
ed by Chief Justice Meredith today.

Windsor, June 21.—In one of the 
hardest-fought contests on a bylaw 
that ever took place in the city, the 
ratepayers of Windsor, yesterday, by a 
majority of four votes, passed the Nia­
gara power bylaw, authorizing the 
city council to issue bonds for $100,- 
000 for the installing of a transmis­
sion line and station for supplying 
power to the city of Windsor and 
vicinity. 2.

The vote started at 9 o'clock in the 
morning and the polls closed at 5 
o’clock, with the vote standing 622 in 
favor of the bylaw and 618 against it.

The passing of the bylaw means 
that the city may now enter into the 
contract with the hydro-electric com- 
mission of Ontario for extending the 
Niagara power from either, London, 
Ont., or St. Thomas, to the limits or 
the city of Windsor. The city is re­
quired by the commission to take 15,- 
000-horsepower, in order to have the 
line installed, and as they will only 
use a small part of this, the balance 
will be contracted for by the com­
pany that submits the best proposi­
tion. The Electrical Distributing Com­
pany has submitted a proposition.

The voters flocked to the polls when 
they opened yesterday morning, and it 
was seen very early in the day that 
the vote polled would be as large as 
on any other question ever submitted 
to the citizens of Windsor, and it was 
predicted at 5:30 o’clock that though 
the margin was very small the meas­
ure had safely passed.

One feature of the election was the 
fact that a great number of women 
property owners exercised their right 
to vote on such questions. They were 
transported to and from the polls in 
automobiles. Nearly every automobile 
in the city and a great number of car­
riages were filled all day with voters 
being hurried to the polls.

THE TRADE FIGURES FRENCH PLEASED 
WITH ARTILLERYCustoms Returns Show Tremendous 

Advance Over Last Year.
Ottawa, June 20.—The figures of 

Canadian trade for May, issued to­
day, show another record advance 
over last year. The total trade for 
the month was $59,187,972, an in­
crease of $14,276,236, or over thirty 
per cent, as compared with May of 
last year.

Imports totalled $38,821,963, an in­
crease of over ten and one-half mil- 
lions, and the largest increase on re­
cord for any one month.

Exports of domestic products total­
led $18,347,432, an increase of $2,537,- 
225. Exports of foreign products 
totalled $2,018,577, an increase of over 
one million.

For the first two months of the 
current fiscal year the total trade of 
Canada was $105,171,866, an Increase 
of twenty-five and a quarter millions 
as compared with the corresponding 
months of last year.

At the present rate of increase 
Canada’s total trade will within two 
years reach the billion-dollar mark. 
For the current year indications 
point to a total trade of over $800,- 
000,000.

Before he had 
walked half a block westward toward 
Fifth avenue, he was followed by a 
throng that blocked the sidewalk.

The sun was beating down with an 
intensity that made a top hat unen­
durable. The colonel plunged for a 
hatter’s at a speed that made the 
crowd behind run to keep up. As he 
passed the offices of the publishing 
house that will bring out his forth­
coming book on his hunting trip, he 
spied a tall portrait of himself, framed 
in red, white and blue. “That’s dan­
dy, isn’t it?" was his comment.

Every day London street cars yield a 
rich reward, when the conductors at 
the end of their days work take all 
articles found on the trolleys to the 
barns on Lyle street.

It is little wonder that “I can’t find 
my umbrella” has been such a common 
refrain during the past spring. During 
the past three months since April 1 no 
less than 127 umbrellas have been taken 
from the cars and listed among the un­
claimed goods at the car barns. Most 
people know where to look for their 
missing goods, and as a result 76 of 
these have been recovered, leaving 61 
unclaimed umbrellas in the hands of 
the company.

A Perplexing Variety.
There is a perplexing variety of un­

claimed goods. The conductors have 
orders to bring in everything they find, 
even down to buttons, and as a result 
the collection ranges all the way from 
a cute little Teddy Bear to a switch of 
hair, which the conductor in his ig­
norance of feminine adornment regis­
tered as a “lady’s wig."

Umbrellas predominate in the mul­
titudinous array of goods brought in 
daily. In rainy weather half a dozen 
are brought in each day.

People Claim Goods.
The street railway company does not 

lose any sleep in locating the owners. 
If it is anything really valuable, peo­
ple know where to find it, and this 
class of goods is invariably reclaimed. 
Nor is the company at all precipitate 
in returning anything. An accurate de­
scription is required of any article be­
fore the owner gets it into his posses­
sion once more.

Everything brought in is accurately 
recorded in a book kept for this pur­
pose. Goods are kept for 30 days. If 
by that time no claim has been put in 
by the owners they are returned to the 
conductors who brought them in.

Articles on the List.
A few of the articles listed were: 

Parasols, gloves, raincoat, books, din­
ner boxes, market baskets, rubbers, 
belts, keys, grip, school books, fishing 
basket, handkerchiefs, watch, baby's 
stocking, wall paper, bracelet, jewelry, 
and articles of every description.

There is not a day goes by but some 
three or four or half a dozen articles 
are brought in. None of the conductors 
regard it as a "get-rich scheme," for 
it is very seldom that anything of real 
value falls to their lot, but occasional­
ly they come in for a neatr little 
month's reward at the expense of the 
careless ones who leave things in the 
cars.

The Express Companies.
Generally there is another big col­

lection of unclaimed goods at the ex­
press companies and the railway sta­
tions.

If these 
are not forthcoming in a year's time 
the goods are sold at the yearly auc­
tion sale.
