REV. S B DUNN'S SERMON ON HIS LIFE
AND WOURK. AT GRAFTON STREET

CHURCH.

5. “ How
wilt tbou do 1n the swelling of Jordan 7
He said: In the wealth and- sacredness
of their associations, the Nile and the

Jordan are the twin-rivers of the world. |

On these two silver threads are strung
the rarest peails of historical recollec-
tions. Civilization bad 1ts birth on the
fertile banks of the Nile; and Cbristianity
was cradled on the banks of the Jordan.
After briefly referring to the physical,
features and historical associations of the
Jordan, he proceeded to an exposition Qf
the text itself; showing that allusion s
made to an impending emergency of spe-
cial trial, dauger and difficulty. To us
tbat exigercy would be the hour and
article of death. But to one prepared for
it, that emergency would be a time of
triumph. He then spoke to the following |
effect :—

Have we not an illustrious example of
this truth in the recent death of the

HON. JOHN G. MARSHALL,

or Judge Marshall, as be was familiarly
called, whose remaius were borne a few
daysago totheir last resting-place ? May
1 not, therefore, presume upon your in-
dulgence while I pause just at this point
to direct attention for a woment to this
departed saint? Who bas ever thought
to ask bow be died? It was enough to
know bow he lived—bow firm and deep
were his convictions; bow strictly con-
sistent was his cbaracter; and bow uni-
form was bis life down to the last. I say,
it was enoughb to know the man as every
one knew bim, to know what bis end was

“The Chamber where this good man met his fate

Was privileged beyond the common walks of

virtuous life,
Quite in the verge of Heaven.”

After a religious life extending over 58
years, without relapse or intermission, but
with a growing knowledge, and a gather-
ing wealth of Christian experience, what |
could be expected other tban a ripeness |
for the better life above. Nothing could
be more assuring than to look upon the
beaming radiance tkat ligbted up his
countenance as he recalled the memory of

- i

tegrity, totters to
or later live only as a run. But a cbar-
acter reared "il firm counrietions and
sound principles shall outiive the pyra-
mids from whose summit forty ceaturies
look down upon us. Sincerity of spirit ;
honesty of purpose ; a manly self-control;
the subordination of the passions, and a
supreme love of virtue, these are the
materials out of woich integrity of char-
aeter is comstructed; and a man who
illustrates these qualities in bimself bas
not lived 1n vain; for if his life is not an
inspiration. it is at least a protest and a
rebuke.

3. Still another feature in Judge |
' Marshall’'s character, worthy of pas-
sing remark, is bis uncompromising

fidelity to Scripture trutb. With
the proud pretensions of an infidel svi-
ence, and tbe ciaven concessions of an
elastic, obsequious orthodoxy, he was alike
impatient. “ The lawand the testimony,”’

and not the darkening and obscuringy|

glossaries of buman interpretations, were
bis oracle and supreme authority. As
the natural consequence of his high ap
preciation of the Holy Scriptures, the
Bible was his constant study. Repeat-
edly bas he said to me that Le went to
the fountain of truth for his theology,
and for all his information on matters of
eternal concern, and made himself ac-
quainted with all tbe doctrines and duties
of our faith. Like John Wesley, there-
fore, he was ** homo unius libri ”—a man
of one book.

Would that such an excellent example
were more closely and more generally
followed! Is not the Bible too much
neglected! And is there not too great a
readiness tu abandon the old fashioned
beliefs of our fathers for new-fangled and
plausible potions that are foisted into the
plain letter of the Scriptures? The safety
of the Church, not less than the stability
and worth of individual Christian char-
acter, essen‘ially depends upon an uncom-
promising fidelity to the Word of God.

4. Just one word more and 1 shall bave
done, and that is Judge Marshall’s tireless
activity. He wasa man of work, as be was
also a man of worth. His vigilance always
found something calling for effort, and
bis passion for activity prompted bim to

| 1. These extraordinary physical phe-

2. Though arising, directly or indi-
! rectly, from religious causes, these phe-
nomena are themselves physical affec-

tions; they have not always been fol-

lowed by a religious life ; they are no
criterion of a genuine conversion, the
proof of which must be sought in its
fruits ; and the most devout men have
not been most under their influence.

3. They have not been identified with
any diseased aff-ctions ; nor have they
been followed by any morbid physical
effects, or even exhiustation, though
they have been known to continue some
days without motion, food or drink.

4 Though the power of the work
of grace either in a revival of religion,
or ia individual conversion, does not
consist in these phenomena ; yet their
presence is not a proof that a deep and
extraordinary work and revival of reli-
gion is not being wrought in the hearts
of men by the Spirit of God, ani that
it 18 not a season of refreshing from
the presence of the Lord. Conversion

As
we!l try to bind mighty Sams n with
green withs, or restiain the athlete with
gossomer threads, as try to tame and con-
trol the human bedit with mere opinions,
however accurate and orthodox those
og'miona may be. Conviction is the power
that dominates the beart. Principle is
the arbiter of life’s destiny.

DOES SMOKING LIEAD TO
DRINKING ?

This question has once wmore come
promiuently to he front, In the July
number of the Nineteenth Century there
was an article by Sir Henury Thowmpson
on * Food and Feedinz,” in the course
of wbich he ventures to pronounce to-
bacco to be an ally of temperance, As
Sir Henry does not profess to build his
conclusions on the expenence of the
temperance societies, but upoun prima

facie physioloy ical reasoning, it may be

as well to bear another scientific autho-
rity, the well-known specialist, on nar-
cotics, Dr. B. W. Richardson, F. R.S.
He says:—* Under tobacco the heart
seems rapidly to run dowa in power,
and alcohol is called for to whin it up
again, also as it seems. The fact is
that the heart is not the organ prima-
rily concerned at all, but the minute
vessels at the termination of the arterial
circuit.  These minute vessels are
under a nervous influence by which the
passage of blood through them is regu-
Jated, and which influence 1s readily
modified by very refined causes acting
through the organic or emotional ner-
vous centres. The effect of tobacco on
these minute vessels, through the ner-
vous system, is to cause contraction of
them as a primary fact, so that the face
of the person affected becomes pale and
the surface of the body cold, while the
heart Jabours to force on the supply of
bleod until its own vascular system
comes under the influence: then the
stomach involuntarily contracts, and,
after a time, the voluntary muscles, de-
prived of blood, convulse tremulously,
or pass into active convulsions, as in
tetanus. Alcohol, on the other hand,
through its influence or nervous func-
tions, relaxes the vessels of the minute
eirculation, sets free the heart, reduces
the muscular power, and in every par-
ticular counteracts the tobacco, When
a person receives a stun, or is shocked
by some intelligence, or sight, or sound,
that thereby stuns him, so that, like
Hamlet, he is bechilled

« Almost to Jelly by the act of fear,
Stands dumb and speaks not,”
he is for the moment in the same state
as the man who first tries to smoke to-
bacco, and who, with pallid face, cold
surface, and reeling brain, is to his
sense and feeling striken with all but
mortal suffering and prostration. In
each of these cases, alcohol, for a mo-
ment, acts as an antidote, not neces-
sarily as the best antidote, but as a fair
one. When, therefore, we see a man
smoking and drinking, quaffing off the
cup of wine or spirit to quiet the qualm
which would otherwise be inflicted by
the fumes of the cigar or pipe, we really
observe the facts of a most excellently
though innocently devised ph'yamloglcu.l
experiment on a lving animal. The

There is no
doubt that the habitual use of tobacco

paralysis and other diseases,

A recent cough will almost always
yield to the following treatment within
two or three days : Mix in a bottle four
ounces of glycerine, two ounces of alco-
bol, two ounces of water, two grains of
morphine. Shake well. Dose for an
adult, one or two tea spoonfuls every
two or three hours. Half this quanti-
ty to children from ten to fifteen years.
It is not safe to give it to infants or
children under ten years of age.

To stop bleeding, if from a cavity in
the jaw after a tooth bas been extract.
ed, shape a cork into the proper form
and size to cover the blecding cavity,
and long enough to be kept firmly in
place when the mouth is closed. This
has been of service in many desperate
cases.

Wlen an artery is cut the red blood
gpurts out at each pulsation. Press
the thumb firmly over the artery near
the wound, aud on the side toward the
heart.  Press bard enough to stop the
bleeding, and wait till_a physician
comes.  The wouuded person is often
able to do this himself, if be bas the
requisite knowledge.

Simple {ractures may be adjusted by
almost any one.  Get the limb as near-
ly as possible in the natural position,
and theu sendfora docior. There 15 no
great urgency in such cases.

Iu fracture of the skull, with com-
pression and loss of consciousness, ex-
amine the wound, and, if possible, raise
the broken edges of the skull so as to
relieve the pressure on the brain.
Prowpt action would often save life.

48 8001 a8 poussible. Mustard and salt
act promptly as emetics, and they are
always at band. Sur a tablespoonful
10 a glass of water, and let the person
swailow it quickly. If it does not cause
vowiting, give the whites of two or
three eggs, and send for the doctor.

Burns and scalds are soonest reliev-
ed Ly an application of cold water. Dry
carbouate of soda or baking sods,
sprivkicd over the burned spot, is the
latest rewedy, and is said to be very
effcctual.  Tuese means are ouly tem-
porary. Iu severe cases a physician
suouid be sent for.
