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Could Reach No Decislon

Charge Was Brought Aganst Le Nation
gliste, Montreal by Hon. Jean
Prevost—Le Sbleil Fined

QUEBEC, June 1.—With tlie disagree-
ment of the jury an end came today to
4 sensational 'trial in a criminal court
here, before Justice Bosse, of Oliver
Asselin, editor of Le Nationaliste, of
Morntreal, charged with having erim-
inally libelled Hon. Jean Prevost, min-
ister of colonization, mines and fisher-
ies in the Quebec government.

The jury was hopelessly divided on
the case, and informed his lordship
that it was utterly impessible for them
to agree upon a verdict.

His lordship questioned the foreman of
the jury very briefly, and was inform-
ed that the jurymen would never
reach a definite decision in the case
even 'if they wére given the whole
year to discuss and deliberate,

This being the case his lordship
thanked the: jurors for their services
in the case and at once discharged
them.

The court rcom was crowded to suf-
focation, and the wutmost excitement
reigned when this stage of the now
famous case was reached.

Earlier in the day, after the last words
had been said by the counsel, the ad-
dress to the jury had been delivered
by Justice Bosse.

Premier Gouin was pres¥nt in the
court, and together with several of his
colleagues, listened to the charge of his
lordship with the utmost interest and
attention.

His lordship presented an able review
of the evidence taken in the case and
as he proceeded with his charge he
came out very strong in favor of the
defense.

His lordship thought it would have
been better for everybody concerned in
the case 1f this assusation of libel had
died a natural death.

Proceeding, his lordship declared that
if he had had permitted any proof to
be introduted against Turgeon in the
matter it was simply because in the
case of the Belgian syndicate the de-
partment of the: minister of Crowiry
lands  had been interested or closety
mixed  up. Before closing his charge

¥ad been accused’of partiality- in #avo
of the defenseé by the writers of anony-,
mous letters received in course of the
proceedings, and even threatened with
impeachment. However, Ms lordship-
declared that he had done his duty in
the cass and he now asked the jury-
men to do theirs.

The jury then retired. 2

At this stage his lordship rendered his
decision in the matter of Le Soleil,
which newspaper, he ruled, had made
improper ‘and illegal comments on. the
case at the beginning of the proceed-
ings against the legitimate rights of the
defense. His lordship said that the.edi-
tors of the paper in question had cer-
fainly written and published the ar-
ticle in a moment of mental aberra-
tion, and he condemned the writer to
a fihe of.$50 and costs.

advance, the flood of immigration for
the present fiseal year is starting with
a rusit that ensures a breaking of alk
previous records. The ofiiial estimate
places the probable influx during the.
year at 300,000, a considerably -larger
addition to-the Dominion’s population
in one year than came in during the
decade from 1886 to 1896. The decade
since 1896 had shown year by year a
steadily Inereasing influx from rall
quarters of the globe, the total arrivals
for the fiscal year 1905-06 showing an
increase of over 500 per cent., as com-
pared with the arrivals for 1896-97.

The Toronto Globe figures that for
the first four mionths of the present
year the arrivals have totalled a little
over £0,000. For the first four months
of 1906 the arrivals totalled 56,369. The
increase is about forty-three per ceat.
All reports from immntigration officials,
steamship booklnz agents; represent-
atives of the Salvation Army and othér
immigration agencies indicate that
this rate of increase will be easily kept
up until the end of the year. Probably
it will be increased; if the steamship
companies can handle the walting
crowds. For the month of April alone
the rate of increase was about seventy
Pper cent.

But although considerable stress, is
put uponn mere increase in numbers,
the immigration department rightly
puts even more stress on the quality
of Canada’s new’ citizens and their fit-
ness to become useful members of the
growing nation. ' Canada wants plenty
of building material in this process of
rearing the national edifice.. But Can-
ada also wants that building material
to be of the best quality. And one of
the most encouraging’ features of the
immigration situation at present is that
the ilargest proportion of increase is
in immigration - from Ang¥-Saxon
stock. - Nearly 600,000 of the newcom-
ers since 1900 are from Great Britain
or the United States and are of the
class of immigrants best fitted for con-
ditions of life in this country. Com-,
pared with the cosmopolitan: popula-
tion flowing into the states from all
the cotntries of Europe -during 'the
same period Canada has every reason
for self-gratifieation. .An analysis of
the British immigration shows that the
number of English arriving during the
past seven years outnumber the Scotch
by four to one and the Irish by twelve
to one. Recently, however, the propor-
tion of Scotch immigrants is rapidly
increasing.

During the nine months 4,583 female
domestic servants were received, 4,118
clerks, etc., and 1,567 miners.

Special precautions are being taken
this year to guard against the immi-
gration of any undesirables in respect
to physical, mental or moral unfitness.
A rigid medical examination is insist-
ed upon, and any new arrival who is
likely through illness to become a bur-
den upon the community, who s
feeble-minded or who has had a crim-
inal record in his native land, is de-
ported at the expense of the steamship
company. Reports received so far this
year, however, indicate’ thdt the class
of immigrants now arriving is unusual-
ly good. For the fiscal -period ending
March last only 440 had to be deported.
Bince 1902 $he total number of deport-
ations’ hu been 2,122, a proportion of
hardly one in every four hundred.

At the present rate of increage the

, STRIKES AN‘D THE PUBLIC.

. It is difficult to appreciate the motives
'of the Halifax ‘longshoremen in refus-
ing to avail themselves of the provi-
sions of the Lemiéux Conciliation Act.

- If their case i§ a good one they have
everything to gain and nothing to lose
by such impartial arbitration as the
Act provides, And apparently their
.claiths are reasonable; certainly the
extent of their demands is considerably
less than men are receiving in this ecity
for doing the same work. - William
Roche," M. P. for Halifax, who is him-
self connected with’steamship affairs,

. and-is an employer of labor, told the
men he was ready to accede to their
requests and strongly '‘advised them to
subimit to darbitration, If in the face

- of all this the strikers persist in fight-
ing, they must alienate themselves from
public sympathy and that means cer-
tain loss, not only in this instance but
in future contentions.

‘For the public has rights in all these
disputes betweeen capital and labor
which néither side can safely ignore. In
the long run the public pays the bulk
of the cost of all strikes. What the em-
ployers lose in lost time and what they
are forced to pay in increased’ wages
iz ‘taken directly from the consumer
by ‘means of higher prices. The pub-
lic is beginning to realize this, to re-
cognize its interest in labor wars and
to assert its rights. If these rights
are pverlooked it will seek methdds to
enforce them. If existing laws are
not sufficient for the purpose it will de-
mand more stringent laws. ‘If labor
and ‘capital continue to ignore the fact
that they both have a duty to fulfil to-
ward the general public upon which
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soon be created under - which their
ability to injure that public will be
greatly reduced, if not entirely elim~
inated.

EDWARD BLAKE.

Canada has bred few abler or better
men than Hon. Edward Blake, who
now lies ill in his English home, and
few have held so promlnent a place in
Ca;mdlan public dife. Yet for all his

did ter and- ﬁi%i%y and the
positions he has“held before the
people, it is a strange fact that very
lttle of practical accomplishment can
bé traced to him and that he left little
permanent impression upon Canadian ]
publi¢ affairs or public opinion.

In mental strength probably the su-
perior of any of the politlcal leaders
who fought ‘with lum or against him;
'in eloquence the equal even of Laurier;
in intellectual dignity and high moral
character a model to all men—he seem-
ed to. lack that subtle something that
stands for greatness, that marks 2
man unmistakably for lea.dershlp In
this country none quéstioned his men-
tal and moral eminence and yet he
was practically helpless against men
of coarser calibre but greater force.
And when, discouraged at coantinual
defeat as leader of the Liberal opposi-
tion here froma 1878 till after the elec~
tion of 1887, he abandoned Canada to

Imperial politics as a member for South
Longford, Ireland, he entered upon &
similar ‘expérience. Even in that great-
.est public assembly of the world, the
British House of Commons, he took
high rank—but he did nothing; got no-
Where. Like the present leader of ‘the
opposition in Canada, he possessed in
the highest degree the excellencies
which all admit 'should characterize
public leaders; but somehow lacked the
faculty of co-ordinating his personal
forces effectively,
to grasp and take full advantage of
strategic accasions, lacked the genius
of leadership which commands devo-
tion and wins victories.

The senate and faculty of the provin-
cial university, and particularly the
new chancellor, Dr. Jones, are to be
congratulated upon the success of the
college year which closed so auspicious-
ly this week—a suceess which is mark-
ed not:only by the excellent work done
during the year bt even more signal-
ly by the foundation which has been
laid for larger development. Chancel-
lor Jones hus proved himself not only
an efficlent executive head and a good
teacher but also an energetic promoter
and a capable planner for the future.

| vided.

VISITED. HALIFAX WHEN
HARBOR WAS FROZEN
AND SAW SLEIGHS CROSS !

HALIFAX, N. 8, May.. 3l — Rear
Admiral Sir George Neyille. is no
stranger to Halifax,,

This is bhis third visit here, and he

has seen sleighs driven-across the har-
bor to Dartmouth. To a reporter .on
board His' flagship this morning Sir

George told of his former visits here.

“The last time I was in Halifax,” he
said, “was when the Marquis of Lorne
landed here. I was then on the Black
Prince, with the Duke of Edinburgh.
1 was in Halifax before in the Peli-
ades in the harbor was frozen over and .
sleighs. were drawn across the harbor !
to Dartmouth.”

Asked about his impressions of
Jamestown, Sir George replied that the
chief impression they carried away
with thém was the lavish hospitality
of the American officers and people.
The exposition was in a somewhat in-
complete state. “We were splendidly
entertained everywhere and. will“al-
ways remember our stay .there with
kindly feelings.”

Admiral Neville spent two days at
‘Washington and dined at.the White
House. He was much impressed with
President Roosevelt. ' *‘One could not
help feeling that he meant every word
he spoke,” he said.

The squadron will remain in port until
Sunday week, when they sail for Que-
bec via the Straits—of Canso.

HALIFAX, N. 8., June 2.—"“The age of
the flying machine has come, It is now
no longer & gquestion of invention, but
of improvement, and I have no doubt
that this year I will succeed in fiying
‘my Kites with a motor attached. This
‘year I will endeavor to lift & man and
a motor with my kites, &nd I shall re-
main at Baddeck until I sée the ma-
chine in the aid,” said Professor Gra-
ham Bell of Washington, who arrived
on the Plant liner Halifax from Bos-
ton tonight, en route to his summer
home in Baddeck, C. B, He was accom-
panied by two of his assistants. He has
spent the winter in gathering materialg
for his evperiments, which will be re«
sumed at once. The new and very light
motor and seven thousand tetrahedral
cells will be used, :

“Probably I will smash the maching
half a dozen times before I get it fiy-
ing,” said Prof. Bell, . “but that ia
us'.ul in all inventions. . Thers will ba
' o, damage, as I will be extremely care«
ful,”

In oontmdistinction to the aeroplang
used . by Santos  Dumont, Wright
‘brothers and other aeronauts, Prof,
Bell propases to make. the uftlng power
commensurate with the weight of hia
kite by fastening a lot of small tetra«
hedral. cells together to form one kite,
These cells are constructed of four tris
angles fastened together to form a
‘pyramid, two of the roqr sides being
covered over with silk, The cells are
tfastened together at the corners. By
this. means the weight and lifting pow-
er of his machine increases in the sameq
ratio. . Last year, the kite of 1,300 cellg
was  successfully flown by Dr, Bell,
who with 7,000 cells expects to have no
difficulty in lifting his motor, which
weighs one hundred and . twenty
pounds. Dr. Beéll is ¢onfident of maks
ing many Iimprovements in his flying
machine this summer.

LONDON, June 3.—The Irish bill was
formally dropped by the government
this afternoon with scant ceremony
and onl,v— the perfunctory signs of
mourning even on the part of its min-
isterial sponsors.

The House of Commons was well fill-
ed when Premier Carhr_)bell-Bannerman
rose to speak.

“I believe,’ said the premier, “that
the Irish people would have done well
to give the details = of this measure
greater attention than appears to have

been the case at the recent convention. r

But in view of the announcement of
the leader of the Irish party in the
House of Commons, that
abide by the decision of the conven-
tion, and in view of the unanimous de-
cision of the convention to reject the
bill, the government cannot, of course,
go any further with " i

The premisr added that the deecision
of the representatives of the Irish peo-
ple was a source of sincere .regret and
disappointment to the ministers, but
now that the Irish bill was dropped
the government .intended to introduce,
during the present session, an “evicted
tenants restoration’” with powers of
compulsory purchase.

As the cabinet has decided against
an autumn session, the premier con-
tinued, it was necessary to drop the
licensing bill. This, however, would
pbe the first measure to be taken up at
the next session.

The measure designed to relieve the
“passive resisters” from paying educa-
tion rates for religious instruction,
the premier announced, would also be
erowded out, but the government was
determined to introduce at the next
session a comprehensive education bill,
putting the whole education system of
the country in order.

Regarding the long promised at-
tempt to restrict.the
house of lords, the premier said that
so soon as they had made a litfle fur-
ther progress in the essential business

of the session he proposed to introduce |

a resolution on the subject either June
17 or June 24, when the government
would fully state its views on the mat;
ter. ) o

Master of Wrecked Steamer Morend
Thinks Goveroment Boat Should
Rave Acted More Promptly.

NORTH SYDNEY, June 3.—Capt. W.
R. McKinnon, of the wrecked steamer
Morena, which has been lying on Bran-
dy rocks since May 18, was a passenger
on the steamer Bruce on his home to
Yarmouth. The captain and officers of
the Morena ~have been attending the
court of inquiry held at St. Johns be-
fore Judge Conroy in the presence of
Captains Moss and English, = The de-
cision of the court was unanimous in
completely exonorating the Captain
and officers from blame in connection
with the casualty. . Wrecking of the
steamer .~ was simply a Tesult of the::
steering gear becoming suddenly de- ¢ ’
ranged and unmanageable and as there
was a strong tide running north
through Cabot  Straits, the vessel
stranded on Brandy Rocks.

Capt. McKinnon said that there were:
good chances for the Morena being sav-
ed had there been less red tapeism in
connection with the movements of the
steamer Montcalm, which was cruiting
about the coast i search for fast mail
boats when the accident occurred, act~
ed more promptly. The moment the
breakdown was discovered in the Mor-
ena’'s steering gear the steamer’s en=
gines were reversed full speed astern,
thus causing the Morena to ground ;
easily on the rocks.

Signals were then hoisted asking the :
Marconi operator at Cape Ray to com-
m anicate with the steamer Montecalm
and urge her captain to their assist- '
ance. This was on Saturday, and the =
Morena lay for twelve hours before she
began to break up, during which time |
the erew was jettisoning the cargo in |
order to fioat the ship. Shortly a.ftet__‘;
a wireless message was sent asking for '(
assgistance from the government boat.
Captain Bellanger of the Montcalm ,
answered that he could do nothing un=, .
less instructions came’ from the de-,"\
partment at Ottawa. To the, latter
place an appeal for assistance wés sent _
over the wires, only to be told thatthe -
offices were closed, and would remain
closed until Monday.

rhile all this was going on the Mont~
calm arrived around the entrance of
th harbor, while the Morena, with her
valuable cargo of one thousand tons
of pig ' iron, smashed to pieces on
Brandy Rocks.

Captain McKinnon ijs of the opinion
that had the Montcalm come to his as-
sistance when asked by the operator
at Cape Ray, there would be no diffi-
culty in taking the Morena off Brandy
Rocks.

Speaking in particular of the- route
Mr. ‘Ruel said that the only possible
route' down the valley was on:the
south bank, the north being absolute-
1y impracticable for a railway line. On
the south bank from (Woodstock to
Frederictonr the country had been well
surveyed and though it would require
heavy' construction ‘work a'line could
be built between the.two points. How-
ever, the road ‘if built would - be
part of & transcontinental line, as it
was  mnecessary to  have ‘ connection
with the West, &nd this could be done
only by means of a stiff grade from
Woodstock to Centreville to enable the
railroad to climb fromthe St. Jobn
valley to the plateau just west.. Such
s grade would be expensive both /to

construct and to.operate trains upon.
. “The ‘district that presents the great-
est -difficulties,” said Mr. Ruel, “lies
between Frederictoy and Westfield.
'.l‘_he flat country about the mouth of
the Oromocto would necessitate a de-
tour away from ‘theé river being made.
South of Gagetown was the most dif-
ficult section of the whole route.” 'The
rugged hills in this part of the country
Mr. Ruel thought would make the cost
of a railroad about $100,000 a mile. One
ridge known as the Devil’'s Back would,
make hecessary the running of several
lines back of it before a suitable lo-
cation could be obtained for a railway.

The numerous bays and inlets of the
river would’ also make construction
éxpensive. The topography of Otnabog
district would ‘make heavy work
necessary but as Westfleld was neared
the hills became less difficult.

As far as local traffic was concerned

Mr. Ruei thought that the country he
travelled thyough could supply enough
for a railroad. He. was particularly
struck with the district about Centre-
ville and 'with that part of the valley
between - Woodstock and. Fredericton.
In that district it was also possible to
develop several water powers at such
places as Pokiok and Shogomoc.
" Messrs. Stewart and Ruel will report
to MacKenzie and Mann immediately
on their return to Toronto, and.on the
report they hand in depends the send-
ing out of survey parties.

In conclusion Mr. Ruel said:’ “Per-
sonally I am much in favor of the val-
ley as a route for a road, as I am a St.
John man, but the matter of:cost has
a great deal to do with the project,
\and the building of such a line would
be no easy eask.’” ‘
