Minister, spoke in his budget speech 
of a “world-wide financial stringency” 
and the Labor Gazette, bearing the 
names of Hon. Mr. Lemieux, then 
Laurier’s Minister of Labor, and 
Mackenzie King, then his Deputy 
Minister of Labor, said ini reviewing 
conditions in the month of December,
1907:—

“With the setting in of the winter 
season and the general cessation of 
most outdoor occupations, conditions 
are duller than those of last month 
with large numbers of both skilled 
and unskilled workers out of employ­
ment. The continuance of the finan­
cial stringency has induced a slacken­
ing of activity in- nearly all lines and 
the problem of providing for the un­
employed has become serious.

And two years later, in January, of 
1909, the same Gazette contained the 
following.—

“The world-wide commercial de­
pression which set in during the lat­
ter half of 1907, and which continu­
ed during 1908, was reflected in the 
trade and revenue returns of Canada 
for the past year, which showed a 
considerable falling off compare! with 
those of 1907. Total foreign trade de­
clined by about $70,000,000, the de­
cline being almost wholly in.imports 
in which the chief gains had been 
shdwn in the past two years.”

He seems now to be uneasy with 
regard to what was done, or, at any 
rate, this is the only explanation to 
be deduced from a speech which he 
recently made in the Upper Chamber.

In the Fire Department numerous 
calls have been attended to, but no 
serious illness or accident has occurr­
ed. In this department one or two of 
the older horses may have to be re­
placed this year.

The Board of Works lost one horse 
from Enteritis (inflammation of the. 
bowels). One horse formerly used 
as à driver in this department, has 
been transferred to the Sewer Depart­
ment, thus leaving only three to do 
the work.

One of these the bay driving horse 
in use at present is lame and crippled 
and unfit for work. Owing to his 
condition I advise that he be destroy­
ed. At least two more horses should 
be purchased for this department.

The horses of the Sanitary, Water 
and Police Departments are in good 
order and working satisfactorily.

In the Police Department stable 
there is gtp place to store hay which 
has to be bought by the bale—an ex­
pensive and unsatisfactory way. The 
quality of the hay is generally poor.

Market Inspections.
During the y'ear I have confiscated 

for light weight, two bags of potatoes 
which were delivered to Mr. Eddy. 
City Relief Officer Eddy for distribu­
tion among the needy.

Butter has been tftighed each 
month and nope found underweight. 
In several cases ' I have found it 
from one to three ounces overweight.

•Five hundred, and , ninety-two 
pounds of pqrk» and one hundred and 
fifty-three pounds of beef have beet* 
confiscated, being diseased and 
fit for food.

As the prescrit committee of Build­
ings and Grounds are taking the mat­
ter up there is no necessity for any 
further comment upon it.

The scales in the Market House 
used for weighing meat are very 
satisfactory, being very seldom in 
proper working/order. No regular at­
tendant is there. to weigh .and the 
butchers weig^or themselves. Heavy 
pieces of meat are thrown carelessly 
on the scales, which is generally the 
cause of their being out of order. 1 
also very often find the adjusting bal­
ance moved. ■ I advise that a larger 
pair of scales be purchased and a 
competent attendant placed in charge 
on market days 
weighing, I believe, would pay the 
salary of the attendant employed.

If this is doue, I also suggest that 
a small pair of scales be placed under 
the same attendant so that citizens 
purchasing meat, butter or poultry 
the market may. if they desire have the 
saint weighed in order to verify the 
weights. ,

This may be done free or for a 
small fee as may be thought best.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 27- An
