AERIAL WARFARE
HAS LIFILE EFFECT.

[By Special Wire to the Ceurier]

LONDON, Oct. 23.—A Petro-
grad despatch to Reuter’s Tele-
gram Company says:

“The comparative ineffective-
ness of aerial warfare was proved
at Warsaw, where bombs thrown

. by German aviators missed the
railway, fire, telegraph and tele-
phone stations, and troops on the
march. They only struck and de-
stroyed the upper stories of some
Private houses, while many fell
quite harmlessly.

Not Only in North

But‘Around Metz
is Position Good.

Germans are Being

Menaced on Ex-
treme Right of
the Allies.

[By Speecial Wire to the Courier]
PARIS, Oct. 23.—The struggle
on the lengthened line extending

into Belgium, now called the bat-
tle of Flanders, gave rise to an
engagement along ‘the coast

as near as possible to the birth-

place of Jules Verne, in which air

craft and submarines participated,

realizing, for the first time, in the
same -encounter, the dreams of
the great Frenchman.

The British monitors off shore
did great execution on the Ger-
man trenches, among those re-
ported killed being General Von
Tripp and his staff. While the al-
lies’ airmen cleverly directed the
aim of the marine guns, the Ger-
man submarines lying in wait at-

tacked the monitors but without

result, because the latter were so
far inshore.

Here again, the critics remark,
that the attempt of the Germans
to turn the allies left and reach
the French coast has been defeat-
ed and the Germans again have
been forced to resort to frontal
attacks.

The gains made by the allies on
the road to Metz, it is thought,
must draw the attention of the
Germans seriously to a quarter
where they are menaced, not only
from the direction of Verdun, but
by the renewed successes of the
French on the eastern slope of the
Vosges. ;

The news from Bordeaux to-day
indicates that parliament is not to
be called to meet there, but in
Paris. The employes of both the
chamber and senate have been noti-
fied that they may return to Paris
at the end of this month, which is
taken as a sign of confidence in

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THE SITUATION.

King Albert of Belgium and his
plucky subjects are still prominent
figures on the fighting line. They
haven’t much territory left at present,
but for that they are battling every
inch of the way. All of history does
not contain, any finer exhibition than
theirs in face of the ruthless and be-
devilled onslaughts of a war-mad peo-
ple. They are having splendid assist-
ance, not alone from the British land
forces, but also from the navy. Else-
where the lines of the Allies are hold-
ing well.

The Russians would seém to be on
the forward move once more. It is
manifest that large reinforcements
have been, and are being, brought up.

At a meeting of the Diet held yes-
terday in Berlin, war bills were un-
animously passed totalling $375,000,-
000. In presenting them the Vice-
Chancellor made the remark:

“The war is making unparalleled de-
mands upon the whole of our people,
but everybody knows that we will not
lay, aside our arms until we have gain-
ed a victory that will guarantee lasting
peace.”

“Lasting peace,” eh? The peace
which would come from bearing the
yoke of, and bending the knee to, the
war lords of the Kaiser? Not on your
life! The peace which is going to be
achieved will be on the basis of smash-
ing the whole satanic outfit to smith-
ereens, and a complete job will be
made of the pulverizings

Meanwhile word comes via the Uni-
ted States that some very reliable cor-
respondence from the battle line indi-
cates that the German soldiers are as
confident of victory as ever, but that
their officers have awakened to the
seriousness of the situation and that
they no longer believe that their task
is so blissfully dasy. Snatches of stor-
ies of real happenings which have
reached there discount all of the rosy
accounts sent out by officials.

NEVER TO BE FORGOTTEN

In a message cabled tor the New
York Herald, King Albert of Belgium
expresses the hope that the American
people “will always remember why
Belgium is fighting.” Belgium thas
made a defence that will ever redound
to the glory of its people and its
King.—Brooklyn Eagle.

“A neutral country is bound to de-
fend its neutrality against any aggres-
sor,” adds our Brooklyn contem-
porary. “No neutral nation, whatever
its sympathies, can fail to admire the
honor and loyalty of little Belgium,
a nation holding fast to its pledges
with splendid courage at a time when
treaties were torn asunder and the
temptation to be false was pressed up-
on it with promises and bribes.”

No amount of German sophistry can
blind the American people to the aw-
fiilness of the crime committed against
Delgium, 1f the sentiment of Ameri-
cans could bhe a facter in determining
the result there would be no question
H_\:\t_ King Albert's wish—"that Bel-
gian’s sacrifices should count heavily
in determining the_ terms of peace”—
would come-true.—New York Herald.
DISTRIBUTION OF SEED

GRAIN AND POTATOES

By instructions of the Hon. Minis-
ter of Agriculture at Ottawa, a dis-
tribution of superior sorts of grain
and potatoes will be made: during the
coming winter and spring to Canadi-
an farmers. The samples for general
distribution will consist of spring
wheat (about 5 1bs.), white oats
(about 4 1bs.), barley (about 5 1bs.),
and field peas (about 5 lbs.). These
will be sent out from Ottawa. A dis-
tribution of potatoes (in 3 1b. samples)
will be carried on from several of the
experimental farms, the Central Farm
at Ottawa supplying only the pro-
vinces of Omtario and Quebec.© All
samples will be sent free by mail.

Applicants must give particulars in
regard to the soil on their farms, and
some account of their experience with
such kinds of grain (or potatoes) as
they have grown, so that a promising
sort for their conditions -may be se-
lected.

Each application must be separate
and must be signed by the applicant.
Only one sample of grain and one of
potatoes can be sent to each farm. If
both samples are asked for in the
same letter only one will be sent. Ap=
plications on any kind of printed form
cannot be accepted. 3

As the supply of seed is limited,
farmers are advised to apply early;
but the applications will not neces-
sarily be filled in the exact order in
which they are received. Preference
will always be given to the most
thoughtful and explicit requests. Ap-
plications received after the end of
January will probably be too late.

WAKE I NGTON

Says a leading New York paper:.

“1f is nio sectet to foréign war offi-
ces and admiralties that this country
is unprepared for defence against any
of the great sea powers. Only at
home are its perilous conditions mis-
understood by those with whom fhe
remedy lies, and this despite the
earnest and continuing pleas of the
naval and military officers to whom'
the national protection is intrusted
and on whom the responsibility - for
any failure in the Hour of peril will
be placed.

It is well, therefore that Represent-
ative Gardner shotlld have taken on
the patriotic duty of laying the salient
facts of this unpreparedness before
Congress and the people.  His first
hand knowledge gives authority to his
statements and his earnestness a}nd
single-mindedness in the expression
of his beliefs carry conviction. It is
then no %answer to his presentation
of veritable conditions to put by the
question smilingly and with a compld-
cency that finds in it nothing more
than a mental exercise.

Measured by overseas standards of
efficiency and strength, this courtry
has no army, or at the most only the

splendid nucleus, info:_-med"‘with intel-
ligence and skill; inspired by self-sac-|
rificing patriotism, and yet at the

mere sketch of its physical deficien-
cies:—The number of troops is only |}
one-fifth of those needed to resist the
first shock of invasion; its coast batz|
teries are lamentably = undermanned:
its field guhs are at least a thousand
short in number and their ammunition
is deficient in quantity; its means of
transportation and supply are hap-
hazard and unfitted for the strain that
would be imposed; and practically it
has no real reserve.

The navy, better favored by chance,
is far below the standard it shouldy
maintain. It is retrograding numeri-}
cally in the hierarchy of sea’ power
and will goon drop to fifth place. Bat-
tle ships, cruisers, fleet auxiliaries |
and public works are sorely needed |/
and its personnel is inadequate in |§
number ahd thampered by the want
of logical development and system-
atic organization.

However earnest may be intentions,
present theoties of naval administra-
tion are mistaken and mischievous.
We are departing sadly from safe
practices that have broadened down
from precedent to precedent: and the
navy has become the football of a
sentimentalism that should have to
place in the conduct of a service that
carries the hopes of a country sea-
ward as the first line of defence. Its
aspiration is not to be ‘“the greatest |§
university on earth” but to be a stern
and inexorable force that can meet |
and destroy t]!le country’s enemiesion

'the high sea.’

OFFICIAL
FRENCH

IBy Special Wire to the Courler]

PARIS, Oct. 23. 2.65 p.m.—
The official annotincement given
out at the war office this aftér-
noon says:

“On our left wing the very con-
siderable German forces, whose
presence was reported yesterday,
have continued very violent at-
tacks in the entire region betwsen
the sea and the canal of La
Bassee.

“Generally speaking the situa-
tion of the alliéd forces has been
maintained. If the allies have
had to cede at certain points,
they have advanced at others. The
enemy also have evidenced very
great activity in the region of
Arras and on the River Somme.
to the north and to the south of
this stream we have progressed,
particularly in the region of Rosi-
eres.

“In Santerre in the region of
Verdun, and in the region of
Pont-A-Mousson, we have had
some partial successes, On the
rest of the front there is nothing "}
to report. :

“To sum up: The enémy ap-
pears to undertaking, along the
major part of the front and par-
ticularly between the North Sea
and the Oise, a new effort, mak-
ing use of corps made up of new
organiaztions. These are com-
posed of men recently drilled,
some of them very young and
others of middle age and have
staffs drawn from various parts
of the army.

“Russia: To the south of the
Pilica the Germans still hold the
Vistila River, with the exception
of the line from Ivangorod to
Kosliede. - This they have aban-
doned, pursued by the Russians,

All the efforts made by the
Austrians to cross the River San
to the north of Jaroslau have been
repulsed and the Russians are un-
dertaking the offensive in this
région.”

CONCESSION WITHDRAWN
LONDON, Oct. 23.—In a despatch
from Amsterdam, the correspondent
of Reuter’s Telegram Company, says
the Hungarian government has decid-
ed to withdraw the concession granted
the Cunard Steamship Company for
the transport of emgirants, and has
announced that theé éxisting contract
with this company is at an end. It
is déclared that the war already has
forced the Cunard Line to violate
clauses of its agreement, hence  the
decision of the Hungarian authorities
to cancel the agreement.

DEPENDENTS
GOT MONEY

A Mistal%e Whereby Sold-
iers’ Wives Were
Paid Twice. {

There is a tangle in the payments
to the dependents of Brantford’s ac-
tive service volunteers, which is now
quite apparent. By this tangle, the
city has lost a considerable sum of
money, and they now seek to recoup
themselves whenever it is possible.
The local authorities state that the
Ottawa aitithorities have made a
bungle of things, which will have to
be rectified at once.

Brantford had Frranged to receive
the soldier’s half ‘pay, and to distri-
bute to the wives and dependents, and
so they have done. Whilst the volun-
teers were at Valcartier the govern-
ment authorities said then with regard
to the provision of those at home that
they would undertake to pay remit-
tanees, and the boys all declared that
they desired their half pay
to go to their wives. ,
This task the goverament undertook
and they have forwarded direct,to a
number of wives the half pay’s as-
signed to the wives, not understand-
ing that the soldiers had already as-
signed their half pav through the city
of Brantford. Thus Brantford has paid
and the Government has paid, and the
dependents have had double money
coming to them upon this count. As
this money has in some instances
been spent, it will be a practical im-
possibility for the city to recover it.
This morning all the dependents wer2
asked to return to the city the cheques
sent to them by the government. To
this, some of the women not thor-
oughly comprehensive, objected,
while others candidly confessed the
money was beyond recall. Thus the
city has lost what the dependents
have gained.

They keep a close
v-atch on the Italian colony of which
they are a part. They know every new-
comer who moves into their circle and
they make it a point to ascertain his
financial standing.

1f this newcomer embarks in a business
that encroaches upon that of the firat
victim the latter sees to it that the Black
Hand gets busy and drives the interloper
from the field. This accounts for the far-
reaching effect of the Black Hand, and,
further, it accentuates the secrecy of the

In consequence
there are perhaps still living in the Ita!-
ian quarters of New York city scores of
bomb  tossers and cutthroats whose sole
occupation each week is to walk around
and keep an eye on the business that is
being transacted in the little shops ia
whici@@they  have been given a share.

first were innocent victims become sooner
| or later; through force of circumstances,
just as active and as voracious as the
ones who originally tormented and black-
mailed them,

Thus the shop.of the little grocer who
is forced to pay over a share of his
profits becomes the real clearing house
for the Black Handers operating in that
vicinity. Their ears are kept close to the
ground and every scrap of information
bearing on the intimate affairs of those
living near by is picked up and duly re-
tailed to the leaders of that group.
Future actions depend upon the useful-
ness of this little grocer. If he keeps
| faith with Mano Nera and tells all he
knows in time he is pérmitted to share
in the ill gotten gains that the lounéers
in his grocery extort. But at no time is
his business immune from the Black
Hand’s levy. That share must be forth-
coming, for the moment he defaults he
is made to pay the penalty of all traitors
and some business rival is installed in

Many of the names of victims appear-
ing on this list are those of highly re-
spected Italian merchants who, when
asked if they still pay their weekly
tribute, vehemently protest that they
bave never had any dealings with the
Black Hand. If dragged into court they
would unblushingly swear to this effect,
yet Petrosino knew, as do tliose who
are continuing his work know, fthat
these men are part and parcel of the
great army -of the Black Hand which is
increasing at an alarming rate.

Detectives Micelli and Corrao, who
are still conducting a relentless crusade
against Italian criminals in New York
city, in discussing Black Hand methods
with me a few days ago summed it up
in this wise:—

“The Black Hand will continue
to flourish in New York eity just
Ec long as the persons singled out
for extortion submit to it. 1f
nine-tenths of these victims liv-
ing here would join issue and
flatly decline to pay and at the
same time come straight to us
with these written demands or
tell us who made them in persen
we could clean up the situation in
a very few months.

“But the trouble is these vie-
tims, going upon the prineiple
that half a loaf is beiter than

fied rooms over the theatre. For six
fionths "Cassese was bombarded. with
l&kters demanding $1,000.. To these he
gabe no heed, at first believing he was
tde victim of a practical joker. He did
mt become alarmed until he received a
ktter notifying him that wunless the
money was paid at once the baby of the
Chsseses would be kidnapped and held
until the money was: forthcoming. This
1¥ter gave Mrs. Cassese such a shock
that she urged hei husband to do what he
could to safeguard their child. -

It would have been
an easy matter to kill him outright; but
the Black Handers wanted the money,
and this they intended to get, in no mat-
ter what fashion.

In all the .communications addressed |

to Cassese he was warned against com-
municating with the police. “If you do
the life of your child will be the forfeit,”
was the concluding sentence of each of
these highly ornate epistles, for not only
was ghe smudgy imprint of the Black
Hand prominently displayed on the sta-
tionery, but the skull and crossbones ap-
peared as well, A
Immediately after the kidnapping inci-
dent Cassese was told to wrap $1,000 in
bills. of small denomination in a news-
paper and go to Canal street and the
Bowery, where\ a twelve-year-old boy
would greet him with a pleasant “good
He was then to hand the
boy the package -of money and disappear
as speedily as possible. If he failed to
comply with this demand he would soon
be shot to death, added the writer, and
the wife and baby as well would be killed.
On the advice of Deteéctive Micelli,
Cassese wrapped some money in a news-
paper and started for the trysting place.
Micelli and other detectives, disguised as
pushcart men, were near by serutinizing
Cassese and all who loitered nefir - or
passed. KEvidently the cunning black-

mailers had learned through some OfJL

Cassese was in the hands of the police,
for no boy appeared to greet him. - That
night as one of Cassese’s employes was
leaving the theatre a man halted him,
saying, “How about that boss of yours?
When is he :coming across with -that
$1,000? Tell him we mean business.”
The employe seized the man, but a blow
on his head from the butt of a revolver

“stretched him on the sidewalk and his

assailant fled. The police were acquaint-
ed with the identity of this man, but he
managed to prove an alibi when arrested
and arraigned.

Three months after this episode—
_man_y letters coming to Cassese in the
interim—his business was wiped out by
a firebrand that nearly cost the lives
of Cassese and his wife and child.
Qassese fell asleep early that night, hay-
ing been worn out by the many nights
of vigil spent at his window with a gun
resting in his lap. He had fully de-
termined to shoot at any suspicious per-
son lte might see approaching the theatre
after he had closed it for the might.

While standing in the foyer of his
little theatre early that evening the
sight of two men whispering together
led him to believe that an ‘attack was

-to be made upon him that night, When

he closed ‘t‘ne theatre he took the night’s
receipts of $125 to his wife on the third
floor and told her he had businéss down-
town which might detain him several
hours. He urgéd her to quiet the baby
and get to sleep as soon as she could.
Cassese then descended to the theatre
and with a shotgun resting in hig lap
took up his vigil in a seat near the
Grand street entrance; & Waidsse
For two Mours he was awake and
alert..

Evidently it was de
factive, for instead of exploding it spu
tered fire, which ignited the inflam: '
material about the rear of the theatre,
and before the firemen could arrive the
whole structure was a furnace, :
Cassese's first thought was for his
_wife and baby.. He was nearly frantic
when he found all approach to the upper
[floors had been cut off, as the siairway
was ablaze and portions of it already had
fallen in. The firemen had seen the
frantic mother with her baby in her arms

as she stood at a third floor window.
This glimpse of the mother they got as

they came speeding throngh Grand
street. Mrs. Cassese then climbed out
to the fire escape and those below im-
plored her to descend to the street. None
could understand why she failed fo.do
g0. Closer examination showed that the
drcp ladder leading from the second to
the first floor had either been wired fast
to the landing above, or else bolted so
that all escape by this means was im-
possiblée. The flames were billowing out .
of the second story window, literally
scorching the face of the terror stricken
mothes, when the firemen by means of
scaling ladders reached her and carried
her and the child to the street.

Cassese had resisted the Black Hand
to the bitter end, to find that the threats
of the blackmailers had been made good
He had lost all his possessions; g

One of the sidelights on the Spinella
blackmailing case has to do with a young
woman tricked by a member of the
Black Hand band. She fook the law
into her own hands and in her own way
meted out justice to ‘the man who be-
trayed her, In one of the many letters
Spinella received he had been ordered to
deliver a package of money at a barber
shop kept by one Abagniali, in East
Fourteenth street. Two deteetives, dis-
guised, were being shaved in the shop
when the messenger bearing the marked
bills arrived. When the money was
handed over the detectives leaped from
their chairs and arrested every one in
the shop.

As the detectives were leaving the
premises with their prisoners they saw
approaching a young man swho, they
learned later, was Giuseppe Orsini, a
close friend of Abagniali. Petrosino dis-

* covered that_Orsini had been paying

ardent court to Maria Abagniali, a sister
of the barber.. Orsinl ‘was shadowed for
a long time, but the detectives were unbs
ablé to connect him with the band of ex-
tortioners. DR X

Orsini continued his attentions to
Maria and on" November 16, 1930, he
took her to the City Hall and procured
a marriage license. That afternoon 8
mock ceremony was performed and Or-
sini and “his bride” went to live at No..
356 East Twelfth street. They lived to-.
together for several weeks, when Orsini

deserted the girl and legally married’
Louisa Vallardi. Maria then returned
to her old home, at No. 210 Flirst avenue.

One afternoon Marias lay in wait for
Orsini in East Twelfth street, and as he
arrived at the entrance to'No. 314  Maria
stepped from behind the stoop and fired
three shots into 'Orsini’s body. She
dropped her pistol and calmly walked to
her rooms’ in First avenue, where she
prepared and ate her supper and sat
quietly awaiting the police. There the
detectives found her, and without the
least hesitation the girl admitted the
shooting. As it was thought Orsini was
dying, the girl was taken to his bed-
side in the hospital, so that the victim
might identify his assailant.

As the girl approached the bedside
Orsini coolly- looked at her and turning
to the police said:—‘*“Why did you bring
this woman here? She did not shoot me
and had nothing to do with it.”

Maria was astounded at this.and ad-
dressing the strickem man said:—*“Weil
Giuseppe, if 1 didn’t shoot will you please
tell me who did? In any event I hopa
you die, you dog.”

Orsini hovered between life and deat:
for many weeks, Maria was held pend-
ing his recovery and when placed on
trial was discharged because Orsiui still
stoutly denied that she had shot him.
An all round bad man and eonsort of
Black Hand operatives, Orsini on this
occasion manifested the only spark of
chivalry that he had ever permitted to
ereep into his sordid life. Less thap a
year after his recovery he was arzested
while lurking in the doorway of Maria
Abagniali’s home. The police believe that
he was there 1o seek the vemgeancd-he
had wrested)from the hands of the law
by ‘his refusal to identify the girl as the
one who shot him.
