Victoria, B. C., Feb. 22. - Locnl
relatives of Max Joseph a prominent
lawyer, who disappeared from New
York on January . 24th and whose
Eastern relatives feared that he
might have taken his life, has been
traced to Victoria. He arrived here
on the steamer PBrincess Louise on
the evening of February 3rd, and so
far as can be learned, has not yet
left the city; in fact, a man answer-
ing his description was seen here on
Thursday, although relatives residing
here have heen unable to find him and
incline to the opinion that he has
taken his own life.
