Mr. Layng excels in sharpening mill
picks. - He informed us that more than
a dozen grist mills get their picks sharp-
ened by him.

His
prospects for winter work are goed as
he has in already eight orders for cut-
ters and sleighs. The yearly business
foots up to about $3000.

A Shocking Affair.

A meeting of the Executive Com-
mitteé of the Scott act association will
be held in French's hall, Brockville, on
Friday, October 8rd, at .1 p.m. A full
attendance is requested as business of
importance is to be brought up for con-
sideration. A cordial invitation is ex-
tended to the vice-presidents ot the dif-
ferent municipalities in the counties as
well -as any others interested in the
movement,.

The petitions for the submission of
the Scott act in these united counties
will be deposited in the sherifl's -office
on Saturday,October 4th. The general-
secretary is nnwengaged checking them
over before depositing, and while we
have not the exact figures to hand as
we go to press,still we find thatenough
signatures have been received {rom a
little more than half the municipalities
to foot up the required nnmber. There
will probably be nearly 5,000 signatures
appended to the petitions.
