If tho delicious
perfume were produced in this country, and
the lowest-wiges in' the land paid for labor,
it could not be retailed at even three times
the existing prices. = Nearly all the attar of
roses in the world comes from the portion
of Europe which used to be a part of Tar-
key, but which is now under Russian in-
fluence. To secure a pound of essence it is
necessary to have an entire acre of
ground covered with roses, and to have a
good crop oven then, and then the culti-
vators cannot rely on receiving more than
$70 or 75 & pound.  The labor of cultiva-
tion is very arduoys, and plucking the roses
is even more so0, the work being done by
women, whose hands are torn all to pieces
by the work, and whose pay barely suffices
to buy tood. Roses have cultivated
in other countries for & similar purpose, but
the return is nowhere so large as in the

I do not regard it as belnglniﬂlh like
so valuable for pasture as the “va'l
Estex.” It pushes up a flower stock about
six to eight weeks after it is sown ; hence
it grows less of leaf and much more of
woody matter than the real * Dwarf
Essex.” It grows tall rather than spread-
ing, in the form of a bush rather in
that of a fodder plant ; and at the present
time the fields containing it are one mass of
yellow bloom.

Letters have reached me from several
directions expressing the fear that if the
seed or a portion of it were allowed to fall
upon the ground it would be troublesome to

t rid of, and asking what had better be

ome with™ it in_the meantime. In the
sbeence of ‘previous experience with this
plant, I can only express an opinion on this
point. Ido not apprehend that trouble
would arise to any serious extent if some of
the seed should ripen and fall upon the
ground, but it is better not to run sny risk
on this score. There 18 no necessity that
we should do.so. We have more than thirty
sores of this stuff, and we find that when
our lambs are turned in upon it they strip
off the blossoms and seed s before they
eat the lower romonl. wing to the up-
right habit of the growth of the plant the
Iambs can easily get to every portion of the
fleld. A number of our farmers are plough-
ing it under rather than run any risk, but
in the light of what has been said, there is
no real necessity that this should be done,
exoept in instances where the stock had not
been turned in upon it before the stalk had
become woody.

It is very unfortunate that such a mistake
should have occurred, and at such a time,
as many were trying to grow rape this year
for the first time. These will naturally
look upon it as of but little value. But
they should try it a8 & mistake of
this nature is not likely to occur a second

The Twin-led.

The twin-bed seems to have come to stay,
ond will, no doubt, in time, succeed the
double bed in all rooms occupied by two

rsons. As amatter of economy and space
re'u not practicable in every family that
each member should have a sepatate room.
Bat it is exceedingly desirable that each
member should sleep in a separate bed. Bo
high an suthority as the London Lancet, in
a recent article, condemned the double bed
as tnwholesome, It is said in effect that
no two persons could sleep in this way
regularly for any length of time without
one or the other feeling e"il effects from it.
The more lymphatic,. robust person
is wmite draw nervous force from

the more delicate and more nervous person,
and it is not uncommon for both to rise in
the morning jaded aud dull, whereas they
would have risen retreshed and invigorated
had they slept in separate beds. The twin-
beds offer a complete remady for these evils,
while thps oocupy buf a trifle more space
than the double bed.” This twin arrange-
ment consists of two beds, which are
intended to be placed side by side, and the
design of which is usually incomple unlees
they are so placed. A separate spring mat-
tress and bed clothing are provided for each
bed, and the sleeper enjoys the perfect
restfulneds of a separate bed. A young
person may sleep bemde an aged one in
such an arrangement withont the danger of
the injurious effects which are the result of
their occupying the same bed. Thisarrange-
_ment is recommended by health and
““fashion at present.

Easy Way to Wash Dishes.

I have an improved plan for' washing
dishes which has been practised in some
hounseholds in this city, and which has been
pronounced a great success, says a corre-
spondent of the Detroit News.

First, have your water boiling hot. This
s ial. Provide y 1f with & com-
mon painter’s brush, with a handle about
ten inches long. If the bristles are notfound
convenient tie a piece of soft rag at the end
of a atick of the same length. Take the
plates, and, after removing all the scraps,
pile them on top of each other in the
omp:l dish pan. Pour enongh hot water
on the topmost dish to fill the dish.
Then tipping up one end of the dish
with your finger, wash front and back with
the brush. In France special brushes
trimmed with thin rope about four inches
long, instead of bristles, are used for this
purpose. Remember, it is not the hLeat of
the plates, but the hot water that pains the
hngl. When this is completed the water
will be in the mext dish. Lift the clean
dish out and place it on its edge against the
wall.  Put in more hot water and perform

& the same tion on all the other dishes,
and when the work is finished you will find
that the heat has dried the plates and that
they do not require to be wiped. By this
method you need not scald or wet your
hands, and you also avoid the the trouble
of wiping, which is half the work.

A number of our farmers are plough-
ing it under rather than run an risk, but
in the light of what has been said, there is
no real necessity that this should be done,
exoept in instances where the stock had not
been turned in upon it before the stalk had
become woody.

It in very unfortunate that such & mistake
should have occurred, and at such a time,
as many were trying to geow raj this year
for the first time.

This twin arrange-
ment consists of two beds, which are
intended to be placed side by side, and the
design of which is usually incomple unl
they are o placed. A separate spring mat-
tress and bed clothing are provided for each
bed, and the sleeper enjoys the perfect
restfulness of & separate bed. A young
person may sleep beside an aged one in
such an arrangement without the danger of
the injurious effects which are the result of
their occupying the same bed. Thisarrange-
ment is recommended by health &nd
fashion at present.

Easy Way to Wash Dishes.

Ihave an improved plan for washing
dishes which has been practised in some
households in this city, and which has been
pronounced a great success, says & corre-
spondent of the Detroit News.

First, have your water boiling hot. This
is essential. Provide yourself with a com-
mon painter’s brush, with & handle about
ten inches long. If thebristles sre notfound
convenient tie a piece of soft rag at the end
of & stick of the same length. Take the
plates, and, after removing all the scraps,
pile them on top of each other in &e
omptg dish pan. Pour enough hot water
on the topmost dish -to fill the dish.
Then tipping up one end of the dish
with your finger, wash front and back with
the brush. In France special brushes
trimmed with thin rope about four inches

» long, instead of bristles, are used for this
purpose. Remember, it is not the heat of
the gbwf, but the hot water that pains the
hands. When this is completed the water
will be in the next dish.. Lift the clean
dish out and place it on its edge against the
wall. Put in more hot water and perform

= the same operation on all the other dishes,
and when the work is finished you will find
that the heat has dried the plates and that
they do not require to be wiped. By this
method you need not scald or wet your
hands, and you also avoid the the trouble
of wiping, which is half the work.

Helps To Health,

An eminent physician has eaid that if the
following three movements are executed
vigorously eyery day for twenty minutea
the effect in a year's time will be very
apparent. Before going down to hreakfast
open wide the window and for ten minutes
go through the following exercises : Firat,
stand perfectly straight, with heels to-
gether, and inflate the lungs with pure
morning air, drawing in the breath while
fifteen is being counted and expelling it in
the same way; repeat this eight or ten
timee. Then bring the arms forward at
foll length with palms together, snd then
throw them vigorously back, trying to touch
the backs; at first it will seem impossible,
but after a few days’ practice it can be
done.

Do this from twenty-five to filty times.
Then raise the arms above the head to the
utmost, with the palms outward ; and then
lean slowly forward, keeping tho knees
perfectly straight and try to tomch the
ground with tho fingers, This, t0o, requires
practice, at first, but can be done aiter &
while, Then raise the arms gradually to
the first positon and repeat the movement
twenty-five to fifty times. At night go
through the same movements. Thw
simple little exerciss, if persisted in, will
prove to be of incalculable benefit.

Professor James Fletcher, the Dom-
inion entomologist, has: prepared an
instructive bulletin on the cattle
horn-fly, which insect has in many
parts of Ontario caused some trouble
and a great deal of alarm this year.
He holds that the kerosene emulsion
is the remedy which in the long
run will be found to be the best,
and gives this formula for  its
preparation:—Kerosene (coal oil)- two
quarts, rainwater one quart, soap
two onces. Boil the soap in the water
till all is dissolved ; then, while boiling
hot, turn it into the kerosene, and
churn it constantly and forcibly with
r force pump for five min-

its measure, that is 27 quarts of water.
It will be found to mix much more
easily if done at once, before it cools.
The above proportions give three
quarts of the stock emulsion, which,
with 27 quarts of water added, make
up 80 quarts of the mixture ready for
use. This may be applied to the
animals either by means of a sponge
or, which will certainly be found
most donvenient where there are many
animals to treat, by means of a force
pump and spray nozzle. This emul-
sion will kill all the flies reached and
prevent others coming go long as the
odor lasts, or from three to seven days.
