To give our readers a better idea of 
the plan of the hunt, it will be better 
to digress here and say that the camp 
was located on ft peninsula or island 
containing 637 acres,

the centre. An Indian reserve, 70 
miles square, lies directly north of the 
lake, having the lake for its southern 
boundary. In many places the main­
land comes within 8 or 10 rods of the 
peninsula, and any game started on 
the mainland which got past the hunt- 
ters was almost certain to swim across 
to this peninsula, and there were run- 

crossing it in all directions. In 
two places the deeply indented 

bays cut lhe peninsula nearly in ^.wo 
narrowing it down to 12 and 15 rods
