“/ITH ALL the arguments that are advanced in favor of a
daily newspaper, still we contend that the weekly publica-
tions, not only in our own province but throughout the country,
are deserving of the whole hearted support of the public.

We cannot forget the fact that years ago the weekly was the
pioneer, and out of that has grown the great daily of today. Some
near-sichted writers feel that with the dailies covering the field there
is little need of the weekly. This is a narrow view to say the least.

The weekly newspapers are community builders and should be
liberally supported in ry locality where they are published. We
would be the last tb advocate people giving up their weekly publica-
tions in order to take a daily, for then the only tie would be sever-
ed in the home field.

In Nova Scotia we have twenty-five or more weekly publica-
tions, each serving the community in 2 manner which no city weekly
ly do. People take the dzily because of the reporting of
activities, but when it comes to the close-up personal re-

nationa

lations that are a part of the community life inthe smaller centres, |}

they must of necessity depend upon the weekly visits of the home
paper. Each locality has its own problems to solve, and the city
daily, not being in close touch or understanding the issue, is utterly
incompetent to take the place of the weekly in this service.

The greatest newspaper men in the history of Canadq have
‘been those who have edited weekly publications at one time or
another. They have been pioneers in the newspaper field, and in
this day and age, when people are looking for bigger-things, they
must not overlook the brilliancy of the writers of today who give
{heir message weekly to the reading public. Wi

Those who are considering giving up a weekly, and subscribing
for a daily, should weigh very carefully their decision in this matter,
for once the home community publication is eliminated through
lack of support, it will be a serious loss to that locality. In smaller
places where two or more weekly publications exist, there should be
a merging, however, with a view to giving the peop'e the very best
weekly edition possible.

THE WILD LIFE

¥ Ernest Thompson Seton, who for many
years has been interesting the putlic in
wild life and whe is the author of * Wild
Animzls I Have Known’’, is greatly
ooncerned about the future of the wild
animals in Canada

The Tllustiated Canadian Forest ard
Outdoors has a report of an address de-
livered by him before the Ottawa Cana-
dian Club recently, in which he deplor-
ed the fact that greater restriclions have
oot been placed upon the killir g of our
wild life, particulerly in the West. He
pointed out that only a few years a
travelers on the Canadwan Prainzs in

autumn saw the little lakes crowded
with thousands of wild ducks, safe from
the hunters who had not found them
out, while in the wheat fields were seen
“the luscious prairie chicken, whose flesh
was a food fit for the Gods’’, These
chickens are now a rarety. Mr. Seton
seid he travelled not long ago from Swan
River to Gladstone, in Manitoba, and in
the smoking room were “four young
meon, each carrying one of those dia-
bolically wicked, shameful things,
pump-gun’’,  Although they watched
fro m the window for prairie chickers
they saw none. When later they saw
two ducks they got out. One remarked
to the other in my hearing: ‘Funny we
don’t see no chickens. Why, las: year,
you mind we goi four hundred. Don’t
understand st.""  Oh, the foois, the
muserable, blind fools! They got four
hundred last year, and wonder where
they have gone!'’

Mr. Seton has no patisnce with the
view of many people that it is all right
to hunt wild animals and kill them be-
cause they are a menace to agriculture.
He says:

‘What harm does the game do? None
whatever. Nobody pretended it did, Oh,
I bave known a deer to nibble an apple
tree. I have known 2 bsar to come into
an apple orchard at night, but these
stories about the bears raicing a shesp-
fold or pigpen are all nonsense, There is
no such thing. That is not the style of
the bear. If such a bear ¢id happen,
why, shoot him, of course, Heisa l[r)e?:k;
he is unlike bis tribe, Kill him; then
you are through with him, In the same
way, if a deer continues to raid my or-
chard, I am justified in killing that deer, |
because such a desr 18 unusual,’’ H
He went on to show how thare 1s direct
profit in safe-guarcing animals, In this
connection it may Le suggested that jn
somg areas at least more headway has
been made in saving wild life than Mr.
Seten thinks. For instance, Maine and
Pennyslvanja have adopted rather sirict
measures, and profitably so, and in New
Srunswick- the same thing is true. The
record of the Department of Lands and
Mmines in this Province under the cap-
able administration of Hon. C. W. Rob-
irson, is one of real progress 1n that
cirection, The protection cf the Mmoose,
deer, caribou, beaver, partric ge, wood-
cock and other game has bezn strictly
enforced. The2 closed sezsons for part-
riage, for example, undoubtecly saved
that bird from almost total extinction
in this province, and there is strong
opirion that there should be no fu
shooting of partridge in New Bri yic
