La Paz, the Dldest California Settle

ment, in Ruins.

away, as

La Paz, Lower California, Sept. & via
Guaymas, Sept. 12.-—-La Paz, the oldest
settlement of the Californias, is in ruins.
The most terrific storm ever known has
wrought in and about the old
Pueblo. Seven lives are already known
to be lost, and the shore is strewn with
wreckage from ships and boats in the
roadstead. In many places the water is
four feet deep in the streets, and some
of the thoroughfares are channels for
raging torrents. Houses have crumbled
into the flood, and many others are bad
ly damaged.

It was without warning that the cy-
clone burst on the “place of peace,”
companied by torrents of rain, which
deluged the streets and nearby hills,
from which the floods came down with
terrific force. The boats along shore
and anchored in the bay were torn from
their moorings, and most of them were

havoe

battered in collision or thrown upon the |

beach.

There are few Americans in La Paz,
and none of them have been injured or
lost their lives, although they will suf-
fer considerable in loss of property and
goods.

They
seemed” to have had no knowledge that
the British army was in possession of the
Plains until the next morning. Guienne,
too, had encamped further away than
ordered. When day broke this battalion
moved forward to the high ridge, a good
half mile from Wolfe's troops, and placed
their flags.

That the feint in front of the city by
Saunders kept Montealm at the tension
point through the greater part of the
pight and caused him to mass the troops
there, was a mighty aid to Wolfe’s plans
at the rear.

COOK'S STORY OF PEARY.

Copenhagen, Sept. 12.—A remarkable
letter, giving Dr. Frederick A. Coot's
version of the trouble with Command:r
Peary over supplies appears in the news
paper Politken. The letter was written
by Dr. Norman Hansen, a prominent
Danish physician, who several times vis-
ited Greenland to study eyve diseases,
which he has made a specialty of.

The crew of the Roosevelt are all
well, but look thin and tired, and, ace
cording to Capt the most worn
out member of the expedition is Coms
mander Peary himself.

Capt. Neilsen said that the rigging
of the Roosevelt presented a curious
sight.
