NEW CATHOLIC BISHOPS.

A special from Rome announces that the
Holy See has provided for two American
Sees, naming Monsignore Leroy for
New Orleans, and Monsignore Bron-
dell for Vancouver.. The vacancy in
Vancouver arises from the recent transfer
of its Bishop, Monsignore Seghers, as co-
adjutor to Archbishop Blanchet, of Oregon
City. It will be remembered that theegioo-
cese of Vancouver, while geographically
in the Dominion of Canada, is ecclesiastic-
ally a portion of the Province of Oregon.
Archbishop Perche, of New Orleans, about
a year ago, broken down with sickness and
increasing weight of years, went to Rome
to seek from the Holy Father assistance
and relief in the necessities of his diocese.

THE CAPTURE OF CETEWAYO,

Loxpox, Sept. 17.—A despatch frem
Cape Town brings news of the capture of
King Cetewayo by Major Marter of the
Ist Dragoon Guards, on 28th August.
Sinoe it began, the pursuit of Cetewayo has
been comtinmed without intermission.
Some days before his capture the King
disbanded his followers and secreted him-
self in the bush, The British under Major
Marter pursued him from kraal to kraal,
burning the kraals as Cetewayo and his
constantly diminishing followers fled be-
fore them. The capture was finally made
by surrounding him in the bush with a de-
tachment of troops and threatening to
shoot him if he refused to surrender at
once, He was alone, and made no re-
sistance,

SIR GARNET'S POLICY CRITICIZED.

THE WEATHER AND THE HARVEST.

The Standard observes:—It is impossible
at present to estimate exactly the loss that
aseason so unprecedented will cause the
nation. We may be certain, however, that
it cannot fall short of many millions, and
that distress will be largely and widely
felt. A bad harvest affects all classes of
the community alike, and when coupled,
as in the present case, with general com-
mercial depression, amounts to a national
calamity. It is a gloomy prespect, and it
can only be said that we have to face it as
best we can. Unfortunately there is no
consolation to be offered. We know the
worst, and that is all. Next year may
come a happy change. But the harvest of
1830, however abundant, will not compen-
sate the farmer for the almost total loss of
that of 1879. Unfortunately, our meteoro-
logists can give us but little help. They
can only forecast the skies from hour to
hour, and their science cannot yet tell us
when the next wet year is to recur, or even
whether next summer we are to suffer
from rain or from drought. Still, no
reasonable man now doubts that the
weather is regulated by laws as invariable
and fixed as those that control the move-
ments of the planets, although more com-
plex, and consequently less capable of
accurate investigation. An enthusiastic
astrologer recently pointed out that Saturn

Capt. Coxwell called for three
cheers for Lord Chelmsford, which were
enthusiastically given, the heartiness of
the cheering being in no way diminished
when similar demonstrations were asked
for for General Wood and Colonel Buller,
THE DUKE OF ARGYLL ON TRADE DEPRES.
SION.

Speaking recently at a church bazaar at
Oban, the Duke of Argyll took occasion to
make some remarks on the depression of
trade. The depression, he said, was by no
means peculiar to this country, but was
common to all the countries of Europe and
to America. From his recent experience
of the latter, which was the great store-
house of this country, he was happy to
say that there were manifest indications of
arevival of trade. At first this depression
was confined to commercial circles, but
lately it extended to the agricultural inter-
ests of the country. In America the farm-
ers felt the depression every whit as much
as the farmers in this country, with this
difference—that American farmers never
complained, owing to the fact that every
farmer was proprietor of his own farm, and
therefore for him to complain would only
help to depreciate the market value of his
farm, which he could dispose of at any
time he found a rn:ixpnrclnm. Some
there were who seemed to think the days
of brisk trade and high prices would never
return. He had no heritation in saying
that this was altogether a delusion. He
felt sanguine thata return of the
times, at present so much despaired of,
was not far distant.

FOREIGN SUGAR BOUNTIES,

A i eral meeting of the various
brm:{’:u(l)fgal.;bonr connected with the
home and colonial sugar industries, was
held on the 26th ult. at Bristal, for the
parpose of promoting the national move-
ment among the working classes for the
abolition of the bounty system. Mr, Hunt,
President of the West of England Coopers’
Association, presided. Resolutions were
passed affirming the resolutions passed at
the national conference held in London,
that the suppression of the bounty system
be made a test question at the forthcoming
general Parliamentary elections, and also
endorsing the séhding out of Messrs, Peters

STATE REGULATION OF VICE.

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ENGLISH AND AMERICAX

TRADE.

It is a very interesting thing to xtudy
the varying moods of the English and
American trade journals. . Devoted to
one comnaon object, they nevertheless

- reflect as many varying epinions as the
journals devoted to wpolitioal ;ﬂ'un-
Professing to be guilled by economic
laws, they nevertheless show a wide
difference of opinion as to the meaning,
bearing, and applieation -ef those l.aws.
Even the admitted facts of international
trade loek differently when viewed from
th air different standpoimts ; and one is
d-Aven to theconclusion that there i a
¢ actain-charlatanism in trade literature
:ag in other literatures. Take for in-
ptance the fact of theflow of gold frem
TEngland to the United States to pay for
sgrain shipments. It-is an admitted fact.
“There isno denying it. Yet because, &t
+the same time, there is an export of iren
xeils and finer classes of manufactares to
the United States, an English journal of
great-influence, ithe Pall Mall Gazsite,
maintains that *° America wante
¢ our goods and not our gold.” The
gold was flowing out under the writer’s
eyes. The ‘‘goods” were being scld at
aloss. The .financial journals were
fearing that the drain of gold would be
toomuch 'for the market to bear. Yet
the ‘Pall Mall Gazette thought that the
Americans wanted goods and not gold.
The idea was preposterous, and yet it
is propounded by a trade writerin the
<commercial and financial article of the
Pall Mall Gazette. If the writer of the
article had consulted the American
financial journals, he would have seen
that they were actually counting-on the
gold which the Gazette was declaring
that the United States did not want,
and predicting a fall in bank discount
rates in consequence.

On the subject of the iron trade a
good deal of very singular theorizing
has been done. The demand for
iron rails from England for the United
States is looked upon by .one trade
writer.in England as being due alto-
gether to the operation of that nefarious
protective tariff which compels the United
States importer to pay a higher compar-
ative price for iron than for steel rails,
the duty on the latter being so heavy as
to prevent importation. Another writer
in England contends that the real reason
-of the demand for English iron rails from
the United States is that iron rails are
coming into favour again in.competition
with steel rails, inasmuch as the iron
rails can be converted into-steel, whereas
the-steel once used is no use when worn
out ; and the iron rail lasts nearly as
long as the steel rail. This theory does
not, of eourse, bear out the other theory
of the mischievous effect of the protec-
tive tariff. Another theory which finds
favour with credulous Grits on this side,
or .at least with their newspapers,
is, that the demand for English
iron rails shews that the protective
industries are not, after all, able to com-
pete in the home market ‘with the free
industries of England. This charming
theory is somewhat dashed by two cir-
cumstances. ‘One is, that the Times
«confesses that much of the heavy iron
cxg::t business is being done at “‘a
“‘ heavy loss,” which means that the
goods are being sold at slaughter prices;
and this would of course render the al-
leged competition too unfair for com-
parison. The other is, that the Ameri-
can home iron trade shows more signs
of revival than the English. Thereisa
great demand for coke for smelting pur-

s. Railways are renewing rails.
The demand for locomotives is up to the
productive capacity. In the West and
South , a writer in the Jron Age says:
“ Every manufacturer of railroad sup-
¢ plies has more orders than he
“can fill, and some of the nrail
““ mills are sold ahead for a year.”
Perhaps, therefore, the demand for
English iron rails at a low price may
have arisen from the fact that the de-
mand has been greater than could at
once be supplied ; and as the indica-
tions are that a rise in price will take
plate, the American purchaser is grab-
bing at the cheap iron rails in England
in éase a rise should take place there
too. Sir CHARLES TUPPER'S purchase
of rails in England has been made pro-
bably .in a rising market, and his only
fault may be that he has not purchased
enough. Prices are clearly going up.
That is, perhaps, in addition to
the admitted fulness of present
operations and engagements, one
the reasons why manufasturers
deoline - large contracts at present
rates. - They are not willing to hamper
themselves with contracts to deliver
over any extended period. The re-
sulés: in Canada may be benefi-
cial* In-the first place there will
now bs mo temptation to slaughter.
“That will be good for our own dealers.
Ia the next place the “ fair market
““#alue ” ‘will be placed gradually
higher by the Customs authorities as
priges-rise in the wholesale markets of
forpign countries. That will give us a
larger revenue if importations continue
unchecked. And any rise in prices
will quite surely aid our own producers.
The present aspect of the iren trade
and tﬁou trades immediately .connected
with it, is, therefore, oné of great inter-
st to our people.

THE QUEBEC CRISIS.

Tuz Quebec crisis is a crisis no longer.
It has accomplished itself, and M. JoLy
is beaten. The resignation of M. CHAU-
VEAU gives the JoLy Administration that
coup de grace which it is mercy
to administer. When the Assembly
pesumes its sittings, the Govern-
ment will be in a minority of
four. It remains with M. JoLy to eay
whether he will wait for the inevitable
condemnation of the House or retize
with dignity, while dignity is possible,
Between this and the meeting of the As-
semblyin Octeber, there should be plenty
of time for the formation of a new Min-
istry and the holding of Miristerial
eleetions ; and instead of coming back in
irepidation to sustain defeat, M. Jory
might return simply the lezder of a ggod
Opposition, tried and true, and main-
tain himself in that position with some-
thing of the honors of war. The defec-
tion of M. CraUVEAr and of another
gentleman of high character and much
ability will be surely followed by the de-
fection of others; and a mew minis-
try formed wisely would find itself
supported by an excellent working ma-
jority. The dissatisfaction with M.
JoLY’s conduct in the contest with the
Upper House is quite outspoken among
his political supporters. The petulance
which .ﬁioﬁz,ned the House without
etting t yal assent to necessary
feginhtmn, was sharply condemned.

THE AGRICULTURAL DEPRES-
SION IN ENGLAND.

Tez English Live Stock Journal in
speaking of the loss English farmers are
sustaining from American competition
makes the startling and novel assertion
that ““ The British farmer has nothing
‘“4o fear from good American farming,
“but is being beaten simply and
“¢ golely by cheap farming of the poorest
“%kind.” It then goes on to show that
the wheat crops of the United States are

an exceedingly poor average, and that it
will not pay to raise wheat there at
prices which will compete with England,
except on the virgin soil which needs no
manure and gets none, and which must
finally becomes exhausted: For these
reasons the Jowmnal concludes that
‘ the present crisis, cruel as it is, arises
‘¢ from circumstances which cannot pos-
*“ gibly last. The Americans are using
“ up the accumulated fertility of cen-
‘¢ turies, and sooner or later exhaustion
“ must follow.” The average yield of
wheat all over the United States in 1877
was only 13.9 bushels, and this was
the highest average for ten years.
So far as these arguments go, they are
quite correct ; but wheat is not the only
commodity in which America competes
with Great Britain, and not the crop
which most conclusively demonstrates
the good or bad farming of a commun-
ity. The meat trade, both dead and
live, from America has done more to
discourage the English farmer than the
low prices of wheat, and now that Am-
erican cheese arrives, not only cheaper,
but in many cases better than that of
English make, the Old Country farmer
is attacked in a quarter in which he
cannot defend himself so well by the
cry of cheap ‘“virgin soil ” and ‘‘rough
farming.” The Jowrnal makes another
blunder in saying that ‘‘the very best
* American farming is in the Eastern
‘‘ and North-Eastern States.” The very
best farming on this continent, as all
judges who have examined the matter
will acknowledge, is in Canada, espe-
cially Ontario. Instead of good farm-
ing being unable to compete with
the rough, wild farms of the
West, the Ontario farmer, as a mat-
ter of fact, makes more by far
than the farmers of almost any State in
the West. The English farmer must
not delude himself with the notion that
his day will necessarily come in a few
years when the virgin soil of the West
shall have been developed. It will take
many years fo occupy all the vacant
land, and even now Canada can, with
her oldest settled farms, compete either
with England or the West in almost all
farm products, not only by reason of
the natural fertility of the soil but also
on account of the education, tact and
good system of her farmers.
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THE REVENUE.

Taz revenue for the past month will
amount to nearly two mullions of dollars,
$1,978,078. * This, in addition to the
favourable circumstances noted a few
days ago, isa fact of the highest signific-
ance. It shows that the threats

of a failure of revenue which
the Reform papers - have so often
made are most unlikely to come
true. The circumstances under which
this revenue is being raised, also
suggest encouraging reflections. It is
being raised by high duties on many
articles which, so far as they are neces-
sities of life, have mot increased in price,
and are not likely to do so at present.
Thus the country is raising a revenue
which the Oppositioh declared impos-
sible, and thé vpeople are at
the same time getting goods at
prices less in some important items
than . before, which the Opposition
also declared impossible. It was upen
these two points that the Opposition in
Parliament and in the press dwelt with
the most vehemence. ‘‘ You will de-
‘¢ stroy your revenue,” cried Mr. CarT-
wRIGHT. “‘ You will rob the people by
“ high prices,” cried the Globe ; and be-
hold the revenue is not destroyed and
the people are not robbed by high
prices.

THE GROWTH OF THE WEST.

Ar the closing sitting of the Social
Science Association at Saratoga on Fri-
day last, an interesting paper was read
by Roserr P. PorTer, of Chicago,
upen the growth of the West, which
comprised some important statistics re-
specting the development of agriculture
and manufactures in that region. In-
cluding under that rather indefinite
geographical expression, the States of
Michigan, Indiana, Illinois, Wisconsin,
Minnesota, Iowa, Missouri, Kansas and
Nebraska, the writer described in glow-
ing terms their wonderful fertility and
varied natural resources. In 1877 the
yield of corn amounted to $225,128,-
500; the wheat crop was valued at $208,-
992,854, and the annual productive
value of jhe cattle was estimated at
$125,000,000. Year by year the popula-
tion is increasing in number and ac-
cumulating wealth with great rapidity,
by reason of the continued emigration
from the Eastern States and Europe, and
. vast sections of uncultivated land are
being added to the area of production.
A recent report issued by.the General
Land Office shows that since 1870 to the
close of 1878, 260,666 persons have
teken up land under the Homestead and
Timber Culture Acts. The inquiry na-
turally suggested by these figures is
whether the West is as profitable to the
manufacturer as to the agriculturist ?
Will it attract and support both indus-
tries, or will the thriving farming com-
munities look to the older settled States
of the East for their supplies of manu-
factured articles ? The paper answers
these queries by giving the facts
in relation to the development of
manufaeturers throughout the West,
showing conclusively the degree
of rosperity , to which they have
already attained, and the working of
the nataral tendency of manufacturing
industry to follow closely in the wake
of agricaltural progress, and establish
itself in cloge relations with the con-

The westhas with keenfore-
sight adopted the newest and most pro-
fitable branch of the trade—the manu-
facture of steel rails. In this line
Cook County, Ill., which includes Chi-
cago, has already distanced Alleghany
County, Pa., the great centre of the iron
trade. Last yearIllinois produced nearly
one-third of the Bessemer steel rails
manufactured in the United States.
““ There is but one conclusion,” says
the writer, ‘‘ from these facts: That
““‘the labour of the country is ual-
‘‘ ly congregating where it can be most
¢ efficiently employed, and that manu-
¢ facturing interests are bound to de-
“ velop in and around the great iron
“ and coal districts of the west, and
‘““near the vast lumber regions of the
‘¢ north ; second, that the further the
¢ agriculturist pushes west, where his
‘¢ lJabour will be more liberally reward-
“ ed, the' more .important will become
*‘ the manufacturing  industries of the
¢ West.”

It is hardly necessary to enforce the
lesson of these details of American pro-
gress under a strictly protective system.
They show how agriculture and manu-
factures go hand in hand, and that un-
der judicious protection, instead of the
manufacturing industry being confined
to one particular section, it will natural-
ly seek a near market and establish it-
self at the very door of the consumer.
A few years ago it was a com-
mon statement of free traders that
the great West being an agricultural
commwunity was opposed to protection,
and would resent being perpetually
taxed for the benefit of Eastern monopo-
lists. The rapidity with which the
various branches of manufacturing in-
dustry have spread throughout that
section must have disabused the minds
‘of the most sanguine free traders on
that score. The West is now as strongly
interested in the maintenance of the
tariff system as Pennsylvania or New
England, and the growth of her indus-
tries give her every reason for satisfac-
tion with its workings,

The annual grumbling was heard
about the -impossibility of seeing the
horses, which are shut up in s0o many
close cages, like dangerous animals, at
once a great loss both to owners and spec-
tators, neither of whom are able to
serve the chief object for which
horses are exhibited. There is some
talk of a meeting of stallion owners with
the view of a general agreement to abandon
the pernicious and ruinous system of ‘‘in.
surance.” A bird in the hand is worth two
in the bush, and five dollars at the time of
service are better than fifteen to be col-
lected. Stallion owners, if they told the
truth, wouldin general have but .a poor
cash return at the end of the year,
however successful their horse may be,
The present system is a direct encourage-
ment of cheating in all shapes, and has
not one solitary recommendation, Its
discontinuance would be a national boon,
and nothing could tend more te the im-
provement of our stallions both in sort
and number. None of the harness horses
have yet been paraded, but we shall refer
again to the horse-ring in to-morrow’s edi-

tion.

AYRSHIRES,

This class was well represented on the
ground, both with regard to number and
quality ; and, as compared with former ex-
hibitions, the show was as favourable as
could be expected. Of course, a few of
the eastern cattle heretofore shown have
not come forward, on account of the long
distance which they would be compelled to
travel on their return to the Dominion
Exhibition at Ottawa, which ‘commences
next Monday. We find Mr. Lawrie, of
Scarboro’, as heretofore, on the ground
with a splendid display, having three
aged cows, one three-year-old bull, one
two-year-old bull, a three-year-old heifer,
and a two-year-old heifer, three yearlings,
and five under one year. It should
mentioned that one of the above is an
imported cow from Lanarkshire. The
herd was examined by the British Agricul-
tural Commissioners, who expressed them-
selves very much pleased with ithe char-
acter of the stock ; and, when examinin
the imported cow, ome of them intima
that, to his mind, she was what he would
have expected to find her.

United States. What is somewhat re-
markable about this animal is that
although only twenty-one months old she
is in full milk, having dropped a fine calf
twelve days ago.

We next find Gracie Mars in this herd
which has never stood worse than third
wherever shown. In calves this firm
makes a fine exhibit—having shown five
nice suckers, The yearlings are also a
choice lot, and were much admired and
sought after by fancy breeders.

James 1. Davidson & Sons, of Pickering,
show a herd of Durham calves, consisti
of four heifers and a bull, all under a year
old—in fact being only about nine months,
one of these is certainly a wonderful
animal for her age, and was pronounced
by one of the British commissioners to be
the best animal he had seen on the ground.
A heifer which was sixteen days, too old
to be shown as a yearling, is & very
superior animal, and if she does not
take ffrst prize her owner will
be somewhat disappointed. Flora the
Sixth is a beautiful roan, two years old, is
a fine animal, and attracted a good deal of
attention.

It is evi-
dent upon an examination that the exhibi-
tors have shown more care in the selection
of their varieties than upon previous occa-
sions. Fruit-growers are  bgeoming con-
vinced that mere quantity or size alone a
not sufficient, but that attention must be
paid to the quality, and this can only be
attained by the most watchful vigilance in
making judicious selections and crosses on
the part of the growers. The judges are
wisely following up this tendency by
awarding their prizes o those who makea
display of the best varieties. The advant-
ages tiat the Niagara district has for the
wth of fruit is shown by the superior
isplay made from that region.
Mr. Woodley, bof ‘Hunilton, has a
magnificent exhibit of out-door grapes,
in which he ially excels, as
well as some fine apples and
mentioning the name of Mr. Woodley it is
principally as a representative of Hamilton
and its vicinity, lehiuh have le?t in pears
and apples as well as grapes of very supe-
rior quptlity. Grimsby has also done .well.
The display of plums is very fine, and
oderich, which has been long celebrated
for its production of plums, carries off the
first prizes, and looking at the displays
made by this northern tewn one is struck
with their large size and superior quality.
The most noticeable feature of this-depart-
ment is the display made by Mesars.
Leslie & Son, of varieties, which is perhaps
the tand the best ever made at an
exhibition in Ontario.

The Indian Situation—Organizing Militia

the fact that there is an almost al
certainty of trouble with the Indian popu-
lation ere the coming winter is over, 'F:e
question is of such an important and
serious nature that for many months
to come it is likely to oecu .h:g:nhm
of attention from the e of older
Provinces. Fortunately the causes are in
no sense political, and it can therefore be
considered in a calm, dispassionate manner,
without the bitterness which would, as a
matter of course, be displayed, were the
general Indian policy of either this or the
previous ‘Government bron'ﬁht into the
arena of party discussion. That necessity
knows no law is admitted in civilized com-
munities, How muoil:omore ‘florcible is it as
applied to the aborigi pulation ?
Happily, Canada has hi:gerto gzen spared
the fearful consequences of an Indian war,
owing, beyond doubt, to the humane
manner in which the various tribes
have been dealt with, and the faith-
fulness with which treaties have
been carried out and their provisions
respected. Bat it must be borne in mind
that hitherto ' there has been little or no
lack of food on the plains, that the sum-.
mer buffalo hunt has been successful, and
a plentiful supply of pemmican obtainable
for the winter. This year the case is far
different. The buffalo, which crossed the
international line into the United
States last year have not returned. A few
days since a rumour came from Battleford
that large herds of buffalo had recrossed
the line and megoingnorth. This has
not been confirmed, and is doubted by
those best qualified to form a correct opin-
ion.

There is no
ecoromy so penurious, no wrong so intoler-
able as that which cuts down the pay of
the teacher, and simply because they with
whom they have to do are only children.
Only children ! Whose children ? Your
children, my children, God’s children, the
sweetest blossoms in the gardem of the
world for whom angels may be d to do
service. If they are negl you are to
blame, for if you cared enough about it, it
never would happen.”

t may be well, just now, to notice that
at the last session of the Legislature of
Ontario the 106th section of the Public
Schools Act was amended by striking out
the sub-section allowing any person taxed
for Public School purposes on property
situated in a different school section from
that in which he resides, to send his child-
ren to the school of the section on which
the property is situated on as favourable
terms as if he resided on such secticn, the
following clause being substitated :—*From
and after the 18th day of August next, the
fee to be imposed upon any non-resident
pupils shall not exceed the sum of 25 cents
for each pupil for every calendar month.”
It will be seen from this that all persons
living outside the maunicipality and send-
ing pupils to the Public School of the
town, will be required to pay a fee mot ex-
ceeding 25 cents a month.

The goose sits very
steadily, but should be induced to come off
daily and take a bath, Besides this she
should have in reach a good supply of food
and water, or hunger will compel her, one
by ome, to eat all hereggs.  The gander is
usually kept away ; but this is not very
needful, as henot only has no enmity to
the eggs or goslings, but takes very great
interest in the hatching, often sitting by
his mate for hours.
. The goslings should be allowed to hatch
out entirely by themselves.

Bristol market is one
of the largest and best marketsin England,
and with proper management hundreds of
Canadian cattle, sheep and horses, could be
sold here yearly, and the shippers would
get good returns, I think far better than
they are getting now. There is good ac-
commodation for all kinds of cattle and
horses here close to the market and in fact

Large and Small Farms.
A col mdent of the Live Stock Jour-
nal, in reply to an article favouring large
farms, says :—
Take the England of large farms and the
France of small ones, and let.us ask our-
selves the question, Could the large farm-
ers of England have found as much money
as the small farmers of France did to
off a huge war indemnity ? But our writer
attributes to parsimony the measure of
success which the petit cultivateurs of France
have attained. I am inclined to call it
thrift, It is probablé that at this moment
France is the most us country in
Europe, and it would be idle to deny that
her prosperity is to a great extent owing to
the petit azun that prevails ; while in
England it would be equally idle to deny
that three or four years’ depression have so
far demoralized our large farm syetem that
our farmers are despairing, our land-
lords are making wholesale reductions of
rents, and we are on the edge of a crisis
whose issue it is impossible to ict with
certainty, but which is in truth the
most serious which the present gemeration
has seen.
It is of course true that within the past
thirty years the yeomen of Brifain have
been rapidly decreasing in numbers ; and
this has resulted in a system the sudden-
ness of whose collapse is almost more seri-
ous than the collapse itself. One thing is
clear : that our large farm system has not
been characterized i; the frugality which
i ing feature in petit culture; and
this is to be regretted on all grounds, and
praised on none.

But
in its native soil, in trepical and semi-
tropical climes, extending to the thirty-
second allel on eithet side of the
equator, it comes to perfection in much
leas time ; often in twenty or thirty years,
The same plant never blooms more than
once, When the time comes, the flower-
stalk shoots up with great ra idity from
the centre of the crown, around which the
leaves radiate, wing often fifteen
or eighteen inches a day,

From Mainz
bie turned aside and went up the Main to
Frankfort, This city he found far super-
ior to any place on the Rhine, The climate
of the Rhine country he found unwhole-
some, and says it produces more rhenma-
tism than any other soil in Europe. The
ailment is, he thinks, much increased by
drinking Rhine wines, all of which were to
him intolerable, He tried in turn Hoch-
heimer, Riidesheimer, ind even the famed
Johannisberger, but all were alike atroci-
ous. As for the German language he
thinks it should not be cailed a ch,
and adds that it was unfortunaie that so
fine a genius as Goethe had no better
vehicle to convey to the world the product
of his mind.

Mr. Sayce,in his work on Babylonian
literature, brings out the curious fact that
among the mythological poems and epics
which succeeded, the age of Babylonian
hymos is one which recounts the descent
of the Goddess Istar into Hades in search
of her husband Tammuz, the beautiful
Sun-god slain by the tusk of Winter, who
was the prototype of the Greek legend of
Aphrodite and Adonis. Another tells of a
Chaldean Prometheus who stole the secrets
of the gods and was transformed into a
bird ef prey, It was around the name of
Gisdhubar that mythology in that_country
clustered most thickly,and laid the founda-
tions of the chief epic of ancient Babylonia.
Gisdhubar, Mr. Sayce shows, is a solar
hero, and his twelve labours were the
originals of those of the Greek Hercules,
who was himself the Tyrian Sun-god, Mel-
karth. Evidence is accumulating to make
it abundantly clear that the germs of much
of the Greek pantheon and mythology,
like the germs of Green art, were primarily
derived from Babylonia and Assyria.

A volume of the writings of Toon Dutt,
th> Hindoo poetess, has recently been pub-
lished in France. This extraordinary young
woman was only twenty-two when she
died, and although a pure Hindoo she wrote
verses in French and English as well as her
native tongue. She even wrote a novel in
French and laid the scene in ¥rance. Here
is a specimen of her English poetry :—

Ice-Creams.
The visit of the ex-Khedive and his
family—if we may be allowed the term—
to Italian shores has attracted attention to
some of the tastes and fancies prevalent in
the harem, and especialiy to the passion
for cooling be which has asserted
itself with much intenstty. Almost fabu-
lous quantities of snow have been ordered
on board the Khedival yacht, and on their
thither have much astonished the
talians, who probably supposed that such
luxuries were of necessity own in
Egyﬁ.. An inquiry into the domestic life
of tern Eeo%}el shows, however, that
not only the Egyptians, but also the
Persians, Indians and Hebrews have
long regarded iced drinks as almost
an essential article of daily consumption.
These beverages were, however, in earl:
times very different from what we now ca
ice-creams. They were merely cooled, or
at the most partially frozen by being placed
in ice, or more commonly in snow. The
Italian purveyors of lemonade were the
first to introduce what are now known as
‘‘ices” and ‘‘sorbets.” This was about
the middle of the 17th century; and a
French paper states that their first appear-
ance in ce was in the year 1660, when
Procope Cultelli set up an establishment in
Paris for the sale of iced fruits, and
also of veritable ice-creams, flavoured
with coffee, chocolate, and vanilla.
Ices were introduced to the Royal notice
by Vatel, the famous chef of the great
Condé, on the day when that Prince had
secured Louis XIV. as his guest at Chan-
:xilly. Towards the end:d the re an
egant egg-cup was served to each guest
oonhini.“whst looked liked an egg, some
white, and others coloured with various
hues, after the fashion of Easter eggs.
The utoni.hmfent was fg:imixr;ll) ; bu; it soon
changed to a feeling of delight and appro-
bation when it was found that thep gew
sweetmeat was a development of the art
which Cultelli had introduced. The idea
of imitating eggs in ice has rather died out
since that time, but the lovers of things
ancient will, perhaps, maintain that the
glasses now served in confectioners’ shops,
and even those in which penny ices are
dispensed to small boys in the street, are
only a sort of imitation of the great Vatel’s
egg-cup.— London Globe.

Always make jellies in a porcelain kettle
if possible, but brass may be used if scour-
ed very bright and the fruit is removed im-
mediately on taking from the fire. Use
the best refined or granulated sugar, and
do not have the fruit, especially currants
and grapes, over-ripe,

Tog:.nnot the juice, place fruit in kettle
with just enough water to keep from
burning, stir often, and let remain on the
fire until thoreughly scalded ; or a better
but rather slower method is to place it in
a stone jar set within a kettle of tepid
water, boil until the fruit is well softened,
stirring frequently, and then strain a small
quantity at a time through a strong coarse
flannel “or cotton bag wrung out of hot
water, after which let it drain, and squeeze
it with the hands as it cools, emptying
the bag and rinsing it off each time
it is used. The larger fruits, such as apples
and quinces, should be cut in pieces, cores
removed if at all defective, water added to
just cover them, boiled gently until ten-
der, turned into a bag and placed to drain
for three or four hours, over night. Make
not over two or three pints of jelly at a
time, as larger quantities ‘require longer
boiling, As a ‘general rule allow equal
measures juice and sugar. Boil juice
rapidly ten minutes from the first moment
of boilinf, skim, add sugar, and boil ten
minuteg longer ; or spread the sugar in a
large dripping-pan, set in the oven, stir
often to prevent burning, boil the juice
just twenty minutes, add the hot sugar,
let boil up once, and pour into jelly-glasses,
To test jelly, drop a little into a glass of
very cold water, and if it immediately falls
to the bottom it is dome; or drop in
a saucer, and set on ice or in
a ceol place; if it does not spread,
but remains rounded, it is finished,
Some strain through the bag into glasses,
but this involves waste, and it skimming is
carefully done is not necessary. If jelly
is not very firm, let it stand in the sun
covered with bits of window glass or pieces
of mosquito netting, for a few days. Never
attempt to make jellies in damp or cloudy
weather if firmness and clearness are de-
sired. Currants and berries should be
made up as soon as picked ; mever let
them stand over night. When ready to
put away, cover with pieces of tissue or
writing-paper cut to fit and pressed closely
upon the jelly, and put on the lid or cover
with thick paper, brushed over on the in-
side with the white of an egg, and turned
down on outside of glass.

APPLE OR BLACKBERRY JELLY.
Prepare nice, tart, juicy apples as in
general directions, using three quarters of
a pin; l‘:f: kbelnglr !:oua pint of juice. Pre.
pare rry Jelly according to general
directions for berries, it
CALF’S-FOOT JELLY.

Boil three or four pounds of calf's feet
slowly in four quarts of water, until one
half the water has evaporated, strain
through a cloth and set away for several
hours ; then remove all the fat, and to one
quart of clear jelly add a pint of wine, a
pound of sugar, the whites (slightly beaten)
and the crushed shells of four eggs, and
four lemons with the outside peel removed.
Boil fifteen minutes without stirring, skim
off carefully all the scum that arises,
throw in a cup of cold water, let boil three
minutes, skim and straia, pour into moulds
wet with cold water, and set in a refri-
gerator.

CURRANT JELLY,

Do not pick from the stem, but carefully
remove all leaves and imperfect fruit, place
in a stone jar, and follow gemeral direc-
tions ; or place one pint currants, picked
off the stem, and one pint , in the
kettle on the stove, scald well, skim out
currants, and dry on plates ; or make into
ek Spioaien.

Prepare juice as in general directions,

and used for sauce.

CRAB APPLE JELLY,
Wash and quarter large Siberian crabe,
but do not core, cover to the depth of an
inch or two with cold water, and cook to a
mush ; pour into a coarse cotton bag or
strainer, and when cool enough, press or
squeeze hard, to extract all the juice.
Take a piece of fine Swiss muslin or crino-
line, wring out of water, spread over a
culander placed ever a crock, and with a
cup dip the juice slowly in, allow-
ing plenty of time to run through ;
repeat this process twice, rinsing out the
muslin frequently. Allow the strained
juice of four lemons to a peck of apples,
and three quarters of a pound of sugar to
each pint of juice. Boil the juice from ten
to twenty minutes, while boiling sift in the
sugar slowly, stirring constantly, and boil
five minutes . This is generally suf-
ficient, but it is always safer to * try it,”
and ascertain whether it will *jelly.”
This makes a very clear, sparkling jelly.
COFFEE JELLY,
Half box Coxe's gelatine soaked half an
hour in a half tea)-,up cold water (as little
water as one quart coffee,
made as mht:o hbleqnnd lmmtganed o
taste ; add the dissolved gelatine to the
strain into a mold

Colour calf’s-foot jelly a bright yellow
by steeping a quantity of dried
saffron leaves in the water. Pare lemons
in long strips about the width of a straw,
boil in water until tender, throw them into
a rich syrup, and boil until clear.

WEEKLY REVIEW OF TORONTO WHOLE-
SALE MARKETS.
WepxnspAY, Sept. 17.
PRODUCE.

The feeling in flour and grain markets has been
much morg lively since our last than for a consider-
able time previously ; but the market cannot be
said to have been active, and this chiefly from the
fact that there has been very little of shything of-
fered. Of course the market is usually bare at this
season ; but even that on hand has been held back,
a8 holders have been looking for an advance. This
they seem, in some measure, to have got this week ;
prices have been firm and tending upwards, being
stimulated thereto by small offerings and
an active demand here and advancing prices outside
Stocks here have shown but little change since our
last and stood on Monday morning as follows :—
Flour, 500 bbis ; fall wheas, 17,771 buehels ;
spring wheas, 52,7890 bushels ; oats, 700 bush-
els ; barley, 39,808 bushels ; peas, 600 bushels ;
rye, 1,024 ; corn, nil bushels, against corresponding
date last year :—Flour, 650 bbis; fall wheat,
12,262 bushels ; spring wheat, 10,561 bushels ;
oats, 16,985 bushels ; barley, 83,415 bushels ; peas,
713 bushels ; rye, nd#l ; corn, 400 bushels. Out-
gide markets have been firm and advancing all over.
English quotations show an advance of 6d on flour,
of 6d on red and red winter wheat, of 3d on white,
and 2d on club wheat, of 1d on corn and on oats
and of 2d on peas. This jump has been
made principally during the last three days.
During the latter part of last week English markets
were firm and advancing ; most country markets
quote an advance of 6d per qr, but it was reluctant-
Iy paid, millers purchasing only for their immediate
requirements. In Liverpool trade was fairly active,
with & tal d d for carg: which were
firmly held. Further cableadvices state that in the
preceding week the harvest had commenced, and,
except in the northern counties, was actively pro-
teeding. The warm, breezy weather had dried
much of the grain that was laid by previous rains,
and sprouting had not assuméd such alarming pro-
portions as was previously expected. The nights
were cold, and occasional frosts had in some cases
damaged unripe grain. It was agreed that the yield
of wheat and barley must be exceptionally defi-
cient ; and the Mark Lane Express says that pota-
toes may altogether be considered to have disap-
peared from the list of this season’s crops. Trade
was very duil in consequente of lxrge imports. The
totel supply of wheat and flour in the week ending
on the 6th inst. seems to have been equal to from
528,000 to 536,000 qrs of wheat, against a consump-
tion of 411,000 to 420,000 qrs, showing a surpius of
about uﬁ,)oo grs. The quantity of wheat and
flour in transit for the United Kingdom, on the 11th
inst., showed a decrease of 200,000 qrs on the week,
and amounted to 1,575,000 grs, against 1,825,000
on the 28th uit., and 1,175,000 at the corresponding
date last year. The approximate quantity of grain
on passage for the United Kingdom for orders, ex-
pected to arrive during the four weeks from August
28 to Sept. 26, is :—Wheat, 362,000 qrs, comprising
15,000 grs from the Danube and Black Sea ; 132,000
qrs from Atlantic ports, 75,000 qrs from California,
and 140,000 qrs from Chili and Australia ; of maize
38,000 qrs, oll from American Atlantic ports. The
best authorities now estimate the quantity of wheag
which England will require to import during the
coming harvest year at from 16 to 18 millions of
e, t utterly unprecedented, but which

they seem to think can be readily obtained. Con-
tinental advices by maill state that French wheat
crops were estimated at 82 per cent. of an average ;
those of Austro-Hungary at 07 per cent.; those of
Prussia at par ; thoss of the greater part of Southern
Germany at from 4 to 20 per cent. over an average,
and thése of Russia at from 57 per cent. in the worsy
quarters to 90 per cent. in the best. In France
business at the country markets was devoid of in,
terest, except as regards the increased offers of new
wheat, which, notwithstanding their variable

remaining in farmer’s hands, it was thought pro-
bable that an admixture of new would be resorted
to, in order to work the reserves off. New wheat
. was quoted at equal to 47s 3d to 53s 3d per 480 lbs,
whereas, it was difficult to obtain more than 50s 9d

equal to 47s 8d to 48s per qr, or about §1.45
per bush. German markets seemed quiet with
prices at ‘Hamburg and Danzig too high to admit of
exportation. Austro-Hungarian markets also were
inactive, but holders at Pesth preferred to store
their wheat rather than make any concession in
price. Russian reports show an advance at St.
P , with ehip of 68,000 quarters in the
week ending on the 19th ult., but subsequently trade
seems to have become dull. At Galatz there was
little or nothing d,ing in wheat owing to enhanced

views of holders. The amount of grain and flour on
passage for Continental ports from America in sail-
ing ships August 19 was : wheat, 602,500 qrs.: maize,
108,500 qrs ; flour, 8,000 bbls ; ve. previous week,
wheat, 555,000 qrs ; maize, 108,800 grs ; and flour,
4,600 bbls. Egyptian advices state that at Alexan-
dria the grain trade was depressed by the dull re-
ports received from the principal consuming mar-
kets, and wheat showed a downward tendency.
Australian advices state that the shipments of wheat
at Adelaidefrom the 1st January to the 12th of July to
have been 124,001 tons, leaving a balance still avail-
able for export of 44 835 tons. The new crop which
will be ready for harvesting about Christmas looked
well. In the States’ markets prices have been mov-
ing steadily upwards all week, and Chicago quota-
tions for October stood to-day at 94}c againet 88jc
on this day week. Wheat has continued to come
forward very slowly in the Western States. The
causes assigned for this light movoment are—first,
farmers are busy with fall work ; second, the wheat
is unusually sesdy and needs cleaning before mar-
keting ; third, and chiefly, the feeling that prices
must advance has become so impressed on the minds
of the farming community, that they have withheld
their wheat from market to a very un-
usual degree. The upward movement dur-
ing the week, however, seems likely to cause an
early increase in receipts. At New York markets
were exceedingly active during the latter part of
Iast week, sales on Friday reaching 1,940,000 bush-
els, and a good export demand has since been main-
taimed. The export clearances from seaboard ports
for Europe for the week ending en the 6th inst.
were 4,720,078 bush., v. 5,650,575 bush. the previous
week, and for the last eight weeks, 83,260,082 bush.,
