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A PUBLI2 EXPRESS MESSENGER.

On Friday vight last, as the Atlan»
tic express, which leaves Chicago ath
16, was passing between New Buffalo
and Niles, Mich.,, two unknown men
pried open the front door of the express
car and knocked down S. B. Heath
the Messenger, who was sorting his
money packages for the different sta-
tions. Mr. Heath,isa medium sized
man, who has been in the employ of the
American Express Company for eleven
years. He was alone in the car at the
time, which had all its doors locked,
and was lighted by a single candle.
The robbers are supposed to have got
upon the front platform while the traio
was stopping at Minhigan City. Sud-
denly, says the Detrott ‘‘ Tribune,”
Heath saw a man’s foot near the safe,
and comprehended instantly that he was
in danger, but before he had time to
raise his face so as to see that of then-
truder, he was struck a violent blow on
the forechead by the man standing pear
him, who put out the light, and seizing
a package of money, darted to and out
of the front door, the lock ot which was
afterwards found to be forced off. Be-
fore Heath, partially stunped by the
blow, could do anything to the escape of
the first man, he was attacked by an-
other, who had also got into the car.
A terrible struggle ensued between this
fellow and Heath. The latter had a
revolver in his pistol pocket, bat the
hammer had caught in his cloth, and
for a long time he was unable to get it
out. The robber had a large knife,
Y ut it slipped from his hand when he
first attacked the messenger, and he did
pot regain possession of it. The two
closed and struggled in the darkness all
over the car each striking the other re-.
peatedly, and endeavouring to disable
his opponent. At last, after receiving
gome severe ipjuries himself, Heath,
who was then underneath, succeeded in
getting his revolver out., and sho* the
robber through the head, the ball en-
tering near the ear. The fellow was
not instantly killed, but he was disabled
and rolled off the messenger upon the
floor, where he lay unconscious until the
train reached Niles. The messenger,
who, from the blows about the head and
body which he had received from the
two men, had been very badly hurt hiw-
self, and was covered with blood, be~
came unconscious also as he fired. and
knew nothing more until the train roll-
ed over the long bridge just west of
Niles. The rumbling restored him to
his senses, and as the train ran into
the station at Niles he called for as-
sistance, being too weak and prostrated
even to rise from the floor. The station
and train men poured into the car and
found Heath, covered with blood, lying
on the floor. Near him was the man
whom he bad shot, jusc gasping his last.
He died within afew seconds after the
irain men at the station entered the car.
He was a large, powerful man, altos
gether a stronger man than Heath, and
but for the loss of his knife, would un-
doubtly bave killed the messenger very
quickly. At the last advices from
Niles no one had been found who recog-
nized him, though the country in the
vicinity was thoroughly aroused, and
detectives from Chicago were there,
including Mr. Pinkerton. Most of the
express company’s money wa¢ found in
the safe, but one package containing
$1200 was discovered lying upon the
floor. where 1t had been thrown in the
scuffle, The front door of the express
car was found to have its locks forced
off, and the men had evidently entered
from the front platform. So great is
the noise made by the running of those
heavy express trains that the forcing of
the door by the robbers had been en.
tirely unheard by Mr. Heath, and the
men were upon him before he was
aware that intruders were within the
car. The man who escaped carried off
with him $2,700 in money, and seems
to bave left his companion to his fate
‘Where he jumped from the train has.
pot yvet been ascertained, but it was
probably at Three Oaks or at Galien
station, some distance west of Niles, and
through which the traim, being some-
what ahead of time, ran slowly. 1tis
thought by the railway men thathe could
bave jumped off safely at either place.
Heath did not sustain injuries of a
dangerous character, though his head
was badly cut and bruised, and he will
be in poor shape for business for a week
or so. He has been threatened with
violence twice before while in the service
of the Company, once being shot at in
car, and once beieg attacked in the
street in Detroit at night, as he was
coming from the depot. In neither case
did he receive any injury or lese any
money.

MiracULOUS EscaPE—A most remark-
able case of somnambulism occurred in
Kickham’s lane about one o’clock on
Wednesday morning, whereby a little
daughter of Mr. James Avery had a nar-
row escape with her life by falling from
anupper window of her residence to the
ground a distance of about twenty feet.
T'he particulars of the case, as far as we
could glean them, are simply these. Lit-
tie Lizzie Avery is about eight years of
age, and though in the habit of sleeping
with a female domestic, retired alone on
the night in question to an attic room,
from which sounds of speaking as though
made by the child in her sleep, were soon
after heard by one ot the other two fe<
females in the house and about one o'~
clock the attic window was heard to rise,
when presently the household were
alarmed by the cries of the child, who

ad by some means contrived to get
through the small aperture, and fell to
the ground below, sustaining, happily no
more serious injury than spraining both
ankles. . On examination of the premises
afterwards it was found that the window
throvgh which the child passed would re-
quire considerable force to raise the sash
more than twelve inches, which would
lead to the supposition that she must
have crawled out feet foremost. A%out
three weeks ago the same child * somns
amb ised’ from her bedioom at the hour
when churchyards yawn and appeared
before a member of the family, who was
writing inadown stairs apartment.

We copy the following from a late

Subsegnently the
captain was informed by ths crew that
Fahey and Gomez had had some alter-
cation in the forecastle some four days
previous Fahey struck Gomezand knock-
ed him down. This was the cause of Go-
mez committing this wilful and deliberate
murder. Gomez was a coloured man,
twenty six years of age, and a native of
Gambia in Africa. Fahey was thirty-
three years ofage, and a native of St.
Johu'< Nfid,” :

Fahey is evidently a brother of Owen
Fabey, who was stabbed about six years
ago in Job's Lane by a man named Mad.
aen.

SvrreME Covrr—The .Judges have ex-
tended ths term for the fullest time pre-
scribed by la¥ and sat until Thursday be-
ing the third day of the trial of the se-
cond case against the Newfoundland Min~
ing Company by one of the men for
wrongful discharge from the LaManche
mine on the 27th April last. The former
case had been adjusted for the p antitf
by a special jury and the court had exas
pressed the hope that the other cases
would be settled, The jury on Thursday
after having been confined for seven
hours cou d not agree. The foreman res
ported eight against four. The Chief
Justice directed them to retire and to en-
deavour to arrive conciliatorily at a ver-
dict, and after an hour called them »gain
into court when they were discharged
without rendering any verdict.

independent testimony of the Police and
District Judge Prowse, called for the de<
fence, who, amongst other things stated
that the representaticns made by de-
fendants’ agent by telegraph had ¢ taken
him in," ara(‘i/mg.'t although he did not
