THREATENING FIRE
LAST EVENING

It looked bad for Newcastle last
evening about nine thirty o'cloch
when fire broke out in Mayor C. E.
Fisk's barn on his property on
Henry Street. The buiding was an
old wooden structure used as a wood
shed and storaYouse, and tke origin
o? the fire is unknown. At the time
a stiff south-westerly wind was blow-
ing and the flames gained such head-
way that in a very few minutes the
whole building was a mass of fire.
The wind carried the blaze to adjoin-
ing buildings and no less than siz
buildings were on fire at one time.
The flames spread to the residence
of Mr. Murdock Wedden, and it was
thought that it would be impossible
to save it, but through the efforts of
the firemen the building was saved
although badly burned on the ell and
main roof. An office building close
by and owned by Mayor Fish was
also badly destroyed on the roof and
sides. The flames were carried to
the residence and barn of Miss
Powers which at one time seemed
doomed but these buildings through
the prompt measures taken by the
Fire Department were also saved,
with damage done to the rpof. A
tenement house belonging to Mayor
Fish and some considerable distance
from the origin of the fire was also
badly damaged, but the Firemen had
hose spread to this building and save-
ed it as well from destruction. Pro-
videntially fhe wind abated soon after
the fire commenced and a shower of
rain fell which helped materially iu
keeping the tire in check. The force
of water which Newcastle posesses
proved of great value in last night's
tire, as at one time it looked as if
this wholessection of the town would
be destroyed. The building in which
the fire originated was totally des
troyced, and had Mayor Fishs' residen-
‘ce not been built of stone it too, no
doubt, would have been hadly dam-
aged. The street lights were out of
commission which made the task of
the firemen much more difficult.
When the alarm was sent in the Fire-
men were attending a social dance
which they were holding in the Town
Hall, and in consequence this social
event was badly interrupted.

Bride Is Bought for So Many Cattle
and Has Nothing to Say Con-
cerning Transaction,
A Basuto girl is looked upon by her
father as his bank, for when she
reaches a marriageable age so many
cattle will have to be handed over for
her by the. bridegroom, says a writer
in the London Daily Muail.
The e is little of love and romance
in a Basuto girl's marriage. This is
not to say that she has no feelings
or does not hear the call of romance.
Like ¢very girl in this world, these
things come into her life and she
thinks and dreams as we all do.
But there is no wooing or winning
and none of the beauty of realized
young dreams for her.,
The man who wants her does not
consult her—he has known her and
she probably pleased his eye, and so
the dusky Hendriks goes to the father
and says that he wishes to marry
Maluma,
The matter is then discussed by the
heads of the family and their rela-
tions, and the girl gets to know of the
coming marriage only by a chance
word that may be dropped here and
there,
Generally the principal point of dis-
cussion among the heads of the fam-
Uy is how many cows and sheep are
to be handed over to the father by
the bridegroom as “lobola” (a mar-
riage dowry) for the girl.
This being arranged—usually a pay-
ment of so many cows down and so
many to be handed over later—the girl
is informed that Hendriks is to be
her husband for better or for worse—
generally worse—and whether he be
quite an old man or a young man
Maluma has to sacrifice herself and
go as she is told.
The young natives living near civil-
ization have discarded the old cus-
tom and marry without “lobola” Being
paid over,
The marriage takes place in a na-
tive church. The wedding party and
the guests are all dressed in European
clothes and they return from the
church by wagon to the hut of the
girl's father on his master’s farm,
where sheep have been slaughtered
and much Kaffir beer made, and danc-
ing and singing go on continually for
two days.
The music {s made by a concertina
and guitar, and in all Basuto dances
the male and female never dance to-
gether.
