A SUCCESSFUL MEETING.

Of the St. Marys Parish Sunday School
Meeting.

(8pecially Reported for The Herald.)

The above named convention met at
the Baptist church, Nashwaak; on the
afternoon of Thursday, the 4th inst.
There was a fair attendance, seven of the
seventeen Sunday schools of the parish
being represented. Of these, six are
evergreen. The school in connection
with which the convention was held, had
last winter successfully tried the experi-
ment of carrying on its work in cold as
well as heat. Nine at least of the schools
belong to the evergreen class.

The president, W. A. Bradley, of Gib-
son, who evidently loves his work in his
own school, urged the duty of keeping up
the schools during the winter. It is al-
most certain that there will be others
brave enough to enter the ranks this
winter, because of the earnest words
spoken.

The secretary, Mrs I. C. Sharp, of
Marysville, who takes much interest in
the work, spoke of the difficulty in getting
responses from some of the superintend-
entr, without which a knowledge of the
character and working of the schools is so
hard to be obtained. Visitation of the
schools to a greater extent was advocated.
Let volunteers in schools wherein parish
officers labor cheerfully say: “We'll do
the extra work necessary on our part so
as to let you free to visit other schools.”
The duty of Christian giving was impres-
sively advocated. i

In the evening the attendance was
largely increased. The devotional exer-
cides at both sessions were participated in
by a goodly number, and were earnest
and practical. The singing was spirited
and the hymns well chosen. The consti-
tution was read at this as well as at the
afternoon session.

The subject of the evening was “ How
to interest parents and others in the
work.” The president led, the secretary
followed, and one after another took up
thediscussion. Many points were brought
out. Individual responsibility was im-
pressively pointed out; responsibility of
parents as to the fature character of their
children suggestively stated, having a
pride in one’s school, determining to
make it the best in the parish, talking it
up, having it as one of three hobbies, the
other two being Jesus and one’s own re-
ligious life, this last a private hobby, put-
ting away the idea that the Sunday school
is only for the children, having a right
regard for the five classes, the quite
young, the growing, the grown, the mid-
dle aged, the old, as far as practicable,
having all of these classes in the school to
be carried on with promptitude, hearty
co-operation, earnestness, thoroughness
and variety. Recognize the individuality
of the scholar and give this one and
that one a part so as to bring that
individuality into use. Have the mem-
ory verses learned, this implying that
the parents will have a care at home
that their children get these prepared so
as to be ready with them for Sunday
scheol. © Sometimes the whole lesson
might be learned and repeated in the
ciass or before the school. A special care
to be had as regards the singing, so as to
be as sure as possible of good singing each
Sunday. Lessonsso well prepared that
the teacher will have no fear to look the
scholar in the face. The church to sup-
port the school as its own child, and let
the offerings of the school, to be given
each Sunday, be for work outside the
school, and of a missionary nature. That
noble and so compact little book, the
Shorter Catechism was referred to briefly
by two of the speakers. Its first answer,
“Man’s chief end is to glorify God and
enjoy Him forever,” touch.ed upon, as also
another so comprehensive answer as to
the effectualness of the Word for our sal-
vation depending on our attending to it
with diligence, [preparation and prayer,
receiving it with faith and love, laying it
up in our hearts, and practising it in our
lives. The brief pointed review at close
of the school should be shared by the
superintendent at times with one and
another of his teachers. Let people be
invited to the school, one young man
bring another. Let there be visitation
among the families in order to increase
the attendance. Good to appoint a com-
mittee to do this work more effectively.
A great mistake for boys to graduate from
the school at say fourteen years of age.
As we grow older we should become wiser
and increasing wisdom happily showed
itself in aiming to get better knowledge of
the word of God. Reverential behavior
in God’s house was incidentally but em-
phatically referred to by one of the
speakers. The duty of pastors to use
their influence over their people to in-
crease their interest in the Sundav school
was advocated. It would pay to accept
from the pastors less perfect sermons, so
as to allow them the time to perform the
above so important a duty. It was con-
spicuously noticeable that not a pastor of
the parish was present. What conven-
tions this parish will have when these
pastors arouse to this work.

Men, never privileged to be at a Sunday
school convention before, made telling
speeches. They will probably plan to be
at the next convention. It is a good way
of epending the best energy. Bible study
made better business man, better politi-
cians as well as better Sunday school
workers. The next convention is to be
held in March at Peniac.

The interest in the work is manifest deep-
ing and broadening. This Parish is bound
to one of live auxiliaries to the Provin-
cial aossciation. How many of the seven-
teen will be represented at Peniac? The
cordial hospitaliy of the Nashwaak friends,
and the efficient service of Miss Hattie
Goodspeed at the organ were emphasized
by a vote of thanks.

The closing words of the President
were very impressive. As a blacksmith
he enjoined those present to clinch in
their own experience the nails of help
they had seen driven. He reads from
Ephesians 6th, those strong words respect-
ing the Christian holder’s armour. The
attention of the people was sustained till
the end. About ten o’clock, or a little
later, closed the best convention St.
Mary’s Parish had yet.

CARE OF HORSES' SHOULDERS.

Although horses’ shoulders are tough-
ened and tanned at this season of the
year, there is great danger of collar galls.
A collar that will answer very well in
cool weather, when there are no flies, will
often cause trouble in the fall ploughing
season, when the ground is hard, weather
hot and, flies troublesome. It goes with-
out saying that a collar should fit a horse
well at any season, but if careful scrutiny
of collarsand sweat-pads is more necessary
at one time than another, it is now.

A collar should fit so that there is no

room for moving from side to side on the

neck, neither should it be too full at the
portions resting on the points of the
ghoulders. The linings should always
present a smooth, soft, but firm surface.
Brushing, drying and beating into shape
with a smooth, flat piece of wood should
be carefully attended to. It is no uncom-
mon thing for horses that have been used
on the binder to commence ploughing
having a sore neck, which, if present, or a
tender spot on the shoulder, care should
be given to relieve the effected part of
further abrasion. There is no part of a
horse, when at all sore, from which he
will shrink more readily from pressure
than the top of the neck. Fidgety horses
sometimes become even dangerous to
treat when the trouble is long continued.
When an animal so ditposed, a twitch
should be used from the ffrst evidence of
resentment, which will attract his atten-
tion from the bottle, which he wouid
otherwise soon become so much to dislike.
A zinc pad is sometimes all that is neces-
sary to effort a cure, it is healing in
nature and at the same time smooth anc
cooling. A good ointment for wounds is
composed of one ounce of sugar of lead, or
zinc_ sulphate, to eight ounces of lard.
This is especially useful in cool weather,
when there is danger of further chapping
by the wind, and also when there is no
dust likely to get into the wound to cause
grinding by the movement of the harness.
For use in warm weather there is nothing
better than “ white lotion ” sugar of lead,
one ounce ; sulphate of zinc, six drachms;
soft water,one pint ; apply to sore shoulder
and neck with a sponge every few hours.
Its action is to remove inflammation and
dry the wound. If found to be too dry-
ing, apply a little carbolized or zinc oint-
ment.

BETTER FARMING NEEDED.

It is the tendency of many farmers,
during a time of depression, to cut down
expenses to a minimum. Such a practice
isa wise one, when conducted with good
judgment, but when done simply from
paying out as little money as possible,
there is liability of a great mistake. It is
not uncommon to hear it said that * high
farming don’t pay,” and when judged
from some men’s style of doing it, it cer-
tainly does not pay. But just now, if we
look about us, we will soon observe that
common and inferior produce of almost
every sort is not in demand, because
the competition is so great in such lines.
“There is always room at the top.” The
demand of first-rate stock alone shows
the importance of keeping only the best
animals, and when once this is allowed,
high farming follows almost as a matter
of course. Of a!l the many outlays which
a farmer is called upon to make, perhaps
nothing pays so excellent in return as the
expense of feeding growing stock a liber-
al supply of such food as to induce the
most rapid development of the animal
body. By this, not only the best and
earliest matured animals can be produced,
but the manure of such stock will in-
creagé the fertility of the land soas to
produce a certain and- heavy crop every
year. Of course, to put a lot of expensive
feed into the inferior animals would be a
gross mistake, although even that might
pay; but it is not neccessary to follow
such a course in a country like ours, and
so many fine herds of all the valuable
breeds, from which one has the privilege
of buying at a reasonable figure. We
have the constant ocular proof of the im-
mense benefit to land from grain feeding,
and when judiciouly used, the bill is paid
for by the animals which consume the
grain. What, then, becomes of the argu-
ment to give up “ high farming ” and be-
take ourselves to the wretched results of
slip-shod methods of miserable crops
with their inevitable accompaniment of
foul weeds? If there wasa time when
liberal farming, good stock and heavy
crops could stand the pressure of the
times, it is now. If good farming will
not pay, depend upon it bad will not —
now or at any other time.

MYSTERIOUS SHOOTING.

A Young Man Fatally Wounded in His
Own Doorway at Toronto.

On Saturday night 18-year-old Frank B.
Westwood was shot down by an unknown
man on the steps of his father’s residence
on Jameson avenue, Parkdale, Toronto.

Shortly before 11 o’clock the young
man went to answer the dJoor bell. - On
opening the door a revolver was presented
at him without warning and discharged.
Westwood fell backwards into the door-
way. A 44-calibre bullet had entered his
body some distance below the nipple of
his right breast. The assailant made
his escape. The whole affair is shrouded
in mystery. Neither the wounded boy
nor his relatives could think of any mo-
tive for the crime. Westwood lies at the
point of death.

Young Westwood and his mother were
the last to prepare to retire, the other
members of the family having gone to
bed early. It was just 10.50 when, the
house having been locked up until the
morning and the lights put out below, the
young man kisged his mother good night
at the top of the stairway. He had
hardly reached the door of his bed-cham-
ber, however, when the front door bell
rang. Hastening down stairs, he lighted
the gas jet in the hallway, turned the key
in the door and threw it open. Instantly
and without a word of warning, a stranger,
who was standing partially in the shade
in the portico, lifted a revolver, pointed it
at him and fired. The bullet pierced his
body. He fell proneeon the floor, ex-
claiming “ I’m shot, I'm shot.”

Startled by the report of the pistol, the
whole household was at once aroused.
Several members of the family rushing
downstairs found young Westwood lying
in the vestibule in front of the open door,
where he had fallen. Blood was flowing
freely from the wound and he was gasp-
ing for breath. After telephoning for
medical aid and to the police station,
they undressed the wounded boy and car-
ried him to bed.

PLANTED FOR THE POOR.

Mayor Pingree’s famous potato patch
scheme, at Detroit, by which several hun-
dred acres of unimproved property in the
suburbs were planted with potatoes, the
crop from which, itwas hoped, would help
feed the citizen poor and unemployed
during the coming winter, is already an
assured success. A rough estimate of the
total crop made from digging up a small
part of the land planted shows that it will
aggregate fully 15,000 bushels. At the
prevailing wholesale prices of 60 cents a
bushel this would make the Pingree crop
worth $9,000. The total investment for
seed, labor in ploughing and planting, &.,
was $2,500. So successful has been the
plan that there is now serious talk of
making it permanent, and putting the
work in charge of a regular city depart-
ment, to be created especially for that
purpose.

CONVICTED THEIR FATHFR.

Dramatic Testimony of Edward
Bull's Four Children.

Three of Them Saw Him Murder Their
Mother.

An undersized wretch with a face as
mean as ever bore the mark of Cain, was
sent to the New Jersey State prison last
week for twenty years, with the regrets of
Judge Lippincott that his journey wasnot
to the gallows. The man was Edward
Bull. He had murdered his wife in the
presence of three of their four children
and then had cut his own throat. There
was no doubt of his guilt. His own chil-
dren, forgetting that he was their father,
remembering only the love they bore
their mother, told the story that it 'was
supposed would hang him.

Ball’s children are 16, 14,11, and 9 years
of age. His wife was 40. Heis 42. He
is an Englishman, and from all that came
out on his trial was evidently one of those
who believed in the husband’s right to
thrash his wife. Mrs. Bull was a pretty
and prepossessing woman. The family
lived in Kearney, a suburb of Newark.
On May 25 last, Bull got drunk and cursed
and abused his wife. Finally he threw
her én a bed, and, falling upon her, he
bent her head t¢ one side and with a
razor he nearly severed it from her body-
Then he called his youngest child, Sally,
9 years old, saying:

“Come, Sally, come kiss papa before he
dies.”

“She shall not, you murderer,” cried
Teddy, who is eleven. “You killed my
mamma.”

Then Bull derw the razor across his
throat, but not with the strength needed
to end his life.

Bull was arrested. His trial was begun
in the Court of Oyer and Terminer in
Jersey City, on Monday. He had asked
but once after his arrest to see any of his
children. That was when he sent for his
eldest daughter, Phoebe. When she came
to him, however, he said he didn’t want
her. He faced the children for the first
time after the murder in the court room
when his life depended on the stories they
were to tell. They sat on one side of the
aisle away from the prisoner’s pen, as be
was brought into the court-room handcuff-
ed to an officer. His eyes roved about
with an anxious look until he spied them.
Then his face lit up and for a moment was
wreathed in smiles. Then he caught the
eye of his youngest child and was met
with an unrecognizing stare. It seemed
to freeze him. The first of the children
to testify wasthe eldest daughter, 16 years
old.

“ We all had supper together that night”
she said, “and papa got angry and said:
‘There’s always hell in this house. We'll
make more of it.” Then he went out.”

The second child, John, is 14 years old.
He slept in the room next to the room in
which his mother had been murdered.
The nine year old brother slept with him.

“I remember the night mamma died,”
he said. He (pointingat his father) came
He
was in the room next to where I was with
my little brother after we went to bed.
He (again pointing at his father) was mad
and drunk. He (still pointing) was wick-
ed. He swore at her. We went to bed.
It was about 9 o’clock, we went to sleep
for a little while. Then we woke up, and
he (again pointing at his father) was
swearing at her still. I heard him say,
‘You are guilty, you are, and I heard
mamma say, ‘No, no; I am innocent, I
swear it ;’ and then I ran into the room.
It was dark, but the moon shined through
the window. Mamma cried ‘Bring a
light ! bring a light,” and when she did he
pushed her on the bed. He threw him-
self on top of her, and I saw him bend
her head. I saw something white flash,
and then he got up.”

Bull’s eyes looked into those of the boy
when this story was begun. When it
came to this dramatic finish his head
hung forward. His eyes looked only on
the carpet, and he shrank from the accus-
ing finger that the lad kept pointed at
him. There was almost a dead silence
in the court room for a moment.

By and by the prosecutor got around to
the night of the murder again, and John-
ny went on and told how he had run out
of the room when his father got up.

“I knew he was Kkilling her,” he said
“I knew it and I ran to the stairs and
cried ‘Auntie, auntie, he’s murdering
mamma.’ I called and called and then
my uncle came, Mamma wasdying then.
He (pointing again at Bull) was lying
across her, and blood was running from
his neck. .

He stuck to it in his cross examination
and did not vary an iota.

Edward, the 11-year-old-boy, was called
next. Just once did the wretched father
glance at him. It wasan appeal, but it
was unanswered. Edward’s story up to
the point of the killing was identical
with Johnny’s.

“Mamma was sitting on the bed,” he
gaid. ‘“He (and he pointed at Bull, as
Johnny had done) was standing beside
her. Mamma wassaying: ‘Iam inno-
cent.’ He swore at her. He pushed her
down and then he fell on her head. The
next minute I saw the white handle of a
razor in his hand. He cut her. Then he
got up and cut himeelf. No, then he got
up and called : ‘Sally, Sally, kiss me be-
fore I die’ I caught hold of my little
gister and said, ‘ No she shall not,’ and I
pulled her away. Then he cut his own
throat.”

There was silence again. There were
tears in the eyes of a great many in the
court room when the little fellow told
how he had saved his sister from the
touch of the murderer. Even the grim
face of the Prosecutor was’'nt without a
show of feeling. He turned to the table:
and fumbled in a paper parcel. He took
from it a huge dirk knife and then a
white-handled razor. He held-the razor
so that Bull could see it, but Bull never lift-
ed his eyes from the floor. Turningagain,
the Prosecutor held out this razor to-
wards the boy and sai’d in a gentle voice

“And was this the weapon that was
used the night your mamma died, my
boy ?”

“ Yes, sir, that was it,” said the boy.

Last and most trying of all came little
Sally, the nine-year-old girl. Her evident
youth made Judge Lippincott hesitate to
accept her as a witness. She was just tall
enough for him to see her face as he
looked over his desk at her. Bull, too
looked at her with that same old appeal
in his eyes, and once he shed tears. The
judge asked the child about God and
about the Bible and about the Sunday
school she attended.

“ And what will become of you if you
tell a lie?” he asked.

“My poor mamma told me that little
girls who didn’t tell the truth would go
to the bad place,” she answered.

“She is a competent witness,” said the
Judge. “We will take her testimony.”

Sally was the most valuable of all the
witnesses, for she had been lying in the
very bed where her mother met her
death. She told, as Edward had told,
how her mother had protested innocence
of some accusation, and how he (never
calling him father, but always pointing
an accuging finger at him) had thrown
her down, had thrown himself upon her,
and cut her throat. She told the story
and sobbed and cried as she told it. She
said :

“He wanted me to kiss him, but Teddy
wouldn’t let him.”

“Surely,” said Prosecutor Winfield when
this last story was told, “ there can be no
question of this man’s guilt.”

The defence was a mixture of accident,
self defence, insanity, and jealousy, and it
opened with a brutal stab at the eldest of
the children, the girl Phebe. Lawyer
Gordon began_ with a reflection on the
mother’s virtue and the girl’s parentage’
The girl, who had been weeping quietly
to herself, balf rose as if she would speak,
and then sank down, and, leaning her
head on the shoulder of her aunt, sobbed
ag if her heart would break, while Prose-
cutor Winfield took the lawyer to task.

The case went to the jury at 1 o’clock
in the afternoon, and it was after four
o'clock when the twelve men filed back
into court. Bull, shaking like a leaf, was
brought in right after them. There were
exclamations of astonishment in the
court room when the words “guilty of
murder in the second degree” were heard.

Judge Lippincott himself looked very
much surprlsed. He discharged the jury
without thanking it, and then turning to
Ball he said:

“Stand up, Bull.” Bull stood up. His
eyes had a glassy stare and his hands and
knees shook.

“The jury has convicted you of murder
in the second degree,” said the Judge,
“and it has treated you with a great deal
of clemency, much more than was neces-
sary or than was deserved by the facts
and the law. You can thank your coun-
sel for their zeal in your cause, and attri=
bute to them, perhaps, this escape
from the gallows. The facts that were
proven entitled you to a conviction of
murder in the first degree. The sentence
of the law is that you be imprisoned at
hard labor in State prison for the term of
twenty years. This is the extreme limit
of our power. In this case the court feels
that the imprisonment is inadequate.”

WOMAN'S SPHERE.

Cardinal Gibbons Says He Hopes Woman
Sufirage Will Never Come.

Cardinal Gibbons preached at the Balti-
more Cathedral Sunday morning, and vig-
orously opposed woman suffrage. Hisser-
mon was on the glory of womanhood and
the dutiesfjof Christian women. He said:

“To-day we honor the queen of Saints,
our blessed lady. She is the great modal
of all woman, whether as maiden, mother
or wife. Ithink every unperjudice his-
torian will admit that woman is indebted
to Mary for the high position, both in
social and domestic life, which is hers
to-day. The church follows the teachings
of St. Paul — that woman is equal to man
— when he declares that God makes no
distinction as to nationality, race, or sex.
It seems to me fearful to contemplate
what would have been the condition of
society to-day if it had not been for the
restraining, sanctifying, and purifying in-
fluence of woman. I speak not of the
community woman, so called, but of those
who live in the family relation which
God Himself has founded. Every one of
you have a mission to perform in your
day and generation. You can be apostles
preaching in your respective households.

“It is true you cannot celebrate mass,
and yet you can be priests in another and
broader sense. It is true women does not
to-day exercise the right of suffrage. She
cannot vote and I am heartly glad of it.
I hope that day will never come when
she can vote, and if the right is granted
her I hope she will regret it, even though
there are some misguided women who say
they want it. Rest assured, if women en-
tered politics she would be sure to carry
away with her some of the mud and
dirt of political contact. She, too, would
lose some of the influence which she now
exerts. The proper sphere for woman is
home, the proper place for her to reign is
in the home circle. A ruler of Greece
said: ‘I command Athens, Athens rules
the world, and my wife rules me: there-
fore she rules the world ?’

“So nowadays you men control the
United States with your votes, and your
wives controling you they rule this
country. Above all things take care of
the home life property. If every Chris-
tian mother, daughter and sister looked
after religion in the home there would be
less need to insist on religious instruction
in the schools.”

NOT TO BE TAKEN SERIOUSLY.

Master Brigham of the national grange
tells of a thrifty farmer in his district
who was prone to grumble. Once when
his wheat crop looked very promising a
neighbor congratulated him on the pro-
spect. “Oh well, you don’t know any-
thing about it. The winds will gpoil it.”’
The spring went and no wind devastated
the fields and his neighbor kindly noted
the fact with satisfaction. “No use” re-
plied the farmer, “ the summer ain’t over
and will have a drouth.” The summer
passed, and the wheat still waved luxuri-
antly. The neighbor repeated his con-
gratulations, but was told a blight was
sure to overtake the crop before it was
harvested. No blight came and the barn
was loaded with the wheat crop which
was the largest for years. The neighbor
could not refrain from reminding the far-
mer that all his fears had come to naught
and that he had a good crop, 25 bushels or
more to the acre.

The Patrons of Glengarry county, Ont.,
have nominated J. L. Wilson for the Do-
minion parliament.

Ald. Callahan of New Orleans has been °
convicted of boodling and sent to peni-
tentiary for five years.

Hon. Mr. Laurier expects to leave Win-
nipeg for the east on October 25. A ban-
quet will be given him on the preceding
day.

Rev. D. M. Gordon of St. Andrews
church Halifax, has been appointed to
the staff of Pine Hill theological college
Halifax.

Lieut-Col. Toller has retired from the
command of the Governor-General’s Foot
Guards at Ottawa and Major Hodgins will
succeed him.

It iseaid that the numerous mistakes
and disaffection amongst the Irish mem-
bers are breaking up the Nationalist
movement in Ireland. ;

John T. Munro, a Boston young man
received his marriage certificate last week.
The other principal is Miss Lilla Collins
of Maugerville, Sunbury Co., N. B. Mr.
Munro is a successful and well known
business man.

Fred. W. Filgians, cashier in the Grand
Trunk railway freight office at Hamilton,
Ontario, has suddenly left town. There
is said to be a shortage of about $15,000 in
his accounts, and he is believed to have
skipped to the States.

Anthony Babineau, a young man hail-
ing from a French settlement in the east-
tern portion of Westmorland, is in the
East Cambridge, Mass., jail this week
awaiting trial on a charge of embezzling
several hundred dollars from a broker for
whom he worked.

At Hartney, Manitoba, Sunday night,
burglars entered Hartuey & Dickson’s
general store and broke open the safe. A
large amount of money was stolen. The
firm had about $1.000, the Oglivies, $800,
and the Lake of Woods Milling ‘Co.s
amount not known.

Oran Forbes of Kempt, Yarmouth, N. S.
was accidently killed in the woods last
week, while with a party of hunters for
whom he was acting as a guide. The
party were firing at a moose, and Forbes,
in rising to get a second shot, received a
charge from a rifle behind him. The ball
passed through his head, killing him in-
stantly.

The shareholders of the New Brunswick
Keeley Institute company met in Freder-
icton, Monday afternoon for organization,
and elected the following board of di-
rectors: Hon A. F. Randolph, George F.
Gregory, Wesley Vanwart, W. S. C. Rob-
inson, Geo. T. Whelpley, Henry Chestnut,
Rev. Dr. MeLeod. Subsequently Hon. A.
F. Rardolph was elected president ; Hen-
ry Chestnut, treasurer,and Dr. McLoed,
secretary.

At Chicago George Sloan has for forty-
five days thriven on a diet of mineral
water and drugs. During all that time
not a particle of nourishment, solid or
liquid, has passed his lips. Once he at-
tempted to drink weak beef tea, but
could not swallow a mouthful of the
beverage. . Now, although quite proud of
beating Dr. Tanner’s famous record of
forty-two days, he is anxious to eat, but
cannot.

Frank Dupre, a Rochester commercial
traveller, was sand-bagged and robbed of
over $1200 on Spadina avenue, Toronto,
Wednesday night. He was found lying
unconscious on the pavement, and may
not recover. He was unable to give any
account of his assailants, and although
two men were arrested on suspicion, the
police let them go. Dupre was to have
been married Thursday to a young lady
of Toronto.

The Baptist Mission chapel at St. Rochs,
Quebec, was the scene Sunday, of a dis-
graceful disturbance. While Rev. Messrs.
Therien and Grenier were conducting a
service for a congregation of some seventy
French-Canadians, a crowd of 2000 or 3000
people gathered outside and stoned the
building, smashing several panes of glass
in the windows. The police were sent
for and escorted some of the women to
their homes, but no arrests were made.

Twelve hundred Freemasons marched
in procession at Montreal, Saturday, and
assisted in laying the corner stone of their
new temple on Dcrchester St.  On Novem-
ber 7, Ancient St. John’s Lodge, Kingston,
Ontario, will celebrate its centenary. The
Lodge will present to the charitable insti-
tutions of the city the sum of $500, and on
the evening of that day there will be a
great “ At home,” to which prominent
Masons from all over the Dominion are
invited. A gold medal will be struck in
order that each member of the Lodge
may have a permanent souvenir of the
event.

Oliver Wendell Holmes who died at his
home in Boston, Sunday, was born at
Cambridge, Mass., on August 29, 1809. He
graduated at Harvard College, in 1829,
and, after studying law, entered medicine.
After attending famous European hospitals
he began to practise in Boston in 1836
In 1838 he was elected professor of anato-
my and physiology in Dartmouth College
and in 1847 he obtained a similar profess-
orship in the Medical School of Harvard,
from which he retired in 1882. As early
as 1831 his contributions appeared in vari-
ous periodicals, and his reputation as a
poet was soon established. Asa writer
of songs, lyrics and poems for festival oc-
casions he occupied the first place, and he
was for many years a popular lecturer.

Attempted murders and a partially suc-
cessful jail delivery have caused much ex-
citement at the United States penitentiary
on McNeil’s Island, Washington. Ward-
en Palmer and four guards had a remark-
able escape. The prisoners, led by John
Wade, a notorioussmuggler secured poison,
and placed it in the food of the warden
and hie assistants. But for the fact that
the prisoners used too much poison, none
of the intended victims probably would
have escaped. All were made very sick.
During the excitement which followed,
four of the prisoners with Wade at their
head, made their escape from the island
and have been atlargesince. The prison-
ere intended to kill the guards and- then
get all the men in the prison, fifty in num-
ber, at liberty.
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AFRAID OF THE PEOPLE.

No such political backdown has ever
been witnessed in Canada as the Domin-
ion Government have exhibited with re-
gard to the opening of Cardwell. Mr.
White, the M. P. for that county, for two
years, has had the promise of the Mon-
treal collectorship of customs, and has
been urging his appointment, but so far
the government have not dared to accept
his resignation and open the constitu-
ency. A few weeks ago they sent Mr.
White into the county to arrange for his
successor, but the Tory convention forced
the government nominee aside and made
their own selection notwithstanding Mr.
White’s presence and his active canyas
for the government’s mau. The Me-
Carthyites in the meantime made their
nomination, but the government seeing
certain defeat if the election was called
on, crawled into their hole, and now the
announcement is semi-officially made
from Ottawa that no constituencies will
be’opened until the general election. Mr.
White must therefore wait for his ap-
pointment, and the Montreal custom
house continues to be run by the sub-
ordinates,

A similar condition of affairs exists in
Lisgar, Manitoba. Hon. Dr. Shultz’
natural term of office as governor has
elapsed, and Mr. Ross, M. P. for Lisgar is
slated as his successor. Mr. Ross wants
the appointment now —has been ex-
pecting it for some weeks, but it is the
same story as in Cardwell — the govern-
ment dare not open the constituency.
Mr. Laurier’s campaign in the West has
aroused the people to the iniquities of
the administration, and no government
candidate can count with any certainty
on being elected in tbat country. So Mr.
Ross, like Mr. White, must wait.

Then there is Quebec West, which has
been vacant since Hon. John Hearn’s
death nearly nine months ago. The
constituency is close and the chances for
an Opposition victory excellent, but the
government, as in Cardwell and Lisgar,
are afraid to call ou an election.

Surely such political cowardice was
never before witnessed in Canada.

AN INCOME TAX PROPOSED.

The Ottawa Journal, a newspaper
with Conservative sympathies, suggests,
possibly under inspiration from the
government, that the time is rapidly ap-
proaching when Canada will be compelled
to levy an income tax to assist in paying
the interest on the public debt, and to
preserve the equilibrium between revenue
and expenditure. The Journal points
out that the Dominion revenue and ex-
penditure for the first three months of the
present fiscal year have been a million
and a half worse than last year, which
means a deficit at the end of the year of
five or six millions in current expendi-
ture alone. Besides this, there will be a
big output on capital account. Last year
there was over four millions, and for the
first three months of this year has been
$841,000. The Journal thinks it quite
possible altogether that the net public
debt will swell by eight or nine millions
by the end of the present fiscal year.

It claims that there is no likelihood in
the early future of either an increase in
customs or decrease in expenditure to
meet such deficits, and suggests that Can-
ada should follow the example of Great
Britain and the United States by imposing
an income tax. The British income tax!
it says, brought in seventy-five million
dollars last year without touching the
poorer classes. The United States income
tax is estimated next year to produce
thirty millions, although payable only by
people having incomes of more than four
thousand dollars a year.

It will be a great shame if Canada in
the present generation at least, is com-
pelled to levy an income tax. This
country is sufficiently burdened already
with taxes, and the ambition of the peo-
ple is to lower them, instead of seeking
new methods of adding to the burden.
If the recklessly extravagant government
at Ottawa could be driven out of office,
there would be no need of talking up new
methods for grinding the people with
taxes. Hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars have been squandered during the
Conservative regime of the past sixteen
years, the debt has been increased to an
enormous amount, and now the organs of
the government are feeling the public
pulse as to how much more taxation
Canada can stand.

THAT SENATE VACANCY.

The Globe thinks that Mr. Temple’s
chances for a senatorship just now are not
very bright, and that the government ex-
pect him to help them win another vie-
tory in York before going to the upper
chamber. It also calls attention to the
fact that there is a great deal of indiffer-
ence among Mr. Temple’s friends as to
whether he gets the appointment or not.
Apart from Mr. Temple’s alleged “claims”
on the ground of party service, the fact
stands that he is too old a man to appoint
to office Mr. Temple is nearing his sev-
enty-sixth year, and might reasonably be
laid aside from public duty. There are
enough old men in the senate slready,
plenty of utterly useless old men, without
adding Mr. Temple to the number. The
Herald possesses the deepest veneration
and respect for old age, but we cannot see
the sense of making legislators of octogen-
erians. If Mr. Temple must be provided
for, give him a pension and appoint some
live, active, intelligent man to the senate
from this vicnity. We have never had a re-
presentative in that body since its organ-
ization. The late Senator Odell who was
supposed to hail from these parts lived in
Halifax. Surely the Conservativesare not
so hard up for senatorial timber, as the
talk of Mr. Temple’s appointment would
suggest.

Regarding Liberal prospects in York,
we shall have something to say later.
But this much we can say now, that there
is every prospect of this constituency re-
turning to its old time Liberal allegiance,
the first opportunity that offers. The
persons who bore the party down with
the weight of their unpopularity, are not
now counted in the Liberal party. They
have ratted, and their new found friends
are welcome to them.

Ho~. EpwArp Brake has written to
the West Durham Reform Club that the
reciprocity resolution passed at the
Dominion Liberal convention at Ottawa
has ended the difference between him
and the Liberal party.

BRUTALLY TREATED.

There is a chance for our friends, Pro-
feszors Duff and Hatt, to exercise their
influence with the faculty of Pardu
University, Lafayette, Indiana, of which
they are now members, to abolish the
senseless and brutal pastime of hazing
which is pretty thoroughly obsolete in
many of the best universities in the land.
An instance of the brutality often shown
in this cruel practice comes directly from
Pardu. The victim was a young man
named Parker and the injuries inflicted
on him may result in his death. Parker
is only seventeen years old and delicate in
his make up. He had just got through
the high school after making a brilliant
record in scholarshlp at the head of all
his classes. This fall his father sent him
to Pardu University, and he easily en-
tered as freshman. One evening recently
he was returning to his room ratherearly,
when he Was seized by three masked
men, supposed to be students, and forced
into a carriage. The trio carried Parker
to a secluded spot several miles into the
country, where a halt was made. He was
ordered to take off his clothes. He re-
fused, and every garment he had on was
torn from his body until he was perfectly
naked. His tormentors secured switches
and beat him, forcing him to dance in
the cold night air in a nude state. Then
they ordered him to mount an old stump
and sing them a song ; when he refused he
was cut with the switches. He was forced
to declaim as loud as he could talk and
tell his family history as far back as he
could remember. He complained of the
cold. They had some candles, and after
lighting them, allowed the hot melted
tallow to run down over his flesh. Then
they poured red ink over him and shoved
half a watermelon rind over his head.
Then they fled away and he was left in
the dark to clothe himself and find his
way back to his room in the University.
The next day he was taken seriously ill.

Parker’s father is very much incensed
and will demand an immediate and
searching investigation by the faculty and
full punishment meted out to the assail-
ants of his son. The probability is that
the grand jury will be put in possession
of the facts and indictments insisted
upon.

It is to be hoped that the authorities
“will make an example of young Parker’s
tormentors, such an example as will pre-
vent any further brutality of the kind.

A NEEDLESS MISSION.

Canada pays High Commissioner Tup-
per a salary of $10,000 a year and expenses
to represent her at London, and the
Dominion Government have financial
agents in the same city, but when the
Government want to borrow money to
pay off floating indebtedness and to con-
struct public works principally to pur-
chase support in the approaching elections,
Hon. G. E. Foster must be sent over to
England at the public expense. Mr.
Foster has been sick, and no doubt a sea
voyage will do him much good, but he
should take it at hisown expense. What
is the good of Sir Charles Tupper in
London if he cannot negotiate a loan for
the Government he represents. Possibly
Mr. Foster in addition to health seeking,
is title seeking, but Her Majesty is very
slow in recognizing the public services of
the Finance Minister. She has up to the
present also overlooked one of his ambit-
ious colleagues, Hon. Mackenzie Bowell,
who for the trouble he took in working up
the intercolonial conference, only received
an empty note of thanks from Her Majesty.

A gentleman who accon:panied Hon.
Mr. Laurier on his tour in the western
provinces, says that the most ardent ad-
mirer of the Liberal leader, or the most
enthusiatsic adherent of the cause that he
advocates, would not have ventured to
predict the success that has accompanied
him. The people though they have been
long-suffering, are now thoroughly aroused
to the necessity of the hour, and when
the time comes for them to speak they
will do so in tones so clear and distinct as
to leave no doubt upon the minds of those
in power as to what their wishes are.
They demand freedom of trade and they
will have it.

Tue Ontario opposition are looking
around for a leader to succeed Mr. Mere-
dith, but cannot hit on the right man.
Hon. J. C. Patterson, minister of militia,
was approached, but he declines to give
up his position at Ottawa and his $8,000
salary, to lead a forlorn hope at Toronto.
Dalton McCarthy has also been spoken
to, but he does not care for the job. How
about Dr. Stockton? We might spare
him if our Ontario neighbors are really
hard up. The Doctor is warranted to fill
the bill, and ‘“ never would be missed.”

GeNERAL Herbert expresses himself as
more than pleased with the results of
camp Levis. He says that he has never
seen men learn more quickly, that their
conduct was excellent, and what is more
satisfactory than anything else, he neyer
saw a‘dull or unhappy face the whole
time he was in camp. The men worked
steadily for six weeks and seemed to en-
joy themselves thoroughly. Perhaps
there is another side to the story.

AN election will be held in Gloucester
Nov. 5th to fill the seat vacated by Mr.
Blanchard, now M.P. for the county. P.J.
Venoit of the Courrier, Joseph Poirier,
ex-M.P. P, and P. E. Powlin, are men-
tioned as probable candidates.

FATHER RITCHIE ON DIVORCE.

He Must Refuse the Eucharist to Di-
vorced Persons who are Remarried.

With “Divorce” as a text, Father
Ritchie recently delivered a sermon at
St. Ignatius's Protestant Episcopal church,
New York. He said in part:

“A large majority of mankind looks
upon marriage as a civil contract, which
may be broken under certain conditions,
non-support, or incompatibility of temper,
for instance, but it is not such a contract 5
it is a divine institution, upon which God
sheds the light of his great blessing. The
word divorce i8 looked upon in two ways
—separation, which does not grant to
either person the privilege of subsequent
marriage while the other is alive, and ab-
solute divorce, which means a dissolution
of the tie, and carries with it the right for
one or the other to mairy. Now,so far
as the latter is concerned it 'is, according
to the Catholic church, an absolute im-
possibility. There is no dissolution of
the bond save by the hand of death.
God’s Church does not recognize absolute
divorce, except when required by a viola-
tion of the laws of consanguinity, which
are set forth in the Book of Common
prayer ; orin the case of a marriage which
has been invalid from its very commence-
ment and therefore no marriage at all.
Separation is recognized under certain
circumstances to be necessary, but neither
person so separated is free to remarry un-
til the other has died.

“From the wording of the marriage
ritual the man and the woman take each
other as husband and wife until death
does them part, and the minister who
performs the ceremony says, ‘ whom God
hath joined together let not man put
asunder.” That shows that the prayer
book does not recognize divorce. When
the Pharisees asked Christ if it is lawful
to put away a wife, He told them it was
not, but twice in the book of Mathew
Christ appears to make an exception to
the law of absolute divorce in the case of
the great sin against the marriage bond.
In Mark and Luke there is no mention of
this exception. Almost the whole of the
Eastern Church consider it lawful for the
innocent person to marry after an abso-
lute divorce on account of this sin, but the

Western Church does not recognize such
aright.” Just before closing his sermon
father Ritchie said :

“The Bible and prayer book say that
those who sin against God’s laws are not
to sit at His table until they show signs
of repentance. There are those who sin
openly, make no effort to hide their evil
deeds, and whose wickedness is known to
all men. These evil doers may be in high
authority or high in the social world, and
suppose one comes to this altar, is it not
my duty to repulse him? Yes, and it is
now a time for all Christians to take a
stand also. The Lord says those who
tolerate open breakers of His laws are
themselves guilty. The stand for Chris
tians to take is that of the Holy Scriptures,
that all dissolvers of the marriage tie are
adulterers.”

GENERAL BOOTH AND THE
SACRAMENTS.

When General Booth was at Montreal
the other day, he explained the Salvation
Army’s principles to the ministerial as-
sociation. In reply to the question of
what the Army’s present attitude is to-
wards the Sacraments, especially Holy
Communion, General Booth said that it
would take a long time to explain, but at
the beginning officers and soldiers were
recommended to go to church to receive
the sacraments. After a company of
them had gone to an Anglican church,
and the rector said that he must draw the
line at those who had been confirmed, he
studied the matter, and did not recognize
that it was a command of Christ to ob-
serve the sacrament.

John Ulch, a farmer of Greenfield South =
Ontario, had an exciting struggle with a
wild cat at an early hour Wednesday. He
was awakened by an noise in his barn,
and on investigating found the ferocious
animal in the act of devouring a pig. The
wild cat turned upon the man, and in the
fight which ensued Ulch was badly bitten
and scratched about the throat and breast.
He finally succeeded in beating the cat off
with a club.

John Ravell, at Ironwood, Michigan,
put half a box of dynamite in the kitchen
stove to thaw it out for use in the morn-
ing. Ti.e family consisting of seven per-
sons,was gathered about the stove convers-
ing with a meighbor, Mrs. Patterson. In
a few minutes there was a terrific expol-
soin. Ravell and three of his children
and Jessie Patterson was instantly killed
and Mrs. Ravell and the two other chil-
dren so badly injured they will probably
die. The house was blown to atoms,

A serious explosion occurred at Water-
loo, Ontario, Monday morning at the
branch of the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce at the hour for beginning the day’s
business. The junior clerk was in the act
of lighting the gas to illuminate the vault
which had just beenopened, when a deaf-
ening explosion took place, knocking him
with great force against the counter and
otherwise bruising him. The heavy plate
glass windows were badly wrecked, having
been blown out and across the street
against the opposite building by the force
of the concussion. The cause of the ex-
plosion was due to the leakage in the gas

The concert in the city hall Thursday
evening under the auspices of the Women’s
Aid Association of St. Peter's church,
Kingsclear, revealed to the Fredericton
public & musical prodigy in the person of
little Miss Olivia Murray, the six-year-old
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Ranney Murray,
Kingsclear. Only a year ago the child’s
musical genius was discovered by J. Fraser
Gregory, who has taught her in the mean-
time to play the violin with remarkable
correctness and ability. She reads quite
difficult music readily and can play also
by ear.

CONDUCTOR YOUMAN’'S DEATH.

Almost Instantly Killed by Falling from
a Canada Eastern Train,

Edward Youmans, one of the most popu-
lar conductors on the Canada Eastern rail-
way, met his death almost instantly this
side of Blackville, Tuesday afternoon. The
exact cause of his fatal fall will ndver be
known; but the circumstances show that
it was entirely accidental, and that no blame
can be attached to anybody. The deceased
had charge of a special train which carried
Alex. Gibson and Supt. Hoben to Blackville,
and it was on the return trip that he met
his death. He was not a strong man, and it
is said was subject to fainting spells. It is
supposed that while standing on the car
platform he was seized with one of these,
and losing his hold he fell from the rapidly
traveling train, receiving such injuries as
resulted in almost immediate death. The
only eyewitness of Youmans’ fall was the
section man, who saw the unfortunate fel-
low as he struck the ground. The only
wound was on the neck which was consid-
erably swollen, and one side of the face was
bruised. An inquest was held at Doaktown
and the jury returned a verdict of acciden-
tal death, and that no blame was attached
to anyone.

The remains were brought to the Albion
hotel in this city, where the deceased
boarded, and the funeral took place Thurs-
day afternoon with interment at Matysville,
The Orangemen of the city and Marysville
headed by the Marysville band, escorted the
remains to the grave. The services at the
hotel were conducted by Rev. F. D. David-
son, of Gibson, and at the cemetery by Rev.
W. W. Lodge. A very large number of
people were present to pay their last tribute
of respect to the deceased.

Conductor Youmans is highly spoken of
by everybody enjoying his acquaintance.
With the bigher officials of the road and the
employes generally, he was esteeraed for his
many manly qualities, and by the patrons
of the railway who were brought into con-
tact with him, he was regarded with confi-
dence and esteem. He belonged to Gibson,
but both father and mother are dead. He
was thirty years old and unmarried.

Mr. Wilmot's Generosity.

Some weeks ago, a member of the Fred-

.ericton cricket club interviewed Mr. Fen-

ety, who is carrying out E. H. Wilmot's
wishes in beautifying Wilmot Park, and
inquired if Mr. Wilmot would likely con-
sent to the club preparing a cricket ground
in the park. Mr. Fenety kindly laid the
matter before Mr. Wilmot, and the answer
promptly came throught the former gentle-
man,that if the club would select the ground
they desired, Mr. Wilmot would consider
the matter. A committee was appointed,
the site selected and a formal proposition in
writing was submitted to Mr. Wilmot
through Mr. Fenety. The club expected to
pay for the improvements themselves, but
Mr. Wilmot’s generosity has willed it other-
wise, and next season, through his kind-
ness and the good offices of Mr. Fenety,
the Fredericton cricketers will have one of
the finest grounds in the provinces.

The following letters in reply to the club’s
proposition, have been received by the mem-
ber of the club committee, who was dele-
gated to correspond with Mr. Fenety in the
matter.

TWELVE YEARS AT DORCHESTER

Mount and Brown Convicted and Sen-
tenced for Burning the Salvation
Army Barracks.

TrE HERALD last week told of the convic-
tion of Brown for burning the Salvation
Army barracks in this city. His accom-
plice, Jeff. Mount, was put on trial in the
county court Tuesday and the trial closed
Wednesday with a verdict of * guilty.” The
same witnesses were called against Mount
as testified in Brown'’s case, but Brown him-
self, told a different story. When Brown
found that he had been convicted, he evi-
dently made up his mind that he would
not go to Dorchester alone, so when he was
put on the witness stand against Mount he
turned Queen's evidence, and left the jury,
if they believed his testimony, no other al-
ternative than the conviction of Mount.

Brown'’s Evidence.

Brown testified that he was at the fire
with Jeflerson Mount. He was there when
the fire was set. On Tuesday night he left
the barracks at ten. Walked up and down
the street. Was going down King street.
He heard some one cry New York. He
found it was Mount. Mount offered him a
dripk. He said he was going to burn the
barracks. While they were talking the
officers were talking in barracks. After
they went out when Mount and he crossed
the street. They went to the rear of the
building and put up a ladder. Mount
threw out the drum and broke the glass.
He went to lower end of the platform on
right hand side. The fire started there.
Brown was on the outside. There was
whistling going on for signal purposes. The
signals were arranged beforehand. Mount
came out of the building and they walked
towards the shed in the rear towards Bruns-
wick street. They stood near a fence.
Mount asked him about Jesse James and
Buck and Jim. Buck was hung and Jim
got clear. That meant whoever was caught
was to stand the brunt of it. Mount went
into the building the second time. He im-
mediately returned and said that it was
burning brightly. They ran to Brunswick
street and down to Carleton. They struck
the alarm at the Methodist Churéch. Wit-
ness had one drink which Mount gave him.
When Mount entered the building the first
time witness was standing near the ladder.
Mount thought the fire was going out so
went back the second time. Witness had
on dark clothes and straw hat with black
band. He saw Mount throw the drum out
and witness put it where it was afterwards
found. The story he told on Friday was
false. He had told the gospel truth this
time.

Mr. VanWart then called Jefferson Mount
to give evidence on his own behalf, which
was practically the same as at Brown'’s trial.
He knew nothing about the conversation
between himself and Brown as heard by
Chas. Wright. Brown's evidence is false
and * Brown’s a liar or any other man that
says s0.”” He had notseen Brown since the
previous Tuesday. He knew nothingabout
the events as given in Mrs. Howard's evi-
dence. He was not one of the persons she
saw. Brown’s evidence was absolutely f1lse.
He was trying to bring the witness into it
to clear some one else.

Convicted and Sentenced.

After some further unimportang evidence
the jury retired at 5 p.m. Tuesday. They
were out two hours and returned with a
verdict of “ guilty.”

Mount and Brown were arraigned for
sentence at 3 p.m. Wednesday, and the
court room was filled with people when
Judge Steadman accompanied by Judge
Vanwart took his seat on the bench, and J.
H. Barry, for thecrown, moved for sentence
on the prisoners.

His Honor first addressed Brown, point-
ing out to him the serious crime of which
he now stood convicted, and sentenced him
to twelve years imprisonment in Dorches-
ter penitentiary.

In addressing Mount, Judge Steadman was
visibly affected. He referred to the prison-
er's former respectable life and to the bad
associations which had pulled him down
until he now stood a convict. He was
sorry for Mount’s respectable mother, sister
and friends, but he had no help for them.
The law gave him the power to impose a
life sentence on both prisoners, but he
would not exercise his prerogative to the
full extent. He then sentenced Mount to
twelve years at Dorchester. y

So far as outward appearances went,
neither of the prisoners were affected by the
sentence, and as they were led off to jail by
Deputy Sheriff Hawthorn and Constable
Smith, they said good bye to their friends.

The prisoners were taken to Dorchester
Thursday by the Deputy Sheriff.

THE GAME OF FOOTBALL.

Notes and Incidents of the Sport as
Played in Fredericton.

As a sport, football is booming in New
Brunswick this antumn. There is a regular
league including St. John, Sackville, Monc-
ton and the University of N. B., and the
final winner will carry off a $60 cup con-
tributed by the four clubs. The University
claims to have the best team they ever sent
into the field, and will make a gamey strug-
gle for first place in the league. They play
their first game here against Sackville Oct.
26th. Tom Powers, a popular senior
and a fearless player, is captain of the
University team and he is backed up by
some very active men — perhaps Armstrong
and Markham are two of his best men, and
McKee and Tibbitts, two Fredericton boys,
are always in the thickest of the fray.

The town boys have organized a team
primarily to give the University aggregation
some practice, and two matches have al-
ready’ been played between them. The
first ended in a draw, and the second on
Wednesday afternoon resulted in a small
advantage for the University, that is ac-
cording to the ruling of Prof. Davidson, the
referee. The town team think they

Were Unfairly Treated,

and say they won’t play again with Mr.
Davidson as referee. They of course do not
impute to him malicious decisions against
them, but they think he gives all the doubts
to the University men. Tae HeraLp con-
fesses to a very slight knowledge of the
game, and therefore does not express an
opinion on the referee’s rnlings. Perhaps
the fact that some of his decisions have
been questioned will put the referee on his
guard in future.

Football, according to Rugby rules, is a
rough game, and it takes considerable
courage, strength, activity and wind to
successfully engage in it. Some lively
scraps have already tdken place between
the City and University teams. An inst-
ance —an amusing instance of Wednes-
day’s play is to the point. A big burly
athletic member of the City team, with a
broad Scottish accent, secured the ball and
was making for the goal with a wonderful
burst of speed, when he was intercepted by a
University player of considerably smaller
proportions. The latter “ tackled " his op-
ponent and the big fellow brushed him off
as gently as possible, using his right arm
for the serviee. The arm came in sudden
contact with the University man’s face and
sent him

Sprawling on the Grass,
while Scotty continued his run for the goal.
A foul was claimed and Tue HEeraLp
thinks unjustly allowed, but that, however,
is not to the point.

The two men in collision met at a later
stage of the game and discussed in a friend-
ly way how it happened. The University
player claimed that his antagonist had used
his fist and not his arm, which the city
man very strenuously and truthfully de-
nied. He did not play football with his
fist, and then he gave U. N. B. some
pointers on how to “tackel.” “Ah, but I
know the difference between a man’s sleeved
arm and bis bare knuckles,” said U. N. B.
“ You are either mistaken, or you are tell-
ing an untruth,” retorted the city player.
But the University player would have his
way. Finally, as a clincher to his side of
the question, the big athletic fellow ex-
claimed, as he closed the argument, “ maun,

if I had hit ye with me fist, ye would ha’e
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been lying on the grass there yet.” The
little fellow evidently felt the force of Scot-
ty’s remark, and looked happy in the
thought that after all, he must have been
mistaken, and he was mistaken, as THE
HERALD can aver. The big athletic fellow
is a tower of strength to the city club, and
his play wins the admiration of the spec-
tators.

Next Wednesday afternoon, the teams
will meet again at Scully’s field, and the
friends of both are looking forward with
great interest to the game. The city team
will be strengthened somewhat, and Capt.
Harry McLeod expects that his men will
win. So does Capt. Tom. Powers, and one
of them will be disappointed. .
