Sore Affliction.—We clip the fol­
lowing from the Stratford Beacon the 
10th inst: Our obituary column this 
week contains the announcement of a 
double affliction which has befallen our 
old and esteemed friend, Mr. W. N. 
Hossie, bursar of the Institution for the 
Blind, Brantford. Sorely indeed has he 
been bereaved—first of his beloved 
wife, and 24 hours after of his youngest 
daughter ! For many years, says the 
Brantford Expositor, Mrs. Hossie has 
been in a delicate state of health, and 
was repeatedly given up by her physic­
ians as near her end. Her wonderful 
vitality and spirit, however, seemed to 
carry her over serious attacks of illness 
that would have prostrated others. 
Some three years ago she visited her 
native country, and returned greatly im­
proved in health. But the disease had 
acquired too great hold of her constitut­
ion to he shaken off, and gradually she 
became weaker and weaker, until Friday 
evening, when death finally terminated 
her sufferings. No doubt the sudden 
illness of her youngest daughter, (who 
died 24 hours after the mother,) hasten­
ed her end. Mrs. Hossie was much be­
loved by a large circle of friends. Her 
sprightly temperament and warm-heart­
edness made her a welcome guest in 
many a home. She was none the less 
an earnest, devoted Christian, and died 
in full assurance of hope. The remains 
of mother and daughter patsed through 
Stratford for the place of interment at 
Goderich, on Tuesday, accompanied by 
friends from Brantford. Rev. Dr. 
Cochrane came as far as Stratford, but 
pressing duties prevented his going fur­
ther. The services at the grave were 
conducted by Rev. Dr. Ure.

The Safest Cab.—It is very well 
known that the car nearest the engine 
is exposed to the least dust and that the 
rear car of a train is generally safer than 
the front car. The safest is probably 
the last car but one in a train of more 
than two cars; that is, they are fewer 
ohancea of accidents to this than any 
other. If it is a way-train at moderate 
speed, or any train standing still, a col­
lision is possible from another train in 
the rear, in which the last car receives 
the shock. Again, the engine and front 
cars of a train will often run over a bro­
ken rail or a cow, or stone without de­
triment ; while the last car, having noth­
ing to draw it into the line of the train, 
is free to leave the track. Next to the 
forward car the rear car is probably the 
most unsafe in a train. The safest sent 
is probably near the centre of the last 
car but one.—[Railroad Journal.

From the report for the year ending 
ltoc. 31, I860, of Hon. A. 8. Hardy, 
registrar-general for Ontario, we take a 
further budget of interesting inform­
ation.

ABOUT BIRTH».
The number of births registered during 

the year was 42,312, increase over 1879 
of 1277. The number of marriages re 
gistered was 12,783, an increase of 274 
over 1879. The number of deaths re­
gistered was 19,802, an increase of 1844 
over number registered in 1879. The 
total number of births, marriages and 
deaths registered in 1880 was 74,897, 
being an increase of 3,395, or 4.7 per 
cent, over the registrations of 1879. 
In births twenty-six counties this year 
return an increase over 1879, and 13 
have retrograded.

The county towns do not show quite 
as much improvement in their returns of 
births as m former years, 22 more births 
only being registered than in 1879.

ABOUT MARRIAGE».

The duty devolving upon ministers to 
register the marriages solemnized by 
them appears to have been promptly and 
carefully performed. Twenty counties 
are, in their return of marriages this 
year, in advance of the previous year, 
and 19 have declined in the number ol 
their returns. The largest increase, 136 
is returned by the county of Carleton, 
and the county of York shews the maxi­
mum decrease, 81. In the county towns 
the increase this year in marriages is 118 
—Ottawa leading, with 83 more than in 
1879; and Toronto shows the greatest 
decrease—74.

ABOUT DEATHS.
In deaths thirty counties report an in­

crease, of which the most noticeable are 
the counties of Carleton, Essex, Welling­
ton, Northumberland and Durham 
(united), and Frontenac; Carleton giv­
ing the highest of all, an increase of 211 
Nine counties report a decrease, the re­
turn from Huron being the largest, 
namely, 66.

IN CITIES AND TOWNS.
The returns from the twenty cities 

and large towns give in births a ratio of 
27.6 births to 1000 persons living; 
in marriages 10.7 pel 1000, and in 
deaths 17.6 per 1000, an increase over 
1879 of 9 per 1000.

In births, Toronto, Belleville, Guelph, 
Peterborough, Kingston and Brantford 
return a larger ratio than the average 
from the whole of the cities and town». 
Chatham gives the highest marriage rate, 
21 per 1000 of the population, and Strat­
ford the lowest, 7.2 per 1000. In To­
ronto, Ottawa, London, Kingston, 
Brantford, St. Catharines, Belleville and 
Windaor the death rate was higher than 
the average, 17.6. Brockville returned 
the lowest, 9.1 per 1000.

ILLEGITIMATE CHILDREN.
The birtlia of illegitimate children was 

largely in excess of those of 1879. In 
‘hat year 624 were registered ; in 1880, 
671; an increase of 147. The four 
counties, York, Carleton, Middlesex and 
Wentworth, having within their limits 
the largest cities, Toronto, Hamilton, 
Ottawa and London, return 280 illegiti­
mate births, or 56 per cent, ef the whole 
number of these births registered in the 
Province. York gives 170 illegitimate 
births; Wentworth 44, Middlesex 40 
and Carleton 126. It is said the large 
number of these births registered in the 
large cities is principally caused by 
mothers resorting thither from other 
districts for the purpose of concealment 
in crowded cities.

WHEN THEY MARRY.
Of the 26,666 persons (not couples) 

married, 9253 were Methodists, or nearly 
three-fourths of the whole number, the 
larger number of these being females. 
The Presbyterians, Episcopalians and 
Roman Catholics respectively come next 
in order, according to numbers, but 
more males were married in these de­
nominations than females. In all the 
other denominations the number of fe­
males married exceeded the males. Of 
the 12,783 men married during the year 
only 129 were under the age of 20 years 
when married, while 2698 females en­
tered the matrimonial state before ar 
riving at that age. From the ages of 
20 to 25 the number of females married 
was still largely in excess of males, 6492 
females to 5051 males. Between the 
ages of 25 and 30 a change takes place, 
and a larger number of males married at 
this period than females 4464 males to 
2202 females. Throughout every other 
period of life more males than females 
entered the married state.

MARRIED AT EIGHTY.
For the last 8 years there has been re 

ported each year at least one man marry 
ing when 80 or over 80 years of age, this 
year four are so returned. One of these 
was 86, and his partner 60 years of age; 
another 85 and his wile 41 ; and in the 
third case the husband was 81 and his 
wife 41. In the fourth instance the man 
was 80 years of age and the girl wedded 
was only 20. In only three cases was 
the bride older than the bridegroom, and 
the difference in their ages was not 
great.

WHAT PEOPLE DIE OFF.
Of all the deaths recorded nearly 23 

per cent, were under the age of 1 year, 
and 14.6 per cent, were between 1 and 
6 years of age; over 37 per cent, being 
under the age of 5 years over 38 per 
cent of the deaths were of those under 
20 years of age. The greatest monthly 
death record was in March, and the 
smallest in June. There was the usual 
high point in the mortality in March, 
chiefly from lung diseases and heart dis­
eases, and another in August principally 
from diseases of the bowels and stomach 
and largely amongst infants.

The largest proportion of adults in the 
year were as usual caused by coinsump- 
tion—or 11.2 per cent, of the totals 
Many more females than males died of 
this disease, more especially in the per­
iod of maternity. In some counties two 
•r three times as many died of it as in 
other counties. In Lennox, Addington, 
Leeds, Grenville and Prince Edward 
counties the mortality from consumption 
was higher, while in Grey, Muskoka and 
Parry Sound it was lowest. Next to con 
sumption, in the proportion of deaths, 
came old age and infantile debility, but 
it is stated that with “more careful diag­
nosis and greater precision in certifying 
the cause» of death, ”inflammation of the

lungs would probably be second in the 
Kst as to the height of its mortality. This 
disease now stands fourth. Next comae 
diphtheria, causing nearly 50 per sent, 
more deaths in 1880 than 1879, and be­
ing as usual much more fatal in rural 
than in urban districts.

Following this oome, in order, heart 
disease, convulsions, bronchitis, croup, 
and congestion of the lungs ; from this 
last there were 60 per cent, more deaths 
than in 1879. From typhoid fever, next 
in order, there was a alight increase in 
the number of deaths ; from diarrhoea an 
increase of 20 per cent over 1879 ; and 
from scarlet fever an increase of nearly 
60 per cent. Measles caused 265 deaths. 
During the three previous years—1877- 
78-79—there were only 29, 6 and 67 
deaths respectively registered as from 
this cause. 143 death» were from small 
pox, 97 of which were in the county of 
Carlton.

THE AVERAGE AGE
of all who died was 312 years ; the male 
living a fraction longer than the females. 
Those counties which returned a high 
mortality from consumption show a 
length of life above the average, with the 
single exception of Hastings.

WHAT TRADES ARB LONG-LIVED.
Those who had been engaged in the 

following ten occupations were the long­
est lived, respectively, their years at 
death averaging from 63 yean in the case 
of millwrights to 67 yean in the case of 
millen. Millwrights, clergymen, far- 
men, farmers’ wives, gardeners, cooks, 
brewen, editon, shoemakers, millen. 
The following five occupations give the 
lowest averages of life. Printen, 32 
year» ; milliners and dress maken, 34 ; 
banker», 35 ; seamstresses, 39 yean ; 
salesmen and clerks, 39 yean.

SOME WEATHER SIGNS.
Biss Mleele t ShmSc EsSIsssS, Mery,

We may clase it with many a precon­
ceived opinion in stating our views of 
the treatment of this disease. Formerly 
caustics were much applied to the throat, 
but such measures are no longer advo­
cated, and eliminating and tonic méde­
cines, detergent gargles and applications 
together with a nourishing diet are ap­
proved of. To us it appears that fresh 
air is the first necessity; we should allow 
a diphtheria patient to be near an open 
window. Next, we should use hot malt 
vinegar for flannel wraps round the 
throat, gargles of the same diluted with 
water, and the most tonic diet possible. 
Neither quinine noJ mineral tonics, but 
hot, strong wines, yolk of eggs beaten up 
in strong beef tea: warm baths made of 
camomile flowers; feet placed in mustard 
water, and flannel wraps soaked in hot 
vinegar around the stomach. The juice 
pressed from raw beef heated in a farina 
boiler and given constantly, but above 
all hot red wine. Inhalations of the 
fumes of vinegar with open mouth and 
the pencilings of the same within the 
mouth. The use of lemons is also to be 
recommended. Diphtheria is a prevent­
able disease, and when we know mere of 
the conditions under which the health of 
human life can exist, and are inclined to 
listen to it and act according to it, we 
shall have fewer epidemics such as those 
of diphtheria.—[Food and Health.

standing the many demaeda made upon 
the treasury in order to meet the en­
gagements entered into by their prede­
cessors, which necessitated heavy out­
lay on , capital account and greatly in­
creased that part of the expenditure be­
yond Ministerial control, they managed 
to keep the total annual expenditure at 
nearly the same figure a* when they en­
tered office. It is -true that they had 
deficits to contend with, that the reve­
nue collected did not suffice to cover 
even their moderate outlay. But they 
knew that when times would mend, And 
the purchasing power of the people in­
creased the revenue would again be­
come buoyant. They refused to put on a 
load of taxation in hard times, the 
effects of which would have been to 
make the times worse. They recom­
mended patience and trust in sound eco­
nomic principles. Events have amply 
justified their foresight It is as certain 
as any thing can be that if the people 
had followed their advice and adhered 
to the old tariff it would now be yielding 
abundant revenue for all legeti- 
mate purposes, and the burden of - tax­
ation would be about half what it 
is at present. The millions taken out 
of the people’s pockets to form a large 
surplus to be squandered in bonuses to 
fishermen in Nova Scotia and Cape Bre­
ton and Prince Edward Island, or spent 
on public works in doubtful constituen­
cies, would have been left in the pockets 
of the people. Those other million» also 
which have gone to enrich sugar monopo­
lists, cotton spinners, and a few favored 
manufacturers,would have been left with 
the proper owners thereof. The mons­
trous bargain with the Pacific Railway 
Syndicate would not have been consum­
mated. The railway would have been built 
as rapidly as the development of the 
North-West required that it should be 
built, and the policy of rushing it through 
at all costs and hazards would not have 
been countenanced. The lands of the 
North-West would have been kept for 
the uses of the people, not handed over 
to a lot of speculators and land sharks. 
The present mania for land speculation 
in the North-West, which while enrich­
ing a few is demoralizing and will ulti­
mately ruin thousands, would never have 
attained its present dangerous magni 
tude. The scandals current with regard 
to the letting of contracts on the Pacifie 
Riilway would not have happened. The 
rights of Local Legislatures would not 
have been assailed by the Federal Gov- 
eminent ; and the Ontario boundary 
question would have been settled in 
just and satisfactory manner.

On the other hand the Government go 
11 the polls with nothing to recommend 
them but the so-called success of the Na­
tional Policy. Their policy has been one 
of excessive taxation, of extravagance in 
the administration of the finances, of cor* 
ruptien and favoritism in the letting of 
public contracts, of misuse of the public 
funds for party purposes, of legislation 
in the interests of monopolists and land 
•peculators, of disregard of provincial 
rights, and of base truckling to those an­
cient enemies of Ontario, the Quebec 
Bleus. Between the party of high tax 
stion, corruption, extravagance, and 
monopoly, and the party of pure and 
economic administration, of reduced tax­
ation, and a sound trade system—be­
tween the friends of Ontario and the men 
who basely truckle to its foes, there 
ought not in this province at least to be 
any doubt as to who will be the winners. 
The Government will probably win in 
Quebec, their $160,000 bribe to the fish­
ermen may gain them a small majority 
in the Maritime Provinces, their lavish 
expenditure of the public funds in Man­
itoba and British Columbia may buy 
them support there, but in Ontario which 
they are trying to rob of her rights, 
which is burdened with needless taxa­
tion, they can expect nothing but defeat.

“Evening red, and Morning gray 

Will set the traveller on his way:
But Evening gray and Morning red.

Will bring down rain upon his best.
A bright yellow sky at sunset foretells 

wind; but a deep orange or flame coin 
foretells rain.

These signs are almost infallible, but 
oftentimes the sky is overcast and the 
sunset is not visible.

A dark gloomy blue sky indicates 
wind, and a light blue fair weather, 
light feathery clouds drifting across dark 
gloomy ones, foretell wind or perhaps 
wind and rain. If the clouds are soft, 
less rain and more wind may be expec­
ted ; the harder and blacker the clouds, 
the more rain. Soft, feathery clouds 
with no definable tint indicate fair weath­
er; harsh outlines and an unusual depth 
of color presage wind and rain.

A dull leaden sky, from which.no 
cloud is distinguishable, accompanied 
with a slight degree of dry cold, indi­
cates an approaching snow-storm. But 
it never snows while the air is clear and 
piercingly cold.

A ring around the moon presages bad
unsettled weather. This sign is 

dreaded by sailors, as it is supposed to 
especially foretell a storm at sea. A 
sailor also dreads to see the birds known 
as “Mother Carey’s chickens” flying 
about the ship, as it is an unfailing 
warning of a storm. Superstitious sea­
men believe firmly that the birds bring 
the storm with them.

When sea-gulls fly toward the land, 
uttering in their flight loud and piercing 
cries, a storm is near at hand. An in­
tense heat followed by a dead calm in­
dicates the approach of a hurricane.

On land, if swallows, or other high­
flying birds, fly close to the ground 
or up and down, rain may be ex­
pected. Before a storm cattle may be 
seen hurrying to shelter, and the birds 
hang about their nests; the smoke does 
not ascend straight from the chiinnies 
but in a zig-zag line, etc.

Some of the superstitions about the 
weather are very curious. If a cat is 
seen to sit with her back to the fire, 
old grannies sav “It is growing cold, it 
will soon snow.” “If a pig carries straw 
to his stye, the weather will change ’’ 
“It is unlucky for rain to fall on a 
bride;” or the following couplet:-r-

“Blessed is the bride the sun shines on.
Blessed is the corpse the rain falls on. '

The old superstition about a rain 
storm while the sun is shining is well 
known. It will not continue raining 
long, and will, without fail, rain the 
next day at precisely the same hour.

If the rain is very fast, and the drops 
of great size, it will not stay long; but if 
on the contrary it rains softly, it will 
rain long. Apropos of this is the follow­
ing:—

"Rain hard, go soon.
Rain soft, stay long."

“It never rains but it pours.” “You 
look like a dying duck in a thunder­
shower.” Which latter saying, by-the- 
by, is more expressive than polite.

"A rainy Friday, makes a rainy Sunday.
A fair Friday, a fair Sunday."
“Never start on a journey during a 

thunder-storm; if you do, misfortune 
will follow you.”

Farmers say: “A rainy spring and 
dry harvest.”

Spanish children often apostrophize 
the rain and say:—

"Rain ! Rain ! Go away !
Little Gio wants to play.
You may come again another day."

Little Scottish children also say:—
"Rain ! Rain ! Go away !
Don’t come back till Christmas day.
When I brew, and when I bake.
I ll gie ye a little cake."

We often hear “Every cloud has a sil­
ver lining;” which, though a mere meta­
phor, is a very true one.

“What is a timber claim !"
“Why, I hired a man, and we set out 

ten acres of trees. This gave me 160 
acres more; so I have 320 acres now. 
But I must tell you about those trees. 
They were young locuat,apple, and black 
walnut sprouts. I sowed a peck of locust 
beans, a pint of apple seed, and two 
bushels of black walnuts in our garden 
in Iowa a year ago. These sprouts were 
little fellows and we could set them out 
fast—ji tt go along and at irk them in the 
ground, but they are just as good. I 
believe my 3,100 little black walnnt 
spr aits will be worth 815 apiece in ten 
years, and $20 apiece in fifteen. My 
locust trees will some time fence the 
whole country.

Then what did you do ?
“We built a shanty, and broke up 

five acres of land; and this fall we came 
back to Iowa to spend the winter, and 
here we ate. In the spring I'll go back 
with more black walnut and locust 
sprouts and fake 160 more. The trees 
are just what I want to plant anyway, 
and they'll pay better than any wheat 
crop that can be raised—only I’ve got to 
wait for them ten or twelve years; but I 
can wait."

Here is a girl who owns in her own 
right 320 acres of splendid black prairie 
soil now, and who will own 480 acres in 
the spring, every acre of which will 
bring $5 in three years, and $10 within 
live years, and $20 within ten years. 
Her black walnut and locust trees will 
be worth $25,000. —[Letter to Chicago 
Tribune.

sitc direction to ours, and their locks 
turn to the left; the blacksmith pulls the 
bellows with his foot, the cooper holds 
the tub with his toes; house-contractors 
begin to build from the roof; gardens 
aie watered trim a little pail with a 
wooden spoon ; it is not the nightingale, 
but the crow, that is their bird of love; 
the lamb is an emblem of stupidity; sui­
cide is a pleasure which has to be pre­
vented by roya( decree; and it is a com­
pliment to be called a goose.

Mr. Irvine, who was received with 
applause, regretted that lie could not 
follow hon. gentlemen opposite in some 
of their arithmetical calculations. As a 
practical farmer he was one of the num­
ber whom the National Policy was sup­
posed to have made rich, and on this 
subject he thought he could give practi­
cal testimony of much greater value than 
much of the theorizing that had been in­
dulged in during the debate. He re­
ferred to the cry of disloyalty raised ky 
hon. gentlemen opposite against their 
opponents who failed to accept all their 
rose-coloured pictures of the effect of 
the National Policy. This disloyalty 
cry had not been heard in the Maritime 
Provinces for many years until the N. 
P. was brought into existence. When 
gentlemen opposite found themselves 
turned out in disgrace for their wrong­
doing they started a scheme which they 
said would make everybody rich, and 
now that that scheme had floated them 
into power they ascribed the prosperity 
which had come naturally to the country 
to that so-called policy. The highest 
prices we as farmers had ever received 
was in 1854, just after the declaration of 
war by Britain against Russia. Again 
when there was war in the United States 
prices went up, so that farmers had seen 
prosperous days long before the Nation­
al Policy was heard of. At present, he 
was bound to say that owing to a revival 
of the lumber industry every man in 
this country who wished to wruk was 
employed at good wages. He had never 
known manufacturers in New Bruns­
wick to fail. Two founders in the shire 
town of his own county who had started 
with nothing were reputed to be wealthy, 
but each had told him (Mr. Irvine) that 
they could do better under the old tariff 
than they could under the present. 
The desire of those who supported a 
revenue tariff was to encourage manu­
facturers as much as possible, mainly by 
allowing their raw material to come in 
free. The returns showed that the man­
ufacturer had a better showing in 1878 
than in 1881, but the manufacturer was 
even in a better position than the farm­
er, who was weighted down with onerous 
burdens inflicted by the N. P. Not an 
implement was used by a farmer that 
did not cost more than the tax placed 
upon the raw material which entered 
into its manufacture. Never before was 
there a duty placed upon raw materia) 
entering into the manufacture of farming 
implements, except a trifling duty on 
some classes of iron. He contended that 
it was unfair to select any one industrial 
class and protect them against all others 
To the farmer was largely due the pres­
ent advanced condition of the country, 
yet they were not invited to the counsels 
of the nation when an important change 
in the fiscal policy was contemplated. 
He taxed the Government with having 
largely increased the duties under cover 
of a readjustment of the tariff, and un­
der the promise that the duties would 
not be increased. The Canadian Gov­
ernment said to their citizens that they 
must take their produce to England for 
a market, and bring the money back 
their pockets and purchase their neces 
saries at home, instead of having the 
option of purchasing abroad. He de 
nounced the Government for the manner 
in which they had framed the fiscal pol 
icy to the prejudice of the farmer. On 
the question of cottons he had no hesi 
tation in saying that since the introduc 
tion of the National Policy more cotton 
was smuggled into this country than was 
regularly imported In his own county 
Loo, cotton warp sold 30 per cent, higher 
than it could be purchased at a distance 
of four miles across the border in the 
State of Maine. He thought it would 
be as well to remit the duty on flour,and 
permit vessels engaged in the coasting 
trade to bring return loads from Boston 
and other American ports, and concluded 
by charging the Minister of Finance with 
having been unfaithful to his promises,

during the Mackenzie regime with tne 
more adventitious circumstances which 
attended the present Government when 
it attained power. Mr. Mackenzie had 
assn mod office at a time when a com­
mercial crisis was imminent, and al­
though he was handicapped by the hard 
times that prevailed in Canada and the 
neighboring Republic during his tenure 
of office, tho Canadian public credit was 
neverbetter during its history than 
when he left powir in 1878. (Hear, 
hear.) The financial condition of the 
c ouutry under the last two Govern­
ments was then contrasted, and the 
speaker conclusively shewed that during 
the incumbency of the Reform Govern­
ment the country had been wisely and 
economically administered. The pre­
sent Government claimed great credit 
for the surplus, Dut nothwithstanding 
the fact that it was heaped together by 
taxation, they would not have been in a 
position to boast of it had the crops in 
Europe not been a failure, while tin se 
of Canada yielded an abundance. Such 
being the case, ho was not prepared to 
give them all the credit they claimed, 
unless they were prepared to assume 
not only the credit for the good crops in 
Canada, but also to take to themselves 
the responsibility of having caused the 
crop failures in Europe. (Hear, hear.) 
The sun could not be made to shine, the 
rains to fall, nor the earth to bring 
forth its increase by any act of Parlia­
ment Sir John or his Ministers could 
devise. (Laughter and cheers.) The 
fiscal policy was then entered upon at 
some length and a number of its falla­
cious parts exposed in a trenchant 
manner. There were also 'other broad 
facts that testified in Mackenzie’s favor 
stronger than mere w _#rds. When he 
entered office he succeeded men who had 
raised our annual expenses in seven 
years fully $10,000,000. He discharged 
the heavy liabilities which lie inherited 
from his predecessors, and at the end of 
five years had only increased the annual 
expenditure by some 8200,000, while 
the sinking fund of the country had 
been greately increased. If the matter 
was carefully looked into ami due allow­
ance make for the improved condition of 
the sinking fund it would be found that 
the Mackenzie Government had actually 
administered the affairs of the country 
fully 8250,000 cheaper than their prede­
cessors. The Finance Minister now ask­
ed for $27,305,450 for the annual ex­
penditure, together with 8450,000 for 
Dominion lands, which had previously 
been charged to capital account. Here 
was an increase from 823, 500,000. But 
that was not all. The members of the 
present Government were old Ministers 
and knew what they were talking about 
when they attacked Mr. Mackenzie with 
being extravagant. Sir Leonard Tilley 
said the Government of Canada could 
be carried on efficiently with $22,5f 0,- 
000 annually, and now he wanted nearly 
$28,000,000 to do the work that he 
wished the Reform Government to car­
ry on for the lesser amount. (Ap­
plause.) The Government boasted 
greatly of its surplus, but it was not ob 
tained by a fair tariff", for the N. P. dis- 1 
criminated unfairly against the majority 
and in favor of the few. At the present 
moment the great mass ot the people 
were made to pay very unequal duties. 
Recently in the House he had called the 
attention of the Finance Minister to the 
unfair specific duties which made not 
the cheaper the cottons or woolens the 
lighter the tax» but rice versa. This was 
grossly unjust, but although the N. P.

— “Well, yes, 
you can, if you ain’t blind !" snapp­
ed the woman who had answered 
the bell.—“Oh, beg pardon, mum !

“Yes, I am ' What dyer take me for ? 
Did yer think I was the gentleman of

John Quincy Adams and John 
Quincy Adams, 8r., were enthusiastic 
advocates of early rising.

Wans a»4 CwM •alhs.

The physiological effect* of warm and 
cold baths are thus noted by a writer in 
an English medical journal :

Warm baths produce an effect upon the 
skin directly contrary to that which ia 
brought about by cold water. The cu­
taneous .vessels dilite immediately under 
the influence of the heat, and, although 
the dilation is f llowed by a contraction 
this eon• ruction is seldom excessive, and 
Uie utiouale rciuli. vt tram* b*th ia to 
mcnaaj the cutaneous circulation. The 
pulie and inspiration are both quickened 
ia tt e cold bath.

The warm bath increases the tempera­
ture of the body, and, by lessening the 
necessity for the internal production of 
heat, it decrenses the call which is made 
upon certain of the vital processes, and 
enables life to be sustained with a less 
expenditure of force.

While a cold bath causes a certain stiff 
ness of the muscles if continued too long, 
a warm bath relieves stiffness and fatigue. 
The final effect of both hot and cold 
baths, if their tenqierature be moderate, 
is the same, the difference being, to use 
the words of Braun, that “cold refreshes 
by stimulating the functions, boat by 
physically facilitating them, and in this 
lies the important differences between 
the cold water system and the thermal 
mode of treatment.

Shavlac State le.

In a Parliament held at Trim by John 
Talbot, Etrl of Shrewsbury, then Lord 
Lieutenant, A.D. 1447, 25 Henry VI., it 
was enacted, “That every Irishman must 
keep his upper lip shaved, or else be used 
as an Irish enemy.” The Irish at this 
time were much attached to the national 
foppery of wearing moustaches, the fash­
ion then throughout Europe, and for 
more than two centuries after. The un­
fortunate Paddy, who became an enemy 
for his beard, like an enemy was treated ; 
for the treason could only be pardoned 
by the surrender of his land. Thus two 
benefits accrued to the King, his enemies 
were diminished, and his followers pro­
vided for ; many of whose descendants 
enjoy the confiscated properties to this 
day, which may appropriately be desig­
nated hair-breadth estates. The effects 
of this statute became so alarming that 
the people submitted to the English re­
volutionary ntkor, and found it more 
convenient to resign their beards than 
their lands. The agrarian law was re­
pealed by 11 Charles I., after existing 
200 years. —Notes and Queries.

Xrwspai»ru»

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspajier laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give
notice by letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does nqt take hi* paper out of the office, 
and state^the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postnuu-ter responsible to the publishers 
for-payment. ______

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to |>ay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for 
snathe uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus­
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals 
from the post-office, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is prima facia 
evidence of intentional fraud.

Gen. Wm. Wright, the well-known 
engineer who marched with Sherman to 
the sea, and has been prominent in poli 
tical affairs, died in Moyaminsing prison 
Philadelphia, on Thursday night. He 
was sent there for lying drunk in the 
street.

The prospectus of a ne>v Canadian 
Cattle Company has been issued. The 
directors are Lord Thurslow, Sir G. G. 
McNeill, Lord Kerr and Juggins Burke 
Brown. Bankers — British North 
America Bank. The capital stock will 
be £200.000 in 20,000 £10 shares. The 
company purposes importing Canadian 
live stock for these markets.

The celebrated North Ontario election 
case has been before the courts now for 
nearly four years, and the last motion 
which was argued was on behalf of Mr. 
Wheeler, the respondent, for an order 
to set aside the taxation of the costs as 
against Wheeler. Judgment xvas given 
on Wednesday on the application, which 
the court dismissed without costs.

The rite of circumcision was perform­
ed on a young child of Mr. Jacob Lands- 
berg’s, Belleville, on Sunday afternoon 
in the presence of a large number of in­
vited guests, including three clergymen 
and two college professors, as well as a 
good representation of professional and 
business men.

Great damage has been done recently 
by floods in the Mississippi valley. An 
immense amount of property has been 
destroyed, many lives hist, and thous- 
andc left destitute or placed in imminent 
peril. Even in the Northern States and 
the Province of Quebec the downpour of 
rain on Thursday, the 2nd inst., was 
something remarkable. Some of the 
western streets of Montreal were flooded 
with water to the depth of three or four 
feet.

The United States Minister, replying 
to the application on behalf cf Ameri­
can citizens arrested in Ireland, says the 
Coercion Act is contrary to tlie spirit, 
and foundation of the principles of both 
English and American jurisprudent, 
but is the laxv of the land, and controls 
all persons domiciled in the proclaimed 
districts in Ireland, xvhether British 
subjects or not. - It is manifestly futile 
to claim that naturalized citizens <>f the 
United States should be exempted from 
tlie operation of the Act.

At the examination of MacLean, two 
letters xvritten by the prisoner, were 
read. In the first, written before the 
shooting, lie said he was compelled to 
commie a crime against a bloateff aris­
tocracy because of the insufficient relief 
offered him.
