Its situation was so remark-
2 the structure so strong, and the
meays of defence so skilful, that it seem-
ed to defy mnlitary attack  In 1479, the
barony of North Berwick and the castle
of Tantallon having been forfeited some
time before by the Earl of Deuglas, were
given by James IV. to the Earl of Avr-
gus, the tamous *'Bell the-Cat” of Scot
ish history, who figures in ‘‘Marmion”
as the lord of the place In the days of
the next earl the castle stood a siege by
King James V., but the king was un-
able to take it. Tn 1639, however,it was
taken by the Covenanters ; thereafter
Cromwell’s troops beseiged it, and after
s feeble defence it was taken again.
Abeut a hundred and fifty years ago the
castle became the property of Sir Hew
Dairymple, Lovd President of the Court
of Session, in whose family it still re
mains, —Prof W. G. Blaikie, D.D., in
Harper's Magazine for.October.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Peach Pot Pie.—Put into & baki
dish, lived with paste, some sliced puoI;:‘
e ; sprinkle them with soft white sugar
and u little pewdered cinnamon. Let it
bake slowly for three hours, until the

Frozen Peaches.—A quart of canned
or fresh peaches, a heapivg pint of gran-
ulated sugar, one quart of water. Roil
the sugar and water twelve minutes, add
the peaches, and cook twenty minutes
longer, ~ Rub through & sieve, and
freeze. Take out the bester, and stir in
s pint of whlpped cream lightly with a
apoon, .

Woroegtouhiro Sauce, —Take one gal-
fon of ripe tomatoes, mash and simmer
in three quarts of water. Boil down and
strain in a sieve. «Now add to the juice
two tablespoonfals of girger,two of miace,
two of whole black pepper, two of salt,
one of cloves and two of cayenne pepper.
Let simmer until reducd to one quart.
Pour in half a pint of best vifegar,strain
through a hair sieve ; seal tightly in half
pint buttles,

Sweet Pickled Peaches.—Make a syrup
of five pounds of sugar and une pint of
vinegar ; let it come to a boil ; skin oft
the froth as it rises. Pare ripe peaches,
seven pounds without the skins—never
leave the skins on—stick three clovos in
each peach, put them in the syrup as
soon as it begins 1o boil, and let them
ook until & broom-splint will ron
through them easily, Skim carefully,
and when cooked add ‘broken-up stick
ciapamon to tasta. Put in a covered
stone jar. If the fruit rises to the sur-
face, place a china plate in the jar to
keep the froit under the syrup; other-
whse it will turn dark.

Tapioca and Peaches.—1his may be
made with canned peaches or from the
feesh fruit, pared and coddled wholein a
little sugar. Soak haif a pint of tapioca
for a whole morning, or over night, in
half pint of cold water. Fill a baking dish
abouttwothirds itsdepth with the peaches
taken from the syrup; sprinkle with
sugar and bake from twenty to thirty
miootes ; add half a pint cf the peach
syrup to the tapioca snd put it on to
boil, adding one gill of boiling water
and one gill of sugar. When it is clear
pour it over the peaches and bake slow-
ly for half an hour. If eaten cola, serve
with sugar and cream; if hot, with ‘‘fairy
butter.”

Peach Jam or Marmalades—Peel and
stone enough finely flavorea, fully ripe
peaches to weigh four pounds when thus
prepared. Crush the fruit and boil
quickly for three quarters of an hour,
stirring frequentiy. When partially
boiled the fruit may be pressed through
a sieve, which will greatly improve the
jam, but this is not absolutely necessary.
When the fruit has boiled three-quarters
of an hour add two pounds and a half of
white sugar ; skim off the skum as it
rises, and boil five minutes ; add the
strained juice of one or two lemons and
s fow of the blanched peach kernels; eon-
tinue the boiling for three minutes, ahd
pour out the marmalade.

Preserved Peaches.—Weigh the fruit
after it is pared and the stones extract-
ed, and allow a pound of sugar to every
one of peaches. Put the suger in a pre-
serving kettle and make the syrup as
directed ; after it is strained put it back ;
let it just boil steadily ; lay the peactes
in and let them boil steadily until they
are tender and clean. Take them out
with a perforated skimmer, and lay upon
flat dishes, crowding as little as possible.
Boil the syrup almost to a jelly—that is,
until clear®* and thick, skimmiug off al
the skum. Fill the jar two-thirds fall
of the peaches, pour on the boiling sy-
rup, and when eold eover with brandy
tissue paper tied tightly over them, or
put them in air-tight jars.

Peach Short Cake.—Take two heap-
ing teaspoontuls of baking - powder,
sifted into one quart of flour, a scant
half teacup of butter, two tablespoonfuls
of sugar, a little sait, enough sweet milk
or water to make a soft dough, Roll it
out about as thin as pie crust. Place a
layer in a baking pan, spread with a very
listle butter ; sprinkle on that some
flour. Then add avother layer of crust,
apd spread as before; go on uantil the
crust is all ueted. It is best to havea
pru, 14 inches by 7. and that will have
room for four layers of crust Bake for
sbout fifteen minutes in quick oven,
tarn out upside down. Take oft the
(then) top laycr, put it io a dish, spread
plentifully with ripe cut peaches that
have been previously sugared down.
Put layer upon layer on the same way,
and you will have a handsame cake, to
be served hot with sugar and cream.
