NORTH THIS YEAR

J. Bruce Walker, Immicration Com-
| missioner, Says People Will
% Flood North This Year.

That Edmonton will be a strategic
point in the immigration into Western
Canada in the present year, is the
opinion held by J.. Bruce Walker of
Winnipeg, Canadian commissioner >
immigration. Mr. Walker was in the
city on Saturday to inspect the local
officesr of the immigration bureau,
and left yesterday on his return to
Winnipeg. While in Edmonton he ex-
pressed the opinion that there would
be a greater influx into  Edmonton
district this year than ever before.

The chief reason for this was that
almost-all available land in the south-
ern portion of the province had been
taken up last year and the.tide. «.f
immigration would have to turn else-
where during 1910. Mr. Walker stat-
ed that it had been necessary last
year to-extend more aid to immigrants
into Saskatchewan than to : Alberta
immigrants. ‘The inference of which
of course is that a better class of set-
tlers are coming to Alberta than to
Saskatchewan.

Mr. Walker expeects to see a large
number of Welshmen settle in Canada
this year.. An office has been estab-
lished in Wales and immigration pro-
pagdnda has been actively carried on
amongst the miners. The bulk of
European immigration will in all pro-
bability come this year as last, ‘rom
Germany and Seandinavia. No dimin-
ution is expected in the immigration
from ‘the United States.

AGENTS LOOTED
PUBLIC PROPERTY

French Government Swindled Out of
Proceeds From Sales of Confis-
cated Church Property.

Paris, March 8—By the arrest on
a charge of embezzlement of M.
Duez, a government liquidator of the
Catholic congregations, which = were
dissolved by the law of 1901, one of
those great financial scandals which
have marked the history of the third
French republie has at last forced its
way on the public attenion. While
it is not:-as big-as the Panama- affair,
the probabilities are that it will
dwarf the Humbert scandal and
others of recent years.

M. Duez was employed to-sell cer-
tain of the confiscated properties of
the religious orders, whose aggregate
vaiue at the time of the confiscation
was announced to be in the neighbor-
hood of $200,000,000. Duez was the
official liquidator ef ten congrega-
tions, which included the = Redemp-
tionists, the Oblates, OQratoriana,
Ladies of 8t. Maur, and the Bro-
thers of Christian schools, * which
latter has 1,600 establishments in
France and Algeria.

According to an official statement
issued tonight, M. Duez has confessed
that he has lost in Bourse speculationg
over five million franecs (1,000,000) ol
the proceeds of his sale of the eccles-
iastical properties. This trmendous
shortage will not, however; close the
scandalous reports, for it is charged

that lawyers employed in the liquida-

tions - have mulcted the government
in other enormous sums in excessive
fees.

The eye of suspicion has been direct
ed towards M. Duez for some time;
and some months ago M. Briand, who
was the minister of justice, reported
tc parliament that the work of three
liquidations of church property
would bear watching.

Duez was one of the thr:e, and an
investigation' ¢f his accounts was
undertaken. He succeeded in putt-
ing off the final exposure bysrequests
for delay, but the investigators finally
broke into drastic action and his ar-
rest followed.

SYMPATHETIC STRIKE

. BRINGS 0UT 100,000

Strike Leaders in Philadelphia Street
Are Satisfied With
the Result of the Call to Other
Unionists to Protest Against
Rapid Transite Company’s Treat-
ment of Men.

Philadelphia, Mar.: 7.—The sympa-
thetic strike called to help the cause
of the street car employees who h va
been out for two weeks -developed
today an unexpected strength. Disre-
garding the extravagant claims of the
strike leaders who said that between
125,000 and 150,000 workers had left
loom and bench, and disregarding
likewise the claims of the police nd
Rapid Transit company, who declared
that only 18,00 had quit, the leading
newspapers of this city today made a
mill to mill and shop to shop canvas
and visited every affected part of the
city.

Its report was: ‘100,000 men and wo-
men have joined the 6,000 motormen
and conductors. More than that num-
ber, according to the talk of those
already on ‘strike, will be out tomor-
row.”

The impartial investigators found
that the ‘“‘sympathetic strikers” were
divided about as follows:

Building trades. 30,000; Hebrew
trades, clothing, ete., 30,000; textile
trades, 12,000; upskilled workmen de-
pending on skilled textile unionists,
20,000; miscellaneous, 8,000.

Figures About Right.

These figures may be taken as st
least fairly accurate. Certainly thers
were no less han 75,000 or 80,000 idle
men upon the streets of the city to-
day. An automobile tour througk all
the Kensington and Richmond ' dis-
tricts in the northwest section of the
town proved that conelusively. In
that section alone there must have
been 50,000 persons on the streets who
would not have been there on a nor-
mal day.

Yet with all there was less rioting
than any day Philadelphia has wit-
nessed since the beginning of the car
strike, There- was only one
sizable’ fight and not very much dam-
age was done in that.

The leaders of the strike professed
to be jubilant over the way that mot
only union but mnon-union workers
turned out and behaved themselves.
C. O. Pratt, who has led the car men
from the beginming, sai dtonight:

“We are more than satisfied. Es-
pecially are we pleased with the way
non-union men have been coming out
with their union brothers.
row will show greater strength.”

Expect to Influence Government.

Pratt was hen asked this question,
which many persons have been asking
since the order for the general strike:
“But suppose ou have 100,000 out to-
day; suppose you get 200,000 out to-
morrow (which even you do not claim)
how is that going to influence the
Rapid Transit Company in favor of
the workmen, or how will it force arbi-
tration ‘or-some other means of settle-
ment?”’

“We do not expeet to influence the
transit company,” was the reply. “We
intend to influence the government of
the City of Philadelphia, even thoug_h
it is tied up politically to the transit
The people are the highest
tribunal that can be eppealed to and
we figure that the protest of 100,000 or
idle men and women will so

Pratt was asked about
this end strove to give the impression
that it was true.

Director of Public S8afety Clay com-

Manifestly Inaccurate.

This statement was manifestly in-
accurate, Tt is hard to understand in
the first place how Clay managed to
spare enough policemen to make the
canvas, for he had a blue coat every
50 or 60 feet along the streets in the
northeast, Then again, casual obser-
vations showed many more thousands
in the highways. <Clay added: “Bq
tcmorrow or the next day the strike
wiil be over. - The mayor and I have
already stopped recruiting new police-
men and will soon begin to dismiss
the emergency men.””

This was nothing but talk, for in less
than an hour’s time, Clay had assigned
a squad of his best detectives om an
alarming case. This was the report by
the Pennsylvania railroad that a whole
carload of dynamite had just been stolen
from its, west Philadelphia freight yards.

No one in normal time would steal
dynamite, so it was not an ordinary
looting. And the police could not fig-
ure how anybody but the strikers and
their sympathizers had rifled this car.

They had not found either the thieves
or the explosives late tonight. The city
was somewhat alarmed this morning by
reports that federal troops were coming
from Fort Dupont, down the Delaware

river and from Governor’s Island, N.Y.
1t is altogether unlikely that they will.

A request was made by John H. Landis
superintendent of the local mint, to the
federal authorities at Washington that
federal troops might be held in readiness
in case United States property here was

i threatened.

Regulars Told to Prepare.

The Delaware and New York .regulars
were therefore told to prepare to move
But as every one knows only the pre-
sident can ordér Uncle Sam’s regulars
into a commenwealth and Mr. Taft has
shown no signs of so doing.

There is not the slightest danger to
the mint or the post office.

Rioting on Sunday.

Philadelphia, Mar. 6—On the eve
of what will undoubtedly be the de-
ciding day of the striking car men
for more money and the recognition of
the union, both sides are claiming'Vtc-
tory. The labor leaders assert that
their general sympathetic strike,which
began yesterday, will tomorrow as-
sume surprising proportions, although
they make no estimate of the number
who will walk out. The police and
the officials of the Rapid Transit com-
pany. say that the general strike will
turn out to be a fizzle and that in a
couple of days not only the striking
motormen and conductors, but those
who are striking in sympathy with
them. will all be begging to have their
jobs back.

Meanwhile, however, the police are
still hawving their®hands full with
riots. After a beautiful spring-like
Sunday, during whose daylight hours
cars ran without interruption and the
i streets were filled chiefly by promen-
aders enjoying the air, the trouble be-
gan at nightfall.

One man was fatally shot, several
{dozen were beaten by the police or
.run down by policemen’s horses, and
jauto trucks and patrol wagons clang-
.ed about in brisk fashion for a couple
lof hours carrying reinforcements to
the troublous neighborhoods and cart-
jing back prisoners to the eity hall.

“Give 'Em Hell,” Said Chief,
The liveliest tilt” between the po-
{lice and strike sympathizers happen-
ed at Eighth and Christan streets in
the Italian quarter down town. A
crowd there stoned half a dozen cars,
and the assistant chief of police led
a charge upon it with about 60 foot
officers and a score of mounted men
behind them. The mob numbered
about 3.000. “Give ’em all the hell
you can,” ordered the chief, who unsed
to be an Indian fighter in the west.
The police guards on the stormed cars
fired their revolvers, footmen wielded
their short clubs and the eavalry
forced .their horses directly into the
thickest of the crowd, slashing about
with their long riot .gticks.

The men in the &rowd responded
with bricks and <¢obblestones, while
from the roofs of the’ houses nearby
{showers of missiles also descended.
The police won out #fter a Dbrisk
battle. When the street was cleared
about 15 men and a couple of women
were picked up wounded and sent to
the nearest hospital. Many innocent
persons were among those who suf-
fered from the police clubs.

Mob of 5,000. '

At the Richmond ear barns in the
northeast section, a crowd of about
5,000 persons gathered after dark and
stoned every car that appeared until
the mounted police took possession of
the neighborhood.

Then the disturbers moved to Third
and Berk street. where they attacked
more cars.

There is a railroad yard here and a
lecomotive engineer pulled his whistle
cord and screamed. an alarm. This
wa3 taken as indication of a fire and
both the _police and fire department
turned out, which brought many more
poiicemen to the scene. ' Before the
assemblage ~was dispersed, some - one
dumped a ¢ ar load of dirt on the
troliey. tracks and planted a flag on
top of it, also a picture oi C: O. Pratt,
the car strike leader. The policg
had to shovel the dirt away. They
placed the fiag on the pole of the tirst
trolley car that passed when the way
was clear. There was a liit.. clubbing
and -a little ‘brick throwing, but no-
body was hurt.

“Shoot to Kill.””

At Twenty-sixth street and Lehigh
avenue in the northwest, was the one
possible fatality of the day. A crowd
of 2,000 people chassdi the mon-union
crew and . police guard from a car
and refused to move when a squad of
patrol men eame to the rescue. The
crowd hooted and defied the police to
shoot. They fired a volley in the air,
but even this did not have any effect.
The commander at last ordered ioudly
enough to be heard. “Shoot to kill,”
and his men charged with their guns
in their hands directly at the -crowd.
Scveral of them fired and a bullet
pierced the lungs o' Robert Castello,
who had been urging the mob to ac-
tion. It is feared he will die.

During the morning and after some
of the 60 cars which the Rapid Tran-
sit company operated did not have
the usual police guards on the front
platform. The esmpany officials hoped
that the rioting was over.

Cars Rvuning Supday Night.

QUEBEC’S LOYALTY.

The Ottawa Citizen says: “Only Que-
“bec stands aloof and is represented

Meantime, La Presse and La Patrie,
two of the leading Canadian dailfes
published in the French language, are
sturdily supporting the policy of build-
ing a ‘Canadian navy.

HOLDING A PISTOL TO THE
JUDGE’'S HEAD.

The Winnipeg Telegram assaults the
trial judge because a jury of his pecrs
décided that Hon. Geo. E. Foster had
not been libelled by the editor of the
Toronto Globe.

stance. No matter how eminent the
abilities, nor how irreproachable the
record of a judge, if he presides at a
trial which  might but does not result
in advantage to the Telegram’s party
or to a prominent member thereoi, he
need not look for merey at the hands
of the censor. Neither learning, vir-
tue nor piety shall save him, nor does
it matter whether he has anything
much to do with the trial of the case
or not, As in the present instance,
the judge occupied the necessary but
inaetive position of supervisor of the
court’s proceedings. The trying was
done by twelve good men and true,
chosen with the eonsent of Mr. Foster
and sworn to find a verdict alone on
the evidence befors them, uninfluenc-
ed by others and nnswayed by pre-
judice. Yet it is upon the judge and
upon him alone that the Telegram
wieids the lash. The judge. it seems,
made a “charge’” to the jury, hardly
an unheard-of thing for a judge to do.
And in the charge he analvsed the
evidence and exposed the law, as in
duty bound. But he did not and
could not give the verdict or dictate

To suppose this is not
in accord with its record in the bully-
ing role it has set for itself toward the
courts, and it must be assumed that
what it has done to one judge in this
case and to many judges in other cases
it stands equally ready to do the pre-
siding. officers of the ‘Court of Appeal
if ttey do not excu'pate Mr. Foster
and punish Mr. Macdonald.

|JOHN HOUSTON DIED
AT QUESNEL TUESDAY

Veteran British Columbia Editor
Passes Away After lliness in
Which He Suffered Terribly -or
Three Months—Wife Failed to
Reach Him Before Death.

Quesnel, B. C., Mar. 8.—John Hous-
ton died here today at 3.30. Mrs.
Houston, who is on her way from Ash-
croft in a special stage, travelling day
and night, has not arrived in time %
see her husband alive. Houston died
peacefully, being conscious for half
an hour before the end. For the p~st
six days he suffered terribly and was
unconscious for long periods. The
doctors in attendance state that Hous-
ton must have suffered terribly for
the past three months owing to the
weak action of his heart and internal
troubles which were the immediate
cause of death. The body leaves here
tonight by special stage and will be
interred at Nelson.

Dr. Smith, of Barkerville hospital,
was called into consultation with Dr.
Allan Beech, of this place, and arrived
here yesterday. W. F. Cooke, one of
the heavy owners of Fort George pro-
perty, who was an intimate friend of
Houston, accompanied the sick man
from Fort George and has attended
him here. He leaves with the body ‘o
meet Mrs. Houton at the 150 mile
house.

Thus ends a career that was as
romantic as it wag troubleous. Very
genuine regret at his demise will be
expressed from Mexico to Alaska.
While he made many enemies for his
uncompromising attitude he withal
possessed many generous and warm-
hearted = characteristics. Pugnacity
was perhaps his chief characteristic.
Once he formed an opinion no argu-
ment could change - him. At times
he quarrelled with his own friends
and his editorial pen was a trench-
ant one.

Mr. Houston founded
newspaper, the Empire, at Prince
Rupert. His presence was not warm-
ly welcomed in the embroyo town and
his troubles began when he dumped
his old Washington press on the
wharf.. He fought the railway officials
to a standstill and having been re-
fused a site for his newspaper office
played a clever card by locating three
mineral claims on the townsite. This
enabled him to secure a foothold and
with characteristic generosity he gave
permits to scores of squatters to build
shacks on the claims. He never ser-
iously intended to mine for gold in
Prince Rupert. The record gave him
time. He conducted many bitter cam-
paigns during his two years’ stay
there and incurred enmity of powerful
interests. His attacks were especi-
ally directed against the Grand Trunk
Pacific railway and a number of its
prominent officinals. Finally the edi-
tor filed an abandonment of his min-
ing claims and sold out his news-
paper in which was always-an enthus-
idstic champion of the railway ter-
minus. He also did good work in
expoiting the natural resources of the
district. - Last summer Mr. Houston
whose most active years had been
spent on “the froniier” and at out-
posts of civilization, got restless when
Prince Rupert started to grow. He
moved farther north, founding a new
weekly at Fort George. There he re-
sumed his exploitation of the wonder-
ful possibilities of the northern in-

editor and the modern journalist. In
his youth he drifted to the United
States, where he set type in a hund-
red towns, cities and villages before
finding his happiest environment in
the western mining camps. John
Houston became a character in the
southwestern states for the earnest-
ness with which he advocated any
public question. At times his pen
was dipped in vitriol, especially when
scoring his personal enemies. - He
finally acquired ownership of various
weeklies ,only to sell out when he
got tired of the locality. Thus he
moved about from place to place, pre-
ceded by good as well as bad reports.
He, however, won in the long run a
reputation for being loyal to his
friends. No printer out of a job
need apply to him in vain. If he
could not give him a job, Houston di-
vided hi.s purse and sent the printer
away rejoicing.

Later Mr. Houston returned to
Canada at the time the Canadian Pa-
cific railway was reaching the Pacific
‘coast. He founded newspapers in
New Westminster and Donald before
drifting to the Kootenays at the first
scent of a mining boom. He estab-
lished and:conducted the Nelson Tri-
bune. 8o powerful a factor did he
become that he was elected mayor of
Nelson several times and was also re-
turned "to the provincial legislature.
During his mayoralty administration
he carried out many civic reforms,
including the establishment of a muni-
cipal power plant. A Conservative
in politics he bolted from the gov-
ernment ranks after a quarrel with
his party, bpt later in a measure re-
newed his allegiance. Mr. Houston’s
attacks were as frequently directed
against corporations as against in-
dividuals. He had a faculty of sei
ting up type without copy. At times

GOSPEL TRUMPETER APPEALS.

Heffner was convicted on January
26th last having unlawfully and
wilfully, while having charge .of his’
son under fourteen years of age.
neglected him in such a manper as to
cause him unnecessary suffering and
serious- injury to his health. He was
fined $75 and $24.25 costs in addition
to being sentenced to a month’s im-
prisonment at Fort Saskatchewan.

The accused, at, the trial denied hav-
ing neglected his child, saying that
he had prayed and used remedies. He
did not know that it was necessary to
have a doctor. It was not inthe coun-
try from which he came. ‘“Now-that
I know this” he said, “I will get .a
doctor.” . The child had injured his
knee by a fall, and not receiving pro-
per treatment it had stiffened render-
ing the limb useless. Evidence estab-
lished that the. parents had: prayed
over it but used no other effectual
remedy. Heffner was previously an
adherent of the Moravian church.

EMENT DEALERS

Measure Introduced
Designed to Protect Farmers from
Misteading Contracts Mesting With'
Strong Opposition—Deputation Waits,
on Committee.

Into Legislature

An imposing delegation of agricultural
machinery men from all parts of the
province representing the aMssey-Harris
Cé.; the Moline Plow Co., the Interna-
tional Harvester Co., the Wgterous En-
gine Co: and the' Cockshutt Plow Co.,)
wer present at thelegislative hall this!
morning to meet the legal bills commit-
tee in protest against the bill introduced
by Hom. Mr. Crose, respecting agree-
ments for the sale of chattels.

Among the delegates were W. G. Hunt,
provineial manager of the Massey-Harris
Ca,, Calgary; J. MeCallum, manager of
the International Harvester Co., Edmon-
ton, and J. Switzer, Wetaskiwin.

son & ‘Frame, one of the ablest lawyers
of Regina.

Takes Away Sacurity.

The implement men contend that the
bill takes away praetically all security
on-every collateral sold. They point out
that this spring there will be about $40,-
000,000 worth' ¢f machinery out in the
province and unless paid for in cash the
companies will have no idea of their
liabilities until the agreements as af-
fected by the new act go through a series
of legal suits in the courts.

The government on the other hand say
that the bill will remove from farmers
dangers into which they unwittingly fell
in the past by signing agreements which
had obscure clauses granting mortgages
of all their goods. The bill provides that
the court shall have the privilege of
puttng its own interpretation on all col-
lateral clauses in agreements of sale.

Want ‘Bill to Stand Over.

The delegation will ask that the 'bill
be allowed to stand over until the clauses
have been threshed out and their bear-
ing on the agreements for sales of chat-
tels are ascertained.

The delegates also say that the passage
of the act will remove all their security
and will compell them teo do an entirely
cash businéss in future which will neces-
sarily embarass the farmers.

Resolution Passed.

They have with them a resolution
passed on Saturday evening by the Al-
berta Implement and Carriage Dealers
Association. It reads as follows:

Whereas an act regarding agreements
for the sale of chattels is now before the
Alberta legislature eliminating the rea-
sonable protection hertofore in effect on
any goods sold under contract agreement
on a:credit basis and settled for by pro-
missory notes, and whereas approximate-
Iy 35 per cent. of goods sold under con-
tract agreement in thisprovince are sold
on ‘a credit basis and are affected by this
act.

And whereas if the act becomes law
in.its present form, as it has already
passed - its second Treading, it must
necessarily follow - that no  further
credit can be extended to the consumer.

Thereforé’' be it "resolved that  all
business accepted from now on bé sub-
ject to a spot cash gettlement on de-
livery, if thiz act becomes law and all
representatives throughout the prov-
ince be immediately instructed to act
accordingly.
