We learn from the Guardian that 
Mr. Piccott. the Minister of Fisheries, 
expects to go around the coast on a 
vessel belonging to the Booth Fisher­
ies Company, which has taken over the 
Cold Storage concessions made eight­
een months ago to Messrs. Trefethen & 
Lord. The object of Mr. Piccott's mis­
sion is to point out to them the 
grounds where halibut is to be found.

According to the Government press, 
tlie Booth Company is interested In 
testing the extent and capacity of the 
halibut grounds for supplying New 
York. Chicago, Boston. Philadelphia, 
Toronto and Montreal with that fish. 
We hope their experiments will corns 
up to the expectations held out, for If 
the fish are there, there is no doubt 
about the market, and the transporta­
tion problem if conducted on a scale 
Indicated by the markets mentioned 
would not prove insolvable. The Syd­
ney Record has the following. It will 
he observed that halibut is not the 
only fish the Booth Company intend 
to handle.

"Captain Johanson, of the Booth 
Fishing Company, was in Sydney yes­
terday afternoon on his way to take 
part in the investigation into the New 
foundland inshore fishery conditions.

In an interview with a representa­
tive of the Record he stated that he 
expected to be engaged in Newfound­
land waters for the whole summer and 
the investigation, which he said was 
certain to have a most important bear­
ing upon the island's industry, was 
to embrace every class of fishing car­
ried on in the inshore waters—cod, 
macks ral, halibut. &c.

"On the Pacific coast" Captain Joh­
an sou added, “our experience has been 
that It Is a failure to practice beam- 
trawling from steam vessels. We tried 
it, and soon found that the only pro- ! 
fitable way was to fish with handline | 
from dories which go out and away 
from steamers. I am satisfied that 
the beam trawling will deplete the 
fisheries. Expert investigation has 
already established this and and on 
the Pacific this so far accepted as a 
fact that no legislation is necessary to 
prohibit beam trawling with the ob­
ject of conserving of our systems arc 
so patent that any other is not now 
thought of.

“Now we are going to make ex­
periments off Newfoundland and if our 
methods are successful, the advantages 
will be mutual to ourelves and the is­
land fishermen. The consumers also 
ought to receive some benefits for if 
our Pacific catch can, after being 
sent across the continent compete 
with your fishery products under 
present practices, we ought to obtain 
wjth our methods results which will 
be appreciated.”

Cattle Destroyed
Mr. Wm.Healey of Blackhead, trav­

elled into the city yesterday morning 
over the Blackhead Road and reports 
that at Straffordshire. just outside of 
Leamey's, he discovered the carcass of 
a fine heifer which had been killed by 
dogs Which roam the country side out 
there in packs.

CHICAGO, June 23.

With nearly 350 Roosevelt delegates 
declining to vote, and hastening away 
at adjournment time to tender Roose­
velt a nomination at Newport on July 
15th, the Republican National Conven­
tion, at the end of a long session on 
Saturday night, re-nominated William 
Howard Taft for President, and James 
S. Sherman for Vice-President. Taft 
received 561 of the 1,078 votes In the 
Convention, or 21 more than a major­
ity. The decision of the Roosevelt 
people, under the direction of their 
leader, to refrain from voting, left no 
other candidate near the President. 
The announcement of the Taft victory 
was greeted with cheering by his ad­
herents. When it became certain that 
Taft would be nominated without dif­
ficulty, the leaders in control of the 
Convention decided to give him as a 
running mate his companion on the 
ticket of 1908. All others dropped 
from the race, and Sherman was the 
only candidate regularly placed before 
the Convention. A motion from New 
Hampshire to make the nomination by 
acclamation was declared out of ord­
er, and there weae many scattering 
votes on'the roll call that ensued. The 
Convention, amid confusion, adjourn­
ed, sine die. The detailed vote was as
