erate decision of the people.” The 
Electors at the polls recorded their 
decision, and a majority of them re­
turned the present Government to 
power. I accepted that decision with 
a feeling of relief for it released me 
from a weight of responsibility, and 
appeared to afford me an easy exit 
from the anxiety and worry of public 
life. My resignation of the leader­
ship of the Liberal Party was placed 
in the hands of its parliamentary re­
presentatives soon after the declar­
ation of the polls, but, at their request 
I assumed the leadership of the Op­
position in the House of Assembly, on 
the understanding that on the expir­
ation of the period of parliament I 
would retire from active participation 
in the public life of this country. It 
is not without regret that I find the 
exit which appeared to be opened to 
me again closed. From the Address­
es I have received it is entirely clear 
that the people have discovered 
through a bitter experience that my 
warnings in 1909 were not unfound­
ed. They were deceived. Their trust 
and confidence has been betrayed, and 
I observe, from the call back to public 
life with which I have been honoured, 
that it is those districts which were 
mainly instrumental in returning the 
present Government that are now 
most anxious to rid the Country of 
their evil influence. I would there­
fore forfeit the respect of my coun­
trymen, and become recreant to my 
duty as a citizen, if I declined to re­
spond to the appeal that has been 
made to me.

I cannot hope to repair the mis­
chief that has been done by the pres­
ent Government during the past four 
years, for it is beyond remedy, but, 
it is possible to put an end to the pres­
ent riot of political crime.
THE PERIL NOW FACING THE 

COUNTRY.
To-day we see peril stalking our 

country down. A grave peril which 
clutches at the very vitals of the 
community and is sapping our exist­
ence as an independent State of the 
Empire. A peril so grave and so in­
sidious that it must be faced, inves­
tigated, and overcome.

Let me make my meaning clear. 
As soon as the present Government 
found themselves firmly established 
in power, within a month from the 
declaration of the poll, they entered 
upon a policy of enormous and unjus­
tifiable expenditure. On the 19th 
June, 1909, a letter was addressed to 
the Reid. Newfoundland Company 
stating that “the Government con­
template building certain branch rail­
ways,” and asking if the Messrs. Reid 
were “prepared to, entertain a pro­
posal to build these branches.” Two 
days later the Reid Newfoundland 
Company replied that they were “pre­
pared to make an offer to build the 
branch railways referred to,” and 
four months later, without inviting 
other tenders; without survey previ­
ously made; in the absence of all 
data as to the character of the 
country to be traversed, or the traf­

fic possibilities of the respective
branches; before even a contract price
had been agreed to, the Government
gave the Messrs. Reid a free hand to 
go ahead with the work. The truth 
of this is established by the following
letter which was tabled in the House
of Assembly in reply to a question 
put by me.

LETTER FROM REID TO MORRIS.
(Copy.)

Reid Newfoundland Company,
St. John’s, 

October 7th, 1909.
Sir,—

In reply to yours of the 5th, this 
Company will be prepared to enter 
upon the discussion of the matter of 
the contract of the Railways mention­
ed at any time which may be conveni­
ent to the Government. In the mean­
time, the Company is willing to begin 
work suggested on the Bonavista 
Branch early next week, and shall be 
prepared to take on men on the 15th 
instant, and thereafter will proceed 
with the same as speedily as possible 
affording the labour required, the 
Government paying for the same as 
you mention in your letter, and such 
payment to be credited as payment 
made under the contemplated con­
tract. Of course the labour to be per­
formed in the present circumstances 
will not, as you are aware, be as valu­
able to the Company as if it were done 
under ordinary conditions, but this is 
a matter which we may allow to stand 
over for consideration UNTIL WE 
BEGIN TO DISCUSS THE TERMS 
OF THE CONTRACT.

I have, &c.,

Président.

It will be observed that not only 
was Railway work commencèd with­
out tenders, without survey, without 
data as to character of the country 
to be traversed or traffic possibilities, 
without contract price being agreed, 
but actually in face of the above 
warning given by the Messrs. Reid as 
to a demand for a spécial price to be 
fixed when they and the Government 
*begin to discuss the terms of the 
Contract.”

Two months after the above letter 
was written a formal contract was 
entered into between the Government 
and the Messrs. Reid in the absence 
of surveys and other necessary data, 
subject only to the understanding 
that “all the Branches shall follow, 
as nearly as may be practicable, the 
routes that may be decided by the 
Government.” The foregoing words 
taken from the Contract prove the 
accuracy of my statement as to the 
absence of all data upon which a Con­
tract could be intelligently based, and 
thé cost even approximately esti­
mated.

The result of all this is that the es­
timate of cost placed by the Prime 
Minister before the Legislature for 
its guidance in passing upon the Con­
tract was entirely misleading and has 
already been exceeded by MILLIONS 
OF DOLLARS, to which will have to 
be added millions more before the 
Colony is through with this iniquitous 
Railway Sohenfe.

Then, again, as I pointed out in thé 
House Assembly when the Contract 
came before it, another grave conces­
sion had been made the Messrs. Reid 
in that the Government had consented 
to pay them in Gold instead of in De­
bentures as heretofore. Prior to 
this Contract, all railway construction 
had been paid for by the Colony in 
Debentures, which the Contractors 
had to convert into cash at their own 
expense. The present Government 
relieved the Contractors of such ex­
pense by undertaking to float Deben­
tures themselves and pay the Messrs. 
Reid in Gold. By so doing they Save 
practically made the Coiftractors a 
present, at the expense ofihe taxpay­
ers of this Colony, of nearly HALF 
A MILLION DOLLARS TO DATE.

A FURTHER CONCESSION TO THE 
REIDS.

Then there was the further conces­
sion to the Contractors of over a Mil­
lion acres of land, together with all 
minerals therein. The Messrs. Reid
previously held two and a half mil­
lion acres of land in this country
which, supplemented by that obtained
from the present Government, makes
them the owners of nearly FIVE MIL­
LION ACRES. If the handing over 
to the Contractors of nearly half 
a million dollars in gold was gratuit­
ous and wicked folly, the grant of 
land was nothing short of a high 
crime against the interests of the peo­
ple of this country. For more than 
twelve years the Reid Newfoundland 
Company has held two and a half mil­
lion acres of public land in possession. 
Up to this day the Colony has not re­
ceived the slightest benefit from these 
lands, because the Messrs. Reid have 
done nothing to develope them or any 
portion of them. They are barred 
to private enterprise, and to being 
utilized for the benefit of the Country. 
Control over the land means power 
to control the future of this Country,

' and, therefore, to increase the im­
mense power that had already been 
acquired by the Railway Contractors 
under the Railway Deal of 1898 was a 
crime, a crime which, if I am not mis­
taken, will hamper the future pros­
pects of our Country.

THE FINANCIAL PERIL.
The peril which immediately faces 

the community is the financial peril, 
in part arising out of the Govern­
ment’s Railway Scheme, and in part 
out of the wasteful and improper ex­
penditure of the revenues of the Col­
ony.

When the Government introduced 
their Railway Scheme before the 
'House of Assembly four years ago, 
the Prime Minister led the House to 
believe that the whole of the five 
Branch Railways would not exceed 
250 miles in length nor cost more 
than Four Million Dollars. I pointed 
out at that time what I plainly saw 
was an error, and I warned the Gov­
ernment that double the amount of 
money named would not see the Col­
ony through the Contract. My warn­
ing was not heeded, and already, with 
not one of the Branches fully equip­
ped and completed and ONLY THREE 
OUT OF THE FIVE BRANCH RAIL­
WAYS enterprised, more than FIVE 
MILLION EIGHT HUNDRED 
THOUSAND DOLLARS have had to 
be raised on loan. ($5,839,999.99.)

The loss to the Colony by the Gov­
ernment floating the two loans in 
London, which comprise the above 
amount, and paying the Messrs. Reid 
in Gold instead of in 3(4 per cent. 
Debentures at par WAS1 MORE 
THAN FOUR HUNDRED THOUS­
AND DOLLARS ($407,211.14). This 
is the difference between the par 
value of the Debentures and the 
amount realized by their sale or trans­
fer. To this must be added the fur­
ther loss of the interest on that sum 
at 3(4 per cent, per annum. As I 
have previously stated the Govern­
ment practically made the Messrs. 
Reid a present of nearly HALF A 
MILLION DOLLARS by their wick­
ed folly.

BUT THE END IS NOT YET.
Still the peril walketh in darkness, 

While half the work contracted for 
has not been completed, and nearly 
SIX MILLION DOLLARS have al­
ready been added to the Public Debt 
on that account, another loan of at 
least an equal amount will have to 
be raised to meet the Colony’s obliga­
tions to the Messrs. Reid under the 
Government’s Railway Contract, or 
the Country will default and become 
bankrupt. If that money can be rais­
ed at all, it can only be raised by pay­
ing dearly for the accommodation ; it 
can only be raised by adjusting our 
rates of interest to meet the altered 
conditions of the money market, that 
will mean an additional loss in prin­
cipal and interest; it can only be rais­
ed then provided we have put our 
house in order by cutting down ex­
penditure in every possible direction, 
and thus satisfy money lenders that 
the annual revenue will, without 
doubt, meet our liability for interest 
on the loan, and other liabilities ; it 
will not be raised at any price or un­
der any circumstance if the Govern­
ment of the Colony at this time en-
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ters into still further contracts with 
Messrs. Reids, and that is precisely 
what the Prime Minister in the House 
of Assembly and on public platforms 
has pledged his Government to do if 
again returned to power.

AT YOyR PERIL THEN, AT THE
PERIL OF YOUR COUNTRY, you
would record your votes for the
present Government. -

ANOTHER DANGER THAT
THREATENS.

But the foreging is only one aspect 
of the peril that is sapping our na­
tional existence. Since the present 
Government came into power four 
years ago they have not stopped short 
at borrowing nearly Six Million Dol­
lars abroad for their Railway Scheme, 
but they have also endeavoured to 
borrow more than a million and a 
quarter from our citizens.
In 1909 there was a Loan

$1,200,000.00
Investors have not taken up the 

Whole of these loans. Why? Be­
cause people who have hitherto in­
vested their savings in local deben­
tures have found, that whereas they 
paid one hundred cents in the dollar 
for those debentures they cannot now 
be realized for ninety cents, and they 
have become alarmed at the reckless 
manner in which the finances of the 
Colony are being handled by those in 
charge of the Government. In the 
mad riot of expenditure and waste 
that is going on they perceive the 
danger of default in the payment of 
interest on these debentures, and as 
a result hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars worth of local debentures are un­
saleable. It is a healthy sign to ob­
serve the cautious attitude of inves­
tors. as well as the pronounced alarm 
of the general public in respect to the 
gross extravagance of the Govern­
ment, for, it indicates that they re­
cognize the danger that threatens, 
and it affords room for hope that they 
will bend their energies to ward off 
the danger. It has been declared by 
a great Statesman that “it is a char­
acteristic of the mischiefs that arise 
from financial prodigality that they 
creep onwards with a noiseless and 
steady step; that they commonly re­
main unseen and unfelt until they 
have reached a magnitude absolutely 
overwhelming.” You have seen the 
dangers that menace our Country, let 
us hope not when too late.

PUBLIC DEPARTMENTS.
While the Government have been 

saddling the country with these vast 
obligations they have made no at­
tempt to adjust ordinary current ex­
penditure to meet the conditions they 
have created. Nearly every depart­
ment of the public service has been 
demoralized by being made a dump­
ing ground for political camp follow­
ers until the cost of administering the 
same has risen enormously, and form­
er efficiency has been sacrificed. It 
would occupy too much space in this 
communication to review the expen­
diture in connection with each de­
partment of the Civil Service. Suffice 
it to say, therefore, that whereas in 
the year 1907-8, the last year for 
which my Government was fully re­
sponsible, the total expenditure was 
$2,850,189.34. The total expenditure 
last year by the present Government 
was $3,524,652.51, AN INCREASE 
OF SIX HUNDRED AND SEVEN 
TY - FOUR THOUSAND FOUR 
HUNDRED AND SIXTY-THREE 
DOLLARS.

One would have imagined that in 
view of the deplorable condition of 
things to which I have drawn , atten­
tion, the Government would have, at 
least, kept expenditure during the 
current year down to that of last 
year. BUT NO. They were deter­
mined to carry out their mad riot to 
the end, and they voted at the last 
session of the Legislature a sum TWO 
HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS 
IN EXCESS OF THE ENORMOUS 
EXPENDITURE OF THE PREVI- 
OUS YEAR. That sum does not in­
clude the cost of the General Elec­
tion. Not content with this voted 
sum of THREE MILLION SEVEN 
HUNDRED AND THIRTY-FOUR 
THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED DOL­
LARS, since the House of Assembly

closed they have unlawfully proceed­
ed to increase salaries and to pension! 
off a number of Civil servants in or­
der to make provision for political 
supporters. The Legislature did not 
make provision for these pensions and 
consequently this expenditure was
unauthorized and unlawful. It is only
fair to all concerned for me to say, 
that if my party is returned to power 
I shall not recognize as legal and bind­
ing ANYTHING that the present
Government may have done, or may 
yet do, which has not been sanction­
ed.and provided for by the people’s 
representatives in Parliament; for a 
greater outrage on Constitutional 
Government it would be difficult to 
conceive.

It will be observed then that by in­
competent finance, by reckless expen­
diture, and by entering into enor­
mous obligations to the Messrs Reid, 
the Government has brought the 
Country’s resources into an embar­
rassment that is extreme. My first 
endeavour, if entrusted by you with 
the duty, shall be to restore public 
confidence in the Colony both at home 
and abroad. The land scandals that 
have shaken confidence in the Colony 
abroad and affected its credit shall be 
dealt with, and steps taken to prevent 
a repetition of the same. Every de­
partment of the Government shall be 
thoroughly investigated, and where it 
is found that there are unnecessary 
or untrustworthy officials they shall 
be dismissed. There shall be a watch­
ful supervision over all departments 
to check extravagance, and to bring 
down expenditure to actual require­
ments.
THE INDEPENDENCE OF PAR­

LIAMENT.
Demoralization in the public ser­

vice was not confined to the public 
departments.' Even the high Court of 
Parliament was despoiled of the safe­
guard to its independence in order to 
meet party exigencies. * There was on 
our Statute Book an Act to safeguard 
the purity and independence of the 
House of Assembly. That Act was 
amended by the present Government 
in order that they might pay over 
money from' the public Treasury to 
their supporters in the House of As­
sembly without bringing them under 
the penalty provided by law. As a 
result of this shameless transaction, 
during the past four years districts 
represented on the Government side 
of the House were deprived of that 
free and independent representation 
that they expected from their repre­
sentatives when they returned them 
at the polls.

During the whole period of Parlia­
ment three of the Government mem­
bers have been drawing annual sal­
aries not inferior to authorized 
Ministers of the Crown, while a num­
ber of others have been receiving 
large amounts of money as Railway 
Arbitrators, Solicitors, Commission­
ers and special service men. It is no 
exaggeration, it is simple truth, to 
say that every member on the Gov­
ernment side of the House, during the 
past four years, has, directly or in­
directly, been receiving money from 
the public Treasury. This idea that 
the public Treasury is legitimate 
spoil must be weeded out. It is a rank 
infectious growth that is rapidly 
strangling all that is good in repre­
sentative Government. The safety 
of public interests depend upon the 
independence of the Representatives 
•n Parliament, and if a Government 
nay with impunity purchase party al- 
egiance by payment from the public 
Treasury, the high Court of Parlia­
ment is at once changed into an As­
sembly where an unscrupulous or des­
potic Government may wreck public 
interests, ,and bring irreparable injury 
upon the Country. If my party is re­
turned to power the House of Assem* 
bly shall immediately have its safe­
guard restored, so as to ensure the 
complete independence of the people’s 
Representatives.

THE LAND SCANDALS.
The scandals brought to light in 

connection with the disposition of 
Crown Lands are too fresh in your 
memories k> need recital herein. That 
the matter calls for a rigid inquiry 
is beyond question, and I promise you 
that if you place in my hands the 
power to deal with the matter, it shall 
be dealt with most effectively. There 
must be serious investigation, such as 
will probe right to the bottom of the 
whole affair. The Truth—whatever

I it be—is within the reach of résolut» 
search. ’ 16

sonal interests, and that the (j^L
ment has become a mere machine for
the dispensation of patronage tc 
remedy for this is now in vour hand. To-day the Government is elJS

of Electors by petition to the House 
of Assembly sought for opportunity 
to dismiss them twelve months atro 
Their prayer was treated by the Gov’ 
erament with contempt, the opp(Jr 
tunity those Electors sought to oh 
tain is now yours. Instead of remain 
ing quiescent, and hoping that others 
will do the work which is crying aloud 
to be done, let us all gird our loins, 
shoulder our responsibilities, and 
meet our destiny with such will con­
centration of effort that the results 
of our united actions shall be OMNI 
POTENT.

BROKEN PLEDGES. 
Having reviewed the salient acts 

of the Government during thetr four 
years of office, I will deal with the 
pledges they gave when they appealed 
to you for your votes. Have they 
fulfilled them? Let us see. First, 
let us consider the most important 
one of “Reduction of Taxation." The 
Government declared “that the bur­
den of taxation borne by the fisher­
men and working classes of the Col- 
only is too great, and calls for such 
adjustment as will lean more equit­
ably n those who at present feel most 
seriously the increased cost of living in 
this Colony” ; and Sir Edward Morris 
in his Manifesto to the Electors in 
1908 said “reduction of taxation so 
that it will bear equitably on the 
working classes can be best accom­
plished by placing on the free list 
such items as tea. sugar, pork, and 
other prime necessaries on which 
high taxes are now imposed.” I re­
gret being obliged to observe that 
this promise was a cruel piece of de­
ception, intended only to catch the 
votes of the fishermen and other 
working classes, and this 1 shall pro­
ceed to prove from the Official re­
cords of the House of Assembly. Dur­
ing four sessions of the House of As­
sembly nothing was done. In the last 
session but one, by way of testing the 
honour of the Government in this con. 
nection, I moved the following Reso­
lution :—

“That having regard to the ac- 
“knowledged injury resulting to 
“the fishermen and working dass- 
“es of the Colony by reason of Ihe 
“burden of taxation, and to the 
“fact also that they feel most serf- 
“ously the increased cost of living 
“in this Country, it is the duty of 
“the Government to immediately 
“readjust the tariff, so as to place 
“tea, sugar, pork, and other prime 
“necessaries n which taxes are 
“now imposed on the free list." 
This Resolution was voted dotra 

by Sir Edward Morris and all of his 
supporters. When moving this Re­
solution I pointed out that “this would 
“reduce the revenue by the sum of 
“Three Hundred Thousand Dollars, 
“and that in view of the obligations 
“with which the Colony had been bur­
dened it would puzzle wiser heads 
“than those of the Government to dé­
dise a revision of the tariff under 
“which that large amount of taxation 
“may now be dropped.” My Resolu­
tion was the means of forcing (nom 
the Government an admission of the 
correctness of my statements, as the 
following extract which I quote from 
the Official Report of Debates w“ 
show. Sir Edward Morris said a 
we were to reduce taxation three °r 
four hundred thousand dollars then 
we would have to reduce the Educa­
tion Vote; we could have no Old Age 
Pensions, no extension of telegraphs, 
no extension of the Marconi system, 
no relief of the poor, you could ha'* 
none of the extensions in the pumt 
service for which this money is now 
being spent.” Here was an admis­
sion of the absolute truth of my st:*,e" 
ment that the promise of this reduc­
tion of taxation by Sir Edward Mor­
ris at the last Election was a cru 
piece of deception intended only ' 
catch the popular vote.
NOT THE WORST PHASE OF THb 

MATTER.
But, this is not the worst pns 
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of the Legislature; just as the curtain 
was being rung down upon the great­
est burlesque of Responsible Govern­
ment that the world has ever seen, 
ve found Sir Edward Morris doing 

oreciselv that which in the previous 
session he declared could not be done 
• without .reducing the Education 
Vote, doing away with Old Age Pen­
sions, telegraph extension, the relief 
of the poor, and other extensions in 
,he public service for which the 
money is now being spent.”

With the mere stroke of a pen; 
without any readjustment of the tar­
iff; without the reduction of any of 
the above services; with an increased 
climate of expenditure for the current 
vear of TWO HUNDRED THOUS­
AND DOLLARS over and above the 

enormous expenditure of last year; 
with the certainty facing the Colony 
of having to go to the London money 
market for still another loan to pay 
the Messrs. Reids, in the light of all 
this THREE HUNDRED AND SIX­
TY THOUSAND DOLLARS OF IN­
COME HAS BEEN DONE AWAY 
WITH. Let the intelligent Elector 
consider what this means.

First, it. means that the Treasury 
Department has been converted into 
a political machine to be manipulated 
for Election purposes at the expense 
of the Trade whose business has been 
disarranged, and at the expense of the 
credit of the Colony which must de- i 
pend upon a surplus of revenue over 
expenditure in order to obtain a fur- ; 
ther loan to meet the present Govern­
ment’s obligations to the Messrs. 
Reid. - •

Secondly, it means another attempt, 
and a silly one at that, to deceive the 
public on the eve of a General Elec­
tion. In order to enable them to go 
to the Country with the plea that they 
carried out their pledge as regards 
“Reduction of Taxation,” the Gov­
ernment has not hesitated, at the last 
moment of their political existence, 
to disorganize trade, to deplete the 
Treasury, and to risk even the credit 
of the Colony abroad and its actual 
solvency. Knowing full well, as the 
paragraph I have quoted from Sir 
Edward Morris’s speech in the House 
of Assembly proves, that if again re­
turned to power they would have to 
restore this revenue, or do away with 
"Old Age Pensions, poor relief, tele­
graph extension, and reduce the Vote 
for Education.”

There is a grim old Greek proverb 
that is worth remembering, “Those 
whom the gods wish to destroy they
first make mad.”

AGRICULTURE.
The promotion of Agriculture by 

the payment of a bounty for the clear­
ing of land so as “to induce a greater
number of our people to turn their 
attention to the cultivation of the 
soil” was a pledge given by the Gov­
ernment and emphasized in the open­
ing speech of the first session of the 
lale Parliament. No bounty was giv­
en. The Votes of the Legislature 
that should have gone as a bounty 
were doled out in salaries to Govern­
ment members, and in sops to politi­
cal supporters throughout the 
Country. Nearly TWO HUNDRED 
THOUSAND DOLLARS were practi­
cally wasted in this way, an amount 
that would have placed ten thous­
and additional acres of land under 
cultivation.and would have granted a 
bonus of twenty dollars per acre to 
every man who cleared one. Upon 
the recommendation of those mem­
bers of the Government party who 
were drawing yearly salaries from 
this Vote the Model Farm and Experi­
mental Station established by my 
Government in 1907, for the benefit 
of the youths of this Country who 
desired to learn farming, was reck­
lessly destroyed and the property and 
equipment practically given away. 
While the children of the people of 
this Country were thus despoiled of 
the advantages that are elsewhere af­
forded by the State, the present Gov­
ernment actually entered into an 
Agreement with parties in England 
to send out pauper boys to be educat­
ed here in Agriculture at the expense 
of the already overburdened taxpay­
ers of this Colony. Fortunately for 
this Colony the Dominions of the Em­
pire refused to be parties to the 
scheme and it fell through. A more 
glaring wrong was never inflicted up­
on any community than that which 
the self designated “People’s Party” 
have carried out, in defiance of everÿ

protest, in the guise of a “New Agri­
cultural Policy.”

OLD AGE PENSIONS.
The Government claim that they 

have carried out their promise in this 
connection. Have they? Their 
scheme of Old Age Pensions would be 
an absurdity if it was not something 
worse. It is the most unjust and in­
adequate measure ever put forward 
as an Old Age Pension provision. The 
Bill brought down to the House of 
Assembly for adoption provided fifty 
dollars per year for four hundred des­
titute old men over seventy-five years 
of age, and it left four thousand six 
hundred and thirty-eight pensionable 
persons without any provision what­
ever. IT PROVIDES NOTHING FOR 
THE POOR WORN OUT OLD WO­
MEN, and the sum allotted if divided 
among all who are entitled to consid­
eration would mean less than EIGHT 
CENTS PER WEEK, and ONE CENT 
PER DAY. No such absurd and un­
just scheme was ever conceived be­
fore, The discrimination between old 
mèn and old-women, and the culling 
by the Government of four hundred 
old men from the ranks of thousands 
equally deserving of a pension was, 
as I expressed at the time of its pro­
posal, “a piece of absurdity and cruel­
ty combined.” The only practical 
scheme of Old Age Pensions is the 
“Universal Scheme,” adopted in all 
other countries that have taken the 
matter up, under which all old men 
and all old women over a certain age 
equally participate. This is the sys­
tem that I have advocated, and hope 
to see adopted. •

COLD STORAGE FOR FISHERY
EXPORTS AND ESTABLISH­
MENT OF BAIT FREEZERS.

The establishment of Cold Storage 
for fishery exports, and establish­
ment of Bait Freezers were among 
the pledges given. These pledges also 
remain unfulfilled. The only attempt 
that was made in this direction was 
the notorious agreement entered in­
to between the Government and two 
American citizens—Messrs. Trefeth- 
en and Lord. It will be remembered 
that after I exposed in the House of 
Assembly that the true inwardness 
of that scheme was to give the control 
of our bait supplies to these Ameri­
cans the bubble vanished into thin 
air. t

THE (CHEAPENING OF COAL AND
WORKING OF PEAT AREAS.

The people were told by Sir Edward 
Morris that “the serious situation 
created by the present price of coal is 
so far-reaching that it has become a 
national grievance,” and they were
promised by him that “a means would 
be found for effecting a reduction in 
the price of coal.” This “serious situ­
ation” not only still exists but it has 
been intensified by the higher price 
now demanded for coal. Our coal 
areas remain undeveloped, and our 
peat bogs provide no substitute for 
coal, and no means have been found 
for effecting a reduction in the price 
of coal. The deluded people of this 
Country will doubtless be “staggered” 
when they learn that the Colony’s 
most valuable coal area, so far as 
known, situate in Bay St. George and 
formerly held in possession by the late 
Captain Cleary, which in the month 
of March became forfeit to the Gov­
ernment' on default of payment of ren­
tal, has been handed over by the Gov­
ernment to the Messrs. Reid. I have 
received this information from what 
I must regard as a perfect reliable 
source, namely Mr. John Cleary, who 
entered a protest with the Govern­
ment against the transfer without 
compensation to the late Captain 
Cleary’s Estate. Assuming then this 
to be correct, the Colony has been 
stripped of probably its most valuable 
asset, and, to a greater extent than 
was ever dreamed of, the present 
Government have made the .Messrs. 
Reid the arbiters of our Country’s 
destiny.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF OUR
RESOURCES AND EMPLOY­
MENT FOR OUR PEOPLE AT
HOME.
The development of the natural re­

sources of the Country, and employ­
ment of our people at home, was still 
another pledge which is as far from 
fulfillment to-day as on the day five 
years ago when it-was made. There

has been, no new development of the 
natural resources of this Country un­
der the present Government. There 
has been no new employment enter- 
prised to keep our people at home. I 
challenge the Government to point 
to one "single development of “our 
natural resources,” or to one import­
ant labour giving industry that has 
come into existence during their 
whole term of office. The truth is that 
“the natural resources of the coun­
try” have been exploited by members 
of the Government and their friends 
in the attempt to “get rich quick,” and 
while some of them have amassed 
large sums of money in their gamb- •’ 
ling transactions the Country has 
been impoverished both in reputation 
and resources. I might go on «num­
erating the broken pledges of the Gov­
ernment but it would occupy too much 
space herein. I assume in dealing 
with the most important of them I 
have portrayed sufficient to convince 
the public of the hollow sham that 
has been masquerading as a paternal 
and “People’s Government.”

FACING THE FUTURE.
THE WORK TO BE DONE.

In facing the future I am encour­
aged by the knowledge that the great 
body of producers in this Country— 
THE FISHERMEN—will give me 
their moral and material support. 
They have given me a special call to 
their service, and have pledged me 
their support at the polls, and in 
carrying out the policy I shall pres­
ently summarize. For the first time 
in the history of Newfoundland we 
have felt the touch of one of the “ir­
resistible tendencies of the modern 
State,” namely, the disposition among 
its citizens themselves to form 
“groups” for the advancement or de­
fence of particular interests. In the 
world around us these “groups” have 
realized that as groups they have no 
direct representative voice in the 
legislation by which their interests 
are controlled ; in other words, that 
the Government doeS not represent 
them. The formation of the Labor 
Party in England is to be interpreted 
in that way, as must also be the for­
mation of the FISHERMEN’S PRO­
TECTIVE UNION in Newfoundland. 
The fishermen perceived that though 
their voting power outnumbered that 
of any other single class, yet fisher­
men as such were unrepresented in 
the making of the laws. The principle 
runs back through the centuries to 
the Edict of King Edward I., which 
enjoined the Constituencies to send to 
Parliament not anybody who could 
win their suffrages, but members of 
the classes legislation was most like­
ly to affect. I am not called upon here 
and now to discuss the “principle,” 
but to deal with the fact that the
largest “group” of Electors in the Is­
land demand a representative voice 
in the legislation by which their in­
terests are controlled. They have 
united with thousands of others out­
side the Union in calling me to their 
service. They have asked me to give 
them direct representation in the 
ranks of my Party. I have had great 
pleasure in acceding to their request, 
and I feel sure that this action on my 
part will be accepted by Fishermen 
generally, throughout the Country, as 
a guarantee that their interests will 
be most carefully advanced and pro­
tected.

The policy that will immediately 
engage my attention will embrace :—

1. —A thorough Expert Examina­
tion into the financial condition 
of the Colony, with a view to 
establishing its finances upon a 
sound basis.

2. —A revision of the whole Civil
Service with a view to dispen­
sing with the services of un­
necessary and unsuitable offi­
cials, and secure greater effi­
ciency and economy in the con­
duct of the several depart­
ments of the Government.

3. —The re-establishment of the
credit of the Colony both at 
home and abroad by a sane and 
judicious expenditure of the 
Colony’s revenues.

4. —The revision of the Tariff, so 
that it may bear more equit­
ably upon the fishermen and 
laboring classes generally.

5. —The enactment of a law to pre­
vent Combines in trade, for .the 
purpose of enhancing the price 
of goods to consumers.

6. —The appointment of Consular
Agents with intent to open new 
markets- to our fishery pro­
ducts, and to keep the Govern­
ment acquainted with the con­
dition of markets abroad.

7. —A complete re-organization of
the Department of Marine and 
Fisheries. To-day the Norweg­
ians and Germans are formid­
able competitors of ours in the 
markets of the Mediterranean. 
These countries have develop­
ed their fisheries on scientific 
lines, and have brought them to 
present proportions by apply­
ing the best thought of the best 
minds to practical effort. Their 
Fishery Departments are store­
houses, of knowledge where the 
fishermen may obtain reliable 
information on all matters 
bearing upon the cure and 
marketing of fishery produce, 
and their legislators may re­
ceive authoritative direction as 
to the form legislation should 
take for the conservation and 
development of the fisheries. 
We have a Fishery Depart­
ment in this Colony which has 
become but a name for a dis­
pensary of public patronage, 
and a channel for the waste of 
public money. I propose to at­
tach to the Department of Fish­
eries the best scientific talent 
obtainable, and t - make it what 
it ought to be, a Bureau of In­
formation for all who are in­
terested in the fisheries, and 
who are responsible for their 
protection and development.

8. —The adoption of a measure to
deal with the cull and standard­
ization of fish, and the proper 
inspection of all fishery pro­
duce.

9. —An inquiry into the whale fish­
ery. The fishermen through 
their Union have pressed upon 
my attention the'matter of pro­
hibiting it for a time. Many 
practical fishermen are of opin­
ion that the prosecution of the 
whale fishery and destruction 
of large numbers of whales has 
seriously affected the supplies 
of bait fishes. I shall have the 
question carefully investigated, 
and take such action a§ the in­
quiry shall demonstrate to be 
for the public welfare.

10. —The Erection of Bait Depots to
meet the needs of the Fisher­
men.

11. —The Amendment of the Laws
relating to the conduct of the 
sealfishery.

12— The Erection of Lighthouses
and Fog Alarms where most re­
quired.

13— The Establishment of a Tele­
phone System to link up fish­
ing centres.

14. —Harbor improvements, embrac­
ing the deepening of water 
ways, erection of public 
wharves and landings, and es­
tablishment of a Harbor of Re­
fuge on the Straight Shore. The 
latter work commenced by my 
Government some years ago at 
Musgrave Harbor was partial­
ly destroyed by a storm. 
This shall be restored and the

• work completed so as to make 
the Harbor'what it was intend­
ed to be, or, if considered desir­
able, another harbor substitut­
ed therefor.

15. —The Establishment of County
Councils throughout the Island. 
My Government tested this 
scheme of administration of lo­
cal affairs in the District of 
Burin, and it has worked with 
entire satisfaction to the peo­
ple.

16. —An Amendment of the Crown
Lands Act, having special re­
ference to the future disposi­
tion of timber areas.

17. —The re-establishment of a Mod­
el Farm and Experimental Sta­
tion where the young men of 
this Country may 'obtain a 
scientific and practical train­
ing in Agriculture, and those 
already engaged in that import­
ant industry may receive the ad­
vantage of scientific advice and 
direction.

18 .—'Ihe renewal of a bounty for 
the clearing of land.

19. —A thorough Geological Survey
of such lands as remain the 
property of the Crown.

20. —The Establishment of Dispen­
saries and Cottage" Hospitals in 
the Outports.

21. —The Construction of Main Line
Roads.

22. —The rigid enforcement of the
Bait Act as heretofore carried 
out by my Government.

23. —Legislation to regulate the
working hours of Railway Em­
ployees.

24. —A Commission to deal with
transport and freight rates.

25. —An insistence upon the due and
proper performance of contrac­
turai obligations by all com­
panies under agreement with 
the Government.

26. —The Establishment of Postal
Savings Banks so as to encour­
age the people in self-help ; as­
sist them to build on the found­
ations of thrift and self-re­
liance, and furnish a secure in­
vestment for their savings. The 
present institution has been ex­
ploited by unscrupulous poli­
ticians for party purposes to the 
detriment of the institution and 
anxiety of depositors, and it 
shall therefore be placed under 
different management, and le­
gislation adopted to make such 
base party tactics as we have 
recently witnessed a penal of­
fence punishable with impris­
onment.

27. —The re-organization of the Post­
al Department. This most im­
portant branch of the public 
service which, under my ad­
ministration a few years ago, 
was brought to a state of ef­
ficiency by the aid of expert 
advice, has again lapsed into a 
condition that demands imme­
diate attention and remedy. The 
efficiency of this Department, 
and public confidence therein, 
has been shattered by the per­
nicious practice followed of late 
in connection with all depart­
ments of the public service, 
namely, the appointment there- 

‘ to of party supporters without 
regard to their qualification: 
Further, without reflecting in 
any way upon the gentleman 
who presides over that depart­
ment, I am of opinion that 
greater efficiency and more pub­
lic satisfaction will be obtained 
if the head of the Postal De­
partment is immediately re­
sponsible to the people, and I
propose therefore to change the 
present method of administra­
tion by making the head of that 
department a Minister of the 
Crown subject to public appro­
val and dismissal. In England, 
Canada, and other Dominions 
under the Crown this has been 
deemed the best ,and proper 
method of administration, and I 
have no doubt but it will prove 
most advantagepus here.

EDUCATION.
The subject of Education is, I am 

pleased to observe, one of the matters 
that the Fishermen through their 
Union have taken up and expressed 
their opinion on. In what has been 
published as the “Bonavista plat­
form” we find the following sugges­
tions, namely :—

1. —The establishment of a Night
School System in the Outports 
during winter months.

2. —Schools for every settlement
containing 20 schoolable child­
ren from the age of 7 to 14.

3. —Free and compulsory education
seven months of each year.

They go no further, and I have 
neither read of nor had suggested to 
me verbally by any person that they 
desire any change whatsoever in the 
present educational system of the Col­
ony other than that above quoted.

This suggestion is sane, moderate, 
entirely commendable, and I shall con­
sult with the Superintendents of Edu­
cation with a view to meeting the 
Fishermen’s desire. In dealing with 
the question of Education in my Mani­
festo of 1908, I said:—

“When, in the year, 1887, I intro­
duced the Ballot Act, which conferred 
upon every man of twenty-one years 
of age and upwards the right to vote, 
and thus perform one of the highest 
privileges of citizenship, I was not 
unmindful of the fact that, in order to 
enable our people to reach the true 
standard of citizenship, education 
would have to be liberally encour­
aged. As soon, therefore, as I was 
placed by you in a position from which 
I could direct the policy of the Gov­
ernment, I proceeded without delay 
to construct this broad avenue of all 
progress. During my term of office 
four hundred and forty-two thousand 
seven hundred and seventy-three dol­
lars, or nearly a half a million of dol­
lars, have been expended in this di­
rection : nor shall I rest satisfied un­
til there is an up-to-date school in ev­
ery settlement in Newfoundland.”

Inat statement holds good to-day. 
Now, I have placpd on record in the 
House of Assembly my views in re­
lation to TECHNICAL EDUCATION 
—an education in trade and indus­
tries. The secret of success in trade 
and industry depends upon Education. 
Not upon education of the common, 

kor high school, or library, but upon 
the education of the laboratory, the 
workshop and modem lecture room. 
It seems to me high time to consider 
whether in these days, when the es­
sence of prosperity is commerce, and 
the essence of commerce is rivalry, it 
is not our immediate duty to grant the 
young men of our Country this special 
Education, without which certain na­
tural abilities inherent in the New­
foundlander may easily run to waste. 
The best positions in connection with 
manufactures, mining and other in­
dustries in this Colony are filled by 
men from other countries because of 
the want of technical knowledge on 
the part of our young men. This 
should not be the case, and I shall 
endeavour to remedy the matter.

Until the Colony’s liabilities to the 
Messrs. Reid arising out of the pres­
ent Government’s railway policy has 
been ascertained and discharged it 
would be impolitic, if not impossible, 
to undertake the work of settling the 
lands along'the cross-country line 
which was contemplated by those who 
were responsible for that develop­
ment scheme. But, this cannot be 
much longer deferred, for our public 
lands are remaining useless, and our 
burden of taxation waits to be shared 
by others.

IN CONCLUSION.
It has given me very great pleasure 

to be able to outline in this Manifesto 
so many of the reforms desired by 
the Fishermen’s Protective Union, and 
my only regret is that the serious
financial embarrassment brought 
about by the waste and extravagance 
of the present Government renders it 
impossible for the finances of the Col­
ony to respond to further demands at 
this time.

I shall not deceive those who have 
called me to their service by raising 
any expectations except what I know 
can be fulfilled.

I have made this communication 
full and comprehensive because I can­
not possibly reach the majority of the 
Electors from the public platform. I 
ask them to consider carefully, 
thoughtfully, conscientiously, all that 
I have herein set forth, remembering 
that the future of this Country and 
the fairest hopes of the well-being and 
happiness of its people depend upon 
the decision they shall register at the 
polls on the 30th Inst.

I appeal to all who can regard poli­
tics without being influenced by mere 
temporary party prejudices to pause 
before they endorse the policy and 
actions of those who have been in 
charge of the Government during the 
past four years. I appeal to them to 
assist me, by such a pronouncement 
of popular confidence and approval as 
shall enable me to feel, in taking up 
the burden I have been called upon to 
bear, that there are around and be­
neath me the strong arms of an inde­
pendent, loyal, and patriotic people.

Fear of war with Turkey is grow­
ing in Athens, but the Porte is. at­
tempting to allay the feeling by an­
nouncing its determination to hold 
the Islands In the Aegean Sea, sub­
ject to the decision of the Powers. 
It is claimed that Turkey is moving 
troops, disguised as irregulars, to­
wards Kavala and Saloniki. An­
other source of uneasiness for Greece 
arises from warm congratulatory 
messages which have passed between 
Sofia and Constantinople. A despatch 
from Belgrade descritfcs the fighting, 
which attended the recapture of Di- 
bra. as sanguinary beyond anything 
which has occurred in the Balkans. 
The Albanians defended the place 
from house to house, while the walls 
fell about them in the streets. They 
fought with any weapon that came 
to hand. Even the Serbs admit that 
the Albanians fought like heroes, and 
left Dibra a mass of ruins. The Serbs 
are advancing and a decisive battle 
is expected near Prisrend. Anarchy 
prevails in Albania, where the pro­
visional government now disavows 
all connection with the uprising 
against Servia.
