PARIS, Jan:. 5.

PROPOSED CONFERENCES.
LONDON, Jan. 5.

Considerable prominence is given
in London newspapers to reports of
conferences held in Vienna and Ber-
lin. The inferences drawn are that
as the war staffs are taking no part
they relate to policy, rather than the
conduct of the war. Emperor Wil-
liam, King Charles, King Ferdinand
of Bulgaria and the Sultan of Turkey
are to meet at'Vienuna, according’to
newspaper reports, while the Foreign
ministers and presidents of parlia-
ments of the Central Powers will as-
semble in Berlin at a later conference
which has been fixed for January 19.
That of the sovereigns probably will
precede it as a train already has ar-
rived at Constantinople to convey the
Sultan to Vienna.

A News Agency despatch from Lon-
don to-day says Cardinal Hartmann
coneyed to Emperovr Wilhelm the re-
quest of Pope Benedict that the Ger-
man forces permit the French to re-
store Rheims Cathedral, according to
the Central News despatch from Am-
sterdam to-day. The Pope, according
to the Central News, reported the
structure which has been struck hun-
dreds of times by German shells, in
danger of collapsing.

WILSON THINKING SERIOUSLY.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 5.

The President is seriously consider-
ing the advisability of making a for-
mal offer of mediation to the warring
powers of Europe, according to inti-
mations let drop to-day in high offi-
cial quarters. So seriously is he con-
sidering such a move, it is stated,
that instructions have been, sent to
American dilpomatic representatives
in Europe to ascertain informally
whether such an offer would be re-
sented.

SUNK BY SUBMARINE.

The Ivannou
was last reported as leaving Las Pal-
mas on Dec. 12 for Belfast. The
movements of - the other steamers
sunk has not been received at avail-
able marine registers.

FEAR GERMAN INVASION.

PARIS, Jan. 5

The ' possibility of a German invas-
ion of Switzerland is assuming more
and more the aspect of probability in
the French view. Gustave Herve, in
the ‘Victoria’ this morning, devoted
his leader to the subject, calling on
Great Britain to take over more of
the French battlefront to the west, so
that French troops may be liberated
to form an army of manoeuvre ready
to strike at any needed point.

WILSON CRITICEZED.
LONDON, Jan. 5.

Further criticisms of President Wil-
son’s note are printed in some of the
morning papers. In connection with
Spain’s refusal of overtures from
Washington and the impending reply
of the Entente, the Times says edi-
torially: The wise and dignified ac-
tion of the Spanish Government and
the significant attitude of Holland and
the princibal Republics of America
show that independent neutrals are
not prepared to follow President Wil-
son’s ill-considered lead.

FOOD TROUBLE IN VIENNA.

GENEVA, Jan. 4.

The Burgomaster of Vienna, Dr.
Meiskerchen, threatens to resign _if
Hungary continues to refuse to send
food to Vienna. According to reports
received here he is quoted as saying
the prisons are filled chiefly with wo~
men and children, convicted of having
stolen foods, while housewives are
afraid to go shopping for food even
in the principal streets, owing to rob-
beries and assaults. Swiss-German
papers are crowded with advertise-
ments for Swiss servants to go to
Germany, the reason being that every
Swiss in Germany is allowed to. re-
ceive from home weekly ter® pounds
of foodstuffs.

MAKING STATES SHELLS.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.

Despite the demands upon the Brit-
ish munition plants, because of the
war, Hadfields Limited, .an English
concern, outbid American companies
in the proposals opened to-day for
16-inch and 14-inch armour piercing
projectiles for the States Navy. Not
only are English companies’ figures
more than $20 per projectile below.

ENEMY TRENCHES SRAIDED.

LONDON, Jan. 4. (Official.)

FRIDAY, January 5, 1917,

Food Famine in
the Central Empires.

Out of the confusion of

peace talk a new note is

beginning to sound, which

the English newspapers
repeat with greater and greater confi-
dence. The Allies’ 'reply to. Germany
and Austria was sufficiently clear and
final to make idle any further discus-
sion of peace, and it was so accepted
in those countries; yet the discussion
still goes on. The surprising state-
ment of Count Andrassy that the
terms of the Central Empires will be
sent to President Wilson after all, de-
spite their complete refusal to dis-
close them in their reply to his note,
a statement which we can well believe
has startled the German public as well
as the outside world, may or may not
be true; but there are certain indica-
tions that the President is cognisant
of more things concerning the Central
Empires than we know, and that they
might help to explain his recent course
of action. There are many straws
flying about, and not a few of them
in the same direction.

In Germany’s first offer, last month,
tohtreat of peace her desire was plain.
But the desire could easily enough be
attributed to purely military consid-
erations, and an such a basis it was at
first explained. Germany has achiev-,
ed her maximum and cccupies the
most favourable position she ever will
occupy from which to negotiate peace
terms: there should therefore be no
surprise that she has signified her
willingness to begin the" negotiations
at once. But when, the negotiations
refused, she persists in her efforts to
bring them about, her enemies may
be forgiven for exalting her willing-
ness into a desire and even into-a
necessity. They seem to have much
to encourage them to this conclusion.

The blockade has been enforced by
the Allies for nearly tgo years, with
increasing stringency. It was impos-
sible that even these great countries,
with all the aid that the laxness of
the blockade for long allowed them to
derive from neutral neighbours, should
not Soon feel the effect. That they
did so feel it, and in some respects
severely, the Allies have known for
some time, but after the initial ex-
aggerated faith in the . new " instru-
ment, something akin to that of the
Germans in their subma:‘n@s, ' they
seem to have erred, though on the
right side, in underestimating its ef-
fect. Evidences are now multiplying
that this effect has been very much

greater than we had suspected, that,
as the Morning Post says, “the end
of German endurance is approaching
rapidly.” This may be now hyper-
bolical, but the time will come when
it is not. The knowledge, which is
derived from a variety of sources and
chiefly from the German and Austrian
newspapers, will enormously strength-
en the resolution of the Allies, but
they will be wise enough to make it
a subordinate weapon and bend all
their efforts to a victory in the field.
None the less it may soon become ap-
parent what a terrible weapon it is
and how completely it will assure
their triumph. The siege of Paris
remains yet fresh in the minds of
many, while here we have not a city
but an empire reduced to starvation.
Against such an enemy none can hold
out. If Germany and her Allies cry
for peace now, at the beginning of
the winter, what will be the urgency
of their cry before it is ended? There
are some among the Allies who would
not wish the end.to come in this way,
and would prefer to see the war car-
ried to the enemy’s territory; but if
such a wish is due to a justifiable de-
sire of revenge, it might be said that
no horror that Germany has perpe-
trated upon her victims could in so
short time and over so great space
inflict such hardship as this. Further,
it would expedite that revolution of
popular feeling in Germany, that re-
nunciation of her present autocracy,
which many hold still ‘to be necessary
before the end. If in so doing it can
end at the same time the agonies of
the war and the rule of the creatures
that made it, and would make another,
it is devoutly to be wished that there
is no exaggeration in the report that
Germany is on the verge of starvation.

The 35th regular meeting of the
Citizens’ Committee was held in the
Board of Trade Rooms last night,
Chairman A. Soper presiding.

Section 247 relative to the City Poll
Tax of two dollars on every male per-
son who resides in the city for a
period of twelve months and is 21
years of age or upwards, brought
forth much discussion. Some of the
Committee thought the tax should be
increased to $5, but on the yote be-
ing called the Section as it stood was
adopted. :

Sections 248 to 254, inclusive, touch-
ing on the machinery necessary for
the enforcing of the first mentioned
Section and the collection of 3% per
cent. on the grossreceiptsof theatrical
companies, picture houses, skating
rinks, etc., were passed with several
slight amendments.

Concerning Section 255, dedling
with the city tax on various financial
companies, it was the opinion of the
committee that the tax on the follow-
ing concerns should be increased:—

WAR REVIEW.
) LONDON, Jan. b.

Except for a narrow strip of land
projecting into the Danube marshes
towards the Moldavian town of Galatz
all Dobrudja has been cleared by the
Teutonic Allies of Russian and Rou-
manian troops. After the fall of
Matchen and Jigila the defenders be-
gan to retreat across/the Danube to-
ward Braila. According to Berlin the
forces of the Russian rear-guard on
the peninsula, projecting toward Gal-
atz, comprise the only Entente troops
now in Roumania between the Dan-
ube River and the Black Sea in Mol-
davia. The Teutonic Allies; despite
heavy snow, are continuing the iva-
sion of the country from the south-
west. Along this front of Field Mar-
shal Von Mackensen’s former region,
they are meeting with strong resist-
ance at various points from the Rus-
sian-Roumanian troops in the wooded
Carpathians. - The Russians in an at-
tack captured from the Germans an
advanced position northwest of Can-
esci. Petrograd reports that in this
fighting the Russians took 600 men
prisoners, captured 3 cannon, 16 ma-
chine guns and other war material
On the other fronts operations are
still confined to reciprocal bombard-
ments, and engagements between
small reconnoitering imrties. In Gal-
jcia the Austro-Germans delivered
several attacks against the Russians,
but they proved unsuccessful. Raids
of German trenches northeast of Ar-
ras and in the neighborhood of
Mpytschalte are reported by the Lon-
don war office, which asserts also that
a German attempt against the British
trenches east of Armentieres was put
down with losses to the attackers.

OFFENSIVE IN EAST AFRICA.

LONDON, Jan. 4.

An official communication issued by
the War Office to-night says: In
East Africa our forces in the vicinity
of Kissaki, south of Uluguku Hills
resumed the offensive on New Year's
Day. Thecy stormed the ‘nemy’s
strongly entrenched line in Megeta
valley, inflicting heavy casualties,
capturing guns and howitzers. Pur-
suing the enemy we approached on

,'Jan. 3, Tiogowali River, 11 miles north

west of Kibamhawe.

Crew Had Thrilling ~Experience.

Four long and weary days and
nights in the height of a stiff nor’-
wester suffering untold hardship and
exposure on their smitten craft, such
was the experience of the crew of the
schooner Edith Marguerite who were
brought to town to-day by the tug
D. P. Ingraham. The names of the
shipwrecked men are: W. B. Kean,
Captain; Thomas Lodge, Mate; Urbin
Parsons, Cook; Joe Lodge, Boatswain;
Thomas Lodge, Jr., A.B.; Frederick
Brown, A.B.; John Masoen, A.B. All
belonged to Catalina exdept the mas-
ter and cook.

The Edith Marguerite left St. John’s
on October 17th last with 3,600 gqtls.
of fish for "Alicante and made one of
the quickest runs across the “herring
pond’“sever known in local marine
circles. Notwithstanding that she
was delayed at Gibraltar for two days,
owing to submarine scare, only twen-
ty days elapsed from the time she left
here until reaching her destination.
Favorable weather was had for vir-
tually the whole passage and the ves-
sel had an excellent opportunity of
displaying her good sailing qualities,
After discharging at Alicante she pro-
ceeded to Santa Pola where she load-
ed salt and left for this port on Nov,
1st. Boisterous weather was met
coming dbwn the Mediterranean and
it took the vessel eight days to Gib-
raltar, arriving there on December
1st and leaving again on the 3rd for
here. Weather conditions were com-
paratively fair, there being only an
occasional adverse breeze, until
reaching the viciftity of the Flemish
Cap on Dec. 19th. On that day the
wind blew with hurricane force from
the northwest and, said Capt. Kean,
we were compelled to heave to for
three or four days so bag did the ele-
ments become, making no progress
whatever. The decks of the vessel
were constantly inundated by the huge
seas which swept over her, but appar-
ently .she was not damaged and was
surviving the ordeal well. The storm
continued, though with abated fury,
and the vessel started to recover her-
self and make some headway, but on
Saturday last, Dec. 31st, all good
hopes began to be dispelled by the
knowledge that the braces had come
off the rudder, caused by the contin-
ual pounding of the seas against it.
The rudder was only hanging‘by the
top “pindle” and was swinging so
much that it was feared every mo-
ment the “case” would be thrown out
which would mean that the vessel
would fill up with water almost im-
mediately and sink. The vessel be-

an to leak slightly and to prevent it
from getting worse the rudder had to
be wedged even at the risk of render-
ing the rudder useless and not being
able to steer the ship afterwards.
After drifting about in a helpless and
unmanageable state for several hours,
buffeted badly by the relentless bil-
lows, it was discovered that the leak
had extended and the Edith Marguer-
ite was making water fast. The crew
then had to man the pumps and suc-
ceeded in-keeping her free. Owing to
the heavy head seas and strong wind
the vessel was drivén back about 100
miles. The next day, Sunday, Janu-
ary- 1st, the weather moderated and
an attempt was made to unhang the
rudder so as to permit a “jury” being
rigged, but this was found unwork-
able, because the braces had become
water-logged. This idea had to be
abandoned and the rudder was wedged
again as tight as possible and the
vessel was again left to the mercy of
the wiu 1 and waves and the only Hope
the crcw had was to sight a passing
stcamer. On Tuesday night last a
steamer, bound to the southeast was
sighted on the outer edge of the

Grand Banks. Flares were sent in the

air from the rigging of the disabled
craft to attract the steamer’s atten-

tion, - The stranger passed within aY

few hundred yards of the Edith Mar-
guerite, but took no notice of the
signals. Capt. Kean. and associates,
though fatigued and hungry for want|
of sleep and food, were not down-
hearted and kept operating the pumps.
The wind during the night shifted to
south and it was found that by using
the canvas they could make a nor’-
west course. The vessel made head-
way in that direction and reached the
inside edge of the .Grand. Banks.
Meanwhile the vessel began to leak
worse than ever and the pumps were
unable to cope with the inrush of wa-
ter. About 2 o’clock yesterday after-
noon they sighted a steamer about 8
miles southward and again showed
their distress signals, which were an-
swered, and the steamer, which prov-
ed to be a Norwegian of 7,000 tons,
bore down on the smitten craft. Capt.
Kean first boarded the Norwegian and
discussed with the captain the idea of
being towed to port. This, however,
was considered inadvisable, as it was
blowing a strong gale at the time and
the sea was very rough; the Edith
Marguerite in addition not having any
rudder by which to steer made impos-
sible such a task. Capt. Kean then
went back to his vessel and abandon-
ed hor. ‘A lifeboat was launched and
he and his crew were transferred to

p ey :
the Norwegian., Before leaving, the
Edith Marguerite was set on fire in
the cabin, so that she would not be a
menace to navigation. Capt. Kean
asked the captain if it was possible
for him to land them at a Newfound-
land " port, ‘as the destination of the
steamer would ¥ean cver two months
before the shipwreckers would get
home. The captain kindly acquiesced,
provided that the authorities here.
would have a steamer to meet them
at Cape Spear, Through the courtesy
of Messrs. Bowring Bros., the Ingra-
ham went to the Cape this morning
and brought to port the shipwrecked
seamen. Capt. Kean is glad to be
home again and he cannot speak too
highly of the hospitality accorded
himself and crew by the Norwegian
captain. The latter gave Capt. Kean
some photos and other interesting
souvenirs before leaving. Capt. Kean
also informs us that while at Cape
Spear this morning Pilots Leary, Lew-
is and Malone refused to transfer his
party to the Ingraham because the
steamer did not come to' port.

The ill-fated Edith Marguerite was
owned by Capt. Abraham Kean, father
of Capt. Wes. Kean.. She was about
130 tons, probably our fastest fish
carrier and a splendid model.

It is. no exaggeration to say
that the average American complexion
would be ruined before 30 if it was
subjected to the same freatment that
the French woman uses to advantage.

The same is true of the figure. The
only reducing method in this country
is the natural, scientific one-exercise
and change and reduction of food.

The Norlhcli_ﬂe Attack.

Editorial Assailing the Asquith Cab-
inet Just Before its Fall.

(New York Times.)

“The Limpets, a National Danger,”
was the title of the editorial in The
London Daily Mail, which is said to
have precipitated the cabinet crisis
in England. The. first copies of the
newspaper reached here yesterday.
This is the article:

“A moment in our struggle for ex-
istence has now been reached when
government by these twenty-three
men who can never make up their
minds has become a danger to the
empire.

“The burden of administration in
war makes demands on the body and
mind which cannot possibly be sup-
ported by idle septuagenarians like
Mr. Balfour and Lord Lansdowne, or
by such a semi-invalid as Lord Grey
of Fallodon. One of the wisest and
ablest. historians of the Napoleonic
wars has declared that the age and
feeble health of so many of Napol-
eon’s earlier adversaries were the
causes of his astounding triumphs. It
was not till the young and vigorous
men took the field against the Corsi-
can that success came in sight. Can-
ning and the British diplomats of the
period of victory were, as we should
now say, very young men. Nelson
was not 40 when he won his greatest
victory. Wellington was only 40
when he began his career of victory
in the Peninsula.

“With advancing age our Lans-
downes and Balfours  find it  harder
and ever harder to make up their
minds and to face grave responsibil-
ity. The notcrious characteristic of
our ‘Government’ of twénty-three is
indecision. There are at:  this mo-
ment no fewer than seven questions
urgently waiting to be decided. Most
of them have been ‘under considera-
tion’ by the twenty-three for weeks or
even months. Energy, promptitude,
speed are indispensable for success in
war Time has to-day a surpassing
value. But cur ‘Government,’ though
it has more than 100 committees en-
deavoring to make up its mind for it,
can never decide. It just waits till
the press and the Germans have done
something which forces it to decide
in a hurgy—'-and too late.

“For nearly two months a quarrel
has raged between ,the Air Board,
which the Twenty-three set up in de-
fiance of wiser advice, and the Ad-
miralty-—i.e., old Mr. Balfour, advised
by Admirals Tudor and Vaughan-Lee.
No authority but that of the ‘Govern-
ment’ can settle which of these two
bodies is in the wrong. Until that
point is settled the whole afr program
for the army is. held up and delayed.
Sir Douglas Haig is waiting for pow-
erful machines in abundant numbers
to meet the new German aeroplanes.
But the ‘Government’ delays and Resi-
tates, judging the question only from
the political standpoint. If it decides
for the Air Board it will upset Mr.
Balfour. If it decides for the Admir-
alty it will upset Lord Curzon, whose
ill-health 'has robbed him of power of
decision. So it does not decide at all
in order to keep both Mr. Balfour and
Lord Curzon in good "humor.

“Mr. Balfour’s Admiyn.lty Board has
failed to make good his indecent Man-
sion House boast regarding German
raids on the Channel, has failed to
cope with the new German submarine

\letqum

campaign on definite and systematic

lines, and has failed tc arm our mer-
chantmen.

“It requires reconstruction from
top to bottom. The ‘Government,’ in-
stead of recognizing the gravity of
the situation and the speed with
which the rapidly increasing German
submarines are sinking merchantmen,
allied and neutral, is waiting, like Mr.
Micawber, for something to turn up.’
Fresh changes in the Admiralty are
believed to be imminent. Why are
they not swiftly made so as to give
the country a board of young and
vigorous officers? The real food dic-
tator, as Gibson Bowles said yester-
day, is the German submarine.
Things have come to a pretty pass
when, because of the age and indo-r
lence of Mr. Balfour, food is soaring
to fancy prices.

“The supply of recruits to Sir Doug-
las Haig’s magnificent armies on the
Somme is a matter of the most urgent
need. The Man-Poweér Distribution
Board was set to work in September,
and nearly three months have passed
without any visible results other than
the promise of a debate in the House
of Commons next week. Without an
assured supply of recruits no General
can make plans for his campaign.
Through the procrastination of Mijnis-
ters the whole of this Autumn has
been thrown away, while the Ger-
mans under Hindenburg have been
working might and main,

“The ‘Government’ told us more
than a fortnight ago that the appoint-
ment of a Food Controller was neces-
sary. It admitted that a scarcity of
food (against which the Daily Mail
has been warning Ministers for more
than a year and which it has begged
them again and again to prepare for)
was certain, and that the most ener-
getic measures were necessary to
cope with the danger. But having “said
that these well-paid time-wasters
redapsed into their accustomed sloth.
The Food Controller is not appointed,
no adequate measure has been taken.
The talkers are drifting again and
discussing se:;iously such points as
the sale of sweets in theatres. It is
no wonder that Lancashire people are
asking how much longer Lord Derby,
with his reputation for robust energy,
will continue to associate with these
people.

“To increase the area of land under
wheat it is necessary to offer farmers
some guarantee against loss in the
shape of a minimum price of wheat.
Each year for the past two years the
‘Government’ has been entreated to
give this guarantee. It would have
been of inestimable service. There
is no possible objection to it. Even
the most fanatical of free traders are
calling for it. But it is not given.
Mr. Runciman and Lord Crawford ‘are
mute as oysters, and meantime t_};e
weeks when Winter wheat could be
sown are nearly gone. Is the nation

to starve because Ministers will not
decide?

“It has been obvious for months
that King Constantine was a German
puppet and would turn on the Allies
when he could. But Lord Grey of
Fallodon, being in feeble health—a
fact which everyone will regret,
though it is preposterfous_that a man
in feeble health should be in office in
these tremendous days—never grap-
pled resolutely with him in time.
Action has been taken at last, -six
months too late. In May it might
have saved Roumania and cut Ger-
many’s Balkan artery. Now it
achieves nothing and brings a fresh
embarrassment.

“The ‘Government’ has promised
soldiers the vote, and has done noth-
ing to redeem its promise. It has pre-
tended difficulties when none . exist,
because its Radical Ministers know
perfectly well that the millions of
soldiers in the field will vote against
their party and for the nation.

“The ‘Government’ has promised to
wind up the German banks, but up to
date—and this is the twenty-eighth
month of the war—not one of them
has been closed down. It promised to
end the German firms, but until the
Daily Mail set to work and stirred it
up day after day not one single Ger-
man firm was rooted out.

“The country, despite the fact that
it knows very little of the truth, is
exasperated by this record. In every
direction it is the same. But exas-
peration is not enough. The waste of
time, which means waste of life and
all that is dearest to us, can only be
ended if the nation ends this ‘Govern-
ment’ And # can cnly bring = this
dangerous ‘Government’ down by
showing its will very forcibly in-
deed.

“The nation has the gravest.ground
for complaint against Mr. Bonar Law.
As former leader of the Opposition, he
is responsible, by bowing down to M¥.
Asquith and accepting office in .a
Cabinet which contained a multitude
of elderly men, some of whom opposed
the war, and according to statements
of their sympathizers still secretly
oppose 'it, for depriving the nation of
the one constitutional safeguard—an
alternative Administration. For all
the tens of thousands of lives sacri-
ficed, for all the weeks and months
thrown away, for all the hundreds of
millions wasted by pure indolence, he
is resi)onsible in the sight of posterity
and of this generation. Messrs. Mc-
Kenna and Runciman, by their bad
example—keeping young men at
girls’ work in ‘Government’ offices
—are ruining -thousands of small
businesses owned by older folk who
have to go to the, trenches, where, by
the way, they are not of great use,
Mr. Lloyd George alone shows fore-
sight and courage. We, the nation,
look to him to end this tragedy, for it
is a tragedy that these appalling
blunderers should be in control of

our affairs at this time.”

McIVER’S COVE:—After a restful dark and wet, were we to inform the

-night we awoke to hail Sunday, Octo-

ber 1st.

JOHN’S BEACH:—At 2 o'clock we
left for John’s Beach and in half an
hour we were moored off it. Here
we met a goodly number of fine stal-
wart-looking fellows gathered to-
gether. The programme of the morn-
ing was repeated but I regret to say
that none of those present came im-
mediately forward. However two or
three have already gone from this
little settlement and so there 'is a
measure of redemption here. Oné of
them—a gallant young chap named
George Compagnon who had served
in the North Sea and was aboard the
Alcantura on the occasion of the not-
able duel between her and a German
ratder in the North Sea when the two
ships sank each other simultaneous-
ly—was temporarily added to our
party and gave a capital account of
his experience. Here we met on a
visit to a portion of his extensive
mission, the Rev. Henry Petley who
has persistently done all he can to en-
courage the men of his flock to do
their part, and from whose congrega-
tion at Curling so many young men
Lave already enlisted.

WOO’S ISLAND:—At about five
o’clock on this day we left John’s
Beach for Wood’s Island Harbor.
There has been a change of name au-
thorized here and either the Eastern
end or the whole of the Island—I
know not which—is now styled Inn-
ishmora. On the Island there are two .
distinct settlements, the one at
Western End called hitherto Wood’s |

Island Harbour, and the other at the ‘ servation of cur Em

Eastern end called formerly Wood’s |
Island. The settlements are 3 or 4
miles apart.
held—as we thought—at 8 o’clock in

Immediately after tea we
marched through mud and slush to
the hall and reached there pretty
well drenched at about 7 o’clock.
Here to our discomfort we found that
owing to some misunderstanding as
to the time of our arrival and the
time of meeting, the hall was not in
readiness. However, Mr.
(FL.M.C.) and others (including the
teacher) quickly got to work. Fires
and lamps were lit, but how, with the

Many had come up with us
from the Harbour; messengers were
sent to the Eastern End and as many
as one could expect under such cir-
cumstances came up. Eventually a
fair number of people were got to-
gether—sufficient to §11 about half the
hall—and we cheerfully went through
our programme in spite of the unto-
ward conditions. Mr. Costello made
an inspiriting Chairman and the audi-’
ence was an enthusiastic one. So in-
clement was the weather, be it said,
that none but enthusiasts would have
turned out to welcome us. We re-
ceived no additional names. We were
informed, however, that a few sons
of Innishmara have gone to fight for
freedom and liberty, so that hope
may be gntertained and that others
will follow their good example and
that the Island will be included at the
conclusion of peace amongst the pla-
ces that have done their part.

Gabriel, Mr. Sheppard and others
who gave a salvo of musketry that
made the hills resound and the wel-
kin ring. In spite of the high wind
it was a glorious morning.
