written by P. Bykoff, former chairman ;

of the Ekaterinburg Soviet. It was
inspired by the Communist opinion
that the story of the execution should
be told from the Bolshevist side. But
aparently it did not meet with the
approval of the higher officials *for,
althofgh it was published in the clos-
ing day® of 1921, it was immediately
withdrawn from circulation. - The
book was printed by the state printing
department of the Cral districy govern-
ment in this city and-gives a general
review of the labor revolution in the
Urals. The last chapter in it records
the Emperor’s death and is entitled,
“The Last Days of the Czar”” The
book was obviously censored careful-
ly before it was published as it lacks
many details of the execution which
ordinarily would have been given by
eye witnesses, It attempts to justify
the execution by explaining that the
Orenburg Cossacks were then threat-
ening Ekaterinburg from the south;
the Czechoslovak forces were press-
ing in from the east and letters had
been received showing that plots were
being formed to deliver the imperial
family to the counter-revolutionists.
Two extracts from letters are quoted
as evidence of the existence of these
plots.
THE CZAR’S LAST WORDS.

Aécordlng to Bykoff’s account the
last words of the Emperor when he
and his family were led unexpectedly
into the basement of their prison and
told that all the Romanoffs must die,
were: “But are we not to be taken
anywhere?”. The Bmpress and her
four daughters (the Grand Duchesses
 Olga, Tatiana, Anastasia, and Marie)
and the little Czarevitch and the re-
maining members of the household of
11 were so stunned that they said
nothing when Avdieff, the command-
ant.of the house ordered them to line
up against the basement wall and
pronounced the sentence. Bykoff

the same time at Alapaievsky, north

Peter the Great taxed beards, much
to his subjects’ disgust. Many who
were too poor to pay the tax shaved
their beards and carefully preserved
the hair so that it might be buried
with them ‘later.

Some of the Eastern natioms, in-
stead of shaking hands on- meeting,
greet each other by kissing the beard;
while the Turk feels that he is not
entertaining his guests properly if,
on their arrival, he does not sprinkie
their beards with scent.

That 'shaving has been practised
since the dimdawn of history, we!
know from the primitive attempts at
razors found from time to time in
ancient graves.

The custom in those days must
have had a religious significance, as |
indeed most old customs had. The
beard was the symbol of manhood, |
therefore t& the High Gods, must iti
be offered in token of obedience or
mourning.

Even at a far;later stage of history
the Romans practised shaving on
reaching the age of twenty-one. It
was a formal initiation of .manhood’s
estate.

Religion apart, shaving had its uses
in military purposes. The beard
formed a too convenient handle in the
combats of olden days, and Alexander
the Great accordingly issued an Army
Order to shave.

It is curious to notice the rever-
sions of fashion in the matter. The
huge monuments of the Assyrians
show the conquering armies full-
bearded and only the slaves and
captives shaven, but at a'later period
it was the Norman Conquerors who
were clean-chinned, and the bearded

| barbarians who were the conquered.

This is indicated by the tsct
that at present there are severa.I
hundred ships so equipped, totalling
about 1,500,000 tons.

Hitherto, however, the oil engine
has not been applied to the propulsion
of motor-passenger liners, perhaps/
account of the natural hesitation on
the part of shipowners, who can af-
ford to make no experiments where
the transport of passengers is con-
cerned.

The Domala, which has been built
for the British India Steam Naviga-
tion Company, and will' trade be-
tween London and India, 'has ac-
' commodation for about 140 pas-
! sengers, in addition to a cargo
capacity of some 11,000 tons. Her
two oil engines . develop 4,660-h.p.,
and her fuel consumption, when tra-
velling at 133, knots;, is under 20
tons of oil daily.

Diesel pil engines possess many ad-
vantages over steam machinery for
such a vessel. In a steamer of the
same size, equipped with - the most
modern plant, the coal consumed
would be between 3% and 4 times the
weight of oil used on the Domala.

The liquid. fuel is carried in double
bottoms, whereas bunker space must
be provided for the coal, so that the
motor-ship- has an additional cargo
capacity corresponding to the space
thus utilised. .

The Domala can cafry about 1,300
tons of fuel, which is sufficient for a
round trip from this country to the
East and back, whereas a steamer of

coal at various ports—a process that
is far from pleasant from the passen-
gers’ point of view.

It will be evident that owing to its
wider radius of action, the motor-
ship is more favourably placed with
regard to the purchase of fuel at the
ports where it can be most cheaply
obtained, and the elimination of stok-
ers due to the absence of boilers is
an advantage of some importance.

It is admittedly a far cry from the
Domala to the Transatlantic Levia-
than, but if this vessel and the ships
of similar type which are to follow
are successful, still larger motor-pas-
senger ships will begbuilt, and it is
impossible to put the limit to future
deyelopment.

THE DUTIES OF CITIZENS AND
SOLDIERS.

It is the duty of every citizen to
become acquainted:‘with his rights
and duties in' time of civil disorder,
Yet how few people seem to be aware
of their responsibilities!

The Justices of the Peace are, as
their title implies, responsible, in the
first place, for the civil peace of the
country, and .in time of tumult it is
to them that law-abiding men look
for instructions and example. '

The instruments supplied »to the
magistrates for magistrates and the'
constables themselves have also the
power of calling upon the citizens for
their assistance. :

In obeying . this order every per-
son has all the protection which the
law affords to the constable, and to
disobey such an order is a misde-
meanour.

If the rioting be, or appears' likely
to be of so serious a nature as to be-
come ‘a felony (that is by the -des-
truction of ‘property, the burning of
buildings, and the like), the Justices |
may summon to their aid any mﬂitsry
power which is available. :
