OTTAWA, Ont. — (Can. Press) 

Canada supplies over 80 per cent, of 
the newsprint paper imported an 
nually into the United States and over 
two-thirds of the total consumption 
of newsprint by that côtintry is either 
of Canadian manufacture or is made 
of pulp wood or wood-pulp imported 
from Canada, according to figures 
from the census of the pulp and paper 
industry for 1921 and 1928, just som- 
pleted by the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics.

The total value of 
paper imports into Canada in-. 1922 
was about one-ninth that of exports, 
leaving a trade balance of $66,530,- 
798.

The Balance of Power59c., 69c., 79c
The Fortnightly Review assigns the 

place of honour to an article on the 
"Balance of Power” by an anonymous 
writer. The article is a strange mix­
ture of clearness and of confusion of 
thought. Its thesis Is that since the 
Entente with France has ceased to be 
cordial the old policy of the Balance 
of Power has returned. British policy 
In Europe it claims, has always fav­
oured free trade in politics, and has 
opposed any State or combination 
which had obtained a preponderating 
Influence. France Is to-day the most 
powerful State of Europe, militarily 
In virtue of her army, economically 
because she Is almost self-support­
ing and because she controls coal, 
politically because she has built up a 
system of friendly alliances and re­
lations which enable her to encircle 
Germany with an iron fence from the 
North Sea to the Baltic. Though, as 
a world-State, the British Empire is 
more powerful than France, we In­
tervene in European affairs as the 
United Kingdom only, and must re­
cognize our limitations. Therefore we 
must either oppose France -or agree 
with her. At present we have tew 
good cards to play against the strong 
French hand and must seek to in­
crease them.

How can they be Increased? the 
writer inquires. “Our greatest asset,” 
he argues, “would be naturally If we 
could so transform the League (of 
Nations) that Its authority would be 
enhanced. This could be achieved by 
bringing in the two nations which 
have been left out of it, Germany and 
Russia. The League would be Im­
proved and would lose the character 
which It has at present of an instru­
ment of Allied pressure." But he re­
cognizes that “to bri»g Germany in, 
the ex-enemy, and Russia, the bar­
barian, Is not an easy task." Still he 
suggests that “the situation in Eastern 
Europe could be materially Improved, 
with great advantage to ourselves, it 
we made a serious effort along the 
line London-Berlin-Warsaw-Moscow” ; 
and he attaches Importance to an 
Italo-Spanlsh combination In the 
Mediterranean as a counterpoise to 
French influence. Yet he L, not blind 
to one possible fallacy In his argu­
ment:

At the base of all .considered 
schemes, there Is always the idea 
that France and Germany will go on 
squabbling Indefinitely. Here Is the 
danger, for there is absolutely 
nothing to prove that this will al­
ways be so . . . We should re­
member that during the war the 
Germans wore trouser buttons with

not with “Gott strafe Frankrelch.” 
The Germans are an obstinate peo­
ple but they are no fools, and they 
know how to accept the inevitable. 
France has got them by the throat 
in the Ruhr and will not let them 
go. This is an argument stronger 
than any we can produce.

Born in 1721, and baptized as 
the legitimate daughter ot Francois 
Poisson—who had to flee the country 
later for embezzling money of the 
bankers, his employers—she was edu­
cated at the expense of her reputed 
father, a rich financier named Le Nor- 
mant de Tournehem. She was bred 
from the first to her destiny—by her 
mother. She was to be nn morceau 
de rol, and she accepted De Toume- 
hem’s nephew, Le Norm ant d’Etioles, 
an undersized, hed-halred, honest 
yquth (together with half the for­
mer’s fortune) as a step only to this 
end. She Queened It in the financial 
world of Paris, and daily, a Diana on 
horseback, she sought to waylay the 
King oh his hunting expeditions. Fin­
ally at a hall given by the City of Par­
is, they met. Louis, charmed by her 
beauty, was captivated by her wit, 
and “la petite Etioles” had won the 
highest prize in the land.

“One Of Us.”
It was unparalleled. Never before 

had one of the bourgeoisie attained 
the position of maîtresse en titre. The 
Royal Family, the Ministers, the 
ladies of the Court, the Jesuits, even 
the rabble, were bitterly against this 
upstart. She fought them all and 
won. She dominated the King who 
made 'her Marquise de Pompadour, 
she ingratiated herself with the 
Queen, who made her lady-in-waiting, 
and soon she was making and unmak­
ing Ministers, selecting Ambassadors, 
and appointing Generals.

Her lib­
rary was notable ■ for the serious 
works in it, and she read them all.

Poredloln And Militarism.
While founding the Sevres porce­

lain factory on the one hand, she 
conld, on the other, establish the 
Ecole Militaire. She conducted all 
the royal business. And then the 
woman peeped through, and because 
Maria Teresa had written her a cour­
teous letter, she changed the whole 
policy of France, allied It with its eld 
enemy, Austria, and embarked on the 
disastrous Seven Tears’ War.

That brought the end. When there 
was nothing left to fight, she ceased 
to live. At the age of forty-two, she 
dressed in full Court costume and 
died, a jest on her lips. To the priest 
who was leaving her deathbed she 
said: “One moment. Monsieur,le Cure, 
wo will take our departure together.”

Dear Sir,—In connection with your 

leading article in the Telegram of 
Monday last, will you permit me to 
state the following facts concerning 
the importation of meat from Canada? 
A press message announcing the sus­
pension of the Canadian meat Inspec­
tion regulations, for the purpose of 
permitting the export of uninspected 
meat to Newfoundland, was published 
in the evening papers of December 
18th. On the following day the atten­
tion of the Government was directed to 
the matter, and the authorities at Ot­
tawa were communicated with. The 
message was found to be correct, and 
an Order-in-Councll was issued by the 
Government prohibiting the Import­
ation of uninspected meat into New­
foundland. Within a short. time the 
Canadian Government issued an or­
der rescinding the suspension of the 
meat inspection regulations, the order 
taking effect on January 26th,

I may say that only one shipment of 
uninspected meat arrived here, and 
this meat was carefully inspected on 
arrival. I am, sir,

COM.—Why was it that sundries 
were $2,000 more in 1922-3 than in 
1921-2?

A.—I don’t know. We bought con­
siderable lumber for repairs.

Witness procured vouchers for 
1921-2 sundries. One of the Items 
was for boat hire,

for carrying fish offal used at the 
farm.

All we ask Is a chance and 
fair returns for our fish. We have put 
forward the suggestion of a bonus 
simply to make the price give us 
something nearer a living wage, but 
we feel certain that it taxes were, re­
duced and we could purchase our 
lines and twines and other supplies 
at a reasonable rate the fishery copld 
be carried on profitably and we 
should not think of giving it up.

The fisherman is net the oply one 
who would derive a benefit by the 
successful prosecution of the indus­
try. It affects every man, woman and 
child in this country. The cooper, 
blacksmith, carpenter, cordage fac­
tory, tinsmith and every other trades­
man is directly interested in it. It is 
the mainstay of the country's welfare, 
and if it is going to be allowed to fall 
into decay what will the result be?

What will happen when we old 
men give it up as we intend to do un­
der present conditions, even though 
it means going to a foreign country 
to make a new start? It is the only 
thing we can do, as our vessels are of 
no use for any other purpose. It is 
pseless to expect to get men to crew 
them when they cannot make more 
than two hundred and fifty dollars to 
support thçlr families even when he 
returns with a full load.

Literary Forgeries
HOW GREAT SCHOLARS WERE 

FOOLED.

(By KENNETH LYON).
Hardouin, the Jesuit, once observed 

that in his opinion the ancient class­
ics were the work of mediaeval monks 
Colour is lent to this paradox by the 
astonishing activities of literary for­
gers. There are in existence letters 
from Euripides, Themistocles, and So­
crates and the tyrant Phalaris, believ­
ed for ’centuries to be authentic till 
the English scholar, Bentley, in the 
sixteenth century, proved them to be 
forgeries-. It is disappointing to learn 
that Æsop’s Fables were not Æsop’s 
at all, but were given their present 
form by a fourteenth-century monk. 
Maximus Planudes, who based his ver­
sion on the verses of Babrius, an im­
perial usher of the third century.

Simonides’s Swindles.
But some of the most amazing class­

ical forgeries are xthe work of modern 
experts. In, 1856 a Greek called Con­
stantine Simonides brought to light 
an apparently ancient manuscript of

a lost author Uranius. So miraculous 
was Simonides's skill in imitating an­
cient Greek writing that it deceived 
the great German scholar, Dindorf, 
who had the text published at Oxford 
with a Latin preface by himself.

In 1860 Simonides announced the 
discovery of a manuscript of St. Mat­
thew’s Gospel “written by Nicolaus the 
Deacon in the fifteenth year after the 
Ascension.” Fragments of other Gos­
pels followed, together with parts of 
Zoroaster and the log-look of Alex­
ander the Great’s admiral. The learn­
ed world was thrilled and in 1863 it 
took no less a body than the Royal 
Society of Literature to condemn the 
discoveries finally as forgeries.

Another Bombshell.
Simonides threw. another bombshell 

on the literary world by claiming to 
have written for the Czar of Russia the 
great fourth century manuscript of 
the New Testament discovered by 
Tischendoff on Mount. Sinai in 1844 
and known as “Codex Sinaiticus.” This 
controversy can be read in the col­
umns of the Guardian and Literary 
Churchman of 1862 and 1863. Whatever

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history includes, besides the tragedy 
of Chatterton, three first-class com­
edies ; and of all the forgers who have 
hoaxed the highbrows I should like 
to have seen Psalmanazar the Formo­
san most.

At the beginning of the eighteenth 
century Psalmanazar was brought to 
England from the Continent by an 
army chaplain. He at once interested 
the religious world by claiming to 
have converted the Formosans to 
Christianity from a most horrid bar­
barism whose rites included the burn­
ing of the hearts of 18,000 boys under 
the age of nine, at an annual sacri­
fice.

-The Formosans lived longer than or­
dinary human beings; Psalmanazar’s 
own grandfather enjoyed the activities 
of youth at the age of 117, a blessing 
which he attributed to the habit of 
sucking the blood of a young viper 
warm every morning.

This soi-diBant missionary secured 
an introduction to the. Bishop of Lon- 

’ don, who sent him to Christ Church, 
Oxford. His history of Formosa proved 
a best seller of 1704 to 1705. He held a 
public discussion on the subject be- 

i fore the Royal Institution, and later 
dined with Sir Hans Sloane, the Prue- 

| sian Ambassador, and a couple of 
! dukes, in whose presence he was con- 
i strained, owing to a habit caught in 
' Formosa, to eat his meat raw. Psalm- 
i anazar ultimately repented and be- 
i came notorious for his piety, hard 
j work, and friendship with Dr. John- 
j son.

Spurious Shakespeare.
| The forgeries of "a second Chatter­
ton” ended in laughter instead of 
tears. W. H. Ireland, the son of a keen 
Shakespearean, provided his father 
with a mass of Shakespearean pa­
pers, including his Protestant Con­
fession of Faith, letters from Queen 
Elizabeth and Anne Hathaway, and 
two hitherto undiscovered plays, 
“Vortigern and Rowena” and “Henry |

II.” These Shakespeareans caused 
acute controversy, but Ireland ob­
tained a testimonial as ,to their gen­
uineness from the Poet Laureate, two 
scholars, three peers, and no less a 
person than BoeWell.

Ireland’s cup must have been full 
when Sheridan himself produced the 
new Shakespearean play, “Vortigern 
and Rowena,*’ at Drury Lane on April 
2nd, 1796. with Kemble as Vortigern. 
The audience listened dumbfounded 
till Kemble came to the line: "1 would 
this solemn mockery were o’er,” when 
the house rocked with laughter and 
Vortigern never obtained another 
hearing. Ireland subsequently con­
fessed his forgeries.

£ 6,000 for Forged Letters.
But perhaps literary effrontery has 

never succeeded so well as that of 
Vrain-Denis Lucas. He began in 1854 
by inventing ancestors for the new 
rich, and had the luck to meet a Dr. 
Chasles, an astronomer of world-wide 
reputation and ipcredlble credulity. 
To this sagacious mathematician 
Lucas Bold 27,000 forged letters for 
£6,000. These letters Included some 
from Pascal to Robert Boyle claiming 
to have discovered the law of gravita­
tion twenty-five years before Newton. 
The Chauvinists of .the French Acad­
emy were delighted. Lucas produced 
letter from Rabelais, Lucas Plato, 
Mary Magdalene, Sir Isaac Newton,
