Dr. F. C. Shrukall, President of the 
Anthropological Section took a view 
quite contrary to the sentiment too 
widely expreat that the Anglo-Saxon 
race Is about played out and that It 
la on the slow decline, degenerating 
into decay. Perhaps this idea Is cul­
tivated by the more general knowle­
dge of crime, corruption and «treed 
as compared with the knowledge rf 
the existence of obedience to Iawt< 
honesty and unselfishness.

"Physically, mentally and morally, 
Dr. Shruksall declares, we are better 
than our forefathers. This is his 
scientific conclusion:

" ‘In stature and Weight, we aver­
age higher thgn our forefathers. Our 
general health’ Is vastly improved 
and our expectation , of life longer. 
Powers of resistance that have not 
been equalled were revealed in the 
great war. Mental.defectives are de­
creasing. Advances tn education are 
being made. Smaller'famille* are be­
ing offset by lessened mortality in' 
childhood.’ "

In the address that started all this 
discussion Professor Gregory ex- 
prest alarm over the rapid increase 
of the negro race in Africa and 
South America, and Dr. Edwin B. 
Sloeson, Director of Science Service, 
reports him thus for the New York 
World:

“There is double menace in the race 
problem, we are warned. From one 
side is the danger of civilization of 
the rising tide of color, and from the 
other is the. peril of humanity from 
the rising tide of color prejudice.

“A thousand years ago the whites 
held only part of Europe. Now Euro­
peans, though only a third of the 
world’s population, rule eight-ninths 
of the habitable land. But during 
the past half-century colored races 
have increased faster than the white.

"’Increased disparity in numbers 
means, in a democratic age, an in­
evitable transfer of power; while the 
former prestige of the white man has 
been undermined by hi* own benefi­
cent rule, alike in war and peace, and 
personal authority which, the White 
man held in 1900 has undergone a 
momentous decline,’ said Professor 
Gregory.

"African negroes are Increasing 
faster than any other people in the 
world. South America is firmly held 
by a mixed race, and Professor Gre­
gory thinks it most probable that a 
similar hybrid people will eventually 
occupy the southeastern section of 
the United rotates with some measure'j 
of home ruft. The whites can only 
hops'to hold in South Africa certain 
segregated sections, and in Asia only j 
the north and northwest, 
colonists have-no chance of p

dreamings are a bit wild,” the Boston 
Herald takes - them rather seriously, 
reminding us that- "the population of 
the United States advanced from 3,- 
929,214 - in 1790 to 106,708,771 in 1920, 
and it was by no means all due to 
immigration." Moreover,

“From 1800 to 1900 European Rus­
sia’s population jumped from 40 to 
106 millions, Germany’s from 27 to 
66, France’s from 26 to 89, and the 
population of Great Britain from 25 
to 41 millions. In the course of the 
nineteenth century the dwellers . of 
Europe doubled in number: for every 
four people living In European lands 
at the time of Napoleon’s consulship 
there were more than nine at the 
outbreak of the World War. And in 
this race for numbers the blacks, 
yellows and browns fail not in their 
competition with the whites, as may 
be seen from the fact that in a single 
century the population of India has 
expanded from 100,060,000 to more 
than 300,000,000.”

"Dr. Raymond Pearl Andrew of 
Johns Hopkins asserts that In the 
United States alone a population 
numbering 197,274,000 by the year 
2100 may be confidently anticipated, 
while B. L. Putnam Weaie predicts 
that the statisticians of 1980 will en­
ter on their records the figure of 4,- 
000,000,000 for the planet as a whole. 
But the really sensational estimate 
comes from Dr. H. P. Fairchild of 
New York University, after a survey 
of conditions in both old world and 
new. Hie numbers for America are 
*650,000,000 at the end of the twen­
tieth century,’ and for the middle of 
the next century ’as many people as 
there are now on the entire glebe.’ 
Nor is be. content with even this fore­
cast, for he goes on to say that ‘in­
crease in the bath-rate and better 
living conditions should produce in' 

.30,000 years more human beings tn«.n 
could Up y>rovi-!ed with standing 
room.’

"The professor sums up all con­
ceivable ways out from the dilemma, 
resort to ‘skyscrapers’ included. But 
he omits one obvious and comforting, 
if selfish, reflection—that the ‘jam’ 
will not come in our day. And with 
a hundred centuries at its disposal 
civilization should have ample time 
in which to work Out Just the solu­
tion of the population problem that 
is needed to keep the world a going 
concern and insure ample elbow- 
room for everybody.”

Further consolation is proffered us 
by the Newark News, which obser­
ves:

"In practise civilization has made 
for a decreased birth-rate and a high­
er type of individual. As far as 
there is a net gain to the worlds po­
pulation, the means of sustaining it 
have been adequate, and the future 
looks much better than It did in Mal- 
thuss day. The machine age, with 
all its marvels, is believed to be in 
its infancy. More food also is pro­
duced on less acreage, where science 
is applied, yet science has barely 
made a start.”
With a view to defining overpopula­
tion clearly, and to sounding a warn­
ing. to the Manchester (N. H.) Union 
points out that overpopulation *s not 
wholly a matter of numbers and of 
space:

"We could have a condition of 
overpopulation; for overpopulation 
does not mean many people, but more 
people than there are food and shel­
ter. A very small population could 
mean overpopulation in a desert or 
Arctic country.

“A condition of overpopulation 
may temporarily result from tran­
sient and removable causes. Though 
the war-ravaged European countries 
may have had their population reduc­
ed by the war, because they had their 
resources reduced even more, be­
cause so many of their dwellings 
were destroyed, they are In a condi­
tion of overpopulation at present.

“Provided we increase our supply 
of necessities, our American popula­
tion can increase indefinitely with­
out pressure. But if our food supply 
lessens through either exhaustion of 
the soil or, what seems more likely, 
through a great decrease In the num­
ber of tillers of the soil, a condition 
of overpopulation will result—more 
mouths than ' food to fill them. A 
condition of overpopulation as re­
gards housing can result In the same 
way—scarcity of building material 
and a lessened amount of work put 
Into building."

Australian experience has proved 
that even in the hot and humid cli ­
mate of Queensland, sugar-cane 
plantations can be more successfully 
worked by white than by colored la­
bor, although black men can usually 
stand more heat than white.

“Professor Gregory looks to segre­
gation as the best solution Of the race 
problem, for he does not believe In 
interbreeding and regards ' coresi­
dence' as incompatible with racial 
integrity and the highest develop­
ment of either race. As he puts it, 
the affectionate, emotional negro, the 
docile, diligent Asiatic, and Jho in­
ventive, enterprising European, do 
not work at their best when associat­
ed en masse."

The Position of 
The Labour Leader

The quotations from the New 
Statesman which appear in to­
day’s message dealing with the 
opening campaign in Britain 
would seem to indicate that the 
unity of the Labour Party since 
its advent to power has been 
considerably shaken, if indeed 
there ever was a common school 
of thought to bind-together the 
various factions of which the 
party is composed. It would per­
haps be more correct to say 
that the breaches between them 
have been widened by thé policy 
which the Government followed 
during its brief tenure of office.

The basis upon which the 
Labour Party was formed was 
Socialism, but the principles of 
Socialism have undergone so 
many changes that to-day it is 
a- difficult matter to draw a line 
between those who are its ad­
vocates and those antagonistic 
to it. In dealing with this sub­
ject in a recent issue the New 
Statesman said:

“Nothing is more significant 
to the world of to-day than the 
collapse of Socialistic doctrines. 
Only a decade ago the outlines 
cf the Socialist policy seemed 
well-defined, and Socialism it­
self a body of doctrines and a 
programme as "clear as the sun 
at noon.

are to-day) to whom self-sacrifice 
came as second nature, and whose 
highest ambition was to risk their 
lives when their fellow-creatures 
were in peril.

That we have a never-falling source 
of wealth In our teeming waters has 
been proven beyond peradventure. 
Three hundred years bear testimony 
to that fact, and it is to this circum­
stance we owe our position in the 
commerce of the world, and that posi­
tion is by no means a humble one.

There is every indication that the 
future holds still greater commercial 
advantages for us. The outside world 
is at length fully alive to the possi­
bilities of Newfoundland and her 
great dependency, Labrador, and 
capitalists abroad are anxious to get 
a grip on the new Colony. It is a moot 
question amongst thinking men as to 
whether the land possibilities of 
Labrador will not In the near future 
outstrip the wealth of its waters. We 
know comparatively little of that un­
explored country. I trust that no mat­
ter how attractive the future may be, 
it will not have the effect of lessen­
ing the enthusiasm of our people for 
their legitimate occupation—the fish­
eries. For no matter how events may 
shape their course, the genuine New­
foundlander Is by instinct and choice 
—a fisherman. That daring and ex­
citing occupation appeals to their 
manhood, and they are by nature em­
inently qualified and fitted for it. It 
would be nothing short of a national 
calamity If any set of circumstances 
conspired to lessen our people’s love 
for the perils of the deep, and the 
wealth that they have from time im­
memorial risked their lives to obtain 
from it.

The development of our country, the 
establishing of new industries would 
open up new sources of employment, 
and our fishermen could avail them­
selves of this during the winter in­
terval between the seasons; but by 
all means let them go tack In the 
spring of the year to ply that noble 
calling of which their ancestors were 
so proud. The fishermen should be 
taught to look upon every new oc­
cupation only as a means of sup­
plementing their incomes during the 
seasons when weather conditions pre­
vent them from engaging in their 
regular occupations.

In the city of St. Johin we have a 
melancholy example of the result of 
the younger generation cbanddtng the 
occupation of their forefathers. When 
I was a boy, on my visits to the city,
I well remember the most conspicuous 
figures on Water Street were the 
sealing masters and planters, as well 
as fishermen generally. Those stal­
wart and brawny vikings were the 
most prominent figures in the city, 
and they were looked up to with the 
greatest respect. They were the build- 
ers-up of the country—the men who 
by their daring, courage and industry 
were the sources of its wealth and 
prosperity.

Then could be seen the familiar 
figures of the Hallerans, Feehans, 
Powers, Whites, Grahams, Pikes, 
Duffs, Ryans, Mealeys and scores of 
others that I can call to mind. Where 
are they to-dayÎ Gone in the course 
of Nature, having nobly performed 
their part, but, who I ask remains to 
represent their deeds of pluck and 
daring? Alas, no one. They have gone, 
but their names still live, and will, 
continue to live in the hearts of their 
countrymen at home and abroad. They 
possessed little “book learning," al­
though some of them were classical 
scholars; but thsy knew their busi­
ness—and knew it well.

The present generation has no idea 
those days

meant. The

strikes me, now looking back, must 
have been a monument of patience, 
considering the gentle and patient 
manner she handled the refractory 
youth who attended her school, and 
how zealously she labored to store 
our young minds with such know­
ledge as she possessed.

At the school I have In mind, 
quite a number of migratory youth 
received their early training. How 
we used to look forward to their 
home-coming! If the vessel arrived 
during the day, we were sure to be 
on the wharf to extend to them a 
hearty welcome, and 1 assure you 
the youthful wanderer from the 
North was by no means oblivious to 
his Importance, dressed in his well- 
fitting guernsey, with his Hamburg 
boots, copper-topped, and surmount­
ed at the top by a red band of pat­
ent leather.

The honors paid to the embryo 
planter were by so means of a fleet­
ing nature. The honor was perman­
ent and real. The esteem of his 
youthful companions never flagged 
during the long winter months. Re 
was the hero of the school. For him 
the daintiest morsel of the lunch 
was to he provided, and on leaving 
school at evening, we all vied with 
each other in our endeavors to be 
his companion for the remainder of 
the day.

When, as it sometimes happened, 
there were two of these youthful 
fishers attending the same school, 
we had an easy system of who 
should he the chief hero. By unani­
mous consent, the boy who had been 
furthest north during the preceding 
summer was voted first place by his 
class-mates. The hero always had a 
just sense of his own importance. He 
looked upon the honors conferred 
upon him as Justly his, and he re­
ceived silent homage as something 
justly his due, but never assuming 
an arrogant tone. He was always 
pleased when called upon to relate 
the adventures of the previous sum­
mer, which he would do In such a 
manner as to make even the most 
youthful abandon their play to lis­
ten to his adventures.

The popularity of the Labrador 
migrant with his school-fellows was 
just as great on hts departure in 
the Spring as on his arrival In the 
late Fall. (They would seldom ar­
rive home before the 1st November). 
This was the fostering spirit that 
produced such men as the Bartletts, 
Dawes, Duffs, Murphys, Thomeys, 
Ryans, etc., the builders-up of our 
country, no matter what may come 
after in the shape of agriculture, 
mineral or lumbering developments.

Before 1 conclude, I venture to 
express the opinion that represen­
tation for Newfoundland-Lahrador 
must inevitably come in the very 
near future. We must prepare for 
that event Of course thta represen­
tation in the Assembly will include 
the hitherto neglected Esklmoi His 
day is fast arriving, and our young 
friend, Hon. Speaker Cyril Fox, if he 
wishes to do justice to his - high 
position, must study the language, 
and there is an Eskimo dictionary 
in the Museum, which he • can look 
at. That hardy band of men will no 
doubt send one of their own race to 
represent them in the Assembly. H# 
will be a decided addition to the per», 
aonnel of the House. He may poe-

Dr. Hemmeon’s Address
In a recent issue we gave publicity 

to an address given by Dr. Hemmeon 
to the Rotary Club at Halifax, the re­
port of which we took from the Morn 
ing Chronicle. As'Dr. Hemmeon de­
clares he was misrepresented we pub­
lish the following letter which ap­
peared in the Chronicle of October 2. 
To the Editor of The Chronicle.

Sir,—I am very sure that whoever 
reported my address to the Rotary 
Club on "Life In the Wilds of New 
foundland,” did not intend to misre­
present me. Some of the discrepan­
cies, however, between what 1 was 
thought to have said and what I did 
say, are so great that I hasten to cor­
rect them, lest my friendà both in 
Nova Scot s and Newfoundland pur­
sue me with unwelcome rebukes.

Regarding the existence of moose 
in Newfoundland, I did not make any 
positive statement. I said that there 
was a difference of opinion, but that 
I thought that there are none .

Instead of sayfng that there are 
300,000 caribou, and that 1,500 are 
killed annually, I expressed the op­
inion—in these matters one can only 
express opin'ons—that there are be­
tween 160,boo and 200,000, and that 
1,200 are killed annually.

I did not make any comparison be­
tween Newfoundland and Canada In 
game laws enforcement, nor shall I.

Bearing in mind topographical and 
social conditions In Newfoundland, 
the game laws there, which are most 
excellent, and are admirably enfor­
ced by a highly intelligent and cap­
able Game Board.

The incident which I gave M>f a 
novice In hunting becoming excited 
and shooting more than his share of 
deer, is the only case I know of and 
was introduced for fun.

The report is slightly astray In re­
gard to birds. I was speaking against 
the tendency to multiply speclas 
among caribou and illustrated the re­
sultant mischief by citing the com­
mon quail,-which carries hundreds of 
different markings, as It is followed 
from Maine to Florida, but forms only 
one species.

Minor differences should. not con­
stitute grounds for separate species.

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WINNING ESSAY IN COMPETITION.
Victoria Rendell, 16 Years Old, Did 

Not Rely on Prose.
Mere prose was not grand enough
