She explains that England is 
represented in the Brussels Conference, 
but has stipulated that there shall be no 
change in the recognized rules of inter­
national law, and that no restrictions 
shall be placed upon the conduct of na­
val operations, and reserves the right to 
accept or leject the recommendations of 
the Conference.

The message further says that negotia­
tions have been undertaken for the re­
newal of tbe Reprocity Treaty formerly 
existing between Canada and the United 
States, but that the negotiations, com­
menced by the desire and in the interest 
of Canada, have been temporarily sus­
pended by the adjournment of the Ameri­
can Senate. They will be revived soon, 
and Her Majesty hopes will lead to an 
increase of commercial intercourse be­
tween the two countries.

Wellington, Grey and Bruce [Railway 
Extension.

Lucknow, Aug. 7th. — The southern 
extension of the Wellington, Grey and 
Brriee Bailway, extending from Palmers­
ton to Kincardine, passing through this 
village, although in complete unning 
order for the past nine months, is not yet 
opened for public traffic. The Govern­
ment and the Township granted this ex­
tension nearly 8400,000 in bonuses to 
assist its building, and the people of the 
townships have paid taxes on their pro­
portion of this amount since 1872. In­
dignation meetings are being held along 
the line, and the people propose to ask 
the interference of the Government in 
order to force the road to be opened. 
Large quantities of freight have been 
waiting shipment along the line since au­
tumn last, add great losses have been 
entailed upon the owners, some of whom 
have been taking their goods to the 
Grand Trunk Railway.

Visit of the Governor-General.
Wear© sure that the people of 

Guelph and surrounding country 
will be pleased to learn that the 
Governor-General intends to visit

on the 14th or 15th inst., and from 
thence will return to Canada by way 
of Detroit. „ He will then make a 
tour of the principal towns in On­
tario, finishing up at Niagara, and 
from thence cross over to Toronto. 
The Mayor has called a special meet­
ing of the Council far Tuesday night, 
when arrangements will be made for 
giving his Excellency a reception 
worthy of the town. We are sure 
our citizens will heartily co-operate 
with the Council in this matter.

How illthe Ballot worked 
East Elgin.

It seems that the system of voting 
by ballot worked admirably at the 
East Elgin election on Thursday. 
The ballot boxes, furnished by the 
Government, are of black walnut ; 

, there is a door at the top, secured 
by a lock, and in the door a slit 
through which the ballots are de­
posited. The slide covering the slit 
is worked by a spring, and by press- 
Jog A small.knob the slidç is put to 
one side, and when the ballot is de­
posited it goes back to its place. 
The key hole is covered by a strap, 
and thatugain is secured by a pad­
lock which fastens at the side. A 
seal on the strap completes the clos­
ing of the bojx. It will thus be seen 
that every provision is made to en. 
sure security, and ballot stuffing is 
impossible if the agents of the can­
didates don’t wilfully shut their eyes 
when the voting is going on. When 
the box has been properly locked and 
secured it is handed to the Return 
ing Officer, and t is not opened till 
the voting is concluded, when the 
ballot papers arô- taken out and the 
returns made up.

Only one elector is admitted at a 
time to vote, and as soon as his name 
is recorded a ballot paper and an 

'envelope are handed to him. While 
he is making out liis ballot paper, 
another voter may be admitted to 
have his name recorded, so as to lose 
no time. When the elector makes 
out his ballot paper he bands it to 
the deputy returning officer who 
drops it into the box, and the 
elector passes out by another door. 
By good management fifty votes 
may easily be recorded an hour, or 
four hundred in the time allowed for 
voting, from V a.m. till 5 p.m. The 
new system presents a marked con­
trast to the old one in the total 
absence of noise or disturbance at 
the polling place. There ,is no 
wrangling, no coaxing, no coercion. 
The elector quietly walks in, records 
his vote, and as quietly walks out 
again. The new law does not allow 
the agents of candidates to make 
known to their friends outside 
the n:.m,es of the electors 
who have or who have not 
voted, but this can easily be ascer­
tained by checking the names . on 
the lists as they pass in to vote, i 
Parties bringing up voters can there­
fore be kept posted, and everyone 
who requires looking after can be 
attended to.

The new system seems to have 
worked badly for the Tories in St. 
Thomas, for at the election on Thurs 
day the Conservative majority was 
reduced to while at the election 
in January last it was 113. Charges 
and countercharges of apostasy were 
freely exchanged among leading 
Conservatives, but the joke was that 
the one did not know how the other 
voted, but made a blind guess at it.

The complaint is based 
on conversation of July 30th,between 
the Duke and Prince Hohenloh», the 
German Ambassador at Paris, when 
the latter stated that Germany, irre­
spective of the action of other 
powers, would take what steps it 
thought proper against the discrimi­
nations made by the French in favor 
of the Carlists, in violation of the ob­
ligations of neutrality.

The Hon. Charles Laberge, a pro­
minent member dgv the Ronge 
Party, died ofconsuoRjjtion on Thurs­
day, at his residence^ïn Montreal-. 
Deceased was born in Montreal in 
1827, and entered upon aj highly 
successful course at St. Hyacinthe, 
in 1837. He was admitted to the 
bar in 1848, and entered Parliament 
for Iberville in 1853, became Solici­
tor-General for Lower Canada under 
the Brown-Dorion administration in 
1858, and represented Iberville until 
1862. In 1863 he was appointed As­
sistant Judge for Sorel District, 
"holding the position for one year. 
He was connected at an early age 
with a Lotbiniere newspaper of very 
pronounced Liberal opinions ; subse­
quently with the Pays,a similar jour­
nal, but of a modified type ; and on 
the establishment of Le National was 
appointed editor-in-chief.

Won’t Come lt to Time.—The 
Herald now wants to make it appear 
that wo originated the charges in 
connection with the Road and Bridge 
management.

The Irvine Bridge Question.
We give below the case submitted on 

behalf of the County for the opinion of 
Mr.TVjlcrtscn, Q. C., and his answer 
thereto :

CASE Foil OPINION OF CnBISTOI'HEB 

ROBINSON, ESf»., Q. C.
There is a bridge over the Irvine River 

in the Incorporated Village of EiOra 
which was erected by the Village ; and 
has heretofore been kept in repair by it. 
It is alltgid now to Le out of repair 
and the Village Council contends that 
the duty of repairing it has been cast 
upon the Corporation of the County by 
virtue of Section 18,of Chapter 16, of 37 
Vic. Ontario. The river is over one hun­
dred feet in width' under the bridge, but 
doubts have arisen as to the meaning of 
the words “necessary to connect any 
public highway leading through the 
Couuty,” in the section above referred 
to, and whether the Road which the 
Bridge connects is such a Road as the 
woids above quoted refer to.

The Road crosses the Township of 
Pilkington west of the Grand River, and 
was an ordinary allowatco for a side line. 
It crosses the Town line between Pilkiug- 
ton and Nichol and enters the Village of 
Elora. It extinds a short distance 
through the Village till it reaches the 
Saugeen Road, where it stops. The Sau- 
geeu Road is a County -gravel road which 
runs almost atright angles to the road first 
mentioned, and extends almost from one 
end of the County to the other. There 
are no tolls collected on it. Of course a 
great many streets in Villages and side 
and other hues of road in Townships run 
into the Saugeen Road, and once on it a 
person can reach any part of the County. 
The Bridge in question lies between the 
Saugeen Road and theTown line between 
Nichol and Pilkington. The Road first 
mentioned runs through a comparatively 
small part, of the County. .

The question for your opiniop is as 
follows: Is the Corporation of the County 
of Wellington bound to repair the 
Bridge ?

OPINION OF MR. ROBINSON, Q.C.
I have considered the case submitted 

to me with regard to the obligation of 
the Corporation of the County of 
Wellington to rebuild or repair a Bridge 
over the River Irvine in the Village of 
Elora under Sec. 412, Municipal Act, 36 
Vic |Cap.48, as amended by 37 Vic.Cap. 16 
Sec. 18.

In my opinion the Corporation is not 
bound to repair or rebuild this bridge ; 
fer upon the facts stated it is not, I 
think,a bridge “necessary to connect 
any public highway leading through the 
County.”

The Road of which the bridge forms 
part is not, as I understand, a road 
leading through the County, but a side 
road leading iuto the Village, and into 
the Saugeen Road which runs at right 
angles to it, through the Village, and is 
clearly such a leading- road as the 
Statute intends.

The object of the Statute, I take it, 
was to secure the efficiency of the. lezyd- 
ing highways through the County, but 
not of other roads connecting with and 
acting as feeders to them ; and the words, 
“to connect any public highway,” ap­
pear to me to mean, to connect the two 
parts of such highway on either side of 
the stream. I do not see that the road 
upon which this bridge is can, be called a 
highway leading through the County 
more than many others of the different 
side lines ; and as to the Saugeen Road, 
its efficiency or usefulness to any travel­
ler once upon it can he in no way af­
fected by the state of the bridge in 
question.

As a consequence, the grades of leaf that 
at the end of May sold from 84 to 85, 
had by the end of June advanced to from 
$7 to |s ; while grades bringing from $7 
to 88 at tho former time brought $12 at 
the latter. European dealers have taken 
the alarm, and a Liverpool house not 
long ago informed its customeis that it 
could not till their orders, giving as a 
reason the fact that holders of stocks 
had withdrawn them from tho market. 
Liverpool agents in receipt of consign­
ments are instructed by their principals 
to prepare to hold hack during the entire 
year, in anticipation of a great scarcity 
and high range of value in 1875. The 
season is now far advancedtand thepolicy 
of the largo dealers to compel a rise is so 
general and so pronounced,that a year or 
more of unusually high prices for tobacco 
may be considered a certainty.— Mail.

■ The duty on tobacco collected at the 
Port of Montreal, for the year ending 
30th June, amounts to 8120,511. The 
quantity of tobacco and cigars imported 
through the Port of Montreal from the 
let of July, 1873, to the 30th of June, 
1874, was 17,359,825 cigars, weighing 
204,211 lbs., on which duties were 
collected to about 811,162,455 ; 10,461 
lbs. of cut tobacco were received, the 
duties on which amounted to 8233,230 ; 
33,870 lbs. of plug tobacco were imported 
the duty collected being 8665,490, the 
total revenue amounting to 812,051,175.
