that suicide is increasing at a

rapid rate throughout the TUnited
States. Reports from one hundred
cities show a general rate of 196 a
100,000 of population last year, as
against 177 for 1910, The United
States census gave the 1910 rate as
16.0 for the entire registration area.
The cities with the largest proportion
of suicides a 100,000 of population
were:

San Diego, Cal., 59.9; Elmira, N, Y
47.8; Davenport la, 41.2; Sacramento,
Cat., 39.9; San Franoisco, 37.5; St,
Louis, 37.2; Denver, 35.7; 1.0s Angeles,

The rate in New York is 16.5 and in
Chicago 21.4. In the last two years
the rate has increased in sixty cities
and decreased in thirty-nine The rise
i confined chiefly to relatively small
cities.

Prof.

Greenstone Describes Foroes
Which Made Many Dialects,

(New York Times.)

The question of what Yiddish really
is has often interested persons of Jew-
{sh and non-Jewish faith allke and
been answered with considerable un-
{certainty in most instances. The gen-
ieral tendency has been to class Yiddish

JNnot as a language M’ all, but as a jar-
-

siders all Jews to be,
ing everywhere the language of the
land in' which they dwelt after their
dispersal among the natlons, the Jews,
according to this view, developed at the
same time a dialect of their own, which
best met their peculiar needs. 'Thus
there dare today, among others, a Span-
ish-Yiddish, a Greek-Yiddish, a Pers-
ian- Ytddish and a German-Yiddish,
the last of which is now spoken by the
majority of the Jews in the world.

Thig German-Ylddish, according to
Prof. Greenstone, had its origin in the
! Jewish gquarters of Germany in the
| Middle Ages, and assumed its Individ-
{uality and peculiar nature among the
| Jews “of Poland. The segregation of
| the Jews in separate quarters, the en-
lforced and voluntary separation from
the peoples among whom they lived,
|gave the Jews the freédom to develop
|a vernacular of their own, based upon
the German spoken at the timé; and
this vernacular they preserved even
|after they wére forced to flee from
{ Germany and to settle in other lands.
When in contact with other languages
Yiddish. naturally. absorbed. foreign
words and expressions, so that the Yid-
dish spoken in Germany differs from
the Yiddish spoken in England and
America in a number of phrases,

Address on:Inebriate
Problem

Interesting papers read by
in their line of endeavor
last night's session of the
tional Convention of Police
held in the King Edward.
the sultry weather and the many
counter attractions, the attendance
was remarkably good, nearly every
member answering his name when
the roll-call was made.

A paper read by Chief Inspector
Archibald, while not discussed at the
meeting, gave rise to considerable
comment afterwards amongst the del-
egates. The Chief Inspector, who de-
voted his attention to the evils of
“White, Slave Traffic,” 4n the course of
his remarks stated that in the present
City of" Toronto there was not a sin-
gle tolerated house of i1l fame. The
statement was received with cheers,
though many of the delegates subse-
quently expressed their incredulity.

An able address on the inebriate
problem was dﬂll_vered by Chief Levar
of Abingdon, Pa., who called the at-
tention of the convention to the fact
that though the State was making
provision for the care of its tubercu-
lar patients, it was making little or
none for the victims of alcohol.

“Inebrity is a disease, just
tuberculosis,” he said. Men
drink excessively are the victims
a drug habit and they are entitled to
be treated as invalids rather than be
punished as criminals. Medical
authorities the world over are agreed
on this question, and it is time that
steps ,were taken to make
the commitment of habitual drunk-
ards to some State institution, where
they can be scientifically treated and
if possible, restored to a life of-so-
briety and usefulness.”

Continuing, the speaker said
statistics showed that 30 to 40
cent. of habitual drunkards treated
private institutions were
“There is no reason why

aintained institution should not do

well,” he maintained. “In  the
cases where reformation proved im-
possible, provision could be made for
the isolation of men so afflicted, in
order that they might not become
a menace to soclety.”

Superintendent Eugene Van Bus-
kirk of the National Identification
Bureau, Washington, D. C., stated
that this year the bureau was making
a feature of establishing a stamdard
system of Bertillon and finger-tip
identification of criminals. The bur-
eau had proven useful. in securing
the capture of criminals, and was ‘an
effective agent in securing adequateé
senterices for convicted persohs who
might otherwise get off as first offen-
ders.

Kansas City, dJ0ly 9§ —Braulio Her-
nandez, once secretary of state of Chi-
huahua and a figure 1n the Mexican
revolution ting Kansas City,
Profeesor Hernandez—he is an educa-
tor in his country—was one of the
group of men who, choosing Madero
as their leader, launched the revolution
against the Diaz rule.

Latep, says, when he saw that
Madero; his personal ambition causing
him to lose sight of the original revo-
lutionary cause, was trying to do over
again what Diaz had done, he resigned
his office gecretary of state and
helped -Orezeo to organize the anti-
Madero party.

But Orozco proved a disappointment,
L.ike Madero, the real cause for fight-
ing was overcome personal ambi-
tion, according to Hernandez, where-
upon Profesesoer Hernandez severed his
connections with Orozo, and from an
ardent revolutionist became an evolu-
tiontst,

WHEN WRITING WAS HARD

Large Per Cent of Our “Best People”
Were llliterate in Colonial Days

Washington, July 15—Some of the
experts of the bureau of education
have been putting in the hot days this

summer examining the signatures of

old documents of colonial days to see
how mrvany of our forefathers could
write their own names, They found
an astonishing ‘amount of illiteracy
among our best people—that is, aston-
ishing to us in these days of compul-
sory education, but not so astonishing
considering the difficulties of getting
an education two hundred years ago,

After counting nearly one hundred
thousand signatures and marks, the
experts found that the people of Mas-
sachuretts were beet educated, and
those of Virginia least. New York
Dutch and the Pennsylvania Germans
were above the average in education.

In Massachusetts 11 per cent, of the
men who attested legal papers made
their marka nstead of signing. In the
middle of the seventeenth century 58
per cent, of Massachusetts women
could not write their own names. By
the end of the.century that percentage
had fallen to 38,

In Virginia of more than two thou-
sand men who signed jury lists in the
seventeenth cenury, 46 pPer cent. made
their marks, and of more than twelve
thousand w_hn signed legal papers 40
per cent. made their marks

An examination of legal x;apnrs filed
by Pennsylvania Germans showed that
26 per cent, of the men were illiterate,
Among the Duteh of New York ilit-
eracy dgclined from 40 per cent. in
1675 to 6 per cent. in 1738,

In all_the colonies women possessed
the scantiest educations. In Virginia
76 per cent. of the women were #llft-
erate; in New York 60 per namt. in
Maseachusetts 58 per ceat,
