London, March 18.—Mr. F. B. Mild- 

may, Liberal-Unionist member for the 
Totnes division of Devonshire in the 
House of Commons, to-day quoted the 
House of Lords committee report, show­
ing that many stores in the West End 
of London sold little else than Ameri­
can beef and at the same price as home 
grown British meat. According to Mr. 
Mildmay, British agriculture was thus 
seriously injured, and he thought 
the case was so strong that 
he would favor marking American 
cheese which was similarly sold. In his 
opinion not only was the consumer en­
titled to protection, but the grower 
should also receive protection against 
the foreign product when the latter was 
sold as English.

Mr. J. Parkin-Smith, Liberal-Union­
ist for the Partrick division of Lanark­
shire, opposed the proposition.. He 
thought that American and Canadian 
beef arrived in excellent condition and 
objected to placing fresh meat on the 
same footing as frozen meat which, he 
claimed was equal to the home grown 
article.

Mr. Elliott-Lees, Conservative mem­
ber for Birkenhead, expressed the opin­
ion that foreign meat was a great boon 
to the working people, and that it was 
impossible to detect the difference be­
tween the imported alive meat and Eng­
lish-grown meat.

Mr. J. Samuel, Radical, member for 
Stockton on Tees, who is a grocer by oc­
cupation, assured the house that no one 
could be deceived with American 
cheese, the importations of which, he 
declared, were decreasing. The largest 
imports, he added, were from Canada, 
and they were ijjgreasing year by year. 
He thought it strange that members 
who professed to be anxious to 
strengthen the commercial bonds be­
tween the mother country and the col­
onies should try to stamp a colonial 
article as being inferior.

C. T. Ritchie, president of the 
board of trade, said that generally 
speaking there was a consensus of opin­
ion in favor of such legislation. The 
home producers, he added, were entitled 
to that amount of protection ; but he 
did not know whether it would be an ad­

age to them in the long 
the effect of the bill would be upon for­
eign producers, who would have to be 
content with less profits. He 
thought that in its marking provisions 
the bill would not work, but butchers, 
in his opinion, should "be punished for 
misrepresenting the origin of goods, and 
he agreed to support the second reading 
of the agricultural produce bill, ii the 
promoter would consent to the measure 
being referred to a select committee.

Mr. Bryce, Liberal, formerly president 
of the Board of Trade, opposed the bill 
on the ground that it was of a protective 
character.

Despite the many obstacles which its 
inaccessibility throws in the way of its 
successful development, the Yukon 
country appears destined to be one of 
the liveliest mining districts in America 
before the present year closes. Birch 
creek will be the banner creek of the 
season, and the assertion is based upon 
reason that its output alone will figure 
close to $1,000,000. From the amount 
of work done during the winter in open­
ing up new claims and piling up gravel 
for spring washing from the old ones, 
Forty-Mile district will also double its 
output during 1896, while on Mastodon 
creek, a tributary of the Birch, in the 
gravel terraces which lie high up on 
both sides of the stream, at least a hun­
dred feet or more above its bed, rich al­
luvial deposits have been found. On 
one of these benches is a bank of gravel 
six feet in depth which on being 
prospected gave an average of 19 cents 
to ttfe pan. Many locations upon these 
high benches have been made, Joe 
Juneau, the father of Alaska’s metro­
polis, being one of the fortunates to 
strike and.locate several especially rich 
claims.

In the summer the posts are nearly 
depopulated by the miners taking to the 
hills and only coming down occasionally 
for supplies. Aside from that for use in 
quartz mining, much other machinery 
to be used in operating hydraulics will 
also be shipped in this summer.

Prices of course rule high all through 
the Yukon district, laborer’s wages 
running from $7 to $10 per day. Team­
sters with their teams make about $25 a 
day ; theatre tickets—Circle city has a 
music hall that enjoys the distintion of 
being the most northern “ temple of 
amusement ” in the world—sell for $2.50 ; 
whiskey is 60 cents a glass, beer 60 cents 
a schooner or 25 cents a small glass ; the 
tonsorial artists charge 60 cents for a 
shave or $1.00 fora haircut ; and wood, 
cut and delivered, sells for $10 a cord. 
Some of the staple articles of provision, 
with all others in like proportion, 
now retail at the different posts as 
follows: Flour per cwt., $8.00; bacon 
per pound, 36 to 46 cents; beans per 
pound, 10 cents; dried fruits per pound, 
25 to 35 cents; can fruits per can, 60 
cents ; canned meats per can, 50 cents ; 
sugar per pound, 16 to 25 cents ; and coal 
oil per quart can, $6 to $6.60.

Tne sawmill at Sixty Mile 
busy to meet the demands for lumber 
for both building and mining purposes, 
dressed lumber selling at $100 per thous­
and, and rough at $70. It costs $30 in 
addition to deliver each thousand feet ’ 
at Circle Citv. A building that costs 
$1,000 on the Yukon could be erected for 
$300 at Juneau or about $150in Victoria. 
On the Sixty Mile there is plenty of 
timber but it "is small in dimensions and 
of poor quality. House logs landed at 
Forty Mile sell at $2.50 each.

Upon his return from Puget Sound 
Mr. Ladue will take in machinery for a 

sawmill to be established at Circle 
City, and also an electric light plant to 
light up the metropolis of the Yukon. 
Think of it—a city resting within the 
shadow of the Arctic circle, inhabited 
by civilized people and glorying in elec­
tric lights as well as many other con­
veniences of the effete East. Still it is 
not to be wondered at. that electric 
lights are in demand when coal oil is 
quoted at $6.50 a quart and scarce at 
that.

There has been but little sickness on 
the Yukon so far this winter, and only 
three deaths are reported. Captain Ba­
ker of the steamer Beaver committed 
suicide, George Ramsay dropped dead of 
heart disease, and Anthony Day died 
from a stroke of paralysis. A duel 
with six-shooters was fought on Birch 
creek by two young miners named 
Montgomery and Fox, rivals in love, 
wherein Fox received two bullet wounds, 
neither of which will, however, prove 
fatal.

On her last trip up the river with a 
load of supplies the steamer P. B. Weare 
was frozen in at the mouth of the Por­
cupine river, where she still lies, stuck 
fast in the ice. Miners from Circle City 
went down tR her about one hundred 
miles, and took the supplies back on 
sleighs. The steamer lies in a very dan­
gerous position for the spring thaws are 
apt to break up the Porcupine first, in 
which event great ice-jams will float 
down the stream and crash the prisoner.

Capt. Campbell of the Rustler, upon a 
recent trip from Dyea brought news of 
the especially hard luck the carriers of 
the Canadian mail are experiencing.

CUBAN PRESS SHACKLED.

Havana, March 18.—The governor of 
of Havana has prohibited the editors of 
newspapers from expressing dissatis­
faction with the government.

Further details of the fight near 
Candelaria in Pinar del Rio are that 
Col. Fernandez in command of the gov­
ernment troeps was ordered to march to 
Candelaria. The march was made in a 
heavy rain.

But if a man is coerced or compelled to 
pay a debt, or to perform the conditions 
of a bargain, or to fulfil an agreement 
which he has voluntarily entered into 
the coercion is good, and necessary ; in 
fact society cannot get along without it. 
In such cases the compulsion is not 
generally called “ coercion.” If the 
word coercion as it is used in connec­
tion with the Manitoba school question 
means merely that the Government of 
Manitoba is to be forced to do 
what the province has voluntarily, in 

, the most solemn and the most binding 
of all agreements, covenanted to do, no 
one would dre«rtn of saying that the 
coercer deserve^ to be blamed or re­
proached. But though this is really the 
case the word is used as if the attempt 
were being made to compel Manitoba to 
do what the province has not bound itself 
to do—as if force was being used unnec­
essarily and unjustifiably.

When a judge declares that a man 
must pay the sum which he has bound 
himself by a note of hand to pay, 
no one says that there is anything wrong 
in the coercion which he threatens, or, 
if he decides that a contractor must act 
up to the contract he has entered into 
or be must pay damages, no one dreams 
of condemning the judge as a tyrant be­
cause he coerces the contractor. 
It must, then, be admitted 
that it altogether depends on how coer­
cion is applied whether it is an act of 
tyranny or a justifiable and a necessary 
use of power. By the way in which the 
word “ coercion ” is used by the oppon­
ents of the Government it might be sup­
posed that it invariably signifies an 
abuse of authority. But it does not. 
When it is used to describe what is 
done when an individual is forced to do 
what it is his duty to do and what he 
ought to have done without the use of 
force, moral or physical, it is either mis­
applied or it conveys the idea that the 
compulsion used was legitimate and 
necessary. Those who understand the 
Manitoba school question know that it 
is both mean and dishonest to apply the 
word “ coercion ” in a reproachful sense 
to the proceedings which the Govern­
ment have taken in that matter.

VANCOUVER,
Vancouver, March 20.—At a 

meeting called by petition to the mayor 
to-night, the following resolution 
passed : Moved by Colonel Faulk War­
ren, seconded by J. C. McLagan, and 
“ Resolved that we, the citizens of Van­
couver assembled, express approbation 
of the policy adopted by Hon. J. H. 
Turner and his colleagues, in declining 
the proposals made by the promoters of 
the British Pacific railway, as embraced 
in the correspondence recently laid be­
fore the house, which, if acceded to, 
must have ended in financial disaster to 
the province.

Further, this meeting desires to im­
press upon the government its belief 
that British Columbia is not in a posi­
tion to bear, increased financial burdens 
in the way of taxation and any attempt 
made to enlarge the burdens already be­
ing carried by the taxpayers will prove 
to be detrimental to the interests of the 
province.

That copies of this resolution be for­
warded to the Lieutenant-Governor, 
each member of the executive council, 
the Speaker, and each member of the 
legislative assembly.”

retrenchment by no means so easy as he 
believed it to be. Improvements are 
wanted here, there and everywhere ; 
necessary services must be kept in an 
efficient condition ; and the interest on 
the public debt must be punctually 
paid.

A very considerable part of the ex­
penditure is regulated by statute. 
This part of it cannot be med­
dled with. Shall we spend less 
on our roads and bridges? the economist 
is asked. No, that would hardly do. 
The fact is the country is continually 
wanting new stretches of road and new 
bridges ; and the roads already opened 
must be kept in good repair. He, if he 
is thoughtful and intelligent, will see 
that as the development of the province 
depends upon its having roads and 
plenty of them it will hardly do to starve 
the road service. Then, how about edu­
cation? Cau the appropriation for edu­
cation be cut down materially? Now 
that the cities contribute largely to the 
education of the children of the citizens 
the Government is chiefly concerned 
with the education of the children in 
the rural districts. Well, the schools 
must be kept up in those districts. 
People will not settle in the Province if 
they find that no provision or an insuf­
ficient provision has been made for the 
education of their children. It is well 
known that one of the chief inducements 
for settlers to make this Province their 
home is the certainty that provision is 
made for the elementary education of 
every child born within its limits. It 
will not do just now, at any rate, to 
cripple our system of public education. 
Something may be done in the matter of 
cutting down salaries, but not so much 
as a good many people imagine. The 
Government must make ample provision 
for the administration of justice and for 
the enforcement of law. The prosperity 
of the Province in a great measure de­
pends upon its maintaining the char­
acter it has earned for being a law- 
abiding and law-respecting country ; 
and the laws cannot be enforced 
unless good men and plenty of them 
are employed to enforce them. The 
Government might lessen its grants to 
public institutions, charities and hos­
pitals, but the saving effected would not 
be large and retrenchment in these di­
rections would not be popular or for the 
good of the Province.

We think that we have said' enough to 
show the reader that it is not so easy or 
so practicable or prudent to cut down 
the expenses of government as many 
people who do not think a great deal 
about what they say, or inquire very 
closely into the working of the Govern­
ment, imagine. This province is in a 
peculiar position. It is the youngest of 
the provinces of the Dominion. It has 
vast resources, but nearly all of them 
are only in the first stage of develop­
ment. It is the interest and the 
duty of the Government to give 
those who are building up the 
Province every possible facility 
to do their work. To do this requires 
the expenditure of large sums of money, 
but the expenditure, though it will pay 
in the end, will produce no immediate 
or direct return. Is the Government for 
that reason to call a halt in the work of 
development? Is it to refuse to open up 
this or that section of the Province and 
to give those who settle in it the advan­
tages they expect and require, because 
some years must elapse before that sec­
tion yields a return for the money spent 
upon it? We do not think so. The 
policy which the present Government 
and previous Governments have 
pursued h’as been a wise one. They 
did not measure their expenditure by 
the present revenue producing power of 
the Province. They saw tjrat the Prov­
ince has a great future before it, and 
they considered it good policy to a cer­
tain extent to draw upon that 
future. They did not look upon 
it as an indication of bad man­
agement if the year’s revenue did 
not balance the year’s expenditure. 
They considered it good economy to in­
crease the Province’s revenue-producing 
power, and the event will, we are quite 
satisfied, prove that their policy was 
the best one that under the circum­
stances could be pursued.

This policy, we are free to admit, has 
its dangers and its temptations, and the 
present Government are showing that 
they are not deaf to the dictates of cau­
tion and prudence. But it can be enter­
prising without being reckless, and pro­
gressive without being extravagant. The 
Government which is able to make an 
intelligent estimate of the capabilities of 
the Province and which will regulate its 
financial policy according to that esti­
mate is the one under which it will 
surely and steadily advance on the read 
to prosperity.

ferred upon the country. All the auth­
orities had agreed that the withdrawal 
of British troops would mean that all 
this work vgas to be undone, and a vast 
majority of Englishmen were con­
vinced that the 
Britain in Egypt 
plete and that it 
honorable to leave Egypt until it was 
complete. Great Britain, Mr. Chamber- 
lain insisted, had been too sanguine in 
the past respecting the time for the ful­
fillment of her pledges, and it would oc­
cur to the majority of the house that 
she was determined to maintain her 
troops in Egypt until her work was ac­
complished and they could be withdrawn 
in safety. The Under Secretary of State 
tor Foreign Affairs and the First Lord of 
the Treasury, said Mr. Chamberlain, had 
already explained the reasons for the ad­
vance of the dervishes and the state of 
ferment existing previous to the govern­
ment’s decision.

IMPROPER EVIDENCE.
Much interest is manifested in legal 

and other circles at the bill introduced 
at the instance of the Lord Chancellor 
for the suppression of indecént evidence.

Thirty-Nine Hours of a Coni 
Sitting—The Division

(From Our Own Correspondent.)
Ottawa, March 20.—The sitting of the 

House of Commons of Wednesday, 
March 18, will be a memorable one in 
parliamentary history. That sitting had 
not concluded at midnight on Thursday. 
The house had then been in continuous 
session for 33 hours. The all night sit­
ting was not marked by any striking in­
cident. The French members took the 
floor at 4 o’clock and kept it until 11.
In the early hours of the morning Com­
modore Welsh convulsed the boys in the 
gallery by going round and tickling the 
sleepy members. Mr. Bruneau,of Riche- 

• lieu, who spoke for four hours, literally 
sat on the floor. He missed his chair 
and came down with a crash. A note­
worthy speech was that of Mr. Angers, 
the new Grit member for Charlevoix. 
He talked against the bill and then an­
nounced his intention of voting for it.

The debate progressed until the after­
noon when Sir Donald Smith took the 
floor. Great interest was manifested in 
his speech. He explained how their 
educational rights had been fully guar­
anteed the Catholic settlers of the Red 
River district.

Mr. Kidd followed in opposition to 
the bill.

Mr. Cotton said it was difficult to in­
telligently deal with this bill in the ab­
sence of information as to the govern­
ment’s financial policy for the coming 
year. Of course the government must 
be carried on, and either the revenue 
must be increased or the expenditure 
decreased. Until the estimates come 
down the house cannot see whether 
or not the government have re­
trenched where possible, or should 
they have done so, whether there 
is a reasonable hope that with im­
proving times the revenue will meet the 
reduced expenditure. Had they this 
information probably the opposition 
might approve of a temporary " 
of taxation, but in its absence they could 
only treat the bill on its merits, and 
oppose the increased taxation lest the 
government use it to continue their 
present extravagances. Another diffi­
culty is presented by the question, 
why is there such a difference between 
the ordinary revenue and the ordinary 
expenditure? Of course the worldwide 
depression has affected the revenue, but 
the government should retrénch as far 

“ as possible in view of the falling revenue. 
But the depression is only temporary, 
and it might well be argued that the re­
lief should be temporary also, and that 
for instance the government should 
draw upon the balance of the loan 
authorized last year. The government 
could not oppose that, and he felt that 
the opposition would prefer such 
course to increasing the burdens of the 
people. But in the absence of the esti­
mates the opposition are precluded from 
taking any such ground, and are forced 
to take their present position. The 
assessment of mines he felt would have 
and has already had a most important 
bearing upon the way in which inves­
tors in England and elsewhere regard 
the mines of this country.

‘•In the bleak, wSd and practically-un­
explored fastnesses of Northwestern Brit­
ish Colombia, AX) mites east of Sitka, there 
lie upon the ground the crumbling bones 
of two men. By-their sides lie two bags' of 
pure gold, each-containing about $15.000. 
The snows of the rigorous winter cover the 
skeletons to a great' depth alt the year 
round,.except about 49-iays in midsummer.

“ These two men-with one Billy Wilson' 
a brother-in-law of-the Minneapolis man, 
H. W. Seldon, had formed a party of three 
who by superior daring, energy and endur­
ance had penetrated its a northwesterly 
direction from Alkaline lake into-the dis­
mal territory just east of Alaska, in the 
year 1892. The party originally starting or 
the trip numbered 12, but nine beearne dis- 
couragedlbefore the outward trip had been 
half finished. The three bad continued in 
search of a certain rich gold region which 
Billy Wilson had discovered, together with 
another prospecting party, in the year 1884. 
On this former occasion Wilson had barely 
escaped with his life, and-two of bis party 
of four have never been beajrd front since. 
They were driven of theirefield of work by 
the Indians, and Wilson suffered untold 
hardships in making his way alone back to 
the coast.

“In the 1892-expedition, however, Wilson 
and his two companions at last reached the 
Mecca of their travels. There they found 
everything just as the first party had left 
it in the precipitous flight six years pre­
vious. The place is known as the “Lost 
Rocker Claim*” from the fact, that the first 
discoverers had left there ai rocker ore 
washer. The-unwashed ore accumulated 
about the rocker and the sand beds near 
by had been -washed by the heavy rain­
storms and melting snow until the pure 
gold could be seen on the surface. When 
this sight met’the eyes of the three pros­
pectors they almost wept for joy. Their 
journey had been one of frightful hard­
ship, butthey were now rewarded. They 
arrived shortîyafter the 1 open season’ had 
sbt in and proceeded at once to. reap the 
rich harvest which lay before them.

“ The richest of free ore lay immediately 
at hand in the- sand and gravelof a bar 
which ran for a long distance out into a 
small lake. The party worked with fever­
ish haste, taking out nearly $2,000 in gold 
from the washings each "day. But they 
stayed too long.. The richness ofi the ore 
tempted them, and soon the forty days of 
summer were nearly over. Taking $50*000 
worth of gold flakes, they packed -it- in bags 
and hid the treasure in the locality,. Then 
each man tied n.p $12,000 in portable form, 
and the three began their perilous- journey 
back to the coast. It was a case of tramping

Mr. Cotton read from the Color­
ado constitution the section relating to 
taxes on mines, and asked the govern­
ment’s attention to this point, which 
was that mines producing annually less 
than $1,000 are exempt from taxation— 
thus affording protection to small mines; 
and others are assessable only at one- 
fifth of the gross output of preceding 
years. In the absence ot a statement as 
to what the government expect to real­
ize trom their tax, he could not compare 
this with the rate here proposed, but he 
believed that the net result during the 
present year will be disappointing 
to the government, the taxes which 
the larger mines- are now subject to 
having been wiped away. In reference 
to Mr. Kellie’s remarks of yesterday he 
pointed out that the government cannot 
keep a debtor and creditor account for 
each district in the province, and it is 
therefore a mistake to set one district 
against another on the ground that in 
some particular year one place got more 
from the government than it paid in and 
another less. And in the case of Van­
couver as compared with Kootenay he 
pointed out that the people of Vancouver 
pay in municipal taxation three times 
the whole receipts by the government 
from Kootenay.

Mr. Graham was prepared to admit 
that this government are as they claim 
a progressive government, but he held 
that the good they had done had been 
altogether insignificant in comparison 
with the expense they had incurred. To 
increase taxation for developing the re­
sources of the country is very good, but 
he wanted to know what steps are being 
taken to make the revenue meet the ex­
penditure. He wanted some information 
on this point before voting for 
the bill now before the house. 
He agreed that the government were 
quite justified in increasing the tax on 
wild land and on incomes ; and it is no 
doubt right, too, that the mines should 
pay their share, but he could not see 
why coal should escape as stated by the 
Minister of Mines yesterday..

Mr. Hume also discussed the position 
of the coal mines, holding that the gov­
ernment should bring in a bill to make 
the coal mines pay taxes, in place of try, 
ing to put all the taxes on Kootenay. 
He took exception to the statement of 
Mr. Kellie that the mining men are in 
favor of this bill ; for while he did not 
mean to say that they objected to paying 
their share of the taxes they protested 
against this bill as unfair and as making 
the mines-pay more than other property. 
He wished to give some figures for the 
information of some members who seem 
to think that Kootenay has not produced 
much during the past year. The ore 
taken out in 1895 had been, from Trail 
Creek, 22,972 tons; Slocan 39,309 tons; 
Ainsworth 43,644 tons; and Nelson 
3,707 tons; yielding in gold, silver, cop­
per and lead the very considerable sum 
of $4,412,000.

Mr. Bailey thought the local agricul­
tural society might do far more good if 
it held frequent meetings for the discus­
sion of agricultural topics. Such a course 
would foster agricultural progress and 
promote the welfare of the country.

The chairman said the last two speak­
ers had touched the very key-note of the 
situation. Agricultural so'-.ieties should 
be conducted altogether differently to 
what most of them now are—upon some 
such lines as those just indicated. The 
dairying interest would also be advanced 
were local branches of the provincial 
association formed. The expense of 
training to different parts of the prov­
ince prevented the provincial association 
from holding many meetings, but local 
associations could meet at least quarter­
ly. Papers could be read and discussed, 
and these together with a summary of 
the discussion could be forwarded to the 
general secretary. A quarterly or half- 
yearly report of the meetings of both 
provincial and local associations 
might then be printed, together 
with the best of the papers. They 
might ask the Dominion government 
through the Dominion Dairy Com- 
sioner to print these reports and issue 
them as a special B. C. Dairy Bulletin.
Their secretary could edit the matter, so 
that it need involve the department in 
no labor—but simply mean the cost of 
printing. He thought this province 
could fairly claim the assistance of the 
Dominion government to this extent.
Other provinces are in receipt of far 
more substantial aid, but except indir­
ectly through the help given by the Do­
minion government to agriculture, the 
dairy interest had received no assistance 
—certainly not directly, excepting last 
year’s visit of the travelling dairy. He 
again urged the organization of local as­
sociations as the only practical way in 
which they could obtain the benefit of 
frequent discussion of the many ques­
tions closely affecting their dairying in­
terests.

Mr. Wells, though he would like to 
see a branch organized for the practical 
work suggested, had little confidence in 
local people taking hold of the proposi­
tion. They are pretty well overrun with 
organizations just now. He did hot 
know why, but their local Farmers’ In­
stitute did not hold meetings. He was 
sorry to say that their farmers appeared 
careless in matters of this kind.

Mr. Bailey urged the necessity exist­
ing for united effort. He hoped they 
would yet establish an organization, the 
members of which would meet and dis­
cuss everything they were interested in 
—from the growing of small fruits to the 
raising of live stock. They should, too, 
watch the markets of the world and pro­
duce along the line of regulating the sup­
ply to the demand.

A meeting was held in the court house, 

Chilliwack, on Tuesday afternoon, 17th 
instant, under the auspices of the 
Dairymen’s Association of British
Columbia.

The president of the association, Mr. 
R. Balfour, of Langley, was in the chair. 
There were also present the secretary- 
treasurer of the association, Mr. G. Had- 
wen, of Duncan, and a number of 
farmers and others interested in dairying.

The secretary read a paper contributed 
by Mr. A. A. King, manager of the 
Delta Creamery, on “ Co-operative 
Creameries and Winter Dairying.” The 
writer first alluded to the extreme im­
portance to farmers of winter dairying. 
He enumerated some of the special in­
ducements it offers, viz. : better prices 
for milk, calves and pigs; better distri­
bution of labor; help can be engaged by 
the year instead of for the season only, 
and less food wasted in maintaining 
stock. These several points he dealt 
with separately in detail. In connection 
with co-operative creameries he set 
forth their advantages and gave much 
information respecting their organization 
and successful operation. The full text 
of the paper will be published later.

Mr. A. C. Wells expressed approval 
of the paper, which he considered a 
very valuable one. Cows properly fed 
during the winter will then give as much 
butter as when at other seasons they 
have plenty of grass. There is too much 
neglect in winter feeding of cattle in 
this country. His experience was that 
those who fed their cows well in winter 
were most successful in dairying. He 
thought this a matter deserving the at­
tention of those in the district keeping 
dairy cows. He had much pleasure in 
moving a hearty vote of thanks to Mr. 
King for his paper.

After the motion had been carried, 
Mr. Richards, of Tacoma, Wash., who 
was visiting the district, continued the 
discussion, urging the benefits to be de­
rived from the establishment of co-op­
erative creameries, and giving some use­
ful information, as the experience of 
dairymen in California and Washington. 
In reply to a question he expressed the 
opinion that Turbine machines work 
well if in competent hands, but he would 
not recommend them under other cir­
cumstances.

Mr. J. W. McGillivray, of Sumas, read 
a paper on the “ Breeding and manage­
ment of the dairy herd.” He character­
ized his subject as of most vital import­
ance in the dairying- business. He did 
not advocate keeping any special breed 
of dairy cattle, but urged close attention 
to and care of the cattle, whatever breed 
be kept. A pure bred sire is indispens­
able. Then careful testing of the butter 
value of each cow was recommended, 
and the weeding out of all unprofitable 
milkers advised. The importance of in­
creasing the total yield of milk without 
adding to the number of the herd was 
emphasised. The milking of cows for 
the greater part of the year, the early 
training of heifers to milk a long time, 
the care of feeding calves, the necessity 
for the provision of warm stables for 
winter, the treatment of cattle when in 
the stables, and the removal of manure 
to ensure cleanliness and to prevent the 
tainting of milk, «were all dealt with. 
Ttie necessity for knowing the nature 
and objects of the food, methods of 
feeding, and the importance of observa­
tion and discretion in the feeder, was 
also dwelt upon.

A discussion followed in which the 
chairman and Messrs. Wells, Richards, 
Bailey, I. Kipp, Had wen, McGillivray 
and several others took part. Among 
the matters mentioned were the relative 
merits of corn and clover for dairy feed­
ing and the suitability of different soils 
for their cultivation. The chairman had 
not succeeded in his efforts to grow corn 
at Langley, while Mr. Wells had grown 
excellent crops of it at Chilliwack dur­
ing several years. Mr. Kipp, too, had 
found it thrive on sod lands. There 
seemed to be an agreement that clover 
is a more satisfactory crop, generally giv­
ing a more abundant yield, whilst it 
flourishes for many. years and requires 
less labor to cultivate it. One speaker 
advocated growing alsike clover, whifch 
lie had found do very well.

Mr. Alex. Philip next read a paper 
upon “Agricultural Education.” He also 
contributed some notes upon the seri- 
ousness<of the question of feeding hogs 
upon fish or skunk cabbage, pork deal­
ers having'stated that they cannot pur­
chase pigs so fed.

A number of important recommend­
ations were contained in a report from 
the finance committee, in which it was 
advised that bonds be required from the

In the>. case of 
the city treasurer, Mr. Charles Kent, 
and of the city clerk, Mr. Dowler, the 
committee reported that personal secur­
ity was provided, Mr. Kent to the ex­
tent of $10,000 by Messrs. Thomas Earle 
and C. E. Redfern, and Mr. Dowler, 
$2,000, by Mrs. Mary Williams and Mr. 
L. Goodacre.

While admitting personal security of 
this nature to be less desirable in many 
ways than the guarantee company 
bonds, the committee advised that no 
change be made with reference to the 
securities of the two officials named, oc­
casional investigation by the council be­
ing suggested to verify the continued 
financial stability of the bondsmen.

To this latter portion of the report 
Aid. Cameron took exception, holding 
thatjif guarantee bonds were deemed es­
sential in one case they should be in all. 
No exceptions could be made with any 
degree of consistency. The same view 
of the matter was taken by Aid. 
Macmillan, who advocated changing 
completely from the individual security 
system to that of a guarantee company 
protection as being in the interest of 
the individual as well as the corpora­
tion. On the motion of these two aider- 
men the clause objected to was struck 
out from the 'report with the under­
standing that a motion to provide for 
guarantee bonds from Mr. Kent and 
Mr. Dowler will be brought forward 
later on.

The advantage of the present or old 
system, its champions point out, is that 
the two officials interested have provid­
ed their own security, thereby saving 
the premiums that the city would other­
wise be called upon to pay.

Another section of the same report 
recommended that the owners of pro­
perty be notified in every case where 
water rates are three months in arrears 
by tenants. There was a division of 
opinion as to the wisdom of this, a 
majority of the board holding that the 
present law making the property re­
sponsible for water rentals, fully met the 
exigencies of the case. The recom­
mendation was rejected and the report 
as amended was adopted, the $90 neces­
sary to pay guarantee premiums being 
passed without debate or opposition.

Two days travel below Lake LeBarge 
they can secure plenty of grub, and will 
finally reach Forty-Mile in good shape.

Another letter of complaint was signed 
by G. White, D. Wales and W. Fergu­
son. It set out that White when he ap­
plied for work as a mason had been of- 
ferred 33% cents an hour, which he re­
fused, but finally accepted 40 cents, as 
work was hard to get. After working 
from F’ebruary 6 to February 17 he was 
told he would be discharged for men who 
would take 33% cents an hour, although 
the current rate of wages in town was 
56% cents an hour.

When the chairman asked where 
Wales and Ferguson were, he received 
the reply that they did not want to come 
unless they were paid witness fees for 
giving evidence. The first witness 
was W. Payne, who swore to his state­
ments in the letter sent to the council.

James Willoughby, a carpenter, 
the next witness, said he had worked at 
the lake for $2.26 a day, though the 
usual wages for a carpenter are $3 a day. 
In the course of his evidence 
he stated that Mr. Murray told 
him he would have to board 
at the lake if he wanted to work there. 
The board was only good enough for 
hogs and the bunk house was unfit for 
men to live in, as the roof leaked badly. 
By Murray’s orders lie and Wm. Mc­
Kenzie had helped to put a log two feet 
through and 10 or 12 feet long under the 
foundations of the centre wall between 
the filter beds. Murray told him to put it 
in and cover it up so that no one would 
see it. One of the foremen, “Jack the 
Ripper,” he did not know his real name, 
was in the habit of swearing at the men. 
Board at the lake was $5 a week and he 
had to furnish his own bedding.

A special meeting of the Presbytery 
of Victoria was held yesterday evening 
to consider the establishment of the 
Central church upon a permanent and 
practical basis. Messrs. Shaw and Lor- 
rimer were present as delegates from the 
interested church, and in accordance 
with a request in behalf of the congrega­
tion they represented, it was agreed 
that that body cease its present 
organization.

Application was made to Chief Justice 
Davie yesterday by Mr. S. Perry Mills 
ior the admission to bail of Harry 
Creech, accused of being implicated in 
the murder of Mary Ellen Janes. Mr. 
Mills contended that the deposition of 
the accused made at the corner’s inquest 
should have been excluded from the 
evidence taken in the police court, as it 
was inadmissible as legal evidence 
against the prisoner, and that the evi­
dence of Chief Sheppard as to certain 
statements made by Creech, and other 
evidence should not be considered by the 
court in looking over the depositions of 
the preliminary hearing. Mr. A. G. 
Smith, Deputy Attorney-General, op­
posed the application, urging that there 
was not the same reason for admitting 
Creech on bail as had been shown to ex­
ist in so far as Dr. Garrow was concerned. 
The Chief Justice refused to admit 
Creech to bail, holding that even if some 
of the evidence might be excluded at 
the trial, he would not now give judg­
ment on it, while the circumstances dif­
fered from those in Dr. Garrow’s case, 
in that medical certificates have been 
produced to show that the latter’s health 
was suffering from his confinement in 
jail.

A map of the Trail Creek mining dis­
trict, prepared by Mr. J. A. Kirk, and 
on which he has been busily engaged 
for several months past, is now in the 
hands of the lithographers and will be 
ready for sale by the end of the present 
month. The map has been inspected 
by hundreds of property owners, who 
unanimously agree in expressing their 
satisfaction at the accuracy of the infor­
mation it affords and its usefulness to 
the community. An area of about 16 
square miles around Rossland has-been 
included. Surveyed and the approximate 
location of unsurveved claims, the C. P. 
R., the Rossland & Trail tramway and 
Red Mountain railway location lines, 
the wagon roads and trails, together 
with the principal topographical fea­
tures, are delineated in three colors. A 
pamphlet will accompany each map giv­
ing a history of this now famous camp 
—one chapter of which has been con­
tributed by His Honor the Lieutenant- 
Governor—an account of the develop­
ment of the principal claims, and a sy­
nopsis of the existing mining laws.

The capital stock of the Cariboo Hy- 
Mining Co. of Vancouver has 

been increased from $300,000 to $500,000.
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Wm. F. McKenzie, a carpenter, em­
ployed at the same wages as the last 
witness, corroborated the statement 
about the log and as to the board not 
being good.

His com­
plaint was chiefly that, though he was a 
carpenter, he only received a laborer’s 
wages. Jle had been discharged* for 
complaining about the food. There 
were two strikes among the men on 
account of the insufficiency of the 
food and its poor quality. The men 
went back to work again and the cook 
was discharged after the second strike.

D. McPhaden, another carpenter, com­
plained that the food was bad and the 
sleeping accommodation also. He was 
charged at the rate of $5.75 for seven 
days board. “ Jack the Ripper,” he 
said, swore at the men continually. He 
and fifteen or twenty men were discharged 
because they did not go to work one 
rainy morning. They had not gone out 
to work because they thought it too wet. 
He was discharged on a Tuesday morn­
ing, and for his work on .the Monday he 
only received 25 cents and his board. 
He believed that he could have got in 
town for $2.50 a week board equal to that 
furnished at the lake. He afterwards 
worked for the city at the lake for $2 a 
day as a laborer and lived in town He 
made more that way than when working 
for the contractors at $2.25. There were 
not many Victorians working as labôrers 
for the contractors, and he knew of some 
who were refused work at the lake 
though they were good men.

Edward Young, another carpenter who 
received the same wages as the preced­
ing witness, said he had no complaints 
to make. He had received as good 
treatment as at any job he had ever 
worked on. The sleeping accommoda­
tion was not good. There were not 
many Victorians among the laborers at 
the lake and he knew one or two men 
who had been refused work.

At this point the inquiry was ad­
journed until Tuesday evening at 8 
o’clock.

It appears 
that the steamer left Halifax on Febru­
ary 13 and was obliged to stop the next 
day to make repairs to the feed pipe.
The following day a storm arose and ZQ j/ Y7„ . „ Q, 
continued for two days. On the after- O O /2 I a, ICS Ol.
noon of the 17th the feed pipe again 
got out of order on account of the shift­
ing of the boiler. The water above 
the pipe poured out of the boil­
er and, to make matters 
the steamer began to ship 
soon becoming helpless. Until the 20th 
the crew worked night and day, but with 
little success. The ship Fidello, bound 
for Bremen, offered assistance, which 
lyas reluctantly refused, Capt. Sears, 
with some of his officers, believing that 
they could still save the vessel. The 
water in the ship had been lowered be­
low the boiler, but the blocks support­
ing the boiler were all adrift, and resting 
on the bilge keel the boiler was swinging 
with every motion of the steamer. Re­
alizing that nothing further could be 
done to save the steamer, Captain Sears 
made signals of distress and attracted 
the attention of the steamship Norman- 
nia, requesting that the St. Pierre 
be towed to the nearest port. The chief 
engineer of the German liner, however, 
was of the opinion that the St. Pierre 
could not be kept afloat, and when all 
things came to be 
was finally abandoned.

The public debt charges are, it will be 
seen, responsible for an extra amount 
greater than the total increase in the es­
timated expenditure ; and while educa­
tion and road work call for a much 
larger outlay, there are compensating 
savings in the matters of works and 
building and of surveys.

The interest and sinking fund of the 
loan of last year explain the increase un­
der that heading.

Civil government salaries have been 
reduced all round, with the exception of 
the ministers and deputies, and tne low­
est grade of officials whose pay was al­
ready at the minimum figure. In the 
Provincial Secretary’s department, the 
printing office, finance department, audit 
office, lands and works and Attorney- 
General’s departments, a cut of from 7% 
to 5 per cent, has been applied. The 
deputy minister of agriculture will re­
ceive $116 in place of $125 per month ; 
the inspector of fruit pests $111 vice $120; 
and inspector of animals $95 vice $200. 
A new officer provided for is an auditor 
to inspect all offices, at $139 per month.

The outside service has received the 
same kind ot attention. In the land 
registry offices the registrar of titles at 
\ ictoria will have $157.50 vice $175, and 
the chief clerk $139 vice $150. At New 
Westminster the registrar’s salary will 
be $139 vice $150, and two clerks will re­
ceive $2,414, while last session three 
were provided for—$3,060. At Vancou­
ver the registrar’s salary of $176 becomes 
$157.50, and the three clerks will receive 
$3,1)60 in place of $3,440. At Kamloops 
the registrar will have $139 vice $160 ;

The British South African Company 
has done a great deal in a comparatively 
short time. Its operations extend over 
a vast area of the African continent, and 
they are on the whole beneficial both to 
the population of the country and to the 
interests of the Empire- It was this

£118,883 and the administrative expen­
ses were £142,423, the respective figures 
for the previous year being £44,489 and 
£65,767. The expenditure includes the 
cost of posts and telegraphs, police, high 
court, hospitals, and also a special item 
of £14,471 for telegraph construction. 
Under the head of revenue we find that 
stand sales and land revdhue brought in 
£63,047, stamps and licenses £30,221, 
teiegranhs £9,701, postal business £4,- 
609, and fines, fees, rents, taxes, etc., 
£21,303.”

Companies have been formed for the 
'development of the gold industries with­
in the Chartered Company’s territory, 
in which the company has a share in­
terest, the nominal capital of the 
organization being £2,600,000. At the 

time an immense number of other 
concerns are also at work in Rhodesia, 
in which it is interested, through royal­
ties and licenses. The gold industry of 
the country is, however, as yet in its in­
fancy, and is dependent for ultimate 
success upon the extension of the rail­
road lines to it.

WATER OR RAIL SERVICE.

To the Editor :—In your issue of 
March 15, a communication bearing the 
signature of J. S. Helmcken, appears, ad­
vocating simply a Vancouver Island 
railway, without saying how the three 
millions of dollars are to be obtained !

A Vancouver Island railway is neither 
desirable nor necessary, experience, at 
all events, teaches this. If by means of 
the E. & N. railway, this city cannot 
compete with rival places at nearly equal 
distance, surely an extenson of this rail­
way will not make things any better ; it 
and the Joan holding the gates through 
which all must pass. An Island railway 
is unnecessary, because the Island be­
ing very narrow, with a central rocky 
and mountainous backbone, its shores 
shores can be approached by steamboats 
or sailing vessels, roads leading from the 
shore conveying colonists,etc. As to gain­
ing time by travelling per railway from 
and to theNorth,considering the time now 
occupied by the E. & N., it is at least 
doubtful, and assuredly would be more 
expensive.

Goods and passengers can be carried 
more cheaply in this case by water than 
by land, and would be even now were 
there, any chance of competition. As 
cheapness chiefly governs this business, 
goods to Queen Charlotte island, our 

and the American possessions will 
go direct by steamships which can touch 
at any part of the coast whether of the 
Mainland or the Island and at convenient 
periods too. Indeed, it seems as though 
goods and passengers could be brought 
by steamers direct from (or tot Bute 
inlet more cheaply than by railway. 
Which then is realiy better—to spend 
annually the interest on the $3,000,000 
Vancouver Island railway, or to apply.it 
to encourage our vessels to call at various 
places, more frequently to benefit colon­
ists, the settlements already existing or 
to be formed and the- cities and villages 
already in existence? Monopoly and its 
attendant evils cannot so easily exist on 
free water as on a narrow strip of rail­
road owned by a few.

For all purposes, then, the waterway 
is tbe beet, with or without government 
pecuniary assistance.
